THE PRINCE AT TORONTO.

TORONTO, Aug. 25.

The Prince of Wales and party ar-
rived at Toronto this morning. The
Prince was greeted as he Dblithley
walked off Royal train by the Premier
of Ontario and other authorities.

Offerings continue to be made to the|
trade of this city both from
importers and from packers in New-
foundland, and prices follow closely
the prevailing quotations given else-
where in this paper.

get as high as $20 per Dbarrel for
fancy goods in small quantities, the

prevailing market on both fall and |

winter and spring herring of “ordin-
ary quality” is about $14 per barrel
and in some instances less. As there
is a fair supply on hand, merchants
in New York are showing a little
more anxiety to sell, and this has not
had a good effect on market condi-
tions. As there is a supply
come forward from Newfoundland,
buyers have taken the position that
it is just as well to wait until the
market is settled before making
heavy purchases. So far as can be
observed the demand has been of a
hand-to-mouth order. Jobbers have
been taking only sufficient stocks to
meet their requirements for a short
time, and retailers have been buying
in the same manner. As the retail
trade has figured heavy profits on all
goods handled this season, the con-
sumption demand has naturally been
restricted. This, of course, has had
the effect of reducing the volume of
business for the summer season, and
many contend that this petty profit-
eering on the part of the retailer has
worked a ‘permanent injury to the
herring trade, in that it has removed
herring from the list of cheaper
foods and placed it in the class with
In some instances
where retailers are getting as high
as 14 cents for a herring, exorbitant
profits are being realized. It is re-
ported from Newfoundland that the
quality of the herring now ready for
shipment (that is the herring of the
winter and spring pack) is of gener-
ally excellent quality. Although the
price in Newfoundland is low, import-
ers are of the belief that this herring
will bring much better prices than the
goods now in the market. If the
goods prove to be as represented by
the packers, it should bring a high-
er price than the ordinary quality of
herring, of which there is a predom-
inance in the market here—N. Y.

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Improving the City.

That the city of St. John’s
is fifty years behind the times
cannot be doubted. In almost
whatever way it may be taken
this applies.

We hear much of this regret-
table fact, but rarely, if ever,
suggested improvements. Some
suggestions, we grant, are ad-
vanced, but they are all too
often of the nature that requires
discouragingly lavish expendi-
ture.

There are many that would
cost little or nothing, that could
be made, and which would im-
prove the appearance of the
city very considerably. As
, long as St. John’s is short of
funds, such ones should receive
our attention and the attention
of those whom we have appoint-
ed to attend to such matters.

Unfortunately, the attention
of the Municipal Council is too
often engaged in discussions of
minor, if any, importance, and
in this way the matter of im-
proving the appearance of the
city is left sadly to itself. The
Municipal Council spends too
much time bemoaning the lack
of funds with which to accom-
plish big things to be able to
give attention to other improve-
ments that will not cost much.

There are many ways where-
by the appearance of St. John’s
may be improved. We ARE be-
hind the times and the city IS
sadly lacking in that good ap-
pearance which makes the citi-
zen proud and impresses the
visitor.

Rev. D. B. Ashford was right
when he said that we have an
ideal site for an ideal city—but
that the city is the worst one of
the British Empire. Such a
castigation should make us
ashamed. We cannot be angry
at it for the statement is true.
Too true.

When are the City Council-
lors going to wake up and at-
tend to this important matter?
They must realize that it is
childish to refuse to accomplish
small things because they are
precluded from doing big. . .

For a city that was a city
“while as yet the Indian lighted
his eamp fires” on and around
tha s'tes of such great cities as
Bosion and New York, St. John’s
is exasperatingly behind the
times, and the censure of citi-
zens who are thoroughly irrita-
ted thereby is directed toward
those who sit in council in the
building known as the City
Hall.

What Can be
Expected ?,

A Jance through our adver-
tisisg columns will show that,
sgmething like  thirty-three
teachers are now wanted by the
C. of E. Board of Education.
The salary of each ranges from
$200 to $400 a year.

How can people reasonably
expect a young man with edu-
cation enough to fill the posi-,
tions, to engage in the teaching
profession at such miserably;
low salaries? What man to-
day, olher than a school teacher,‘
woald work for $400 a year?

The men who perform the
most menial tasks would not for
a moment consider such an of-
fer, but those in whose care the

educating and training of our
children—the coming citizens—
rest, are asked to give their
time and talents for the dole.
Better inducements cannot be
held out until Interdenomina-
tional Education is brought in.
Then the little single-roomed,
single-staffed schools will be
pooled, the Government grants
will be pooled, and the teachers
will receive—and only then—
the remuneration that their
high and noble calling demands.

“Standard” on Speeding.

We are pleased to see our contem-
-porary (The Telegram) coming out so
strongly. It is high time, as we have
often pointed out, that something
should be done more than is done to
protect the life of the citizen. That
all is not done that should be is evid-
ent from the number of sufferers,
most of them such as are least fitted
to take care of themselves, and over
whom therefore the state, if it be a
democratic not to say a Christian state
should all the more ’throw its pro-
tecting arms around—the elderly, the
feeble and the young. Has the State
done that? Answer the number that
have been either done to death or in-
jured more or less for life. Answer
the greater number that only a pro-
tecting Providence has saved from
this worse than Juggernaut car. Some
of these sufferers may have more or
less courted disaster through their
heedlessness; but even “contributory
negligence” is no excuse for a car
driver not doing all possible to avert
disaster. The regulations should be
so perfect, the law should be so ef-
ficiently administered by police,
judges and juries, that anyone to any
extent megligent should be caught in
the act, put on his defence, convicted
and punished as much as justice and
the nature of the offence and the need
of deterring the offender and others
requires. It is a scandal that such
has not been done by those responsible
for making and carrying out our laws.

That it has not been done is evident
from the fact that so many have com-
mitted these offences against life and
so few suffered any punishment worth
calling such, from the fact, too, that
these offences are on the increase.
What can the people in general think,
but that the better off, the rich, can
do as they like, pretty well, that with
all the talk about equality in the eyes
of the law, our authorities are not
earnest enough in looking at the

rights of the poorer folk, the people
at large. What, too, can motorists |
(and those that would like to drive in I
motors and the many that will do so!
as soon as the fare comes down to the§
size of their purse)—what can thesel
expect but that some misguided one !
who has suffered through réckless
driving will take the law in his own
hands, and will inflict revenge omne
of these days—revenge that we cannot
condemn too strongly, that will likely
fall on the innocent not on the guilty.

fenders, placing such on trial, efforts |
not harsh nor lax bue honest to bring |
home guilt to offenders and to inflict |
the penalty that suits the case, be the
offenders rich or poor. Until that
state of things exists, our rulers, our
citizens especially those prominent in
church and state must do their best
to bring it about, or else bear the
blame that is to the watchman on the
walls that sees an enemy coming and
gives no warning or the housebuilder
that builds no protecting rail around
the top of his roof whither his family
and friends resort.

The motor is here, it.is here to stay.
Let us all try to make it more of a
convenience, comfort, and blessing,
and to extend its benefits to the great-
est number possible. Let us, we that
do not happen to have one, see that
we do our best to keep ourselves and
others out of harm’s way and not to
unnecessarily hamper those that do
use them. Let us come down like a
thousand brick in a lawful but deter-
mined way on the reckless and incom-
petent, and on those that won't put
a stop to their murders, manslaughters
and maimings.—Hr. Grace Standard.

How “The Stars

and Stripes”

Remained American in Europe.

Of course the very conception of
The Stars and Stripes was a piece
of Yankee madness. Who ever heard
of an army that proposed to let its
Privates have a newspaper all their
own, and so much their own that the
officers couldn't get an official state-
ment into it with a shoe-horn? What
sort of discipline could you expect
from an army with a mnewspaper in
which the men could say pretty near-
ly what they liked?

#'This is the American private sol-
dier’'s newspaper, and his alone! No-
body else can horn in on it!” The
Stars and Stripes told its army that
in every issue, and proved it, so that
the American army from one end of
the line to the other knew that it had
an organ that wouldn’t stuff it with
“punk” and wouldn’t feed it -propa-
ganda from any source whetsoever.

And who didn’t try to horn in on
it? Well, a candid and complete list
of those who did would fill a few col-
umns of this newspaper, and it would
include some crowned heads or heads
invested with European dignities
akin to crowns. It is easier to say
who did not try to horn in.

No Big Bosses.

One who didn't try was the Presi-
dent of the United States. Another
who didn’t try was the Commander-
in-Chief of the A.E.F. Though Gen-
eral Pershing was the big boss of all
the works and thus might have con-
gidered himself the great Editorial
and Publishing WE, he turned that
gacred paper over to a second lleu-
tenant and a squad of privates and
let them go to it.

And whenever (which meant near-
ly every day) somebody tried that
horning-in act, he was un-horned, of-
ten without knowing just how it had
happened—though it is whispered
that a few distinguished world-
characters had to be taken firmly by
the tossing horn and led back to
their own proper homes.

That is how the army paper Te-
mained American in what was then
just about the most hotly European
part of Europe—and not only Ameri-
can, but the plain, private soldier’s
kind of American, preaching disci-
pline to the limit without ever hav-
ing the slightest reverence for rank
merely as rank; saying it in mighty
plain American, and managing at one
and the same time to get a whole lot
of fun out of the war and yet to build
up that wonderful, grim morale which
imbued every man Wwith the perfect
readiness to die.

. American journalism may be proud
of this most extraordinary feature of
war-making, for the men who made
The Stars and Stripes were all Ameri-
can newspapermen, from New York,
Boston, Philadelphia, ‘Washington,
San Francisco., Portland, Cleveland,
Kansas City, and half a dozen other
towns. And hardly one of them was
more than a common private. There
was only one bomb-proof individual
on the staff—the only civilian who
had anything to do with it, and who
had it wished on him to stay in the
United States and act as cable cor-
respondent.—From the Mergenthaler
Lines O’ Type News. .

Discipline and Heroism.

The transport “Abercrombie-Robin-
son,” conveying detachments of the
27th Regiment and Cape Mounted
Rifles, with the 91st Highlanders, was
overtaken by a storm in Table Bay on
the night of August 27, 1842, the fury
of the gale causing the ship to break

from her moorings, and to be driven
inshore upon some rocks. After a

terrible experience through the wild
night, communication was established
with the land when morning dawned,
and a couple of surf-boats were sec-
ured; then the difficult task of dis-
embarking seven hundred souls was
begun. Captain Bertie Gordon, who
was in command of the 91st High-
landers, gave the orders. First , the
women, children, and sick were sent
ashore, then the 27th Regiment, fol-
lowed by the Cape Riflemen. The
91st were the last and were made to
draw lots as to who should land first.
To add to their difficulties, a convict-
ship also broke from its moorings,
and one of the surf-boats had to go
to their assistance, so that the disem-
barkation of the whole 91st (four
hundred and eighty officers and men)
had to be carried out with one small
boat. The ‘“Abercrombie-Robinson,”
later in the day took a heavy list to
leeward, and the remainder of the
91st were drawn up amidships, the
men having to jump from the chains
one by one, to be picked up by the
surf-boat, which when full was haul-
ed ashore. The men left the ship in
full marching order, and not a single
lifc was lost.

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WHO MANAGED TO REACH THE
PEACE CONFERENCE.

Of the innumerable’ delegates, am-
bassadors, representatives, plenipoten-
tiaries, and such who went to Paris
to watch the wheels of the Peace Con-
ference go round, probably not one
went through such strenuous experi-
ences in getting there as William Mon-
roe Trotter, Of the eleven delegates
chosen to appear for the estimated 14,-
000,000 negroes in the United States,
Trotter was the only one who landed.
The other ten applied for passports,
but failed to receive them, and so stay-
ed. at home. But William Monroe, be-
ing made of sterner stuff, disguised
himself as a cook, and crossed the
ocean in that capacity on a small
steamer. He did not succeed in secur-
ing an audience with any of the im-
portant personages meeting in solemn
conclave to establish foreyermore the
democracy of the world, the brother-
hood of man, the rights of opprest peo-
ples and a few other things, but he did
send them protests against the denial
of passports to American negroes and
against the failure to insert in the
Peace Treaty a clause guaranteeing
them life and liberty. He also gave
out sundry stories to the Paris papers,
among others one setting out the de-
tails of a lynching in the South. Up-
on his recent return to Boston, his
home city, he addrest a meeting in
Tremont Temple, telling of his experi-
~nees, of which The Christain Science

furnishes the following

Mr. Trotter ioex lne money raisea
for his trip to Paris, after having ar-
ranged his own affairs, and went to a
seaport city, disgused, where he tried
to obtain passage without a passport.
This means failed, but to avoid violat-
ing any laws, he obtained a seaman’s
passport. He had considerable dif-
ficulty in getting a job on a ship, but
after a course in cooking in a lodging-
house he gained, through his per-
sistence, the sympathy of a negro cook
on a-small steamship and was signed
as second cook. The job hunt took six
weeks.

On reaching Havre, the ship did not
dock for several days, but at last the
opportunity came to go ashore. Mr.
Trotter found that all the members
of the crew were prohibited from
landing, but got a chance to go on
the wharf to mail a letter written by
the cook. Then, although he was
in his working clothes, he continued
into Havre, and found that no train
was available till morning. He had
been obliged to leave all his belong-
ings on shipboard, but had a small
sum of money with him. He boarded
an early morning .train to Paris,
where he learned that the peace
terms had just been handed Germany.
He also found at about this time that
the State Department had ruled
against granting any passports to
American negroes, and considered his
course thereby justified.

“The next day,” said Mr. Trotter,
“I began my work of letting the
world know that the negro race wants
full ' liberty and equality of rights,
as the fruit of the world-war. Le
Journal des Debats, L’'Intransigeant,
and Le petit Journal used the com-
munications I sent them. I sent
copies of the protest to every peace
delegate and received sympathetic
acknowledgments from many of them.

“The Jews have received every-
thing they asked from the Peace Con-
ference. But here, in . the TUnited
States, is an ethnical minority de-
nied equal rights, and we are asking
that we be accorded only what every
one else has. After the Memorial-
day speech of President Wilson, I
prepared a statement recalling that
many of the American troops were
negroes, and, in view of a lynching
which had just occurred in Missouri,
demanding that in justice to them he
ask Congress for a Federal law
against lynching. This statement
was widely published in the French
press and was cabled to this country
by the Associated Press.

“The colored soldiers in France
charged that they had bzen discrim-
inated against in France. Leave was
regulated by the color line, and ne-
groe troops were restricted from vis-
iting large cities, certain streets, and
certain cafes. The white soldiers
spread damaging stories about the
colored men, in order to make the
French people fear them. All menial
tasks were shouldered upon colored
soldiers. I prepared a protest to
President Wilson in behalf of the col-
ored soldiers, which was also wide-
ly printed in France. I also gave
to the French press the facts about a
particularly atrocious lynching in the
South.

“I was unable to obtain an audi-
ence with President Wilson or Pre-

Willard-Dempsey fight at Toledo In
four hours, brings to mind a news-
paper performance by the late Henry

tion that has never had an equal. I
recently alluded to that magic perfor-
mance in Noewspaperdom when I told
of having responded to a toast at the
annual banqyet of the Boston Press
Club in November, 1882. I have half-
promised myself several times, some
day to tell again the details of that
wonderful piece of newspaper enter-
prise. In this day and generation we
hear of many interesting things done
by the press of the country at various
times. The Spanish-American War
brought out a number of remarkable
feats in news-gathering, but somehow
with events crowding on each other
with such amazing rapidity in that
little fracas, what one or two news-
papers did was soon lost sight of. In
our recent great war there were so
many big things done, and the war it-
self was so stupendous, that the real
outstanding effort of any newspaper
was of necessity lost sight of in the
multitude of things that were done; al-
beit many of them were quite remark-
able.

In 1882, down in Georgia the tele-
graph, telephone and railroad were
not yet fully installed in the rural
districts, and disseminating news was
slower than pouring Winter molasses.
The famous election of that year was
no more important to the people of
New York State, where Grover Cleve-
land was running against Folger, or
in Pennsylvania, where Pattison was
trying to defeat his Republican oppon-
ent, Weaver, than in Georgia, where
in the Seventh Congressional District
the famous Dr. William H. Felton was
fighting to win against Judson C. Cle-
ments, and in the Ninth District, where
Judge Emory Speer was pitted again-
st a well-known Georgia schoolmaster,
Allan D. Candler, one of the old
school, a master in debate as in the
class room, and who was dead sure
to give Speer a race that would make
himdong remember it. The result of
these two districts had usually requir-
ed from three to four weeks to gather
the completed election returns because
of the long distance between post of-
fices and the paucity of telegraph
stations. There was the most intense
interest centred in these two districts
that had ever been known in Georgia.
It is probable that at least $100,000 in
wagers was at stake, and Henry
Grady, editor of the Constitution, con-
ceived the idea of gathering the com-
pleted returns in a single night. It
was without parallel in the history of
American journalism, and a feat as
daring -as any ever undertaken in any
lJand. Emory Speer and Dr. Felton
were both Southerners, but both reac-
tionaries, siding with the Republicans
many times, which did not set well
upon Democratic Georgia politics in
general, just emerging from the
shadow of the reconstruction period.
The situation became more or less de-
sperate. The:campaign in these two
districts was waged with 'all the
fervor of the days of Henry Clay, and
as it proceeded the interest waxed
warmer and warmer, the excitement
running high. In order to get the
completed returns from these two dis-
tricts in a single night, it became
necessary to have an organization
worth while, and Grady went at the
task with his usual dashing spirit. His
proposal almost took the breath out
of Wm. A. Hemphill, his business
manager, and he opposed the idea as
suicidal. “It will break the Constitu-
tion,” he declared most vehemently,
but Grady went ahead. Even Howell
and Finch were standing behind him.
Finch was from the North and knew
the value of such daring enterprise,
and believed that it would rather
make the fortunes of the paper than
undermine it.

ﬁe Trans-
Atlantic Flight.

A Summary of the Six Attempts.

(By-J. R. SMALLWOOD, of The Evening Telegram Reportorial Staff.)

[Editor’s Note.—Mr. Smallwood, in his capacity of reporter and staff
correspondent on The Evening Telegram, has had the opportunity of inter-
viewing the pilot of every aeroplane, seaplane and dirigible to arrive in
Newfoundland, and is therefore qualified to write a general resume of the
Transatlantic flight, now an accomplished fact.]

THE BLIMP C.5.

On Saturday, May 10th, the Ameri-
ean cruiser “Chicago” arrived in port.
Aboard her were men who constituted
an advance guard to prepare a land-
ing place for still another attempt at
crossing the Atlantic. This was the
American dirigible, C.-5, which arrived
at Pleasantville from Montauk Point,
N, Y. The balloon arrived in St. John's,
having flown the 1200 miles without
stop, on Thursday morning, May 15th.
Pleasantville and vicinity were black
with people, and the cheer that rose
as she gracefully floated in between
the hills forming Cuckhold’s Cove,
with the sun shining on her beautiful
fabric sides, was the most enthusias-
tic heard in connection with any
Transatlantic attempt. Seen by me
on board the U.S.A. Chicago, a few
minutes after alighting, Commander
E. W. Coil, head of the crew of six
gave these facts: The gas bag was
200 feet in length. The car, suspend-
ed beneath, was thirty-five feet long.
In this the crew rode. She was fitted
with two Union motors, driving one
screw, and was, in fact, quite an or-
dinary balloon, having no special fea-
tures at all. The speed was 55 miles
an hour, plus or minus the wind. The
flight from Montauk L, NX.
Pleasantville, lasted 26 hours and 50
minutes, the additional time being
consumed by extra distance flown
while the balloon had lost her way on
the South-West Coast of the country.
The dirigible arrived in the morning.
In the afternoon she broke her moor-
ings and rapidly drifted out to sea,
passing over Signal Hill. The men
who were in the carriage jumped out,
one, Lieut. C. H. Little, having to
jump from a height of thirty-five feet.
He suffered no further injuries than
a sprained ankle. The American
cruiser “Edwards,” which had arrived
in port in the morning, was despatched
to look for the balloon, but had to re-
turn without even seeing her. Thus
ended this attempt at crossing the At-
lantic by air. The crew, very down-
hearted, left port soon after by the
Chicago.

THE FIRST NON-STOP BEGINNING.

On Saturday, May 19th, the first be-
ginning of a non-stop flight was made,
the machine to undertake it being the
Sopwith biplane, flown by Hawker and
Grieve. Most people had gone down
to Pleasantville where the “Raymor”
&as, and the first sign that they had
of the Sopwith’s get-away was the
sound of her Rolls-Royce motor as the
little aeroplane hummed out over the,
city, passed over the Raymor, and |
turned out over Cabot Tower. When
outside she dropped her under-car-
riage and wheels, which left her minus
these almost essential parts for land-
ing. The Martinsyde men, seeing Haw-
ker get away before them, rushed
things and jumped into their machine.

Just an hour after the Sopwith aero-
plane passed out to sea the Raymor
 made her start.

THE MARTINSYDE DISASTER.

made, and amid a hurricane of cheers
the little bird spinned along the ground
for about two hundred yards—and
crashed. Striking a slight hummock,
the undercarriage was mnot strong
enough to withstand the shock, and
the tail tipped up, driving the nose or
engine into the sod, Miraculously
enough Raynham and Morgan escap-
ed death, although the latter did re-
ceive injuries that made further fly-
ing for him impossible. The engine
of the machine was wrecked, as were
the wings and frame work. Spares for
everything except the engine were
kept, however, and a wire for a new

THE VICKERS-VIMY.

Meanwhile, two new parties had ar-
rived in Newfoundland. These were
Alcock and Brown, pilot and navigator
of the Vickers-Vimy machine, and the
Handley-Page party, consisting of Ad-
miral Mark E. F. Kerr, Majors Brack-
ley and Gran, and twelve machanics.

The Vickers-Vimy aeroplane was a
biplane, with a span of sixty-eight
feet. The planes were each sixteen
feet six inches wide, or chord, as it is
called in aeronautical parlance. She
carried two Rolls-Royce motors, each
three hundred and fifty horse-power.
The propellers, which were tractors,
meaning that they were in front, as
distinguished from pushers, which go
behind, ere four-bladed. She had
four wheels, like the Handley-Page.
The petﬁ)i carried amounted to eight
hundred and seventy gallons, while
fifty of 6il and sixty-four of water
were also taken. There were three
unusual features about the Vickers-
Vimy biplane. The tanks, of which
there were nine, were arranged on
the machine so that she could carry
a large quantity of petrol than on or-
dinary occasions, while one tank, a
seven foot one, is carried on the top
or upper deck of the fuselage in the
same place, in Hawker’s machine, the
little safety boat was carried. The oil
in this tank was the first used, the
tank then serving as a life-boat in case
they were obliged to descend. The
second feature was the large amount
of metalwork there was in the ma-
chine. Thus, the front half of the
fuselage was all metal, the very nose
being of brass, so that the compass,
which was kept there in the cabin,
would not be affected. The undercar-
riage, also, was made of metal, being
both strong and light. This extra a-
mount of metal was meant to make
the machine doubly strong to contend
with the rigors of the great Trans-
atlantic air voyage. The third feature
was the extra filters on every tube,
which were meant to obviate the dan-
gr that overtook and brought failure
to Hawker. The total weight, when
loaded, was fourteen thousand pounds,
or seven American tons. The maxi-
mum speed was a hundred and five
miles, still air. There was a crew of
two, pilot Captain John Alcock, D.S.0.,
and navigator Lieut. A. W. Brown,
both R.A.F. men of long service and
thrilling careers. Alcock was big,
rosy faced, simple in manner and
quite pleasant and easy to talk to.
Brown, who was much the same, was
smaller than his confrere. They were
both brave men and very conversant
with all the details of matters aero-
nautical. Their machine was as-
sembled on the Martinsyde ground at
Pleasantville, the tent being used to
store parts of the machine. The lat-
ter, which was too large to go in the
tent hangar, was assembled just out-
side, the fuselage being kept covered
with rain-proof canvas. It was not
the intention of Alcock and Brown to
take-off from there on the Transat-
lantic flight, and a field near the Rope-
walk, measurfgg four hundred yards
in length, was>rented and perpared.
Thus, the machine took off at Pleas-
antville and flew to this latter aero-
drome, where the fuel was kept. This
was put aboard there and the com-
mencement of the great flight made.
The Vickers-Vimy biplane made her
get-away at quarter to one on Satur-
day, June the fourteenth. Stepping in-
to their machine, the aviators waved
their hands to the great crowd that
had assembled, and started along the
ground. The little trouble experienced
in taking off is too fresh in the read-
er’s mind to need reminding. Suffice
it to say that within a few minutes
she had passed out over the city to
sea, and was lost forever to New-
foundland. In sixteen hours and
twelve minutes she landed at Clifden,
Ireland, having accompljshed the feat
of which the world had been talking
for months, and to accomplish which
some hundreds upon hundreds of
thousands of dollars had been spent.
For this feat the brave men received
The Daily Mail prize of $50,000 and
knighthoods from the King.

THE HANDLEY-PAGE.
The Handley-Page machine was the
biggest one to come to Newfoundland.
It was the biggest biplane in the
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England to India. It was assembled at
Hr. Grace, a large aerodrome of nine
hundred yards length, and two hun.l-
dred width having been made.. This
aerodrome alone cost $20,000, while
the machine cost $100,000. There were
twelve expert mechanics engaged on
the assembling, under the supervision
of Colonel E. W. Stedman. The total
weight was sixteen tons—a ' great
weight to go hurtling hrough ethreal
space. She was equipped with four
Rolls-Royce motors of four hundred
horsepower each. The span was one
hundred and twenty-six feet, while the
fuselage measured sixty-five. There
were four wheels, measuring fifty-
nine inches in diameter. She had a
petrol capacity of two thousand gal-
lons, seventeen hundred of which was
to be utilised in the Transatlantic
flight. She carried three sets of wire-
less, a transmitting and receiving, a
spare and an emergency set. The crew
numbered four, two pilots, a navigator
and a wireless expert. This same ma-
chine once carried fifty-one men at
one time over London, a fact that will
help to give an idea of her great pow-
er. Her cruising speed was put at

i ninety miles, although a much great-

er speed could be attained. The crew
consisted of Vice-Admiral Mark, E. F.
Kerr, R.N,, C.B., M.V.0O., soldier, sail-
or, aviator and diplomat. Admiral
Kerr, who was sisty-three years old,
was decidedly the most likeable of all
the aviators that came to Newfound-
land. During a couple of weeks or so
that I spent at Handley-Page-On-The-
Sea, Hr. Graceq, I had a good opportun-
ity of seeing and knowing what kind
of a man he was, and the result of the
hours of talk and chat I had with him
is that I am an enthusiastic admirer
of his. He was the commander of the
plane, and one of the two pilots. The
other pilot was Major Brackley, a
young man of twenty-three who had
had a most interesting flying career.
Major Gran was the navigator. Gran
was a Norwegian who had been with
the Scott Polar Expedition. The wire-
less expert was Mr. F. Wyatt. When
the Vickers-Vimy machine got safely
across, and the dirigible R.-34 made
the flight, and the Aero-Club of Am-
erica had invited him to make the
flight to Atlantic City, Kerr at the last
moment abandoned the intention of
flying the Atlantic and accepted this
invitation. Unfortunate to relate, this
ended in disaster, the machine being
forced to descend at Parrsboro, N.S,
where the machine was badly wrecked.
No one could possibly have been more
sorry than I that this happened, for
I think that the Handley-Page team
was the best and most likeable of them
all. Certainly they were my favorities.
To Admiral Kerr and his brave as-
sociates go the hopes of all that they
may sometime again be permitted to
essay this or some other big flight that
will in some measure make up for the
sore disappointment they have suffer-
ed, for disappointment I can assure
the reader this was to Admiral Kerr.
He had set his heart on the accom-
plishment of the Transatlantic flight,
and I am sure it was with feelings of
deepest regret that he eventually a-
bandoned the idea.

THE R.-34.

A short mention of the successful
return flight of the R.-34 essential to
an article of this kind. Suffice it, then
to say that she left East Fortune,

iworld, and was the same type machine

that accomplished the stop flight from'
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the Atlantic in 108 hours, landing at
Mineola, Long Island, N.Y. staying
there for three days before the return
flight was commenced. This was suc-
cessfully accomplished after a flight
of 756 hours, and completed the first
non-stop Transatlantic flight by a
lighter-than-air machine. The R.-34
was 670 feet long, carried five mo-
tors and a crew of thirty-four under
Commander G. F Scott.

I will conclude this with an attempt
at a prophesy. You and I, I prophesy,
will live to see the day when it will
be very little more unusual to cross
the Atlantic by air than it is now by a
liner. Surely that should satisfy those
that like “impossible” prophesies!
