; their services were needed to 
kill the monster of oppression 

1 that sprang up suddenly in 
Europe. Their services are re­
quired again—this time in their 

! homeland — to vindicate the 
cause for which they fought, 
and for which their brothers 
died, and to grapple with the 

| giant of incapacity or indiffer­
ence which threatens to impede 
the progress and development of 
the country which gave them 
birth.

THE WHISPER OF DEATH.
There are times when silence is 

treason.
Occasions come when the Thing that 

every man of intelligence knows and 
whispers behind his hand to some 
one he can trust—but whieh he is 
afraid to speak aloud least the very 
speaking precipitate the disaster he 
dreads—must be shouted boldly from 
the house-tops if the people are to 
be awakened to the danger that over­
hangs them.

To-day in the board-rooms of power­
ful corporations, in the head-offices 
of great financial institutions, in ex­
clusive clubs and wherever the men 
foregather whose business it is to 
know about the financial condition of 
the country, a THING to being said 
that threatens the life of this nation— 
and yet the busy people of this coun­
try, intent on making a living, are 
left in fatal ignorance of the Impend­
ing peril.

Such conduct might be defensible in 
a despotism, but never in a democ­
racy. It is the people alone who can 
save themselves. They cannot be sav­
ed from above. Every battle for safe­
ty or right that is won in a democ­
racy, is a soldier’s battle. But to win 
it, the soldiers must know that it is to 
be fought

This unspeakable Thing which 
threatens the life of the nation is the 
fact that, though the War has been 
over for nearly five years, our nation­
al debt is still rising—that our rail­
ways are piling up deficits at the 
same ruinous rate—and, yet, so little 
is being done, that it is hard to credit 
we are not being sacrificed by a policy 
of deliberate neglect*

It is a time for emergent measures. 
With the rapids in sight, -wje cannot 

meddle through any longer with mach­
ine-made politics. One party suc­
ceeds another in power, on promises 
made only to be forgotten. Routine- 
ridden politicians come into office and 
go out again, handling these red-hot 

/questions with the nonchalance and 
habit-hardoned indifference of men to 
whom public life to a trade. They do 
not seem to perceive that the war and 
Its aftermath have made any difference 
with their familiar Job. They are 
mentally back in the halcyon days of 
low expenditures, light debts and fre­
quent surpluses.

They will infallibly drive the ship 
on the rocks if they are left alone. 
They may be dead when the crash 
comes; but it will be their apathetic 
leadership, their utter inability to rise 
to the crisis, their fitftil fiddling while 
Home burns, which will be the root 
cause of the final wreck.« * » • • •

What Is needed h new blood.
Public life to-day does not seem to 

contain a man with the courage, the 
foresight, the public confidence which

positions in the community who are 
of the material that makes national 
deliverers, (It is our misfortune in 
these latter decades that our great 
men no longer seem to go into pub­
lic life. They go iqto business, into 
finance, into transportation, into the 
learned professions.

But In a time of grave national 
crisis, we.must dig them out. We 
must conscript ability, pluck, vision 
and statesmanship. When the nation 
has vital need of them, the beet 
brains have no business to be buried 
in privatè-enterpriee or even in the 
moat laudible of public—but not na­
tional—endeavour.

If 
we could find a group of citizens, fully 
seized of the imminence of the men­
ace, possessing» the grit to face a long 
fight, earnest, and passionately deter­
mined, we are confident that the peo­
ple would support them.• • • * • •

They must be prepared to put 
through a campaign of education. The 
people are to-day doled with the drug 
of time-serving and soporific political 
cajolery. There Is a general,impres­
sion that, while things may look a lit­
tle dark for the moment, our "inex­
haustible natural resources,” our 
"young vitality,” our record for doing 
things, will carry us through—we will 
eventually win out as our fathers did.

We will—It we will fight as our 
fathers did; “stick it" as our fathers 
did; bear hardship and endure priva­
tion as did the founders of this na­
tion.

dications. Capt. Thomson gives It as 
his' opinion that whatever gold may 
be in Stag Bay, there is nothing this 
side of Cape Harrison, though the 
watershed indicates that the rivers 
on the Tussialick side of Stag Bay 
and those prospected on the south 
have a common source in Hally

Plateau In the north west. The riv­
ers referred to are probably those of 
Sandwich Bay.

TAD DRIVERS AND CABMEN MEET 
COUNCIL.

A special meeting of the Municipal 
Council was held yesterday afternoon 
to meet deputations from the Taxi 
drivers and Cabmen with a view to 
hearing their objections to the Regula­
tions recently published.

A largely-signed petition was tabled 
setting forth several reasons why 
the Regulations were not satisfactory 
to the Taxi-drivers and the public 
generally and asking that same be 
rescinded^.

Messrs. Pelley (cm behalf of thé 
Beat End Stand)-, Kane and Bishop 
(West end Stand) and Miller (Central 
Stand) explained the views of the 
various taxi-owners and stated that 
the transfer of the stands to Duck­
worth Street had seriously injured 
their business. They asked if mat­
ters could be arranged so that they 
would be again permitted to park 
their cars on Water Street at the 
same places as heretofore, l.e„ op­
posite the Post Office, Coiirt House, 
and fronting the G.W.V.A. Buifding, 
Telegram Office, etc.

The deputation from the Cabmen, 
(consisting of Messrs. Neville and 
Hickey (West End) and Lawlor and 
Donne (of. the Central) was present, 
and these gentlemen In turn put their 
case before the Council. The re­
presentatives of the West End Stand 
complained that in their present 
position off Water Street their busi­
ness had been considerably affected, 
and further that the stand was not 
large enough to1 accommodate the 
number of cabs. They suggested that 
some be permitted to stand in front 
of the Post Office as formerly. Mes­
srs. Lawlor and Dunne on behalf of 
the Central men stated they were 
quite satisfied with the place allotted 
to them, provided the space in front 
of the Court House is kept open, as 
defined in the Regulations, and neither 
cabs or motors be permitted to park 
there.

The Mayor informed the Deputa­
tions that the protest made by them 
would be given consideration, and the 
decision of the Council made known 
to them as soon as possible; but in 
the meantime the opinion of the In­
spector General is to be obtained as 
regards traffic conditions on Water 
Street. x

In connection with the above it 
may be mentioned that the matter 
of Cabstands and the setting apart 
of certain space» in the City for park­
ing of Motor Cars "for hire has been 
the subject of consideration by both 
the present and past Councils, and 
it was only when the land adjoining 
the Post Office and Court House 
could be availed of that these Regula­
tions' were adopted, as it was .thought 
they would be a solution of the 
difficulty.

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A letter received from Rev,
Gosse gives the following vivid 
scription of the damaged dome to 
Church at Change Islands;—

“Î shall long remember the evening 
of July 6th. Throughout the after­
noon it kept on thundering, and the 
lightning was very constant and 
strong. It was about nine o’clock 
when the dreadful crash cam#; and it 
is beyond me to describe our felings 
and the awfulness of the shock—we 
thought that the Rectory had gone to 
pieces. (The house le only a féw 
yards from the Church).

Davies .and. his family from Joe 
Batt's Arm were with us, and as soon 
as we found that the children were 
alright, he and I went over to the 
Church—about two or throe minutée 
after the crash. From our window we 
saw the side of the Vestry blown out. 
The inner vestry door and facing were 
knocked flat on the floor, the circular 
window of the peak and Its box were 
broken In pieces and lying on and 
around the Litany Desk; pieces of 
wood, large and small were driven all 
about the Church .and .the building |l 
was full of fumes and sulphurous 
odor. The west end of the Nave is 
scorched and blackened wjiere the 
lightning caught and burnt off a pic­
ture wire, anfd here and there outside, 
the clap-board Is broken oft and the 
facings splintered. It is impossible 
to say with any degree of accuracy 
how great the damage to; but you 
will get some Idea of the strain on the 
building when I tell you that the main 
roof Is cracked inside from the East 
End to the West. It the current had 
proceeded straight when It came thru’ 
the side of the Vestry there is no say­
ing what would have happened to us 
in the Rectory, for we are in a direct 
line with the place. But by the mercy 
of God It turned at a right angle after 
it burst out near the East End and 
went to earth towards the West End 
of the building, driving earth and 
rock before it and spattering the side 
of the church with mud as it went. 
The force which blew out the side 
sent fragments of the wood around 
our dining-room window. I can only 
attribute the ettdden turn of the cur­
rent to the guiding hand of God. It 
will cost a great deal to repair the 
damage, and I am afraid it to well nigh 
impossible to put things as they were 
before. No doubt bnt for the rain 
and our early appearance on the 
scene, fire would probably have brok­
en out As it wm I' kept watch dur­
ing the night”

Dr. Arthur W. Hill, Director of 

Kew Gardens, lectured .recently on 
plants and their relation to the heklth 
of man. One of the most valuable 
remedies yet discovered is quinine. 
This wonderful drug, he said, has 
been known since 1655, when it pass­
ed under the name of “Jesuit’s Pow­
der.” The bark became known In 
England about 1660, and Charles. II. 
was considerably relieved by It dur­
ing an attack ot fever. Two French 
astronomers who were travelling in 
Peru encountered the bark, and sent 
it home' to Linnaeus, the celebrated 
botanist, who named it Cinchona in 
honor of the wife of the Spanish 
Viceroy of Peru, who, falling, ill of 
fever, was administered quinine by a 
native woman knowing of its medic­
inal properties, and derived much 
benefit from It.

The attention of the authorities In 
India was drawn to cinchona, and 
large quantities were’ shipped there 
recklessly. Naturally, there was a 
tear of the supply being exhausted, 
but definite steps were not taken 
until 1869-60. The quinine-bearing 
country was partitioned up among» 
several searchers, and a large collec­
tion of different species was made 
and shipped home to Kew, with greet 
difficulty owing to obstruction from 
the Peruvian Government. Seedlings 
were then sent to India, where the 
forests of Sikkim were finally estab­
lished. ,

"Is there no one toward whom we 
feel exclusive and aristocratic?"

We think those people up on the 
hill are snobs, and we say they have 
no reason to act so superior and 
patronizing just because they have 
bigger houses and gardens and a lit­
tle more money than we happen to 
have.

Walter Hines Page, who held the 
post of American Ambassador to 
Great Britain during the war, was a 
few days ago accorded a place among 
the illustrious dead ot the ages in 
Westminster Abbey. A marble tab­
let commemorating this friendship 
and sympathy In Great Britain’s time 
of stress was unveiled by Viscount 
Grey of Falloden. The initiative of 
the movement to thus recognize the 
services ot Page was purely British, 
and the subscriptions came from 
men and women in all walks ot life. 
Doubtless they were moved to ex­
press appreciation ot his work dur­
ing the war, the knowledge ot which 
has become more widely known since 
the publication of his letters some 
months ago. They showed the late 
Ambassador’s eager spirit, his keen­
ness to maintain and strengthen good 
relations between the United States 
and Great Britain, and his vigour in 
carrying on the heavy burden of his 
post undoubtedly severely overtaxed 
his energy, at the cost of impaired 
health and shortened life.

Page’s letters should be read by 
every citizen of the Empire. Prob­
ably other Americans appreciated 
the British character Just as highly, 
but few men gave expression to their 
admiration in such hearty fashion. 
The soundness of his judgment, his 
penetrating analysis of great issues, 
“kindness In another's troubles, cour­
age In his own,” and his unfailing 
good nature In times of great anx­
iety and under all circumstances, 
must compel the admiration ot read­
ers of these inspiring volumes. No 
public man was ever more In earn­
est in advocating a communion ot 
aims and Ideals among the peoples 
of the old world and the new.

The dedicatory address of Viscount 
Grey'is well worth, quoting In part.

"Mr. Page was inspired by a single- 
minded desire to make human free­
dom prevail among the nations ot the 
world.
