Something like 6,000 foreign work-
ers have been arriving each week, and’
that figure “does” not conclusively re-
flect the position, inasmuch as coal-
miners and agricultural labourers,
the two classes in. greatest demand,
enter the country ~without registra-
 tion.. This growth in the foreign ele-
ment in the population, though it has
been evident since the beginning of
the century, has recently become very
pronounced. Bast year alone there
were 262,900 immigrants, and of these
112,600 were  Italiams, 55,000 were
Poles, 36,500 were Spaniards, 34,000
were Belgians, and 12,000 Portuguese.
Italians in France now number at-
least 660,000, Belgians 4,770,000, Span-
iards' 380,000, and Poles 120,000,
thqugh the alien influx includes re-
presentatives of practically every na-
tion in Europe.

No Immigrants From Britain.

In dealing with the magnitude of
the recent immigration movemen,
which he describes as a “striking
phenomenon,” Mr. Cahill notes that
France seems destined to receive even |
greater numbers of Italians and Poles,
as a consequent both of her own min-
ing, metallurgical, and * agricultural
requirements, and of the overflowing
populations of those countries, no
longer possessing an outlet in the
United States.

Less success, on the other hand, has
attended Fh° efforts to tempt over the
Channel any considerable proportion
of the unemployed from England.
Last year, for instance, one big
French establishment concerned with
the repair of locomotives and rolling
stock, offered to engage several Iu
dreds of unmarried skilled - workers
for an indefinite period, paying them
attractive wages and providing them
with very comfortable houses, and
even placing recreation rooms and
foqtball pitches at their disposal. This
scheme did not succeed.
