A TREMENDOUS VICTORY.
LONDON, Oct. 30.

The people of Great Britain have 
put an end to their first experiment 
•with a Labor Government by return­
ing the Conservative party to power 
in Parliament with one of the strong­
est majorities accorded during the 
last century. In this sweeping poli­
tical change the Liberal party has 
sunk to the weakest position it has 
experienced since the realignment of 
British political parties more than 
ninety years ago at, the time of the 
reform bill. With 561 out of 615 
seats in the House of Commons ac­
counted for at 4 o’clock this afternoon 
the Liberals had won only 38 and 
Conservatives had already captured 
373 and were increasing their lead 
constantly ah the returns came in 
from the country districts. Labour 
had won 138 seats and was thus as­
sured of being the official opposition 
party, in the new parliament Other 
parties had elected 12. This leaves 
54 seats still to be reported. Even 
if they should lose all of these re­
maining seats the Conservatives 
would have a clear majority .in excess 
of 130. In fact the ultimate majority 
bids fair to be the greatest the Con­
servative party has ever enjoyed in 
all its life. Unlike the Labour Gov­
ernment which has Just fallen, the 
Conservatives will be able to rule as 
well as govern, and perhaps thus to 
stay fixed in the governmental sad- 
del for the full legal parliamentary 
lifetime of five years, if they want to, 
so strong was the tide that has car­
ried them to triumph.

The Conservatives will have more 
than four hundred members out of a 
total membership of 616 In the New 
House of Commons. That is the start­
ling outcome of the thlK appeal to 
the* country within two years.

COYSTANTINOPLK POLICE TAKE 
POPULATION EXCHANGE INTO 

OWN HANDS.

CONSTANTINOPLE. October >21 — 
(United Press)—At the point of fthe 
bayonet, routing their vffctimu from 
bed, the Turkish police have taken 
matters of exchange of populations 
with Greece into their own hands, and 
inarched some 3,000 Greeks to impris­
onment in the historic fortress of tha 
Seven Towers.

The Greeks, who were hustled off 
without being permitted to bring 
along their belongings. Included many 
who were not to be exchanged, but 
their protests tell upon deaf ears.

A child suffering from smallpox was 
dragged off to the fortress, old men 
and women ^ere prodded along the 
road by armed envoys and in one in­
stance a baker's boy, his hands and 
apron still white with flour, was hur­
ried off to the prison.

The Greek population of Constanti­
nople is terror-stricken as a' result of 
the action of the police. The latter, 
claim the Greeks seized belong to a 
category slated for exchange, and that 
they have delayed too long after ob­
taining passports. Many of the prison­
ers had no passports, however.

Strong protests have been made to 
the mixed Inter-Allied Commission, 
which has charge of the transfer of 
Greeks to Greece in return for Turks 
to Turkey, but the commission has. 
been unable to check the arrests.

It la the habit of 
most of uo to avoid painful and un­
pleasant subjects, and few, I fancy, 
have ever stopped to consider the har­
assing round of toll the* makes up the' 
day of the average express horse. 
Some of these animals are worn out 
and obviously unequal to their task; 
some are lame and.’in poor condition, 
and some tyave drivers’who are ig­
norant and callous, it not positively 
brutal, who make no allowance for 
hills, the condition of the roads or the 
condition of the horse itself. And 
here, in deflaince of a law which for ­
bids that a youth undèr' 17..years of 
age shall have charge of a horse and 
cart, one continually sees delivery 
wagons by quite small, boys who are 
not within foqr or five years of that 
age. To many of them a horse is a 
creature that haa no capacityi for suf­
fering and needs no consideration. 
The faster he can be made to go, and 
the quicker to start and stop, the bet­
ter the boy is pleased. Then ,to In­
vite on to bis wagon one or more pqj3 
ot his own age, to whom Is given the 
privilege of jerking the reins and 
plying the whip, Is another of the 
average boy driver’s pastimes.

It was during the Prince of Wales’ 
rislt to Canada in 1919' that he de­
termined to become a ranchman, and 
obtained possession of the Pekisko 
Ranch, in the south of Alberta, now 
the B. P. Ranch, or the Prince of 
Wales Ranch, twenty-five miles from 
High.
