We do not wish to raise exaggerated 
hopes, but we state definitely that of 
all -known methods of combating tu­
berculosis the Spahlinger method 
seems to us at the present moment 
the most hopeful and promising.

The greatest part of the fortune of 
Mr. Spahlinger and his family has 
now been spent upon carrying through 
his researches.

In these circumstances, It Is not 

surprising to learn that for the first 
two or three years It was somewhat 
doubtful whether It would succeed. 
The subscribers tbJtJje Register Book, 
who on the establishment of the So­
ciety in 1834 numbered 721, had 
dwindled In two years to 616; and in 
1836, when Christmas came round, the 
funds were at such a low ebb that Mr. 
Chapman, the chairman, advanced a 
sum of money In order that the salar­
ies of the officers mlghf not be in ar- 
rear! *This, however, was the turning 
point, for prosperity soon afterwards 
attended the Committee’s efforts, and 
there was never a recurrence of this 
state of things.

The ipiles of the Society by this 
time had gained ^hold on the public, 
and the number of the subscribers to 
the work rapidly Increased from year 
to year, until the Committee had the 
satisfaction and pride of seeing the In 
stitution which they had brought Into 
existence take up a position of the 
first importance In the confidence of 
the public—one that the vicissitudes 
of 91 years have left unimpaired.

In his comprehensive "History of 
Merchant Shipping and Ancient Com­
merce,’’ published In 1876, Mr. W. 8. 
Lindsay, who was a leading shipping 
authority in his day, referring to the 
work of Lloyd’s Register, says:—

When I look back to that time (l.e. 
a quarter of a century previous) and 
compare the quality of ships then 
launched to those of the present day, 
It Is Impossible to question the great 
value of the services this Institution 
has rendered to the country.
Again he says:—

Here we have another Instance of 
the valuable work done In this country 
without Government aid or interfer­
ence In any shape or form. A few in­
dividuals for their own protection, as 
well as for the protection of the pub­
lic, associate themselves together, and, 
by their organization, do perhaps more 
to save life and property at sea than 
all the laws which have been passed 
having that object in view.

This testimony is doubly significant 
as Coming from one who had previous­
ly been a keen critic of the Register. 
This, however, is by the way. To re­
sume our narrative.

Having explained briefly how Lloyd's 
Register of Shipping on its present 
basis came Into being, I need not go 
Into detail with Its subsequent his­
tory, although If time permitted this 
would be not without Interest.

Von Hindenburg’s Stand
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ON SECURITY PACT, SOUGHT.
London, July 11.—There has been 

great activity between London and 
Berlin in the last few days' on the 
security pact negotiations In pre­
paration for the despatch of t he 
German reply to the Briand note, 
which will be sent about July 12.

A feature of these negotiations 
was the visit paid to Von Hinden- 
burg by the British Ambassador 

( here, who It is understood sought to 
impress thé President with the ne­
cessity of such action by Germany as 
will keep the security tfact discus­
sion going to the point at which the 
convocation of an International con­
ference will appear practical.

The conference Itself, it is under­
stood. Is to be proposed from London 
rather than from Berlin, but only 
after France and Germany shall have 
arrived at a more basic understand­
ing.

Pending further progress in the 
exchange of communications be 
tween Berlin and Paris there should 
be no open discussion of the secur­
ity pact problem In the Reichstag, 
Luther* to-day told the Reichstag’s 
steering committee, apropos of the 
demand by the opposition parties 
for such discussion prior to the dis­
patch of Germany's reply to Briand.

The reply which will be of a pre­
liminary character, will, It 
stood, facilitate further 
In the direction of a

prèsentative of all the shipping cen­
tres in this country, and that in addi­
tion to local Committees at Liverpool 
and Glasgow, there are now es­
tablished an American Committee of 
Lloyd’s Register in New York, a 
French Committee in Paris, a Swedish

has a working arrangement in Italy 
with the national register there.

It has also a Technical Committee 
consisting of members elected by The 
Institution of Naval Architects, The 
North-East Coast Institution of En­
gineers and Shipbuilders, The Institu­
tion of Engineers and Shipbuilders in 
Scotland, The Iron and Steel Insti­
tute, and The English and Scottish 
Forgemasters’ Association, which is 
called together whenever it is pro­
posed to make alterations in the ex­
isting rules, or to frame new rules, 
for the construction of ships or ma­
chinery, and which has been of the 
greatest benefit to the Society and its 
clients.
It has prepared and kept up to date 

detailed rules for the construction and 
classification, first of wooden vessels, 
then of Iron vessels, then of composite 
vessels, and finally of steel vessels, 
specifying in great detail the scant­
lings of all such vessels, which have 
set a high standard for shipbuilders, 
not only In this country, but all over 
the world.

It has led the way In solving the 
very difficult problem of freeboard for 
all types of vessels. The problem had 
long been regarded as practically in­
soluble, namely, that of ascertaining 
by a scientific method the depth to

which a vessel might safely load.
As the result of what was called the 

“Plimsoll Agitation,” owners were re­
quired by Act otTarliament to place 

mark on a vessel’s side indicating 
the maximum depth to which they 
proposed to load, and many owners 
approached the Committee of Lloyd’s 
Register, with a view to being advised 
on the subject Mr. Benjamin Martell; 
the Society’s chief ship surveyor, had 
already in 1873 prepared tables of 
freeboard, wnd under the Committee’s 
instructions the whole question was 
investigated thoroughly with the re­
sult that in 1882 the Society issued 
tables of freeboard for all types of 
vessels. These were voluntarily made 
use of by many owners, and ultimate­
ly formed the basis -of the regulations 
on the subject adopted not only In this 
country but in all other maritime 
countries.

It has framed rules f<5r the con­
struction and classification of ma­
chinery and boilers, and has taken a 
leading part in the wonderful develop­
ments which have taken place In mar­
ine engineering, and which include 
the transition from the compound to 
the triple and quadratic expansion en­
gines ; the adoption of , water tube 
boilers, the adoption of turbines, and 
latterly of geared turbines, the adop­
tion of Internal combustion engines of 
different types, the great extension in 
the use of refrigerating and electrical 
machinery, and all the complicated 
auxiliary machinery which is found 
in modern vessels.

It has organised a system whereby 
ttye whole of the steel used in the con­
struction of vessels and machinery id- 
tended for classification in Lloyd's 
Register Book is inspected and test­
ed by the Society’s surveyors at the 
works of steel makers the world over.

It has gathered together In Its ser­
vice a staff of ship surveyors, engin­
eer surveyors, steel testing survey­
ors, forging inspectors and electrical 
engineers, which includes some of 
the best brains in the professions, 
and which now number 413, of whom 
216 are stationed ’in this country and 
198 abroad, there being 28 surveyors 
in the United States, nearly 100 on 
the Continent, 29 in India and the Far 
East, 14 in Australia, nine in South 
America and eight in Africa.

The Society now occupies a position 
which I cannot describe better than by 
quoting the following pronouncement 
by so high and undisputed an authori­
ty as Lord Inchcape:—

The Society of Lloyd’s Register, 
composed as it is of shipowners, mer­
chants and underwriters, advised by 
the best technical skill obtainable, 
trusted by the whole world, always 
progressive, always ready to consid­
er any suggestion for the improve­
ment and safety of ships, passengers 
and cargo, its hall-mark respected 
everywhere, its record without blem­
ish, is perfectly capable of safeguard­
ing the interests of the pubtlç; and the 
construction of ships designed by 
owners for their own particular trade 
may be safely left to the rales laid 
down by Lloyd’s Register.

In this connection it may be men­
tioned that during the last five years 
the Society has surveyed and classed 
over 12,600,000 tons of new shipping 
an^ that the surveyors’ duties in ad­
dition to the survey during construc­
tion of the hulls, machinery, boilers 
and equipment of the new vessels, 
Include the carrying out of the per­
iodical surveys required by the So­
ciety’s rules on the 10,000 or so ves­
sels of 30,000,000 tons which hold 
classes in the Society’s Register Book.

It may well be asked “What is the 
cause of the remarkable success which 
has attended the efforts of Lloyd’s 
Register of Shipping, a voluntary So­
ciety without Government subsidy or 
support, with the requirements of 
which no shipowner and no shipbuild­
er need comply unless he pleases to do 
so?”

First and foremost I think the suc­
cess is undoubtedly due to the fact 
that the Society is managed by a Com­
mittee of business men, including the 
foremost representatives of all the 
interests concerned, viz., of under­
writers, shipowners, merchants, ship­
builders and engineers; and secondly, 
the success Is due in equal measure to 
the Society’s very fine staff of survey­
ors, who carry on their responsible 
duties with an efficiency and loyalty 
which is beyond all praise.

Thomas Chapman, who presided over 
the affairs of the Society longer than 
any other Chairman, jn fact longer 
then all the other Chairmen put to­
gether; and the shipowners have been 
represented in the chair by such well- 
known men as the late Mr. W. H. 
Tindall, Sir John Glover, Mr. James 
Dixon, Sir Thomas Derttt, Bart, and 
now by Mr, J. Herbert Bcrutton.

Checking a Panic.
The Franconia veered right round, 

and, with her stern towards them, 
began steaming away in the direction 
of the French coast.

Water was pouring Into the two 
hugè holes In the side of the disabled 
steamer, and It was evident to all that 
she would soon sink. Capt Eaton 
nbw ordered the big port lifeboat to be 
prepared for lowering, and, while it 
was still In the davits, helped fifteen 
ladies Into it, putting them In charge 
of the third officer and three of the 
crew. Just as the boat was about to 
be swung out a number of panic- 
stricken men crowded- into it. A re­
volver gleamed ominously in Captain 
Eaton’s hand, and they tumbled out 
again.

The boat vu then lowered but had 
hardly touched the water before a 
heavy swirl, partly caused by the sud- 

: den sinking of the stern of the Strath- 
I clyde, capsized it, and everyone In It 
I was pitched into the waves. The sec- 
! ond officer immeWately got the gig out 
| on the starboard quarter and shoved 
j off to their assistance, saving several 
< of them.

Meanwhile, the stern of the Strath­
clyde sank lower and lower, and a big 
sea, sweeping over the bridge, carried 
away with it a crowd of shrieking men 
and women.

Finally, the captain, second engineer 
and fireman were the only persons 
left on the ill-fated vessel, and they 
leaped off just before she finally sank.

In all, seventeen persons perished.
When full details of the disaster be­

came known, and it was understood 
that no attempt to save anyone had 
been made by the Franconia, a storm

raised

The Hymn "Blest be the Tie That 
Binds," was then sung, which brought 
to a close a time to be remembered by 
all present.

On the eve of your retirement from 
active service, we, on behalf of the 
Congregation, take this opportunity of 
expressing to you our sincere regret 
on your approaching departure, and 
to tender you an expression of high 
esteem and regard.

We feel that as you recall your term 
of nearly half a century devoted in the 
Call of Christ—thirty nine of which 
you have given to Methodism In New­
foundland—your thoughts will, na­
turally, revert to the many years spent 
along our rugged coast, taking in: 
The Straits of Belle Isle, St. Anthony, 
Notre Dame Bay, Bonavista Bay, Trin­
ity Bay, and Conception Bay. No doubt 
you have often been In danger as you 
traversed the lonely trails and crossed 
the open bays to fill your many ap­
pointments. As a Pioneer Missionary, 
you have braved the storms of our 
Northern clime, and through it all, 
God has wonderfully preserved you.

We especially pray that your daugh­
ter, now a Missionary in China, will 
receive Divine Protection, and that her 
anticipated return to greet you will 
soon materialize.

With kindly feelings, which words 
do not adequately express, we beg you 
to accept this purse, as a small token 
of the esteem in which you are held by 
your Congregation.

We are not wishing you and Mrs. 
Harris "Good-bye," but "Au Revoir,” 
for we hope to have the pleasure of 
meeting you many times before you 
leave Newfoundland.

against Kuhn, the captain of that 
steamer. An inquest on the body of 
Jessie Dorcas Young, one of the pas­
sengers, was held at Dover, and loud 
cheers greeted a verdict of manslaugh­
ter against Kuhn.

The latter was then arrested, and 
was tried at the Central Criminal 
Court before Mr. Baron Pollock on 
April 5th, 1876, the exact charge 
against him being that by negligently 
navigating the Franconia he had 
caused that vessel to collide with the 
Strathclyde, that by this act the 
Strathclyde had sunk, and the de­
ceased, Jessie Dorcas Young, had been 
drowned.

In The Law Courts.
The defence, conducted by Mr. Ser­

geant Parry, while disputing the right 
of an English Court to try Kuhn, de­
nied negligence, and essayed to prove 
that the onus of the collision rested 
as much with Captain Eaton as with 
the prisoner. Further, it tried to show 
that, in leaving the Strathclyde to her 
fate, Kuhn had acted tor the good and 
safety of his own vessel, which had 
been so badly damaged that it seemed 
doubtful whether he could get her to 
port before she sank. ,

Not a word was said on either side 
relative to the persistent ' dogging of 
the Strathclyde by the Franconia.

The Crown won, and a verdict rf 
"Guilty” was returned. The defence 
then reminded Mr. Baron Pollock that 
a podnt of law had been raised con­
cerning the right of an English Court 
to try a foreigner for an offence com­
mitted on a foreign ship on the high 
seas. This point, his lordship said, 
would have to be submitted to the 
Court of Criminal Appeal. Meanwhile. 
Kuhn was let out on bail.

No Key to the Mystery.
When the Appeal Court met, the 

Judges, six In number, couldn’t agree, 
and the case had to come up yet again. 
This time the Court, consisting of 
thirteen judges, quashed the convic­
tion on the ground that at the time'of 
his alleged offence Kuhn wee outside 
the pale of English jurisdiction, 
though actually within three mile» of 
the British coast. The court held the 
view that the right of Jurisdiction, po­
pularly believed to extend for three 
miles beyond the British coast, did 
not apply to foreign ships actually on 
their wav to foreign ports.

The verdict roused much contro­
versy, and many legal authorities dis­
agreed with it Thus, however, the 
case ended, leaving the mystery of the 
Franconia*» pursuit of the Strathclyde 
a mystery still- Had Kuhn a grudge 
against the Strathclyde, or was there 
someone on board her whom he hat­
ed? Many wondered, but1 no one will

My Dear Fellow Workers.—
It la uaeleee for me to say how I 

was taken by surprise last Sunday 
evening, as I listened to your kind 
words of appreciation as expressed in 
your Address at the close of my term 
of ministry among you, and no words 
of mine can adequately express the 
sentiments of gratitude which seemed 
to fill my heart.

Th^ demands 
on the time and resources of 
Messrs. Tait and Gibb in this 
connection are heavy, but full 
of enthusiasm in the work in 
which they are engaged, and 
devoted to the interests of the 
oldest Colony, they are willing­
ly giving of their best and their 
reward has been the success of 
their mission.

A Newfoundland Tourist and 
Publicity Bureau has been es­
tablished in St. John, and we 
presume, in time steps will be 
taken in connection with the 
tourist policy and also with fur­
ther industrial development, to 
organize similar centres else­
where. Boston offers many ad­
vantages as a bureau centre. Not 
only is it the home of thousands 

s of Newfoundlanders, but already 
many others among its citizens 
are frequent visitors to our 
shores in search of recreation, 
and in addition, it is in regular 
and easy communication with 
Newfoundland both by land and 
by#sea. In the event of steps 
being taken to establish a pub­

licity bureau abroad we trust 
that these points will be consid­
ered, and that the services of the 
Newfoundland Weekly will re­
ceive due recognition.

Board of
- Health Appointed

A most important announce­
ment was made at the dinner of 
the Nfld. Medical Association 
by the Prime Minister, Hon. W. 
S. Monroe, to the effect that the 
Government had concurred in 
the recommendation of the As­
sociation to appoint a Board of 
Health with jurisdiction over 
the whole Island.

This decision is one which will 
heartily be approved of by the 
general public, as the establish­
ment of the aboard of Commis­
sioners will be of the greatest 
service in overcoming many of 
the difficulties confronting the 
authorities, in a saving of the 
public funds and in ensuring bet­
ter facilities for those in need of 
treatment. The Medical Associa­
tion are to be warmly con­
gratulated upon the wisdom of 
their recommendation, and the 
Government upon so promptly 
accepting it.

The Commissioners, who will 
be gazetted immediately are, we 
understand, Dr. W. Roberts, ap­
pointed by the Association, Dr. 
Brehm, Health Officer for the 
city, Mr. Rennie, Secretary of 
the Board of Governors of the 
General Hospital, and Mr. J. 
O’Reilly, I.S.O., the Assessor of 
Taxes.

His Eminence Cardinal 
Begin Passes Away

(Canadian Press.)
To-day’s message tells of the passing 

of Cardinal Begin, Roman Catholic 
Primate of Canada, at the advanced 
age of IS.

Born in the quaint atmosphere of a 
Levis farmhouse, the romantic rise of 
Louis Nazaire Begin, Archbishop of 
Quebec, and Prince of the Church, 
(lads few parallels in Canadian his­
tory. Despite the high position he 
held, the distinguished prelate never 
forgot the early lessons of hie child­
hood. He returned to the laet the same 
kindliness of heart and simplicity of 
manner so characteristic of the 
French-Canadlan farmer. He won 
everybody by his native modesty. A 
stranger, noting him at the funeral of 
Cardinal Gibbons of Baltimore said, 
"he has the kindest face of all.”

Cardinal Begin was born at Saroeta, 
in the parish of Levis, across the river 
from Qpebec. the son of Charles Begin, 
a farmer, and Luce (Paradis) Begin, 
on January 10, 1840. The hamlet of 
Sarosta gave another distinguished 
son to the Church in Mgr. Halle, a 
former canon in the diocese of Que­
bec, and Bishop of the Apostolic Vi­
cariate of Northern Ontario, with his 
see at Hearst.

The late Cardinal Begin was edu­
cated at the Levis Model School, the 
College of St. Michael of Bellechasse, 
the Little Seminary of Quebec, and at 
Laval University, Montreal, where he 
took the degree of B.A. with honors, 
winning the Prince of Wales medal. 
He studied theology -at the Grand 
Seminary of Quebec, and later attend­
ed the lectures of the Jesuits in the 
Gregorian University, Rome. He was 
ordained to the Holy City in 1856. Af­
ter receiving the degre eot Doctor of 
Divinity from the Gregorian Uni­
versity, he remained two years later 
to take a special course In Ecclesias­
tical history and oriental languages 
to fit him for teaching at Laval. From 
Rome he went to Innsbruck to con­
tinue his studies under the Jesuits. He 
later visited the Holy Land, where he 
remained for some time seeing the 
sacred places and studying Holy 
Script.

Returning to Canada in 1867, af­
ter the completion of his studies, Fr. 
Begin, as he was then, taught 
theology at Levai University. He then 
became Prefect of Studies in the Lit­
tle Seminary, Quebec, following which 
in 1882 he was appointed director of 
the Grand Seminary, and still later 
Principal of the Level Normal School.

His Eminence attained the rank of 
a bishop in 1888, when he was ap­
pointed head of the diocese of 
Chlcoutlnl, then Just a village. Three 
years later he vacated that see to be­
come coadjutor to Cardinal Tasch­
ereau, with the title of Archbishop of 
Cyrene, and tn 1894 was made admin­
istrator of the diocese of Quebec. The 
late Archbishop Begin presided over 
a tribunal in 1898, constituted to try 
the case of Mgr. de Laval, the first 
Blshbp of Quebec, for canonization.

On the death of the first Canadian 
Cardinal during the same year, Mgr. 
Begin succeeded to the Archbishopric 
of Quebec, being invested with the 
Pallium in 1899. He attended the 
Plenary Council held In Quebec in 
1909, and the memorable Eucharistic 
Congress at Montreal the following 
year. His Holiness Pope Pius X ele­
vated him to the Sacred College at the 
Consistory held on May 25, 1914, at 
which Pope Benedict also received the 
Cardinal’s hat.

The distinguished prelate paid many 
visits to Rome, preached on solemn 
occasion at Rheims, and at Notre 
Dame de la Quadeloupe, Mexico. He 
attended the consistories of the Sacred 
College in\onnection with the election 
of Pope Benedict in 1914, but arrived 
too late for the election of his suc­
cessor, Pope Pius XI. in 1922.

The late Cardinal was in the habit 
of making annual visits to all the 
parishes of the Quebec diocese, one of 
the largest In America, making the 
first in the spring and concluding the 
last in September. There were 253 
parishes in his diocese, which extends 
from Cacouna to Batiscan, and from 
Lake Edward to Coleraine, in the 
Eastern Townships. Cardinal Begin 
usually travelled by motor or car­
riage, and only boarded trains and 
boats when absolutely necessary.

The late prelate was a great reader 
and a distinguished scholar. He wrote 
many valuable books, among them 
being "The Bible and the Rule of 
Faith." His pastorals were frequent 
and remarkable for their fervor and 
accuracy of thought.

He was a fellow of the Royal So­
ciety of Canada and a patron and 
member of different Catholic societies. 
He invariably manifested a deep in­
terest in the working class, and was 
a patron of many Catholic unions. He 
frequently acted as arbitrator between 
capital and labor, and usually man­
aged to secure amicable and satis­
factory settlements.

Cardinal Begln’s death followed a 
Journey to St Nazaire, and although 
at first It was hoped that hie wonder­
ful strengh would enable him to make 
a successful fight, paralysie set In and 
to this he succumbed at' an early 
hour on Sunday morning.

The Induction Berries was con­
ducted by the Rev, Dr. Curtis, who 
spoke of the duties, trials, Joys and 
•ucoessee of the Pastorate, and asked
the congregation to bow in silent 
prayer that Heaven might set the seal 
of approval and give a blessing to the 
new Pastor. Before commencing his 
hie eerman Mr. French thanked the 
congregation for their kind welcome 
and prayerful sympathy. He felt*th*t 
he was coming amongst friends, some 
of whom he had known for quite a 
number of years. His text was taken 
from 1st, These. 6, 25. “Pray for us,” 
and In choice language he developed 
the Idea of prayer. Paul was a man of 
prayer, it was the Secret of hi* suc­
cess and prayer has been behind all 
the great movements and revivals of 
the world. He asked the congregation 
to pray, first, that he Wbuld have cour­
age to preach a full orbed Gospel. 
Paul preached without fear regarding 
the certainties, faith, and works of the 
Gofipel. Second, that he may have 
strengbt to give prominence to the 
work of soul winning. Saving a life 
is the greatest possible work that any 
man may engage in. Men and women 
are saved to servo. Third, that they 
and he may be preserved blameless 
unto the coming of Our Lord. Stand­
ing together in unity and co-operation 
in all that is good, that we strive to 
make this year the best year of all.

In the evening Mr. French took as 
his subject "Jesus only.” He drew a 
picture of the great need of the world 
and showed that the transformation of 
human life is the greatest of all mirac­
les. Because the Disciples in their day, 
and because met at the present time 
had seen Jesus they were enabled to 
become the instruments of this trans­
formation. He briefly sketched the 
Life of Christ, showing that He in­
creased In wisdom and stature and in 
favour with God and min. He spoke 
of the sorrow, suffering, love, and 
miracles and teaching, and showed 
that the purpose of Christ was to 
create anew the whole world and to 
bring men back to the great heart of 
God. Christ Is' the great attracting 
force in the earth, and none is greater 
than Jesus. If He is held up the peo­
ple will be drawn to Him. He Is the 
Saviour of the world and to perform 
His work He suffered agony, willingly 
endured death, and on the Cross was 
acclaimed by a stranger as "The Son 
of God." The way to Jesus is by re­
pentance and turning from sin. As ws 
go to Him, believing, He will regener- 
tte. His invitation Is "Come unto Me” 
and His declaration is "He that cometh 
unto Me I will In no wise cast out,” 

Mr, French is a gifted speaker, elo­
quent and fpreeful, with a good pre­
sence and fine voice. The congregation 
thoroughly enjoyed the services yes­
terday, and we feel sure that Mr, 
French will have a very successful 
ministry in St. John’s.

It Is to' the pioneers -who struggled 

In the dark periods of this country's 
history, that we must reverently take 
off our hats, for It Is only by dipping 
into the musty past, and picking up 
bits of history here and there, that we 
can appreciate the great triumph of 
being able to hold g Medical Conven­
tion, here to-day at which the North 
South, East and West of Nfld. are re­
presented by highly qualified and ef­
ficient practitioners.

* • * • • •
To discover the first medical men in 

Nfld., ahd when they came here, makes 
It necessary to go back many years 
for as far as one can learn, none ac­
companied the first English colonists. 
We learn that Guy sailed from Bristol 
in May, 1610, In the reign of James let, 
he had with him his "brother-in-law 
and 39 colonists, and after a fine pas 
sage out in 26 days, he sighted their 
new home In the deep Bay de Grave, 
now Port de Grave, in Concept^ 
Bay. The selection for the. site of tl 
new colony was the land locked har­
bour of Cupids .and he^e Guy built 
three houses besides wharves, stores, 
and fishing establishments.

From his letters I conclude there 
was no medical man with him and 
one in which he refers to the health 
of hie colonists, is conclusive proof 
of this, It Is written ten months after 
his arrival—He says: “After ten 
months, of all the number who winter­
ed here, there are wanting only four, 
whereof one Thomas Percy, died of 
thought, having slain a man in Roch­
ester, which was the cause being un­
known to me until a day before he 
died, and one John Morris Taylor, mis­
carried the 1st of February from a 
bruise, the third, Marmaduke Whit­
tington, was never properly well after 
he had smallpox, which he brought out 
of Bristol, and the fourth, William 
Stone, having at first only a stiffness 
in one of his knees, kept his bed for 
ten weeks and would never stir his 
body, which laiinese, brought him to 
his end. Of the rest, four or five have 
been sick, some three months, some 
four, who are now better than they 
were. All of them, it they had as 
good will to work as they had good 
stomachs to their victuals, would long 
since have been- recovered.” .'

Had there been a Medical man pres­
ent no doubt he would have reported 
on these cases, and the fourth case, 
Stone, would have been diagnoeed a 
focal infection and would probably 
be living to-day it his colon had been 
removed.

William Coulston Inh letter written 
in 1613, states that Nicholas Cure’s 
wife was delivered of a lusty hoy on 
March 27th, but we can’ only assume 
that she delivered herself.

* '* * * *
In 1625 Lord Baltimore was given 

a charter from James I., and five 
years later he established a Colony In 
Ferryland, he did a good deal of 
fighting with the French, but there 
is no mention of a Doctor In any of 
his letters, and I can only conclude 
that during the reign of Charles I., 
and the administration of Cromwell, 
1626 to 1660, there was no Medical 
man in Newfoundland, although the 
British Inhabitants had spread them­
selves, not only around the eastern 
coast, but some had gone beyond 
Bonavista as far as Notre Dame Bay 
and some had made their residence In 
Placentia.

In the reign of Charles II. In 1662, 
a French ship, full of men and *0- 
men, put Into Grand Placentia where 
she landed a great number of soldiers 
and passengers, who fortified the 
harbour with 18 guns. Up to this j 
date no Frenchman had lived in New­
foundland during the winter, and the j 
first resident military of any kind 
were those who garrisoned Placentia 
In that year.

The place was strongly fortified, 
was referred to as the Gibraltar of 
North America, and although attack­
ed by a powerful English fleet under 
Commander Williams, and others, 
Placentia was never captured. It is 
quite probable that a Doctor accom­
panied the first contingent to Pla­
centia.

It is certain there was one sta­
tioned there a few years after, more­
over1 a small Hospital was erected on 
the town site of Placentia, the /site 
being near the present post office, and 
the Hospital was maintained for 
years. We may therefore conclude that 
the first MedicaJ man and first Hos­
pital In the Island were both French.

• • • • «
About the- beginning of 1703 a per­

manent garrlsoâ was established in 
St. John’s. This garrison was under 
the command of Major Lloyd, who ap­
parently was a very poor specimen of 
humanity. He treated his soldiers 
badly, robbed them pt their pay and 
did many other iniquitous things. À 
petition for his removal was sent to 
the Lords Commissioner for Trade and 
Plantation In London, and this peti­
tion contains the first reference, I 
can find, to a British Medical Man, for 
amongst the charges against Lloyd, 
which numbers seventeen, “the third 
is put down as his barbarity to the 
urgeon.”
In 1708 St. John’s was attacked by 

the French and I find that Lloyd and 
the garrison, Including the Surgeon 
were taken prisoners and marched to 
■lacentla. This Army Surgeon was 
the first British Doctor stationed here, 

on when the French vacated and

there were Army SurgSWs with thbm, 
moreover any settlers who might be 
sick, received medical aid from the 
Doctor of the Ships of War during the 
cod fishing season, and it Is likely that 
Ferryland, Carbonear and Trinity Har­
bour, where Military were also sta­
tioned, had some Army Doctors. In 
1762, the second year ofJJeorge Ill’s, 
reign, there was much fighting here. 
St. John's, Carbonar and Trinity 
were captured by the French and re­
captured by the English, but towards 
the end of the Sovereign’s relgc 
things Improved, and" Newfoundland 
began to arise from the ashes, the 
old days of tyranny, corruption and 
violence giving place to the brighter 
day’s of civilization and progress. We 
had our first roads built, there was 
some attempt at education, Represen­
tative /Government was allowed us, 
a Court of Justlc established, and In 
tMs reign we hear of our first Civil 
Medical Practitioners. The men who 
practised Medicine in Newfoundland 
before the year 1800 were:—Jonathan 
Ogdei^, Francis Bradshaw, Doctor 
Maynè, Rev. M. Dingle, David Dug­
gan. John McCurdy, and a Doctort-11, u
: ailed Moore, who wa*\ a Jersey man.

The first and moat remarkable of 
these was Jonathan Ogden, who rose 
from a humble Hospital position 
in Halifax, N.S., to that of Chief 
Justice of Newfoundland. He came 
here in 1784 bearing a letter of intro­
duction from Major General Camp, 
bell, the Governor of Nova Scotia; a 
few years after he was appointed to 
the Civil Branch of Ordinance, oc­
cupying a room at Fort William, as 

Burgeon. I find from a letter dated 
October, 1792, the (following:—fftr. 
Jonathan- Ogden, surgeon, having re­
presented that the room he occupied 
at Fort William as a surgery, since 
his-appointment to the Civil Branch 
of Ordinance, has been appropriated 
to the Clerk of Works, requests per­
mission to build a room to adjoin the 
end of the quarters he now occupies, 
at his own expense. This permission 
was granted by Governor King.”

In 1794 Ogden was made a Magis­
trate at St John’s. In 1798 he was 
appointed Magistrate for the Island 
and keeper *of records for the district 
of St John's, and later -en In the same 
year it is recommended that he be 
paid a salary for his services.

In 1799 Ogden was appointed by 
Governor Waldegrave to the office of 
Naval officer for the whole Island.

In 1802 three years after this ap­
pointment I find the following com­
munication.

George the third to our trusty and 
well beloved Jonathan Ogden, greet­
ing, jk> by these presents constitute 
and appoint you to be our chief jus­
tice of our Supreme court of Judica­
ture In our Island of Nfld., George 
Rex, 29th May, 1802.

Shortly after this Ogden’s health 
broke down for I find a letter frpm 
Governor Gambler to the Right Hon.

Lord Hobart _ 
given leave of 
granted but the ship :

Doctor «panels Bradshaw was jus­
tice of the peace at Trepaesey In 1783 
and afterwards removed, to Placentia 
where he practiced Medicine, he also 
had Ihe responsibility of administer­
ing the law, for which he received no 
remuneration. It Is an illustration of 
the difficulties and hardships these men 
had to endure, always supposed to 
work for honour and"glqry and a word 
of thanks that might be handed out to 
them from time to time. For eighteen 
years Dr. Bradshaw did duty aa mag­
istrate without pay and then had the 
temerity to memorialize the Governor 
asking for some remuneration. Hie 
letter is dated June 1813 and the re­
ply of Governor R. B. Keats is as fol­
lows;

Fort Townsend,
i ' " ” July 29, 1813.
\ “I have received your memorial. 
Though perfectly willing to acknow­
ledge the advantage which the Gov­
ernment and people at large derjve 
from the services of a magistrate, who 
exercizes authority with the same 
justice and integrity, which I believe 
you have done, the situation neverthe­
less Is neither withôut example or 
totally destitute of those rewards 
which are peculiarly gratifying to 
one’s feelings and which I doubt not 
you have often experienced. Though 
I willingly admit your merit, I cannot 
acknowledge a parallel In the labours 
of the magistrate of the populous town 
and district of St. John’s and those of 
Placentia, and much as I should re­
gret and fpel the lose of your services
in the Commission of the Peace. I

Within a month- the same Governor 
sent Bradshaw the following Interest­
ing Placebo:

”T send you by the “Pheasant” 2 
nine pounder guns together with a 
proportion of powder and ammunition, 
which I shall be anxious to hear have 
been mounted, and which I doubt not, 
the zeal and patriotism of the Inhabit­
ants of Placentia, will Induce them,' 
to make the best use of, In case the 
enemy should give them an oppor­
tunity. You will please to sign and 
return the receipt by the “Pheasant.’

I find no record of Dr. Bradshaw’s 
reply to this document. Bradshaw 
continued to practice in Placentia un­
til 1825.

• • • • •
The Rev. M. Dingle, Mlesioner and 

Doctor worked in Bay Bulls and 
Ferryland in the years 1794. Here he' 
was also In the capacity of Magistrate 
without pay, in his case the “higher 
motive complex” was better developed 
than in Bradshaw, for apparently he 
did not memorialise anyone, until he 
was penniless. This man had many 
hard experiences as the following in­
teresting clipping shows:—

“When in 1796 the French burned 
Bay Bulls, they took on board their 
ship Jupiter, Magistrate Dingle, who 
was also Doctor. Other prisoners 
were also taken off and brought to St. 
Pierre, where they were set afloat in 
boats to find their way home as best 
they could. Apparently he found hie 
way home but also found that his pro­
perty was burned and he was penni­
less. I find that then he petitioned 
the Governor, Wm. Waldegrave, for 
remuneration for past services... The 
Governor, who, apparently did not be­
lieve, in hard cash transactions, wrote 
to His Grace, the Duke of Portland, 
the following magnanimous' letter:

“That Mr. Dingle’s character In 
Newfoundland Is that of a man equal­
ly honest Ind unfortunate. He has 
performed the duties of Magistrate for 
many years In' the Island to the satis­
faction of the inhabitants, and lost his 
whole property while holding that of­
fice, when the French Invaded, and has 
some claim for hie loss. If your Grace 
will recommend him to the Society for 
the Propagation of the Gospel in For­
eign Parts, if found qualified on the 
examination for the post of mission­
ary. it would relieve a worthy man 
from misery, and second the view of 
the society.

As to David Duggan and John Mc­
Curdy both of them were practising 
at St John’s in 1797, the former is 
chronicled as acting eurgeon to the 
Royal Nfld. Regiment, I have copies 
of petitions from both ^hese men ask­
ing the Governor for permission to 
"enclose nieces of ground.” Dr. Mayne 
practised3 in Bonavista town in the 
year 1798. ,

Coming then to the early (part of 
1800, we find the name or~ Doctor 
William Carson,fand he figures among 
tho supermen of our profession who 
unhoneured and unsung have passed 
away.

Bom in Klrcudhrlghtahlre, Scotland, 
he graduated at the University of 
Edinburgh, practised In Birmingham 
for a short time and arrived in this 
colony In the year 1808. He was a man 
of great parts, highly Intellectual, of 
tremendous energy, a fearless fighter, 
and a great medical man. He was not 
taking the treatment endured by the 
men of his own profession,

- him, he intended <
not to bllnd-
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far above the quarter deck legislators 
of that\day, who ruled 'the country 
with a rod of iron. Carson was a deep 
student of the British Constitution, 
knew that it did not mean the despotic 
system he saw around him, and he had 
scarcely settled down as a resident of 
St. John's before the thunder from his 
pen was echoed over the Island 
through the columns of the New­
foundland Sentinel, the Colony’s first 
newspaper.

It was through Carson’s efforts that 
the Floating Courts were abolished, 
and a proper system of British Justice 
brought In. It was through Carson’s 
great ability a* a statesman that re­
presentative form of Government was 
secured for Newfoundland.

» * * * *
From various bits of correspond­

ence I have read, Carson appears to 
have been the prime mover In every 
kind of reform, and whenever he was 
jumped on by the local rulers of the 
day, he appealed over their heads di­
rectly to the members of Parliament 
of the United Kingdom. In one of 
these appeals, on behalf of the in­
habitants of Newfoundland, he says, 
“The Ignorance of that English min­
ister of the Crown, who enquired 
what kind of trees grew on the banks 
of Newfoundland, is truly character­
istic of that defective Information, 
which Is still so apparent in the pol­
icy observed towards this settlement.” 
Continuing he says fearlessly, “The in­
habitants of Newfoundland know that 
you do not know them, that they have 
been distorted and obscured. It Is the 
object of this letter to remove the veil 
that has concealed them and to ex­
pose the_evil genius that has hitherto 
blasted the fortunée of this country.” 
Around 1810, when Carson was writ­
ing this way, the population of New­
foundland wai 70,000, yet when the 
merchants and Inhabitants decided to 
address the thrlnce Regent on their 
grievances, Carson was the man se­
lected to send forward their petition 
with a covering letter of his own, 
which for its boldness and deep 
knowledge, stands ont as one of the 
greatest documents written In the 
history of this country. Touching on 
the ignorance and prejudice of the 
Vice-Admirals, who then governed the 
inhabitants, he says:—“A high- 
minded Admiral endowed with nearly 
absolute power, cannot be expected 
to submitJO'the painful aid'humiliat­
ing task of learning; to appear ignor­
ant of those high Ideals which he ie 

went called on to perform, would be far 
to dictate too degrading for so dignified a per- 

■ " ' ge, eo enveloped in ignorance, he
therefore assumes an impossible char­
acter, and the dignity of majesty is

degraded In the character of its Re­
presentative.” Such writing in days 
when an act of independence might be 
arraigned as an act of mutiny, illus­
trates the patriotism and character of 
this man.

Very shortly after Carson arrived 
he started an agitation for a hospital 
in St. John’s, and In 1811 a commit­
tee' was appointed to deal with the 
matter. The following advertisement 
appeared In the papers of that year:

St. John’s, Oct. 14, 1811. 1 
The committee appointed by the 

Grand Jury for the management of 
an Hospital for sick persons, intended 
to be built, take this public manner 
of requesting the attention of mer­
chants and other masters of servants, 
and also suppliers of those men, to 
stop one penny in the pound of each 
man’s wages on a]c of the Hospital, 
and such monies as may be collected 
are requested to be paid into the 
hands of the Treasurer.

(Sgd.) Wm. Carson, M.D., Nathan 
Parker, Thos. Williams, Nicholas 
GUY, Alex. Boucher, John Duns- 
comb, Thos. Meagher, James Mel- 
ledge, David Tasker, Treasurer. H 
This petition In 1811, engineered by 

William Carson, was the first attempt- 
in Newfoundland for the establish-^ 
ment of a civil Hospital, and will be 
referred to when considering Hos­
pitals later in this address.

When Representative Government 
replaced the system that .tarson 
fought against, he became represen­
tative of St. John’s, and was also 
Speaker of the Assembly. These posi­
tions he held until the sub-version of 
our tree constitution by Lord Stahley, 
after which Carson started the fight 
for liberty again, bijt did not live to 
see the days of Responsible Govern­
ment. On the evening before heNdied 
he sent for the editor of the “Patriot,” 
Robert John Parsons, and asked him 
to stir up the friends of the people, 
to recover their rights, and win back 
by constitutional means, the Great 
Charter of which they had been so un­
justly deprived. From his obituary I 
take the following:—

Hon. Wm. Carson may be said to 
be the first public character who ever 
departed life in Newfoundland, to him 
in conjunction with a few others, New­
foundlanders owe all they have ob­
tained In political rights. Carson sac­
rificed many who might have been 
his friends, and relinquished an easily 
made fortune, surely such a man 
should not be consigned to the tomb 
without some kind of public testimon­
ial to adorn his last resting place, 
one whose life was exhausted in 
public cause. We do not think 
a public monument should be- e:

to his memory, at the expense of the 
Colony. It would be a tribute to 
worth, which the future historians of 
Terra Nova,, would not fall to /►cord 
to our credit, as a people, and to 
which posterity would be an Invalu­
able momento, ,

Alas, gentlemen, nothing was done, 
and the only momento I know of, to 
perpetuate the memory of this great 
member of our professon was the 
christening of one of the wards In the 
General hospital after his name. It 
may not yet be too late, through the 
influence of the members of this As­
sociation, to erect In the Hospital 
grounds a small monument, by which 
posterity may remember him.• • • • • *»?*’ i*

It must not be thought ' that St. 
John's was the only spot in the Island 
where medical enthusiasm was to be 
found, in the early part of 1800, for 
while Carson was fighting for the re- 
lief of suffering humanity there, the 
banner of Aesculapius had been un­
furled in many of the Outports.

BEBESFORD BEST HOOVER AD­
MITS AFTER RACE.

PUTNEY, Eng., Juy 14—Jack Beres­
ford, Jr., of 'England, beat Walter 
Hoover, United State# oarsman, by 3 
lengths in a sculling race up the 
Thames yesterday afternoon, and thus 
retains the Philadelphia Gold Chal­
lenge Cup, which Hoover sought to 
bring back to the United States.

The race was spoiled soon after the 
start when Hoover, thinking Beres- 
ford was intruding upon his own off 
water, deliberately headed his scull 
for the Briton’s and brought about a 
collision. His bow rammed the star­
board side of Bereeford’s boat about 
two or three yards forward of the 
stern and both scullers came to a 
standstill.

In disentangling their craft Beres- 
ford got a lead of more than a length 
and a half, as Hoover could not com­
mence rowing until the British boat 
had cleared out of the way of his oars. 
Beresford was stroking quickly and 
slipping away before Hoover could get 
going again so that from then onward 
victory for the Briton was assured.

The race had run only elx or seven 
yarde when the collision occurred and 
Beresford was leading by less than 
halt a length. When it was all over 
Hoover declared the best man had won 
and that, Beresford would have won in 
any case.

Hoover said after the race: "In the 
beat of the race I thought, judging 
from the position of the umpire's 
launch, that Beresford was coming in­
to my waters. I said to myself T am 
going for you’ and I did. But I realize 
now I was wrong and the best man 
won.”

Beresford eliminated Hoover in the 
Diamond Sculls during this year's 
Henley Regatta. Hoover went to Eng­
land principally' to, challenge Beres­
ford tor the Philadelphia gold cup 
which in America has been considered 
emblematic of the amateur einglee 
sculling championship of the world.

PEPYS BEHIND 
THE SCENES

It farther evidence wse required to 
show that the Newfoundland Medical 
Association was firmly established 
and that It had become since its Incep­
tion one of the most potent factors 
for good in the public life of this

The Dust Nuisance
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Let us get back to the 
question of this horrible dust nuis­
ance. Perhaps continual hammering 
will eventually produce signs of life 
on the part of the authorities.

Your correspondent the other day 
referred to the question of watering 
with salt water. This Is said to be far 
superior to watering with fresh wat­
er, because the salt which gradually 
accumulates in the street surface 
dfaws moisture and holds it. Other 
cities use it; why don’t we? Let the 
City ^Council or the Engineer break 
their dead silence and answer. Is 
there a reason? If so, what is it?

I have heard that the argument is 
that salt water will deteriorate the, 
mechanism of the sprinklers. Well, 
let It. They are useless and costly 
ornaments now, because the fresh 
water they put on dries off again in 
a very few minutes, while the petrol 
they burn and the wages they expend 
never come back to us. Let us use 
them effectively and get some good 
from them while they do last.

Again, your correspondent mention­
ed watering with a solution of cal­
cium chloride. This chemical has the 
same moisture-holding properties as 
sodium chloride (salt) but in a much 
higher degree. But your correspond­
ent spoke as it it was much too ex­
pensive for us. Is it? At what 
strength does it have to be used, and 
what does it cost per ton? Does the 
City Engineer know? If not, would 
It not be well for him to make en­
quiries at once?

Perhaps Mr. Gosling knows or can 
tell us where the information can be 
got/ He took great pains, when he 
was in charge, to collect information 
from foreign municipalities.
■ I have a strong idea that It may be 
found that the use of calcium chloride 
would be cheaper In the end than 
buying and running costly sprinklers 
to put on fresh water, which checks 
the dust but little at the time and is 
gone again before the sprinkler gets 
back. Let us have figures on cost.

And finally, x<hat about the Water­
ford Bridge Road? Only those who 
like myself live on it can realize the 
number of people who go over that 
road every Sunday and holiday and 
every evening after six. There is a 
continuous stream of cars, taxis and 
busses, all crammed with people, and 
all choking with dust I am-certain 
that any benefit these people may get 
from the air of Bowrfng Park is more 
that undone by the amount of grit 
and dirt which they breathe in and 
awallow in getting there and back. 
We have no means of knowing what 
amount of nose, throat and lung dis­
ease Is censed by the Inhalation of 
this gritty matter, bat lt-must be con- 
siderable. For pedestrians the road is 
Impossible on holiday)}. We have been 
hearing year after year that It Is go­
ing to be tarred, but nothing happens.

London Home

Buckingham Palace Celebrates Its 
Hundredth Birthday this Summer.

During the middle of the summer 
of 1825 the building of Buckingham 
Palace on the site of the old Bucking­
ham Palace was commenced. Al­
though the whole of the ground floor 
of Buckingham House was preserved, 
the Palace cost half a million pounds 
and took two years to complete.

William IV. never liked the Palace 
and It was not until 1837, when Queen 
Victoria removed there from Kensing­
ton Palace, that Buckingham Palace 
became the official home of the Sov­
ereign.

The most Interesting event which 
ever took place in Buckingham House 
was the drinking of the first cup of tea 
ever made in England. This took 
place in 1666 when the Duke of Arling­
ton, who then owned the mansion, 
bought a pound of tea for 60s.

Buckingham Palace may be regard­
ed as a lucky, home, for during the 
hundred years it has been a Royal 
residence only one member of the 
Royal family has died there—King 
Edward VII. Queen Victoria at Os­
borne, Prince Albert at Windsor, and 
both Prince John and the Duke of 
Clarence at Sandringham.

During the last twenty years a num­
ber of alterations have been made to 
the Palace.^ King Edward made 
changes which simplified the domes­
tic arrangements and in 1913 King 
George had the whole of the front, 
which "had become very weather worn, 
retaced.
