Bruce Registrarship.—The Bruce 
Reporter says :—As we anticipated in our 
last issue, His Excellency the Lieutenant 
Governor has issued Letters Patent under 
the great seal of the Province, constitu­
ting and appointing Mr John McLay Re­
gistrar of Bruce. This action of His Ex­
cellency and advisers, we are informed, is 
with thè view of removing the possibility 
of any continuance of doubt as to the le­
gality of Mr McLay’s tenure of office for 
the future, and is done under and by vir­
tue of an Act passed last session, invest­
ing them with the necessary authority for 
bo doing. From the number of influen­
tial personal friends which Mr McLay has 
in the Legislature and Government of 
Ontario, who throughout have stood true 
to him, his re-appointment to the Regie- 
trarohip, which is thé most responsible 
and lucrative appointment in the county, 
was a matter fplly to be expected. The 
question, however, of his predecessor’s 
right to the fees up to the date of his sec­
ond dismissal and Mr McLay’s re-appoint­
ment, still remains to be disposed of by 
the Court of Error and Appeal—the 
highest legal tribunal in Canada, compo­
sed of the nine Superior Court Judges be­
longing to the Court of Common Pleas, 
Court of Queen’s Bench and the Court, of 
Chancery. Should that Court think that 
the mode of Mr Hammond’s dismissal did 
not conform with the requirements of the 
Registry Act then in operation, the con­
clusion which inevitably follows, that his 
(Hammond’s) appointment also was ille­
gal, to begin with, being expressly made 
to him " during pleasure,” which, as a 
matter of course, must necessarily extin­
guish his pretensions to the right of the 
fees, in regard to which there have been 
so many years of the most vexatious and 
expensive litigation, and which for the 
credit and honor of the Crown requires

London, May 7—John Bright and other

London, May 7, evening—There was a 
large attendance at the House of Com­
mons this evening, and great interest was 
manifested in the proceedings—a division 
being anticipated on the two remaining 
resolves relative to the Irish Church. 
Soon after the house earner to order,

Mr Gladstone rose and said that lie pro­
posed, after the house had acted upon the 
resolves introduced by.himself, to offer » 
Suspensory Act which should, if passed, 
remain in force until the let of August, 
1869. He then in a fetv words proceeded 
to make nn explanation of the purport of 
the second of the series of resolves, and 
moved that it be put upon its passage.

Mr Gathorne Hardy next rose and s&k^ , 
that the Opposition intended to destroy 
the Irish Church. The Ministry wished 
to alter it for the better ; but after the re­
cent vote upon the first resolve, they . 
would make no resistance to the succeed­
ing one, or ask for a division upon its 
passage. The second resolve was then 
adopted. Mr Gladstone then moved the 
passage of the third resolve, and after 
some discussion and the proposal of vari­
ous amendments—nearly all of which 
were rejected—it was adopted, in sub­
stance as follows :—Resolved, that an a<h- 
dress be presented by the House, to Her 
Majesty the Queen, humbly praying that 
to prevent by legislation at this session, 
the creation of new personal interests 
through the use of the public patronage^ 
she would be graciously pleased to place 
at the disposal of Parliament her interest 
in the temporalities of all the dignities 
and benefices of the Church of Ireland.

London, May 7—It is reported that the 
Princess Louise, the fourth daughter and 
sixth child of Queen Victoria, has been 
contracted in marriage to Christian Fred­
erick William Charles, Prince Royal and 
heir apparent to the throne of Denmark.

London, May 7th.—bn Parliament, Mr 
Whitebred, member for Bedford, moved 
a resolution to withdraw the annual grant 
of £30,000 to the Roman Catholic College 
of Maynooth, and to abolish the Regium 
Donum, the grant to Presbyterians, after 
the disestablishment of the Irish Church, 
which was agreed to.

The 
defeat of Martinez at Mazatlan is attribu­
ted to unexpected defection of a battalion. 
Thirty bandits had been shot.

The Irish Relief Fund.—We should 
have mentioned on Tuesday last that it 
has come to our knowledge since the ar­
rests were made here, that the fund for 
which Mahon was collecting, and of 
which Mr. James O'Neil was Treasurer 
in this locality, was bona fide for the re­
lief of the destitute in the west of Ireland, 
and other really charitable purposes ; and 
that the starting of the subscription had 
nothing whatever to do with the Man­
chester or any other Fenians. The scheme 
did not originate with men of the Mahon 
stamp, he being only requested to act as 
collector in his own neighborhood, and 
that before his real character was known. 
If it were otherwise, If the subscription 
were not for the purpose of ameliorating 
the distress of the poor in the west of 
Ireland, if it were ostensibly to be ap­
plied thus, and in reality went to aid 
Fenianism, then there are a great num­
ber unmercifully gulled, and Mr. O'Neil 
among the number. Men in this town, 
and quite a number of them, subscribed 
to that fund who would no more counte­
nance Fenianism than they would volun­
tarily put their right hands into the fire.

motion,they considered themselves bound • 
to vote against any amendment to same» . 
Mr Olivers precise motion being disposed 
of, they of course voted for it as amended, 
on the second vote. In reply to the ar­
gument that a reduction of the salary 
would preclude our obtaining thg services 
of able or first-class Governors, some 
boldly took the ground that it was not 
for our interest to have such men sent ont , 
here, because, the abler the man, the less 
likely would he be to act “ dummy,” and 
fill a state chair merely, while he would 
be the more likely to get involved in se­
rious differences with our leading states­
men, to takes sides with one or other of 
the two parties, and to become unpopular .

Fifty thousand dollars a year, or $800 a 
week, is a most extravagant sum for Ca­
nada to pay to one man. It is true John 
Hillyard Cameron and Cartwright main­
tain that this large amount is not too 
much, but not another man echoed the 
broad assertion.

The Fenians of Massachusetts, in recent 
convention, have determined to join Gen.

(Canada. Our Government cannot be ta­
ken by surprise, and as there are military 
men at the head of the artiiy in this coup- 
try in whom the people can have confi­
dence, the invaders will meet with a very 
different reception from that of 1866. A» 
the Government is thoroughly prepared 
to resist any attempt the Fenians may 
make to invade our shores, and as their 
movements are all commutticatèd to the 
authorities here as soon as determined on, 
we do not believe that any number of 
Fenians that can be brought together 
could effect and maintain for one week a 
lodgment in any part of Canada. The 
country has nothing, therefore, to fear 
from Fenianism, except a considerable 
bill of expense, which it forces ufc to incur 
from prudential considerations.

The Bank Amalgamation.
In its financial review the Witness 

thus speakaof the Commercial Bank, 
and its amalgamation with the Mer­
chants’ Bank “The Commercial 
Bank disappears from the list this 
month. It is a melancholy thing that 
an institution which has maintained 
so creditable a position for thirty-five 
years, should now go down under cir­
cumstances so humiliating. Canadian 
bankers will not be without beacons 
to warn them against unbusiness-like 
courses ; and we trust the events of 
the last few years may lead to a wise, 

j vigilant, and well-sustained style of 
I Internal administration on the part of 
1 the banks now occupying the field—
! It is not the system that is in the fault* 

Failures may happen under every sys­
tem ; and it has been well said that 

I the best system may be defeated by 
Imperfect management , while thé evils 
of an imperfect system may be greatly 
mitigated, if not overcome, by pru­
dence, caution and resolution. The 
Merchants’ Bank, which has taken 

! the Commercial Bank’s business at 
I one-third of its par value, will make a 

considerable sum of money by the op- 
| oration, provided the new assets turn 

out to be tolerably sound But it is 
a somewhat ominous beginning that, 
in the first statement,we have the large 
amount of $2,150,000 returned 
“other debts” ; that is, overdue pap­
er, bonds, unsettled claims, and such 
like. The capital of the bank is $2, 
810,000, while the discounts are only 
$1,550,000. It will need an immense 
profit on the claims taken over from 
the Commercial Bank to enable a de­
cent dividend to be declared under 
these circumstances , .for, supposing 
the dividend to be 8 per cent., it will 
take $224,000 a year to pay it ; to 
realise which, a discount line of $3,- 
000,000 is the very least that would 
be required. The change from the 
statement of the Commercial to that 
of the MerchantsYm its new capacity, 
makes some alterations in the items 
of discounts and other debts ; but 
otherwise there is not much that calls 
for remark. One thing, however, we 
notice ; viz., that Government secur­
ities are now within $40,000 of what 
they were two year sago. The Gov­
ernment, therefore, owes the banks 

j practically what it did before the 
Currency Act was passed ; and it is a 
singular thing that, though the Gov 
erament has had, at its credit with 
the Bank of Montreal, very large 
suffis during the year, on which it re­
ceived no interest, sometimes amount­
ing to over $3,000,000,—it has at the 
game time been paying interest to the 
game institution on a floating debt of 
$1,500,000

Growth of Mormonism in Lon­
don.—The London Star says: “In 
the London district there are nine 
branches of the Mormon church, one 
hundred and seven elders of confer­
ence, fifty-three priests, twenty-four 
teachers, and thirty deacons; in all, 1- 
172 Mormons in the London confer­
ence. The statistics were given at a 
synod of the Latter-day Saints, held 
at the Music Hull, Store-street, on 
Sunday, 12th ult. Four-arid twenty 
gentlemen in black, including the pres­
ident of the day. were on the platform, 
and delivered reports. They were call­
ed elders though twenty were rather 
above the average age. Among other 
interesting facts in their report, it was 
stated that during the last six months 
132 persons have been baptized, four 
have died, and sixteen have been cut

HOUSE OF COMMONS.
Ottawa, May 7.

On motion of Sir John A. Macdonald 
the following bills were severally read 
a third time and passed: — Act tor the 
better security of the Crown and Gov­
ernment ; Act respecting offenses rela­
ting to the Coin ; Act respecting forgery ; 
Act respecting offences against the per­
son ; Act respecting malicious injuries to 
property ; Act respecting larceny and 
other similar offences ; Act respecting the 
duties of Justices of the Peace out of 

s, in relation to summary convic­
tions ; Act respecting riots and riotous 
assemblies ; Act respecting the removal 
of persona in custody charged with trea­
son or felony in certain cases; Act to 
amend an Act of the late Province of 
Canada, 25th Vic., Cap. 72, by declaring 
the intention of the same, and confirming 
conveyances made by the Trust and Loan 
Company thereunder.

Mr. Wright moved the reception of a

Jetition bringing certain chargera gainst 
udge Lafontaine, apd praying an inves­

tigation.
The House then resumed the adjourn­

ed debate on Mr. Cartier's motion, That 
the Speaker do now leave the chair for 
the House to go into Committee of the 
Whole to consider Certain resolutions to 
provide a sum not exceeding £1,100,000 
sterling, to defray the expense of con­
structing works of fortifications for the 
defence of Montreal and other cities.

Mr. Mackenzie moved, in amendment, 
That all words after “That” be struck 
out, and the following inserted in lieu 
thereof : “ The question of the erection of 
permanent works of defence should form 
a subject of enquiry by a Special Com­
mission or a Select Committee—first, as 
to the necessity for and utility of such 
works, and the relative share of burden 
thereof to be borne by the Colonial and 
Imperial authorities respectively ; second­
ly, the system of defence deemed neces­
sary, the character of the works, their 
extent, locality and cost ; and that pend­
ing such enquiries and report to Parlia­
ment, it is not expedient to vote any 
sum of rrioney for fortifications of the 
nature, extent, utility and cost, of which 
this House is uninformed.

Ho supported the amendment in a long 
and able speech. He said the Govern­
ment seemed to have taken it for grant­
ed that his (Mr. McKenzie’s) threatened 
opposition to the resolution arose in a 
great measure from the prejudices exist­
ing in the Province of Ontario on ac­
count of the presumed location of the 
works and the expenditure of the greater 
portion of the money to be borrowed on 
works so situated as to be less adapted 
for protecting the Western and most 
wealthy portion of the Dominion. He 
was quite sure tho honon vable gentleman 
was not justified in making such an ac 
cusation, although it was true he (Mr. 
McKenzie) had stated that the view of 
the Military Engineers was that the forti­
fications in the west should he confined 
to facilitating not t|ie defence of the 
country, but merely the movements of 
the Imperial troops, to get a secure posi­
tion for themselves. That was a view 
which would not give satisfation to the 
Province of which he was one of the re­
presentatives. He felt, however,that the 
question of the defence of the country 
was one in which the interests of tho 
whole people was involved, and he was 
disposed therefore to deal with it on the 
broadest possible grounds, it as affected 
not one section merely, but the whole 
community. (Hear Hear). He regretted 
that tho question should be brought be­
fore the house for the first time at so late 
a period of the session. Considering 
that they were now entering the fifth 
month of the session, and had only now 
the resolutions placed before them by 
which they were to borrow five million 
dollars, for a purpose to which money 
had never before been applied in this 
country, he thought they had reason to 
complain that Government had not 
brought down these resolutions sooner, 
in order that they might not only have 
a more full discussion in this house than it 
was possible to obtain now, but also that 
they might have the benefit of that disj 
cussion which would no doubt take 
place in every part of tho country, and 
the nature of which would be developed 
in the press, It seemed as if the Govern­
ment had not brought down these reso­
lutions earlier because they were afraid 
of an agitation which might be provoked 
in opposition to the measure. After re­
ferring to the position and impor­
tance of the Dominion. Hear Hear, 
he proceeded to argue that the expense 
would very iar exceed the estimate, 
and new demands for more money would 
be made in each successive session. No 
one could doubt that the works would 
cost the country more than double what 
the Government asked at this moment. 
Moreover, his firm conviction was that 
defences to be erected at Toronto and 
Hamilton would be utterly useless. Col 
onel Jarvis in his report did not assume 
that these places could be defended in 
the s^nse of what we called defencè. He 
merely considered that by having works 
at certain places we would be able to hold 
them for a time. Admitting that the 
rest of the country would be occupied by 
the enemy, he considered that in these 
places we would have a nucleus around 
which, in certain emergencies, the militia 
of the county might congregate. But 
suppose these places were held, what was 
to hinder the United States from landing 
their troops at almost any point along 
Luke Erie, at any point on the Detroit 
River, on the Rivers Thames and Syden­
ham, on the east shore of Lake Huron, 
or at any point on the Georgian Bay from 
Owen Sound to Colliugwood? Where then 
would be the use of maintaining worksat 
Toronto or Hamilton, if the whole coun­
try otherwise was to be occupied by 
foreign troops. Mr. Mackenzie went on 
to show that it would be next to impos­
sible in a time of war to get gunboats up 
the St. Lawrence into Lake Ontario along 
a route a great portion of which would be 
commanded by the enemy, and argued 
that the best measures we could take for 
our defence were the maintenance of a 
well drilled force of say 25,000 volunteers 
to preserve internal order, and be ready 
for service in case of any sudden emerg­
ency, and a good military organization 
under well trained officers ready for ser­
vice in the event of war.

this Information before hitia. Ifitcoi__
be demonstrated to his satisfaction that 
the country could he made secure bv an 
expenditure of five or even ten millions, 
he would cheerfully vote it, but he would 
not consent to vote even half a million if 
he had not reasonable assurance that the 
country would be benefited by the expen­
diture. To expend money on useless forti­
fications that could not be sustained in 
peace or defended in war would be worse 
than folly. The Minister of Militia had 
spoken as if secresy were important with 
regard to the nature of these fortifications. 
He looked on this plea as absurd. In 
offensive warfare secresy as to the plans 
of the campaign might be preserved and 
would be important. But as regarded a 
defensive campaign it was impossible to 
maintain the plan of defence or the nature 
of the defensive works, concealed from 
the enemy. Dr. Parker proceeded to ask 
what authority Government had for say­
ing that the Imperial authorities would 
guarantee the fortification cost. He quo­
ted from a speech of Mr. Adderly, the 
Under-Secretary for the Colonies, of 28th 
March, 1867, on the Intercolonial Railway 
Guarantee Bill, saying that would be the 
last guarantee that would be proposed to 
Parliament, and that if proposed, it was 
the last Parliament would be disposed to 
grant. This was conclusive to his mind 
that no guarantee was contemplated by 
the Imperial Government at that time, 
and there was no evidence of any offer of 
it on their part since. Even if Govern­
ment had promised such a guarantee it 
was exceedingly unlikely that the Im­
perial Parliament would ratify it. He 
then examined at length the aspect of 
the fortification questions in Britain and 
other continental powers. He then in­
quired as to the use they would be in 
time of war, and argued that, instead of 
defending our homes, our wives and 
children, our mills, barns and herds, 
they would offer these up .as sacrifices to 
the insane folly of this scheme. He went 
on to advocate the settlement of the pro­
portion of expense to be borne by the 
Dominion and the Empire in the matter 
of defence, and argued that there could 
be no reduction of the militia force if 
these fortifications were constructed, al­
though the Government asserted there 
might be such a reduction- As to the 
cost, no one for a moment believed it 
would be only what it was stated. It 
would far exceed the $5,000,000. In ad­
dition, these fortifications had to be 
maintained at considerate cost. There 
were also stores and equipments to be 
found for them, and all this vast expense 
must he added to tho [present frightful 
debt of the Dominion, which he gave de­
tails ta show would be increased this 
year by $30,000,000. This, with the 
amount for the purchase of the North­
west, and the expenditure on the other 
schemes before the Government, would 
swell our debt to a frightful sum, increas­
ing annually burdens on the people by 
nearly 2J millions. With the exception 
of the opening up of the North­
west, these schemes formed part of 
a reckless system of extravagance 
which the Dominion could not sustain, 
and which he hoped to see an end to.

Several other speakers followed in the 
debate,and the House divided at 3 o’clock, 
when the amendment was lost—yeas 51 ; 
nays 102.

The immediate effect was unfavourable to

At this hour Jabez Cringan was in the 
garden in front of his cottage, talking with 
a man in military garb, wnose horse was 
fastened to a sapling near the garden gate.

The Covenanters were asked to say who 
this man in military garb was ; and at the 
question Sir Gilbert Barton instinctively 
turned his gaze on Charlie Allan, from whose 
face the blood had vanished, leaving it livid 
and ghastly. But the blood returned, and 
the gnastly expression vanished, when the 
men replied that they were not near enough 
to identify the miser's military companion.

When the Covenanters .left the box, Rich­
ard’s friends and Richard himself perceived 
that this was the opinion which prevailed in 
the Court. The testimony given had not 
exonerated him. The other things against 
him still remained—the motive for the crime, 
and his appearance on the scene near tojthe 
time of its commission.

In our day, the evidence as it stood would 
unquestionably have elicited a verdict of not 
proven, but at the period of which we write 
aggregate testimony- was not so nicely weigh­
ed and balanced, and more effect was given 
to impression than to pure evidence.

The prospect was therefore of the darkest 
character, and Richard felt the bitterness of 
death enter his soul, and its cold shadow 
gather over his spirit. His innocence prom­
ised to avail him nothing. The cold stem 
eyes bent upon him contained everywhere 
the expression of a belief in his guilt. But 
as the conviction settled in his mind that this 
was the opinion of his judges, the proud con­
sciousness which resided in his own bosom 
caused him to maintain before them a still 
calmer and loftier front. There was no 
quailing of his eye, no quiver on his lip ; his 
brow was as clear, his countenance as com­
posed, his mein as dignified as ever. It was 
the truth, within him protesting eloquently 
against the false conviction which threatened 
to be recorded. .
