The firemen 
were dressed in their handsome uniform 
apd presented a fine appearance. Wood’s 
Cornet Band accompanied the party, who 
we doubt not will spend a pleasant day.

Fire in Rockwood.—On Sunday about 
noon Dr. McCullough's stable was dis­
covered to be on fir^çnd so quickly did 
it spread that the whloie structure was 
soon enveloped in flame. Oho horse'could 
not bo got out in time, and the poor brute 
was burned. There were also consumed 
a buggy, cutter, some harness, and a 
quantity of hay and oats. It was with 
great difficulty that the house of Mrs. 
Murphy, next to the stable, was saved, 
and had it not been for the exertions of 
Messrs. A. Nairn, Michie, White and 
others it would also have been destroyed. 
The fire was caused by the Doctor’s chil­
dren lighting some shavings inside the 
stable with some matches they had.

The Flags. — Among the many flags 
displayed on Saturday was one in front 
of Mr. Doran’s house, which attracted 
some curiosity. It belongs to one of the 
Hibernian Societies in Toronto, and was 
borrowed by the President of the St. 
Patrick’s Benevolent Society here to dis­
play in honor of the Governor-General. 
As some are curious to understand its 
emblems, we may explain, ns we are in­
formed, that the figure on the upper part 
represents the sun rising, which typifies 
the sun of Christianity rising over Ire­
land, and dispelling the night of Pagan 
darkness. Taken in connection with the 
harp beneath it, recalls to the mind the 
conversion of tho Arch Druid Dnbtach, 
when St. Patrick preached to the Druids 
and chieftains assembled on the hill of 
Tara. The figures of wolf dogs on each 
side (an animal remarkable for fidelity), 
represent the fidelity with which the 
Irish nation has clung to the principles 
of Christianity. The motto “Erin go 
Bragh” (Ireland for ever) speaks fpr it­
self.

Vicksburg, Mass., Aug. 24.—Mr. Car- 
dozo, colored, States Superintendent of 
Education, was arrested in Jackson yes­
terday, for. fraudulently issuing a jury 
and witness certificate while Circuit 
Clerk of Warren Co. He waived an ex­
amination and failing to give the requit­
ed bond, was sent to jail.

London, Aug. 25. —A special despatch 
to the Daily News from Santander, an­
nounces the arrival of the German men- 
of-war, Nautilus and Albatross, at that 
port of and says they were will received.

La République Française has an ac­
count of the proceedings of the Inter­
national Congress which is considered 
trustworthy. It shows that the German- 
delegates took the lead in the delibera­
tions, and that tho representatives of 
Great Britain was silent mopt of the 
time.

Calcutta, Aug. 24.—The latest esti­
mates in regard to the extent and effect 
of the famine show that eight million 
natives arc still dependent on charitable 
relief. Further distress is threatened iu 
Tirhoot, where the weather has been ex­
cessively dry. Unless rain falls soon the 
harvest will prove a failure.

New York, Aup. 25.—Yellow fever is 
reported on board the Nova Scotian bark 
Evangeline, which arrived at quarantine 
on Sunday afternoon. All of her officers 
and crew were attacked by the fever in 
the voyage from Cuba to this pert and 
three of them died. The remainder are 
convalescent.

London, Aug. 25.—Five hundred la­
borers belonging to the English Agricul­
tural Union, will leave this country for 
Canada to-day.

The twenty-two of America began a 
cricket match at Dubliq to-day with the 
Dublin Club. The Americans scored 71 
in their first innings, and the Dublins had 
made 26 runs, with nine wi< kets down, 
when the game was suspended for tho 
day. The American clubs then played a

game of base ball, in which the Bostons 
eat the Philadelphians ; score 12 to 7. 

The weather was favorable, and the 
players had a large and admiring crow’d 
of spectators, among whom was tne Mar­
quis of Abercorn.

The Governor-General’s Movements.
August 22.

The Vice-Regal party left Goderich at 
nine o’clock this morning, and stopped at 
Mitchell, where addresses from the town 
and county were read and replied to.

At Stratford a guard of honor from 
the 28th Battallion received the party, 
and the town band played the National 
Anthem. At a decorated booth near 
the station an address was read by the 
Mayor on behalf of the town, and elicit­
ed a lengthy reply. The party were 
then driven through the town, visiting 
the various churches. A lunch was pro­
vided in the station building, to which, 
after the drive, the party, as well as a 
large "number of citizens, sat down. 
This over, the Governor was presented 
by the Germans of Sebringville with a 
complimentary address, to which he re­
plied briefly.

The party arrived at Berlin at half­
past one, and after a drive through the 
streets a stoppage was made at a plat­
form gaily decorated, and an address was 
read by the Mayor, to which a compli­
mentary reply was given. Mr. C. A. 
Durand then read an address on behalf 
of the County of Waterloo, which was 
briefly responded to. A most enthusi­
astic cheering then commenced, after 
which a choir of young men, called the 
Corda Gesnagverein, sang “ Die Wacht 
am Rhein,” in excellent style. The 
party then drove to the station, and pro­
ceeded to Guelph.

August 24.
After the stay in Guelph, the party 

left at 11 o’clock to-day. During a short 
stoppage at Preston an address was read 
by Mr. Otto.Klotz, who also presented 
the Governor with a suit of Canadian 
tweed manufactured in the district.

THE GOVERNOR GENERAL’S
VISIT TO GUELPH.

ENTHUSIASTIC RECEPTION.

THE LUNCH, RECEPTION, ILLUMI- 
NATIONS, Ac.

The preparations for the reception of 
the Governor-General and Lady Dufferin 
by the citizens of Guelph were all but 
completed by^twelve o’clock on Saturday, 
and everything gave promise of a real 
gala day—a day of rejoicing. From 
early mom the merchants and others 
along the principal streets were busy 
with the decorations. A profuse display 
of evergreens in front of the houses and 
at the verandah posts, flags pendant 
from shop fronts and streaming across 
the streets, gave to the town a gay and 
lively appearance. Flags also floated 
from all the public buildings, from many 
stores, hotels, factories, Ac. St.George’s 
Square, which had been nicely levelled, 
was decorated with evergreens stued in 
in imitation of trees, and in the centre 
was a temporary fountain which was sup­
plied with water from Messra.Robertson’s 
pipes. A very pretty pavilion had been 
erected on the Market Square, covered 
with fancy striped cloth, and from the 
top of which floated a beautiful flag. 
Fi-om the pavilion to the railway a tem­
porary platform and sidewalk had been 
constructed for tho use of the vice-regal 
party on landing.

During the forenoon Wyndham street 
and the Market Square presented a very 
animated appearance, and as the hours 
wore on the people from the country be­
gan to pour in, and filled the space about 
the pavilion.

THE ARRIVAL.

The train which conveyed the vice­
regal party was about half an hour late» 
and shortly after three o’clock it quietly 
drew up to the temporary platform 
From here to the parviiiou the. passage 
was kept clear by a detachment of 100 
men of the 30th Battalion, taken from 
Guelph, "Eramosa, Elora and Fregns 
Companies, and under the command of 
Capt. Bruce, of the Guelph Company. 
Accompanying the guard of honour was 
the band of the 30th, which played the 
National Anthem when their Excellencies 
made their appearance. The Wellington 
Field Battery, which was stationed in 
tho fair ground, also fired a vice-regal 
salute in splendid s y le. They were also 
greeted with three hearty cheers by the 
assemblage. His/Worship the Mayor, 
after being introduced to His Excellency, 
conducted him to the pavilion, followed 
by Lady Dufferin and the rest of the 
party. Here, surrounded by members of 
the Council, he, on behalf of the Corpo­
ration, read the following address
To His Excellency The Earl of Dufferin» 

K. P., K. C. B., Governor-General of 
the Dominion of Canada, Ao., Ac.

We, the Mayor and Council of the 
Town of Guelph, take the present oppor­
tunity of tendering to your Excellency 
and Lady Dufferin a hearty welcome to 
this Town, and to express the hope that 
your visit may be one of enjoyment.

As the representative of our most 
gracious Sovereign, we desire to express 
to you our devoted loyalty to Her 
Majesty’s person and Government, and 
also to congratulate your as the ruler 
over a people so happy, loyal, and pros­
perous as those who inhabit this portion 
of the Queen’s Dominions.

We trust that the extended journey 
you are making over the western portion 
of Canada will be fraught with pleasure 
and gratification by bringing before your 
Excellency’s notice the wonderful pro­
gress in agriculture, manufactures,wealth 
and population, that has been made 
within the period of an average human 
life, and in which the wilderness has 
been converted into the thriving homes 
of a contented and industrious people.1

We wish your Excellency and Lady 
Dufferin long life and every blessing, and 
trust that your connection with the 
Canadian people as Governor-General 
may long continue, ana will be in the 
future a period in your life to look back 
upon with satisfaction.

THE LUNCH.,,

The Directors were then introduced, 
after which amid the cheers of the crowd 
their Excellencies were conducted to the 
Council Chamber, which had been tem­
porarily fitted up as a reception room. 
It was nicely carpeted, a handsome pic­
ture of Her Majesty adorned the upper 
end of the Chamber, and the royal arms 
the other end. The Committee rooms at 
the south end were handsomely fitted up 
as retiring rooms. The Town Hall had 
got a hasty whitewashing and painting, 
and never looked so neat and clean sincé 
the day it was opened. It was very 
neatly ornamented with wreaths and 
festoons of evergreens, many of them 
being shaped like 'the Prince of Wiles ’ 
Feathers. The stairways were also 
wreathed with evergreens. The decor­
ations inside the building and outside, 
were such as good judgment and taste 
would suggest, and great credit is due Mr. 
Raymond—Chairman of the Decoration 
Committee—for the energy he manifested 
and to the time he gave the work.

A number of presentations were made 
in the Chamber, of parties who could not 
attend in the evening. The party then 
adjourned to the Hall, where lunch was 
laid. His Worship the Mayor occupied 
the chair, having on his right Lord Duf­
ferin and on his left Lady Dufferin. Mr. 
Howard, Reeve, and Mr. Raymond, one 
of the Deputy Reeves, acted as vice- 
chairmen. About 100 fi&t down to a most 
tastefully got up lunch, which both as 
regards the viands and the manner in 
which it was laid out, reflects very great 
credit on Mr. Sutton, the caterer, and 
his assistants. On the platform was 
stationed a very efficient string band, un­
der the direction of Mr. Vale, which 
played some fine music while the com­
pany were at table. Rev. Dr. Davidson 
asked a blessing.

After lunch, His Worship proposed 
“ The Queen ” and Mr. Raymond “ The 
Prince and Princess of Wales,” both of 
which were duly honored.

Mr. Howard in proposing “ The Gov­
ernor-General ” said the reception he had 
received to-day showed the hearty good­
will of the people towards the representa­
tive of Her Majesty in this country. 
As such he was held in the highest es­
teem, while personally and for his many 
eminent abilities they entertained the 
greatest respect and admiration. The 
toast «was drunk amid enthusiastic cheers. 
His Excellency, in replying to the toast,

Ladies and gentlemen,—I scarcely know ' 
in what terme to reply to the toast which ' 
has been so kindly proposed, and which 
has been accepted in so friendly a man­
ner by those whom I have the honor to 
address. I am sure that all of you must 
he very much tired of reading the various 
speeches which, during the last three or 
four weeks, I have been called upon to 
deliver in passing through the Dominion. 
(No.) I can only hope that you under­
stand that, at all events, I for my part

everywhere the feeling is the name, a feel- 
ing of devoted loyalty to the Crown, ac<| 
companied by tho most flattering assur­
ances of the friendliness and the good­
will with which they are disposed to 
regard the humble individual who has 
the honor of representing itr (Applause.) 
It is with unfeigned pleasure that, as I 
have already said, I find myself at Gudlph. 
At the outset of my tour I made it a sing 
qua non with those whom I consulted as 
to the direction I should take, that no 
matter what the inconvenience or how 
great the divergence should be, Guelph 
should certainly not he omitted. (Great 
applause.) And I confess that I have 
been amply repaid tor my obstinacy in 
that particular by the kind reception with 
which I have been honored. His Excel­
lency concluded by proposing the health 
of the Mayor, accompanied by the senti­
ment “ Prosperity to the Manufacturers 
and to the Agriculture of Guelph.”

The Mayor Yqturned thanks for the 
hearty manner in which the toast was 
received. He also briefly referred to the 
growth and prosperity of the Town, and 
to the honor conferred on it by this visit 
of His Excellency, whom they were re­
joiced to welcome to-day.

Lady Dufferin was then taken to the 
residence of Mr. Andrew Lemon, whose 
guests their Excellencies and suite were 
to be during their stay in Guelph, and 
the Governor-General, accompanied by 
the Mayor, members of Council, and 
members of Parliament, took a short 
drive round town in carriages. They 
proceeded up Wyndham and Woolwich 
streets to the Exhibition grounds, drove 
round these, then down Dublin and Nor­
folk streets to the railway, then across 
the Square, up Woolwich street, across 
the Eramosa bridge and along Arthur 
and Queen streets to Mr. Lemon’s.

THE RECEPTION.
In the evening their Excellencies held 

a reception in the Council Chamber. The 
Band which played during the lunch was 
stationed in the Hall and p’ayed during 
the evening. The Council Chamber was 
brilliantly lighted and admirably answer­
ed tho purpose of a reception room. 
About nine o’clock the Chamber present­
ed an animated scene. The ladies looked 
their best, and their varied and tasteful 
costumes were the admiration of aU.

The Governor’s Movements on 
Monday.

VISIT TO THE MANUFACTORIES.

Lord Dufferin having expressed his 
wish to visit the various manufactories 
for which Guelph is noted, tho Council 
met at the Town Hall shortly after eight 
o’clock and proceeded in carriages to Mr. 
Lemon’s residence, the entrance to* which 
was guarded by a detachment of the 30th 
Battalion, under Captain Bruce. Here 
the Governor, attended by Col. Fletcher 
and Mr. Hamilton, entered a carriage and 
were driven to town.’ (The first stoppage 
was made at Raymond’s new sewing 
machine factory, through which the 
party went, Lord Dufferin] express­
ing pleasure at the excellent management 
of the various departments. The party 
then walked to Raymond’s old establish­
ment, which was inspected with evident 
satisfaction, the automatic screw machine 
eliciting particular comment. As the 
carriages moved away, the workmen 
gave three rousing cheers, which were 
duly acknowledged. Tim3 would not 
allow a lengthened stay at the several 
places which it had been arranged His 
Excellency should visit, and the pleasure 
of a walk through Osborne Sewing Ma­
chine Factory had to be foregone. The 
Governor was introduced to the Proprie­
tors and stayed a short time evidently 
well pleased with his necessarily 
brief visit.

at MoOrae’a woolen factory, the aeveral 
rooms of which had been decorated (pr 
the reception of the visitors. The clean­
liness and good order there was every 
where apparent contributed in a large 
measure to the pleasure of the short stay 
in this establishment. Here also, the 
departure of the party elicited hearty 
aimers from the employees. Returning 
by Huskisson street, the next stoppage 
was at Bell’s Organ Factory, the visit to 
which was enlivened by the performance 
of the National Anthem on one of the 
instruments. A similar visit was paid 
also to Jackson & Co’s, organ and me- 
lodeon factory adjoining. As the pro­
cession moved along Market street 
it was lustily cheered by the large 
concourse of people who had assembled 
in the hope of getting a good view of the 
Governor. At each of the establish­
ments visited Lord Duffer in was intro­
duced to the managers of the various de­
partments, and by the interest he mani­
fested in the various specimens of me­
chanical ingenuity that were shown him, 
repaid the proprietors for any trouble 
they were put to in the reception of their 
visitors.

. THE DEPARTURE.
It was now about eleven o'clock, and 

the party proceeded to the Great 
Western Station up Wyndham and along 
Paisley street. On the common opposite 
the station four squads of the Welling­
ton Field Battery were stationed under 
command of Captain Macdonald. The 
Governor alighted and made an inspec­
tion of the Battery, complimenting the 
captain on the excellent appearance of 
the corps, Near the platform at the 
station was stsniing the special train 
which was to convey the vice-regal party 
to the othei places which they were to 
visit, and Captain Bruce’s company were 
formed mto line and constituted a guard 
of honor. An immense crowd of citizens 
had assembled at this point, and occu­
pied also the space in front of. the 
Newton House. The Governor General 
and Lady Dufferin here took leave of the 
Mayor, thanking him for the reception 
accorded them, and expressing their satis­
faction with the manner in which they had 
been entertained. They were received at 
the train by Mr. W. K. Muir, Managing 
Director of the G. W. B. As the Gover­
nor stepped into the car a royal salute 
was fired by the Battery this noise from 
the guns was increased by the explosion 
of a number of fog signals which had been 
placed on the track, as well as by the 
rousing cheers of the crowd, which con­
tinued its demonstrations until the train 
had moved some distance onward. 
When the last car of the train was fully 
out of sight the citizens turned and 
moved homeward, the carriages forming 
into line and proceeding by the Waterloo 
Road to the Town Hall, which was 
reached about half-past eleven otelock.

The unusual bustle created by the 
arrival of the distinguished visitors had 
almost totally subsided by the afternoon, 
and many of our citizens took advantage" 
of the civic holiday to have ^ a run into 
the country. Everything passed off most 
pleasantly and nothing occurred to mar 
the unfeighed pleasure with which the 
Town of Guelph received the Governor- 
General and suite to her unbounded hos­
pitality.

In the afternoon the Mayor and the 
Council, and a number of gentlemen, 
were invited to lunch at Mr. Lemon’s re­
sidence.

We may add that the weather was ex­
cellent, that all the arrangements for the 
reception and entertainment of their 
Excellencies were very efficiently 
carried out. The different com­
mittees of tho Council laboured earn­
estly to make it the success 
which it was, and in every way worthy of 
our good town, and the satisfaction which 
His Excellency expressed at all that was 
done, showed they had not labored in 
vain. He left Guelph with a most favor­
able impression of the Town—its site, 
substantial appearance and industries— 
and both he and Lady Dufferin were 
highly pleased at the warm welcome 
they received from all classes.

After the dpening.cxcrciscs, and some 
preliminary business,

Sheriff Thomas, of Hamilton, present­
ed the report of the Committee on the 
Executive Committee's report. It re­
commended the appointment of Mr.

l>r. McGuire, of Guelpb, considered 
that it was a large amount to bind the 
Association as an Association to pay. 
He hoped it might be raised by indi­
vidual subscriptions, but they should 
count the cost before they bound them­
selves in this way.

Mr. Taggart, of Pennsylvania, sa'd hd 
had been connected with similar work 
to that which they were discussing, 
in his own State. He urged them to 
have greater trust in God and believe 
that their difficulties even would work 
for their good. In Pennsylvania about 
$4,000 were subscribed for this purpose.

Review for July, wan­
ed by the Leonard Scott Publishing Com­
pany of New York contains: —“Butler’s 
Analogy — its strength and weakness.” 
“ Emigration.” “ Goethe and Mill: a 
Contrast.” “ The Admiralty and the Na­
vy." “ Mr. Lewes and Metaphysics.'
“ The Emancipation of Women.” “ La­
marck.”. “ The Nationalization of the 
Established Church,” In the review of 
the “ Analogy,” the writer, after briefly 
noting the religious characteristics of the 
times in which it was written, and the 
general design of the work, offers some 
observations on the method and the ar­
gument, especially with reference to Rev­
elation and the Atonement. The article 
on “ Goethe and Mill ” is of unusual in­
terest. The manner in which the natural 
capacities of both were developed, the 
circumstances in wbiçh they lived, and 
their modes of thought and notion as de 
veloped by those circumstances, are re­
presented in much detail. Article V. is 
a review of “ Problems of Life and Mind,” 
by Or. H. Lewes. The plan and object of 
the work are described at some length, 
and the reviewer enters into a long ex­
amination of Mr. Lowest treatment of 
metaphysical questions. The writer of 
the article on “ The Emancipation of 
Women” takes the position that women, 
if not actually in a state of slavery at the 
present time, are not very far removed 
from it. He then proceeds to state their 
real or fancied grievances, and advocates 
female suffrage as the first step toward 
their liberation. The writings of Lamarck, 
especially those on biology, are of un­
doubted interest. His “ Philosophie 
Zoologique,” and “Histoire Naturelle des 
Animaux sans Vertebras,” are reviewed 
in Article VII.
