A THOUGH the city council has assented to a tentative agreement 
with the Robin Hood Milling company for the construction 
of the subway at Fourth street west, and the scheme virtually 

has been approved by the Dominion Railway commission, the ques­
tion is not yet settled by any means. There are a number of rate­
payers, and also wholesale houses, opposed to the plan and its 
friends will have to fight for it when the proposition is submitted to 
a vote of the people.

Some ratepayers oppose the subway on the ground of its great 
expense, namely, estimated at $155.00x0 which includes the $45.000 
which the city^ agrees to pay the milling company in lieu of all land 
damages. Business men opposed to the subway at that point, are 
against it on account of the difficulty it will add to teaming with its 
two five .per cent, grades.
' - Question of Damages Not Settled

J Car Rails 14 Feet Under Level 
According to a draft of the plan for the subway prepared by 

City Engineer Child, the car rails of tl(i street railway track must 
be located 14 feet below the street level, so that it is evident as 
Commissioner Graves says, that the question of protecting the found­
ations of th'b big mill may be an expensive one.

Persons not familiar with the situation may wonder why the 
Canadian Pacific railway is not called on to bear part of the ex­
pense but it should be remembered that hearing the cost of this 
subway is one of the concessions the city gave when it secured the 
location of the C.P.R. shops in this city. » '

"The railway was strongly opposed to a subway at this 
point," said Commissioner Graves, "and it was one of the questions 
that caused much discussion when Calgary was struggling to have the 
shops located in this city.

City Agreed to Bear Cost
“The agreement' finally .reached was that the railroad con­

sented to the construction of the subway at Fourth street west, 
provided the city would stand the cost. The releasing of the railroad 
from damages was considered at that time as well worth while as 
one inducement to bring the shops here."

In giving judgment their lordships 

stated they were of the opinion that 
section 37 of the irrigation act to 
which frequent reference in the argu­
ment had been made had no applica­
tion to road allowances. It deals only, 
with public highways heretofore tra­
veled as such.

The action was concerned with two 
typical ca^es. Land at a crossing ori­
ginally vested in the crown for a sin­
gle purpose comes to be vested for two 
purposes to some extent antagonistic, 
both touching closely the public inter­
est and both perpetual. The first was 
the convenience of wayfarers; the sec­
ond was improving the country by 
irrigation. The first is still the pri­
mary and paramount purpose, and the 
second is subordinate. For the land 
is not freed fro mthe original purpose 
when the company obtains authority 
to take possession of it, nor can it be 
freed from that purpose except by 
statutory enactment. The suggestion 
that the original purpose comes- to an 
end on the expiration of the period al- ( 
lowed for the construction of the com­
pany’s works, continued the judgment, 
Is really not arguable. The obvious 
and proper thing is to build bridges at 
crossings where road allowances arc 
impassable by reason of the comparu » 
canals. Who is to build these bridges? 
Surely the party for whose cause, con­
venience and proft the road allow­
ances have been interfered with.

There can be no doubt of the wisdom of in­
stalling a subway, especially at points where 
traffic over a grade crossing is frequent. The 
question which Calgary citizens will be called up­
on to determine in voting on the bylaw for the 
Fourth street west, subway, is whether the ele­
ment of danger at this crossing is great enough at 
the present time to justify the city expending pro- 
bablyt-$i55,000 for the subway and possibly more 
to protect the foundations of the Robin Hood 
Milling company. Supporters of. the subway will 
urge in this connection that a street railway line 
down this street is an ultimate necessity, and its 
construction undoubtedly would make a subway 
imperative.

City Commissioner Graves, in another column 
of this issue, reminds those citizens who are in­
clined to think the Canadian Pacific railway is 
getting off lightly in contributing nothing to the 
cost of the proposed subway, that some time ago 
this concession was gladly made to the railway 
as part return for bringing to this city the big 
shops which mean so much to Calgary. But 
Commissioner Graves also utters a word of cau­
tion concerning the cost that may accrue to the 
city in protecting the mill company’s buildings 
from undermining.

Tn the full flush of our prosperity, Calgary 
citizens are not inclined to consider the question 
of expending a hundred thousand or more of dol­
lars to improve their city. Constant reminders of 
late, however, concerning the unsettled condition 
of the London money market, and the difficulty 
Si et with recently in floating Canadian loans, may 
cause the prudent more than a moment's thought 
in incurring su#:h a heavy additional obligation. 
The question will bear close inspection from all 
angles and no doubt will occasion much public 
discussion bç{ore a final decision is made.

EDITORIAL NOTES

Must Remain in Matteawan 
Asylum—Was Insane Four" 

Years Ago and Is Yet

White Plains, N.Y., July 26.—Harry 
K. Thaw, in the eyes.of the law, is still 
insane and must remain in Mattawan 
asylum, where he was placed on Feb­
ruary 1, 1908, after he had killed Stan­
ford White. Justice Martin J. Keough^ 
of the supreme court, yesterday de­
clared Thaw’s action for freedom could 
not be granted, as Thaw was danger­
ous to the public safety. In his opinion, 
Justice Keough briefly stated the his­
tory of several efforts of Thaw to ob­
tain discharge fro-m the hospital.

“Iti'May, 1908,” he said, “ Thaw ob­
tained a writ of habeas corbus to se­
cure. his discharge on the ground that 
he was sane. The question: of his 
sanity was carefully inquired into, by 
Mr. Justice Morchiase.r, who in a niable 
opinion, decided tftat he jvas then in­
sane and that it would be unsafe to set 
him free.

“In June, 1909, another write of 
habeas corpus was issued out In 
Thaw's behalf, an exhaustive inquiry 
was had into his sanity, and alucid 
opinion written by Mr. Justice Lillis, in 
which he decided that Thaw was then 
insane and that it would be dangerous 
to the public peace and safety to grant 
his discharge.

“ The present writ was obtained to 
secure the release of Harry Thaw on 
the grotTTid that he is now sane, and 
the question of his present sanity or 
insanity was the subject of an inquiry' 
consuming 18 days, during which he 
had the aid of the most able and faith­
ful counsel.”

Only one question. Justice Keough 
said that there would be no useful pur­
pose in reviewing the history of the 
present case, but added :

“ Perhaps an exception ought to be 
made as far as to say that there was 
some testimony in the case to the 
effect that the demeanor of Thaw in 
this hearing was better than it was in 
the hearing before Justice Mills.

“My whole duty Is fully performed 
when I decide the single, question pre­
sented for decision, namely, is Harry 
K. Thaw at present sane or insane, and 
would his release be dangerous to the 
public pc-ace-^ind safety ? >.

“ Having listened to all the testi­
mony, I am of the opinion that he is 
still insane, and that his discharge 
would be dangerous to the public peace 
and safety.”

Mies Linda Scott, a hat trimmer, was 
in Albany during the debate over the 

-equal suffrage bill, according to an 
exchange, and heard Senator McClellan 
refer to ‘‘Cornelia’s jewels,” in the 
course of his argument against giving 
the vote to women. At a suffrage 
meeting at Cooper Union Miss Scott, 
confessing some Ignorance as to the 
ancient Cornelia, spoke of two modern 
Cornelias, now living- in New York, of 
whom she said:

“I can tell you about the modern 
Cornelia, a descendent of that Roman 
Cornelia, who lives only a short dis­
tance from this hall. This modern Cor­
nelia has eight jewels. They live in 
three rooms. There are two windows 
fh one, there is one which is dark, and 
the kitchen, w’here all the work is 
done, is lighted by an air shaft.

“The mother and children all sew on 
pants, for which they get 7c each. The 
united efforts of this Cornelia and 
her eight jewels can only make seven 
pairs in a day. If you go in Cornelia 
has only time to nod her head slight­
ly, and her children do not look up. 
There is another Cornelia with three 
Jewels. They make 144 violets for 3 
cents, and if thby work to midnight 
they can make 60 cents a day.

1 
don’t want to be a policeman, or yet 
a senator; but I do want to have the 
ballot help change the laws which are 
killing and maiming the jewels of the 
Cornelias of the present day.”

Mr. Cochrane delivered a compreh­
ensive sketch of Dominion potentiali­
ties and their corresponding needs as 
regarding Saskatchewan he said:

“I am receiving deputations every 
day from farmers .who kre raising as 
much as 5,»C'0 bushels of wheafcr and 
have to haul it sixty miles- ihat,” 
said the ‘minister, - “w.jUl have foe 
changed.”

Referring to his intended journey to 
Norway House, Port Nelson and Fort 
Churchill, Mr- Cochrane said:

“If the nature of the country is 
anything like the reports we have 
received about it. then I can assure 
you that the railway to the Hudson 
Bay is worth building anyway. Th*> 
navigability of Hudson Strait is a 
contestable point as it has been re­
ported on only the most favorable 
conditions. But is is proposed by us 
to establish wireless stations on both 
sides and navigate the ships through 
the ice, and there is no reason to 
doubt that with this system the navi­
gation of straits is possible and per­
fectly safe.

Later in the afternoon the minister 
was waited upon by the city council 
and board of trade with regard to 
the Grand Trunk Pacific entry into 
the city. Mr- Cochrane said that he 
had been urging the company to ex­
pedite matters and further promised 
that he would personally do all in his 
power to hurry their project.

With regard to the Canadian North­
ern line, Calgary to Regina, a very 
strong case was made out locally as 
well as for the extensions into the 
south country- The minister caled for 
a map and fully entered into the is­
sues spoken of. He was impressed with 
the delegation’s words and asked for 
still fuller data. The Grand Trunk 
line from the city would, he said, 
cross the Saskatchewan river at River­
side, instead of at Eyebrow.

KIL6ANE HAS DESIGNS ON 
WOLGAST’S TITLE

Chairman Herrmann, of the National 
Commission has just issued the revised 
national agreement, which has been in 
process of revision for several months. 
There are several important changes, 
one of the most interesting of which 
occurs in Section 1 of Article VIII., 
providing for the payment of compen­
sation to ball players for the privilege 
of reservation; This does away with 
the one weak spot in the player’s con­
tract which has been in use fon many 
years. A baseball contract has not been 
binding in law because it allowed the 
club owner to reserve the player with­
out compensation, but at the same time 
gave the owner the privilege of letting 
the player go at any time he wanted 
to. This made a contract which was 
inequitable, according to law, as it gave 
one party & privilege not accorded to 
the other party. The new agreement 
provides that the player’s sailary shall 
be paid him, 75 per cent, in return for 
his services as a player and 25 per 
cent, for the privilege of reserving him. 
An opinion has been secured by the 
commission from one of the judges rep­
resenting one of the highest tribunals 
in the country that, with this clause 
in the contract, reservation of players 
will stand a legal test in the courts.

Another important change in rfavor of 
the ball player is that every player 
signed by any major league club must 
go through both leagues before being 
sent back to the minors. That is, 
wptyers must be a$4$ed on him frqpi 
<h-e çlubs pf thé Nâllofial and Amen­
dât! Leagues. Heretofore thlsr Applied 
only to drafted-,and nqt to purchased 
players, so thkt a purèhased athlete 
might be waived on by all the clubs of 
one league and would not have a 
chance at the other league.

Also, players from the lower classes 
must go through all the higher classes 
before they can be returned to the 
league they came from. This makes it 
possible for a player to mick up as high 
as merit warrants.

Cleveland, July 26.—Johnny Ktlbane, 
champion featherweight of the world, 
Is going after heavier game, and is out 
with a challenge to tight Ad Wolgast 
for the lightweight title.

Montreal and Jersey City Are 
Likely to Be Dropped, Is 

Consensus of Opinion

Buffalo, July 26.—That there will be 
a change and possibly two, in other cir­
cuit of the International League before 
another playing season starts seems to 
be practically assured. That the 
changes will affect Montreal and pos­
sibly Jersey City is the consensus of 
opinion of baseball writers.

A peaceful invasion of big league 
territory will consent of the big league 
seems to have been discussed by both 
sides of late, the plan being to put In­
ternational League teams in Pittsburg 
or Brooklyn, with the Interlocking 
players schedules.

The Newark Evening Star said re­
cently: “It is becoming more generally 
understood every day now that the In­
ternational League Is likely to have 
clubs In the major league circuit next 
season.

This would 
be agreeable to everybody and could be 
made so to President Ebbetts of the 
Brooklyn Club, by a proper arrange­
ment. The Montreal franchise is to 
land in Pittsburg, it is said:

"President Edward G. Barrow has 
said that if Jersey City and Montreal 
are transferred they would go to big­
ger cities than Richmond and Syra­
cuse, so the latest dope doesn't look so 
had after all.

Famous Boat Vesuvious Now 
Being Used for Experi­

ment Purposes

Constructed to Revolutionize 
War Practices, But 

Failed

(Boston Cor. Chicago Inter Ocean)
The old U. S. S. Vesuvius, one-time 

dynamite ship, has just completed fit­
ting; at the Charleston navy yard to 
answer wireless calls received from 
vessels in distress ending the “S.‘ O. S.” 
signal for help to the powerful wire- 
lees station at Newport.

One of the interesting features in 
the metamorphosis of what (has been 
termed the world’s strangest fighting 
craft of all time is her new coat of 
gray, Which now replaces the green 
formerly wrorn by Uncle Sam's smaller 
fighting craft.

Since 1905 the Vesuvius- has been 
doing torpedo work, and has been call­
ed by naval men the torpedo experi­
mental vessel. The summer before 
last she discharged 986 torpedoes and 
last summer 856 torpedoes, this being 
practically as many as were discharged 
In either season by all the rest qf the 
entire American navy. Heretofore 
most of the officers have gone for in­
structions to the U. S. S. Montgomery, 
says The Boston Globe.

The Vesuvius has been at Nêwport 
most of the time since 19-05. In that 
year she ceased to be a dynamite ship, 
becoming a torpedo boat destroyer. It 
was held that she had failed to make 
good in her only real test of usefulness 
at Santiago, which proved of doubtful 
value, and in peace she has proved the 
terror of the American fleet because of 
the unstable explosive aboard her.

Her construction marked the height 
of a feeling that dynamite, the most 
powerful explosive then dèvèloped, 
would prove the end of all war. Her 
building was authorized in 1886. She 
was the offering of lay minds to the 
navy and forced upon official circles 
by a freak of pubic feeling.

“Of what use/’ asked the layman, “to 
build battleships* that will take years 
to complete at a great expense and 
when completed can be destroyed witlh 
a single chynamite shell? Build any 
little craft that will hold a dynamite 
gun and send her out. She can de­
stroy the combined navies of the 
world.”

More recently along thfe same line of 
argument, it has been urged that the 
naval architects confine themselves to 
the designing of torpedo boats, because 
-some battleships near PoH Arthur 
were destroyed by these little fighters. 
At the time referred to no dynamite 
gun had destroyed anything; but a 
band of South American revolutionists 
were said to have fitted up a battered 

xold ocean liner with a dynamite guh 
and sent her to destroy the navy of a 
South American government. She 
never s-o much as went into action.

One fault which was found with the 
row of three guns which projected 
from the deck of the Vesuvius in her 
old days was that they were stationary, 
making it necessary to move the" whole 
ship to aim her guns. Dynamite was 
then the most powerful explosive de­
veloped. It was such an unstable 
compound, howeveh, that it was impos­
sible to propel a charge of dynamite 
with powder. Consequently compress­
ed air had to be used as the propelling 
energy, giving the guns a possible 
range of a mile and a half.

The Vesuvius as built was of 939 
tons displacement, of steel, with 3,795 
horespower engines It was not be­
lieved that it w'ould be safe to fire the 
three small guns of the secondary bat­
tery when the Vesuvius had her dyna­
mite aboard, and it was conceded that 
if an enemy’s shell ever hit her there 
would probably remain but a few 
pieces of her to mark the spot where 
she had floated. Her usefulness with 
her initial equipment was recognized 
as early as 1894. During the Spanish 
war ehe was filled with dynamite and 
at first sent out as a dispatch boat.

When efhe appeared among them 
officers and crews of other ships, 
albeit they were brave men, went wont 
to turn pale. They were ready to die 
in battle with the enemy, but they 
didn’t wish to be blown up by a vessel 
flying the American Hag.

Once in a while she used to steam 
within eight of Havana at about 11 
pm. and throw three shells at the 
enemy. The explosions made a lot 
of noise and used to disturb the Span­
ish after they had gone to bed. Out­
side of that they didn’t amount to 
-much. Rear Admiral Sampson used 
uniformly to add to his orders : “The 
Vesuvius will remain out of range of 
the batteries.” He didn’t want to see 
her blown up.

In 1995 Rear Admiral Converse, then 
chief of ordnance, decided to have the 
Vesuvius converted into a torpedo 
cruiser for training purposes, Her 
old. useless air guns were ripped out 
of her, and she was fitted up in more 
modern and efficacious fashion.

Until Death Came

Woman is Discovered as She 
Was Trying to Drown Her­

self; Must Stand Trial

Berlin, July 24.—A poor woman who 
is the concierge of a block of flats in 
a suburb of Berlin drowned her five 
children and tried to drown herself. 
The story of Frau Merle Friedrich is a 
poignant one. She Is a woman of 34. 
married to a window-blind, maker, two 
years her senior, who refusee to work 
and is an Incorrigible drunkard.

The wife managed to get a place as 
consclerge a few months ago, in re­
turn for which she w-as given the use 
of two rooms and $2.50 a month. She 
«poke little to the neighbors, and they 
were disinclined to break down the 
reticence of the sad-faced woman. 
They noticed that she worked from 
early morning till late at night to keep 
her little home and the great staircase 
of the house in order, and that the 
children were always spotlessly clean. 
She spoke to nobody of the tragedy of 
her life until yesterday. Then she was 
obliged to break the silence.,

A neighbor beard her children, the 
eldest of whom Is five and the young-, 
est a month old. crying, evidently from 
pain. A good woman entered the 
house and found the children suffering 
from the effect of poison. Frau Fried­
rich then confessed that she had given

them all lysol In milk, as ehe wished 
them to die.

Tke neighbor administered an anti­
dote, which was effective, as.the poison 
was not sufficiently strong, and prom­
ised to keep the jnother’s secret. Her 
action, she said, had been caused by 
misery. Bater in the day she confided 

< to the servant girl employed In one 
of the flats that her husband had lll- 
tretuted her the night before and had 
taken her last few cents to buy drink. 
He had returned In the morning and 
told her that a dealer was coming to 
buy her chattels, as he must have more 
money.

She refused to allow this, and Im­
plored him to work, as the children had 
nothing to eat and were crying for 
bread. In reply he turned on her and 
beat and kicked her until she was un­
conscious. She showed the girl the 
bruises and scars on her body. In the 
evening she moved the beds to a large, 
empty flat in the house fhere there was 
a bath, and told the girl she was going 
to spend the night there with the chil­
dren in order to escape her husband.

In the morning there was no answer 
when the girl rang the bill and the flat 
door had to be broken down. All was 
quiet within. The Intruders hurried to 
the bed room, where they say the five 
children lying dead on the bed, and 
fovlnd the mother apparently dead, or 
unconscious, in the bath. A doctor 
was called and managed to restore the 
woman to life by artificial respiration. 
The little ones had been drowned and 
were past human aid. The mother 
must have taken them one by one from 
bed as they were sleeping, immersed 
each one In the water until dead, and 
then laid It on the bed. When the 
awful work was done she tried to 
drown herself.

She was taken to the hospital. A 
note she had written, which was found 
on the table, contained the words: 
•«My husband Is alone to blame. He 
has driven us to death.’’ Soon after 
the tragedy was known the man re­
turned with a dealer, and when he 
heard of his children’s death he coolly 
proceeded to bargain with the dealer 
for the sale of the household chattels.t 
The brute was arrested. His wife 
must stand her trial as a murderess, 
while no charge can he levied against 
him but one of negligence and bru­
tality. Here is a case before which 
Justice stand» confounded.

It provides for the maintenance 
of the existing passenger service be­
tween this city and Seattle via Sumas 
and an extension of the freight service 
to Tacoma. In regard to passenger 
trains, the Canadian Pacific railway 
will supply the equipment and between 
Sumas and Seattle the trains will be 
operated by power supplied by the 
American road. Under the agreement 
which is already effective, • the North­
ern Pacific, agrees to improve its road­
bed over the American portion of the

A large percentage of the freight 
traffic destined for Puget Sound points 
originates with the Canadian Pacific 
railway in Chicago -and other points, 
and as heretofore it will be routed via 
the Soo line and Canadian Pacific.

The new arrangement, in insstances 
where the freight is abtained in Taco­
ma by Çaanâian Pacifi crailway agents, 
provides for shipping It eastward via 
the same route when destined via 
the same route when destined for 
points In the Middle West and Eastern 
states.

Spokane, July 25.—The world's type 
writer record for one hour’s continu­
ous writing on unfamiliar copy was 
broken today by Miss Florence E. Wil­
son, of New York, in the national con­
tests held under the auspices of the Na­
tional Commercial Teachers’ Federa­
tion.

Miss Wilson copied 7,219 words in 
the hour, with 69 errors. Deducting 
five words for each error, this-gave her 
a net score of 6,879, or an average of 
115 words per minute* The former rec- j 
ord. held by H. O. Blalsdell, of New ! 
York, was 112 words per minute.

The amateur championship for oper- j 
ators who have used a typewriter less 
than three years, was won by Miss 1 
Bessie Friedham, of New York, who 
wrote 3,208 words in thirty minutes, or 
an average of 107 ^ords per minute. 
This broke the former record held by 
Gua Trcfzger, of New York, of 98 
words.

By SUSETTE.

HE prison of Holloway in the 
south of London, now famous 
enough to be put in guide books, 

has been the home of many a suffrag­
ette. It is a usual sort of prison, with 
a governor and endless under-poten­
tates; a church chaplain and a Catho­
lic priest. The latter named, in this 
case, is a suffragist, and very popu­
lar with the suffragettes. All the 
higher strata of officials are in touch 
with the Home Secretary, and there is 
as much red tape, it seems, about a 
prison as a palace. There is class 
distinction, too and one of the com­
plaints of the suffragettes, now out 
of prison, is, “Why was I let out when 
others who are working women are 
detained yet I don't like it or un­
derstand it.”

There are a gnçat many things In 
Holloway which will shortly be under­
stood better, for if the suffragette is 
after one thing more than another it 

I Is "square deal.”
I met a group of discharged mili­

tants at a Hyde Park meeting, but 
yesterday- They related their Hollo- 
Way experiences, 'which needsd no 
emphasis to convince me, beyond their 
narrowed paled faces and their meek­
ness. For the only time a suffragette 
is meek is after a term of forcible 
feeding, and this is but momentarily,

Denied Religious Privileges.
<<I ASKED her If it was true, as re-

1 ported, that prisoners who are in­
subordinate are denied thé privilege 
of attending chapel- Her reply was 
"Quite true; after we broke the win­
dows in protest of Mrs. Pankhurst’s 
solitary confinement for eighteen days, 
in a damp cell; we were not allowed 
to go to chapel.”

“What strange punishment for sin­
ners,” I ventured. “Of course, it’s all 
absurd- There is a great deal to be 
remedied In prisons." "Then, too,” an­
other said, with great complaint ini her 
tones, “At Easter we were all refused 
communion, until we should repent, 
and say we were sorry, and, of course, 
we could not. But that was changed 
soon after, for the bishop made known 
his disapproval; as w-e were not tech­
nical sinners, having acted out of prin­
ciple, and repentant or not, we were 
invited to attend the service. You 
see, we have some very just friends 
among the clergy, as well as enemies; 
the vidar of the Chapel Royal of Sa­
voy is most ardently with us.”

"It must be fearful to have a hun­
ger strike/' I said to another present. 
“It is fearful,” she said, looking away 
as if she dreaded recalling it “One 
doctor who fed me knelt on my knee*, 
whilst others held me and forced the 
instruments between my teeth. It lg 

i suffocating performa aca, and la­

the doctor made it worse 
to the wardresses, TVs like 

a pig, isn't it?’” “When did 
the hunger strike begin?" "On Good 
Friday, and lasted until Wednesday, 
before if was noticed none of us ate 
anything" "Was it necessary, such 
torment?" "Undoubtedly. We struck 
when Mr. Churchill was Home Secre­
tary, and gained certain concessions, 
as political prisoners- These were de­
nied ue by Mr. McKenna until we 
struck again, and he had to yield the 
point. Now we get mail oftener than 
once month, and are allowed some 
food from outside. Of course, we were 
all remand prisoners; most of those 
sent down for hard labor jure near 
Brighton, working out In the fields. 
They are very rosy-cheeked, and not 
at all like the rest of us at Manchester 
or Holloway."

A Deserting M.P.

THEN they told me of a friend of 
theirs who was secretary to an 

M.P. She was sent up to the Ses­
sions, and when out on bail told her 
employer where she had really been 
for the week end—in Holloway. After 
tremendous storming, when she ex­
pected to “go” from him, he said, ‘To 
tell you a secret, I am in favor of 
votes for women, for I feel that their 
point of view is needed in modem poli­
tics, where the Industrial is so predom­
inant, No, I won’t discharge you. 
Copy those letters. Let me see. you 
will go up for trial about the time th# 
Conciliation Bill comes on; that’s for­
tunate^ for I am going abroad to 
avoid it” She remonstrated with him, 
for believing and yet deserting, but In 
vain, for his name was not on the 
Parliamentary list of voters, but on 
a Paris hotel register instead. He is 
back now, and his secretary has just 
finished her two months’ hard labor.

I saw yesterday Fn a striking way 
the sacrifices that the.suffragettes are 
making. Being in Clement’s Inn, I pass­
ed by the closed door of the Pethick- 
Lawrence’s home life, and the card 
“Flat to Let” outside added signifi­
es nce.tt Then entering the enquiry of­
fice of the "Woman’s Social and Po­
litical Union” I read on a bulletin 
board erected for such purposes, no­
tice aftef notice of bailiffs’ sales of 
the household effects of suffragettes 
who were refusing to pay taxes as a 
protest. Knowing well what a home 
means to a woman. I felt sure there 
was no like sacrifice for a cause go­
ing on anywhere else in the world at 
the moment, and that success must 
come in the wake of it- Every one of 
those notices is really a death war­
rant on the prejudice that make* 
them possible.

more and more distasteful service in 
the royal household represents the top 
rung in the social ladder.

But as even in Dante’s Paradise 
there are varying degrees of well-be­
ing, so is it in royal flunkeydom. The 
Page of the Backstairs cannot vie in 
importance with the youngest Maid of 
Honor, and the most experienced Gen­
tleman Usher is not nearly such a 
personage as a Lady-in-Waitlng- 

The decisive factor in a royal ser­
vant’s status is the degree of intimacy 
it carries with the august employer. 
The women and girls in personal at­
tendance upon Queen Mary of England 
therefore hold the most enviable posi­
tions in English society. The present 
constitution of the royal household 
was evolved by Edward ill. in bis Pal­
ace at Eltham. out of the chaotic ele­
ments that formed his oourt, on lines 
which have more or less survived 
throughout the centuries.

The mistress of the robes, at pres­
ent the Duchess of Devonshire, is of­
ficial head of the “Queen’s ladies." For 
many a long year the post carried with 
it the title of “Mother of tb« Maids," 
and no one but a Duchess is eligible 
for the place. No annual tally of dol­
lars are handed out to the royal ser­
vants as such, though the maids of 
honor get “an honorarium," as no re­
ward is expected save the honor of 
the exalted position. In bygone days 
the mistress of the robes used to at­
tend personally to the Queen's morn­
ing and evening toilettes. The gar­
ments to be worn were handed from 
one lady of the bedchamber to an­
other before reaching the mistress of 
the robes, who then attired her royal 
mistress. Now, the mistress of the 
robes does not put in an appearance 
in the Queen’s bedroom, but on state 
occasions, such as the visits of for­
eign royalty, she has to escort her to 
the chamber door.

A Close Personal Friend.

THE Çuchess of Devonshire Is not 
merely a decorative figure oh 

great affairs of social state. She is 
one of the Queen’s closest personal 
friends. They sew together for hours, 
their tongues busy with sober themes 
while their fingers ply the needle and 
thread. This bond of intimacy was 
knitted tighter than ever by the In­
dian Durbar visit. Devonshire House 
ball was the first private function of 
the season to be attended by Queen 
Mary, and as she Is scheduled to 
spend a week-end at Chatsworth dur­
ing July there can be* no doubt that 
the Duchess Is a prime favorite.

The Duchess Is also a capable or­
ganizer. Her capacity in this direc­
tion was shown by the part she played 
in regard to voluntary aid detach­
ments in Derbyshire, under the War 
Office scheme for mobilizing a nurs- 

1 ing force in time of war. The re­
sources of a large tract of country 
around Chatsworth were then care­
fully organized' for emergency hospl- 
talà and the training of the requisite 
nurses. She is a daughter of Lord 
Lansdowne, Conservative leader of the 
House of Lords, and a niece of the 
Duke of-Attercom.

No Breath of ScaridaL

HOWEVER diverse their disposi­
tions, one quality distinguishes 

the “Queen’s ladies." Their moral 
characters are unimpeachable. Not a 
breath of scandal has ever tainted 
their reputations. Even “the bar sin­
ister," denoting irregular alliances In 
the past history of families, appears 
on none of their escutcheons. The 
Queen has no use at all for gay dames 
with a hectic past, and won’t even ad­
mit, like some of her male relatives, 
that merry widows may be vastly in­
teresting persons.

Next in rank to the mistress of the 
robes come the ladles of the bedcham­
ber, sometimes called ladies-ln-walt- 
tng—the best known of whom are Lady 
Desborough, Lady Shaftesbury, Lady 
Ampthilt. Lady Bertha Dawkins, and 
Lady Mary Trefusts. Their duties 
have nothing to do with the royal 
couch, but a great deal to do with 
royal charity- They are the tactful 
Intermediaries between Queen Mary 
and the people and institutions ap­

It was Lady Bertha Dawkins, for 
instance, who was selected to read a 
message of good-will from the Queen 
to three hundred working girls who 
meet every morning in All Hallows 
church, and it was she who handed 
the parson a substantial check to be 
used on their behalf. All the year 
through these gentle emissaries of 
mercy are proceeding on their errands 
of good-will, sometimes to have little 
heart-to-heart talks with hospital pa­
tients. or to pay private visits to tene­
ment apartments or obscure cottages 
from whence poignant appeals for aid 
have emanated. As a rule, only on«= 
darne is in attendance at a time, her 
period of service generally being o! 
about a month's duration. during 
which time she resides under the same 
roof with her roval mistress.

The First Austrian Dreadnought.—
The first Austrian Dreadnought will 
join the fleet In September, after un­
dergoing speed trials. It Is etated that 
the reports as to defects in the con­
struction of the vessel are unfounded.

Looking After the Interest of Indian 
Students.—In order to provide more 
adequately for the interests of Indian 
students in the United Kingdom, the 
Secretary of State for India in Coun­
cil has created a new appointment with 
the designation of Secretary for In­
dian Students. Mr. C. E. Mallet has 
been selected to be the first holder of 
the post

Result of Queen Alexandra Day 
Celebration.- A preliminary report on 
the London celebration, of Queen Alex­
andra Day shoWs that a net surplus of 
£12,085 has been realised. The total 
receipts tp date amount to £17,329, 
and from this the cost . of working,
£ 3,244, has to be deducted. It is esti­
mated that a further amount of about 
£ 300 is likely to be received.

Death of Sir William Angus.—Sir 
William Angus died at his residence at 
Newcastle on Saturday night. He was 
for three years president of Newcastle 
Liberal Association, and was formerly 
president of the National Liberal Fed-, 
eration. He received the honor of 
knighthood in 1907. Sir William 
Angus, who was 70 years of age, was 
in business as coach and motor 
builder.

Three ^Miners Killed.-—Shortly before 
four o'clock on Saturday morning, an 
explosion occurred in the Oak Level 
district of Barnsley Main Colliery, 
where nine men were forking. For­
tunately six of the men escaped in­
jury, but three appear to have been 
buried under a darge fall, and were 
killed. The names of the victims are 
Walter Jepson, Thomas Croft, and 
Thomas Hunt. Their bodies have re- 
coverede

Liberation of Suffragist Prisoners.—
The^ Women’s Social and Political 
union announced on Saturday after­
noon that the remainder of the women 
prisoners who took part in the March 
window-smashing raid had been le- 
1 eased. All had been sentenced to six 
months’ imprisonment, but it ls slated 
that, having taken part in the hunger 
strike, they have now been released, 
after serving about four months.

Madwoman Smothers Three Chil­
dren.—At Guildford Assizes, on Satur­
day, May Ann Eldridge was tried for 
the murder of her three- little chil­
dren at Woking. Prisoner lived with 
a man as his wife. He was arrested 
on a charge of theft, and on the way 
to the police court the woman told a 
neighbour she tad smothered the chil­
dren. Eldridge was found insane, and 
ordered to be detained during th,e 
King's pleasure.

A Cheshire Tragedy.—At Chester 
Assizes, on Saturday, Francis Darling­
ton, aged 26, wife of a farmer at 
Church Coppenhall, was indicted for 
the murder of her three-months-old 
son. The prosecution stated that ac­
cused, who is the mother of six chil­
dren, put the baby on the fire face 
downwards. Death must have taken 
place instantaneously. She had been 
under treatment for mental derange­
ment. When charged, prisoner said, 
“I cannot remember anything.” Ac­
cused was found insane, and was 
ordered to be detained during the 
King’s pleasure.

Death of Robert Browning’s Son.—-
The whole town of Asolo has been 
thrown into mourning by the death of 
Mr. Browning, son of the poet. Shops 
were closed, and flags, we^ fljttyn. at 
half-mast’ The authorities have de­
cided to participate officially in the 
funeral^ Many telegrams of condolence 
have been received, including one from 
the Mayor of Venice. The. death cham­
ber -was transformed into a chapelle 
ardente, and was filled with magnifi­
cent flowers. Death was due to 
asthma.

Australian Cadets.—The Colonial 
Troops Entertainment committee are 
to entertain the Australian Cadets, who 
will spend ten days in London en route 
to the Toronto Exhibition, where they 
join 4,000 other cadets who are to be 
reviewed by His Royal Highness the 
Duke of Connaught on August 27. The 
cadete, who are to be in charge of Mr. 
Oliver Williams, the secretary of the 
committee, will when they arrive at 
Tilbury on Sunday, the 28th July, pro­
ceed to their quarters at the Naval and 
Military Hotel, South Kensington. An 
interesting programme has been pre­
pared for the entertainment of the 
cadets.

| Sorely Tried Husband.—At the Old 
Bailey, on Saturday, John Henry Kay 
(42), Walworth, Jndicted for the mur­
der of his wife, was fouçd guilty of 
manslaughter under great provocation, 
and sentenced to six months’ imprison­
ment in the second division. The evi­
dence for the defence showed that de­
ceased was of very drunken habits, 
and the prisoner said she rushed at 
him when he was taking off his boots, 
and received fatal injuries against his 
foot. Judge Pickford said the pri­
soner undoubtedly had been provoked 
during the greater part of his life.

Flying Men Disturb the Farmer.*— 
The Civil Court in Parle, on Saturday, 
decided an action brought by a num­
ber of farmers routed the Buc Aero­
drome against the brothers Farman. 
One farmr clalmeed £ 200 damages f8t 
the^landing of aeroplanes on his pro­
perty and the fright caused to his 
domestic animate and game. The 
court allowed this litigant £20. Two 
others, however, were only awarded 
costs, and the court refused to grant 
an interdict to fly at a height of less 
than 666 feet or make silent motors 
obligatory, holding that it had no Juris­

diction in the matter of regulating 
aerial traffic.

Outrage in Tipperary Ducal Vault.—
Great indignation has been caused in 
Tipperary by the desecration of the 
Bernal-Osborne family tomb Killa- 
loan graveyard, which has been broken 
into with the idea of robbery. There 
was a local report that jewels had been 
buried with the Duchess of St. Altràm’fc 
grandmother, and this coffin wàa 
forced open and the remains dieÿçrbed. 
But, as a matter of fact, no jeweis were 
interred with her, and the thieves 
would meet with disappointment. The 
police have taken casts of footprints 
found near the entrance to the tomb, 
and photographs of finger-prints upon 
the coffin, and are hopeful of tracing 
the delinquents.

Woman Imprisoned for Perjury.—At
Chester Assizes, on Monday, Mary 
Walne, 49, of Tuebrook, Liverpool, was 
fefund guilty of committing perjury at 
an inquest at West Kirby. The pri­
soner notified the Liverpool police on 
May 24th that her stepdaughter, Ada 
Clay, was mtesing, and on June 14 
Identified a body found in the Marine 
Lake, West Kirby, as that of her step­
daughter , whereas it subsequently 
transpired the body was that of an­
other woman. The prisoner had in­
sured thp girl’s life for about £35, and 
the prosecution alleged her motive was 
to obtain this money. The prisoner 
was sentenced to eight months’ im­
prisonment, without har^ labour.

Monbplane v. Cow—A Fatal En­
counter.—Mr. S. F. Cody’s monoplane 
had a short life. Launched on its Tirst 
trial three weeks ago, it had astonished 
everyone by its^ great speed and easy 
handling. On Saturday evening, when 
the monoplane was making a rapid 
descent on Laffans Plain after a suc­
cessful flight, a cow ran under it, and 
the machine, striking the anfmal, was 
badly smsftshed, while the cow was 
killed. Mr. Cody was thrown clear of 
the wreckage, and luckily escaped. The 
machine was built on new principles, 
being shaped like a huge dart, «nd was 
driven by an engine ot 120 . horse­
power He had designed and built it 
for the purposes of the War Office 
competitions next month, and does not 
think he will now be able "to recon­
struct it in time.

Great Prices for Turner Drawings.—■
Turner water-color drawings have 
triumphed in the saleroom on several 
occasions, but never so completely as 
in the course of the sale held last 
week. It was not until 1863 than four 
lgures were reached, his “ Tivoli ” 
bringing £ 1,890 in that year. ’In the 
Gilloth sale in 1872 Lord Dudley gave 
£3,307 for the superb “ Bamborough 
Castle.” which held the record up to 
eth Holland sale in 1908, when the 
glorious “Heidelberg” fell to Messrs. 
Agnew at £4,410. In that year six 
Turner water-colors reached four 
f.gurps, the total amounting to £ 12,(100. 
Last week no less than eighteen draw­
ings brought £ 32,120, or an average 
of £1,784 each. The pictures by old 
masters al^o sold extremely well. A 
distinguished “ Portrait of a Young 
Man ” (14), by Bronzino, began at 
2,000 guineas, and went to Messrs 
Knoedler at £ 16,400; and another and 
finer “ Portrait of Young Man,” £ 5,250. 
The total amount realised at the sale 
was £ 95,405.

Strike Rioters’ " Terrible and Hide­
ous Crime.”—At Staffordshire Assizes, 
on Monday, several youths, mostly 
miners, whose ages ranged from 18 to 
23, were indicted for riotous assembly 
and demolition during the coal strike 
at Latchet Collieries, Cannock Chase, 
when a crowd numbering several thou­
sands did considerable damage, and 30 
constables were injured, seven of "the 
prisoners were found guilty and re­
commended to leniency on account of 
their youth and excitement. Mr. Al­
bert Stanley, M.P., was amongst wit­
nesses to character. Justice Horridge 
described* the crime as a terrible and 
hideous one against society. The law 
gave every latitude to men to gain 
their industrial rights -by lawful com­
bination, and even by peaceful picket­
ing, but it would not tolerate violence 
and riot accompanying any trade agi­
tation. Three of the prisoners, one qf 
school teacher, were sentenced to six 
months’ imprisonment, with hard 
whom was stated to be a Sunday 
labor, and the remaining four to four 
months’ hard labor. The relatives of 
some of the prisoners created a scene 
in the public gallery, and the judge’s 
remarks in passing sentence were in­
terrupted, while a woman was removed 
shouting “ Oh, dear,” and crying bit­
terly. The mother of two of the pri­
soners burst into loud sobs, and one of 
her ' sons exclaimed, “ Don’t * cry, 
mother; it won’t kill us.”

It ls thought that since the original 
option was given, the property has In­
creased by at least thirty per cent. In 
value.

Aa a matter of 
fact, the doctor arrived an hour after 
her death.

Williams, who is a bright looking 
young man, said that his wife had 
been treated by Mr». Hattie Wheeler, 
a Christian Science peaetltioner, and 
had expressed every satisfaction In 
that treatment and its methods. She 
had never asked for a doctor. He 
had no idea that his wife was on the 
point of death.

-’If you had believed your wife dying, 
would you have called a physician?" 
asked the coroner-

"Yes," replied Williams.
"But if yon thought she was only 

slightly elek would you have called 
one?”

Williams said that he would nut.
For himself, h« declared, that under 

no Circumstances would he Oall la a 
medical man.

Dr. G. F. Curtis, who performed the 
autopsy, said that the woman died of 
neglecting an abdçmlnal inflamma­
tion, which could easily have been 
cured by a simple operation, r He de­
clared that she must have suffered 
terribly during the last day or two 
of her illness.

BLAME FOR BIG CHICAGO 
WRECK PLACED ON THE 

WOMAN IN TOWER
Coroner's Jury Reports Finding 

Woman Said to Have 
Been Quarreling

Chicago, III., July 2G.—Four separate 
and distinct phases of responsibility for 
the Western Springs railroad wreck, in 
which 13 persons were killed, were laid 
at the door of the Burlington Railroad 
by Coroner Peter Hoffman in summing 
up the case at the Lagrange inquest.

Two of the counts fell to the lot of 
the tower woman, Julia A. Wilcox, 
whose part in the wreck caused her 
life an dits blot of six monthÿ in the 
Dunning Asylum for Insane to be laid 
bare.

The four features cited by the Coro­
ner as to the cause of the mail train’s 
plunge into the rear of the Overland 
Express were as follows:

“ Mr®. Wilcox, the ‘ tower woman,’ 
and the telephone order and the disas­
trous and unnecessary delay to Train 
No. 4.

“ Mrs Wilcox's failure to hold No. 8 
at Hinsdale to protect, the express, as 
the fog and weather conditions de­
manded.

“ The lack of effective flagging of the 
mail train at the hands of Frank 
Woodworth, flagman on the express.

“The failure of Burlington engineers 
to comply with the rule specifying re­
duced speed on approach of signals in 
dense fogs.”

Washington, July 26—Senator McCumber’s bill to provide for 
the inspection of grain entering into inter-state commerce and to 
secure uniformity in standards and classification was ordered 
favorably reported by the senate committee on agriculture. A 
similar bill was brought before the senate three years ago by the 
late Senator Bolliver.

The bill provides for the establishment of a grain inspection 
and grading bureau in the department df agriculture and would 
require the secretary to determine and fix classifications and grades 
of wheat, flax, corn, rve, -oats, barley and other grains such as in his 
judgment the usuages of trade may warrant and permit. The bill 
calls for the appointment of inspectors at Portland, Maine: New 
York, Philadelphia, Baltimore, Chicago, Minneapolis, Duluth, Super-1 
ior, Wis. : Kansas City, St. Louis, New Orleans, Seattle, lacoma and 
San Francisco.

WITNESS TELLS STORY OF

WILLINSKI EXECUTED
Macleod, Alta., July 26.—Samuel 

Willinsky was executed at the 
R. N. W. M. P. barracks here at 
7.38 o’clock this morning for the 
murder at Frank, Alberta, on Feb­
ruary 6th of Geo. Lankatooz, a fel­
low miner. Willinsky was infatu­
ated with Lankatooz’s wife and put 
her husband out of the way by 
shooting him. Willinsky went on to 
the scaffold courageously and made 
no statement. There were present 
only the sheriff, two priests and 
the guards, and Superintendent 
Primrose of the Mounted Police.

New York, July 26.—There was a 
dramatic scene in Rasenthal hearing 
thi® evening, and Louis Crese was'the 
leadfng figure. His testimony was the 
first brought out relative to the actual 
slaying of the gambler.

Crese said he had arrived in New 
York the day before the shooting to 
look for a job, and happened by the 
Métropole just before the murder. A 
large gray automobile was standing 
there, and In the car were a chaffeur 
and one man. Four men stood near 
the “ murder car.”

“They said to me, ‘Whom do you 
w#ut here?’ I did not answer them, 
and they sald: ‘Go away and mind 
your own business.’

“ A man came from the Matropole 
and put his hand to his hat. As he did 
this the men scattered to the street. 
A man came from the hotel behind the 
man who gave the signal, and then the 
four men in the street started shoot­
ing.”

“ Did you see anyone there whom 
you now see in the court?” asked Dis­
trict Attorney Whitman. Crese rose 
and surveyed the faces before him. 
Then he raised hi® hand, and his in­
dex finger was pointing to “ Bridgie ” 
Webber.

“I started running after the shoot­
ing,” the witness declared, “ the shots 
did not come one, two, three, but were 
together. Webber also was running 
and ®poke to some man as he passed. 
It was nearly as light as day, and I 
saw him plainly." e

At this point Coroner Fienberg held 
Webber without bail for the inquest. 
Crese was asked to go through the 
court room and see if he recognized 
any more men who were at the scene 
of the murder. Aftr a careful inspec­
tion of Jack Sullivan, he declared that 
he had been at the scene immediately 
after the shooting. Sullivan’s arrest 
followed shortly on a charge of homi­
cide.

Crese left police headquarters late 
today accompanid by two detective®, 
who were instructed not to leave him 
until ten o’clock tomorrow morning, 
when he will be taken back to head­
quarters.

STMIPEDE MMWGEMENT E PUUSEDI
The Stampede management has pur­

chased a large number of horses. Tho 
deal was closed only recently, and 
there are altogether 115 head of stock. 
This in addition to the rope horses, 
trick horses, and bad horses which are 
being brought in by contestants.

The purchase just consummated does 
not include the Mexican range cattle 
and the ox teams from Old Mexico. 
Fifteen head of the new purchase are 
saddle horses, the remaining hundred 
head are buckers—bad, vicious brute®, 
the worst that the range riders could 
bring together. They have been 
gathered from Old Mexico, New Mexi­

co, Texas, California, Montana, Oregon. 
Washington Wyoming, and Canada, 
and they are reported as being “Sure 
bad.”

Thesè horses are in the Calgary 
stock yards, where they will be held 
until the pens tor their accommodation 
have been completed at the fair 
grounds. A gang of carpenter® are 
now at work getting tliese pens con­
structed. and it is expected that be­
fore a week has passed the bad horses 
will be “shot” uptown and into ihe 
exhibition grounds. There they will be 
held until they arc turned loose before 
the thousands of spectators at the 
Stampede.

THUW IS IWSÆHE; MUST REM1 IN CUSTODY
W hite Plains, N. Y., July 26—Harry K. Thaw, in the eyes of 

the law is still insane and must remain in the asylum where he was 
placed on February 1. 1908. after he had killed Stanford White. 
Justice Martin J. Keough of the supreme court, today denied Thaw’s 
application for freedom. The court took the ground that Thaw's 
release would be dangerous to public safety.

Washington. July 26.—Democrats 
and Progressives united again in the 
senate tonight and by a vote of 36 
to 18 passed the Democratic excise 
bill, extending the present tax on cor­
porations to the business of individu­
als/ private firms and co-partnerships. 
Attached to the measure also by the 
aid of Republican votes, were amend­
ments for the repeal of the Canadian 
reciprocity, law and the fixing of a 
$2 per .ton tariff on paper and for 
the establishment of a permanent 
non-partisan tariff ommissions. 
v The second day's victory for the 
Democratic-Progressive combination 
came after a debate lacking in interest.

The passage of the evcise bill be­
came certain early in the day, and the 
Republican leaders offered little op­
position to it- Senator Borah in a 
fight to have h-is Income tax bill sub­
stituted for the “Tpx on Business,” 
lost by a vote of 38 to 23, although 
he mustered to liis support many of 
the regular Republicans and fo-ur Dem­
ocrats—'Amhurst, Culbertson, Hitch­
cock and Martin.

The excise bill will go back to the 
house for the approval of that body 
and it is believed that an agreement 
soon will be reached, so that a perfect 
measure .can be laid before the presi­
dent for his approval- Tho excise 
measure would' levy upon all persons, 
firms or co-partnerships, an annual 
income in excess of $5,QUO. Senator 
Cummins' permanent tariff board am­
endment, which was carried once yes­
terday in the woo. 1 fight and then lost 
in the final upheaval, when the La- 
fniettn bil passed, was attached to the 
excise bill by a vote of 38 to 20.

Little Stories About Baseball

”1 have often thought,” says Tom 
Clarke, the Cincinnati catcher, “ that 
the big leagues were deprived of a 
wonderful batsman—whom they never 
saw-when Fish-glue Henderson re­
tired abruptly from baseball. Never 
heard of Mr. Henderson? Very few 
people have. Mr. Henderson left the 
national game before he really had a 
chance to blossom In it, but I si ill be­
lieve that if he had only staid in the 
diamond pastime he would have left a 
mark for future «luggers to shoot at 
through -many years to come.

“ When I first came out with a semi- 
pro team around the Bronx, we needed 
batters, and we .simply couldn’t get 
’em. Our manager scoured upper New 
York, but in all Harlem and all the 
Bronx he could not find two people 
who would refrain from the monotono- 
ous habit of reaching their bats three 
Mmes into the atmosphere and sitting 
iown again. Our batting average® 
were n disgrace, collectively and indiv­
idually—and then Fish-glue Henderson 
joined the team.

“ Mr. Henderson was a Long Island 
farmer, who had become smitten with 
the baseball bug and some friend of 
our manager had wished him on us. 
We put him in right field, and, believe 
me, he wa® a hitter. He didn’t care 
who might be the hostile pitcher. 
Right-hander or southpaw, speed/ 
curves or spltball, it was all the same 
to this Henderson person. He could 
hit that bat and hit the ball, and he 
did hit it, while his average was a high 
one from the start, and the rest of us, 
taking heart, began to bat in respect­
able fashion.

“But Henderson was an awful had 
fielder. He couldn’t catch anything, 
and any kind of a fly seemed to be per­
fectly safe if it hit anywhere in his 
territory. Thi® was annoying, but not 
necessarily disheartening. You can 
teach ’em to field, while It isn't often 
you can get a born batsman. Poor 
Henderson tried hard for everything. 
He could judge a ball‘and wras always 
under it when it fell, but it woitX sift 
tight through his clutches. Still, lie 
kept on trying, and still his batting 
record grew as his fielding average 
kept shrinking.

One day just before a big game 
with a college team, Henderson casu­
ally remarked ‘ that til was going to 
put some fish-glue on his glove.’ Thit 
stuff, he thought, would detain u<y 
ball that might come along, and he way

going to try it, anyhow. We paid little 
attention to his chaiv r. and the game 
started, amid much excitement and up.
roar.

“ For three innings Henderson didn't 
have a fielding chance, and he raked 
off two baggers. In the fourth, the 
collegians rallied and pacW the bases. 
One man died on a pop foul, the next 
one misse® two, and then shot a !ly to 
Henderson. We moaned in horror, 
knowing that a muff was coming—but 
what was our surprise and joy when 
Henderson immured the ball with a 
death-like grip in his glove! ‘Home, ; 
home,’ I yelled, dropping the mask and ’ 
waiting for the ball. Henderson be- ! 
2Tan to gyrate and Salome. He was 
plucking frantically at the ball, but It 
wouldn’t leave his glove.

“ The fish-glfie had held the ball, all 
right, and was still holding it. When 
Henderson finally disengaged the ball 
from his glove, two runs had scored 
and the third man was hoofing fast 
The ball came in slowly: the pitcher 
grabbed it—and it stuck to his hands. 
Before he could fight it loose the third 
man had arrixed.

“ Of course, we called the fielder 
Fish-glue Henderson after that. He 
was a proud and sensitive cuss; the 
appellation hurt his feelings, and, three 
days after he quit baeeball for over. 
He might hax e been a fielder son* 
day, but he surely was a marvel an 
batter.”

Washington. July 26.—In a strong 
arraignment of tht. United States Gov­
ernment for its failure to secure re­
dress for injuries to American citizens 
and property resulting from the Mexi­
can issurectlons and revolution. Sena­
tor Fall of New Mexico declared today 
in the Senate that the country would 
not regain its prestige in Mexico in 
fifty years. He said that China, Ger­
many and other countries had forced 
Mexico to make restitution for the 
damages inflicted on their citizens. 
Thus far, he said, the United States 
had done nothing. He added that be­
cause of the course of the State De­
partment the people of Mexico believe 
this country is behind the Madero gov­
ernment and that is was responsible 
for the overthrow of President Diaz, 
in the Interest of Madero.

"If the people of the United States 
knew all the facts," declared Senator 
Fall, “not all the soldiers in the coun­
try would be able to prevent the cross- ] 
ing of the border because of the indig- ; 
nation that would be aroused. And 
yet nothing has been done to relieve 
the most intolerable condition that 
American citizens were ever compelled 
to undergo."

Senator Fall urged the adoption of 
the resolution instructing the War De- 

| partment to ascertain the amount of 
j damage during the engagements last 
j year at Douglas. Ariz.. and El Paso,
! Texas. He declared the resolution did 
not "go far enough," He said there had 
been no word of protest from the 
American Government, although its 
citizens had been killed and over $500,- 
000.000 worth of property destroyed by 
Mexicans.

The New Mexico Senator said inter­
vention on the part of the United States 
was not needed, and that this country 
could control the situation by a “firm 
stand." He admitted he had not taken 
the matter up with the state depart- 

j ment, but asserted that both the Presl- 
! dent and the secretary of state has been 
j informed of conditions by others, 
j The senator gave many instances of 
I injuries and loss inflicted on American 
j citizens. Senator Swanson of Virginia 
| declared the state deaprtment should 
be urged to act.

Senator Fall said that the American 
state department had refused to make

Moreover, their aid is conditional on i 
a serious change n the empre’s con­
stitution, which is full of difficulties 
and, we think, of grave inconvenience. 
The matter cannot be settled by sen­
timental impulse. Parliamentary fed­
eration is quite out of the question for 
the present, and colonial representa­
tion could only come by the admis­
sion of the colonies to a share of ex­
ecutive control. This result would 
mean increased independence of the 
executive, which would aggravate the 
existing evil of loss of control of for­
eign affairs by parliament.”

farming followed- This bulletin has 
been prepared by Angus McKenny, B. 
S. A., and C. E. Lewis, B. S. A., of the 1 
department of agriculture staff, both 
of whom have made a scientific study 
of the weeds of Alberta and the most 
practicable methods of controlling and 
eradicating the same. Particularly 
valuable are the methods outlined for 
getting rid of weeds, the methods ad­
vised being those followed by the most 
successful farmers and advocated by 
the weed experts and inspectors of the 
department- Every farmer in Alberta 
should have a copy of this bulletin from 
the department of agriculture, Edmon­
ton.

(By W. Hamilton Rhodes.)
London, July 27.—The growth of the 

university system, the need for men of 
character, the duty of the universities 
to produce such men, the increasing 
difficulty of maintaining the British 
Empire, and the world-unrest that is 
now manifesting itself, were the themes 
of an eloquent address with which Lord 
Rosebery opened, at the London Uni­
versity this week, a congress of the 
universities of the empire.

Fifty-three seats of learning—“from 
Oxford to Sydney, from St. Andrews to 
Saskatchewan, and from Dublin to the 
Cape,” as Lord Rosebery put it—were 
represented at the congress. They were 
all, according to his lordship’s fancy, 
“joining hands and singing, as it were, 
in imagination, ‘Auld Lang Syne,* at a 
meeting which represented every part 
and region of this world-wide empire.”

Eloquent and delightful as the whole 
speech was, the most striking part was 
in the closing passages. This empire, 
he said, is becoming increasingly diffi­
cult to maintain- Before the great crush 
of the competition of nations took 
place it was comparatively easy; we 
simply spread ourselves-over the globe. 
But no one who observes the signs of 
the times can fail to see that it will be 
increasingly difficult to maintain thsi 
empire in its entirety and its cohesion 
without an intensity of character and 
devotion which it must be the task of 
the universities pre-eminently to main­
tain.

I would add a further plea. That is, 
that you are to supply the men of 
whom the world is in need, for it is 
not only the empire, but the world 
which has need of all the character, all 
the honesty, and all the ability which 
it contains, developed or undeveloped, 
'to carry it on without the danger of 
anarchy and chaos.

I do not think any intelligent observ­
er can watch the course of the w'orld 
without seeing that a great movement 
of unrest is passing over it, whether for 
good or evil; I cannot doubt for good; 
but it is affeting not merely England 
and the empire, but the entire uni­
verse. After centuries of deadness, it 
is affecting the east ; and the Ottoman 
empire Is apparently In the throes of 
preparation for some new development. 
More striking even than that, it has 
touched the dormant millions of China, 
which, for the first tim in its history, 
appear likely to start a new develop­
ment, a new progress to some ideal 
whicty we ourselves are incapable of 
defining.

I§ not the whole world in the throes 
of a travail to produce something— 
something new to us, something, per­
haps, new to history, something better 
than anything we have ever known, 
which it may take ages to perfect ; 
which at any fate, means a new evo­
lution?

For the purpose of guiding that 
movement, for the purpose of letting it 
proceed on safe lines, so that It will 1 
not lead to shipwreck, we need all the ' 
men that the universities can give us; 
not merely the higher intelligences of 
whlfch I have spoken, but also men right 
through the framework of society— 
from the highest to theüowest—whose 
character and virtues can Influence and 
inspire others.

I am looking today at the universi­
ties simply as the best mactytness 
for producing the best kind of men- If 
is in that spirit, and in the hope that 
the universities of the empire will not 
be insensible to that spirit, and to the 
high responsibility ça»t upon thexp, that 
I wish “God speed” to this conference.

London has some 50,000 persons who 
will be included within the scope of the 
Mental Deficiency Bill, a governtnent 
measure which the county council un­
derstand is going to be passed this 
year. In the circumstances the coun­
cil are onxious that their recommenda­
tions may be incorporated in the pro­
posed legislation, of which the council 
generally expresses approval. A report 
on the bill by the education commit­
tee has been drawn up and will be con­
sidered by the council at Its next meet­
ing.

The county council, which will have to 
fidVnihister this new legislation, will 
thus have the duty of deciding what 
persons are marriageable and those 
who are not. Apart froip the people 
who are declared to be lunatics and 
who are maintained in the asylums, the 
council now maintain 90 schools for 
mentally deficient children and at 
present there arê 7,000 such children on 

[the roll. Theàe children cost the rate­
payers $500.0M a year. When the new 
legislation comes Into operation there 
will necessarily be an augmentation of 
the numbers and though the govern­
ment propose to make grants for main­
tenance, a great, additional burden will 
be placed upon the ratepayers-

Dublin. July 26.—When Conservative

They do not pronounce 
the word with the same spirit of wor­
ship and reverence which character­
izes their pronunciation of "Groevenor 
Square” or “Park Lane.” The inflec­
tion is superior, disdainful, contemptu­
ous. It Implies that poor people who 
live In Llmehouse are very disgusting 
and. disgraceful savages. And this spir­
it of superiority and contempt Is fun­
damental to aristocratic Conservatives.

If you reflect upon the arguments 
used by Conservatives ■ against Home 
Rule for Ireland you will discover 
that this same spirit of superiority a»d 
contempt Is fundamental to every one 
of them. Every argument, however 
specious, however profound, however 
honest, and hctfever passionate, is In­
spired by this cold and passlonlss spir­
it of superiority and contempt. All 
Unionists may not be conscious of 
this truth, hut a little reflection must 
assure them of Its reality.

Oppostlon to Home Rule means one 
thing, and one thing only It means 
that the Irish people are not to be 
trusted. Everything, which can be 
urged against Home Rule rests finally 
upon this fundamental principle of the 
Unionist party. "Whether they make

paired half at a time. One line of 
motor buses which serves Nerth Lon­
don, has to make a detour by West­
minster bridge, Parliament street, and 
the Strand, well over a mile and a 
half out of the direct route.

A good deal of human interest at­
taches to the intervention of Mrs. 
Barnardo, widow of he late Dr. ’Bar- 
nardo, in the dock strike. According 
to a report, she made an impassioned 
appeal on Towel Hill to the strike lead­
ers to order the men back to work, and 
put an end to the sufferings of the 
starving children- One of the most

Special importance may 
b© attached to this consultation, as 
there to every reasoh to believe that it 
Will finally determine the course of 
various schemes which for some time 
have been undeç discussion in London 
and Berlin alike—schemes that In their 
principle and essential details have the 

•approval of both the British and Ger­
man governments.

Attention Is being called to the large 
, amount of interest that members of the 
j peerage have been taking in the devel­
opment of Canada. The Duke of Suth­
erland easily takes the lead in the ex­
tent of his holdings in the great Do­
minion of the west. Lord Somers been 
joined at Toronto by Lord and Lady 
Hyde, his sister and brother-in-law. 
Lord Leconfield's brother, Mr. Reginald 
Wyndham, is trying his lot in the role" 
of settler. Fruit farming has occupied 
much of Lord Sholto Douglas’ energies 
in British Columbia- Lord Aberdeen 
also has large fruit farming interests 
on the Coldstream estate on the Pa­
cific slope. Lord Clanwilliam and Lord 
Hindlip ar% large holders of .land in 
British Columbia, and the Earl of 
Stanhope has large interests in Sas­
katchewan.

rs~*dlst'rusT of the Irish natloe. None 
of their arguments would be of any 
value, none of their objection would 
hâve ’the slightest force if it were gen­
erally accepted by "the British people 
that the Irish are honorable, virtuous 
and sensible.

Therefore the battle may not turn 
upon the decision of the British peo­
ple as to whether the Irish may or may 
not be trusted. The Conservative the­
sis is that the Irish are dishonorable, 
irreligious, and so stupid that they 
cannot manage their own affairs. The 
Liberal thesis is that if the Irish are 
dishonorable, irreligious and stupid the 
case for Home Rule is destroyed; and 
if the Liberals can prove that the Irish 
are honorable, virtuous, and sensible 
the case for Home Rule is established. 
For no Conservative will argue that a 
nation which is honorable, virtuous, 
and sensible is not to be trusted with 
its own affairs; the -whole force of 
the Conservative objection lies in their 
contention that the Irish*are not suf­
ficiently honorable, not sufficiently 
virtuous, and not sufficiently sensible 
to be entrusted with self-government.

Now, let us consider the case of Mr. 
Balfour, who represents the most intel­
lectual and the most honorable side of 
opposition to Home Rule. Mr. Balfour 
knows at least something of the Irish 
people; he has stayed in this country; 
he has made acquaintance with land- 
owners, clergy, farmers, and peasants; 
he has seen what may be described as 
the home-life of Ireland. Will he tell 
the countr ythat from his knowledge of 
the Irish people, from his acquaintance 
with the boiAe-life of Ireland, he can 
solemnly decide agaisnt self govern­
ment because the Irish are dishonor­
able, irreligious and stupid?

According to Lord Dun raven, a Pro­
testant and a landowner, the Irish are 
sufficiently honorable, sufficiently re­
ligious, and sufficiently sensible to bo 
trusted with the management of their 
own affairs; according to Mr. George 
Wyndham. a Protestant and a Unionist 
the Irish are sufficiently honorable, re­
ligious and sensible to be trusted with 
the greatest measure of land purchase 
ever brought forward by any govern­
ment, and according to Mr. Balfour 
himself, the Irish are sufficiently hon­
orable, religious and sensible to be 
trusted with ah elaborate measure of 
local government. In what manner 
and in what degree, then, do the honor, 
the religion, and the sagacity of the 
Irish nation fail the Irish people and 
render tfeem not honorable enough, not 
religious enough, and not sensible en­
ough to be trusted with their own af­
fairs.

The moat awkward corner for Mr. 
Balfour to turn In this matter is the 
testimony of Protestants in the South 
of Ireland to thp beauty of Irtoh life, 
the virtue of the Irish people, the ab­
sence of bigotry ând intolerance from 
the Catholic Chtirch in Ireland, and the 
great intellectual avillty otf the Irish 
nation. There are numerous Quakers 
in the South of Ireland -who profess not 
merely admiration of Irish Catholics, 
but affection for them, hnd the most 
unshadowed confidence in their sense

of Justice. These Quakers live in the 
Very midst of Irish Catholics. Under 
present conditions it is perfectly pos­
sible for Irish Catholics, without the 
infringement of any law and without 
any of the violence threatened by Bel­
fast, to render the existence of these 
Quakers impossible, to drive them out 
of theür trades, and to expel them 
from their several offices. But the 
Quakers make money In the South of 
Ireland, they live on terms of affection 
with their Catholic neighbors, they 
take a prominent part in the civic life 
of their- district, and they are advo­
cates of Home Rule.

I do not believe that Mr. Balfour 
would address a meeting in the South 
of Ireland and tell the people that they 
are not sufficiently honorable, religious 
and sensible to bê entruàted with the 
mahagèrhent of their own affairs. I 
<ïô not believe that he would say at 
the dinner-table of the Bishop of Ross, 
in the drawing room of Professor Bar­
rett, ,o,r. on the golf links of Adare 
tfiat. the Irish are not sufficiently hon­
orable, religious and sensible to be en­
trusted with the management of their 
own affairs. Btrt if they have these 
virtues, if they are a very honorable, 
a very religious and a very sensible 
people, on what possible grounds can 
they be denied the management of 
their own affairs. If they are hon­
orable they will keép faith wilh Eng­
land; if they are religious they will 
no-t persecute; if ttyey are sensible they 
will not muddle the nation’s business.

I am inclined to believe that If Mr. 
Balfour were cross-examined on this 
matter he would confess that the Irish 
people, as he knows them personally, 
are the most honorable, religious and 
virtuous people in the United Kingdom. 
I believe he would say, from his per­
sonal experience, that religion is a 
tremendous reality to the Irish people, 
that the women of Ireland are extra­
ordinarily chas-te, that the home life of 
the Irish peasant i-s singularly beauti 
ful and pure, that no single genuine 
case of religious persecution in Gath 
olic Ireland has ever come to hi: 
knowledge, that tn bis dealings with 
Irishmen he found them quite sensi­
ble and very able men of affairs. Could 
he say all this, could he or his con­
science say all this, of Belfast?

Englishmen who are unacquainted 
with the Irish people, and whose know­
ledge of Irish nationalism is got from 
a few heated utterances of eXcited and 
perhaps rather second-rate politicians, 
can have no idea how charming is the 
life of rural Ireland, how kind and gra­
cious is the Irish heart, how clear and 
vigorous is the Irish understanding. 
And if their only knowledge of Ulster 
is obtained from the vaunts and boasts 
of Ulster politicians, they can have 
no idea how dr-eadful a thing is life in 
Belfast slum, how bitter and narrow­
minded, how suspicious and self-satis­
fied is the political religiousness of 
Orangetism. how great and appalling 
are the social problems of the indus­
trial north.

If a people, honorable, religious and 
sensible, may be trusted to manage 
their own afafairs. there Is scarcely 
a country in the world more justly en­
titled to self-government and more 
certain tt> make self-government a 
blessing than the country of Ireland. 
The Unionist party may culumniate the 
soul of Ireland, may blacken Irish 
Character before the eyes of the world, 
but they dare not frankly and definite­
ly say—they who once bargained with 
Irish politicians—that Ireland is mor­
ally unworthy or Intellectually unfit to 
take her own destiny into her own 
hands. And if they dare not publicly 
and openly make that charge, on what 
ground will they say that Ireland’s re-

fuest for self-government must be re­
used?
