Not to do so would - unquestionably in-

would leose popularity, and that the party
in power is fully aware of this fact. The
party, however, is, I believe,still desirous
of -maintaining friendly relations with
Great Britain, and is still as desirous’ of
settling -all questions with Canada which
have been unfortunately re-epened. since
the retraction of the treaty kv the repub-
lican majority in the senate, and by the
President’s message to which you allude.

a nation, than to adopt retaliatory
measures by prohibiting citizens of the
United ‘States from coming to China.
This will be by no means proportionate
to_the harm to Chinese interests in Am-
erigs; but it will have to-be done in order
to show that the Chinese can do some-
thing, and if this will. have no effect in
bringing the United Statés congress and
United Sfates government to reason and
fairness, ‘then it ‘will be a question for
China to consider whether it is not time
for her to cancel her treaty made with
that coantry, to recall her subjects from
there, to expel all United States citizens
from this country, and to cease all rela-
tions and intercourse, diplomatic - and
commercial, with that country.

But the man
who makes the teaching of men the pro-
fession of his life must by some means
get a knowledge of the material on which
he is to labor. Every workman, no mat-
ter what his trade may be, is convinced of
the truth of this, but the average clergy-
man, though carefully taught many things
that are of little use to him in his profes-
sion, must pick up his knowledge of men
and their thoughts and ways as best he
may. The consequence is that very many
of them pass their lives in the perform-
ance of what they believe to be their
duties without *understanding the people
they endeavor to teach, or being under-
stood by them.

THE PRESIDENT INTERVIEWED.

New York, Oct. 28.—The World’s
Washington correspondent telegraphs an
interview with the President this evening
upon the subject of Sackville West. The
President declines to say what had been
done; he said ‘‘there must be no unseemly
haste; all due dignity and regard for
amenities that must prevail between two
governments friendly to each other must
be observed. The people must be patient
and they must be assured that everything
has been done that we consistently could
do,” The President was asked if he
thought the publication of the Sackville
letter would have any effect upon the re-
sult of the election. His reply was guard-
ed; he said: ‘It is quite impossible for
me to judge accurately, but I have every
confidence in the intelligence and good
sense of the people and do not think they
will be mislead by an episode of this char-
acter.” He also said he could not com-
prehénd how a British Minister could
have failed to understand the full intent
of the letter of enquiry which entrapped
him. The President declined to answer
a direct question as to whether
any demand had been made on the
British’ Government for Sackville’s recall.

EXCITEMENT IN CALIFORNIA.

Pomono, Cal.,, Oct. 29.—The excite-
ment over the Murchison affair is great.

General Barnum, of the national Demo-
eratic committee, has sent word to spare
no expense in revealing Murchison’s iden-
tity, and especially to ascertain if Patrick
Egan had anything to do with the author-
ship of the letter.

WasnINGTON, Oct. 30.—By direction of
the President the Secretary of State to-
day informed Lord Sackville that for
causes heretofore made known to Her
Majesty’s government, his continuance in
his present official position in the United
States is no longer acceptable to this gov-
ernment, and would consequently be d--
trimental to the relations between the
two countries. The unds of this ac-
tion pn the part of the United States are
stated in a report of the Secretary of State
to the President, dated the 29th instant,
which is as follows: ;

““DEPARTMENT OF STATE,
*Washington,D.€., Oct. 29, 1888.

“T'o the- President:— The undersigned has
the honor to submit for your. considera-
tion the following statement with a view
to receive your directions thereon. On
the fourth of September last a letter, pur-
rting to be written by one Charles F.
urchison, dated at Pomona, Cala., was
gent from that place to the British min-
ister at:this capital, in which the writer

any disputes or controversies with the
United States, or with an intent to de-
feat the measures of the government of
the United States. Those penalties are
made equally applicable to

EVERY CITIZEN OF THE UNITED STATES,

not duly authorized, who counsels, ad-
vises, or assists in any such correspond-
ence with similar unlawful intent. The
undersigned respectfully advises that the
attention of the attorney-general of the
United States be directed to these en-
actments, in order that an investigation
may be made with a view to ascertain
whether they have not been violated in
the present case by the correspondence of
the British minister. By your direction
the attention of the British government
has, in a spirit of courtesy, been called to
the conduct of the minister as above de-
scribed, but without result.

It therefore becomes necessary for this
government to consider whether, as guar-
dian of its own self-respect and of the in-
tegrity of its institutions, it will permit
further intercourse to be held through the
present British minister at the capital. It
is to be observed that precedents are not
wanting as to the question under consid-
eration. It is the settled rule, essential
to the maintenance of international inter-
course, that the diplomatic representative
must be persona grata to the government
to which he is accredited. If by his con-
duct he renders himself persona non grata,
an announcement of the fact may be made
to his government. In the present case,
all the requirements of courtesy have
been fulfilled, the facts having been duly
communicated to Her Majesty’s govern-
ment, with an expression of. opinion of
this government in regard thereto.  Re-
spectfully submitted.

A pioneer miner who arrived here on
Sunday last per steamer Barbara Bosco-
witz, states that he left Lorne Creek on
the morning of the 18th inst. and reached
the mouth of the Skeena on the evening
of the 19th, making a rapid passage in
a canoe down the tortuous and somewhat
treacherous stream. The stage of the
river was favorable for such exits from tie
mines; but little snow had fallen on
either bank and only a slight frost had
been experienced. -Our informant states
that the outcome of the past season’s
operations on Lorne creek do not justify
a gold fever in that locality, although
some claims have paid working expenses.
The white mining population of = the
Skeena and its tributaries has not ex-
ceeded forty all told, and of that number
only eight or nine have confined their -at-
tentions  strictly to Lorne creek.
King and Bone, who bought out the
Dry Gulch, were fluming and _their
claim bids fairly well. The *‘Short Bend”
claim owned by Dave French has paid
working expenses for the season, but
scarcely anything more. Messrs. King,
Bone and Atchison will winter on Lorne
Creek and they will probably be the only
white men there to participate in a her-
mitage. “‘Johnny”’ Bryant, well-known
to northern miners, will come out from
Lorne Creek by first opportunity and ar-
rive here per next direct steamer. Our

It has been built to supply a want long
felt and not to display the beauties of any
school of design or to illustrate the fancy
of any architect. The result is highly
satisfactory in every way.

THE EXTERIOR

appearance is massive in the exfreme.
The building has a frontage of about 100
féet on Langley street, with a depth of
120 on Bastion street, on the one side,
and Chancery lane on the other. The
Bastion square front contains the main

ublic entrance, and from the streets
eading from the steamer landing the best
view of the new building can be obtained.
The edifice is three stories in height, built
satisfactorily on a fouundation of solid
stone three feet in thickness. The walls
of the very best quality of brick; the first
storey 3% bricks in thickness, the second
3, and the third 2}. The entire brick-
work is coated with cement, which gives
the building the apparance of being con-
‘structed of cut stone. = Solidity is the
characteristic of the building. The ex-
terior would in fact be called sombre were
it not for the graceful beauty of the large,
deep windows, some with circular copping
and some massive and square, which,
with the side buttresses, the round Nor-
man towers at the corners on Langley
street, the heavy cornicing, and the com-
plete finish of the entire editice, makes it
both graceful and substantial.

The eatrance on Langley street is
through am open porch 36 by 15 feet, sup-
ported by heavy square pillars, and con-

ining convenient rooms on the two
stories.above. The roof in the centre of
the main building is several feet higher
than the walls, made a necessity by the
lofty ceilings of the court rooms below.

Two small square towers jut from the
main building on the Bastion street side,
aud while increasing the handsome ap-
pearance of the building and serving as
buttresses to increase its safety, give en-
trance to the private doors leading to the
rooms set apart for the use of the judges,
and the sheriff and the superintendent of
police.

On Bastion Square the public entrance
is reached by a substantial“flight of steps,
the entrance being set well m from the
frontage line of the building. Entering
the court house through Langley street
doors the visitor finds himself on

vestibule. Before him, in the centre of
the building, a labyrinth of stairs lead to
the eourt-room and offices above. At the
right are theregistrars’ offices, three rooms
connecting the one with the other. Each
is provided with a substantial vault and
burglar and fireproof safe doors, lavatory
and toilet conveniences and all the mod-
ern office furniture and equipments. The
offices are well-lighted, the windows look-
ing out in Chancery lane, and are also
supplied with both gas and electric light.
"The wainscotting is native wooded, grained
in ocak finish. ;

At the left of the entry is a large roo
which will probably be used by the care-
takerof the building. A short flight of
steps lead from itto the cellar, where is
to be found the Eureka steam apparatus
by which the entire building is heated. A
side door also leads from the caretaker’s
room to the private stairway by which the
judges reach their room through the Bas-
tion street entrance.

Passing to the Bastion square entrance
on the ground floor, we find at the left
the entrance to

which is a light, airy room, about thirty
feet square, the ceiling twenty-one feet
clear from thefloor.. The windows over-
look Chancery lsne, and light for sessions
is provided, both gas and electricity. The
judge’s throne is aeatly andjplainly finish-
ed in California redwood and cedar. The
judge’s desk and the desk for the clerk of
the court are alse finished in the same
beautiful woods. A heavy railing en-
closes the lawyers tables ang the jury box,
and outside of it are conveniently ar-
ranged seats for spectators who may de-
sire to be present during the sessions of
the court. Fronting on Bastion square
and entered by a door opening into_the
court-room, is the county court judge's

fully but plainly furnished.
On the opposite side of the corridor are
the
CHANCERY| CHAMBERS

fitted in exactly the same manner as the
county court room. . The woodwork of
both is of native woods, the Wwainscotting
five feet in height, grained in oak and
ash finish.

Adjoining the chancery chambers is the
room for the use of witnesses, lighted
during the day by means of a large win-
dow looking out on the Bastion square
cntrance. i

THE FIRST STOREY.

Ascending the handsome stairway,
which is broken about half way up, mak-
ing the ascent far less wearisome, the first
tloor vestibule is reached.

had anticipated. In view of -this circum-
stance we deem it desirable that the
council should be informed of the results
at which we have arrived, leaving certain
matters, as yet imperfectly considered,for
future discussion.

As foreshadowed in Report No. 1, we
found that all transactions since December
last still remained unrecorded in the
cash  books, auxilary and general,
the journal and the ledger except in the
solitary instance of the bank account, and
to us the aspect of the department of ac-
counts was that of an association 1n the
throes of approaching dissolution. How
thisstate of things could so long have been
allowed to continue,—and we are con-

4 | strained by a strong sense of duty to the

ratepayers to state it—in the face of in-
terests of so great magnitude as are those
of the city of Victoria, and with no ar-
restment—not even at the point when the
first audit was in progress—is to us the
subject matter of wonder. There existed
no valid reason whatever why the books
were not written up, and had this duty
been done our previous report would have
necessarily been modified as regards cer-
tain payments which had reached the city
treasary in 1888 on account of the year
1887. ‘The mechanical labor alone of con-
structing the various records, aiming at
economy of time and efficiency in
audit as the chief object, has been and
still is of no ordinary character, and we
are now inter alia engaged upon the real
estate assessment roll for the current year,
a record of formidable dimensions and sub-
ject to  complications arising out

years, Transcribed at so late a season of
the year, it will throw upon the city trea-
surer agreater responsibility in the mat-
ter of collections than should have been
imposed. - In some respects the new roll
will probably be found inaccurate, nota-
bly in regard to ‘‘Lmprovements,” which
may have been omitted because of the
absence of any record, so far as we can
ascertain, in compliance with law in the
imposition of the tax on that class of as-
sessable property. But irrespective of
this, we are persuaded that the roll as it
out of our hands will prove to be
more intelligible and better arranged
than any the city has hitherto had from
Future years, however,
ought to show still further advancement
in elaborating and perfecting details.

BIGGINS V. WALKEM.

Conelusion of Mr. Blake’s Address for Appel-
lant—What Chief Justice Ritchie Deems
Justification.

OrTawa, Oct. 24.—In the supreme
court this morning the Hon. 8. H. glake,
Q. C., resumed argument in the libel ap-
peal of Higgins vs. Walkem. He com-
mented on the question raised as to the
sufficiency of the éharge of the chief jus-
tice of British Columbia to the jury, and
as to whether'therewas ornotany misdirec-
tion or non-direction. He thought no one
could quarrel with the remarks of the
chief justice as to what constituted a libel.
The chief justice informed the jury that
if they were of the opinion that a libel,
utterly without foundation, and for which
there was no ocsasion, had been publish-
ed, substantial damages should be given.
This was put as fairly as possible for the
defendant. He submitted that iu the
charge of the learned chief justice there
was no missdirection or mnondirection.
When the trial was over neither the de-
fendant nor his counsel asked the judge
to charge the jury in stronger terms, or
claimed that it had not been developed to
their satisfaction. In regard to the charge
ofinuendo to be gathered from the com-
ments of THE CoLoN1sT, Mr. Blake gave
the following illustration to support his
contentions that the inuendo was fully ap-
parent.

THE MANITOBA MUDDLE.

A STUPID BLUNDER.

Baron Sackville’s letter has created
quite a stir in the United States. In one
sense it wasa very harmless letter, a
letter that any one not a foreign ambas-
sador might have written without evoking
a single remark. But comiug from the
representative of Great Britain in Wash-
ington it was an exceedingly foolish let-
ter, and calculated to do any amount of
mischief. The British ambassador—to
say nothing of the flagrant impropriety of
a man in his position interfering, ever so
indirectly, in the presidential contest—
might have known that if his letter,
innocent as it appeared, ever by any
chance fell into the hands of politicians of
the Republican party it would be used
from one end of the United States to the
other to Mr. Cleveland’s prejudice. He
knew that one of the accusations against
him is that he is too favorable to Great
Britain. He saw that the Republicans
were taking the greatest pdins to convince
voters who were prejudiced wugainst the
British that in the fishery negotiations
the President had, in order to curry favor
with the English, sacrificed American in-
terests. The observations. which he was
in & position to make, and which his let-
ter shows he did make, should have im-
pressed him with the necessity of being
exceedingly. cautious as to what he said or
did with respect to the presidential elec-
tion.© One would think that knowing as
much as he does about American politics
and the ways of American politicians he
would have suspected the very moment
hg read Mr. Murchison’s letter that it was
a trap set for him by Mr. Cleveland’s op-
ponents. He had the very best reason
for declining to give'any other answer to
the letter than a mere acknowledgment
of its receipt, yet in the face of the plain-
est dictates of both duty and prudence he
fell into the snare that had been so clum-
sily set for him. This is another proof
that the astuteness of diplomatists, like
the skill of detectives, is for the most
part imaginary. One would think that
any man of common sense in Baron West's
position would have refrained from giving
his correspondent the advice he asked for.
The consequences of his imprudence are
exactly what might have been anticipated.

at all, There was at one time in this
country a very great demand, founded on
the belief that our colonies were not
trading as well with us as they do now, to
be free from the responsibility of a colonial
empire. I think that demand has to a
great extent ceased, [cheers] but the peo-
ple of this country will, in a not too dis-
tant time, have to make up their minds
what footing they wish their colonies to
occupy with respect to them or whether
they desire their colonies to leave them
altogether. It is, as I believe, utterly im-
possible for you to maintain in the long run
your present loose and indefinable relations
to your colonies, and proserse those colonies
as parts of the Empire.,” To show his
hearers that if the colonies severed their
conneetion with the Mother Country even
in the most amicable spirit they would
not, in a commercial sense, be “as
valuable to_her as they are now he ad-
duced statistics of the trade between
Great Britain and a colony that had broken
loose, and between her and others with
which she still remains united. The aver-
age exports from Great Britain to the
United States for the last two years has
been £24,000,000, counting the popu-
lation of the Republic to be 60,000,-
000. This gives about eight .shillings
a head. The exports to Canada for the
same period has averaged £7,000,000 a
year. Allowing its population to be
5,000,000, Canada has consumed British
goods to the amount of thirty shillings a
a head during the decade. This' makes
the Canadian nearly four times as good a
customer as the American. Great Britain’s
trade with Australia, from this point of
view, is even better than her trade with
Canada. Its population is about three
and a quarter millions and it imports
every year on an average £24,250 worth
of goods or about £7 a head. These
figures show that as long as it remains
in that relation is of far
value commercially to the
Country than a colony after it
obtains its independence. It is to -pre-
serve the mutnally beneficial relations
that exist between Great Britain and her
dependencies that Lord Rosebery advo-
cates a federation of the Empire. He
urges- upon his hearers the necessity of
making the connection moré secure and
better defined than it is at present. He
tells them that such a change would in-
volve some sacrifices on their part, but
that the benefits to be derived are worth
anything that they would be likely called
upon to make.

EDITORIAL COMMENTS.

No ono a year or two ago would have
imagined that the Hon. Edward Blake
would ever visit British Columbia in the
interests of the Canadian Pacific Railway
Co. Yet that and nothing else is now Mr.
Blake's errand to this province. That he
was selected to be their advocate ina very
important case is perhaps the highest poss-
ible testimony that could be given to that
gentleman’s ability and integrity. While
Mr. Blake was leader of the Opposition in
Parliament he was a thorn in the com-
pany’s side. He considered it his duty
to oppose the Government’s Pacific rail-
way policy and he did so stren-
uously and uncompromisingly. But
no sooner had Mr. Blakée retired
from the political field than the company
employ him to conduct the Onderdonk
arbitration case.

little we appreciate = true
heroism anyway. In these days of
frand -and deceit, of cant and hy-
pocrisy, when religion and the church
‘serves thousands only as a cloak to mask
the grovelling meanness and wickedness
and avarice of their nature, we see so
little of heroism that we fail to recognize
it. The hero is always a quiet unassum-
ing personage. He does not stand and
beat upon his shield and declare his valor
to the four winds of heaven as he did in
the days of old. And yet the world con-
tains more nobility to-day than it ever
did. - Heroes every day go to their graves
in these days of matter-of-fact prose, and
we see them pass away with scarcely any
thought.

Everyone shrank from these
people jn all the agonies of loathsome
diseagse. Everyone but Mrs. Van Luven.

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THE OTHER SIDE OF THE SHIELD,

Fourth of July orations in the United
States have become . proverbial. They
have given their name to a peculiar style
of oratory. The ‘orators consider that
they have licence'to indulge in unlimited
brag and bluster, and it mustbe confessed
that they generally make good use of the
privilege  accorded to them by custom.
The staple of Fourth of July speeches is
extravagantpraise of everybody and every-.
thing connected with the -great American
Republic.’. Commencing with the Pilgrim
Fathers and ending with the great men of
the speaker’s_party, all eminent Ameri-
cans are mentioned in: terms. of fulsome
eulogy.’ American’ institutions are des-
cribed as the best and purest that the
world has ever known, and the achieve-
ments of the American people in peace
and in-‘war are depicted in the most glow-
ing colors.  And it must be admitted that
the citizens of the United States have
much to be proud of. . In a wonderfully
short space of time they have created out
of what might beforeshiand have been con-
sidered 1ot the most promising materials,
a great nation. Their country possesses,
it is true, great resources but credit
must be giventhem of having developed
them in a way that is truly wonderful. ' At
the. time of the Revclution if anyone had
predicted that in less than a century the
thirteen wedk and scattered ~colonies
would develop into the greatest republic
that the world has ever seen, he would be
looked upon as an:enthusiastic visionary
or as ‘a man of disorderéd imagination
who would most likely end his da.y; in a
lunatic .asylum. ‘No. one: in ' those days
could foresee the wonderful progress that
the infant republic would make in & com-
paratively few years. 'Who at that time
would be 8o bold as to predict that rich and
populous cities would spring up in what
was then an almost unknown wilderness,
that the young nation would spré&d from
beean to ocean, and that flourishing states
would be established on .the shores
of the Pacific. Tt 'is no won-
der that the Fourth of July
orators looking back and seeing all that
the American people have done and con-
‘templating the degree ‘of national great-
ness they have attained, transcend the
bounds of moderation. It is easy to
understand why on the anniversary of the
Declaration of Independence - they ' would
not be disposed to deepen the shadows of
the picture they were painting, and why
they . should carefully keep out of
sight - the evils - that existed among
them, many of which were the out-
come of their extraordinary prosperity.
While dwelling with satisfaction on the
virtues of the citizens of the Republic,
pust and present, they were naturally
reluctant to remind their hearers of their
faults, their vices, and their mistakes.
Such a reminder might have been useful
and even necessary, but the orators gene-
rally could not find itin their hearts to
depart from the eulogistic strain in which
they began. But an orator did now and
then cousider it his duty to warn' his audi-
ence against the corruption which he saw
creeping into the state. Among these
was Col, P. Dolon. He saw that although
there was much in the history and pres-
ent condition of the United -States of
which its citizens had reason to be proud
there was also much which it became
them to regard with shame and confusion
of face. He had the moral courage to tell
his audience of these things in the plain-
est terms.. He showed them from history
that while republics were poor, and exer-
cised the civic virtues they made pro-
gress both morally and materially, but
when “‘ lucre, lust and license -crept in
their downfall began.” He then went on
to make an application of his text, which
must have caused many of his hearers to
shudder. He said:—

“Qursuccess has amazed the world;
wealth has poured in upon us like a gold-
en flood; the wildest madness of luxury
and profligacy has swept over us, and to-
day the country reekswith the lawlessness
and iniquity, the dread precursors of de-
cay. '1(‘1he whole  continent and govern-
ment seems honey-combed = with ' rutten-
ness.

It is.with the deepest regret
that we see corruption becoming 80 pre-
valent in the United States. The Ameri-
can people are trying the' experiment of
popular governmiens for the -whole world.
Their success means the success of self-
government everywhere, and their failure
will crush the hopes of peoples struggling
to be freein.every region of the earth. The
lover of freedom, to whatever nation he
may belong, who rejoices in the prospect
of the-downfall of the American Republic,
is both narrow-minded and short-sighted.
The people of the Empire of Great Britain
and the United States may be said to hold
freedom in trust for all the nations of the
world.

THE relations between England and
Germany appear to be a little unpleasant.

Em-
peror appears to have contracted a violent
dislike to his mother’s kindred, and, if
report is true, his relations with the late
Empress are not such as ought to exist
between mother and son. The quarrel
between Sir Morell Mackenzie and the
German physicians seems to be taken up
by the Royal Families of the two coun-
tries, and the publication of the extracts
from the late Emperor’s diary has still
further complicated matters. Bismarck
is represented as being strongly anti-

althongh these disagreements are much
talked about, it is not by any means
likely that they are regarded as serious
enough to interrupt the peaceful relations
that have so long existed between Great
Britain and Germany.

If the Council would only realize their
responsibility in this matter, and instead
of suggesting that the by-law is a hard
one, seek the proper method of setting it
right by amendment, and then carry it
out in its integrity, there would be a pros-
pect of the business portion of the city
rapidly developing into well appointed
brick and stone blocks.
