WOMEN AND TEMPERANCE.

Annual Meeting of the Brancfcfor Young 
Women—The Tear’s Oflloers.

The eighth annual meeting of the Young 
Women’s Christian Temperance Union was 
held at headquarters, corner of Elm and 
Teraulay-streets, yesterday. The number 
of active members on the roll was found to 
be 46 and the honorary 62. A vast amount 
of work was fotind to have been accomplish­
ed during the past year. A class attended 
by 25colored young men has met weekly. 
The flower mission has distributed at the 
General Hospital, the Old Women’s Home, 
the Sick Children’s Hospital and at private 
house in St. John’s Ward 5166 bouquets, 
447 glasses of jelly, 159 baskets of 
fruit, one barrel of nolly at Christmas, 
Easter eggs and cards, and ajso 
provided clothing for two families. .In 
scientific temperance work a class has been 
instructed weekly in the Elizabeth-street 
school. Two examinations were held and 
15 prizes awarded; 48 have signed the 
pledge and a number have given up cigar- 
el smoking. A large mass of literature 
has been sent to lumber camps in the back 
woods, j A young men’s and women’s 
bicycle club, the only one on the continent, 
has beeii organized with 52 members.

It Will Be Extended Through to Fort
William—Important Discussion Be- 

for© the Provincial Secretary.
The vexed question of the right of Port 

Arthur to extend its present electric street 
railway into and through the town of Fort 
William came up finally for discussion yes­
terday before Hon. Mr. Gibson, Provincial 
Secretary. The matter has been discussed 
for some months past, and various attempts 
have been made to arrive at a solution of 
the difficulty. The ground taken by the 
Fort William people was that Port Arthur, 
owning the street railway, should not have 
the right to extend . their line over the 
streets of a rival corporation, notwithstand­
ing the legislation of last session requiring 
Port Arthur to build their railway to a cer­
tain point in Fort William West before Oct. 
1, 1893. The local authorities have been 
in Toronto for several days nego iating to­
wards a settlement, and after various 
attempts the points on which a mutual 
agreement could not bo reached were 
submitted to the Provincial Secretary. The 
case for Port Arthur was presented by Mr. 
E. F. 13. Johnston, Q.C., J. R. Roe! 
the Mayor, Mr. Ruttan, whilst S.H. Blake, 
Q.C., C. Moss, Q.C., and Mr. Mathieson of 
Fort William appeared for the latter munici­
pality. The whole day was practically taken 
up in a lengthened discussion upon the va­
rious clauses of the agreement wherein the 
parties differed, but ny mutual 
of a character not unreasonable it is be­
lieved that an equitable and fair agreement 
has been reached. The agreement is that 
the people of Fort William West will have 
à railway in full operation by next autumn. 
The whole length of the line as determined 
upon will be eight miles, and a certain num­
ber of cars will run continuously from one 
end to the other every day. Certain provi­
sions were made as to Fort William taking 
a joint ownership if it so elects, and cer­
tain protective clauses were put in guard­
ing Port Arthur’s interests in the event of 
the portion of the road within the limits of 
Fort William being taken over by the lat­
ter municipality.

Port Arthur is to have the right to run 
the road for 20 years from Dec. 1, 1893. 
At the end of that time Fort William may 
buy the property of the railway which lies 
within its own limits at a valuation to be 
settled by arbitrators. The railway plant 
and property are not to be taxed by the 
council of Fort William. Until Fort Wil­
liam pays for an interest in the road, the 
road is to be managed by the council of 
Port Arthur, who shall be entitled to the 
whole income derived from the railway. 
The line when completed will be a groat 
boon to the citizens of Fort William and 
the large number of people who have 
sion every summer to pass through that 
locality.

A Passenger Train Buns Into a Freight— 
The Wreck Takes Tire and Many of 
the Victims Are Burned to Death— 
The Accident doe to the Carelessness 
of the Engineer of the Freight.

Cleveland, 0., Sept. 21.—What will 
undoubtedly prove to be the most disastrous 
accident that evejr occurred in the history 
of the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne & Chicago 
Railroad took place this morning at 3 
o’clock in what is known as Brown’s cut, a 
mile and a half west of the village of 
Shreve, Wayne County, Ohio.

Train No. 8, the fast east bound passen­
ger and express train, collided at that 
point with the first section of freight No. 
75, west bound. The passenger train was 
about one hour late and was running at the 
rate of 60 miles an hour. It is stated that 
the engineer and 
freight, while standing on the side track 
at Shreve, fell asleep and were awakened 
by hearing a train rushing by. Thinking 
that it ivas No. 8, the engineer pulled out 
on the main track and had just got under 
way when the trains met. The collision oc­
curred on a sharp curve, in the cut where 
neither crew was able to see the other train 
approaching.

The engines came together with such 
force that the mail car and smoking car of 
the express were thrown on top of the 
passenger engine and a freight, car filled 
with printing presses was thrown over the 
freight engine. Passengers and trainmen 
who escaped say the accident had hardly 
taken place before the flames burst forth, 
and they believe that but two or three per­
sons were killed outright. The others 
having been piuned down in the cars and 
slowly roasted to death. Thirteen burned 
and blackened trunks have been taken 
from the wreck.

The postal clerks imprisoned in the mail 
cars had no chance to escape, and they 
were doubtless all burned to death. All 
the fatalities occurred in the two 
locomotives, the postal and smoking 
car and the day coach. The sleepers 
did not leave the track and the 
passengers beyond a shaking escaped 
injury. As soon as the people of Shreve 
heard of the wreck they hastened to the 
scene with all the physicians available. The 
injured were tenderly cared for and every 
effort possible was made to rescue those 
who were perishing in the burning cars, 
the heat was so intense however, that little 
could be done.

The Local Board of Health Buckling On 
the Armor.

The Local Board of Health dispatched a 
fair amount of business yesterday. 
Graham filled the chair, and there were 
present Aid. Burns, Leslie, Lamb, Orr, 
Saunders and Small.

Dr. Allen’s report, a summary of which 
bos been published, was laid before the 
Board. In regard to the request of the 
Mayor of Quebec, asking Mayor Fleming to 
join m petitioning for the prohibition of un- 
migration, Dr. Allen recommended that no 
such steps be taken.

Aid. Small urged upon the Board the 
necessity for Immediate action in the Ash- 
bridge’s Bay matter, and a special meeting 
will be called for the purpose of once more 
talking reclamation.

Acting on Dr. Allen’s advice, the Board

The twigs which rabbits most prefer are 
sandalwood, emu bush and turpentine bush, 
and are cut in lengths of about 12 inches. 
Smoking out is sometimes accomplished by 
means of bisulphide of carbon. A piece of 
wool or cloth saturated with the carbon is 
inserted into the mouth of one burrow, all 
the other burrows being blocked. The 
piece of wool is then set on fire, the re­
maining burrows filled in, and ^the fumes 
penetrate throughout the workings and 
suffocate all the rabbits that are in them.

little whether the fishery 
be good or bad. They will always he in a 
state of poverty. But there is the farther 
reflection, «hat even if the truck system 
were abolished, and full cash value paid 
for the fisherman’s produce, the catch of 
fish would not, of course, be thereby in­
creased. Newfoundlanders are, therefore, 
confronted with the momentous fact that 
people must either starve or turn their, at­
tention to some other means of gainifag a 
livelihood ; and the important question has 
arisen, what that other means shall be. 
Hence the growing agitation that the 
colony should become part and parcel of 
Canada.

It has been said by those who ought to 
know that Newfoundland possesses agri­
cultural capabilities of a high order, which 
only await the advent of the plow and the 
strong arm of labor to develop and 
to produce prodigious results, and that 
the land fitted for agricultural purposes 
has not been tilled because the native popu­
lation who have the wish have not the 

to become agriculturists. It is 
patent to all who have studied the matter 
with the attention it demands thât the 
time is fully ripe for action, and that 
“sharp and decisive,” if the inhabitant» of 
Newfoundland are not to degenerate into a 
colony of paupers. It is equally dear that 
the cod fishery can no longer be relied upon 
as the sole means of subsistence, and unless 
something is done to remedy mstters the 
universal verdict of posterity will be 
against those responsible for allowing New­
foundland to remain what it was never in­
tended to be, a mere fishing station of the 
British Empire. The only opposition mani­
fested against confederation is by persons 
who have reaped rich harvests of golden 
coin from the toil of the poor struggling 
fiyher-folk. Canadians who have visited 
the colony during the past summer have 
done good missionary work among the fish- 

, however, and the movement for 
annexation to the Dominion has grown 
wonderfully.

Again, it is a fact that the mineral 
of Newfoundland are practically 

exhaustless, and that, if they were turned to 
account, there never need be much destitu­
tion among the people. It is high time 
that some determined and united action 
were taken to afford importance to the 
colony which, so long as it depends on an 
annual catch of codfish, it can never enjoy.

The Newfoundlanders are an industrious 
and intelligent race, and they would not be 
slow to make the moat of any advantages 
that might be procured for them and by 
which they might improve their position, 
which hitherto has never been better than 
that of a mere hand-to-mouth existence.

This case is most interesting because it is 
the first of several that may end in like 
manner. Northlands is not the only 
property that has been sold on an agree­
ment with a blanket mortgage. Mr. 
Lambe fs being denounced in some quarters, 
but there is no reason to suppose that his, 
Intentions were otherwise than honest. 
The foolishness of speculating on a boom 
has had the usual result, that is all.

Richmond’s garden, and as it ia a fair 
specimen of all English gardens I may 
as well concentrate things by telling what 
it is like. The only difference between it 
and others is that some of the others are 
on a larger, some on a smaller scale. A 
high brick wall runs all around it. Along 
the warmest, sunniest side trained flat 
against the wall (like a spray pressed in a 
book) grow the peaches and nectarines. 
Each peach and each nectarine is looked 
after individually, the leaves snipped away 
to let the sun shine on it and a fair chance 
given to it to develop into its finest form. 
Along the other walls are trained flat in the 
same way cherries, plums and pears.

There are nice, neat, mathematical.clean, 
weed less beds of asparagus, peas, beans, 
cabbages, salads and all the vegetables that 
grow for the British stomach. There are 
little patches, neat patches, of herbs with 
old fashioned odors; there are borders of 
gooseberry bushes and currant bashes; there 
are cucumber frames turning a high should­
er to the wind and spreading out their lap 
to the sun,and in these the most wonderful, 
straight, long cucumbers grow. Some are 
quite eighteen inches long and are grown 
in glass tubes to keep them straight. 
Flowers of the hardy, saucv kitchen garden 
variety grow in the garden also. Small 
fruit trocs and shrubs are scattered about 
for the beauty they give the garden. There’s 
hot a stray leaf or a grub or worm to 
the neatness of it all; and it is as nice a 
place to sun one’s self as can be wished for.

Several instances are recorded in 
which, although the body presented every 
appearance of death, the patient was con­
scious of everything going on around him, 
but absolutely unable to raise a limb or in 
any way communicate with those near his 
bed.

41 Dr. Binns mentions the case of a girl 
who lay in this state for a considerable 
time and then revived. She actually heard 
every word that was said around her, but 
was unable to give the slightest evidence of 
her continued vitality. She afterward 
said that her horror was simply indescrib­
able. She had endeavored to shout and to 
move, but in vain. At length her state of 
mind when she was being prepared for 
burial was such as to cause her to break 
out in a profuse perspiration and she re­
covered. She described the sensation very 
much in the same wa 
bulists say they feel, 
seemed to have no power to act upon her 
body. It seemed to be in the body and out 
of it at the same time.

Several remarkable narrow escapes from 
being buried alive are mentioned. A Mr.
G-------, who had been ill some time, fell into
what was thought his last sleep. The medi­
cal attendant, however, had suspicions in 
his own mind, which he did not care to 
communicate to the man’s family for fear 
of arousing false hopes. He therefore put off 
his sanction to the burial from day to day, 
much to the indignation of the supposed 
dead man’s mother. On the fifth day, how­
ever, the doctor had the gratification of
seeing bis patient revive. Mr. G------- some
time afterward had a recurrence of the mal­
ady, this time lasting seven days.

In Ireland the custom used to prevail of 
burying the dead as soon after their certi­
fied decease as possible. It is very pro­
bable that many were thus buried alive. It 
is related that a certain Dr. Walker of 
Dublin entertained such strong views upon 
this question that he never wearied of dis­
coursing upon it, and even wrote a pamph­
let embodying his views, which was widely 
circulated. While conversing one day with 
his friend, Mrs. Bellamy, a * celebrated 
actress, the lady informed him that she 
herself would take care that he should not be 
committed to the cold embrace of mother 
earth until indisputable evidence was forth- 
oomingof his death, provided his decease pre­
ceded hers. Some time afterward the doc­
tor contracted a fever, of which it was sup­
posed he died. In spite of the opposition 
he had raised to the prevailing custom, he 
was buried the day following. Mrs. Bel­
lamy was at the time in Ireland and, hear­
ing of his death and burial, she hastened to 
Dublin and at once had his body exhumed. 
Her considerate offices, however, came too 

On opening the coffin it was found 
that the doctor had evidently revived since 
hie interment, for he was found lying upon 
his side.

One more case is sufficiently interesting 
to be given a place in our article, since the 
opening of a grave and the evidence* that 
vitality had been resumed after burial were 
the means of lifting a baneful suspicion 
from the shoulders of an innocent woman. 
A gentleman who had lived for a consider­
able time out of the country died apparent­
ly a few days after his return. I 
alleged that his decease had followed 
suspiciously near the eating of a pudding 
prepared by hie stepmother. She was 
hence arrested and charged with his 
murder. The grave was opened for the 
purpose of making an analysis of the con­
tents of the man’s stomach. It was then 
discovered that the man had turned com­
pletely over in his coffin and was lying on 
bis face. He had been buried alive. This 
evidence of the cause of death was of course 
conclusive and the woman was released.

fThe English Gardens.
[From The Washington Post.]

The “garden” is a great English institu­
tion. If one rises too early for breakfast 
one can walk in the garden and stay one's 
hunger with gooseberries until the break­
fast bell rings. There isn’t the embarrass­
ment of having nowhere to sit, because the 
parlor maid is raising ructions in the draw­
ing-room or library, and there is no admis­
sion to the dining-room. The garden comes 
into play again before dinner or before 
lunch, or any time when one is de trop.

The garden in itself is an interesting and 
necessary part of an English home. Every 
home has its high stone or brick wall 
around it that helps it out in being a castle. 
At best if there is no wall there is a hedge 
dense enough to shut out prving glances. 
In front of the house the inside of this wall 
is further rendered impregnable by a line 
of shrubbery, which encloses the lawn with 
its flower beds. It is a very unpretentious 
home indeed, that has no winter garden 
where the grapes and peaches and nectar­
ines and delicate small fruit! are raised for 
the table. The greenhouse and conserva­
tory usually separate the lawn from the 
garden.

The care that is given to the things in it 
is astonishing to our prodigal minds. The 
strawberries are in note trussed up and 
carefully disentangled, so each berry will 
have a fair chance. Under the peach trees, 
which are trained up like vines against the 
glass and frame work, there’s netting sus­
pended to catch any fruit that falls and 

it from being bruised. The grapes are 
carefully trained, the bunches hanging free 
and open. In order to get the largest and 
most perfect possible, the little green 
grapes are snipped off here and there so as 
to give the balance on the bunch a chance 
to swell and ripen with perfection.

Excessive Competition
Dp Deposit Bates.

The World has been forwarded a stack of 
literature bearing on the deposit and dis­
count matter. Though it is argued that 
the Government rate of 3% per cent, tor de- 
nosits influences bankers in keeping their 
deposit rate to at least that figure, a cor- 
vesuondent points out that excessive com­
petition among banks has as muck or more 
to do with high rates. He quotes from tbe 
remarks made by tbe general manager 
of the Bank of Montreal at the 
annual meeting of that institution in support 
of ins contention. General Manager Coulson 
.aid • “As a general rule I do not think that 
banks have had a prosperous year, 
uot only Decause times have been unpropi- 
tious, but also because tbe past year has been 
characterised by excessive competition, in 
some cases conducted in a manner that 
would hardly do or edit to the financial man­
agement of a corner grocery. Thtre have 
heel) lower rates for discount, higher rates 
for deposits, greater facilities granted (or 
smaller remuneration, and all this with 
steadily increasiug expenses.
