England Dislikes Dutch and Russian Hay, 
Fearing It May Carry Cholera Germe— 
Canada Took Advantage of the Short 
Crop to Extend Her Tmde—Statletles 
of the Importe.

London, Feb. 5.—The statistics of the 
hay trade ot Great Britain for last year, 
which was one of failure of the home crop, 
and of consequent scarcity, have just been 
published. They will interest Canadians 
as they show that Canada, to a greater ex­
tent than any other country, with tho 
exception of the United States, has taken 
advantage of the situation to bxtend her 
trade.

The quantity of hay imported during the 
year was 263,050 tons, compared with 
01,237 tons during the previous year. Of 
the whole quantity the United States 
supplied 101,132 tons against 11,588 in 
1892, Canada 55,175 tons against 13,120, 
Holland 28,332 tons, Russia 27,694 tons, 
the Argentine States 24,594 tons and 
Australia 49 tons.

The importations from Holland and Rus­
sia are regarded with much apprehension, 
tho fear being that they may bring disease, 
and especially the cholera, which has been 
more or lese prevalent in both countries.

English consumers express a hope that 
the Canadian and American exputers will 
in future discard wire binding, tn there is 
danger to the animals from the swallowing 
of fragments of wire, which are occasion­
ally found in the bay which has thus been

Pert two of the bill relates to “proceedings 

from act of insolvency to discharge of deb­
tor.” A trader, for instance, becomes insol­
vent if he fails to meet bis liabilities, either 
by calling a meeting of his creditors to com­
pound with them or show a statement of bis 
inability to pay, suspends payment, or ac­
knowledges his insolvency, absconds, secretes 
partot bis estate, assigns, permits an execu­
tion to remain unsatisfied, or if he wilfully 
neglects to obey a decree, eto., of any. court 
for the payment of money.

Court Slay Slake a Receiving Order.
It a debtor commits an act of insolvency 

the court may, on the petition of a creditor, 
make an order, to be known as a receiving 
order, for the protection of the estate. The 
sattements in the petition have to be verified 
by the affidavit of the creditor or creditors 
presenting the same. Proof of tbe debt will 
then be required, and it the court is satisfied 
a receiving order is made; it uot satisfied 
that the debtor is not able to pay his debts 
tbe petition may be dismissed. If no reason­
able grounds were bad lor tbe proceedings 
then the petitioner may be iu damages. ,

In reviewing this question it will be ad­
mitted, even by Sir Oliver and the Liberal 
press, that a certain percentage at least of 
the Roman Catholic electors are in favor of 
the ballot in the «lection 'of their ecbool 
trustees. Let us see why Sir Oliver refuses 
to let them bave the ballot His defence of 
the system amount* to this; The Catholic 
electors, as a whole, do not .desire tbe ballot, 
therefore, we should not force it upon them. 
Because seventy-flye per cent, of the 
electors do not want tbe ballot, therefore, 
says Sir Oliver, the remaining twenty-five 
per cent, should not be given It. As a repre­
sentative of the 25 per dent, minority may be 
taken Mr. F. Moffet of Ottawa, who states 
publicly that be desires the ballot. He speaks 
also on behalf of 266 voters in one of tbe 
Ottawa wards who are with him In bis de­
mand for the ballot. It ie no Idle demand 
that Mr. Moffet Is making. He and those he 
represents desire the privilege that their Pro­
testant fellow subjects enjoy. He and they 
desire to mark their ballot* in secret. Sir 
Oliver Mowat denies them a right that is 
granted to all other subjects.

And why 1» it that he refuses to grant to 
them a privilege that 1» so inherent in our 
constitution that the subject can, almost as a 
right, demand that It be allowed him? Vote 
by ballot rune through all our legislation. XVe 
elect our members of Parliament by ballot. 
XVe elect our mayors and aldermen by ballot. 
Public ecbool trustees are elected by the 
same method. When the people vote on by­
laws they vote In camera, When a plebiaclt 
is taken on prohibition it is tbe ballot system 
of voting that prevail». Which of ue would 
allow tbe ballot to be banished in the election 
of our aldermen or Parliamentary represen­
tatives! What a deadly enemy tbe ballot is 
to bribery and Intimidation 1 Perfectly se * 
cure from the baleful influence of those who 
would bribe him or lutimidate him, the 
elector relies on his own judgment and vota» 
for the man on his individual merits and on 
his ability to fill the office sought. We all 
know that the ballot Is one of the greatest 
adjuncts of good government that has yet 
been devised. No one would dream of 
abolishing the system. It is a fixture and 
has become engrafted on our constitution. 
So thoroughly has tbe system become welded 
to our constitution that we believe tbe Indi­
vidual subject would have good cause to ap­
peal to tbe Supreme Court and demand tbe 
ballot whenever it Is denied him in public 

elections. Let us see, then, why it is Sir 
Oliver refuses the ballot to the Separate 
school electors who have demanded it.

In casting about for a reason for denying 
the ballot to these individuals Sir Oliver does 
not consider their wishes at all in the matter, 
but is governed by the wishes of other in­
dividuals entirely. Sir Oliver will not allow 
Mr. Moffet to vote by ballot because Arch­
bishop Cleary and some other parties 
wish Mr. Moffet to enjoy this right. This is 
scandalous. The ballot was introduced for 
the very purpose of destroying the privilege 
that Archbishop Cleary wishes to exercise iu 
regard to Mr. Moffat’s voting.

As between Mr. Moffet and the Arch­
bishop, which of them should Sir Oliver sus­
tain in this matter! Can Archbishop Cleary 
produce any authority to show why he should 
stand behind Mr. Moffet and watch how be 
votes! XVe need only ask the question to 
show tbe absurdity of the Archbishop’s claim. 
He not only has no right to such a privilege. 
He Is a flagrant trespasser on tbe rights anil 
privileges of bis fellow-subjects. And it is 
from Sir Oliver Mowat that he derives alibis 
authority for this scandalous violation of the 
rights of the individual Mr. Moffet 
has just as much right to be protected 
from outside Influences while be le voting 
for those to whom he will entrust the educa­
tion of his children as his Protestant fellow- 
citizen has when the latter Is exercising the 
same function in regard to bis children. Sir 
Oliver grants to the one the ballot system, 
while ho denies it to the other. Voting in 
camera is admitted to be the best of all vot-

«winging to tue rythmic musio of Straus*, 
waltzing as only Germans can, was many u 
fair-haired Gretcbeu and her cavalier. 
Flashing eyes, brilliant costumes, pretty 
faces, tne outlines of which tho masks could 
not conceal, were part of the picture.

The costume > were of every kind, and the 
combinations were most ludicrous. Bismarck 
and bis royal frieud, “Warlike Willie/ 
drank foaming “steins,” and buried all ani- 
moslty with a fr.ondlv cigar in tbe ante­
room. Robbers of tbe Black Foreit escorted 
fair and fascinating court ladies, while 
haughty cavaliers of the 15ib century watch- 
ed tenderly over demure flower maidens. 
SaiVeyed minstrels forgot their lutes and 
lyrics of love and waltzed gayly with rosy- 
cheeked dairy maids. Kbony-Uued negroes 
gave toasts in guttural bich Ger­
man, and shouted “ bock as if 
to the manor Born. Incongruity 
of costumes was not tne slightest bar to 
good fellowship, and n solemn-visaged minis­
ter hobnobbed genially with the sportive 
Jack of Diamonds.

The pomp of militarism is dear to German 
hearts, and many of tbe maskers were brave 
with sword aud eabretaeche. The typical 
student of the German university, swagger- 
»ome and daring, was there in plenty.

The ballroom, beautifully decorated 
with flowers and flags, formed a fit­
ting background .for the kaleidoscopic pic­
ture. Tbe colors of tbe rainbow aud many 
which are lacking in nature’s good omen were 
displayed iu the costumes.

At the meeting of the York Township Council 

yesterday all the members were present. Reeve 
Hill In the chair. Communications were re­
ceived from John Kew re charity grant» by 
council; from John Mulrhead, applying for 
position of assessor for division No. 2; from 
K. A. Macdonald re Toronto Aqueduct Company ; 
from William Rennie, requesting the appoint­
ment of William Smith as road commissioner for 
Swansea; from David Smith, president Tod- 
morden Property Owners’ Association, forward­
ing copy of bylaws of the association ; from Alex­
ander (iemmel, withdrawing his signature from 
the petition for tbe appointment of Mr. Coe and 
requesting the council to appoint Mr. William 
Binilh: from Dr. P. H. Bryce, enclosing jkqppy of 
a resolution passed by the St. Clair Ititeduyer.’ 
Association, which stated that Improvements are 
required aa follows: 1. Sidewalk up Bathurst- 
street to ravine above St. Clair. 2. Completion 
of HUton-street sidewalk to Vaughan-road. 3. 
Sidewalks In Murrey-street and Ossington- 
avenue. 4. Continuation of Heleno-avenue side­
walk via Alcina-avenue to Christle-street. 6. 
Macadamizing of either Davenport road and 
Bathurst - street or Christie - street from 
Turner's Hill to city limite eastward. 
6. One electric light or large gee lamp on Welle 
Hill- one at Turner’s Hill and one at St. Clair- 
avenue, near Methodist Church, and one at 
Vaughao-road.

Tbe committee also pointed out the necessity 
of the township being divided into definite assess­
ment district» and the keeping of an exact 
account of the receipts and expenditures of each 
in tbe matter of general tax, statute labor tax. 
general local improvement tax and receipts and 
expenditures for school purposes.

A communication was received from W. II. 
Givens, calling the attention of the council to the 
advertised list of lands for taxes, who state* 
that a number of persons described as having 
property on lot 2. concession 5, never owned o 
foot of land nor ever paid taxes on any in that 
part of tbe township. A 27-foot lot. very mea­
grely described as being on lot 5, concession 2, 
and owned by a man named “Gibbons,” is also 
advertised for sale. Mr. Given* states that he is 
tbe only one in this locality whose name nearly 
approaches “Gibbons,” and being tbe owner of a 
lot having a frontage of 27 feet on Danforth- 
avenue, also being on lot 2 concession 2, Mr. 
Giyens notified the council that be own* this 
lot and that he bas paid tbe taxes, and concludes: 
“If tbe fist for York Township is as erroneous 
as in this section I am afraid that what is 
claimed as an asset for the Township of York 
will terminate in a mere bubble.” Forwarded to 
tbe county treasurer.
