Joseph Edwards, aged 40, who earned 
a livelihood by sewing and laying car-i 
pets, committed suicide at his residence» 
28 Hayter-street last evening. »

When Mrs. Edttifirds entered the house 
shortly after 7~i>’clock she found her. 
husband’s -dead body sugpended by ai 
piece of manilla twine, from a lamp hook 
in the centre of the diniiig room ceiling.;

Edwards had stepped oft a chair, tied 
the twine to the hook, slifcied the noose 
around his neck and kiclsld the chair, 
from under him. His fecCi were about! 
a foot from the floor.

The woman rushed screamfcg into the 
street. Her cries attracted the at­
tention of J. B. Ferguson, U&Maitland- 
street, and J. E. Carson, 244* 
street, who .were passing. *

These men rushed in and cnis’ïho cord, 
but life had long since departed.. .The 
body was quite cold.

Edwards, hie wife and R, W. Cater oc­
cupied the house in which the tragedy 
was committed, supporting themselves by 
sewing and laying carpets. Edwards had 
been in ill-health for some time past, 
and was subject to epileptic fits. He 
was in the General Hospital up till a 
month ago.

Mrs. Edwards and Cater left the houset 
at 1 o’clock yesterday to attend to 
some work. The woman was the first 
to return, hence her discovery of hen 
husband’s body.

THOUGHT SHE WAS SHAMMING. ;>
The Jury Did Net Believe Mrs. Hlbbert’S 

Story That She Was Struck by 
an Awning.

The case jbf Mrs. Louisa Hibbert 
against Guinane Brothers was begun at 
the Court House before Mr. Justice Fer­
guson and a jury on Monday and brought 
to a conclusion yesterday.

The plaintiff claimed damages for hav­
ing been, as she alleged, struck on thd 
head by an. awning in front of the de­
fendants' stores in Yonge-street, which 
fell on June 25 last. When the occur­
rence happened Mrs. Hibbert was taken 
into Stone’s drygoods store, next door, 
and sent home in a carriage provided 
for her by the defendants. She was seed 
by Dr. Teskey, Dr. Swectnom and Dr, 
Guinane the same day, who were of opin­
ion she had not been struck at all, and 
it was suggested she was shamming.

The judge carefully reviewed the evi­
dence, but drew particular attention ter 
the doctors’ evidence, and the jury, after 
a short absence, returned a verdict in 
favor of the Guinanee.

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OR CANADA’S POUTtCAL VANDAL AGAIN AT WORK.

TIRED OF LIFE, HE ENDED II

NOT GOUTY OF MfiNSUIKMTWO MORE BABES DESERTED.
The Union ville Station Agent Acquitted 

by a York Jury After an Absence 
of Five Honrs.

After being locked up for five hours 
an Assize Court jury last evening re­
turned a verdict acquitting Albert Weigh- 
ill of Unionville of the charge of man­
slaughter. Tfce case was resumed at 
10 o’clock yesterday, and was given to 
the jury at 8.80 p.m., the addresses of 
counsel and judge occupying two and a 
half hours. Great sympathy was felt 
for the accused throughout the trial, and 
the verdict wae^ received with satisfac­
tion by his friends.

Weighed Tests Be» In His Own Behalf.
Albert Woighill, the accused, was the 

last witness called for the defence. He 
swore positively that he and Boundy did 
not meet that day, and consequently no 
words passed between them. The snow­
plow, had preceded No. 1 only 10 min­
antes, and could not have reached Agin- 
court, as the distance is six miles and 
the tracks (were heavy. While the wit­
ness was in the station passenger No. 
1 pulled ou|t. “I ran out and threw up 
my hands to signal her to stop, 
there been a man on the rear end of the 
train, as there should have been, he 
would have seen my, signal and the acci­
dent prevented.”;

Iron Duties Denounced.
Sir Richard denounced the iron duties 

and establishment of a permanent Cor­
ruption fund under protection general­
ly. As to subsidizing railways and mak­
ing . canals free, "what was the use, he 
said, of cheapening transport and tax­
ing things transported ? Why adopt 
a policy that drove Canadians out of 
the country and pay paupers to come 
in and take their1 places? He had been 
accused of being too rough in his de­
nunciation of protection, but it was be-, 
cause he knew too much of certain mem­
bers of the party and their principles. 
He stood to bis tariff speech of 1874, 
and his criticism of the budget in 1879. 
He would admit that he had not al­
lowed enough for clap-trap, for inordin­
ate greed (5 certain parties and for in­
fluence o! the example of the United- 
States. Instancing the case of one 
town, he argued that farmers who spent 
on an average $600 a year were now 
only spending ' $200 a year. The one 
thing that might immediately and large­
ly benefit the farmers of Canada was 
access to the United States, bnt he 
feared the chance of getting it had been 
about destroyed by the dishonesty of the 
honorable gentlemen opposite. (Opposi­
tion cheere.)
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Sir Henry's Valedictory.
Sir Henry Tyler then moved that the 

half-yearly accounts as presented be 
adopted, which motion was seconded .by 
a shareholder. Sir Henry then said : 
“ I now’ take my leave, and hope that 
my successors will work as hard and 
faithfully as I have done.”

Sir Henry Tyler then vacated the chair, 
which was taken by Mr. Allen, who moved 
that the other gentlemen named as dl - 
rectors be elected. The motion, includ­
ing Mr. Allen’s name, was carried una­
nimously, amid great applause.

Mr. Allen moved a resolution that the 
board be empowered to raise debenture 
funds when it should be necessary. They 
did not want any money now, bnt merely 
wanted the power to issue debenture 
bonds if it should become necessary.

Mr. Girdlestone seconded the motion, 
and it was carried unanimously.

Increased Pay for Ihe President.
Mr. Girdlestone then moved to increase 

the sum for remuneration of the direc-
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tors—(laughter and derisive cheers)—from 
£6000 to £7500 a year. “ We propose,” 
he said, “ to give Sir Charles Rivers-Wil- 
son £4000 a year, as he is a good man.” 
(Cries of dissent, and a voice, “ Let’s see 
him work.”)

Mr. Girdlestone proceeded, saying that 
underpaid men were not an advantage.

Mr. Allen explained that the increase 
was solely in the salary of Sir Charles 
Wilson. The remuneration of the* other 
directors was not increased. The motion 
was carried.

Mr. Girdlestone moved that he be reim­
bursed for the expenditures he had in­
curred in furthering the organization 
scheme, which money he was really out of 
pocket. He had devoted much time and 
money to the movement, and , that 
£1500 would cover the whole sum he had 
disbursed. The motion was carried una­
nimously. The old auditors were re - 
elected, and a vote of thanks to Mr. Gir- 
dleetone was passed. Mr. Girdlestone 
said that the board would have a diffi­
cult and laborious task. The sharehold­
ers could not expect an immediate ad­
vance in prices, but the board would al­
ways tell the shareholders the worst and 
give them clear and honest accounts.

Mr. Clutton-Brock, as a member of the 
old and new boards, said that he went 
into the old board with a prejudice 
against Sir Henry Tyler, but that feel­
ing had been turned into admiration of 
his energy.

Dr. Heart*•« on the Constitution»! Bear­
ings of tire Remedial Order-Not to Ac­
quiesce With the Judgment Would 
Violate a Fundamental Principle ef 
Federalism.

Winnipeg, » May 7.—Lieotenant-Gbver- 
nor Scbujtz, when in Ottawa recently, 
secured from Dr. Bourinot, Clerk of the 
House of Commons, an important opin­
ion on the constitutional bearings of the 
Remedial Order. The learned/Authority 
sums up his opinion an follows :

1. That the highest courti-of the Em­
pire has determined that certain 
rights and privileges enjoyed before 
May 1, 1890, by the Borna* Catholic, 
minority of Manitoba had been prejudi­
cially affected by the Educational Act 
of, 1890; 2, That the Governor-General in 
Council, as a legal consequence of that 
judicial determination, has declared 
what seems to him “requisite” as a 
remedy for judicially admitted griev­
ances, and has called upon the “pro­
per" provincial authority to provide 
that remedy by its legislative action; 
3, That the Legislature of Manitoba is 
now constitutionally bound to decide 
whether it will allow the subject mat­
ter of education, as far as the circum­
stances of this case require, to pas» 
out of its direct control, or will, in ac­
cordance with the letter and spirit of 
the constitutional law, as judicially de­
termined, adopt such remedied mea­
sures as will remove the admitted 
grievances of the Roman Catholic 
minority of Her Majesty’s subjects in 
Manitoba. The constitutional law, in 
my opinion, gives them full power to 
deal with the whole question in its 
present aspect ; 4, That by such course 
the Legislature of Manitoba will re­
move a difficult question from the! 
arena of political and sectarian ani­
mosities, exhibit their desire to do full 
Justice to every class, irrespective of 
sectionaf or religious opinions, and at 
the same time give conclusive evidence 
of their readiness to submit to the de­
liberate judgment of the courts in 
every case as a principle of action best 
calculated to promote in the end the 
security and strength of a federal union, 
whose foundation rests on a written law 
which must be interpreted by judicial au­
thority ; 6, That by failing, to follow 
the course marked out for them by the 
law of the constitution they would 
sume a most serious responsibility, since 
it would involve necessarily the removal 
of the subject of education from the jur­
isdiction where it must and should exist 
under ordinary conditions, and the hand­
ing of it over in this special case to the 
authority of the Dominion Parliament, 
which is to be supreme, to meet an emer­
gency provided for by the constitution; 6, 
That the question at present demanding 
a deliberate and calm judgment from 
the Legislature and Government of Mani­
toba is not a question of sectarian or 
non-sectarian schools. It is a question 
of restoring a right and a privilege of 
the Roman Catholic minority, which, ac­
cording to the judgment of the highest 
judicial tribunal, has been improperly 
taken away by the legislative authority 
of the province. The constitution may 
be unwise, or wise, in its provisions in 
this regard ; it may be the soundest 
principle to place the jurisdiction over 
education solely in the provincial au - 
thority, without any limiting provi - 
sions whatever, but that is not the 
question now at issue. For reasons 
which are well-known to every student 
of Canadian institutions, the authors of 
the constitutions which govern in this 
particular placed limitations on the 
jurisdiction of the provinces with re- 
spest to education. The occasion has 
arisen, it appears, from the legal de­
termination so far given on the subject, 
for applying these limitations to the ex­
clusive powers generally possessed under 
normal conditions by the Legislature of 
Manitoba with regard to Public schools. 
The question now before that Legisla­
ture is this : Is it not its duty to obey 
the law, however objectionable It may ap­
pear to some adherents of provipcial 
rights, who seem to forget that all .that 
is now attempted is to remedy a 
grievance and restore a right and 
privilege of law-abiding citizens of the 
province 7 7, So far it has been wisely 
decided to adjust such questions as this 
on judicial decisions, and on the lines 
that' the constitution has marked out ; 
and it would be a serious departure irom 
a sound principle of action were the 
Legislature of Manitoba now to at­
tempt to decide the question on a less 
rational or deliberate basis, and to be 
carried away by issues which should Pot 
sway them in a matter where the law 
of the constitution has laid down 
unequivocal rules for their guidance. 
The Judicial Committee do not leave 
them in doubt as to the proper course 
they should pursue. It is to pass such 
legislation as will “ remove the griev­
ance upon which that appeal is founded.”
It will be seen from all that I have 

said I take my stand entirely on the 
constitutional.^ law which governs all 
parties to this! issue and on the opinion 
of the highest court of the Empire. As 
I commenced this memorandum, so I 
conclude—by pressing the necessity of 
taking in all such matters as this a 
strictly legal view of the whole ques­
tion. I do so because it is essential to 
the satisfactory and efficient operation 
of a written constitution. I cannot do 
better than to emphasize all I have said 
by quoting the language of an eminent

The industrial census showed also to 
what extent the country had progressed 
Trader protection (luring the past 10 
years. The United States census shows 
that there were thousands of factories 
set down as such with only one em­
ploye. (Hear, hear.) If Sir Richard Cart­
wright had really wanted to .be fair 
he would have quoted the great increase 
in the larger industries, those having 
over $10,000 capital.

Notwithstanding the decreases in val­
ues at the present time, compared with 
the year 1878, our total trade had grown 
from $152,000,000 in the latter year to 
$230,000,000 in the year which has 
closed.
