Concentration and simplicity of life 
and manners are the most marked 
characteristics of M. Raymond Poin­
care, the President of France.

"I like to feel that people know 
me,” he says, “but I don’t like them 
to think it necessary to take off their 
hats to me.”

M. Poincare had not been President 
half an hour before he announced 
that the traffic must not be stopped 
when his carriage drove by. All that 
he would accept was that his car­
riage should be given precedence over 
other vehicles at the moment it pass- 

tiny leaf, 1 ed, and the Paris police have instruc- 
the moist tions to allow no more favor than 

that to the President’s equipage. Fur­
thermore, he has suppressed the out­
rider who preceded the carriage on 
state occasions, and reduced a stablo 
of twelve horses to four.

And he astounded the permanent 
officials at the Elysee Palace l y 
strongly objecting to the trooper of 
the Municipal Guard who is supposed 
to sleep outside the President’s bed­
room.

‘‘It has always been the rule,” said 
the officials, when Poincare objected 
to the sentry. The President allowed 
it for one night, and then quietly 
sent the soldier back to the barracks.

M. Poincare’s simplicity of life is 
well illustrated by a remark made by 
his cook when she heard that he 
would probably be the next French 
President.

“I hope he wiH not be elected^’ 
she said. ‘‘Both he and madame will 
be very unhappy at the Elyseei cf 
that I am sure. Just thifik—all that 
they ordered yesterday was beefsteak 
and fried potatoes.”

And M. Poincare certainly loves his 
own fireside—and his pets.

As a boy at Dame’s school of Mile. 
Mare, of Lorraine, he delighted in the 
society of his dog Pompon, a parrot, 
a squirrel, and several cats and can­
aries. To-day his favorite companions 
are Scott, his collie, his faithful 
watchdog Brave, who guards his 
country house at Sampigny, and his 
Siamese cat Gris-gris; and there is 
nothing which M. Poincare delights 
in more than to spend a quiet even­
ing with his books and four-footed 
companions.

‘‘I owe limitless satisfaction to 
these creatures,” he says, “that we 
sometimes call our inferior brothers. 
In what are they inferiy? I dis­
cover in animals a sense of logic- 
more profound than that of many 
human beings, and a refined sensitive­
ness of which numbers of us seem 
incapable.”

Poincare’s first pet was a parrot. “I 
loved the bird,” he says, “because 
teaching my lessons to Raymond”— 
the parrot was named like his master 
—“taught them to me at the same 
time.”

A short time ago it was believed 
that European peace was seriously 
endangered, for the President was ob­
served to leave the Ministry of For­
eign Affairs looking depressed and 
preoccupied. “The situation must he 
bad indeed,” whispered onlookers to 
one another, regarding the Premier’s 
furrowed brow. But they were wrong. 
One of M. Poincare’s pets was ser­
iously ill.

PLAY IS INSTRUCTIVE
GAMES OF CHILDREN GOVERNED 

BY SECOND NATURE.

The Love of Youngsters Fo;- Swinging 
Is a Function in Harmony With 
Great Natural Pulsation and Prob­
ably Has Its Origin Away Back In 

I the Dim Ages of the Development 
of the Human Race.

I According to the scientist, most of 
the play activities of children hark 
back to the early history of the hu- 
inan organism. In play, racial history 
’is rehearsed unconsciously by child- 
ihood. For most of the physical ex­
ercises in- which children delight there 
is a racial setting.

> The child who loves to swing keeps 
time instinctively to the pulse of mo­
ther oceah. His fondness for sway­
ing back and forth, or from side to 
side, suggests the slow, oscillatory 
movements used by fish in swimming 
or maintaining their position in cur­

rents of water. Other evidences of 
some old aquatic life appear in sleep, 
when the higher functions are cut off 
and ancestral experiences crop out, 
later to color waking moments. 
Dream statistics show how a dreamer 
floats, hovers, glides, with absolute 
independence of gravity ; how he 
swings high or low with the same 
freedom that he moves horizontally. 
Thus his early ancestors floated and 
swam along before legs, and the soul 
still retains traces of this in the same 
way that the body does in rudimen­
tary organs.

Similarly an organism accustomed 
through generations to tree life, when 
the earth was covered with forest, 
would find swaying a natural motion. 
In the same way other activities, 
which were once necessary for sur­
vival of the individual, became, so 
much a part of man's organism that 
the need of them remains to insure 
his perfect development; inherited 
tendencies of muscular co-ordination, 
which have been of great use to the 
race, find natural expression in the 
spontaneous play life of children.

The child who plays ball is imitat­
ing a savage ancestor to whom the 
power to throw with speed and ac­
curacy meant ability to overcome his 
enemies, to take care of his family, 
and to kill game, at a time when 
spear, sling and arrow were usual 
weapons in pursuit of w«*r or chase. 
He who enjoys games of balance re­
peats instinctively the experience of 
prehistoric life either in the ocean’s 
deep or in the treetop. All games 
that $re concerted and intensive have 
their origin in a deep sense of 
rhythm.

i Most of the games of ball are of 
this character, and they have beside 
gr^at emotional power, which makes 
them favorites .with children. Tag 
and games of chase belong to a period 
Hvhen fleetness of foot vas required 
*foT escape from enemies, and evi­
dences of the Iron Age origin survive 
in iron tag and stone tag, in the first 
known form of which the chaser was 
supposed to be a dwarf of great age 
and malignant power to escape from 
whom the magical influence of metal 
was helpful.

“war, horseback riding—activities all 
tnore or less rhythmic — come into 
their own, and the “thumogenio” an 
emotional power restores to favor all 
games of hitting, striking or throwing 
balls and other objects, such as hoc­
key, tennis, golf and croquet.

I At the Berlin play congress in 1894 
play impulses of this type came into 
their own. Teachers began to recog­
nize that they are better than gym- 
Inastics for soul as well as for body, 
land have been used to relieve the 
drudgery of school work. Some au­
thorities have even gone fo far as to 
'claim that a well-rounded education 
coy%H be given by plays and games 
àfone, on the principle that there is 
no profit where there is no pleasure, 

i And the young often do their hardest 
j work in play.

Whether one accepts or rejects this 
scientific theory that the plays of chil­
dren originated in impulses for self- 
preservation of, primitive man, one 
still must recognize their historic 
character. Most of our best games 
are old. But children are imitative 
and not inventive in their games, so 
it is no surprise to find that while 
popular games and lore present his­
tory in childish guise, few were orig­
inated and few game rhymes were 
composed by children. They were for­
merly played, as they still are in ) 
many lands, by mature men and wo­
men. Homer in the Odyssey de­
scribes a game of ball which the Prin­
cess Nausicàa played with her maid­
ens after they had washed their 
“shining” clothes by the river side.

The poets tell us that the maids of 
honor of Queen Elizabeth's day were 
fond of the game of tag and defended 
themselves on the ground that in this 
way Diana and her nymphs were ac­
customed to wile idle hours away. 
Froissart, writing of the court of 
France, describes games and sports 
familiar to his childhood as favorites 
with the courtiers. The Spectator 
speaks of the womeri of . fashion in 
London playing children's games. All* 
of which might be used as an argu­
ment for the instinctive character of 
such play activities.

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The Financial Outiook

The statement of Canadian char- 
tered banks for the month of June, 
which has just been issued by the 
finance department, shows a con­
siderable decrease in deposits on 
both savings and current accounts. 
As compared with the month of May 
there is a decrease of $7,826,634 in 
savings deposits, which are nearly 
ten millions less than they were at 
the end of June a year ago. Deposits 
on demand, that is for current busi­
ness, show a decrease of $1,389,714 
for the month, and are less than 
they were at the end of June, 1912.

Comparing the statement for June 
1913, with that for the same month 
of last year there is shown a de­
crease of $59,478 in call loans in 
Canada ; a decrease of $31,206,292 
in call loans abroad ; an increase of 
$50,319,920 in current loans in 
Canada ; an increase of $2,640,113 
in current loans abroad ; a decrease 
of $10,730,261 in demand deposits 

i in Canada ; a decrease of $9,388,718 
in savings deposits, and an increase 
of $3,685,781 in bank note circula­
tion.

A redeeming feature of the finan­
cial stringency is that the economi­
cal habit which has been forced 
upon everyone will be the means of 
laying the foundations for more 
prosperous times in the near future.

Interesting General News
Sarnia, July 23.—The Imperoyal, the 

largest ot the fleet of the Imperial Oil 
Company, left last night with 20,000 
.gallons of refined oil for Fort William.

Waterford, July 23.—Fire which for 
a time threatened the whole town de­
stroyed the M. C. R. freight sheds here 
to-day, causing a loss of $10,000. The 
blaze started, it is believed, from a sp.ark 
from a passing locomotive.

Thamesford, July 23.—Mr. John 
Matliieson met with a serious mishap 
while entering his barn with a load of 
hay, when the load upset, crushing him 
between the wagon wheel and a post. 
He was seriously bruised, but no bones 
were broken.

Caledonia, July 22.—The barns and 
outbuildings on the James Shaw farm, 
about two miles south of this place, were

burned to the ground, with contents, [ 
about 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon. 
There was about 100 tons of hay in the 
barns at the time. How the 'fire started 
is a mystery, but it is thought to be 
case ot spontaneous combustion.

Some 81 new dwellings have been er­
ected or are in course of construction in 
Strathroy this summer. The erection of 
the Collegiate Institute, the Strathroy 
General Hospital and additions to the 
Donaldson gristmill and the Dymond 
Colonial furniture factory have made the 
local building tradesmen exceepingly 
busy.

William Palmer, Sarnia, has gone on a 
trip to the old country. Mr. Palmer is 
caretaker of the county offices, north 
Christina street. The County Council, 
at their last session in June, kindly gave 
him three months’ leave of absence. He 
intends to visit his old home in England, 
where he left forty years ago.

Albert J. Park, eldest son of the late A.
C. Park, 2nd line, Plympton, who for 
several years has conducted a business 
college at Woonsocket, Rhode Island, 
recently sold his business there and last 
week arrived here with his wife and 
family, having come the entire distance 
of over 7000 miles in their touring car. 
They covered the distance inside of four 
days, including a stop at Niagara Falls.

A monster of the deep was caught 
along the shore recently by a fisherman 
named Chambers. It proved to be an 
old-fashioned sturgeon, weighing 120 
pounds, 20 of which were eggs. Twenty 
or more years ago this fish would have 
brought scarcely 50 cents, but the high 
price of the flesh and eggs of to-day 
make this sturgeon worth over $100 to 
the owner. The price received for caviar 
is over $2 a pound.—Leamington Post.

Sweet clover is rapidly replacing the 
Canada thistle, which farmers in the 
low-lying grounds have been trying^ for 
years to exterminate. Of the two weeds, 
some farmers are of the opinion that the 
sweet clover is really a greater nuisance 
than the thistle. Like the latter, no­
thing will eat it—not even a goat—and 
its spread should be checked. Cutting 
for two consecutive years while in blos­
som is said to be a means toward exter­
mination.

About two o’clock Sunday afternoon 
the large bank barn of Mr. Chas. Clark, 
6th con., Bosanquet, was discovered to 
be bn fire, and in a short time was burn­
ed to the ground. The flames were fan­
ned by a strong wind. How the fire 
caught is a mystery. Mr. Clark will be 
a heavy loser, as the building was thor­
oughly overhauled and repaired a few 
years ago. He managed to get out some 
pigs that were in the basement, but he 
lost some hay and oats, nearly all his 
farming implements, vehicles, tools, etc. 
Insured for $500 in the Lambton Mutual. 
Mr. Clark will commence building again 
on the old foundation, having bought a 
barn from Mr. Stanley Catt, of the 4th 
con.

Receipts at the Union Stock Yards yes­
terday were : 192 cars, containing 3,860 
head of cattle, 303 calves, 824 hogs, 1,051 
sheep and lambs and two horses.

The outstanding feature of the market 
was the rather sensational advance in the 
price of swine to a new high record, at 
least in the history of the Union Yards. 
They sold, in a number of cases, at #10.50 
per hundredweight, weighed off cars.

While swine thus' soared, the market 
values of cattle eased off. The run was 
liberal, being nearly 4,000 head, and de­
mands of packers and butchers were not 
quite so keen as they were a ' week ago. 
Export cattle were reduced fifteen cents 
per hundredweight, the top price for 
choice beasts being $7. A recession of ten 
cents per hundredweight also occurred in 
medium weight stock, which have been 
the most popular stock on the market. 
This reduction was compared with the 
close of last week. Compared with a 
week ago Ihe range of rates is off 25 
cents in butcher beasts.

Fully two-thirds of the run was made 
up of good classes of cattle. Butcher 
cows and bulls were steady, with a week 
ago in a fully active market. Good 
prices were paid for milkers and spring­
ers. Not much was done in stockers and 
feeders, supplies being rathei; light. Last 
week-end, though, saw considerable 
weakness develop in this class. /Good 
calves were strong, being wanted, but 
common stuff was off half a dollar.

In yesterday’s transactions choice ex­
port cattle,weighing around 1,300 pounds 
sold at $6.90 to $7, while medium grades 
went at $6.70 to $6.90. Choice butcher 
beasts changed hands at $6.50 to $6.70 ; 
good, from $5 to $6.50 ; mediums at $5.50 
to #6, and common at $4.70 to $5.50. 

x Choice butcher cows brought from $5 
to $5.50, with medium to good at from

The inclination of the 
strata in the eastern part of thi north 
Atlantic, a-nd in the region between 
Ireland and the Canary Islands, prov­
ed that there existed a deep current 
between the surface layers and a 
depth of 800 fathoms, flowing north­
ward' from the region between Madeira 
and the Azores and along the west 
coast, of southern Europe.

Some part of the water masses flow­
ing in southerly and southeasterly 
directions joined the northward-flow­
ing current west of Madeira, while 
the northward-flowing water masses 
northwest of the Azores found, to 
some extent, their way eastward as a 
surface current across the ridge in 
about 50 degrees latitude, and . the 
waters of this surface-current joined 
along the southern southwest coast 
of Europe. . Thus arose the warm 
Atlantic current west of the British 
Islands, which passed between ' the 
Shetlands and the Faroe Islands into 
the North Sea. *

How Girl Students Vary.
An English woman with experience 

of girl students in many European 
countries, summed them up thus re­
cently. French women she found 
much more literary than English. One 
could hear French girl students dis­
cussing among themselves English 
authors about whom English girls 
know nothing. English girls, she 
thought, have ability, “but they ap­
pear to be far less developed from a 
literary point of view than the French.

Saving Surplus Potatoes.
An attempt is being made in Ger­

many to save the 5,600,000 tons ol 
potatoes lost annually in that coun­
try through lack of immediate market 
by desiccating, or drying the veget­
able, so that it may be preserved in 
usable form.

Pressure is used to withdraw the 
balk of the water from the potato and 
artificial heat dries the resulting 
“meal," This meal has one-quarter 
of the original weight and occupies 
one-eighth the space. It tastes and 
smells somewhat like newly made 
bread. It may he used or kept in 
this condition for considerable per­
iods.’ Pressed into cakes, it is used 
lor animal food. In practice three 
and eightdenths tons of potatoes yield 
aboal-one ton of potato meal at a 
costuit about 66 cents a ton. Twelve 
cents A ton added for pressing makes 
the-cost of the cake 68 cents, which 
iinot high for fodder of such quality.

Amendment to the 
Act.

Fruit Marks

The Dairy and Cold Storage Commis- 
**”'■ B JOsioner has just issued a circular giving 

the recent amendments to the inspection 
and sale act with the new regulations. 
The amendments chiefly concern import­
ed fruit.

Hereafter the words “packed by” must 
precede the name and address of the 
packer as marked on any closed package 
of fruit intended for sale.

A new section is added empowering 
the Governor in Council to make regula­
tions regarding the branding, marketing 
and inspecting of imported fruit. Per­
sons violating such regulations are liable 
to a fine of not more than fifty dollars 
and costs, or, in default of payment, to 
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 
one month. The packages ot fruit not 
properly marked may be confiscated.

In virtue of this amendment new regu­
lations have been passed and were pub­
lished in the Canada Gazette of June 28, 
1913, According to these regulations 
every importer of fruit must have all 
grade marks found on closed packages 
containing imported fruit erased or oblit­
erated when such marks are not in ac­
cordance with the Act or the new regula­
tions. This must be done when the 
packages are being taken from the rail­
way car, steamship or other conveyance 
in which they have been brought into 
Canada. The importer must place on the 
end of such packages the proper grade 
marks, the correct name of the variety of 
fruit, and his own name and address.

Copies of the circular may be obtained 
free of charge from the Publications 
Branch, Department of Agriculture, Ot­
tawa, or from any Dominion Bruit In­
spector.

Death of Robert Knowles
Petrolea, July 16.—Robert Knowles, 

who died in a Toronto hospital. on Sat­
urday night, was buried today in Hills­
dale Cemetery, under the auspices of the 
Orange order, of which he had been a 
member for niany years.

The Government report, issued July 
14th, of the state., of the crops, is as fol­
lows :-r-

During June the crops throughout 
Canada maintained generally the favor­
able average of a month ago. On June 
30 the condition, expressed in percentage 
of the usual standard of 100, taken as 
representing the promise of a full crop, 
was as follows :—Fall wheat 81.46, spring 
wheat 87.80, oats 77.71, barley 88.39, rye 
85.95, peas 87.43, mixed grains 87.12, 
hay and clover 71.52, alfalfa 77.23 and 
pasture 82.31. By provinces the condi­
tion is between 80 and 90 for the Mari­
time provinces, Quebec, Ontario and 
Manitoba. In Saskatchewan and Alberta 
the outlook at the end of June seemed to 
be especially promising, as the condition 
was above 90 in all cases excepting fall 
wheat, the condition of which iii Alberta 
was 76.27.
