the A Home-Made Barometer.

There is no reason why every boy should 
not possess a barometer of his own, which 
he will find not only endlessly useful in 
planning his little holiday trips, but which 
will afford him infinite interest ae well.

All he has to do is to take a gramme each 
of camphor, saltpeter and ammonia salts and 
dissolve them in about thirteen drams of al­
cohol When the dissolution is complete, 
shake the mixture well and pour it into a 
glaae bottle, one rather long for its width 
is perferred. Cork tightly and seal with wax 
so as to prevent the air from penetrating in­
to the bottle.

Expose this improvised barometer on the 
outside of the window, on the north aide of 
the house, if possible, and the crystallizations 
which are produced announce a change in 
the weather.

—I**- session of the eighth parliament 
ef Cahada has about come to a close. Ow­
ing to the late elections there is much new 
blood is the house although most of the old 
champions are still there. This session was 
called principally to vote supplies, but a 
great deal of time bas been spent discussing 
other questions, notably, the action of the 
Governor-General in declining to sanction 
the appointments recommended by Sir 
Charles Tupper after the defeat of his gov 
ernment; and another, perhaps more impor­
tant one,—the dismissal of public officials 
for taking part in the election. Whether 
a defeated government can make appoint­
ments after being defeated at the polls is not 
a very material question. The practice 
being decided one way or the other both 
parties can govern themselves accordingly, 
but at present the practice is not uniform. 
In 1878 a defeated government made a great 
many appointments, among them being those 
ef judges and senators, and these appoint­
ments were ratified by the then governor- 
general. In 1896 a defeated government 
made a great many appointments, among 
them being those of judges and senators, 
and the then governor-general refused to 
ratify them. Under these conflicting pre 
cedents it seems that such appointments 
survive or perish at the mere whim of the 
governor-general, and the latter instance 
seems a forcible illustration of a usurpation 
of the rights of the people under responsible 
government. It is merely a question wheth­
er the government or govenor-general has 
the power to make appointments under par­
ticular circumstances. The other question 
is ene also which should be finally deter­
mined. To what extent is a public official 
exiled from political life? When the govern­
ment changed hands it was feared that the 
American system of “ to the victors belong 
the spoils ” would be introduced here. But 
it is not for any government to introduce 
this obnoxious practice, for it is the conse­
quence of the conduct of the official. After 
every presidential election the whole body 
of civil servants is dismissed or forced to re 
sign. It is true the government applies the 
screws, but the reason is obvious. Every 
official is an active politician. That is hie 
recommendation to office, and farther, that 
is a prime quality to keep him in effice. 
Hence there is little wonder that when a 
Presidential election results in a change of 
administration there should be a complete 
dismissal of the official staff. The vicious 
part of the American system consists in the 
conduct of the official rather than of the ad­
ministration that dismisses him. It has 
been the policy of our governments to retain 
the civil servants unless they have merited 
an application of the American doctrine by 
themselves having decided not to lay down 
the political battle-axe nor to retire from 
active political life upon receiving an official 
appointment. Happily, both of our politi­
cal parties agree that if a civil servant per­
forms his duties efficiently and faithfully he 
may go to the polls and vote as he pleases, 
without any enquiry and without any danger 
of losing his head; but if he choose to re­
main a politician after accepting a position 
os the civil service staff he is liable to lose 
his position if the party he opposes be re­
turned to power. This does not appear to 
be unfair, and it is to be hoped that officials 
will give governments no cause to precipitate 
the “ spoils system ” upon them.

catory for Winter Use.

The labor involved in blanching celery has 
been the great drawback to its more general 
culture. It has now been found that just ae 
good celery can be grown by setting the 
plants six or seven inches apart each way on 
very rich soil and doing nothing more to 
them, except to keep the ground free from 
weeds until they are large enough to 
pletely shade it Being so cloee together 
they will grow straight up and blanch per­
fectly. This method has been thoroughly 
tested on both a large and small scale and 
has proved a grand success. Celery grown 
in this way should be sheltered from the 
wind in some manner, as it is so brittle that 
a heavy wind will destroy it.

Celery for winter use may be stored in a 
root cellar or in a pit in the garden. Al­
though growing celery will stand sev­
eral hard frosts without injury it le always 
best to care for it before there is any danger 
of freezing. Never handle it while wet or 
frosty. Should the tops become frozen shear 
them off before storing. If put into a cellar, 
the roots should be moistened occasionally 
without wetting the leaves.

Quality considered, writes a correspondent 
of the Bural New Yorker, is authority for 
the foregoing, a pit in the garden is the best 
place for keeping celery. Dig a trench the 
width ot a spade and as deep as the celery is 
tall, and as long as may be needed. Into 
this set the plants upright and close together. 
Make a covering by nailing two wide boards 
together V fashion. It is best to have this 
roof in sections about two feet long for ease 
in getting at the celery. Better still is a 
roof made of wide old doors, which will 
make a place large enough for one to crawl 
into to look after the celery. If taken care 
of, these covers will last for years. Let the 
roof project a little beyond the celery at 
each end.

As the weather becomes cold, cover well 
with leaves or bog hay, but never use any­
thing containing any grain, as it will draw 
mice. Leave openings in the end for venti­
lation and have something on hand to stop 
them up with on cold nights. Stored in this 
way celery will keep all winter, will blanch 
perfectly and retain all its good qualities. 
It can be taken out at one end of the trench 
as wanted with very little trouble. Celery 
grown in a hotbed can very easily be covered 
up and kept all winter right where it grew.

Shielded by Providence.

TWO MIS8ILKS THAT MET IN THE THE AIR
AND FELL HARMLESS TO THE GROUND.

A half dozen or so men were sitting out 
in front of an up-town hotel the other even­
ing telling stories.

“ When I was 21,” said a tall man, evi­
dently from a southern state, “ I had an un­
governable temper, and a half-brother three 
years older than myself. We were both 
church members, but that didn’t seem to 
bring us any closer together, for he was a 
Methodist and I was a Baptist. Yon may 
have observed,” he threw in as a decoration 
to the story, “ that Christian charity ai d 
brotherly love don’t always thrive on denom­
inational food. However, as I was saying, 
we were of different denominations, and me 
got along fairly well together until we began 
arguing on our respective faiths. Then me 
got hot, and I always lost my temper. I 
may say, that he did very nearly the same, 
but he wasn't quite as bad as I was in that 
regard.

“ One day we were out hunting with only 
one gun, a squirrel rifle, between us, and I 
had the gun. I may add here that we lived 
on a farm, and a one-gun hunting party waa 
not at all unusual. We had sat down on a 
rock near the edge of a stream to reet, and 
In some way I slipped and went into the 
water. It made me mad to begin with, and 
when he begem chaffing me and telling me 
that a Baptist ought to be used to a little 
thing like that, I got ten times worse, and 
hit him a lick in the face. He ran off a few 
yards and picked up a boulder about as big 
ns your double fist, while I made a grab for 
the gun, which I had set up against a willow 
under the bank.

“ Of course, we did not know what we 
were doing by this time; only I remember 
telling him if he raised his hand to throw 
the stone I’d shoot him. He was nervy, 
though, and I hadn’t more than got the 
words out of my mouth than he let the bould­
er come at me, and, true to my word 1 
banged away at him. We weren’t forty 
feet apart, and it was a stand-off between 
the boulder and the bullet as to which was 
the more dangerous, but Providence, I reck­
on, was watching over us, for as I fired the 
boulder flew into a dozen pieces, and both of 
us were left standing looking at each other 
in a dazed, helpless kind of way. Then, 
still not understanding what had happened, 
but realizing how nearly our tempers had 
brought us to bloodshed, we rushed into 
each other’s arms and began crying over 
each other.

“ When we had got over our excitement 
and collected our wits sufficiently to make 
an investigation, we discovered that by the 
merest chance—by Providential interference, 
I mean—my bullet and his boulder had met 
in their flight and nullified each other.

in AAbout Chicken Lice.

HALF A DAY’S WORK IN THE POULTRY HOUSE 
WILL KILL THEM.

The season is at present over when chicks 
will be troubled with these pests. The first 
signs of lice are with the early sitting hens. 
From their nests a whole house will soon be 
overrun with them. Chicks show the pres 
ence of lice very quickly, and lice are cer­
tain death to them, if not protected. The 
hen fchonld set in a movable box, which 
should be thoroughly cleaned and white­
washed befire she is placed in it. Put two 
or three coats of whitewash on every inter­
ior spot in the building; lice harbor in the 
crevices of the rough sidings, and on the un 
der side of the perches.

Let the fowls have a dost box, for white­
wash and the dust box are the surest preven­
tative» of lice. Hot ashes should be mixed 
with the dust occasionally to dry it. If this 
has been done before spring laying and sit­
ting begins you will have no trouble with 
lice. So many farmers neglect their poultry 
house in the spring, and long before they 
have thought of lice the peats are busy on 
their chicks sapping their young lives away. 
Kerosene and lard when applied is very ef­
fective, but they are very dangerous in their 
effects. A little castor oil on the head and 
under the wings of sitting hens is also very 
effective. When the chicks are removed 
from the neat, each one should be greased on 
the head and under its wings, even if you 
do not think it has lice. If possible, have 
some dost in the coop with the brood hen. 
If you want your fowls to be free from lice 
you must keep their habitation clean, and 
the best way to do this is by changing the 
contents of the nest and whitewashing the 
apartments. One half day spent in cleaning 
the chicken house will do wonders for the 
chickens. I am speaking of the average 
farmer’s .poultry house, as it is the one 
neglected. Remove the perches and give the 
walls a thorough whitewashing. Place clean 
gravel or dry earth on the floor and replace 
the old perches with new ones and your 
fowls will not seek some tree or fence for 
their summer perch, for they will not be 
troubled with lice in their house.

Jammed Fingers.

Few people have escaped jammed fingers 
and as the pain caused when the finger is 
jammed in a door is excruciating in the ex­
treme for the first few minutes, it is well to 
know of some means of relief. The fingers 
should be plunged into water as hot as can 
be borne. This application of hot water 
causes the nail to expand and soften, and the 
blood pouring out beneath it has more room 
to flow; thus the pain is lessened. The fin­
ger should then be wrapped in a bread and 
water poultice. A jammed finger should 
never be neglected, as it may lead to morti­
fication of the bone if it has been badly crush­
ed and amputation of the finger must follow. 
Jammed toe* are usually caused through the 
falling of heavy weights, and should be 
treated in the same way as a jammed finger.

An Old Orchard.

HOW TO RENEW AND REJUVENATE' IT INTO 
PROFITABLE BEARING.

This question is confronting many people 
who are occupying old farms. To arrest old 
trees from their downward career and restore 
them to new vigor and fruitfuim 
indeed seem impossible. Nevertheless, just 
this has been done. Many orchards go to 
decay prematurely. This may result from 
many or a combination of causes. Trees 
that have borne large crops of fruit year 
after year are first to fail if not abundantly 
supplied with the plant food used in the 
production of crops, while those trees that 
have little but leaves continue to grow and 
appear healthy and vigorous. The first old 
orchards were not properly appreciated, and 
received but little care, hence year after year 
destructive insects have multiplied and fungi 
and insects affect the entire orchard. The 
soil, by continued draft upon the particular 
substances required by the trees, has become 
exhausted. Thus universal wreck and ruin 
appear on every hand. If such an orchards 
should fall into our hands, the first aim and 
purpose would be to effect an entire revolu­
tion by renewing the soil with an abundant 
supply of stable manure and wood ashes 
spread over the entire surface of the ground, 
putting but little in contact with the trees. 
A full and complete change of the tope by 
regrafting and putting on new tops with 
change of fruit on every tree, should be done, 
also a thorough cleaning of the trunks of the 
trees, and the application of a wash com­
posed of lime, crude carbolic acid and strong 
lye for the destruction of all insect life, and 
the cleansing and renewing the bark to a 
smooth, healthy condition. Spray for the 
destruction of codling moth and scab fungi 
This, with frequent and continued cultiva­
tion, and a fresh application of fertilizers 
until the soil is restored to a high state of 
fertility, will rejuvenate the old trees.

Many orchards trees have been blown over 
recently by high winds. Where the roots 
on one side are still intact, snob trees can 
be easily saved. L. B. Rice, of St. Clair 
county, Michigan, describes hie method as

Dig a large hole on the side on which the 
roots are broken, and some three or four feet 
deep. Extend this excavation under the 
body of the tree, so that when it is raised up 
it will settle about four inches lower than 
wbat it stood before. Then trim the tree 
thoroughly, not by catting off large limb», 
but reduce the leaf surface by cutting away 
small limbs and twigs, and by taking off the 
ends of the longer limbs. Then raise it into 
its place and set a fence poet in the ground 
at an angle so that the tree will rest against 
the top of it; then fill in under the roots 

sod and rich earth mixed with manure, 
so as to encourage strong root growth. In a 
few years yonr trees will be a» good as before. 
Of course, this only applies to tree» that 
have roots enough left intact to keep the 
tree from withering.
