The Divisions in this city have noblysustained the Agency
in the past. I trust their zeal may provoke many to discharge their

duty in this matter.

ABSTAINER.

The organ of this Grand Division, I learn, is not self-sustaining—a
state of matters unworthy of Sous of Temperance. I now repeatin
substance what I stated in my Janunary report—that the ¢ Temperance
party ”’ to be respected must have a party paper that will be a power in
the land.  And I beg to submit to this Grand Division whether that

Subordinate Divisions. 'The reasons given for the change have force
in some quarters. While complying with the wishes of those who re-
quire this change, this Grand Division would do well to discriminate
between the Divisions who wish the ladies to remain as Visitors and
those whose necessitics make them anxious to devolve upon our fair
and never failing friends, the dutics, responsibilities, and privileges of
full membership.

INEBRIATE ASYLUM.

This matter has been discussed by this Grand Division and its claims
were presented by your committee to the Legislature. A Commiittee of
that body have reported upon the project.

1. The Committee are gratified in the evidence afforded of healthy
vigour aud of steady progress in mauy Divisions of our Order in this
Province; and cannot doubt that, to a wide zxien. among our brother-
hood withia this jurisdiction, a love fo, our priouiples is deepening year
by vear, affording promise o1’ ihe trivmph of cur cause, and exciting
gratitude to the Giver of all good ior ik mecasure of His blessing granted
to the reform in which it is our honor .o Jabour.

2. Your Commiitee while gratified to know that co many Divisions
have been instituted during the year, would however regard it only 2
duty frankly to exnress their conviction that the State of the Order in
the Provinee is not by any means what could be desired.  The reports
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from some of the Deputies indicate declension in a number of Divisions,
and, to a wide extent, a spizit of Jukewarmness not to be contemplated
without regret.  Yet your Committee see not in this any cause for dis- (3
couragement, but rather an additional motive to prompt every earnest
worker in our field of tuil to apply himself with fresh energy in order to
bring about a new cra of prosperity. In some localities circumstances
have contributed to prevent suceese in our Order, and to damp the ar-

dor of not a few ; but there is reason to hope for something brighter and {3

better.  In every good work there are many hindrances, and this 15
especially the case in a cause like ours, coming as it does in conflict
with wide-spread prejndices, and with appetite and avarice, alike insati-
able. But truth and right must triumph, and our hope is as strong as
ever that our Order is designed by Providence to achieve results of the
highest consequence to humanity.

3. Contemplating the present state of the Temperance cause in Nova
Scotia with interest and anxiety, and regarding the necessity of per-
sistent effort for the advancement of our principles, your Committee
very deeply deplores the necessity that existed for the withdrawal of our
Agents and Lecturers from the field.  The Agency Committee, we are

sure, came to this couclusion very reluctantly; but there appeared no %
alternative, as the pecuniary resources for sustaining the Ageney had

become exhausted.  Your Committee cannot but regret that the re-
sponse from the Divisiuns to the appeal for aid to the Ageney Fund is

not yet sufficiently liberal or definitefully 10 warrant the employment at 1%

once of one or more labourers in this work for the year eusuing. Ye
the conviction must force itself upon cvery mind, that the services of
Agents and Lecturers are a necessity,  We can have but little hope of
keeping steadily alive the zeal of our brotherhood, or of carrying for-
ward the work entrusted to us by the Divine Being to fulfill, unless we
keep Agents employed, who, by the living voice may incite our Divisions
to carnest, unremitting and combined exertion for the agitation and dif-
fusion of the principles dear to us in our conflict with™ strong drink.
We would press this important matter most strongly upon the attention
of our Order throughont the Province.  'We are sure that in many Di-
visions something can be raised in the way of contributions, or by ap-
propriation of available funds, and that the aggregate result will be such
as to encourage a resumption of our Agency work. If cevery Division
will but give early attention to this matter, and if those Divisions that
have the means to be liberal will shew their readiness to Co-operate in
this work, according to their ability, we shall soon have this auxiliary
to our Cause egain in effective working. Your Committee would earn-
estly recommend that the Agency Committee be instructed to give their
immediate consideration fo the necessity of employing, at the carliest
period possible, one or more good Lecturers, in the confidence that the
result, ceven in a financial aspect, will at once be encouraging. Let
every member of our Order in the Province be led to feel that to sustain
the labours of our Agents and Lecturers is an imperative duty ; and that
if liberality is necessary, it is a liberality that will prove remunerative.

r 4, There is another question closely allied to the one just presented,
Viz. : the obligation of sustaining, and, if possible, rendering more effi-
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cient, our Organ, the Abstainer.  Your Committee have pleasure in re-
feording their gratification with the manner in which this Journal has
dheen conducted as an exponent of our principles, and regard it as the
gluty of the friends of our Cause more generally to support this useful
wrisdieal.  We anticipate that much greater suceess awaits its eareer.
Such, we believe, would at once be the ease were it to be made the organ
{ the various Temperancee budies in Nova Scotia; and if there were any
Foobability of its reeciving a considerably extended patronage, there
fould, in our judgement, be little risk in issuing a sheet double the pre-
fseut vize.  But we are by no means certain  that the present time is op-
yortune for such an experiment ; and we regard it as desirable to con-

On the question of Prohibiuon we Leliove we express the senti-
X ments of our entire Order when we say that our views aund cenvictions
are unchanged, and that nothing less than the entire removal of the
liquor traffic as being the great cause of mischief and ruin should be the
aim of Sons of Temperance. We would strungly re-affirm that prin-
¢iple of Prohibition as the only legitimate aud consistent one for Tem-
perance men,  Yet it may with all propriety be inquired—Io the Tem-
perance public of Nova Scotia evince the activity which they should, in
carrying out the measure of Prohibition which our Permissive Bill al-
k¥ lows? If we are not prepared to avail ourselves of the existing statute,
b we have very much to do before we are ready for the full Prohibitory
§ enactment.
4 6. Your Committec recommend Divisional public mectings to be
held oceasionally, so as to bring before the public prominently the prin-
ciples of Temperance.  Your Comumittee regard favourably the holding
of County Conventions of the various Temperance bodies, wherever
practicable, 50 as to secure unanimity of action in all that may tend to
advance the cause of sobriety.

7. Your Committec think that it would be attended with good re-
sults were the Clergymen aof the various churches favourable to Tem-
perance, respectfully requested to preach oceasionally on the subjeet.

8. With regard to further steps to be taken by this Grand Division
to secure an Incbriate Asylum for Nova Scotia, your Committee con-
cur in the recommendation of the G. W. P, tor the appointient of a
Committec to watch over this matter, and to take such steps as may be
necessary to obtain from the Legislature the prayer of our petition.

9. Some of the questions presented in the documents handed to us
have been dealt with by this Grand Division. The means for success-
ful efforts in our cause are within our reach, and we trust another year
will show a much greater spirit of zeal to exist among us than is now
apparent, From every county and township of our Province there
comes a loud call for hearty and united service against strong drink.
