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CANADIAN ACADEMY OF ARTS.

Nearly every week we have the plea
sure of announcing some measure or other
which points 1o our further nationalization
and self support.  To-day it is the crea-
tion of a Canadian Academy of Arts that
we have to place before our readers, and
perhaps no better proof of our capabilities
and progress could be adduced. While,
however, holding that native talent was
vipe for such an institation, it is only
right to say that the latter owes its initia-
tive main'y to the enlightened zeal of the
Governor-Genenal, supported by Her Royal
Highness both of whom have taken the live-
Hest interest in matters of Art ever sinee
theiv arrival in the Dominion. Withount
such high cucouragement it is probab’e that
a Canadian Academy of Arts wonld  not
have been estublished for many years to
come, and  this eircumstance should be
taken into account when we cast up the
many advautages of our present system of
Vice-Hegul Government.

The object of the Canadian Academy are
the enccuragement of design as applied
to Paintinz, Scalpture, Architecture, En-
graving and the Tndustrial Arts, anud the
promotion and support of education lead-
ing to the promotion of beautiful and ex-
cellent work in manufuctures. These ob-
Jjects will be attained by the institution of
a national gallery at Ottawa ; the holding
of exhibitions in the principal cities of the
Dominion,. and the “establishment of
schools of art and design. 1t is intended
that the society shall consist of not more
than - forty memters, of whom not more
than  ten: shall. be architects, thrée en-
gravers, and six designers.  Thereshall be
a number of assdeiates to the number of
not less than twepty, anml a number of
honorary membcrs, men who take an in
terest in art and the industrial progress of
the country.  The officers of the academy
shall in the first instanes be nominated by
the Governor-General, but subsequently
elected.” There shall be an annual exhi-
bition of paintings, seulptures, engravings
and designs, in which all artists of dis-
tinguished merits shall be permitted 10
exhibit their works. These exhibitions
ate to be held every year in a different ity
of the Dominion, but for the  present
Ottawa, Halifax, St. John, Quebec, To-
ronto and Montreal will be selected in the
order named. It needs no furthei words
to express our unqualified gratification at
this fine result, and we can only pledge
ourselves to do our best, within our
sphere, to promote the success of this na-
tional institution. a

OUR CAA'AD!AN WINTERS.
~ In canvassing the several elements that
are destined to exert more or less influence

on the destiny of this country, climate ia |

not the least interesting and deserves some
consideration, iuasmuch as much ignorance
prevails about it amongst outsiders. It is
especially important that intending immi-

‘grants should be made acquainted with

the true facts of the case. Fimt of all,
there is the remarkable fact, confirmed by
history, that the climate of Lower Canada
has not materially changed in the last two
hundred years. - Our. meteorological ob-

servatories register. pretty much the same |

figurea that were act down ' by

fomaries i Quebes n'the beginning of
the -seventeenth century, ‘as we find ro-

corded in that well of curious information,

Int

two remarkable propertiss—they are omi-
nently salubrious, owing to their dryness
and tho predominance of pure oxygen, aud
they are conducive to the fertility of the
soil, instead of being & check to the rame,
on account of the chemical and dynamic
qualities of the snow. Our harvests
pever—at least, hardly ever—suffor from
the late springs, but only from summer
‘droughts, and Canadn iy less subject to
these than more tropical regions. The
great drawback of our winters is the stop-
page of ‘navigation, but the inconvenience
of this iz now immensely Jessened through
railway transportation. - Qur winter roads
in the interior are better as a rule than
those of more southerly countries, because
they are harder and admit of more mpid
transit, so that the moving of -produc?
from the farm to the city market is not
really difficult, except in the rainy scason
of fnll and the thawing days of spring.
Altogether then there can be no obstacle
to immigmsion from the severity of our
climnte, while s0 far as Ountarie is con-
cerned that severity is reduced to a level
with the iwoderate temperature of the
Middle United States.

From another point of view, the condi-
tion of our winters is curious enough, as
severnl of our meteorologists avail them-
selves of the ‘advance of that seience to
make forceasts of the same.  Mr. Venpor
has won a wide reputation in that field,
and spite of ‘much friendly banter, per-
severes therein under the conviction,
whether mistaken or not, that he is
centributing to the sum of useful knmw-
lelge. We bave had frequent occasion
to refer to his vaticinations and would not
perhaps care to deal with them further to-
day, were it not that as this is the be-
ainning of a pretty sharp winter and as
Mr. Vennor has thought it to trace out its
programme almost to the finish, our readers
wight judge it worth their while to have
his “probabilitiea” under their eyes and to
sen for themsalves how far they are going
to be fulfilled. Mr. Vennor deema it pretty
certain that we shall have . to record at
loagt 1wo more terms-of severity during
the present winter, and it ix an interest-
ing problem to determive when cach of
these may be expectad to occur,  To de-
termine, if possible, this poiut, he has
carefully studied his chart= of onr winters
as far back as the winter 1360-1861, and
arrived at the following conclusions, viz:
—that the next marked severe term is
likely to accur between the 9th and Ihth
days of Jan,, or very close upon these
dates.  This will be severe and probably
equal if not exceed the Decomber cold
term.  The third “ dip,” which he thinks
will be the severeat of the three, is likely
to come upob us in proximity to the Sth
day of February and continue for three or
more days. Two other dips of minor im-
portance will probably be locatad towarda
the end of February and closo to the 17th
of March respectively. Between these
very cold periods there are likely to occur
two or wore very general thaws, probably
with rains.. ~ ; ‘

Now let us all watch carefully and seo
bow these prophecies will turn out.

‘1 have known all the famous nuthors of my
time~—Dickens, Bulwer, Thackeray, Carlyle,
Trollopé, Ouida, Miss Braddon.” The speaker
was & man of medium height, well built, witha
bright, animated expression, wearing a white
moustache and ehin  whiskers ; frank in- his
manners, wimple in his dress, entirely devoid of
the ostentation -usual in men who have risen
from xmall beginnings to commanding positions.
It wag Mr. J. B, Li?pincou, the great Phila-
delphia_publisker. . We were sitting in his pri.
vato office, in the centre of his mammoth es-
tublishinent—he alone, as the head of the firm,
enjoying the distinetion of an inclosed apart-
ment.  Two chairs, u sofa and a desk comprise
the office furniture of » man whose note for any
umount would be gladly discounted by any
bank in the country,

DICKENSE AND THACKELERAY.

** How did you like Dickens personadly 1

¢ Dickens was naturally a good-hearted, jolly,
pleasant fellow. But his early and brilliant
suceess turmed his head,” Like Napoleon, he was
intoxicated by his own glory.  To use a horsey
expre-sion, he * felt his oats’ a little too much.
He was a good deal of u fop and a little of «
suob in his dress and manners. Tt wag pert, if
uot impertinent for Dickens, & voung man of
thirty, to call Washington lrving, an old man
of sixty, and the most famous living writer,
* My dear lrving.' But his snoblery wnd fop-
pery were forgotien in the presence of  the man
Bimeelf, he wan #o hearty, Iresh and jovial.”

““ But his novels still sell well.”

** Oh, yes; they sell, but a reaction in favor
of Thackeray has set in. Thackeray won his
way slowly to recognition, and he was all the
Wetter for it, He war thirty-seven when he
wrate * Vanity Fair,” the novel which estab-
fished his reputation.  After that his course
was right anward,  Thackeray was less offusive
than Dickens, but he was more genunine.  He
dehightful ata private dinner, but not s
ready as Dickens as a public speaker. The
lntter was particularly bappy upon soch acca-
sizns, Onee, at 2 meeting of the Authers' Fund
Soctety, Tom 1_'am)»b«il, the Chairman, could
not preside, and Dickens was called upon, at a
mement’s notice, to take his place.
