RBefore any intelligent citizen sanctions by his
vote the proposal to run cars on Sunday, he should
insist on two conditions—an adequate provision for the
protection of the employees against overwork, and a
substantial money payment from the corporation bearing
some proportion to the estimated value of the additional
traftic.
