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Ottawa, Jan. 17.—Canada is to have 
standard flour and standard bread.
The date .on which the new order will 
go Into effect has not yet been fixed, 
but Hon. W. J. Hanna, food controller, 
definitely announced tonight that a 
date would soon be named after which , 
Canadian mills will not be permitted ' 
to use more than 2(5 pounds of soring 
wheat or more than 276 pounds of 
winter wheat to produce 196 pounds 
of flour. This will give standard grades 
of spring wheat and winter wheat flour 
for all Canada, and no mill will be 
allowed to manufacture flour of a 
lower extraction than the standard. By 
making available a larger part of the 
Wheat berry for human consumption • 
and by stopping the manufacture of 
patent flour a considerable saving of 
wheat for export to the allied nations 
wdll be effected. Moreover, a uniform 
extraction will be established which' 
may be increased if considered ad­
visable. -#

The food controller is also making 
arrangements for a standard loaf oi 
bread from the standard flour. He has 
written to millers, wholesale flour 
dealers, wholesale grocers, retail flour 
dealers and retail grocers, emphaslz- ■ 
ing the necessity for discouraging ™ 
hoarding of flour. It is pointed out 
(that the new regulations will not les­
sen the quantity available for con­
sumption in the Dominion.

Millers are asked not to sell more 
than the usual quantities of flour to 
bakers and wholesale dealers, and to 
advise their customers not to stock 
heavily with regular grades of flopr. 
Wholesale dealers are asked not to 
allow retail dealers to stdSk heavily 
with regular grades of flour, and re­
tail dealers are asked not to sell more 
than one week's supply of flour to 
families, except In cases where it is 
Impossible for the customer to secure 
supplies weekly. Millers are also re­
quested not to require dealers to take 
certain quantities of flour when pur­
chasing other products of the mill.

Mr. Hanna states that it should be 
distinctly understood that millers, 
wholesalers and retailers who do not 
accede to these requests will be 
promptly dealt with and the shipment 
of flour by or to these pegse«s will 
be prohibited.

to Provincial Forester Speaks Be­

fore Insurance 
Institute.

That the chief thing the prleoners 
of war had to contend with was the 
deadly monotony, was the statement 
made last night by Major Kirkpatrick 
at the reception In the Foresters’ Hall 
given by the Overseas Club to the re­
turned prisoners of war. He gave an 
interesting description of his experi­
ences, and said that It was only the 
things, trivial In themselves, but to 
the highly-strung minds of the pri­
soners extremely funny, that prevent­
ed them all from going mad. 
told of several funny attempts on t 
part of the prisoners to escape, 
of the officers making the attempt dl 
gulsed as a washerwoman. One start­
ling fact he brought to their attention 
and that was that tuberculosis was 
more prevalent among the French, 
Russians and Belgtansthan among the 
British, and he attributed this to the 
fact that the better food was sent to 
the British.

Lieut. Harvey Douglas, another re­
turned prisoner of war. paid a great 
tribute to the work of the Overseas 
tilub, and stated that if it had not 
been fdr the food sent them by the 
club and the many friends they must 
have starved, as all the stories that 
had been told about the German pri­
son camps were, he was sorry' to say, 
true. *

Sir Edmund Walker, C. V. O., who 
was in the chair, gave an outline *of 
the work done by the Overseas Club 
and what it was Intended to do in 
the future, and thanked all the women 
who had helped in the good work of 
the club as well as all the offlcei\. 
A musical program was rendered by 
Frank Oldfield and Mrs. Raymond: 
and Lieut.-Col. Cecil Williams, secre­
tary of the Navy League of Canada, 
and Principal Hutton, ’ of the Prison­
ers of War Society, gave short ad­
dresses.
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Speaking last evening in the board 
^ trade dining room, on the occasion 
of the January meeting of the Insur­
ance Institute of Toronto, E. J. ZaVitz, 
provincial forester for Ontario, gave 
an interesting talk on forest fire pro­
tection In the Province of Ontario. 
Working under the- new act of the last 
legislature, known as the Forest Fire 
Protection Act, he said the province 
was divided into 34 districts, each of 
which was in charge of a chief ranger. 
For inspection purposes the province 

now divided into three divisions.
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“We have now about 1060 rangers, or 
patrol men,” said the speaker, “who 
are scattered thruout northern On­
tario. In addition to these patrol men 
we. have the detective method which 
has now been instituted. This con­
sists of the erection of lookout towers, 
which are connected by telephone to 
central parts of communication, and 
in addition to these we have equipped 
boats on the navigable waters with 
fire-fighting equipment.” Mr. Zavitz 
stated that there were 5000 miles of 
railway passing thru this forest re­
gion, and methods of railway patrols 
had been developed by the use of 
“speeders” and gasoline motor cars 
which travel on the rails.

Other methods which had been 
adopted and which had proved effi­
cient in combatting these fires, he 
stated, were publicity methods by fire 
signs, and Circulars, which had been 
circula ted to educate -the public.

Forest Wealth.
Another precaution, he pointed out, 

was the Issuing of permits thruout 
the new settlements of - the province to 
bum “slash.” The forest region com­
posed about one hundred million 
acres, and the forest wealth being 
protected was estimated at about five 
hundred millton dollars. During the 
past season there were 1091 fires, of 
which number 66 per cent, were un­
der five ajys, which showed in a 
marked manner the success that had 
attended this undertaking. The var­
ious causes of these were given as 
follows: Settlers, 91; camp fires, 98; 
railway, 541; lightning, 28; Indians, 
54; logging operations, 46; miscel­
laneous, 40, and unknown, 194. An­
other method that had, been intro­
duced was the introduction of five 
motor trucks in the clay belt coun­
try, where the roads were passable. 
These were used for carrying fire 
equipment, and issuing permits to 
settles, as well as tor inspection work. 
~ fÇhe leoture was illustrated by mov­
ing pictures, which showed the look­
out towers, the various methods of 
transportation, and! also the meth­
ods used in fighting the fires.

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Fire Department Hands
Down Estimates for Year

icon-
The estimates of the fire depart­

ment, handed in to City Treasurer 
Bradshaw yesterday, are the -first to be 
made public. They call for a total 
expenditure during the coming year 
of $698,860, exclusive of charges for 
water, which in 1917 amounted to 
$734,209.

No salary increases are included, 
but there is an item of $29,400 for a 
combined hose, chemical and pumper 
motor truck, and another of $17,000 
for an aerial hook and ladder truck. 
Other new equipment required totals
$28,153.

Other items are: High pressure Are 
protection debit charge, $24,278; an­
nual grant to firemen’s benefit fund 
$8,750; uniforms, $21,210; supplies arid 
repairs, $33,824; water supply for fire 
halls, $2,200; gasoline, etc., $3,633; 
fuel for fire halls, $13,000; high presl 
sure fire protection ’’system mainten­

of citizenship, but it was declared 
that a referendum appeared to be 
impracticable. The qentral powers 
think that a vote on a wide basis 
taken from the electors and supple­
mented by a representative body would 
suffice.

Desiring to reach an understanding 
with Russia, the statement continues, 
the central powers made the forego­
ing far-reaching proposals, which re­
present the most extreme limits with­
in which they still hope to reach a 
peaceful understanding.

JZVThe Austrians and Germans, 
jthe statement, do not intend to com­
pel the territories in dispute to accept 
this or that form of state, but they 
reserve for themselves and the peoples 
of the occupied territories a free 
hand for the conclusion of treaties of 
every kind.

Withdrawal of the Austrian and 
German troops from the occupied 
territories, while the war lasts, is im­
possible, the statement says.

If military conditions permit, the 
central powers may endeavor to re­
duce the size of the occupying forcée 
to such numbers as are necessary to 
maintain order and meet technical 
requirements of the country. The 
setting up of a national gendarmerie 
may be striven for.

Regarding the return to their homes 
of civilians who have been removed, 
the statement says this question may 
be examined in a benevolent spirit 
from time to time, but that it could 
be entrusted to a special commission, 
as it is not an issue of outstanding 
Importance politically.

The statement says further: “If 
one takes the Russian republic’s po­
sition that the Russian republic has 
rights and duties in regard to' terri­
tories occupied toy the central powers 
during the time of the Russian im­
perial regime, then the extent of the 
territory, the political provisions for 
exercise of the right of self-determin­
ation, the transitory regime and the 
form of expression of the people’s 
will are the four points on which to 
endeavor to reach an adjustment.”

: ATTEMPT TQ DESTR0Ï1 Editor World: Recently I was at an 
Important gathering of financiers in the 
City of Toronto when an authority stated 
that the mother country was indebted o 
Canada for a very large sum indeed in 
connection with the war. He also point­
ed out that a. considerable portion of 
this was being expended by Canada to 
purchase in fits United States.

Furthermore, he showed that the peo­
ple of Canada were enjoying a very great 
prosperity which was the cause of high 
prices in this country.

Considering where it came from this 
information cannot be gainsaid, 
well know that we are living in the 
midst Of plenty, and, with good times 
added, our condition must be a marked 
contrast to that of the rationed inhabi­
tant of the British Isles, who is bearing 
the financial burden of half a world.

In the brochure Issued by the military 
service council it is stated “the huge 
war burdens of Britain, and the Immense 
obligations assumed for the allies have 
strained her financial resources; and in 
proportion, therefore, as we can afford 
relief, we will render service secondary 
in importance only to reinforcement of 
the army.’’

In view of this would it not therefore 
be eminently proper for us, when oppor­
tunity presents itself, to make it a little 
easier for the hard-driven taxpayer of the 
motherland, especially if we can do so 
In a definite “help win-the-war” 
tion?

Such an opportunity presents itself in 
the matter of the gift of airplanes. The 
British Government (namely, the British 
taxpayer) is spending scores of millions 
annually in Canada on the manufacture 
of airplanes and the training of men for 
tho air service. Canada furnishes the 
money for these ’planes, but charges it 
as a debt against the British Govern­
ment, otherwise being at no expense 
Whatever In connection with the air ser­
vices.

If It Is not a duty it might well be a 
pleasure for us in Canada to avail our­
selves of the privilege offered by the 
British authorities in their willingness tb 
accept gifts of airplanes. They place on 
them a name that the donor may desire 
and put In them » presentation plate 
stating who the donor Is, and finally 
at tile sole expense of the British Gov­
ernment, the ’plane is replaced with Its 
name and plate so often as it may be 
damaged or destroyed, thus ensuring a 
pormanont connection between the donor 
and the flying service.

Sir Robert Falconer Speaks to Men at 
Exhibition Camp.

Sir Robert Falconer, president of the 
University of Toronto., addressed 700 
active-service troops at a meeting held 
at the military quarters of the Y. M.

The digestibility of a given article of 
xood Is not to be considered when select- 
*n* * bill of fare. It Is true that certain 
foods or relishes leave the stomach In a 
shorter time than other foods. In the 
simple oid times this fact was misap­
plied, the doctors assuming that the 
stomach was the big noise in the physi­
ology of digestion. We are beginning to 
know a few things about physiology to­
day, and most of the older dietetics has 
been wiped out. The dieting that patients 
delighted to undergo a generation ago 
was, perhaps, good for them in a way; 
they didn't overeat while they dieted. 
But It was otherwise mostly harmful. It 
would be harmful now; in fact. It Is doing 
a great deal of .harm to near-invallds to­
day. It is a mistake to exclude this and 
that article from the diet on the plea 
that It Is difficult to digest, or because it 
Is supposed to contain too much starch 
and favor fermentation, gas-production 
and all that. rot.

It doesn’t matter much whether the 
food Is fried, hashed or fricasseed, so 
long as It Is attractive. The time It 
leaves the stomach Is equally unimpor­
tant, so long as the food is well, masti­
cated. -All the wholesome things listed 
in our correspondent's query should be 
included In a normal ration. Indeed a 
wholesome menu must Include ample 
proportions of undlgestlble or difficultly 
digestible articles, to give the alimentary 
tube proper exercise and keep it In 
working order.
