1t is almost certain that ¢he Lucerne was
the victim of th disaster mear Bacalleu.
A message from the agent to the owners
this evening says: ‘‘Unidentified wreckage
the same as Lucerne’s fittings found a¢
Lead Cove.! »

The Lucerne’s loss involves thirty lives—
twenty-three of her own crew and seven
others, shipwrecked seamen and passengers,
The supposition is that she either burst
her bollers or went to pleces or struck the
cliffs and foundered, The only fact be-
yond dispute is that a steamer and crew
have perished. As all the L’xcerne's crew
resided here, the disaster has appalled the
whole commumity, being the worst known
since the Greenland disaster three year
ago. It is now feared that another wreck
has occurred, in ¢his case a salling vessel,
as a spar belonging to a three-masted
schooner drifted ashore at Blackhead this
evening,- with other wreckage, which counld
not have belonged to the Lucerme, This
adds to the depression, because {.e vessel
may be a local fish-carrying craft, whose
loss has involved the lives of another eight
or ten residents of St. Johm's.

RETURNING OFFIGER FOOLED.

Report of the West Eilgin Election
Investigation Commission
Exonerates Him.

The report of the West Elgin election in-
vestigation commissioners 15 made public
by the Onutario Government, It declares
that the returning officer was imposed upon
by persons who wrongfully got appoint-
ments as deputy returning officers.

NATIONAL FTELEGRAPHS AND
i CABLES.
" The proposal to natiomalize the telegraph
systems of thé Dominion is meeting wth
great favor thruout the country. It 18
clearly »d. that the ‘telegraph comes
within the scope of the Postoffice Depart-
ment, and that the Government should
monopolize the delivery of all letters, whe-
ther they are sent by telegraph or mail. We
pelieve the country is prepared to sanotion
the porchase by the Government of the
telegraph - ines of the country. Under
Govérnment operation itelegtaph charges
could be reduced by 50 per cent., and the
service would still be self-supporting. The
elimination of compétition, the use of Gov-
erninent buildings aiready erected, and
other economies rendered possible by the

0 transfer of the service to the Government

would justify such & reduction at omce.
It‘looks now as {f the nationaligation of
the telegraph systems of Canada is within
sight. 'In the same connection it is pleas-
ing to notice the efforts of the British Em.
pire League in Canada in the vationaliza-
tion of the cable systems of the Empire.
Sir Sandford Fleming, who is an authority
on c¢ables, says that the tolls on cable-
grams ouglhit to be reduced to about nae-
eighth of pregent rates. This, he Bays,
weuld be possible under Imperial owner-
ship. Not only will the Canalan Govern-
ment be compelled,. thru the force of pub-
lice opinlon, to assume contro! of the tele-
graphs of the country, but the Empire gs
a whole will find it necessary to take
charge of all the cables binding the differ-
ent parts of the Empire together. State-
owned telegraphs are no novelty in Europe,
As a matter of fact, private ownership of
telegraph lines is the exception in every
part of the world, except Nonth Amerien.
National owmership of telegraphs and ca-
bles within ¢the BEwmpire is bound to come.
It cannot be delayed much longer.

THE ST. LAWRENCE ROUTE TO BE
TESTED. 4
If i 18 economically possible to estab-
lish a direct service between the ports on
the Great Lakes and Euvope vis the im-
proved Welland Canal, we shall soon bhe
aware of the fact. If the St. Lawrence
foute has genuine merits, they will soon be
found out by the enterprising business men
of the lake ecitles. Chicago Is extremely
auxious to become a seaport.’ To have
ocean-going vessels land at its docks, is a
dream which it has beea Indulging In for
years. We may rest assured that the peo-
pl¢ of Chicago will give the St. Lawrence
route a fair trial, and, if it is found ¢o
be satisfactory, we will no doubt bé met
with some proposition looking towards the
enlnrge}ment of the canals to 30 feet. Mr.
Carnegle proposes to use the Canadlan wat-
erway for shipping steel from Conneaut, on
Lake 'Brie, to Europe, = He has already
sade several shipments by that route, We
are now informed that a company has
been formed to establish a direct service
between Chicago and Great Britain via the
8t. Lawrence. The company is known as
the Northwestern Steamship Company. It
has four steamers now under construction,
and the first voyage to Europe wil be
made in the coming April. It 1s said the
anmiount of freight already offered the new
line, from Chicago alone, exceeds its ca-
pacity by many times. Fourteen feet of
water in the canals can accommodate ves-
sels of 3000 tons capacity. There is 2
largé class of freight which is expensive
to tranship from lake to ocean vessels,
There ought to be a big business for a
direct lne in freight of this nature, at
least, to say nothing of other classes of
merchandise. It is to be hoped there will
be no complaint of obstructions this year
in the St. Lawrence route, A pressing duty
rests with the Government to see that no
part of the system has less than fourteen
feet of navigable water. It was claimed
last season that it was Impossible for a
vessel drawing fourteen feet to reach tide-
water from the lakes. The doubt that
exists as to the actual capacity of the sys-
tem ought to be cleared up at once: 1If
there are any shallow places, the Govern-
mvent should have dredges at work decpen-
ing them at the very earliest opportunity.
We must not allow our fourteen-foot sys-
tem to be queered for another season.

P?!OTEC'I‘IOE' AND PREFERENTIAL
TRADE. ?

The time Is ripe for the adoption of
mutual preferential trade wikhin the Em-
pire. The people of Great Britain have
bad their eyes opened lately to the disas-
trous results of the British free trade po-
licy. The manufacturers of that country
perceive that without a tariff- they are
perfectly helpless. in fighting thelr foreign
competitors, The indications are that
some measure of protection will be adopted
by Great Britalm within the near future.
In a speech the other day, the president
of the Glasgow Chamber of Commerce de-
clared that Great Britain bad lost her pre.
eminence among the nations of the world
in export trade. The arguments against
free trade® supplied by the latest figures
he declared to be irrefutable. ‘“‘Are we to
sacrifice ourselves -apy longer,” said be,
“for the benefit of foreigners who will
never reciprocate?”’  fhe British seem at
last to be getting hold of the right end
of the etick.

THE CITY AND THE GAS COMPANY.

duction 1s the outcothe of several years of
scrapping. We- agree with Dr. Larratt
Smith that it i contrary to the {nterests
of both the consumers and the eompany
that the existing state of affairs between
the compapy and the corporation should
continve, We are sorry, however, that a
present reductiom of the price of gas will
not end the troyble, It would only be a
temporary settiement of it. Nothing but
a clear-cut understandiog as to what ere
the rights of the consumers and the com-
pany respectively can elimindte the frie-
tibn. It is possible to secure such an ub-
derstanding lo two ways: One thru a de-
clsion of the courts, the other-by legisla-
tive enactment, We direct Prestdent
Smith's attention to this aspect of the
case. How does he propose to prevent an-
other fight between the cky and the com-
pany within the course of, say, five yours?
Because even if his company reduced the
price of gas to 80 or 75 cents this year,
thera would be another demand before
long for a further reduction, The city bas
| adopted the best couree ¢o'reach g settie-
ment -of the dispute, In the course of a
few months, we ought to pave a decision
trom the courts defining our rights.” No
temporary reduction should Induce us to
abandon the action we have taken against
the company, which Is due to reach the
court ¢his month, The City €ouncll will
not be justified In even discussing the
company’s proposal unless the latter Is
made to include some permanent settle-
ment of the issue. The Consumers’ Gas
Company is a partnership between the
shareholders and consumers. The defect
in the deed of 'partnership, or statute of
1887, is that the shareholders are given
all the authority for carrylng out the
‘terms of partnership. If the company will
agree to gdmit the consumers into active
partnership, giving them their just represen-
tation In the conduct and malntenance of the-
company’s affairs, m compromise may be

discussed. A ‘mere reduction in the price
of gas by itself cannot, of course, be en-

tertained,

KILLING DEER IN THE WATER.

BRESHREnS
While the game laws of Ontario are un-
dergoing their annual amendment the Leg-
ilatvre should put an end to the practice
of killing deer in the water. It I8 not eport
to be paddled up to a deer that has ben
pounded into water and to kill the poor
prute with & rifle, club or butcher-kmife.
It may gratify our Anglo-Saxon jove of kiil-
ing, but the most abundant charity Can-
not regard it as sport, Last year the
express companles carried 2032 carcases of
deer. There were 3559 deer-hunting licenscs
issued, and 2065 settlets took out permi's
to hunt deer. Incomplete returns publishad
fa the Game Commission’s report show
that there were 5000 deer hunters in the
woods during the fifteen days’ open season.
A rough estimate, made on the assump-
tion that the !laws were generally regarded
places the number of deer killed at 8500,
Lut there are many who hold that a round
ten thousand would be nearer the actual
number. /

'fhe figures are sufficiently alarming to
warrant some radical change in the law
to prevent depletion. The prohigition of
hounding has been suggested. That would
be rétallation for the sectlers, who feel
that the laws have been changed from time
to time for the benefit of eity sports. The
average hunter from the city, whose fect
ewtagle in fallen limbs, and who cannpt
sce & deer till It jumps, would stand a
poor chance of killing one in fifteen days,
or even fifteen weeks, still hunting.  Taere
Is a special clause in the game law ap-
plicable to the Indian Peninsula of Bruve
County, makiog it illegal to kill deer In the
water or immedlitely after ¢hey have land-
ed. This law should be made applicable
to the entire province. Much can be said
it favor of genuine sport, but butchery
stiould not he encouraged as a pastime.

PREMIER ROSS SENDS HIS REGRETS.

All Officers Re-elected With Two
Slight Changes—Interesting
Resolutions Carried.

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—(Special.)—The annual

meeting of the British Empire League, in
Canada, took place at 10.30 o'clock this
morning in the Railway Committee room
of the House of Commons. The president,
Lieut.sCol. George T. Denlson, occupied
¢the chair ,and there was a good attend-

Mr. R. L. Borden occupled the seat to
the -president’s 'left.

Before the business was taken up, Hon.
R. R. Dobell moved a resolution placing
on record the association’s deep grief at
the death of Queen Victoria and loyalty
to King Edward VII. This was seconded
by Dr. Peter Macdonald,the Deputy Speak-
er, and adopted.

Col. Denison read a letter of regret from
Premier Ross, in which it was stated:
“The largest question which is likely to
be very soon within the arena of Imperial
polities is preferentiai trade within the
Empire. In my opinion the time is near
at hand for extending the area of prefer-
ential trade, and including within fits scope
the whole Empire. Our ¢rade with the
other colonies is growing steadily. We are
already in a position to supply many of
them with the class of goods which they
now - purchase from} foreign countries. If
all the colonies would ent<? into a federation
for trade with each other and with the
United Kingdom as against the world, they
would be brought more closely together
commerclally and politicaily, - and if this
were followed up by preferential trade on
the part of the United Kingdom with the
colonies, as against the worid, our hold of

the British markets Would be strengthened,
and a great impetus would be given to all
our industries.”

Mr. Ross was not prepared to endorse
the placing of 2 spfall tariff on imports
by the colonies, as a pucleus for Imperial
defence, as he had not given ¢his phase of
preferential trade sufficlent consideration.

Kir Hibbert Tupper moved a resolution
“That this British Empire League is in
favor of an Imperial Consultative Council,
and suggests that a conference be cailed
in London at an early date to take up and
discuss the questions of Imperial defence,
Imperial preferential trade, Imperial eca-
bles, uniform insolvency law, and such
other subjects as may De agreed upon.”

Dr. B, Russell seconded it, and it was
unanimously adopted.

The officers were then re-elected, with
the exceptiond that Lieutenant-Gogernor
Jones was elected Vice-President for Nova
Scotia in place of Hon. M. B. Daly, and
Sir Henrli Joly de Lotbiniere for British
Columbia in place of Hon. T. R. Mcinnes.

The prohibition deputation which waited
on the Government nearly filled the large
reception room at the Parliament Build-
ings yesterday. 1t Was received by Pre-
mier Ross, Messrs, Gibson, Harcoart, Da-
vis, Latchford amd Stratton. It included
representatives of all the temperance socl-
etics, about a dozen officers of the Wo-
men’s Christian Temperance Union and a !
number of ministers of various denomina-

tions.
Mr. J. J. Macharen, K.C., introduced the

deputation, which, he said, represented a
very large convention of temperamce peo-
ple, held in this city some months ago.
Rev. W. A. MacKay, D.D., of Woodstock,
president - of the Ontario - branch, said:
The alliance imcludes the 1.0.G.T.,, R.T.
of T., WCTU, Canadian Temperance !
League, and most of the churches are re-
presented in it by regularly appointed dele-
gates, which inciudes among most hon-
ored officials youw yourself, SMr. Premier.
Our aim is the abolition of the liguor
traffic. We are aware that it is 4, matter
of dispute how far the province .myay g9,
But we have the opinion of the HOn. Da-
vid Mille that the province cam prohibit
absolutely. What we ask Is the largest
measare of prohibition in your power.
Sir Oliver Mowat's pledge has not been
forgottem, and we were assumed by your
predecessor that this was a t¢emperance
Government, which would continue to ad-

Would Be Frank.
They appeared with considerable confl-

dence, and were pleased and delighted to
appear before & Government which had at

s head a life-long champion of the cause
they advocated. They appeared before the
most prominent and ablest champion of the
prohibition cause. While being respectful,
they would be frank and honest. If they
were to believe the newspapers, as news-
papers sometimes speak’ the trath there
were reasons for forebodings and misgiv-
fngs.

But, if the
liguor men can combine, the religious, the
moral, the Christian forces of Ontario can
combine too, and when the Jliquor force
come into comtact with other bodies,
the alilance will not fear result in this
province,

Saw Danger Ahead.

He recalled  the
plebiscite vote taken by the Provineial
Government, which gave a male majority
of 74,732, out of 285,581, and quoted Sir
Cliver Mowat’s pledges.

The closing
honr had been fixed at 1 o'clock, Imsgead
of open as long as you like, and that was
practically the sum total. There were
other alterations. A 300 feet distance to
churches and schools, but the method of
measurement made that of Httle value.

What is Our Duty?

Premier Ross answered sharply: ‘There
has only been & mere change of Premiers
there.” Before Dr. MacKay could reply,
the Premier proceeded: *‘But there is a
great deal a Government must do, no mat-
ter what the outcomd. What Is our duty?
That is the great question. How far does
our'power allow us to go? We don’t know.
Lawyers have read the Privy Conncil’s de-
cision one way, and others another. We
don’t see cléarly what to do. Our prede:
cessors had grave doubts, which we share
Tho Manitoba and Prince Bdward Island
had passed such laws, the Attorney-Gen-
eral of Manitoba was asking the courts to
decide elevem questions respecting the
Manitoba enactment.

THE DEMAND FOR IRON AND STEEL
wad Slwirn ivnt vumumu
Prices Will Do Toward Oaptur-
ing Foreign 'l’rlle:

Washington, Feb. 18.—The general survey
of foreign trade, Introductory to the yol-
ume on “Commercial Relations With the
United States,” which formed the subject
of speclal letters from the Presidént and
Secretary of States to Congress, bas just
been published by Frederick Bmory,  the
head of the Burean of Foreign Commerce
and compiler of this matter in the shape
of & special of the “Advance of the Con-
sular Reports.” It says our foreign trade
to:day, as compared with that of recent:
yesrs, shows a gain remar kable because It
has been achiéved with but lttle effort,
for it is set forth that the appearance of
the United States, as, perhaps, the most
formidable of all competitors in the fight
for trade supremacy,. ls as astonishing to
ourselves as to our foreign opponents, The
question for the future, says the publica-
tion, is whether we can hold the pos tion
we seem about to gain by means Of econ-
omy of production, greater labor efficieney
and cheap raw materials, or whether _we
shail have to arm ourselves with weapons
especially fashioned for controlling foreign
trade, such as more scientific export meth-
ods, -better facilities for banking and
transportation, more liberal credits, and
manufacturing for particular markets with
intelligent regard to efimatic and race re-
quirements,

The Figures.

According to United States Treasury re-
turns, the Amports of this country for last
year, in round numbers, amountodl to $830,-
000,000, and the exports to $1,478,000,000,
an ‘inerease of over $30,000,000 in the Im-
port trade, as compared with the preceding
year, and of $202,480.000 Jr exports. Of
the exports, the percentage of manufactur-
ed goods rose to a very considerable ex-
tent,' aind our industrial growth continued
last year at a rapid pace, enabling us to
take less finished goods from other eoun-
tries and to furnish more. The relnilve
cheapness of American products has given
mcrp pre-eminence, it is shown, and the
remarkable growth of the foreign demand
for our iron and steel is cited as a strik-
ing instance of what undercutting in prices
will do. i )

The entrance of the South into the tirade
of the Orlent is spoken of as a novel fea-
ture of our expansion. ‘The acquisition
of the Hawaiian and the Pbilippine Islands,
it Is declared® has converted our Pacific
slope from a mere outpost of trade into a
hive of commerce, while Caba and Puerto
Rico offer the Southern States convenient
stepping-stones to Latin American trade.

The great geographical divisions are tak-
en up in alphabetical order, and nowhere

do the United States appear todisadvantage
in foreign trade.
