The French night official communi-
cation says:

“On the Somme front our battsries
Ehelled German works north and south
of the river. There was no infantry
actlvity in the course of the day. An
intermittent cannonade took place on
the remainder of the front.

“Our aviators had numerous en-
counters with the enemy. Two enemy

en were brought down inside his
lines, one in the region of Deniecourt
&nd the other near Berny.”

The French afternoon announcement
follows:

“North of the Somme, in addition to
the important captures of material
mentioned yesterday, we took six field
guns in the wood which onur troops car-
ried yesterday between Maurepas and
Guillemont.

“During the night there was violent
artlllery actions on the Somme front.”
