Tug evidence in favour of a system of poor lnws for
Treland thickens.  The Irish press teoms with pull-
eations tending to awaken the publie mind to the ne-
cessity of legislative relief for the poorand unemploy~
ed, The apathy manifested towards this question by
some, and the resistance to it, for ulterior ohjects, dis-
played by others, are calculated to produce a convul-
sion which all good and wise men must deplore,—
The cousequence of postponing it indefinitely is no
longer a matter of speculation.  1f the pror of Ireland
be not speedily relieved, the wild project for repealing
the Union will gain so many adherents amongst 1
classes of the Trish, that Ireland nust be releas nm
her comection widh this ¢ and will be
driven to the lamentable alternative of preservivg her
by the ruinous and expensive machinery of a military
depatism.  The laws have already lost theirinfluence.
There no longer remains to the English government
in Ireland the agency of moral power: by degrees the
attachment and confidence of the people have fullen
off; and in the same proportion is ll)(.-m(*l:nti\'u com-
pelled to assert and authenticate its authority through
all the invidious chunvels of local prosecutions, mid-
night preventive forces, police tations, and fero-
cious examples of the strong hand.

The best way to induce the ublic mind to take an

active interest iu this momentous ydestion, is to dil-
fuse abroad the knowledge of facts, and to supp
by practieal information those vague wnd illusery the-
wries that have of late tiken possession of the unrea-
soning and uninstrueted multitude.  The volume be.
fore us is eminently ealeulated to achieve this object.
It takes rank next to Mr, Sadler’s boek en Ircland,
on the grounds of actual utility and extensive res carch.
Mr. Bryan has explored the history and statistie, of
almost every civilized country in secki ufter ilius-
trations of his arguments, and models for the forma-
tion of a system of social ecconomy adapted to the ne-
cessities of the Trish. The great labour hestowed
upon the work is not less remarkable than the sound-
ness of its views, the comprehensiveness of the topics

which they are treated.
s we are more anxious to extract from a volume
like this than to occupy any space with our own
opiniong, which we lave already taken so many occa-
sions to enunciate, we shall avail ouwrselves nl: such
passages as, room permitting, appear to bear d.lrv}'t‘.y
on the great point at issue.  Of the many descriptions
we have had of Ircland—from Spenser to Bicheno—
we do nos remember any one so impressive and con-
plete, in so short a compass, as the subjoined.

his property.  To both these oljects, very clearly
lefined and ably examined, Mr. Bryan divects the
whole foree of hix arguments.  In the abscnce of a
whelezone cheek dike the poor-rate, the lind-owners
create the misery with impanity, emd through the job-
bing of the grand juvies they profit by it.

Amongst the cutions and useful s of this woik,
we recommenid to especial consideration the chapter
on pepulation, which assumes and proves the same
profound doctr i wtest work that ever
advocated the 1 peor to live like all other
human beings.  The lattor purt of the volume, in
which the municipal organization and poor laws of
other countrics are traced, deserves the attentive eon-
sideration of the logislature. In colleeting his ma-

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Tur SuN.—The most beautiful olject which the
heavens present.to our view is the sun; the medinm
of light and avimation to this lower world,  This glo-
ricus luminary is placed noarly in the centre of the
orbits of all the plannets, which revolve around him
in different periods and at didferent distances,

It was for ages the opinion of astronomers, that the
sun was a mass of fire; and this opinion seems very
plausible, as he difiuses light and heat throughout the

whole planctary system.  But since the invention of

the telescope, durk <pots have heen frequently obsery
od upon his dise.  These spots are of various mauni-
tutles; some, it is computed, being Targe enough to
cover the continents of Asia and Afvien; others, the
whole surfuce of the carth ; and others, even five times

number, also, is, to appearance,

its surface. Their
perpetaally changing: sometimes many are visible,
sometimes very few, and sometimes none at all 5 foras
the sun revolves on its axis, the spots are carried round
from cast to west, and the same phase is presented
ouly once in tweaty-five days, fourteen hours, and
et minutes, the time in which he perfoims a com-
plete revolution,

Dr. Hewsehel remarked that th
sun are mountains upon its surface,  He says, that in
August, 1792, he examined the sun with tolescopes
of several powers, from ninety to five hundred, and it
evidently appeared that the duk spots are the opague
ground, or body of the sun; and that the lumirous
part is an atmosphere, which, heh r interrupted or

oken, gives us a view of the sun itsell,  Henee he
concludes that the sun has a very extensive atmose
phere, which consists of elastie fluids that are more or
lucid and transpavent 5 and of which the lucid
enes furnish us with light and heat. Tt appears, from
these observations, that the body of the sunis opaque,
like cur carth and the plancts.  And this opinien
seems much more rational than the former, which sup-
posed this luminary to be pure fire.  For, on the sup-
Lm,\itiun that the sun is a hody of fire, it must, of course,

ave been iz its light and Loat ever sinee its
wion; and would, in process of time, beeome ex-
tinet; or, at least, useless, 1s to the purposes for which
it was ereated.  But, if we suppose the ody of the
sun to be opaque, and censequently solid, we discover
in it the principles of duration,

The dimensions of this globe of lizht are truly as-
tonishing. Its diameter is 883,243 -miles, which is
nearly twice the diameter of the moox’s orbit, = And
us sphieres are to each other s the cubes of their di-
ameters, the sun is 1,854,472 times greater than our
carth; and nearly six hundred times larger than all
the planets put together.

The mean disiance of the sun from the earth is com-
puted to be about 95,000,600 miles.  The dinmeter
of the carth’s orbit is, therefore, upwiards of 190,000,
000 ; and, as the diameter of a cirele is to the eireum-
ference nearly in the preportion of 7 to 22, the earth’s
orbit is abeut 600,660,000 miles in circumforence.

This mighty round is travelled by the earth and all
its inhubitants in 865 days, 6 hours, 9 winutes, and 12
seeends, at the mean rate of 68,000 miles an hour.
