Western Steamboats.—A travelling 
pondent of one of the Rochester papers writes :

The steamboats used on these rivers are all built 
upon tlie high pressure system. There are no low 
pressure steamers on the river. The chief reason 
is that they arc too expensive. The steamers in 
use cost from $10,000 to $50,000 each. They are 
not built to last, nor are they ordinarily expected 
to endure more than three years. Within that 
period they are generally bruised, broke, and snag­
ged to pieces, or exploded. An engineer on one 
of the boats told me that they could stave a high 
pressure boat in a year or two, and they could af­
ford to use up a bout costing $15,000 or $20,000 
in that time, but could not afford to destroy one 
which would cost twice or thrice as much. The 
cheap and fragile character of the boats renders 
them more liable to accidents ; but the explosions 
and many other accidents occurring on these rivers 
ure more the results of intemperance than any 
other cause. The engineer of the Glencoe, which 
recently blew up at St. Louis with great loss of 
life, I was informed by a man who knew him well, 
was a drinking man ; and in almost every instance 
of explosion on the Western Rivers, I am satisfied 
tins has been the cause. No man who values his 
life should travel on such a boat ; and if every 
traveller would carefully make tlie enquiry before 
he trusted his life on board one of these steamers, 
and would sedulously avoid those not superintend­
ed by temperance engineers, the evil would soon 
be rectified. This c lass of Engineers work cheaper 
than good ones, and thus lower the standard of 
qualification for that class of officers. This is the 
chief reason of their employment,

New Orleans builds and owns no steamboats or 
sea vessels. Others inukc all the profits upon the 
freights coming to and going from her port. She 
has no mechanics. The J200 steamboats used in 
1850 on the Mississippi and its tributaries, were 
all owned in places above New Orleans. These 
are all built in Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Louisville, 
St. Louis, and in other of the river cities and vil­
lages, and are owned and employed by them.

WIÎAT THE YANKEES DO.
Our readers will find below some notes from the 

memorandum-book of a very shrewd American 
friend who has made a pretty extensive tour 
through the Province within the last few weeks.
We have no doubt that his facts are perfectly 
ject, and that his speculating countrymen have 
turned a pretty penny by recent transactions with 
the Canucks. The man with the cash has always 
an advantage in purchasing, but sometimes he has 
more than his proper share. It does not last long, 
however; if the business is very good, there will 
soon be competition, and profits will fall. \Ve 
don’t think Jonathan will make quite so good trade, 
another time, in articles which our correspondent 
mentions. Our folks will have their eyes skinned 
by the next time.

“ At nearly every stopping place I found a Yan­
kee from the States engaged in some speculation.
At nine villages there were Yankee hog buyers— 
the total number bought by all of them, up to April 
1st, was G,112. They were mostly store pigs, part 
of them arc already in tlie States by way of King­
ston and Cape Vincent. The balance are await­
ing the opening of navigation at various points.
The price usually paid was 24 cents per lb., de­
liverable on a certain day. In the States, every 
one of them is worth five cents a pound, while the 
cost of food in driving them, is paid for by an in­
creased weight.

“ In the month of January, I was at sixteen vil­
lages, where the merchants were buying ho^s by 
the carçase, for Yankees, at from $2 75 to $3 25 
per cwt. to pack. At the same time, pork was ,$7 
per cwt. in Boston, j*7 in New York, and $6 in 
Buffalo, and $4 to $5 in Michigan, Indiana, and 
the rest. Canadians dare not go into the purchase 
on their own account and bought for the Yankees.
Result—Fork that coat the Yankees here, $10 a 
barrel, tlicy are now asking us $10 for.

“ About the 1st of March, there might have been 
on the Trent River and four places on the 

banks of Lake Ontario, piles of Beach and Maple 
cordwood, *.n all amounting to 14,000 cords. Two 
Yankees have spent the winter with us, and pur­
chased it of the farmers for $1 a cord, delivered 
and packed up for ship nent. This same wood was 
already contracted by the Yankees at Rochester 
and other places at $4 a cord—a large portion to 
the railroad companies at $3 50. Arrangements 
made for freight at $1 per cord. Here was a hun­
dred and fifty per cent, business of the Yankee, 
while smoking his segar at a hotel, while hundreds 
of Canadian farmers were at work for him, at a 
mere pittance.

“ At intervals, on the whole Canadian shore of 
Lakes Ontario and Erie, may be found the delivery 
of railroad ties, for New York and Ohio railroads.
The Yankees are among us, with their contracts 
in their pockets for them, at 40 to 50 cents each 
They are paying our farmers from 10 to 15 cents 
upiece, delivered for shipment. While the con­
tractors arc playing chequers at tlie village inns 
the axe of the Canadian is swinging for them at a 
profit of 100 per cent on each tie, and there will be 
over 100,000 shipped this year.

“ Railroad bridge timber is another article of 
export. At four points, over 3,000,000 feet will be 
shipped to New York and Ohio. Yankees have 
been among us all winter, getting it out; 
tractor is said to have made $20,000

Michael Faraday.—Michael Faraday, Eng­
land’s most eminent chemist, was born in 1794, the 
son of a poor blacksmith. lie was early apprenti­
ced to one Ribcau, a bookbinder, in Blandford 
street, and worked at the craft until he was twenty- 
two years of age. Whilst an apprentice, his mas­
ter called the attention of one of his customers 
(Mr. Dance, of Manchester street,) to an electrical 
machine and other things which the young man 
hod made ; and Mr. Dance, who was one of the old 
members of the Royal Institution, took him to 
hear the four last lectures which Sir Humphrey 
B»vy gave there as Professor. Faraday attended, 
anl seating himself in the gallery, took notes of the 
lectures, and at a future time sent his manuscript 
to Davy, with a short and modest account of him- 
sef, and a request, if it were possible, for scientific 
employment in the labors of the laboratory. Davy, 
stiuck with the clearness and accuracy of the me­
moranda, and confiding in the talents and perseve­
rance of the writer, offered him upon the occurrence 
of a vacancy in the laboratory in the beginning of 
1813, the post of assistant, which he accepted.

Feejecs were represented as the most disgusting 
cannibals on the face of the earth. They not only 
devour human flesh, but give it a preference over 
all other food. One moment they would converse 
with a man with frankness and friendship, and the 
next they will imbrue their hands in his heart’s 
blood. Among other revolting details, it was sta­
ted on the authority of Mr. Hunt, tlie Wesleyan 
Missionary, that not less than 500 persons had 
been eaten within fifteen miles of his residence 
during the last five years. A common remark a- 
mong them when seeing a fine man is, “ YVhat 
fine eating he would make.” Curiously enough, 
combined with these barbarous, cruel, and degra­
ding practices, they possess traits of good breed­
ing.— Capts.

France.—A remarkable statement appears in 
the London Times respecting the course to be pur­
sued by Austria, Prussia and Russia, in the event 
of Louis Napoleon assuming the title of Emperor.
The substance of the story is, that the late Prince 
Schwarzenberg had addressed a circular to the 
European Courts, expressing his convictisn that 
Louis Napoleon was about to erect an imperial 
throne, adding that Austria felt no alarm in con­
sequence, and advocating the claims of the Presi­
dent to the friendship and alliance of all conserva­
tive governments. Prussia answered the circular 
on the 18th, and Russia on the 29th of February.
The tenor of both replies is, that the two powers 
looked upon the design of Louis Napoleon neither 
with favor or hostility. That they believe he is 
disposed to follow the foreign policy of his uncle, 
and is even now aiming to separate the powers in 
order to profit hereafter by that separation; but 
that the three powers acting in concert could keep 
him in check. Russia and Prussia, however, would 
recognize him as Lmperor if elected to that office 
but merely as an elective monarch, ’
founder of a Napoleonic dynasty. ’

The papers in tlie immediate interest of Louis 
Napoleon continue zealously engaged ui the Im­
perial propaganda.

The Patrie announces officially that the Presi­
dent has no intention of proclaiming the Empire.

Ingenious Hoisting Apparatus.
The Detroit Tribune describes an ingenious 

contrivance in use at the Central Railroad De­
pot in that city, for hoisting flour. The ap­
paratus resembles a treading mill in an up­
right position, the top of which projects about 
one foot above the floor of the upper story, 
and the bottom the same distance below the 
ground floor. From what would be called 
the revolving floor or bed (were it a treading 
mill) projects four pairs of arms equi-distant 
from each other, or about te.n feet apart. The 
barrel is rolled against this revolving bed, and 
as a pair of arms come up from beneath the 
floor the barrel is taken and carried into the 
a tory above. Immediately it arrives at the 
top of the bed its momentum carries it on 
inclined plane, and it rolls away to the side 
of the room. Thus it unloads itself, and only 
seeds one person to feed it below. It is said 
to save the labor of five men.—It has been 
operated for a few minutes so as to hoist at 
the rate of one thousand barrels an hour. 
The bed commonly makes three revolutions 
per minute, carrying four barrels at each re­
volution, 720 barrels per Jiour. The appara­
tus is worked by steam in connection with 
the grain elevators in the same building.

depth of four inches- I soaked rny seed in 
the oil for 48 hours, rolled them in ashes and 
sowed broad cast, covering lightly ; alter 
which I bestowed no more care upon them 
till they were harvested, as the ground was 
free from weeds.

To destroy LrtiE in Cattle.—Sand 
must be sifted upon the back, neck and head 
of the animal to be beneficial, 
upon them in small quantities is also good. 
But the best way is to watch the animals and 
ascertain when the vermin first make their 
appearance ; the application of a little lard, 
oil or grease of any kind well rubbed in, 
“ where they most do congregate,” will stop 
their nibbling most effectually. A friend at 
our elbow who keeps a large stock of cattle, 
says an effectual remedy is a wash made ol 
a strong decoction of tobacco, or very strong 
soap suds. Good keeping and cleanliness wifi 
produce a soft oily skin, and that is the best 
preventive.—N. E. Farmer.
