The regular meetings of the Executive Committee were held in

January and April.
Inpian WoRK.

A request was made by your Executive that reports of the Coqua-
Jeetza Institute be furnished the W, M. S., through the Joint Com-
mittee, in time for the January and April meetings of the Executive
and for the annual meeting of the Board.

FRrRENCH.

The General Executive requested that an appropriation of
$114.75 be made by your Executive as the W.M.S. share of insur-
ance on the French Institute. This was not acceded to, on the
ground that, in the past, the insurance had been paid by the General
Society. It was afterwards stated that the amount of insurance had
formerly been included in the estimates, and a share paid by the
W.M.S., but no further action was taken as our Society now pays a

yearly rental.
Cuinese HoME.

The resignation of Miss Wickett as teacher in the Home was
accepted, taking effect March 29th, and, according to agreement, she
refunded the travelling expenses incurred in going to Victoria.
Miss Kate Morgan, who was appointed to fill the vacancy, commenced

her duties in June.
An advisory committee for the Home was appointed, consisting

of Mesdames Pendry, Betts, Chapman, D. Spencer and Burkholder.
It was décided to allow the cultivation of the grounds of the

Home, and to bear the expense of sewerage connection.

CHINA.

The Easter thank-offering was asked for ‘‘ Educational and evan-

gelistic work in China.” :
The Corresponding Secretary was empowered to try to secure a
medical missionary and a teacher for the Chinese work. Miss Foster,

a trained nurse, left for that field in August.
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JAPAN.

A letter was received from  Miss Robertson, enclo
Mr. Crummy, at that time chairman of the Council in
if the W.M.S. would provide for the support of the Bible-womey
working under the missionaries’ wives in places where our Society
had no agent, and whether these wives of missionaries might not he
received as members of the W.M.S, Council in Jap
tions were left for this Board to answer,

It was with great regret that it was learned that Miss Cartmell’s
health was such as to require a furlough. This was granted her,
and she came home in July with Miss Robertson, whose time fo
furlough had arrived, and Miss Blackmore was appointed to aot as
Secretary-Treasurer until the Board meeting.

At the urgent request of the Manitoba Branch, Miss Hargrave
was allowed to remain in Wir nipeg for six months to act as Branch
Organizer. She returned to J apan in August with Miss Lizzie Hart,

Miss Alcorn, of Sackville, N.B., who had been appointed by your
Executive for work in Japan, also accompanied them, In view of
her very satisfactory testimonials, and of her having spent some time
in a training school in New York, Miss Alcorn was excused from
attending the Deaconess Home and Training School in Toronto.

At the commencement of the year Mrs. Large went to Brooklyn,
N.Y., with the consent of the Executive, to take charge of a Japan-
ese Christian Institute, but after a short time she found that her
health and other circumstances would not permit her to remain
there,

At the January meeting a resolution was passed, “That when
Mrs. Large’s year of furlough expires she be continued on furlough,
and, following the practice of the General Board, she receive at the
rate of three-quarters salary.”

At the April meeting a note was received from Mrs, Large asking
that the question of her salary be reconsidered. After reconsidera.
tion this action was confirmed.

Letters were received from missionaries in Japan expressing their
belief that Mrs. Large was needed in the work there. It was
resolved, “That it is the desire of the Executive Committee of the
W.M.S. that Mrs. Large be sent back to J apan,” and a consultation
on the subject was held with the Executive of the General Society
which was in session at that time,

That Executive afterwards unanimously adopted the following :
Resolved, “ That this committee having considered the request of the

Executive Committee of the W.M.S, expressive of the desire that
Mrs, Large should be sent back to J apan, and having conferred with
the said Executive on the subject, we are of opinion, in view of all

the circumstances, that the time has not yet come when it would be
wise to take such action.”

In view of the fact that the annual meeting of the Board of the
@General Society was to be held previous to this Board meeting, the
following was adopted by your Executive: Resolved, “That after
consultation with the General Executive regarding the desire ex-
pressed by our Executive that Mrs. Large be returned to Japan, we
ask the General Executive to bring the matter before its Board at
its next annual meeting, and that the decision thereon be communi-
cated to our Board at its next session.”

In compliance with this request the matter was considered by
the Board of the General Society at its recent meeting in Toronto,
and the following resolution was adopted and sent to your Secretary :
Resolved,  That this General Board concur in, and approve of, the
decision of the Executive Committee that in their jndgment the time
had not come for the return of Mrs. Large to Japan.”

AFRICA.

In pursuance of the resolution of the last Board of Managers, the
committee appointed waited upon the Executive of the General
Society and urged the advisability of adopting Miss Whitfield’s work
in Liberia.

A report adverse to the project was given by the Executive of the
General Society.

This was ordered by your Executive to be published in full, and it
appeared in the Guardian, with an appeal from our President to the
W.M.S. members to be loyal to thé objects and to the fields for which

our society is already responsible.

M1ssIONARIES AND CANDIDATES.

A letter having been received from Miss Nellie Hart, saying that
her approaching marriage would prevent her return to the mission
field, but that she hoped to continue her interest in the work, a reso-
lution of congratulation and appreciation was passed, and forwarded
to her, a similar resolution being sent to Miss Alexander.

As Miss Lavinia Clarke’s furlough expired in the summer, the
Executive extended it until the fall, so that the Board might decide
as to her future work.

Shortly after the last Board meeting it was decided to send Dr.
Louise Hart to China as soon as practicable ; but about the same
time she wrote withdrawing her application for work in our Society.

Another candidate recommended by the Toronto Conference
Branch was accepted for missionary work, but after spending a few
weeks in the Deaconess Home, Toronto, she withdrew her application
for immediate work, thinking that further time for preparation would

be beneficial.
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MISCELLANEOUS.

When word was received of the formation of a Branch of oy
Society for Manitoba and the N orth-West Territories, the Executive
sent greetinge to it, and it was decided that it be at liberty to chooge
the time most convenient for the holding of its annual meeting.

A committee was appointed to wait on the editor of the Christian
Guardian to see if a later date could not be arranged for the printin
of the W.M.S. column, but reported that Mr. Courtice foung it
impossible to make any change.

The stenographic report of the proceedings of the last Board
meeting having been received and read, it was resolved on account of
its incompleteness not to accept it as an official report,

A committee was appointed to prepare forms to be filled in by the
homes aided or supported by our Society, a draft of these forms to
be submitted to this Board for approval. A committee was appointed
to revise “Instructions to Missionaries ” and “ Questions to Mission.
ary Applicants.” This committee also to report to the Board.

As the work of the Corresponding Secretary has grown too heavy
for one, at the request of Mrs. Strachan, the Executive gave notice of
motion to amend the constitution to admit of the appointment of two
Corresponding Secretaries.

In reference to the circular letters sent to members of the Execu-

tive when questions need to be submitted between meetings, it was
decided not to have the questions contained therein put in the form
of resolutions.

The request of the World’s Convention of Christian Women that

our Society should appoint the 15th of November as a day of prayer
was acceded to,

Misses Cartmell and Robertson, returned missionaries from
Japan, were introduced and accorded the usual privileges of the con-
vention,

The report of the Executive Committee was read and adopted.

The Treasurer’s report, stating receipts to be $38,747.26, was
adopted ; also that of the Corresponding Secretary, which showed
a total Auxiliary membership of 14,649 ; Mission Band membership,
6,759.

The President delivered her annual address, in which she spoke
of the recent visit of herself and the Corresponding Secretary to the
« Branches in the Maritime Provinces, and the inspiration derived
therefrom."

Greetings were presented by Mrs. Gray, of Brampton, from the
Baptist W. F. M. 8. and the W.C.T. U. Mrs. Gardiner, of Bramp-
ton, an aged enthusiast in missions, was introduced and addressed
the meeting.

The privileges of the Convention were extended to Mrs. J. A.
Williams and Mrs. Large.

Reports of Branches were presented, and were, on the whole,
encouraging, particularly that of the Bay of Quinte Branch.

The reports of Separate Auxiliaries, now confined to Newfoundland,
were presented by Mrs. Strachan.

Reports from Japan were read and adopted. It was decided to
send out two more missionaries as soon as practicable, and to under-
take work in Fukui.

A recommendation had come from Japan that work be also taken
up in Nagano. Action on this was deferred for the present, but the
Executive was requested to secure all information possible, in the hope
that the way may be opened for future operations.

An addition to the school-building at Kofu has been found neces-
sary, and permission was given for its erection.

In reply to a request from the Council of the General Society in
Japan, that the W.M.S. undertake the support of Bible-women,
working under the wives of missionaries in places where the Woman’s
Society has no agent, it was decided that the present financial obliga-
tions of the W.M.S,; together with the prospect of enlarged work,
would require all its funds.

The following was adopted in answer to a suggestion that mission-
aries’ wives in Japan be considered members of the Council of the
W.M.S. : “ While desiring the utmost cordiality and co-operation be-
tween the wmissionaries of the two Boards, we are persuaded that the
Council should be composed only of those directly connected with the
Board of Managers of the W.M.8., and responsible to it.”

The reports from the other mission fields were read and adopted.

It was decided to send a medical missionary and a teacher to China
as soon as suitable ones are secured.

Miss Lavinia Clarke was appointed to the Crosby Girls’ Home, the
furlough of Miss Beavis to commence in November.

Owing to the Government giving grants this year for an increased
number of children at the Coqualeetza Institute, the W.M.S. share of
expense for maintenance is expected to be only $878.00. ;

Miss Spence was granted a furlough after her five years of faithful
work in Port Simpson Hospital.

The following recommendations from the Literature and Publica-
tion Committee were adopted : That Branch depots for literature be
established in the distant provinces, that an official catalogue be
adhered to, and that Room 20 be headquarters ; that addresses of
Auxiliary Corresponding Secretaries and Treasurers be printed in the
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Annual Report, and the Auxiliaries be arranged alphabetically as op
page 51 of last report, and in districts, as on page 44.

The report of the committee appointed to revise Instructions to
Missionaries was adopted. (See page 198.)

The financial statement of the Editor of the Palm Branch showeqd
the expense of publication to be $345.08 ; receipts from subscriptions,
$287.91.

The Committee on Japanese Industrial Work reported : Received
from sale of embroidery, $312.72; remitted to General Treasurer,
$300.77.

Mrs. Burns, for the Committee on Indian Affairs, recommended
that in appointing the committee for another year, some of the mem.
bers be chosen from the British Columbia Branch.

Mrs. Wright, Editor of the W.M.S. department of the Outlook,
presented her report, and received the thanks of the Board for another
year of efficient:service. Thanks were also given to Miss Smith,
Editor of Palm Branch, and to Miss Ogden, Secretary-Treas
Literature and Publication Department.

The Candidate Committee reported having considered the applica-
tion of two ladies. One was left to the Executive for further con.
sideration ; the other, Miss Brooks, of Hastings, Ont., was accepted,
and provisionally appointed to China.

Miss Brooks, who was present at one of the sessions, was introduced
and addressed a few words to the Board.

A memorial from the Nova Scotia Branch asking that Mrs. Large
be sent back to her work in Japan, and one from the New Brun: wick
and Prince Edward Island Branch to the same effect, was discussed.

In this connection a resolution was read which had been adopted
by the General Board of Missions at its recent annual meeting :

““ Resolved,—That this General Board concur in, and approve of, the
decision of its Executive Committee, that, in their judgment, the time
had not come for the return of Mrs, Large to Japan,”

As a result of this decision of the General Board, the followin
resolution was adopted by the Board of Managers of the W. M. S, :

“ Whereas, the General Society has communicated to this Board
its judgment that the time for Mrs, Large’s return to Japan has not

yet arrived ; and

“ Whereas, memorials from Japan and from two of our Branches

are urging in strong terms the advisability of Mrs, Large’s immediate
return ; and

As it was thought that
this work belonged properly to the General Society, it was resolved
to ask that Board to take steps toward supplying the need of a school
in that locality.

Asking that a grant be made towards establishing a Home at
Bella-Bella. Approved.

That a grant be made to the Kit-a-maat Home for Indian children.,
Approved. Three hundred dollars being voted to the Home ; $300.00
to an assistant, and $100.00, if necessary, for travelling expenses.

Memorials from Auxiliaries in the Manitoba Branch were referred
back to that Branch for consideration.

That the Board form a constitution for District work. Not
carried.

That Auxiliary officers may be elected in September, or in May.
Carried.

That Epworth Leagues with forty members, and contributing
$25.00 to the W. M. 8., may send a delegate to the Branch meeting,
Carried.

That a Circle and Band, auxiliary to the same Auxiliary, may
unite and send a delegate to the Branch meeting, if by so doing they
have forty members or $25.00.

That Branch Treasurers be ex-officio members of the Board of
Managers. Not carried.

That the financial year close May 1st. Not carried.

That steps be taken towards amalgamation of the Boatds of the-

W. M. 8. and General Society. Not carried.

That Outlook, Palm Branch and Campaigner be united. Tabled.

That the Outlook be furnished with more news from the field.
Carried.

That subscriptions to the Monthly Letter commence in January.
Not carried.

The following resolutions were all carried :

“That Literature Committee supply organizers with a change of’

leaflets and the latest annual report when possible,”

“That Article IX. of Constitution be changed to read, ¢ two-thirds.

vote of the members present.’ ”

“That Art. V. of Constitution be changed to reduce the dele--

gation to the Board to one for six hundred members.”
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“That Art. V. of Constitution be changed to admit of the appoint-
ment of two corresponding secretaries.”

That By-law 1, page 166, Report 1894-95, be amended by striking
out sections 3, 4, 6, 7, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14.

That Article VIL. of ““Constitution for an Auxiliary” be expunged.

“That every opposition possible be offered to the liquor traffic,
and that Auxiliaries pray for the success of the plebiscite.”

“That Auxiliaries give prominence to the evils of the opium
traflic.”

“That a strong protest be placed on record against the present
déplorable condition of affairs in Armenia.”

That the following resolution, 7¢ Epworth Leagues, be adopted :

“That this Board views with gratitude to God the growth and
energy of the Epworth League, and rejoices in the prominence given
to missionary work in its activities, and would extend most hearty
sympathy with its every effort in that direction.

“We would, however, express the hope that, as our Society feels
the loss in many places of the contributions of Mission Circles and
Bands which have given place to League organization and effort, the
Leagues will not abate their missionary zeal, and will see the justice
and wisdom of appropriating a liberal share of their gatherings to
our rapidly extending portion of the great work.

“That a circular letter be printed and addressed to all the Leagues,
through their officer, Rev. Mr. Crews, bearing these our greetings
and our views, and that the same be insérted in our church papers.”
Carried.

It was decided to print life-members’ names on a page by them-
selves in Branches which omit the names of Auxiliary members from
the annual report.

The action of the Executive in fixing Mrs. Large’s salary at two-
thirds of the amount of full salary was confirmed.

The Executive was given permission to make an additional grant
of $200.00 to the Literature and Publication Department if required.

The following notices of motion were given :

*That Sec. I., Art. V., of Constitution be changed to read :

‘“The. management and general administration of the Society
shall be vested in a Board of Managers, consisting of a President,
Vice-President, two Corresponding Secretaries, Recording Secretary,
Treasurer, Secretary-Treasurer of Literature and Publication Depart-
ment, the Corresponding Secretary of each Branch, and two delegates
from each Branch, who, with one alternate, shall be elected at the
Branch annual meetings, etc.

“ Branches whose income is less than $2,000.00 shall be represented
by the Corresponding Secretary or one delegate only.”

That Sec. I., Art. V., of the Constitution be changed to read :

“The management and general administration of the affairs of
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the Society shall be vested in a Board of Managers, consisting of the
President, Vice-President, Field Corresponding Secretary, Home
Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Treasurer, Editor of
department in Outlook, Secretary-Treasurer of Literature and Publi-
cation Department, President and Corresponding Secretary of each
Branch, and one delegate from each Branch, who, with one alternate,
shall be elected at the Branch meetings, etec.

“ Branches whose income is less than $2,000.00 shall be repre-
sented by the President or one delegate only.

“That, whereas the time has now come when the W. M. S. of the ;
Methodist Church should have a paper of its own, entirely devoted
to its work, therefore resolved, that we memorialize our Board to
establ’sh the same as soon as possible,”

“ That Article III. of Mission Band Constitution be amended to
provide for a 25-cent member’s fee for Circles, and 10-cent for Band
or Junior members.”

In reference to the division of the work between the two Corre-
sponding Secretaries it was decided that one be called the Field
Corresponding Secretary, whose duty it will be to conduct the corre-
spondence of the Society with all our missionaries, and with the
Secretary of the General Society ; to prepare the monthly letters for
publication, and to present the report of work in the mission stations
to the annual meeting of the Board. The other shall be called the
Home Corresponding Secretary, whose duty it shall be to-attend to
the correspondence with Branches, Auxiliaries and other organiza-
tions, and to prepare the statistical report for the annual meeting.

Homes and for the Coqualeetza and French Institutes were reap-
pointed ; also the Committee on French Work.

The arrangements for the next annual meeting were left with the
Executive.

A letter of greeting was received from the W.C.T.U., and Mus,
Bascom, of Toronto, was appointed to convey the greetings of the
W.M.S. to the Dominion Convention of the W.C.T.U. at its annual
meeting in Toronto on November 6th,

The Courtesy Committee submitted a letter of greeting to our
missionaries, at home and abroad ; resolutions of thanks to the pastor
of the church, Rev. J. E. Lanceley, for his cheering presence at the
meetings, and his constant kindness and attention to the delegates;
to Rev. Mr. Redditt, of St. Paul’s ; to the trustees, organist and choir
of the church ; to the press; to the kind ladies who, on Tuesday
evening, welcomed us to such a hospitable board, and throughout the
snsgions delighted our eyes with beautiful flowers ; to the ladies of the
billeting Committee, and to the kind hosts and hostesses for their
free-handed and open-hearted hospitality. This was heartily adopted
by a standing vote.

On Wednesday afternoon an impressive testimony meeting was led
by Mrs. Hugel, of Hamilton, assisted by Mrs. Blackstock, of Toronto,
and Mrs. Ainley, of Halifax, after which the Sacrament of the Lord’s
Supper was administered by Revs. J. E. Lanceley and J. J. Redditt.

At the evening session the Rev. Mr. Raley, of Kit-a-maat, spoke
on the work of his home for Indian children.

It is written, “Behold the darkness shall cover the earth, and
gross darkness the people.”

Into this darkness we can hardly penetrate. There is so much
light about us in Christian lands, that it is difficult to realize the
ignorance and superstition, the deadness of conscience, the difficulty
of apprehending spiritual truth that have to be overcome among
pagan and Christless nations. When, however, He sends forth His
Spirit and His Word, how the false beliefs drop off, the mind becomes
instructed, the conscience quickened, the heart is made penitent and
tender, the faith grows intelligent and firm ; thus the soul is renewed,
the heart filled with love to God and man, the life regulated, the home
made clean and happy, and the community virtuous, peaceful and
industrious. What has made the transformation? The Sun of
Righteousness has arisen. The Light of the world has appeared.
Thank God for a few more glimmerings in distant places. Since our

last annual gathering the dawn has broken upon a goodly number of
souls in our various fields.

JAPAN,

With a diminished band and severe illness among the workers,
there has been considerable shadow and anxiety in this field. The
return, however, after furlough of three of our missionaries, and the
improved health of the suffering ones has been cause of rejoicing.
One very encouraging feature has been the increase of pupils in
all our three boarding schools, Azabu (Tokyo), Shizuoka and Kofu,
After the weary period of indifference to Christian education we hail
this advance with great thankfulness, for the past has shown how
invaluable is the influence exerted in these educational homes.
As in other years, several have become Christians ; seven of these
have been baptized, also a teacher.
Thirteen have graduated, most of them remaining in the work. e
According to agreement the studenis supported by the Society LN
give two years, after graduation, of service in the evangelistic or s
school work, and well do they repay the small outlay that has thus R
qualified them, ebere
All must acknowledge that no finer work has been done for indi- £
viduals, the Church or the community than the thorough Christian B
training of character and the enlightenment and development of true,

helpful womanhood in these schools. b
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Here is one who, on her return to her home, opened a room for
the instruction of children on Sunday, and they now number thirty.
Do our graduates at home show any better results? This young
lady of means is in heart a Christian, the only one in her village,
but is not yet allowed by her father to be baptized.

Another has been married to the head Japanese teacher in our
Girls' School in Kofu, and still another has been married to the
Principal of the Christian Boys' School, which is under the care of
our own Church.

We are pleased to note the loyalty and affection of former pupils
which prompt to semi-annual reunions or alumnz gatherings, keep-
ing them in touch with their teachers, and strengthening them in
their Christian life.

Besides helping in the church Sabbath School the older pupils,
with their teachers, still carry on several schools where the children
will not and cannot go to the church, their homes being in various
sections of the city.

The day-school for very poor children in Azabu has been main-
tained throughout the year by the King’s Daughters’ Society with
unflagging zeal, but with diminished resources, and an appeal is
made to recognize their self-denial, and to aid them in their praise-
worthy efforts.

Two orphanages in Tokyo and Kanazawa, sheltering thirty chilt
dren, have been in operation at a very small expense, and from this
are expected able workers in the future, one girl already having
been passed on to the school in Azabu for more advanced instruction.

A new building in Shizuoka, completed in the spring, adds
greatly to the comfort of both teachers and pupils, and probably will
serve to increase the attendance.

The work in Kanazawa, along industrial lines, has been one of
difficulty and anxiety, but the result of patient continuance in well*
doing is manifest in the improved conditions of the neighborhoods
where the work is being carried on.

In the Evangelistic departinent several new districts have been
opened as well as the former work continued, so that meetings are
held in about forty different places, the majority being every week.
Three hundred and seventy-one new homes have been entered, be-
tween seven and eight thousand visits made, and some six hundred
meetings held ; but this work is like the dew falling on the fields. It
is hard to tell what is accomplished by each jewelled bead, but the
result is seen in the refreshed herbage, and so in our work among the
women. Meetings, conversations, Bible study continue week after
week, the faithful worker many times returning to her room dis-
heartened and fearful that nothing has been accomplished ; but, as
the result, there is a better attendance at church, and at the close of
the year it is found that thirty-five women have been baptized and
others are being instructed with this in view
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CHINA.

In our most distant mission— West China—there is much cauge
for gratitude, our missionaries having been permitted, after enforced
absence, to return to their fields of labor with prospects of more
extended usefulness than before the riots, Indemnity for material
losses has been paid by the Chinese Government, and negotiations
for the purchase of a very desirable property completed. Twenty
little girls have been gathered into a school, and it is hoped that
before long a boarding school may be established, although confidence
in the foreigner may come very slowly. The women are being gradu-
ally drawn to hear our missionaries, and through medical attention
and personal conversation, as well as through the children, it is hoped
the light may soon pierce the dense darkness,

One new worker has just gone to the help of our staff in Chentu,
but at least two ethers are much needed.

Crivese Houmg, Vicroria, B.C.

The numbers here remain s all, two having been married during
the year to Christian Chinamen. Improvement is noticed in the
character and manner of the girls, and also in the building and
grounds.

A change has been made of the teacher, Miss Morgan, our for-
mer missionary in Japan, now being in charge of the school depart-
ment. She, with Miss Bowes, also keeps a friendly oversight of
those who have been married from the Home, and teaches regularly
in the Sunday School and night schools for Chinese and Japanese,
The Friday afternoon prayer-meeting in the Home is attended by ten
to eighteen adults,

INDIAN WORK.
CrosBy GirLs' Homg, Porr Simpson, B.C.

During the spring la grippe afflicted this Home, resulting in the
death of two .girls. Two others left ; the present number being
twenty-three. During the summer the teachers and children enjoyed
camp life for a time. An increased fondness for reading is observed,
while the Sunday School and prayer-meeting are valued.

CoQUALEETZA INDIAN INsTITUTE, CHiLLiwaACK, B.C.

Ninety-seven pupils have been enrolled with an average attend-
ance of eighty-five, about half of whom have been girls., The work
seems most encouraging. While various employments are carried on,
especially among the boys, the girls have been quite as active in ways

less conspicuous in a report, but quite apparent in every-day life and
fully as essential. ;
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In the school there has been very satisfactory progress, two being
in the highest grade—one a girl anxious to become a Mission teacher,
o result so longed for by the Society ; the other a boy of nineteen,
who, two years since, began at the rudiments, and now is taking up
the branches required for a High School entrance examination, and
who, during the past summer, did considerable street preaching in
the fishing season. Three of the girls have done well in domestic
service.

Frexce WoRkK.

An increase is reported in numbers at the French Institute,
Montreal, with very satisfactory results of the year’s work. After
the close of the term several of the girls took charge of small schools
in the country, which was a great benefit to all parties, and gave
stimulus for future aggressive work.

The schools at St. Theodore, and in the east and west ends of the
city, have done well in numbers, and in the influence exerted through
the children ~nd from direct visits to their homes. Bible teaching
has been maue prominent, tracts have been distributed, attention
shown in sickness, poverty relieved, and some led to the Church and
enabled to trust in the one Mediator.

The work of the Literature and Publication Committee, of
the editors of our departments in the various periodicals, of the
Supply Committee, all have been carried on with unremitting zeal.
Fach department will furnish its own record, as well as each field give
a fuller account of its operations.

In summing up the record of the year it is cause of thanksgiving
that there has been an increase in all the ranks of our home workers.

Through the formation of the Manitoba and North-West Confer-
ence Branch, we have this year completed the design outlined in the
beginning of our organization, and which appears in our first printed
report, viz,, “That we divide into Conference branches.” Subsequent
experience has shown the value of this working plan so early suggested
in our history in answer to prayer for guidance.

There are now nine Branches in the Dominion, corresponding to
the conferences of our Church, with three Auxiliaries in Newfound-
land quite as devoted and zealous as their sisters in the larger
organizations.

Our 663 Auxiliaries comprise 13,863 members, and 786 life-mem-
bers, a total of 14,649, making an increase of 724. The Mission
Circles and Bands in general have continued most zealous and active,
now numbering 286, with 6,759 members, but in some cases they
have allowed themselves to be absorbed by a larger organization with-
out a corresponding recognition of the claims of our Woman’s Mis-
sionary Society ; hence a deficiency in some of the returns from our
young friends.
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The iricome for the past year, $38,747.26, appears to be a decreage,
but the difference is due to the receipts from the bequest account
(always an uncertain source) being $1,295.53 less than that of last
year. The sum received from Government is less, and again the Britigh
Columbia Branch, in changing the close of its year from September t
May, has sent the receipts of only six months.

In reality, the sum received from the Auxiliaries and Mission
Bandg, our real constituency, is over $600 more than from the same
source last year, and although a part of it was raised last year, but
sent after the books were audited, yet, allowing for this, there is a
substantial increase.

Shadows have subdued our joy, perplexities have burdened, but
we close our report with thanksgiving for the unnumbered blessings
of another twelve months, for the fact that the light is creeping down
the mountains, penetrating the valleys and caves, scattering the mists
of superstition and ignorance, bringing life, warmth and fruitfulness,
and leading us to anticipate with joy the time when * the light of the
moon shall be as the light of the sun, and the light of the sun shall be
sevenfold as the light of seven days,” when the darkness shall have
fled away forever before the beams of the Sun of Righteousness.

To the tender loving Father, who accepts the smallest offering
given in sincerity, and who has seen the devotion and ofttimes self.

denial here represented, we commit the work of the year, praying
that all which has been unworthy may be blotted out, and that His
divine hand may rest in blessing on the work of our feeble hands.

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REPORT OF LITERATURE AND PUBLICATION COMMITTEE,

The Literature Committee has much pleasure in suhmitting the
following report :

Early in the year the leaflet, « Origin and Work of Woman’s
Missionary Society,” was revised and 7,000 copies published.

“A Cycle of Prayer,” copied largely from that of the “Student
Volunteer Movement,” was arranged for the use of the General
Society, the Woman’s Missionary Society, Epworth Leagues and
Sunday Schools, and was so favorably received that a second edition
of 4,000 was necessary. The Committee is now preparing a special
edition in heliday binding,

Twice during the year the Monthly Letter has been issued in larger
size. The March number was devoted to an Easter Service, which
included an exercise on “ Proportionate Giving.” This proved so
popular that 1,500 extra copies were sold. As the subject of pro-
portionate giving is claiming the attention of a large number of
Christian women, the exercise has been issued in leaflet form.

“Dr. Bolton’s Medical Work in British Columbia ” has been added
to “Our Work ” series.

The Committee having been disappointed in securing the expected
leaflet on *“ Our French Work,” is glad to have received the promise
of one in the near future by Mrs. W. I. Shaw. ‘

* Miss Witterley’s China,” by Miss Isabelle McKay, of Woodstock,
and “The Auxiliary Member between Meetings,” by Mrs. E. E,
Scott, Toronto, have been published. ¢ Murdered Millions” has
reached its second Canadian edition,

At present there is considerable diversity of opinion amongst Mis-
sion Band Corresponding Secretaries regarding the form to be used
for the annual report, some preferring the schedule and others the
card. Tt is desirable that a uniform plan be adopted.

The Committee would recommend :

Ist. The establishing of Branch Depots of literature in the distant
provinces, stipulating that an official catalogue be adhered to and
that Room 20 remain the headquarters.

2nd. That the Committee to prepare the annual report for pub-
lication be appointed a year in advance.

3rd. That the full post office address of Auxiliary Corresponding
Secretaries and Treasurers be printed in the report.

4th. That the list of Auxiliaries be arranged alphabetically as on
pages 51 and 73 of the last annual report, and the Auxiliaries in
districts as on pages 44 and 65.

There has been a very gratifying increase in the subscription list
of the Monthly Letter, October’s issue being 13,450,

visitors,

REPORT OF THE SUPPLY COMMITTEE.

At the close of our last year’s report we said we were looking for-
ward to another busy year. This outlook has been more than realized,
for this department of our work has been in a most flourishing condi-
tion all through the year.

No sooner have we demands for goods than offers of help come,
and it frequently happens that the same post brings in a letter from
a missionary asking for quilts and clothing, and from an Auxiliary
saying, ‘“ We have a box ready ; where shall it be sent ?” The words
in Isaiah often come to mind, ‘‘ And it shall come to pass that before
they call, I will answer ; and while they are yet speaking, I will hear.”
(Isaiah lxv. 24.)

Our numerous gifts of bedding, clothing, Christmas gifts, etc.,
have been gratefully received, widows’ hearts have been r:ade to sing
for joy, many homes made brighter and more comfortable, hearts
uplifted and relieved from the crushing bur.en of poverty, parents
and children so softened by these timely and ‘veicome gifts that they
have been led to attend church and Sunday School, and have given
their hearts to God. It is impossible to estimate the good done both
wo the givers and to the receivers.

See the gathering together of a number of young ladies, each
eoming to the meeting with a small parcel in her hand. When these
parcels are opened, amid niuch laughter and glee gaily-colored pieces
of cloth are spread out to iew ; but soon the bright eyes grow
graver, and the busy fingers set to work to fashion for some poor
Indian child, or may be for a hard-working, lonely, almost discour-
aged missionary’s wife, a beautifully soft and warm quilt. As the
minutes fly, the work progresses, and these bright young 'women
rejoice at the completion of their evening’s work and picture to
themselves the joy of the recipient, declaring that they were the first
to enjoy that quilt.

In another place we may see younger girls making up pretty wall
pockets to hold useful articles, which they thoughtfully put in them,
such as scissors, buttons, thread, needles, pocket combs, and in one
specially made place a small Testament. These are intended for
lumbermen’s shanties.

In another place a little girl keeps a missionary bag, into which
she is constantly putting useful articles, such as scissors, thimble,
needles, buttons, thread, yarn, pieces of silk and velvet, and many
other things. When the bag is full it is sent away to some mission-
ary’s wife, who is delighted ‘to get such a variety of useful articles,
alr]xd appreciates warmly the love and sympathy that have prompted
the gift.

C
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There are many children in the poorly settled districts who can-
not go to church or school for want of clothing. In a home in
Algoma is a poor old widow, crippled with rheumatism, and almogt
blind from cataract on her eyes, yet she is a sister in Christ and doeg
all she can to cheer and encourage her neighbors, who are little better
off than she is. A little granddaughter said to her one day, “Grand.
ma, if T had a dress and a hat I could go to school with the other
children.” When the old lady said, “I would buy you them if |
were not so poor,” the child looked at her earnestly for a few minuteg
and then said, “Well, grandma, ¢ Blessed are the poor, for theirs is
the kingdom of heaven.’” Compensation there for all the sorrows of
earth.

To one of our missions were sent a number of broadcloth coats and
vests, donated by a niece of the first missionary’s wife at Muncey. In
acknowledging these gifts our correspondent said, “We would like
you to have seen our local preachers when they were dressed up in
the nice clothes you sent us, If you have never seen happy Indians
you would have seen some then.” ~She also specially mentioned some
children’s furs that were sent by a little girl. One of the little
bright-eyed girls of the Sunday School was made very happy by them,
She had never seen such nice warm things before. In fact, every
article sent gave joy and pleasure to poor dear hearts who Lave very
little to comfort them in this world.

From another part of the country comes this message: “I wish
I could give you some idea of the poverty of the people in the vicinity
where the clothing has gone. There are some large families—seven,
eight, or twelve children—who are almost destitute ; these children
are all quite small, and go about half naked. I have seen them out
in the snow in their bare feet carrying in wood. Previous to receiv-
ing this clothing they could not go to Sunday School, but since then
they come regularly.”

Presents for a Christmas-tree were sent to another place ¢ they
helped to make up a splendid tree. The missionary wrote : “ [ wish
you could have seen the children’s faces beaming with inexpressible
pleasure; we could hardly keep them quiet until the programme
was ended, so anxious were they to get their presents. We wish
the children who sent those nice dolls could have seen the happy
faces of our children ; they were in ecstasies of joy.”

One bitter cold evening, in another district, an invitation to go
to the parsonage was received by two poor women who are laboring
hard to provide for large families of small children. Imagine their
glad surprise when they were presented with warm quilts and cloth-
ing. The next day some of their children were in the Sunday School,
and in the evening the parents were out to service for the first time

for many weeks. Each wore some article sent by some of our Mission
Bands.
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Another writer says: “I feel very grateful for the assistance
received this winter, as I have been able to alleviate the sufferings of
quite a number of families on this mission. 1 gave a good share to
the widow who was left with such a large family. One of the fami-
lies to whom I gave a few things were burnt out just before Christ-
mas, and were left without anything except the clothing they were
wearing. It just happened that one of the boxes came along that
same week containing quilts and other things, which I wasso pleased
to be able to give to them.”

One of our young preachers on a poor mission not receiving
enough to live on by boarding out, rented a room and boarded him-
self. Through the kindness of some of our Auxiliaries and Mission
Bands who sent bedding and linen, he was able to make his room
very comfortable.

Tn the North-West there are many districts where, though there
is no actual poverty, for the people can get enough to eat, yet they
nd it impossible to purchase clothing suitable for the long cold
winter. One young girl who went out there two years ago, belong-
ing to a nice family of hard-working people, said to one of our mis-
sionaries : ‘It seems so strange, but everything I have on came from
your house. I do not know what I should have done without them.”
That clothing was sent by the W.M.S.

A young preacher in the North-West receiving a very small
salary, having to keep house for himself, to use his coats and robes
for bedding, was relating his experience to: the wife of one of our
missionaries who had just received a large box of clothing from
Ontario. She was so pleased to be able to make him more com-
fortable, for in the box she found an overcoat and underwear
that just fitted him, and besides that he went home rejoicing, with
two heavy quilts. She thinks that the ladies who filled that box
would have been amply repaid for their labor by his expressions of
thankfulness.

A missionary’s family in the North-West went to a very poor circuit
and a cold, unfurnished house. It took all they had to buy furniture
and make the house fit to spend the winter in. A box of goods sent
by us reached them in their greatest need, containing the very articles
most wanted, especially a quantity of bedding, and many comforts
which otherwise they would have been obliged to do without. Many
times have they thanked God and prayed His blessing to rest upon
our kind friends who, out of their abundance, have helped those who
were strangers to them. Can we have any idea what results for
our Master may be the outcome of these kindnesses—how much
lighter the pastor’s heart is when his mind is relieved from the
anxious thought of wherewithal shall they be clothed.

In one of the far off missions of the North-West, the teacher of
the school says there are over thirty families on the reservation, all
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in great need of clothing. There are twelve widows, many of them
having a number of young children. Some of these come to schoo]
almost naked, and not having enough provisions at home stay all day
without tasting food until they go home at night.

Sixty-five places have been supplied with goods, and 180 A yxil.
iaries and Mission Bands, Circles and Leagues have contributed to
these places. Nearly $4,000 worth of goods have been sent out. and
the Government has refunded $87, which had been paid on freight to
Indians in the North-West.

Let us give of our best, not despising the day of small things, know
ing that we shall yet rejoice in seeing our work owned of God, if done
with an eye single to His glory. ¢ Inasmuch as ye have done it unto
the least of these, ye have done it unto me.”

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REPORT OF THE

JAPAN COUNCIL OF THE WOMAN'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY

OF THE

CANADIAN METHODIST CHURCH

For THE YEAR 1895-96.

The ninth annual meeting of the Council of the Woman’s Mission-
ary Society in Japan was held in Karnizawa, on July 22nd and 23rd.
The members present were as follows: Misses Robertson, Cartmell,
Cunningham, Munro, Blackmore, Veazey, Crombie, Belton, Lambly,
and Wigle. Miss Preston, on account of illness, was unable to
attend.

The devotional exercises of the first session were conducted by
Miss Robertson. After singing, ‘ All hail the power of Jesus’
name,” Isaiah Ixi. was read, after which prayer was offered.

The President voiced the regret of the Council that the condition
of Miss Preston’s health rendered her unable to be present. She also
spoke a few words of welcome to Miss Blackmore and Miss Wigle,
and gave a résumé of the business correspondence of the year.

The Minutes of the Executive meetings of January 4 and June 20
were read.

As Miss Preston was unable to be present to take her place as
Corresponding Secretary of the Kofu Branch, the President nominated
Miss Blackmore to act in that capacity.

The reports of the branches were read.

Toxkyo.

School.—The year has been a trying one to our school, nevertheless
the Father, the Husbandman, has caused Christian growth and
womanly progress, and our hearts have been refreshed as we have
seen those who were children but yesterday stepping out one by one
into the privileges of their Christian womanhood, and taking their
places as leaders in the prayer-meeting, or in the Sunday School

among their fellow-students.

Mrs. Large’s continued absence is not only a loss to the work but
a source of weakness. We pray for her speedy return. :
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THE JAPAN WORK.

In August we sustained another great loss in the marriage of oyp
worthy and very efficient matron, Miss Ito. We have not yet sue-
ceeded in filling this vacancy, but have divided the work among the
Junior teachers, who, though lacking in years and experience, h
done very well.

During the antumn and winter there was a great deal of sicknesg
in the school, much of it contagious. This led to a thorough over.
hauling of wells and drains, since which time we have been almost
free from sickness,

Until March the average attendance was fifty-three, After the
spring vacation eleven new pupils entered, and we closed with sixty.
four in attendance. Four graduated at Christmas—all of these
entering the work. Besides these, three withdrew from the school
and entered evangelistic work and one entered into rest. Two have
been baptized. Thirty-one supported girls were enrolled during the
year. ‘Twenty four were in attendance at the end of June, 1In this
department also the insufficient supply of missionaries has been g
hindrance, as those pupils who stand in this closer relationship to the
Society require more particular attention. The faithful and efficient
work being done by those who formerly were supported by the Society
leads us to see the good results of careful oversight ; indeed we often
wish that those in the home land who have done so much for these
young women could see how nobly they repay what has been done
for them,

We have had two very successful gatherings of former students.

In all departments of the directly Christian work of the school we
have felt the need of experienced workers, and pray that the Lord of
the harvest will send forth laborers, both native and foreign,

Our King’s Daughters’ school has forty-eight pupils. The orphan-
age has had fourteen inmates, The oldest, a girl of fourteen years,
has been working for three months as a servant in the school, and
has acquitted herself so creditably that it has been decided to take
her on as a supported girl. The children of the orphanage are well-
behaved and industrious, and earn their house rent by making paper
cord.

Evangelistic.—During the year we have had on the average six
Bible-women employed, three of whom work in Azabu, the others
working five districts throughout the city. At Christmas the Bible-
woman at Komagome left us, and no other was found to fill her
place. Meetings have been held at Shitaya regularly, although no
Bible-woman works there. Besides those conducted in seven districts
by the evangelistic worker in charge, meetings among the poor in
three places in Azabu are conducted by the Bi le women—two during
the week and one on Sunday evenings. The latter is well att nded
by women and children, principally the pupils of our King's Daugh-
ters’ Charity School and their mothers. These people are slow to

grasp the full meaning. of salvation, yet crave the good news and'
rejoice in the light they have.

At Ushigome a small charity school has been successfully con-
ducted by the Bible-woman .there. The pupils, eleven in number,
attend Sunday School regularly, and receive Bible instruction daily,
besides being taught the elements of education.

Since August 1st, 3,144 visits have been made and 3,758 conversa-
tions held on the subject of Christianity. One hundred and ninety-
four persons have heard the Gospel for the first time. Two hundred
and one meetings have been held, with an average attendance of
7.6, of whom about one-fifth were children. Eleven women have
been baptized, and one more has asked for baptism.

In this department the work has gone on without many difficulties
this year, and a very slow but steady increase in numbers and in
interest is noticeable. The great need is for workers. One more
missionary and several trained Japanese workers would find plenty
to do. “Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he would
send forth laborers into his harvest.”

SHIZUOKA.

School.—During the past year we have had much cause for thank-
fulness. Thirty-three names have been enrolled on the school register.
The past term we have had twenty-seven pupils in attendance, nine of
whom are new pupils. We hear rumors of others who are desirous
of coming, and trust the day is not far distant when the school will be
full.

All the older girls, and some of the younger, who came from
Christian homes, are baptized. We have no new baptisms to report
among the girls, as we do not allow them to receive the rite until
they have a heart experience of religion and show by their daily lives
that they are trying to follow Christ. All are daily learning the-
truth as it is in Jesus, and by many little things we know the Spirit
is doing His work. By and by the harvest will come. We are
rejoiced that one of our teachers, who has been rather hard to reach,
has at last openly allied herself to the people of God, and on the first
Sabbath of this .month received baptism in the church. Through
many tribulations Christ has brought her to depend on himself for
comfort and support. We have watched and prayed for her so long,
that when che news of her decision came it seemed almost too good to
be true.

We hear encouraging reports of the girls who have gone out frome
us. They carry an influence with them that makes us hope for an
extension of Christ’s kingdom in places we cannot reach. The pleasure
with which they return to school after weeks or months of absence,
18 unmistakable: they come as to the old home where loving
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memories twine. It gives us pleasure to have them come, and we do
all we can to make the school tie strong,

Our new building is completed, and quite an ornament to the city,
The Japanese are proud of it, and seem inclined to take more interest
in the school because of it. If it fills up with girls, and many souls
are born into Christ’s kingdom because of it, the money which has
been so kindly given will not have been spent in vain, Tt wag
publicly opened on the 4th of J uly. Among the guests were the
Secretary of State, to represent His Excellency the Governor, who
was unable to be present, being out of town ; the Superintendent of
Education, the Mayor of the city, and several other high officials,
Five girls received Japanese diplomas, and one—who graduated in
Japanese two years ago—received her English diploma. The J apanese
friends who assisted us, and who take an interest in the welfare of
the school, pronounced the whole affair quite perfect. We have heard
that it did much to break down the prejudice existing against us as a
Christian school.

Of the King’s Daughters’ meeting, prayer-meeting, class-meeting,
ete., I have nothing new to say. They are to the school what air and
sunshine are to the natural world, a source of strength and refresh-
ing, without which we could not exist.

Evangelistic.—Work is now carried on in fourteen towns and
villages by the Bible-women, assisted by helpers from the Girls’
School. At the request of the pastor of the church at Numazu, work
was opened in that town in Januvary. A weekly meeting for women
of the neighborhood has been held in the Girls’ School, which is quite
satisfactory, We have three Bible-women, and three helpers from
the school ;. 2,358 visits have been made, 226 meetings held, and 142
houses visited for the first time. There have been thirteen baptisms
during the year,

Meetings for the children have been held fortnightly at the towns
of Shimada, Ejiri and Kakegawa, with an aggregate average
attendance of 110 ; average attendance at the three Sunday Schools,
ninety-nine.  About seventy women have been in regular attend-
ance at the fortnightly or weekly meetings held specially for women,
The workers from the school have visited the hospital regularly,
where they have been gladly welcomed. On several occasions con.
valescent patients have visited the school, where singing and a Bible
talk, ending with prayer, formed part of the hour’s entertainment.

We are honored in thus being permitted to take part in this
important work. God is verifying His Word among us’ that a little
leaven will leaven the whole lump. We look hopefully forward to
the future, trusting it in His hands, confident in His leading, if we
but yield all things to His care.

Koru.

School.—The past year has been one of growth and progress in our
school. At our last annual meeting thirty-eight pupils were reported ;
this year we have fifty-seven. The early age at which many of our
girls are withdrawn from the school, in order to devote more time to
sewing, has always been a source of deep regret to us. At Easter a
thoroughly competent teacher of Japancse sewing was employed, and
arrangements made by which the older and more advanced pupils
may give a large part of their time to sewing. This has brought to
us several new pupils, and will, we hope, do much towards securing
a longer stay in the school for many of our girls.

It has been most encouraging to note the improvement, not only in
individuals, but in the general conduct in the school. Public feeling
among the girls grows stronger on the side of good order and right-
doing. In spite of mistakes and failures, it is still evident that on
the part of nearly all there is honest endeavor to do their best every
day. Sunday School and King’s Daughters’ work receive cheerful
and faithful attention. Besides the help given to the Church Sunday
School, seven schools are kept up by our pupils, teachers and Bible-
women, with a total average attendance of about two hundred. This
Sunday School work is chiefly amongst the poorest and most ignorant,
and involves patient self-sacrifice, with which the difficulties of the
teacher in a Canadian Sunday School has little in common ; yet, as a
rule, those in the hardest places show the most enthusiasm in their
work.

Amemiya San, our first English graduate, has started and main-
tains, entirely unaided and at her own expense, a Sunday School in
her home, about seven miles from Kofu. She began with ten little
ones, but now about thirty gather Sabbath after Sabbath to hear the
“old, old story ”—to them so new and strange.

At Easter four pupils were graduated from the J apanese depart
ment—two of them graduating also in English. Of these, two have
remained with us for another term to continue sewing, music, etc.,
one has entered the Toyo Eiwa Jo Gakko, and one was married a
few weeks ago to the principal of the Kofu Christian Boys’ School.
There have been four baptisms in the school during the year.

Evangelistic.—One hundred and seventy meetings for women and
children have been held, with an average attendance of over ten.

We have regular appointments in twelve places, and as the time and -

strength of the workers have permitted, visiting has been done and
an occasional meeting held in four other places, in which we would
gladly open regular work if we had a worker to fill the appointments,
Seven women have received baptism, and there are several candidates.
Eighteen hundred and five visits have been made to homes. There
has been much to encourage during the past year, and also much to
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make us feel deeply the need of a larger number of zealous, conse.
crated workers. Earnestly we pray the Lord of the harvest the
prayer which He himself has taught us to offer.

KANAZAWA.

The past year has been marked by more change than is usual ip
our Kanazawa work. Our visiting list shows one hundred and fifteen
homes open to our workers, thirty-five of these having been entered
this year for the first time, giving a net increase of thirteen over last
year. The prevalence of sickness in the city, and a winter of deep
snows, limited the visiting during one quarter, but upwards of seven
hundred visits have been made during the year. The two regular
weekly meetings have had an average attendance of eight and nine
respectively, and our monthly Saturday meeting of from twelve to
fifteen. Two weekly meetings for children have been held, and a
monthly King’s Daughters’ meeting in connection with the Orphanage.

There have been four baptisms among the women during the year,
and six have been lost from our meetings—two by death and four
through removals.

The Poor School in the Daijime District we are happy to report in
a very prosperous condition. Work has been steady through the
year, about twenty children being enrolled for the match work during
the day, and thirteen at the night school, while the Sunday School
has an average attendance of about forty, most of whom attend the
Wednesday evening meeting as well, in company with a few of the
mothers and older sisters. The purchase of a small building during
the year has given us a comfortable home for the teacher and fair
accommodation for the school, while the growing friendly feeling in
the neighborhood and increasing interest in Christianity have been a
cause of much gratitude.

At the Kawakami Industrial School the year has been a troublous
and broken one, necessitating a change in the teacher in charge, and
the closing of the envelope department, which gave employment to
the boys. We have lost many of the older girls from the embroidery
«class also, through various causes, but the embroidery teacher has
proved faithful and satisfactory, and younger pupils have filled up
the class to the number of thirteen at present. The night school and
Sunday School have been well attended, and the monthly “mothers’
meeting ” has brought out from twenty to thirty women each time,
with as many more girls and children. 'We trust that the underhand
persecutions of the past few months are at an end, and that the
coming year may bring much of true prosperity to this school.

Our Orphanage has had a quiet, satisfactory year. One new girl
has been received and one of the older ones sent in to the Azabu
school to continue her studies, so the number remains at sixteen, all
-of whom are proving very satisfactory.

After the adoption of the reports, the request from the General
Board that we should take up work in Fukui and Nagano was consid-
ered. After some discussion the following resolution was drawn up :

« Having considered the request of the Council of the General
Board to open work in Fukui and Nagano, we desire to express our
accord with them in their endeavor to extend the work among the
women of those places, but as our contingent is sufficient only to carry
on the work now in operation, and as we know of no new appoint-
ments to this field, we cannot at once take up work in either of those
places ; therefore,

“ Resolved,—That we urge our Home Board to send a sufficient
number of missionaries to allow us to extend our work.

“ Resolved,—That as soon as we have a sufficient number of mis-
sionaries to allow of our doing so, without crippling our present work,
we send two foreign workers to Fukui.

“ Resolved,—That the consideration of the request to take up work
in Nagano be left over until there is a prospect of having sufficient
workers.”

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THE WEST CHINA WORK.

WEST CHINA,

From last year’s report you will remember that the beginning of
the current year found us all in Shanghai. As it would be impossible
to get back to our field of labor for some months, we decided to go
across to Japan, and while there visited the different stations of our
missions, and saw the work in progress ; also saw the work of some
other missions, and attended conventions, at all of which we heard
views concerning the work expressed, and received hints which, we
trust, will be of benefit in the work here.

Receiving word from Dr. Hart that it would be safe to start up
the river, we left Shanghai January 11th, and, after a quick trip,
reached Kiating April 3rd, at which place we waited until Dr, and
Mrs. Kilborn arrived, when we came on to Chentu, arriving here
April 17th.

Of course we were all anxious to begin work as soon as it was
deemed prudent, and as Mr. Hartwell said he did not intend opening
his girls’ school, and the woman teacher, previously employed by him,
was anxious to secure employment, I engaged her rather than take
one who had had very little experience. She had a fair attendance
at first, but reports on the street against the foreigners frightened
several of the pupils away. However, it has been worked up again
until now she has a regular attendance of about twenty little girls,
some of whom, it is hoped, can be secured for a boarding school ere
long.

l%egarding the medical work, for lack of room a regular dispensary
has not been opened yet, but all patients who have come to the house
have been treated, and Mrs. Kilborn has made several visits outside.

Miss Ford, as well as assisting in medical work, has had charge of
the singing in the school—a necessary part of the teaching.

Regarding evangelistic work direct, the opportunities for this have
not been as great as they are likely to be in the future, because of the
feeling that we had better remain in rather quietly until after the
anniversary of last year’s trouble, However, the women who have
attended the Sunday service are regularly invited across to the school-
room, and we have taken turns in speaking to them—sometimes as
many as forty being present—and hope some seed may have fallen in
good ground and will bear fruit. Then, too, numbers of guests have
come in, including the mothers of the scholars, and we try to improve all
these opportunities, but will be able to do better work in this line
when a regular room, furnished in purely Chinese style, is ready to
receive them.

REPORT OF MEDICAL WORK.

The past year has been one of varied experience. We arrived in
Chentu from Kiating May 25th, 1895, and May 28th and 29th the
riots occurred which compelled us to go to the coast. Soon after oupr
arrival there ill-health and hot weather forced us to go to Japan for
a change. Returning to Shanghai in November, 1895, completely
restored in health, we began our preparations for returning’ to our
work. Left Shanghai January 29th, 1896, for up river.

It is now about two and a half months since our return to the city,
I have opened no regular medical work. My reasons for not com.
mencing regular work at once are these : First, it was thought better
to wait till the 5th of the fifth Chinese month had passed, it being
the anniversary of last year’s riots. Second, I had no place in which
to do dispensary work unless we rented another compound. This we
did not want to do, as every day we expected to purchase,

Soon a few learned that I had medicine and came for treatment.
I turned no one away, Up to the present I have treated forty-five
Chinese patients and eight foreigners, and have visited ¢ight Chinese
patients in their homes, making a total of sixty-one treated.

In addition to those treated professionally I have entertained forty
three Chinese women. We have no guest-room yet—these women I
have received into our home. I have tried to tell them something of
the Gospel, but without a guest-room they see so much in our foreign
houses to take their attention it is almost impossible to get them to
listen, What we want is to let them see through our homes, then
take them into a guest-room furnished like their own and talk to
them.

Next year I hope to report more satisfactory work, for soon we
expect to have a proper place in which to work. '

The report I had prepared of my work in Kiating was lost in the
riot. After the hospital was opened there I carried on regular work
among the women tor three months before we left. T cannot give
the exact number, but during that time I treated hetween three
hundred and three hundred and fifty patients, and did twelve or
fourteen operations. Several of the foreigners received treatment,

in return for which we received taels 18.92, to be used towards

furnishing cots in our W, M. 8. ho-~pital.

REPORT OF FRENCH MISSION SCHOOLS.

The close of another year leads us to review the past, and look for
visible results which usualiy follow to a greater or less extent the
efforts of our faithful workers,

The school at St. Theodore was open during six winter months, then
closed for a time, and was reopened for a summer session under the
care of Miss Fortier, a former pupil of the Institute. There has not
been any increase in the number of pupils, but instruction has been
provided for the children of Methodist parents who are far from any
Protestant school, and who are quietly influencing for good their
Roman Oatholic neighbors,

For several reasons the school at St. Jovite was not reorganized
this year.

At the request of one of our ministers, a summer school was opened
at North Ham on July 1st, and continued for three months, It was
taught by Miss Desmarais, formerly in the Institute, and had in
attendance eleven scholars, seven of whom were girls and four boys.
The children were delighted to attend, and made good progress con-
sidering the short time they have been taught. It has been thought
that in future more work could be done by providing summer schools
in country districts,

In the East-End mission-school, Montreal, the past year has been
one of blessing and prosperity, God’s presence being with them,
encouraging them in cheir daily efforts. A larger number of pupils
has been registered than over before, seventy-one names having been
entered, thirty-seven girls and thirty-four boys. During the months
of May and June, Miss Fortier was engaged to assist Miss Matthieu,
allowing her to devote the afternoon of each day to district visiting.
Miss Matthieu writes: “ At the beginning of the school session we
endeavored to impress our pupils with the beauty of the Bible, and
that it is not only the right but the duty of everyone to read it; con-
sequently it has been our first study daily for the entire school. The
religious and moral progress of our pupils is always kept paramount,
and while we endeavor to hasten their intellectual development
we continue to devote the best part of our time to bringing
them to a clear knowledge of Gospel truth. Turough the

scholars we have access to the parents, one family, if not more,

having been influenced to attend our Sabbath morning service.

A few of our pupils whose religious persuasion was different from ours,
have this year shown themselves ready to disobey their parents and
their priest, and to expose themselves to all kinds of grievances in
order to procure a more liberal education. They have come to us
asking for something useful, practical, helpful, that would better fit
them to find employment with an English class of business men. We
are convinced that the opposition of the clergy towards our school
has never been greater than to-day. They know very well that it is
not exactly the education we give to a few young people that will
endanger their powerful system, but they fight against us because they
are compelled in self-defence to improve their own schools.”

In the West-End schools one hundred and thirteen names have been
registered, and there has been a daily average attendance of fifty-
seven, being an increase of two over last year. Miss Jackson writes:
“Qur school is composed of English, French and Jews ; of these quite

a number come from Roman Catholic homes. We find it difficult to

state definitely how many are Protestants and how many are Roman
Catholics, for in many instances the father and mother are not of the
same faith, and time will tell what choice the children will make. In
one instance after the death of the mother, the father, a Catholic, had
the children placed in a home where they were determined to bring
them up as Romanists. Our four years’ training we believe is not
lost, for one of the little girls was heard to say, ‘I will never change
my religion.” The simpler forms of kindergarten work are still taught
by Miss Anderson, who devotes part of her time to teaching, and the
rest to visiting the parents and hospitals, giving out clothing and very
often finding employment for some needy one. A thousand visits
have been made during the year and nearly fifteen hundred French and
English tracts distributed. We have had much to be thankful for, and
trust our labor has not been in vain.”
Thus bread has been cast upon the waters, and the call still comes

for “patient continuance in well-doing.”

The work in the school-room and domestic department presents no
new features, that of the class-room being continued in accordance
with the Public school system of the Province—except that nearly
all subjects are taught in both English and French—whilst in the
domestic department each student’s work is changed once a month, so
as to give training to each in all the branches of household employ-
ment. After Christmas the school routine was a good deal broken in
upon by illness, and two of the students had to be removed to the
“Victoria” Hospital ; but all happily recovered, and, with one excep-
tion, were able to resume their studies.

The Douglas Mission Band, as in former years, provided a Thanks-
giving treat and Christmas tree for our students, and many other
friends remembered us with substantial gifts of books, clothing, ete.
During the session Mrs. John Ross prepared a very interesting and
instructive little pamphlet, entitled “ What is the Belief of Protes-
tants !” This was translated into French by Mrs. Dalpé, of our staff,
and a copy put into the hands of each student at the close of the
Institute, with the earnest prayer that seed thus scattered throughout
the Province might bring forth fruit in days to come.

Since the close of the term, several of our girls have taken charge
of little schools in the country, which is a great advantage to the
Institute, as many of the children are thus enabled to come to us with
a very fair foundation laid, instead of in the crude and ignorant state
in which we have been accustomed to receive them.

From many sources we see that the time for very energetic, aggres-
sive work has come, if our fellow-countrymen are to be saved from the
state of religious indifference and unbelief into which they seem to be
drifting as the shackles of the Church of Rome are loosening.

We earnestly bespeak the continued sympathy and prayers of the
Woman’s Missionary Society that our work may continue to increase,
and that many may be brought out of darkness into the light of the
Gospel of Christ.

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REPORT FROM CROSBY GIRLS' HOME, PORT SIMPSON, B.C.

S T

The past year has been one of many blessings, interspersed, at
times, with anxious cares and trials, which we trust have helped us
all, both teachers and children, to fly to the strong arms of Him who
knows no lack of strength,

During the fall and winter the children enjoyed best of health, and
were very cheerful and happy, and showed a growing interest in
every part of their work. But as spring advanced we were visited
by la grippe, causing much sickness among the children. Two of
our number were claimed by death and another left in a critical con-
dition. We fear that she too will soon be called to leave us. We
hoped that the warm summer weather would restore her health, and
for a time she did appear much better ; but now as the rainy season
has begun again we can see a decided change for the worse. She
now has a severe cough which distresses her greatly. We will do
our best under doctor’s instructions to help her, and leave the result
in our Father’s hands. He makes no mistakes.

During the fishing season four of the girls went with their friends.
Three have returned ; the other one is expected soon,

Two others became restless about this time and left the Home,
and it being the busy season the parents were only too anxious to take
them with them to the cannery. These two we decided not to admit
again.

We now have only twenty-three, and as they acquire more English
we can see a growing interest in bhooks and papers. Many of them
will now take a paper or book and read it all through. They are
very fond of reading the Sunday School papers which come to us
quite regularly from a kind friend in Toronto ; and nothing pleases
them better than to have one of the teachers read to them from some
book. They listen as attentively and eagerly as though they were
hungering for knowledge.

We have Sunday School in the Home, Mr. Richards, of Boys’
Home, being Superintendent, while Miss Grace Crosby, Miss Beavis,
Miss Paul and myself assist with the teaching. But as the people
gather home and our numbers increase, some of our girls will assist
also. Our Sunday School is very interesting, and we trust much
good is being done among the children.

In our Thursday evening prayer and class meeting, led sometimes
by Mr. Crosby, at other times by one of the nurses from hospital,
nearly every girl takes an active part, either in testimony or prayer.

They seem to enjoy this meeting more than the public services, as
there they are more timid and reserved ; still some of them are very
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willing to witness for Jesus. But the dear children need much care-
ful training, and we as teachers feel that on us rests a great responsi-
pility. But we are very thankful for the privilege of trying to lead
them to that Saviour who had said, “ Suffer little children to come
unto me.”

REPORT OF CHINESE GIRLS’ HOME,

In submitting my first annual report, I wish to express first of all
thanks to our heavenly Father, who has crowned the year with his
goodness ;” thanks for the continued health of oup girls, for thejp
improvement in self-control, in the government of temper, and ip a
marked degree in the careful and prompt accomplishment of thejy
daily routine of house wor

On September 2nd, 1895, Mrs. Morrow handed me the keys and

books, at which time there were seven girls in the Home, Sarah
taking the lead in the house work. On Tuesday, the 3rd, Iittle
Choy Wau took refuge in the Home, from fear of punishment for
losing an account book. Rev. J. E. Gardner, in the presence of My,
Thornton Fell (Iawyer), ascertained from the simple story of the child of
thirteen years that she had been bought in China, and wag virtu:llly a
little slave girl. Choy Wau spent a week in the Home, where she was
very contented and happy, during which time the case was tried by
law, the Chief Justice deciding that the child should be free at
sixteen, and in the meantime Mr, Mong Kow was to act as her
guardian. The written document Was sent us, demanding that we
give up the child, Consequently, we handed her over with much
regret, as the poor child was very unwilling to leave the
Although we lost the case (which cost us $31.75)
we have done Choy Wau a great kindness by securing her freedom at
sixteen, and in the meantime improved her position,

Sarah being very desirous of learning dress-making, T allowed her to
go to Miss Daniels two, and sometimes three, days a week, until
February, when she went to help Mrs. Gilbert, and afterwards Mrs,
Tait, which was a great relief to me, as she and the other girls were
greatly out of harmony.  For the last fow months Sarah has been
with a family, where she seems to be quite happy, and, so far as I can
learn, gives satisfaction. She has the privilege of coming to the Home
twice a week to take her Chinese lessons.  Her heart is still set upon
China. She attends the mission service every Sunday evening,

On December 12th, T took Martha to New Westminster, The
same evening she was united in marriage to an intelligent, energetic
Christian Chinese named Thomas Lee Sing, who had his cottage home
in tasteful readiness for his bride,

The next event of interest was that of an examination of the
Home School on December 18th, before a few of the most interested of
the English people and the Chinese missionary, The following ladies,
outside the Home, contributed prizes, which were presented to the

girls by Mr. Chan ; Mesdames Pendray, Teague, McGuinnes, Miss S,
McGregor, and Mrs, Scholey, of Vancouver. First prize for house
work was won by Sarah; for deportment, Mitsu (Japanese), first:

for my Bible class review, Edith, a handsome copy of Wesley’s
hymns ; second in Bible review, Emma ; writing, Laura; writing
and singing, Nellie, for the latter a special doll from Mrs. Teague ;
for general proficiency, Edith,

On the evening of the 24th Laura was led to Hymen’s altar in the
presence of a large gathering of interest-d spectators. Ah Sun (her
husband) is a member of the mission church,

On the 26th we had all the married gir's and their children invited
to a four o’clock dinner. Twenty-four all told did ample justice to a
relishable dinuer, followed by an enjoyable evening.

On the first day of the Chinese New Year the Methodist and
Presbyterian missionaries, Dr. Gee, of China, and a number of the
mission boys called for an hour in the afternoon to extend and receive
customary greetings. After Chinese refreshments the girls sang
suitable hymns with organ accompaniment. During the New Year
week the girls sang at two entertainments in the different mission
churches. The Home School was continued with regularity up to
March 30th, except when Miss Wickett thought best to visit Van-
couver and New Westminster in the interest of the mission work.
About the last week in January Miss Wickett resigned her position.
On March 30th she bade farewell to the Home. At this juncture
Mrs. Monck, daughter of the Rev. E. Robson, arrived in Victoria,
who, having been deeply interested in the welfare of the Mongolians
from her childhood, kindly volunteered to visit the homes of the
married girls and keep them in touch with the Home services as well
as those of the mission church.

The Home Committee, consisting of Mesdames Spencer, Pendray,
Betts, Chapman and Burkholder, meets the first Friday in the month
at 4 p.m. to consult with me in times of emergency.

Mrs. Ward was engaged as teacher by the Home Committee, and
entered upon her new duties April 14th, and continued up to June
14th. Salary, $12. T observed a marked improvement in the girls
during those two months. Mrs. Ward’s government was perfect,
which greatly facilitated her success.

[ have been, during the year, endeavoring to teach the girls to take
pleasure in keeping clean and neat, the outside as well as the inside.

The Friday meeting in the Home has been held regularly. Attend-
ance, from ten to eighteen adults, with always a number of children,
at the usual meetings. The girls repeat several verses of Scripture
each, then review the whole chapter. One usually interprets any
exposition of the Word, so that each can get a crumb, Singing is
always in both languages. Mrs. Allan, of the east,and a missionary of
Corea, attended one meeting, the latter talking very earnestly on the
Trinity. The Sunday School has also been regularly held at 3 p.m.
until Miss Morgan came, who prefers the hour of 9.45 a.m:, which
enables her to help the Japanese mission from 4 to 5 p.m.

In winter the girls spend their leisure filling orders for knitting,
children’s underclothing, ete. In summer they mend and help make
articles for the Home,

On the 17th of June Miss Morgan arrived. On the 19th we haq
a reception service in connection with our Friday meeting. Al the
married girls with their children, the Home Committee, and a fey
others, to the number in all of forty-seven, were present.  After the
devotional exercises, conducted by Rev. 8. Cleaver, Miss Morgan wag
presented by myself and welcomed on behalf of the Home. Rev, §,
Cleaver extended a welcome on behalf of the Church, and My,
Spencer on behalf of the Home Committee, after which refreshments
were served. At 8.30 in the evening the young Chinese men of the
missions, with their teachers and the ministers, to the number of
thirty-four, filed into our large school-room, where social conversation
and singing were the order of the evening. It was a pleasurable
novelty to hear singing in five languages. Miss Morgan’s health has
greatly improved, and her strength much increased, since coming to
Victoria,

It was with much pleasure we looked forward to a visit from Miss
Cartmell and Miss Robertson, also of Japan. Miss Hargrave also
visited the Home,

Miss Morgan opened school on September 1st, and is giving most
earnest attention to the school and missionary work, I shall give
Miss Morgan’s report in her own words :

*“As I have had but one month’s experience in the school here, I
can only say that the work in that department is very encouraging,
The girls are bright, and capable, and I see no reason why they
should not develop into competent workers. The evangelistic work
is as yet indefinite, but there is a prospect of plenty to do in that
line, Sixteen homes in China-town have been entered during the
past two months. Twenty-four visits were made to non Christians,
Ten of the married girls, whose homes are in the city, have been
regularly visited. These girls still need much help. One evening
every week is spent at the night school for the Christian Chinese
boys. The Japanese boys, over twenty-five of whom have been
baptized by Mr. Cleaver, were also in need of help; one hour two
evenings in the week is given to them, also one hour on Sunday after-
noon.”

Our hearts are full of gratitude to our heavenly Father for Hig
goodness. Truly He is able to do exceeding abundantly above ]
that we ask or think.

Our work has been most encouraging during the past year, W
have had very little sickness—only four, I believe, that could be
called sick in the twelve months, One of these, a little girl of seven,
has been ill for some time, and we feel she will soon leave us for g
better home.

I have just finished another quarter in the school. I reported 97
pupils, with an average daily attendance of 85. The quarter before
the average was 90, a short summer vacation causing the decreage,
The standing is as follows :

Of those in the school at present, only 19 were here when I came
three years ago. The Sixth Standard, as you see, is composed of two
pupils—one a girl who is anxious to be a Mission teacher ; the other,
a boy of nineteen, who, when he came here two years ago, began at
the rudiments. They are taking up all the branches required for a
High School entrance examination in British Columbia, which I hope
to see them pass successfully before I leave. The boy spent two
months at the river fishing this summer, and did considerable Chris-
tian work in the way of street preaching. The lowest standard of 30
pupils I will be very pleased to hand over to the Kindergarten
teacher when she arrives, as since I have taken up the higher branches
I find it very difficult to find time for all work. We still work on
the half-day system. My school hours are 9.12 and 1-4, with morn-
ing and evening study with the children. They are very anxious to
learn, and often during play-time may be found with their books. I
daily thank God that He, through you, sent me here, and has been
with me, teaching and strengthening me for my work. In June I
held an examination, three of the older girls playing accompaniments
on the organ for the first time in public.

We have several “out pupils,” as the Indian Department call them.
Martha, the first girl taken into Mr. Tate’s home, as a pupil of this
school, was the first to go out to service, and she proved such a suc-
cess that we have had many applications since. At present three are

at service near the Institute, generally spending Sunday with us, and
one in Victoria. When our laundress left us in May, Martha came
home and took up that department for two months, giving excellent
satisfaction. September 24th she left us for a home of her own.
She was married on that day to Peter Smith, an earnest Christian
young man. He spent one year with us. As she had been at
gervice, thus earning, she bought her wedding suit and also made it.
Their home is in Vancouver city, where they will attend the Princess
Street Methodist Church. It meant so much to us to have our first
wedding such a one.

We held our Children’s Missionary Meeting September 27th, when
they, from their own money and of their own free-wills, contributed
twenty-five dollars and forty cents ($25.40)—many a widow’s mite
among it.

Miss Burpee has taken some of the children’s work to the West-
minster Fair ; while away she intends writing to you a report of her
department. Hope it will reach you in time for the Board Meeting.

SECOND ANNUAL MEETING OF THE LONDON
CONFERENCE BRANCH.

Hewp 18 DUNDAs CexTRE CHURcH, Loxpoxn, Ocr. 6rH, 7rH AND 8tH, 1896,

The President, Mrs. Burns, took the chair at 2.30 p.m., Tuesday. There
was an attendance of ninety-four delegates. Mrs. Young, President of the
Manitoba Branch, was also present, and after devotions was introduced to the
Convention, speaking briefly but encouragingly of the prospects of work in the
Province.

The memorial service was conducted by Mrs. Wright. Her words were
on the line of gratitude to God that so few, comparatively, had been called
away. Ten names were presented, and affectionate tributes paid to their con-
secrated lives and zealous work for the Master’s cause.

The afternoon session closed with the administration of the Communion by
Rev. E. B. Lanceley, assisted by several of the resident ministers.

During the recess a delightful reception was tendered by the ladies of the
church to the delegates and friends, followed by a short organ recital preceding
the evening meeting.

At eight o’clock the Convention was called to order by the President, the
Rev. Mr. Lanceley conducting the devotions. The programme included the
President’s address, addresses of welcome and greeting with suitable replies.
The reports of Secretary and Treasurer were also given.

Wednesday morning was occupied with committee work. The memorials
appear in the proceedings of the General Board. The following resolutions
relating to Branch work were also carried :

Resolved,—That the by-law passed at the last Branch meeting to pay the
travelling expenses of the Organizers to the Branch meeting be rescinded.
Further, .

That this Branch meeting allow the travelling expenses of the Organizer
to be paid by the District Convention, and that she be ex-officio member of the
Branch meeting, and be provided with a billet.

The Organizers’ Committee further resolved that the provisions of this
latter resolution be carried out whether their expenses be paid by the Conven-
tion or by themselves,

The same committee also decided that our district boundaries coincide
with those allocated by the Conference.

A resolution on systematic giving was heartily endorsed by the Branch,
and Mrs. J. H. Tennant, London, appointed as Superintendent of the depart-
ment,

A strong resolution on the evils of cigarette smoking and the obscene pic
tures accompanying the packages was passed to the W, C. T. U., with the
expression of our sympathy in this line of work.

The Branch, acting on the advice of a sister Branch, and also the Execu
tive of the Board, passed a resolution recommending caution in the employ
ment of irresponsible persons as lecturers, advising correspondence with the
Branch Secretary in case of doubt.

It was decided that future conventions should be limited to two days and
a half, with but two public meetings.

Wednesday afternoon Mrs. Bond, Conference Organizer, gave her report,
stating that six new Auxiliaries had been organized ; two dropped ; conven-
tions held in eight districts; 2,030 women are members of Auxiliaries, and
922 of Mission Bands,

Mrs. Cunningham followed with an instructive review of the report, and
Mrs. Rigdon with a paper on Systematic Giving. Both these addresses were

ANNUAL MEETING.

The second annual convention of the Hamilton Conference Branch was
held in Centenary Church, Hamilton, October 6th, 7th and 8th, the first
session opening October 6th at 2.30 p.m., Mrs. (Rev.) T. W. Jackson presiding,
and an attendance of ninety-one delegates.

The devotions throughout the sessions were s ecially marked with the
Master’s presence. After preliminary business, words of welcome and greeting
were received and suitably responded to. Greetings were extended to the
Provincial W. C. T. U. meeting in Pembroke.

Mrs. (Rev.) Charlton, Hanover, conducted an impressive service in memor
of the twenty-five members of whom it had been said, ‘“They rest from their
labors,” and the testimonies of those present proved ‘‘that their works do
follow them.”

In the Pentecostal service Mrs. Van Ben Schoten, of Newark, N.Y.,
impressed her listeners with the necessity of earnestness, definiteness and
expectancy in asking for the Spirit’s baptism. The first session closed with the
administration of the communion by Rev. Dr. J. V. Smith and Rev. Samuel
Wilson, of London.

A dainty and substantial tea was provided for and enjoyed by the delegates
and their friends. At the evening session the President, Mrs. Jackson, in her
address referred to the sorrow that had come to the esteemed Branch Secretary,
Mrs. W. G. Smith, and at a later session an affectionate expression of sympathy
was forwarded to her. The theme of Mrs. Van Ben Schoten’s vigorous address
was ‘‘ Ring the Bell,” in which she urged individual responsibilivy and effort.

At Wednesday’s session the following by-laws were adopted :

1. That District Organizers be ex-officico members of the Branch Meeting
and have all the privileges of delegates, and expenses paid by the Branch
Treasurer.

2. That any General Board officer of the Woman’s Missionary Society
resident in the Branch, be a member of the Branch meeting with all the privi-
leges of the Convention.

3. District officers shall consist of an Organizer, Assistant Organizer and a
Secretary-Treasurer, these to constitute an KExecutive Committee, with power
to add the President and Corresponding Secretary of the Auxiliary inviting the
next Convention.

4. District officers shall be elected at their District Conventions. If no
Convention has been held they shall be elected at the Branch meeting by the
delegates present from the District and the Branch Executives, the term of
office in either case to be from Branch meeting to Branch meeting.

5. The Conference Organizer shall be elected by the District Organizers and
Branch Executive at the Branch meeting.

6. Thatall the privileges of District Conventions be open to every Auxiliary
member on the District, and to the members of Circles and Bands.

7. That the finances of the District be left to the management of the
officers of the District.

The Conference Organizer, Mrs. Scarff, reported seven new Auxiliaries
organized, and conventions almost universally held throughout the Districts,

The ‘““Open Conference” led by Mrs. Hardy, proved a most interesting
feature of the programme,

Resolutions concerning ‘‘the repression of the opium and liquor traffic in
heathen lands,” also the Plebiscite, were received from the Ontario W. C. T. U.,
and adopted.

W. M, S.

First Annual Report.
