BOISE, Idaho, June 25—Beginning with 
the appearance of the first witness for the 
defence on the stand today the story of 
Harry Orchard’s life will be traced by a 
succession of witnesses called not to sus­
tain but to contradict all the material 
facts testified by the chief witness against 
Wm. D. Haywood. Orchard himself will 
be in court again today, and counsel for 
the defence will lay the foundation for 
his impeachment.

The presentation by Clarence Darrow, 
the attorney who is conducting the de­
fence, has cleared the stage for the new 
interpretation of motive of the principal 
actor, or as the defence claims, the pup­
pet who played the principal part in the 
many tragedies and stirring events be­
tween the year 1899, when the troubles 
in the Coeur D’Alenes reached their 
height, and the close of 1905, when Gov­
ernor Steunenberg was assassinated, fol­
lowed by the arrest and confession of Or­
chard and the arrest of Haywood, Moyer 
and Pettibone early in 1906. Barrow’s 
developments of the motive the defence 
attribute to Orchard and his explanation 
of the circumstances on which the state 
of Idaho bases its claim, that he is guilty 
in common with Pettibone and Moyer of 
a conspiracy to murder the leaders in the 
fight against thq methods of the West­
ern Federation of Miners, opens a field 
for conjecture.

The defence claim they will show their 
by witnesses and completely convince the 
jury and public that for years a con- 
spirack existed among the mine owners and 
employes in the states of Idaho and Colo­
rado, to wipe out union labor from the 
mining field. Witnesses are here to swear 
that Orchard was the confidant of the mine 
owners and their detectives. That they 
planned and he was selected to execute a 
number of crimes. The defence positive­
ly states that it is not their intention to

From this 
amount'' there was transferred to con tin- 
gent account $810,000. The company foe 
convenience and regularity has charged up 
the coal used in its operations at the Don*» 
inion coal contract price of $1.28 poÉ 
ton irrespective of coet. Excess cost has 
been charged to a special account with the 
Dominion Coal C-ompaiiy as a part of the 
damages for which the suit is brought.
Up to May 31 this amounted to $810,000^ 
of which about $500,000, was paid to th# 
Dominion Coal Company, the balance 
representing the extra coet of coal 
bought from others. The earnings avail* 
able thus amount to $752,000. Out of 
this the company has taken a 'sinking 
fund of first mortgage bonds, and sur- / 
plus has sufficient to cover the deficit 
carried from past years in the profit and 
loss account and to leave the credit bal­
ance of $318,000. Current liabilities are 
a little higher than last year, while the 
net indebtedness of the company is $192,- 
000 less than last year. During the year

he Ottawa, June 24—There are to be no 
small berry-boxes this y ear.The fruit in­
spectors have been after the box manu­
facturers and have served notice upon all 
and sundry that anything less than the 
legal size will mean proseqution.

The law declares that a berry box shall 
contain not less than four-fifths of a 1 
quart.

ihe gold exports continue; they and the 

bank position are still to be reckoned 
with. This week’s events, indeed, have 
raised the question how far the outflow 
of gold results from slackening activities 
here and how much from acute need in 
Europe. So far as our own reserve funds 

concerned the effect would be the 
same; but the case will appear more clear­
ly if it is kept in mind how we got this 
gold that we are sending eastward across 
the water. It was borrowed by Wall 
Street, almost as absolutely as the French 
and Russian gold was borrowed by Lon­
don in November, 1890, and with far less 
excuse. It was borrowed substantially on 
three months’ notes, renewable if Wall 
street rates gave inducement for renewal 
and not otherwise. The rates collapsing as 
brokers’ capital was 
Exchange liquidation of March and May 
and some of the borrowed gold—as yet, 
only a part of it—has been paid back.

If one pursues this line of reasoning— 
which after all, helps to clear thinking in 
the matter—he may possibly get some due 
to other incidents in the market for for­

eign exchange. For instance, it will be 
recalled that the $44,000,000 gold, import- 
ed by us from Europe last autumn 
almost exclusively from England. London 
surrendered it reluctantly ; the Bank of 
England piled up barriers; even senti­
mental arguments against the shipments 

invoked. Nevertheless it came. Now 
it has been going back, but where? into 
the Bank of France, which contributed 
virtually none of it. Undoubtedly, it goes 
to Paris because the French market had 
a claim on England’s gold and was in fact 
drawing from London and because the re­
mittance direct from New York to Paris 
relieved the English market from a part 
of what it must otherwise have lost. Un­
doubtedly, also, the “special facilities” of 
the Bank of France had much less to do 
with securing the egold for Paris than has 
been imagined. Still ,the London jnarket

Four hours afterward he smelled smoke 
again, and running into the cooperage 
room, discovered the blaze.

The queer thing was the effect the 
smoke had on Deputy Fire Chief Ross and 
his men when the engineer had turned in 
an alarm. Impregnated first with the 
fumes of the alcoholic brew and frozen in 
this condition as it swept through the 
cold storage department, the smoke roll­
ed out into the open air quite competent 
to impart the full effect of condensed beer 
to everyone who breathed it in.
