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DRAMATIC SCENES
IN POLIGE COURT

William R. Dickson While in Court on
Assault Charge Makes a Dramatic
Plea to Judge Ritchie---A Strenuous

Love Letter.

A dramatic scene was enacted in the
police court this morning when William
R. Dickson faced a charge of assault up-
on Mary Walsh, whom he claims is his
lawful wife. The case led up to other and
more serious matters in which Dickson
is declared to be implicated. The Walsh
woman and her father believe that Dick-
son’s first wife is still in the flesh, and
the prisoner begged and implored Judge
Ritchic that an agreement be drawn up
which he and the Walsh woman could
sign, and he would not interfere with her
or any of the Walsh family in future.

“Then,” said Dickson, “if you see my
face again, show me no mercy.” .-

The prisoner was remanded to jail and
Dr. Quigley is arranging for the prepara-
tion of a document such as Dickson re
ferred to. :

The Walsh woman was a willing wit-
ness; her father, who was also sworn, be-
came considerably heated and wxed el-
oquent, and Dickson, in dramatic style,
denied the charge of assault, calling God
to witness, and declared that the Walsh
woman was his lawful wife until it could
be proven that she was not. He conclud-
ed by telling Judge Ritchie that he re-
garded him as “a man who could lqok a
man through and through and judge
him, and “now,” he added, “I want you to
look through me and let me off as easily

ssible.”

“Mgry Walsh ewore thit on Saturday
last Dickson came to her father’s house,
asked for her, and after seeking and find-
ing her caught her by the throat and
dragged her to the kitchen, asking her
what she was hiding from. Her fqther
came to her rescue and put her assailant
out of the house.

To the prisoner she said that hg had not
always been kind to her and admitted hav-
ing accompanied him to Boston in the
schooner before they were married. She
of receiving from him a letter
* dated 30, in which he \.stated. that
‘he loved hér and could not live without

her and telling her that if she would not

write him he would take her life and_thegx
i1 himself. He warned her to write if
idtpgemilued Ber life, He aleo asked her to

come to Boston, that her father could
get work there and they could live to-
gether all right.

Dickson said that he had written the
letter, which was read in court. :

She told the prisoner he was ‘“‘more like
a mad man” when he was drinking, ‘like
a crazy man out of an asylum.” She added
that last winter when the magistrate or-
dered him to leave St. John she never
heard of his leaving the city and stated
that he was boarding here. She denied
ever passing herself off as his wife.

John Waleh, father of the last witness
stated that on Saturday last Dickson
came to his house, caught his daughter
Mary by the throat and dragged her to
the kitchen. He told the defendant to let
her go, and he refused. Then—to use the
witness own words—he “gave him a
clout, put him out the door and two po-
licemen arrested him. He hotly declared
he had forbidden Dickson to come to the
house and stated that he (Walgh) had
had, been in the same house with Dick-
son’s first wife. e

Vickson was next sworn, denied the as-
sault and claimed that on going to the
Walsh woman’s home, she jumped at him
and scratched his face and drew the
judge’s attention to marks on his cheek.

He said he didn’t mean to kill her when
he wrote the letter referred to. :

His honor remarked— “When you said
yéw'd kill her, I suppose you meant to
kies her,” He admitted having been drink-
ing but said he was not drunk. He also
declared that he knew the letter would
result in action against him but he wrote
it to show St. John people that the Walsh
woman was his wife, even though they de-
clared he was living with her in adultery.
He admitted having written other letters
of a similar character, said to have been
penned in. blood.

When told he had been given a chance

.on a similar charge once before he asked

another chance. : :

The marriage ceremony is said to have
been performed by Rev. r _Bavan-
port some years ago. Tt is also said that
Dickson had consulted Rev. Father White
in the matter and received no encourage-

ment.

The prisoner was brought into court neat-
ly dressed in a new suit of clothes and
looking well. His long confinement in jail
seems to have rather agreed with him.

After some formal procedure the work
of selecting the jury was commenced and
is expected to take all day at least.

The full panel of seventy-one petit jury-
men is present.

The only barristers engaged in the mur-
der case are Solicitor Gen. Jones, Hon. H.
A. McKeown. J..C. Sherran and M. B.

that Orchard was a traitor end that he
sought employment and connection with
the officers of the Western Federation un-
der the guise of a union workman and &
member of the Masonic fraternity, all tha
time being a detective employed by mina
owners and their detectives. The one greats
crime the defence admit that Orchard com*
mitted, is the murder of Steunenberg, and
running through the whole of the testi-
mony will be the motive Orchard had ini
seeking revenge on the man who, as he
thought, had robbed him of his rich in-
terest in the Hercules mine.

The claim that the defemce will rest
within eight days is looked upon as quite
speculative as the cross-examination of
many of their witnesses probably will take
considerable time.

BIG MERGER OF
RUBBER CONCERNS

Canadian Combine Absorbed
by Tnited States Company--
Gives Monopoly of Trade in

Canada.

Montreal, June 24—The news has leaked
out here that the United States Rubber
Company, which has practically a mon-
opoly of the rubber manufacturing trade
of the United States had secured the con-
trolling interest in the Canadian Consoli-
dated Rubber Company, which will give
the new amalgamation a practical mono-
poly of the rubber manufacturing trade
of Canada.

It is believed that the United States
Company is already in full control, and
that the deal by which they secured the
controlling interest was put through by a
syndicate composed of George Washington
Stephens, Shirley Ogilvie, Alex. Pringle,
D. Lorne McGibbon and H. J. Fuller.

Tt was this syndicate which a couple of
years ago surprised the public by an-
nouncing that they had obtained the con-
trolling interest in the Canadian Rubber
Company.: Since that deal the members of
the syndicate have been active in getting
the principal Canadian companies together
in the Canadian Consolidated Company.
Their efforts were so successful that in
less than two years five of the princpal
companies were brought together in the
consolidated company as follows:

The Canadian Rubber Company, which
bas been in operation since 1866; the
Granby Rubber Company, in operation
since 1888; the Maple Leaf Rubber Com-
pany, in operation since 1891; the Berlin
Rubber Manufacturing Company and the
Merchants—Rubber Company, Ltd.—both
of Berlin, Ontario.

It was by forming this merger that the
Montreal syndicate were able to assure to
the U. S. Rubber Company a practical
monopoly of the rubber ‘trade of the do-
minion of Canada.

The members of the syndicate stand to
make a large profit on the deal as they
are by far the largest holders of the $2,-

adian Condolidated Company which is
secured practically as a bonus in the ar-
rangement of capital to take over the
principal Canadian companies.

FIRED ON THE
FISHERY PATROL

Dominion Officials Had Close
Cali at Dathousie---Horse
Killed by Lightning.

Dalhousie, N. B., June 24—The officers
of the little government fishery steamer
patrol No. 1 had a narrow escape from
death at the hands of a man who fired
at them on Sunday foremoon while they
were examining salmon nets. The facts
are as follows: The stzamer, having on
board Captain Charles McDonald, of
Georgetown (P. E. 1.); Daniel Smith, of
Halifax, chief engineer; George Miller, of
Dalhousie, fishery overseer, and two Dal-
housie boys named Gauthier and Connors,
left Campbellton at 9 a. m. Coming down
the north- channel and while going up
the south channel, the fishery overseer,
with ope of the hands, examined several
standing nets, using a small boat for the
purpose.

After visiting a stand of nets at Point
Lenim, a short distance ‘from Dalhousie,
and as the steamer was about moving
away, several shots were heard. The sec-
ond shot struck the wheel house, the bul-
let passing through the window frame on
one side and lodging in the frams on the
opposite side. ;

Gauthier, who was at the wheel, seeing
the splinters fly, left and ‘the captain
quickly took charge to change the position
of the steamer and have the bullets strike
in the stern instead of broadside, as he
claims that a bullet passed through the
whee] house doors that were open on both
sides. This incident happened ‘b2tween
10 and 11 o’clock in the forenoon.

Although armed, Captain McDonald did
not think of retaliating, as he saw a
woman in the vicinity of where the shots
were fired. It is supposed that a Snider
rifle was used, and that the distance be-
tween the man who fired and the steamer
was about 500 yards.

Gold Borrowed by United States From Bank of England is
Now Flowing Back to Bank of France.

(New York Post.)

ate gold exports continue; they and the
bank position are still to be reckoned
with., This week's events, indeed, have
raised the question how far the outflow
of gold results from slackening activities
bere and how much from acute need in
Europe. So far as our own reserve funds
are- concerned the effect would be the
same; but the case will appear more clear-
Iy if it is kept in mind how we got this
gold that we are sending eastward acroes
the water. It was borrowed by Wall
Street, almost as absolutely as the French
and Russian gold was borrowed by Lon-
don in November, 1890, and with far less
excuse. It was borrowed substantially on
three months’ notes, renewable if Wall
street rates gave inducement for renewal
and not otherwise. The rates collapsing as
brokers’ capital was released by the Stock
Kxchange liquidation of March and May
and some of the borrowed gold—as yet,
only a part of it—has been paid back.

If one pursues this line of réasoning—
which after all, helps to clear thinking in
the matter—he may possibly get some clue
to other incidents in the market for for-
“eign exchange. For instance, it will be
recalled that the $44,000,000 gold, import-
ed by us from Europe last autumn, came
almost exclusively from England. London
surrendered it reluctantly; the Bank of
England piled up barriers; even senti-
mental arguments against the shipments
were invoked. Nevertheless it came. Now
it has been going back, but where? into
the Bank of France, which contributed
virtually none of it. Undoubtedly, it goes
to Paris because the French market had
a claim on England’s gold and was in fact
drawing from London and because the re-
mittance direct from New York to Paris
relieved the English market from a part
" of what it must otherwise have lost. Un-
doubtedly, also, the ‘‘special facilities” of
the Bank of France had much less to do
with securing the egold for Paris than has
been imagined. Still ,the London market

iay haye mursed a grievance, and may
have felt that it had the right to take
the step, unusual for the Bank of England,

of offering “facilities” of its own. The ac- |

tion, it must be confessed, was hopelessly
uneconomie, but even bankers in the high-
est circles of finance have the instincts of
human nature.

If a general turn for the better were to
come in financial markets, we should
doubtless be thenceforward in the pres-
ence of one of those endless disputes, as
to what caused it, which are familiar in
economic history. It is one of the beau-
ties of controversy in this branch of sci-
ence that one group of philosophers has
the permanent privilege of asserting, “My
cause did the business, and yours had
nothing to do with it.” There will in any
case be plenty of future reasoners to point
out to the inquiring mind that Gov.
Hughes’s veto of the Two-Cent Fare bill
had more to do with arresting the mark-
et’s downward course than did the change
in the crop weather, or even the, sur
mounting of the mid-year complications
by KEurope without disaster. This satis-
faction need not be denied to the theorist,
and if the railway chiefs, who have for
months been asserting that the financial
outlook was hopeless becausee of ‘hostility
to railroads,” now come into the open with
assurances that the work of destruction
has ceased, and that disaster is therefore
averted, they will surely help to that very
consummation. How much their rash pre-
dictions did towards causing the threaten-
ed disaster, may 'be left to the reader
who took their word as gospel.

Of course, there is a chance that the real
underlying influences "of the recent fin-
ancial disturbances may continue, or be
resumed, and that the present better feel-
ing may disappear in the face of future
harvest troubles or foreign distress. The
Kuropean situation is certainly not com-
fortable, and the last sentiment to en-
courage in the markets is one of premature
optimism. But in the meantime, it is the
duty of sensible and straight-thinking men
to show to other men what the realities
of the situation are. The merit of speeches
like Mr. Vanderlip’s ie that they tell all
the facts with frankness, and do not,
whatever personal conclusions they may
reach, deceive their hearers as to the main
facts of the situation, in order to air the
speaker's grievances.

PUBLIC STILL OUT
OF THE MARKET

One Broker Thinks That the
Shrinkage in Values Has Been
Greater Than Warranted.

A, 0. Bfown & Co., in a wire to the
Montreal manager, review the Wall street

market as follows:

Dullness has been the chief feature of
this week. DBankers apparently prefer
quiet until money is sufficiently plentiful
to provide for all business needs with a
satisfactory margin for speculative prposes
Investors have been steadily picking up
desirable stocks as offered at concessions,
but do not seem to be disposed to bid up
the market. The belief seems prevalent
among this class that the dull season \Yﬂl
continue a while longer, and the bargains
offered will in time be sufficient to supply,
the demand. It looks very like t.he prin-
ciple of not climbing for ripe fruit which
will fall from the tree with every breeze.
'The public speculative element still holds
aloof, waiting for positive indications of
movements. The market has therefore
heen left to the professionals, and about

1l the transactions during the past week
aave been between room traders.

Such a market has very little charac-
ver or tone. It is customary among gos

ip shects to attribute price movqments
to specific cases. Traders outside the ex-
change demand such information. 'Of.ten
the correct cause is assigned, but its im-
portance is given undue prominence, es-
pecially in conditions such as have exvsted
recently. In a dull professional market
if one trader begins to offer stocks or to
bid for them freely, a number of others
will follow the lead without waiting for
definite  reasons. Also any excuse for
either buying or selling is readily seized
upon. Recently excuses for selling have
Leen most popular, mainly because of the
apparent indifference of the important in-
terests.  The principal ones of this week
were war talk and gold exports. The for-
mer has waxed and waned, yet it is
doubtful that any one has seriously con-
gidered actual war even as a remote pos-

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PRODDING THE BRETHREN

If the utterances of the Toronto World
were not controlled by one of the “Mac’s,”
en article appearing in a recent issue
would doubtless be set down to malice
and enmity toward the «auld kirk.” It
relates to the loss of $37,500 of the funds
O.f Knox college through unauthorized and

bad investments on the part of the ex-
treasurer. The World writer finds no
coneolation in the assurance that these
unauthorized investments were made “in
the hope that the college ghould thereby
benefit and receive increased income.” On
the contrary he says:—

«Qld4fachioned believers in the shorter
catechism and the other standards—of
whom it is more than hinted there is &
yearly declining pumber—will probably re-
flect that a certain place which the high-
er critics both within and without the
borders are striving madly to abolieh, is
said to be paved with good intentions. It
ia to be préesumed these ‘quld lichts’ at
least will mot be eager to accept with
equal complacency brilliant intention for
gafe performance. Even umpredestinated
observers may be pardoned for having
‘their doots’ as to what would have hap-
pened if these ‘unfortunate and unauthor-
ized’ investments had turned out fortu-
nate, Would the Xknowledge of these un-
holy gains have been communicated to
the church? Would the general assembly
have refused to divide the spoil? Or
would there be sackcloth and ashes over
a flagrant instance of bowing down to
mammon? Would there have been ordered
a stern pastoral letter from the moderator
warning shepherds and sh‘eep alike ngumit
the impossibility o/i gerving two masters
and the terrible snares that attend wait-
ing on ‘the ticker? 72

These problems are too much for the
World man, but his caustie wit suggests
a method of solution. Thus:—

“We shall have to leave them to the
newly appointed moral reform agent,
whose business it will be to blow the
trumpet and rally the lagging forces
against epiritual wickedness in high places,
and to ascertain whether the host is on
the advance or retreat or merely marking
time. If we might dare venture a sugges-
tion to the new official we would hint that
the work of purification like that of char-
ity might well be begun at home. It will
be glorious to purge ‘Oaesar, but it will
be not less useful to purify the church.
At any rate we doubt not that the cen-
gor-morufn will soon arrive at the con-
clusion, if he is mot already there that
high finance and higher criticism are rath-
er a ekittish team wherewith to plow the
fields and secatter the good geed. It will
never do for nim to assume that ‘the fol-
lowing’ who contributed the funds, though
they might be quite indifferent to such
tremendous questions as the Kenosis, the
Deutero-Isaiakr and the authorship of the
Kpistle to the Hebrews and other such
topics as occupy the minds of the doctors
‘doting about questions and strifes of
words,” are equally indifferent to the des-
tination of their contributions. If once
that stiff-necked generation that call
themselvese ‘the elect’ should get into
their heads that there was anything ‘gaein
wrang wi’ there siller’ or that the ‘meen-
isters’ are ‘ower free wi the temporalit-
jes’ there would be such a tightening of

IS OPPOSED
-~ TO REVIVALS

Bishop Vincent of Chicago Sees
Little Result From Special
Meetings. :

{

A plea for a radical change in the me-
thod of' securing converts for the church
was made by Bishop John Vincent of
Chicago in a scholarly address given on a
recent Saturday morning before the To-
ronto Methodist conference. Bishop Vin-
cent’s remarks were on conditions and
work in the United States, where, he said,
Roman Catholicism was making rapid
progregs through the quiet, effective way
in which that church used its agencies for
winning adherents. He offered a warning
z:zgainst what he believed was a tendency
in this age of materialism to grow dorm-
ant in Christian effort for long periods,
and then periodically be enlivened by spec-
ial evangelistic meetings. He also coupled
with this the practice of causing what
seemed to be conversion almost entirely
through the enthusiasm aroused at such
services. He stated that the church was
wont to add to its membership by making
a large number of converts at these spec-
ial services, conducted by some leader cn-
gaged for the occasion, and at which spec-
ial singing was given. But too often it was
found that after the fire of the meetings
had died away the religion left the peni-
tents. He maintained that the steady,
earnest effort during every day of the year |
on the part of Christians, th: study of|
doctrinal truths, the devotional reading
and the personal work were what really
constituted the bulwarks of the church.

After a Long Period of Somnolence Halifax is
Waking Up to the Fact That Monocled and Per-
fumed Play Officers Are Not As Desirable
Citizens as Plain, Practical Canadian Business

Men. 4

(Halifax Mail.)

It is now or never with Halifax.

This city has not had a fair chance in
the past; but its time has come.

Halifax was founded as a military set-

tlement; not for the good of anybody in
particular, but as a sort of hap-hazard ex-
periment.

There was land here,
diers to be got rid of in England.

‘“The soldiers were sent to the land and
the land was bestowed on the s?ldiem
without the slightest regard for their mu-
tual adaptability.

The soldiers did not suit the land.

The land had to be made to suit the
soldiers. . .

Halifax, therefore, was converted into,
and continued as, a military post, although
all necessity for its being such passed
away with the fall of Louisburg less than
ten years after its founding.

For nearly one hundred and fifty years
it continued as a military post during
every one of which its people were taught
to believe that that was the main, if not
the only reason for'its existence.

Strangers—idle and contemptuous stran-
gers—constantly dominated it, regulated
its social life, and dictated its career.

Every three or four years in its history
one band of military men was withdrawn,
just as it was in the way of becoming

and there were sol-

more or less identified with the place, and |

another wholly foreign band substituted.

While other American or Canadian cit-
jes were raising native peoples, loyal abqve
all things to home, Halifax was bending
the knee to outsiders, and learning from
them to despise its own soil.

The fondest aspiration of the successful
Haligonian was to “gtand in with the
military.”

His surest means of doing so—as he, at
Jeast, believed—was to look down on the
place of his birth, to speak of the Old
Country as “home” and to lay plans for
his going ‘home” as soon as he had made
enough. out of
to do so.

Thus it happened that most of tle
money made in-the province; so far as
Halifax was concerned, ultimately.found
its way to England instead of being in-
vested here, for the development of the
country to which it rightfully belonged.

The female element, in league with the
stranger element, sucked the life blood
and the ambition out of Halifax.

The life-aim of the ambitious Halifax
matron was to secure an “officer” alliance
for her_daughter.

The sons did not count.

There was no chance and no care for
them.

They could “go hang’ ’and take the
leavings, or meekly toil with their fath-
ers to support their officer-wedded and of-
ten impecunious sisters.

«“Trade” was contemptible in the Old
Country, and therefore, of course, to be

| despise here, although we were depend-

ent upon it for a living.
We have not even got rid of that idea

Nova Scetia to enable him |

yet, notwithstanding the more recent glor-
ification, not to eay deification, of trade
in the motherland.

Halifax, in short, during all the one
hundred and fifty odd years of its life,
has lain prostrate, not to say grovelling
at the feet of military strangers.

It has spurned the surrounding country,
and won the dislike of almost every out-
lying part of the province.

It has never been, and has never put
forth an effort to become, the social capi-
tal of the province.

The rising young man in the counties
has seldom had a hand extended to him,
or encountered anything but an uplifted
foot in Halifax.

Tom. Dick, and Harry, with a subal-
tern’s military title and a lower middle
class pedigree from _England, have been
the darlings of our so-called drawing-
rooms; while able, promising, and fre-
quently better born young professional
and business men from the country, have
been cold-shouldered out of Halifax so-
ciety in company with the sons of the
city, that the daughters might court petty
officers, with a view to the special glori-
fication by marriage of the °prosperous
Halifax tradesman’s family.

But at last we are rid—and well rid—
of the stranger element.

We are rid of them not a moment too
soon.

Had they gonme a century and a half
ago it would probably have been vastly
better for our city and province.

But let us not hark back while we have
our present opportunity.

In their places we have a native Cana-
dian soldiery, innocent enough in them-
selves—no more threatening, in fact, than
the city police, if properly regarded.

But will they be so regarded in the light
of the past?

That is the question.

Is there not already a disposition appar-
ent to accord them the social place vacat-
ed by their predecessors?

Are not they the ones whom even our
present democratic Government House de-
lights to receive, rather than the prom-
ising young civilians of Halifax?

Hoy many names of business and pro-
fessional men and prominent civil serv-
ants, local or federal, appear in connec-
tion with official social functions as com-
pared with theirs?

Nothing, of course, is to be said against
them either individually or collectively.

Personally they are all right; but are
they the most important male elements in
our population?

Does the future of the city depend in
any material measure upon them?

Is the cultivation and entertainment of
them of vital importance?

Are they more desirable husbands for
Halifax young women than the sons of
the city? / :

Is the toy sword a more honorable em-
blem than the pen of business?

These are questions which
should seriously ask itself.

Halifax

This city has far too many business riv-
als from other provinces at work in the
towns and counties of Nova Scotia today
to be able to afford longer to smub and
ignore the country. ;

If we want business we must court it.

C:[‘he ambitious young Nova Scotian is not
going to continue coming to Halifax while
he is slighted or disregarded socially here.

It is of the very utmost importance,
nay, of vital importance, to this city, that
it should be on the very best possible
terms with the business men of the rest
of the province.

This fact does not need to be elaborated.

We all know it.

What are we doing about it?

What are we doing to make Halifax the
real capital of Nova Scotia? S
: Are we doing anything, or are we do-
ing worse than nothing?

According to the answer which common
sense compels us to give to this question,
we may prognosticate our future as a city.

To' the young men of Halifax a direct
appeal is now made against the traditions
in which they have been bred.

It is an unpleasant thing to do, but as
loyal Haligonians they are warned against
their own mothers and sisters.

The fate of Halifax is of infinitely more
importance than any feminine fancies or
traditions.

This city must be made a modern Cana-
dian one if it is to prosper.

It can no longer live, much less flour-
ish, as a ridiculous imitation of Old Coun-
tryism. A silly hanger on of old time
militarism. - :

This is an era of business.

Business methods must be adopted.

Are the young men of Halifax ready and
willing ?

A TRAGEDY
RECALLED

The Presence in St. John.of

' Eimer Maxwell Recalls the
' Murder on the Schooner J.
B. Van Duzen.

The tragedy on the schooner J. B. Van
Dusen, in which Capt. George Baizley
was killed off Musquash, about six years
ago, is recalled by the visit to St. John
of Elmer Maxwell, of Sackville, N. B,
who was, eix years ago, convicted of the
crime at Portland, Me., sent to the state
prison at Thomaston, Me., where he re-
mained till January, when he was de-
clared insane and taken to the U. 8. gov-
ernment asylum for the insane at Wash-
 ington. He says he was recently discharg-
ed as cured and arrived in Portland last
week.

From state prison and an insane asylum
Maxwell jumps into comparative affluence
and the easy enjoyment of private life
again, for he is now in the city to claim
his third of two estates,one of his mother’s
and the other a near relative, the two
aggregating $40,000, which are to be eet-
tled very soon in Sackville and’ St. John.

Maxwell says that when he got to Wash-
ington last January the officials asked him
what they had eent him there for. If he
was insane, there was certainly not the
slightest trace of it at present.

In talking about his own case Maxwell,
who is frank, told for the first time in
private just what his part in the killing
of Captain Bailey was.

“A jury may convict a man so as to
satisfy itseli and the public, but even
though a man may be legally guilty, no
verdict can satisfy him except that of his
own mind, for he alone knows the motive
that prompted him, and if he knows the
motive was right, he is not troubled in
his own mind. Of course a jury wont
believe half that an accused man says and
it is little use for him to talk, but now
that I am out and free, I can tell you just
how that whole affair happened, and you
can believe it or not as you like.

He declares Capt. Baizley’s death was
an accident and says he had no idea of
cutting him as deeply as he did, nor of
killing him.

He thinks death might have resulted
from drowning or hemorrhage of the
lungs. He told of struggling with the
captain, who was on top of him. He knew
the man had besn drinking and when in
liquor was a desperate man. Maxwell
said he was underneath and drew his
knife intending to prick the captain’s leg
so he would let him up.

He stated that McIntyre’s testimony
that he 'kicked the captain overboard
from the shrouds was either pure imagi-
nation or a pure lie, as the deckload was
so arranged as to make it impossible.

Maxwell says he is'a changed man and
will abandon the sea and live a model life
ashore.

Concerning the story which appeared some
years ago that he had died in prison from
drinking wood alcohol, with eix others,
Maxwell says that three men did die but
{ be did not even take any of the drink and

SPORT IN CANADA
IS AT A LOW EBB

Toronto World Deplores the
Inactivity in General Athletics

Joronto World.)

N It is a rather singular thing, but nev-

theless a fact, that while year after year
our athletic championships have been car-
ried off by representatives of the Unitad
States, and once or twice even by Eng-
lish and Irish athletes, showing seemingly
that we are laggards in these contsts,
our representatives in various _walks, ne-
cessitating athletic accomplishment, have
gone abroad and conquered the world. To
go no further back than a few years—
Jack Scholes did it; Lou Scholes did it;
Sherring did it; and now Longboat has
done it. Before them we had Hanlan,
O'Connor, Gaudaur, Gray Gibb,. Cafiery,
Orton, the two Grants, and others. Prior
to them again there were giants of thlet-
ic achievement among us. There was
big Rory Maclennan, there was Chas.
H. Bigger, there was Charlie Mclvor,
there was a gentleman known as H.
M.Pellatt, there were the two Lambes,
and there werz2 a host of out and out pro-
fessional perfomers, Dezrfoot, Kerraron-
wa, D. C. Ross, E. W. Johnson, Mac-
pherson, Curry, Bethune, Boyd and so
on. In short, Canada has never for long
waited for sons fit and able to travel into
foreign countries and return with laurels.
And yet, as we have said, annually for
years back, in fact, almost since the ih-
ception of the championships, a quarter
of a century ago, the majority, and a
good majority have gone to non-residents
of the country. While possibly this has
been in some degree because of a lack of
support from wealthy people, who  with
their funds, had they been forthcoming,
ag in other countries, could have enabled
opr young men to enjoy the facilities and
advantages obtainable by their rivals el-
eewhere, we are convinced that to a cer-
tain extent the trouble lies with them-
selves. Latterly they have lacked persis-
tence. Latterly they have failed to ex-
hibit that love of sport which induces
them to be dependent upon themselves
rather than upon others for the equip-
ment necessary. With the less need of
roughing has come a less. desire to perse-
vere. Time was when early morning runs
at 5 and 6 a. m. were the vogue, and
not two or three, but a score or more
young men could be got to take part in
them. Now it is the other way on, and
tha cvening s2es the exercise while the
morning sees the bed.

NEW BOILER FOR
NO 2. FIRE ENGINE

SafetyBoard Last Night Author-
ized the Purchase of One.

At the monthly meeting of the safety
board last evening it was decided to pur-
chase a new boiler for No. 2 fire engine.
