Lowell Branch of United Irish 
League Says Berlin Seeks To

Lowell, Mass, Nov. 21—German in­

trigue in Ireland was denounced in a 
manifesto adopted here by the Lowell 
branch of the United Irish League and 
mailed to party leads in Ireland.

“As loyal American citizens,” it says, 
“we are most deeply interested in the 
cause
entered the war, and we are utterly and 
irrevocably opposed to any policy that 
might injure the United States or her 
Allies by giving aid and comfort to the 
enemy and thereby prolonging the war.”

After declaring the party’s support of 
the constitutional movement, the mani­
festo continues:

“As for any promises of independence 
for Ireland coming from Germany, with 
all our souls we denounce them as 
hypocritical and insincere, but equally 
to be spumed if they were sincere. 
Never in her history has Ireland been 
arrayed against human freedom, and 
she would be unworthy of freedom if 
she lined up with the modern Attila. 
Germany is trying to make a cats­
paw of Ireland ,and unfortunately some 
Irishmen are helping her horde of paid 
agents in that direction.

“The wrongs which England inflicted 
upon Ireland in past ages, and even the 
recent betrayal of Ireland and her lead­
ers by Premier Asquith, followed by the 
brutal execution of the Sinn Fein lead­
ers, can never be excused or forgotten, 
yet we would a thousand times rallier 
have Ireland remain under England 
than to pass under the sway of Ger­
many to suffer later on such barbarpus 
Infamies as were practiced upon Poland 
and Belgium.”

the bogus military doctor, and amassed 
a great quantity of evidence.

Siddons’ career shows that he was as 
unscrupulous as he was plausible and 
resourceful. In 1918 he was indicted at 
the Old Bailey for personating a medical 
man, and on the way to London he 
emulated the feat of Charles Peace by 
jumping through the train window and 
nearly killing himself. .

Since the Medical Defence Umon be­
gan enquiries he had assumed the names 
of Richard H. Barber, 1907-1912; Harry 
siddons, 1912-1917; J. C. Cannon, 1912; 
Charles J. Thompson, 1912.

In the last name he was almost ap­
pointed surgeon to the steamship Can­
ning, bound for the West Indies. Else­
where he was also known as Mr. Mar­
shall in 1904. He assumed the -English 
qualifications of M.R.C.S., L.R.C.S.,
L.R.C.P., L.F.P.S.G., and F.R.C.S, and 
he claimed to have received degrees 
from several universities

Most daring of his many ventures was 
his impersonation of Richard Henry 
Barber, who registered under the Medi­
cal Act in 1888. Dr. Barber once prac­
tised at Gateshead-on-Ty ne ; later at 
iHnderswell, and left England in 1890 
for Oregon, U.S.A. While attending a 
patient some twenty miles away, on a 
dark night, he was drowned in attempt­
ing to ford a swollen rivet.

As his death was never notified to the 
General Medical Council, no suspicions 
were aroused when in 1907 a letter was 
Yecdvedjiy the registrar, purporting to 
dome from Dr. Bp H. Barber, and re­
questing that thé American address 
should be erased and one in Tunnel 
street, Liverpool, substituted.

That letter was from the “Dr. Sid­
dons” who has now committed suicide. 
Took Dead Man’s Identity.

For five years he practised as Dr. 
Barber in Liverpool, Sheffield, Preston, 
and Rotherham, until proof of his flag­
rant impersonation was obtained by the 
Medical Defence Union. The widow 
of the real Dr. Barber came to England 
and denounced the impersonator of her 
late husband.

Then the bogus “Barber" fled, but he 
was captured and arrested for fraud. 
He shammed lunacy, in the hope that 
he would be placed in an asylum. But 
the ruse did not avail him, and Chief 
Detective Inspector Fowler of Scotland 
Yard, established his identity as one 
Harry Virtue, of bad repute in the 
medical world. At the Central Criminal 
Court he was sentenced to nine months 
in the second division.

Immediately he was released he set 
up as a doctor again, this time in Liv­
erpool, as Harry Virtue Siddons. He 
had altered his appearance considerably. 
Not only so, he even succeeded in ob­
taining an appointment as a troopship 
surgeon, and for twelve months he drew 
$60 a week in Birkenhead certifying men 
fit or unfit for military service.

While so engaged the law again laid 
hold of him, and the last charge against 
him included one of obtaining $2,000 
from the paymaster of his majesty’s 
forces with intent to defraud.

But lie sentenced himself to death 
the other night rather than face ids 
trial the next morning.
