ÇYDNEY, N. S., Jan. 6.—A rum runner making rocket signals to 
smugglers ashore is believed to have been the real 

excitement at Table Head, Glace Bay, which took the big collier 
Fulham off her course last night and kept her circling about in a 
blinding rainstorm, near the dangerous coast of Cape Breton in a 
gallant but futile effort to locate and aid a supposed vessel in 
distress.

Seeing distress signals at Glace Bay,^>—■ 
an appeal for assistance, addressed to 
all ships in the vicinity, was broad­
cast. It was ipicked up by the British 
Empire Steel Corporation charter 
steamer, Fulham, 4,234 tons register, 
which was then about 30 miles from 
the spot, having left Sydney in th^ 
afternoon with a cargo 'of coal for 
Newfoundland.

COLLIER TURNS BACK.
Despite the blinding rain and weath­

er conditions that made it advisable to 
keep as far off the coast as possible, 
the Fulham turned and rushed for 
Table Head, reaching the place about 
7 o’clock. She criss-crossed back and 
forth for 5 hours over a radius of 20 
miles, around the spot. Local ship­
ping rien give great praise to Captain 
Woodcock of the Fulham, for his very 
prompt assistance under such condi­
tions.

Meantime the authorities are at a 
loss to know what to make of the cir­
cumstances. It was at first assumed 
that the distressed vessel either had 
no wireless or it was out of communi­
cation and nothing of importance 
would be learned until she reached 
some port.

■ JH O N CTO N engineers were 
busy this morning on the site 

of the new train shed laying 
down lines for the further adjust­
ment of temporary and perma­
nent trackage, so as to have all 
this work cleared up when the 
Standard Construction Co. of 
Halifax and piling sub-contrac­
tor R. R. Lee, of West Saint 
John, begin the foundations, 
which work will begin as soon 
as Messrs. Lee have their special 
equipment finished.

It was learned today that the width 
of the new train shed will be 132 feet 
and its length 600 feet. The inner 
boundary line of the shed will bisect 
the present depot platform a distanc 
of about 15 feet from the baggag' 
room door and extend a considerable 
distance out over the trackage to a 
new line within a few feet of what is 
known as the Winterport Siding,- the 
tracks ’ of which are terminated witli 
bumpers on the face of Mill street.

UNDER GREAT ROOF
The new shed, when completed, 

have an enormous roofage that will 
practically enclose half the space known 
now as an open area and suggests the 
reason why the C. N. R. authorities 
acquired and tore down so many of 
the Mill street properties. It is ex­
pected the new structure will practi­
cally transform that section of the 
street and create a neater and mucli 
more attractive appearance.

An interesting feature gleaned from 
the plans is the platforming of the 
tracks as far as the Mill street front. 
These platforms are to be covered with 
umbrella roofs, such as are seen ex­
tending from depots in large centres. 
This would permit passengers, partic­
ularly suburbanites approaching the 
depot from various districts, to walk 
directly off the Mill street sidewalk 
onto the platform and have easy ac­
cess to and from the trains.

The engineer’s plans show that, in­
stead of the new shed including the 
baggage room, immigration quart ms, 
express company rooms, etc., as popu-c- 
Iarly understood, the southern boun­
dary will run several feet this side of 
that part of the 'old structure, leaving 
them standing. According to reports 
given out from Moncton some weeks 
ago, it is assumed these transportation 
facilities will be included in the pro 
posed new main section of the depot 
and will be merged conveniently with 
the new train shed.

WEST SIDE ROOMS
David F. Brown, 272 Rockland Roâft, 

is receiving congratulations today on 
attaining his 91st birthday. Born in 
Kings county, N. B., in 1836, his home 
has always been in New Brunswick 
with the exception of a few years 
spent in the Eastern States. On leav­
ing school he had entered the build­
ing business and eventually went to 
Boston as a building contractor.

In consequence of building boom 
following the great Saint John fire of 
1877 Mr. Brown returned to this city 
and" carried out numerous contracts. 
In 1879 he founded the D. F. Brown 
Paper Box Co., with headquarters at 
the corner of Waterloo and Union 
streets. Later it was in Canterbury 
street and now operates at Coldbrook.

For many years Mr. Brown was 
interested in grain growing in Western 
Canada, having acquired tracts of land 
there. Always a keen worker in the 
interests of community welfare he was 
affiliated with various associations, and 
for over a quarter of a century was 
trustee and building inspector for Ger­
main street Baptist church*

A sign-board erected at the south­

east corner of King Square, near the 
ambulance station, warning vehicular 
traffic against using the south side of 
King Square as a two-way street, is 
not being as rigidly regarded as Com­
missioner Harding and the police de­
partment would like. The commis­
sioner says he placed the sign there 
during the winter so that the process of 
education would be extended for sever­
al months before the rush of motor 
traffic begun when the streets are 
cleared of snow and ice.

It is stated there is no objection from 
the property owners or business people 
on the side of King Square affected by 
this regulation, indeed the management 
of the Admiral Beatty Hotel and 
others say the ruling is a safeguard to 
people approaching these buildings 
from King Square or vice versa.
