Gorman recefved a distinct ovatio
when he stepped from the train at the
Union depot. A big crowd of people
was waiting in the train shed and the
ap ce of the hero of 'the day at the
door of the car was a signal for an out-
burst of prolonged cheering, which did
not die out until he had left the station.
As he reached the platform he was pick-
ed up bodily and carried to a sleigh
which was waiting caeside.

As many as could pack into the big
vehicle scrambled in and, fqllawed by a
cheering multitude, the way was made
to city hall. Here ‘another barrage of
cheers ' rang out as an left the
sleigh and entered thé tee room
whete he was met by Mayor Schofield
and eity commissioners.

He
also made the fastest time recorded in
the 220 yards,, semi-finals, which he did in
twenty seconds flat. In the two-mile
event he was right up with the leaders
until near the end, when one of the skat-
ers jockeying for position struck him in
the face with his elbow, knocking him
off his feet and causing his nose

bleed.

At Saranac.

At Saranac Lake he made even a bet-
ter showing, taking all of his prelimin-
ary, semi-final, grand semi-finals. and
second place in the finals of the 220, 440,
half-mile and mile. In the 440 yards
the judges had some difficulty deciding;
whether he or Jewtraw won, and while‘
they were deliberating the crowd kept
yelling “Gorman.” When' a decision was;
given in favor of Jewtraw it was greeted
by a serjies of cat calls and hisses.

Asked if he entered a protest on the
declsion, he said he had not, and believes'
that he made more friends by keeping
quiet. He was afterwards complimented |
on 'his good sportsmanship.

Gorman said that he did not enter
a protest, as he felt it would do him no
good and only cause hard feeling.

His Record.

In the following event he also won
second in the-finals. On Friday he won
his preliminary, semi and grand semi-
finals in the 440 yards, and in the semi-
final made the sensational time of 87 4-5
seconds. He took sick to his stomach
after the grand semi-final, and the final
had to be held a few minutes before he
was able to come on the ice. He said
he never felt wurse in his life, but want-
ed to win. In this event he broke the
world’s outdoor record for the distance.

He gave details of the half-mile in
which the judges disqualified him. He|
said he was “in a pocket” and as the
end was drawing near he saw an oppor-
tunity to pdss Jewtraw, who had drawn
away from the blocks. As he shot for-
ward, Jewtraw closed in and, in order
to avoid hitting him, he stopped and
started around the crowd. He said they
all finished in a bunch, and it was then
ne was ordered off the ice for fouling.
The judge of the course protested in
Gorman’s behalf, saying that he had
not committed a foul and had shown
good sportsmanship by stopping and
working around the skaters. The
majority of the skaters sided with
Charlie and sald it was an unfalr de-
cision and that unless Gorman was al-
lowed to skate they would not compete
in any of the other events. He entered
,the three-mile, but in making one of the
turns strained a tendon. This, he said,
was what bothered him at Plattsburg
and made him decide to abandon his
schedule and retutn home.

SISTERS FIGHT

Fanning ran in. Miss Fannie, sixty-two
years old, kept her head and lunged for
the sink, where hung - a 'number of
kitchen towels. She snatched the towels,
doused them in the pink and went tofthe
aid of her sister, by theén afire from head
to foot.

Miss Elizabeth, the third sister, was
absent, none of the roomers was home,
and there alone in the kitchien the two
women fought their desperate, losing
battle. Tongues of fire darted at Miss
Fannie’s hands, others lapped at her face,
but she kept bravely on. It was only
a matter of seconds before Miss Cath-
erine was beyond doing anything in her
own behalf. :

The kitchen was growing stifling with
smoke afid flame and Miss Fannie’s
clothes were smoking by the time neigh-
bors discovered the fire.

“Judge Dimner Beeber, a member ,of
the Philadelphia board of education, fol=
lowed Controller Craig’s attack on the
city school authorities with a careful
statement of why Philadelphia had dis-
carded a plan similar to that in opera-
tion here, and incidentally revealed:clear-
ly the conditions that have forced the |
educational authorities in New Yeork
and elsewhere to ask financial independ-
ence for the schools. Judge Beeber’s’
story of what used to happen year after
year in Philadelphia is one that sounds
only too familiar to the people of New
York City. The city council, which held
the purse-strings for edueation in Phila-

budget below the lowest workable mini-
mum, slashing repair estimates from
$350,000 to $80,000, for example, with the
result that the school buildings got into
an intolerable condition. Frequently
they tacked on to the schooi board’s ap-
propriations a provision compelling the
school authorities to buy a piece of pro-
perty they did not want or pay an in-
creased salary to a particular janitor or:
tea\her who happened to have friends in
thé city government. The upshot was
that when the new school code went into
 effect in Pennsylvania the power to l’aise1
the money for school purposes was taken !
from the city authorities and placed in
the board of education, where it remains.é
The school board levies and collects the
tax, which under present state law must
not be less than six mills and not more
than eight mills, quite without reference
to the rest of the city government, and
spends the proceeds for the schools.”

It will be observed that under the
Pennsylvania law there is a limit to what
the school authorities may assess for, but
within that limit they are independent.
The Evening Post observes:— i

‘“Many friends of good goverpment will
regret the deliberate separation of school
and city affairs here involved, but every-
where the public seems determined to
‘keep the schools out of politics,” eyen if
this means complete financial independ-
ence for the school board and the sacri-
fice of a certain amount of very desir-,

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

The Pas, Man., Feb. 15—The story of
an unsuccessful fight against death from
scurvy by A. O. Reinhart of Duluth,
who left here in August, 1919, for a trap
line on barren lands, 200 miles from the
nearest trading post, has just been re-
ported to the provincial police here.

London, Feb. 15—Premier Lloyd
George announced in the house of com-
mons tonight that the government had
decided it would not publish the report
of Major-General Strickland on the in-
vestigation into the Cork conflagration
of last November. i

THis decision, the premier added, had
been taken in the interests of the re-es-
tablishment of law and order in Ireland.

Lloyd George explained that there was
enough in the report to satisfy the gov-
ernment that there had been acts in vio-
lation of discipline but, . despite every
effort, it was impossible to identify the
individuals responsible for the destruc-
tion. The sternest action had been
taken, however, with reference to the
company involved. Seven men suspect-
ed of violating discipline had been dis-
missed, the officer commanding had been
suspended, the rest of the company dis-
solved.

Excavators for the University of Penn-
sylvania announce preparations to begin
work at Beth-Shan, a city of Palestine.
Other signs of a vigorous after-war re-

vival in archaeology have been appearing.
The American School at Jerusalem was

recently reopened. Not many mounths
ago the University of Chicago an-

nounced an expedition to make a pro-’

longed tour through Egypt and Asia
Minor to explore the possibilities for
later research. We may soon witnéss
such widespread activity as in the years
just previous to the war, when Ameii-
cans and the leading Eurnpzan nations
had made a careful division of the field
to avoid friction—the Americans at Sar-
dis, Thebes, and Corinth, the Germans
at Assur, Didyma, and Jericho, the Brit-
ish at Memphis and in northern Greece,
the French at Delos, the
Crete, the Austrians at Palaeopolis.

Even the war by no means wholly
halted archaeology, the military opera-
tions themselves yielding occasional
fruit.

sequent conviction, which shows that the
bulk of these men have found their way
back to the paths of good citizenship.

These increases are based on a report
of a select committee of the House of
Commons, and call for an annual rental
of eight pounds, ten shillings, against the
old charge of five pounds. The present
fee of three pence (six cents) at a pab-
lic call box: will remain for short dis-
tances, but longer distances will be pro-
portionately increased. These charges
havé to be made to meet an estimated
charge of 10,000,000 pounds sterling for
this year, or an increase of 147 per cent.|
over pre-war rates. e

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ENGLAND UNDER
RECONSTRUCTION

(By A.- W. P, special correspondent of
The Toronto Globe.)

London, Jan. 22—After ten years’ ab-
sence from my native country, England,
I returned from Canada just two months

back. During that period an opportun-,

ity has been afforded me of looking in-
to the present conditions of the coun-
try, both from an economic and world-
ly standpoint and comparing them with
those existing in 1910. Let me at once
say that, bad as were trade and labor
conditions in the latter year, they wert
almost a minenmum when compared
with the resultants wf today. To put
it plainly, England at the present mo-
ment is in a bad way, but to use Lord
Rosebehy’s famous phrase, “She will
muddle through somehow.”
. First of all, let me deal with the
labor problem and try to compare it
with the situation existing in Canada, In
1910 English labor was only a young
man, but today he is grown into full
manhood and is demanding an elder
son’s portion. The worker, although
still true to his trades unionism has in
a large degree renounced his father (the
trades union leader) and is prepared to
act more on - his own initiative, than on
the considered advice of his elected lead-
er. In short, the worker’s leader seems
to have lost grip of a large body of the
workers, with the result that labor gen-
erally is running amuck. If this is- not
quickly stopped trades unionism will
either die an untimely death or the
» Reds will get the upper hand, with the
result that we shall see here a repetition
of the Winnipeg strike, which Mr. Rob-
inson called “sheer revolution.”

Where the Follower Leads,

It is a non-contradictable fac® that
English labor leaders have not the com-
mand or respect of the men in the same
degree as their Canadian compatriots.
In Toronto, for instance, the . trades
unionists usually follow the advice of
their elected leaders, with the result
that capital and labor get along fairly
well together and ' even if. there is a

. ‘strike little bad feeling is engendered.
Canadian leaders seem to grip the situ-
" ation and lead their forces sensibly and
gradually toward the ultimate end in
view. Not so, however, with the pres-
ent labor leader in England. He is only
the servant of his trades union members,
and they do not fail to let him know it.
Today he does noMead as did Burns,
Thomas, Tillett, Wilson and Orbell in
the old days. Such men were the bral
pf trades unionism and their decisions
were usually always upheld by their
followers. Today a leader’s considered
opinion, if he does not provide for ser-
ving the big apple, no matter how rot-
fen it may be at the core ,is just cast
aside by the trades unionist, who then
acts on his own iniflative. The result
(of all this is pandemonium. The leader,

The unions, hoping to keep up
the present high rate of wages, have
refused resolutely to absorb any further
membership intos their ranks, with the
result that manufacturers have been
unable to obtain orders to keep the
works going, as the prices they are com-
pelled to quote are out of all propor-
tion to the value of the article. Qn the
other hand, some manufacturers have
seemingly deliberately closed down their
works with a view of forcing wages
down to a workable living rate. There
are plenty of non-union men in Eng-
land who would willingly undertake at
a reduced wage a trades unionist’s job.
But the danger—the trades unions are a
strong body, and migit, if the powers
~of their organizations are threatened,
unitedly down tools and thus irrepar-
ably ruin the trade of the country. Stu-
dents of English trades unionism are of
opinion that a big, short and stiff strug-
gle is about due between the unions and
capital. When the fight is over wages
will be reduced, and then and only then
will old England begin once more to
raise her trade head above that of, all
the other nations in the world,

Caste Remains.

Although the moral conditions of the
country have deteriorated during the war
period, the social conditions are little
changed, despite the prophecy that after
the armistice there would be only two
classes instead of three. The three clas-
ses still survive in all their distinctive
elements. Subserviency still exists. The
worker in the country still touches his
|hat to those above him in the social
| scale and says “Sir”. The railway porter
' “Sirs” the butcher or grocer who tips
him for conveying his bagage from a taxi
to a train. The school miss in the coun-
try still curtseys to the squire and the
clergyman. In short the so-called upper
classes still hold thelr distinctive place;
the middle class, and the workman is
still the worker. The old saying that an
Englishman ‘dearly loves a lord is as
manifest today as it was 80 years pack.

The moral state of England iIs an en-
tirely different matter from that of the
social. As the effects of the war wear
off perhaps the old moral status may be
revived, but at present the subject is one
severely worryihg the law Judges and all
thinking men who have some regard for
the purity of the nation. Mothers seem !
to have lost control over their daughters,
and fathers no longer exercise the vigi- |
lant supegvision ‘of their sons at the
critical period of their. upbringing.,
The Divorce Courts are working over-
time, and the space given by the Press
to the unsavory portions of a case, and
which are eargly read by youths and
maidens of the country, should be a mat-
ter of serious investigation. The deduc-
tions arrived at form the reading of these
cases are not beneficlal to thé\minds of
young people, who unfortunately think
it good form, although probably unmar-
ried, to follow the example of their el-
ders. I am afraild that the old brag of

er generations. The older people try to

ut their foot dowq on the present vogue
gut unfortunately youth rules the world
today. A few years, however, may—and
let us hope it will—restore to us the bal-

iI am glad to observe that the virility
i of youth is greater than ever. The pres-
ent young generation and the coming
generation are undoubtedly a more heal-
ithy, well-built and maintained body of
{bos and girls tan those of the 1910 and
{1912 periods. These children were well
ilooked after during the war and today
one sees healthy, strong and upright
youth, fond of the outdoor life, instead
of the pale stay-at-home, cheap-novel-
ette-reading youth of ten years back.
The war has undoubtedly improved the

augury for the future.

Mr. Alderson 1s keen on extending
public service In an effici:nt way
and likes te promote good iellow-
ship in business.

He started hls social service work
first in comuection with :(hs - Big
Brotherhood movement. Then ' he
helped to start the Rotary Club ‘n
Toronto. of which he later became
president, which afforded oim still
further scope for community ser-
vice. For the iast couple of ye.rs he
has been a member of - the Social
Service Comm ssion. During the
war there was not a movement of
any kind to raise funds or further
& patriotic cause with which he was
not actively identified.

His community work is well round-
ed out. He was president and has
been a member of Parkdule Canoe
Club for years not because he was
particularly interested i1n sport, for
he is not. but simply becanse It
fitted in with nis community spirit.

For the same reason ge is a
member of the hoard which ‘s tring-
ing to pass the municipal golt links
A year or 80 ago he helped *¢ avert
a strike of postmen. At prasent he
is on the local committee handling
the unemployment situatioa.

All these come under the general
heading of community servi:e Dur-
ing the last few-years an average of
several hdurs a day has been given
upr by Mr. Alderson to some such
work.

Circle the Day He Be-

came a Minister.
HAS EATEN HIS BOOTS

Right Rev. [saac Stringer and
His Wite lHave Had a Won-
dertul Li/te in Far North.

N the spriug ol 1392, LUVe years
[' pbetore the NXlondyke guld rush,
there was graduated 1n arts al
Avronw Umiversity a youug Wyclitfe
College man. Un tha® very day ne
oK train trom Toronto for the
Farthest North mussiyn. post of hus
Church, Hershel Isishd, 400 miles
within ' the Arctic Circle, and 2,00y
miles north of Edmonton, The sume
missionary to-day 1s the Right Rev
lsaac O. Stringer, D.D, BiShop o1
Yukon, now visiung in Toronto.

For ten years the young mission-
ary uved and worked amoug the Ks
Kimos ot tlershel Island and east-
ward tor five hundred miles aloug the
Arctic coast. where the lone hut ot
the Eskimo dots at bleak intervals
the Jdesuvlate, lce-bound shore. The
long trek was made or snowshoes or
by dug team.

An 1896 Bishop Stringer married.
and hi: bride went with him to the
lone outpost on Hershel lsland—the
only white woman within the Arctic
Circle. Here, far from civilization.
two of their five children were born
The soul of woman Knows ne greater
heroismn than hers. Through the
valley ot the shadow of death—alone:

Coming into the interior of the Yu-
kon in 1802, Bishop Stringer worked
among Indians. half-breeds and white
men—trappers and gold-seekers, all

the 'stout-hearted adventurers who
came and dared the perds ol virgin
trails and death-dealing rapids that
puise through tae vasl, unbroxken
northland. 7The Gnwritten story ol
the grim hazards and appalling odds
chat taced civilized man in the early
days from Skaguay north across the
uncharted solitudes is much more
wonderful than any legendry.

During certain months of the year
the only way out of the Arctic coast
vountry is by whale boat, traveling
aurth, then down the west coast
through the Behring Straits, and on
to San brancisco. Several years ago
Bishop and Mrs. Stringer made s
trip—in eightiy-one days!

Last summer Bishop Stringer visit-
ed s large diovese, traveling con-
unuously on a journey of 2,000 miles,
visiting the missions of the Yukon
and confirming and ordain:ng at dif-
ferent points. The trip from Dawson
led up the Yukon Rive: to Fort Yu-
kon, on the Alaskan side, then along
the 'Porcupine River to Rampart
«1puse, 'an old trading post, and Nid
Crow, another trading post, where
there is a settlement of Indians; one
hundred miles across thé Rocky
Mountain  Divide, on to Fort Me-
Pherson, and down the delta of the
Mackenzie to Shingle Pegint and on to
Hershel Island.

An oltll pocket joursal dated 1909.
tells the (foliowing story: Aoc-

companied by an assistant worker,
Mr. C. F Johnson, Bishop Stringer
started on what proved to be the
most perilous journey in his experi-
ence. Skirting the Arctic Ocean east-
ward for several hundred miles to-
ward the mouth of the Mackenzie
River. his plan was te pro~eed up-
stream to the Great Divide, cross-
country to the Porcupine River, down
the Porcupine to Fort Yukon, and up
the Yukon River to Dawson.

On the first day of October Bishop
Stringer and his companion found
themsgelves on a lost trall somewhere
in the Peel River country, with ra-
tions @lmost gone. Ddy after way
they trudged wearily alqng. growing
steadily weaker from lack of food
and forced marches. They sighted
no game. A. snared rabbit and a
chance ptarmigan’ boiled over sappy
willow branches were sparingly ° ‘'ed
out. Oc‘~her 16th sew them with
only two rifle cactridges left, and
their last square of chocolate gone.
To quote direct:

“Sunday, Oct. 17th—Traveled 16
miles. Made supper of toasted raw-
hide sealskin boots (called muck-
lucks). Palatahle. Feel encouraged

Monday, Oct. 18th—Traveled all
day. Ate pieces of my sea}skln boot.
boiled an” toasted. for supper. Used
sole first. Set rabbit srare.

Tuesday, Oct, i9th—No rabbit in
snare. Breakfast and dinner of raw-
hide sole. Fine, but not enough
Also, a tiny bit of ptarmigan each

Wednesday, Oct. 20th —Breakfast
from top of boot. Not as good as the
soles.

Thursday, Oct. 21st—Boot soles and
tops. Soup of small scrap of bacon
and spoonful of flous. The last we
had. Very tired. Hande< sore. Tied
up Mr. Johnson’s fingers”

This was the last entry made. A
little later they heard children’s
voices in the distance-and saw houses

a mile a way. Bishop Stringer had §

lost 50 pounds in twentv-on d&ays
The unusual hardship. and priva-
tions endured by Bistop and Mrs
Stringer and treir devotion ‘o the
prir-itive peoples of th~ north reach-
ed 'the ears of rovalty, and when
Bishop and Mrs. Stringer visitcd
England a few venrs ago they were
invited to dine with the King and

Oueen, who were much, interested in
learning more about the Canadian-

northland.

The priyllege of an Interview with
Bishop Stringer revea's a man of
marked personality. Of modest seif®
opinion wi'" an er learine simnlicity
of manner that has no trace of offi-
rial formality. and the hahit of com-
mending the deeds of others rather
than his own.

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THE FIRST POSTAGE
STAMPIN 1841

(New York Sun)

The oldest postage stamp is just 80
vears old, a mere stripling in this age
of longevity. The young office boy who
daily licks stamps by the hundreds
probably does not realize that when his
grandfather, or at least his great-grand-
father, was his age that gentlemen never
had to lick a stamp.

This does not mean that before 1841
there was no such thing as a postal sys-
tem. The sending of letters by post had
been inaugurated some centuries befure.
But prior to 1841 the sender of a letter
did not have to affix a stamp to it nor
pay any money to have it for va-ded.

It was the recepitent’s privilege to pay
the cost of postage or refuse to eake the
letter, as he saw fit. The system in op-
eration before the introductsa of post-
tage stamps was very much ‘ike the scnd-
inng of parcels by express collect.

Naturally it was “ound to vesult in
widespread cheating of the government.
In fact, under the old system. tne opera-
tim of a postal depactaent gy a Gov-
eron.ent . was so profitable that even
with a charge of as.much as 25 cents
fo- a domestic lett:r the Governmcnt
was losing money.

A common method for_ cheating, the
Government was for the sender and the
recepient of the letters to arrange before-

lishman, to whom credit for the intro-
duction of the postage stamp belongs,
to agitate for the paying of the cost of
postage by the sender.

While in the country tavern, Hill over-
heard an altercation between a postman
and a servant girl. The postman had
brought her a letter.
scrutinizing the outside of the envelope
she had returned the letter to the car-
rier, sadly announcing that she was un-
able to pay the necesary sailling.

Hill gallantly pai. the cost and was
surprised to see instead of a look of ap-
preciation and gladness in the girl’s face
undoubted agitation. She delayed open-
ing the letter, until finally his suspicions
were aroused. Examination revealed
that® the letter contained only & blank
sheet of paper; the message itself was
faintly written in cipher on the outside
of the envelope. 7

Indignant at such a fraud Hill ex-
posed the practice in 1887 in a pamphlet
entitled “Post Office Reform,” wherein
he declared for the pay-as-you-send sys-
tem -as the only fair and practical one.
Inaugurated in 1841, its adoption quickly
became universal.

Until 1892 the making of postage
stamps in the United States was in pri-
vate hands. In that year the work was
taken over by the bureau of Engraving
and- Printing at - Washington; . which
started in with a modest outpyt of
10,000,000 stamps a day. Now the daily
output is estimated at more than 100,000,-
000.

Stamp collettors will readily second
the statement that of all' the stamps
throughout the world, those of the
United States are by far the clearest
and the strongest colored. The reason
for this lies in the fact that the stamps
of almost every other country are made
by electrotypes, which are cheap;
whereas those of the United States are
made from expensive steel engravings.

Oddly enough, stamps are made on a
poor grade of wood pulp paper. | This
is because the better varities of paper,
as, for instance, those made of rag, are
not porous enough for gumming. .

The paper. is protected against coun-
{erfeiting by watermarking. The sheets
of printed stamps are then gummed and
dried. After being perforated they are
cut into sections of a hundred stamps
each. The finished product is - then
placed ‘in a vault at a low temperature,
where it is kept until time of shipment.
