Montreal, March ' 8—The Canadian 

banks were obliged to face in January 
a record-breaking fall jn their deposits 
along with a heavy contraction of their 
note circulation. The decrease of de­
posits—$41,000,000—was much • larger 
than has been ever experienced in Can­
ada in a single month. When. tp .... 
shrinkage of deposits is added the $12,- 
000,000 contraction of the note issues, a 
grand total of over $50,000,000 of liabili­
ties had to be provided for.

It should be said that January is the 
great month for liquidation of bank lia­
bilities in Canada, and the banking 
chine works so smoothly and efficiently 
that a very large contraction movement 
can be carried through, without creating 
any disturbance whatever. . Through 
liquidation of bank notes, checks and 
other items for exchange at the clearing 
house, through the application of current 
account balances in reduction of loans, 
and through calling in a moderate 
amount of loans at New York and other 
outside centers, the 
vided fpr The reduction in call loans 
outside'Canada amounted to $7300,000— 
the total falling from $116,984,680 on De­
cember 81, 1918, to $108,776,770 on Jan­
uary 81, 1914. There Was a very large 
increase in these outside call loans last 
November. In that month the total rose 
from $98,846,510 to $122,880,863—an in­
crease of over $29,060,000. Since No­
vember the balance has been fallin 
there was a decrease of $6,400,000 in De­
cember followed by another of $7,200,- 
000 in January. It is thought that there 
was an increase in February. New 
York funds have been selling pretty 
steadily at a premium in Montreal and 
Toronto—one explanation of which be­
ing that the Canadian banks were send­
ing money to New York to flic loaned at 
call.

The best opinion is that with the 
January pasdrartipn effected the re­
sources of vlnatnkn banks would be at 
or about the low point on January 81. 
Usually in the three or four months fol­
lowing January there is a steady In­
crease in the amount of money loaned 
by the banks at call in New York. And 
present indications are that .in 1914 the 
aggregate of call loans in Wall street 
controlled from the two Canadian cen­
ters will increase sharply. Because of 
the trade reaction industry and trade in 
Canada are yielding up capital in con­
siderable amounts and the banks are 
more or less compelled to send the funds 
thus thrown on their hands to New 
York. If they were to place, a large 
proportion at call in Canada they would 
likely stimulate a big speculative move­
ment in Canadian stocks and the banp 
ers are decidedly averse to thatfSs they 
think the Canadian situation has yet 
some features which might be called 
dangerous or at any rate uncertain. So 
the probability is that the Canadian 
loans in Wall street increased in Febru­
ary, and it is quite within the prob­
abilities thçt in March and April and 
perhaps in May further large amounts 
will be sent to the big metropolis.

I Ottawa, March 6—The Social Service 
Congress discussed political purity at the 
session today. The speakers included 
Prof. W. W. Andrews, Regina; W. C. 
Good, president of the Dominion Grange 
and Farmers’ Associations ; J. W. M. 
Aitkins, Dr. Adam Shortt, chairinan of 
the Civil Service Commission.

Several resolutions were passed at this 
afternoon’s session calling on the do­
minion government to appoint a royal 
commission to investigate and make a 
report on the coal miners’ strike on Van­
couver Island ; to prevent the manufac­
ture, importation and sale of cigarettes 
in Canada; to establish free employ­
ment bureaus ; to appoint a royal com­
mission to investigate the unemployment 
problem ; to enact a policy that will 
raise the Indians to a level of citizen­
ship; to adopt a closer inspection of im­
migrants from southern Europe ; to 
create a department of child welfare; to 
give pensions to mothers ; to initiate an 
old pension scheme; and to assist the 
extension of co-operative societies.

The congress went on record as being 
in favor of Woman suffrage, labor 
unions, total abstinence and social sur­
vey work. A resolution recommending 
that civil servants be appointed for the 
outside service the same as they are for 
the inside service, and to give them their 
political rights—it was not decided just 
what these rights are—caused a warm 
discussion and Anally the resolution went 
back for re-consideratioh to the resolu­
tions committee along with one to ask 
the government to establish moral edu­
cation in the schools.

Ottawa, March 6—A resolution based 

npon British tradition and precedent 
was introduced in the house this after­
noon by Sir Wilfrid Laurier calling upon 
the government to enforce the rule re­
garding the deputy-speaker being placed 
in the same class with the speaker of the 
house as regards his taking an active 
part in electoral contests. Pierre E. 
Blondln, Nationalist, who won notoriety 
through his “fihoot-holes-through-the- 
British-flag" utterances is deputy-speak­
er and when he took the position it was 
with the understanding on Premier Bor­
den’s part that he would refrain from 
fiery speeches. When the Chateauguay 
by-election was on Mr. IJlondin was 
there in person, though he told Mr. 
Borden he made no speeches.

The premier, in reply to Sir Wilfrid, 
said he thought there was no necessity 
for a hard and fast rule with regard to 
the deputy speaker.

In response to E. M. McDonald of 
Pictou, N. S., Mr. Borden said that if 
any announcement were to be made 
with regard to a loan to the C. N. R. it 
would be forthcoming in due course.

Dr. Roche, in reply' to Mr. Carvell 
with regard to timber cut on the Tobi- 
que Indian reserve, said that B. F. Smith 
had been given a license to cut burnt 
timber, and had cut green in violation 
of his right.

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Clearance
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The late Earl of Minto, once governor- 
general of Canada, and later Viceroy of 
India, died on March 1st, at Hgwick, 
England. He came of an old Scottish 
family and was educated at Eton and 
Cambridge. He was with Lord Rob­
erts in the Afghan war in 1878. After 
seeing service in Europe, Asia and Af­
rica, he came to Canada as military sec­
retary to Lord Lansdowne. In 1898 suc­
ceeded Lord Aberdeen as governor gen­
eral. In 1904 he was sent to India, 
where he used the velvet glove that con­
cealed the steel gauntlet in British af­
fairs. Returning from India he has lived 
in retirement in his castle in Roxburgh­
shire until his death.
