Great Britain’s
nistake with regard to the exposition, it
adds, was shown by the memorial pass-
ed by parliament Wednesday, urging re-
consideration of the decision not to par-
ticipate, which was. signed. by men 7Tep-
resenting the greatest trading and manu-
facturing interests of the country.

The editorial concludes:

“How is it possible to maintain, in the
face of an appeal with such backing,
that the British business world is so
apathetic—in a sense hostile—to partici-
pation in the exhibition, that it is worth
while even risking offence to American
public opinion, rather than give official
sountenance to the enterprise?”

Ottawa, March 5—The Social Service
Congress discussed political purity at the
session today. The speakers included
Prof. W. W. Andrews, Regina; W. C.
Good, president of the Dominion Grange
and Farmers’ Associations; J. W. M.
Aitkins, Dr. Adam Shortt, chairian of
the Civil Service Commission.

Several resolutions were passed at this
afternoon’s session calling on the do-
minion government to appoint a royal
commission to investigate and make a
report on the eoal miners’ strike on Van-
couver Island; to prevent the manufac-
ture, importation and sale of cigarettes
in Canada; to establish free employ-
ment bureaus; to appoint a royal com-

problem; to enact a policy that will
raise the Indians to a level of citizen-
ship; to adopt a closer inspection of im-
migrants from southern FEurope; " to
create a department of child welfare; to
give pensions to mothers; to initiate an
old pension scheme; and:to assist the
extension of co-operative societies.

The congress went on record as being
in favor of Woman = suffrage, labor
unions, total abstinence and social sur-
vey work. A resolutign recommending
that civil servants be appointed for the
outside service the same as they are for
the inside service, and to give them their
political rights—it was not decided just
what these rights are—caused a warm
discussion and finally the resolution went
back for re-consideration to the resolu-
tions committee along with one to ask
the government to establish moral edu-
cation in the schools.
