the work of the Societies is carried on 
with the hearty approval and eupport of 
the people at large. It ia high time New 
Brunswick took action in this matter, 
which is related so directly to the 
nervation of human life and the elevation 
of the standard of citizenship in the prov­
ince.

TONIGHT’S MEETING
The meeting to be held in Trinity school 

room this evening to urge the enactment 
of a law for Qie protection and care of 
neglected and dependent children should 
be attended by representatives of all or­
ganizations interested in child welfare. If 
this year a Children’s Protection Act 
should be adopted New Brunswick would 
■till be twenty years behind' Ontario, and 
some fifteen years behind, Manitoba, and 
also behind Nova Scotia, Prince Edward 
Island and the western provinces.

There are over sixty Children's Aid So­
cieties in the province of Ontario. The 
legislature of that province last year grant­
ed no less than $15,000 for Children’s Aid 
work, besides maintaining the central of­
fice, which is in charge of the superintend­
ent of neglected and dependent children 
of the province. Besides the general agent, 
devoting all hie time to the work, there 
are twelve county or district agents, each 
receiving $480 per annum, and ten other 
agents at $200 or less. There is a special 
inspector of Catholic children. About $60,- 
000 was contributed from various philan­
thropic sources last year for the support 
of the Children’s Aid Societies. The gov­
ernment does not contribute to the erec­
tion or maintenance of children’s shelters, 
nor make grants to the Children’s Aid 
Societies. They depend upon municipal 
and philanthropic effort. During toll no 
less than 604 children were made wards of

Were in the various Society shelters at the 
'«cd of the year. Of the 101 Catholic chil­
dren 86 were placed in foster homes, and 
the others either allowed Ho return to 

. their parents, under supervision, or placed 
in institutions.

Since the work began in the province of 
Ontario about 7000 Protestant and 1,453 
Catholic children have been wardb of the 
Society, and there are at present under 
active supervision 3.267 Protestant and 819 
Catholic children. The children dealt with 
are those of criminal, drunken, immoral, 
depraved, cruel or neglectful parents, or 
those deserted by one or both parents, or 
who are orphaned, or have become va­
grants,

Manitoba has had a Children’s Protec­
tion Act for fifteen years. The report of 
the Children’s Aid Society of Winnipeg 
for 1911 shows that during the year, there 
were 260 complaints of child neglect, in­
volving 507 children, of whom it was nec­
essary to remove 205 to the Society’s 
shelter for care and attention. There were 
111 boys and 94 girls, ranging from 15 days 
to 15 years. Of this 205 it was necessary 
to bring 83 before the magistrate and 
make the Children’s Aid Society their 
legal guardian during minority. Of these 
55. Were placed in foster homes. The bah 
ance of the 205, that is 150, were either 
returned to their homes under supervision, 
or placed in temporary homes pending the 
improvement of their own. The remaining 
cases, involving the welfare of 302 chil­
dren, were satisfactorily dealt with by 
continued visits to the home, with advice 
and warning to the parents. The Winni­
peg Society alone has sheltered 1541 chil­
dren since it first organized, and has 
placed 477 in foster homes. At the end 
of the last,, year it had under its care in 
feister homes and elsewhere 336 of these 
■wards, and had 40 families under observa­
tion. In many cases children required hos­
pital attention.

Veteran Lumberman Talks of Con­
ditions — Character of Winter
Changing fashioned in the knowledge that a boy

That conditions are the worst he has 
seen in almq* .half a century, John 
Kilburn of FrederSton, who has followed 
lumbering for’ forty-six years, said to a 
Times reporter today. Mr. Kilburn 
operates upon the headwaters of the St. 
John in the vicinity of Seven Islands and 
says that operations are Buffering because 
of the weather. ;

“The seasons are changing,” he said to- 
dajr, “and it seeips as though lumbering 
is becoming more difficult. We don’t have 
the same kind of weather we had twenty 
or twenty-five years ago. There has not 
been enough snow for roadmaking and 
not enough frost to satisfy the workers. 
If the frost come$ before the snow better 
things can be expected but as was the 
case this year/when the enow comes first 
and stays, then .ft is more difficult for 
operating and in order to make any head­
way efforts have to be made to break the 
snow so that the frost may get into the 
ground..

“There has been too much mud this 
year, and the natural consequence is à fall­
ing off in the cut. These conditions are 
not general throughout the province but 
are similar to wh&t prevail in some other 
lumbering sections. I think the cut will 
be considerably curtailed this year owing 
to the backward conditions.” 5
