4Compensation Act Bffl.
The bill to amend the Workmen’s 

Compensation Act, promised by the 
Government, was introduced in the 
Legislature this afternoon by Attorney- 
General Byrne. As has been predicted, 
the bill makes no change in the import­
ant principles of the act but was ap­
parently designed merely to “tighten 
up” and to provide means whereby the 
Workmen’s Compensation Board could 
enforce payment of .assessments where 
employers failed to return their pay­
rolls to the board or decline to pay as­
sessments.

The most Important feature of the 
bill are that it provides that the 
board’s charges shall be a lien, that 
contractors and sub-contractors not 
assessed shall be considered as work­
men for principal, and that the right 
of appeal is taken away.
Consolidation of Statutes.

A commission of three persons to be 
named by the Lieutenant-Govemor-ln- 
Coundl are authorised to undertake a 
consolidation of the statutes of New 
Brunswick under a bill Introduced by 
Hon. J. P. Byrne this afternoon.

Harry Wills has been patiently wait­
ing ever since Jack Dempsey became 
champion for his chance at the world’s 
heavyweight title, the richest prize in 
all pugilism, says the New York Times. 
Until a few days ago, however, there 

definite indication that Wills 
was to get the chance he sought. All 
along the plea has been, in explana­
tion of repeated rebuffs to Wills’ chal­
lenges, that the contest held too much 
potential danger to be permitted in any 
part of the country. This excuse has 
been sufficient to prevent a meeting be­
tween Dempsey and Wills in the past. 
The fact that Promoter Tex Rickard 
lias signed Wills to a contract for a 
sçrles of bouts leading up to a cham­
pionship match, if Wills survives hi* 
qualifying tests, would indicate that 
this apprehension regarding a clash be­
tween a white man and a negro has 
been lessened, at least in the section 
of the country where Rickard plans to 
hold a Dempsey-Wills match if it oc- 

Rickard is not in the habit of 
plunging in wildly and blindly in his 
various enterprises. More particularly 
does he exercise great caution in his 
pugilistic promotions. So that it is 
reasonable to suppose that Rickard has 
carefully sounded official sentiment 
before making his bold stroke. He need 
have no worry on the score of public 
sentiment, for enough sport followers 
have demanded a meeting between 
Dempsey and Wills to guarantee even 
at this early date that the arena in 
which the men fight will be taxed to 
Its capacity.

Wills must first beat one of three 
* men, or possibly, two before he will get 

the Dempsey bout. This arrangement 
is eminently fair both to Wills and to 
the public which support boxing. Wills 
has not engaged in many matches 
against first-class heavyweights, for 
the simple reason ^hat few would 
fight him. But he owes it to himself 
and to the public to engage in a trial 
bout which will either demonstrate his 
qualifications to enter the ring with 
Défmpsey or results in his rejection as 
a rival for the titleholder.

The choice of a test rival for Wills 
rests with Rickard. The promoter can 
select, at his discretion, either Romero- 
Rojas, Spall or Firpo. Needless to 
say, Rickard prefers Firpo as an op­
ponent for Wills, and will exert every 
resource at his command to induce the 
South American to reconsider his an­
nounced intention of retiring. At the 
same time, however, Rickard is provid­
ed with a suitable man in Spalla, who 
is scheduled to come to this country, 
and a potential prospect in Romero- 
Rojas, who, though crude, according 
to reports, may yet be developed as 
was Firpo. As a matter of fact, boxing 
followers generally are Inclined to the 
belief that the names of Romero-Rojas 
and Spalla have been Included in thje 
contract which Wills accepted simply 
to club Firpo into line for a Wills 
bout.

uP Ways and means of financing the 
training operations for at least ten or 
twelve Maritime Province athletes, 
who will be given an opportunity to 
catch places on Canada’s Olympic 
track and field team, will be discussed 
at the semi-annual meeting of the 
Maritime Provinces branch of the 
Amateur Athletic Union of Canada in 
Truro on Thursday next.

This will be the big item of busi­
ness scheduled for the Truro session, 
according to a statement A. W. Covey, 
president of the M. P. B. A. A. U. of 
C., gave to the Sydney Record yester­
day. The president made it quite 
plain that he proposes to follow the 
course adopted by the various clubs 
affiliated with the M. P. B. A. A. U. of 
C. and the methods by which the neces­
sary finances are to be raised for the 
Maritime athletes must? be outlined by 
tthese representatives at Truro.

“We have ten or possibly twelve ath­
letes in the Maritime Provinces who 
are Olympic team timber,” said Mr. 
Covey to the Record, “and it is esti­
mated that the preliminary training 
which these athletes must undergo be­
fore taking part in the Canadian finals 
at Montreal will cost in the vicinity of 
$2,000.'

“There are 64 clubs affiliated with 
our organization and they will be called 
upon to provide the money, 
amount is to be raised I cannot say, 
but I have no doubt the delegates at 
the Truro session wUl be ready to pro­
vide us with ideas vroich will make the 
raising of this money a very easy 
ma'ter.”

Mr. Covey explained in his statement 
that the amateur leaders proposed to 
have the Maritime athletes, who will- 
be selected to go to Montreal, assem­
bled at Halifax about May 15. They 
would be under the direction of a 
capable coach, probably Thomas Tren- 
holm of Amherst, and thus would have 
six weeks of preparatory work before 
going to Montreal to meet Canada’s 
foremost track athletes in June. Mr. 
Trenholme’s services will cost several 
hundred dollars, while it is estimated 
that 12 athletes could be taken care of 
in Halifax for an amount under $1,000

Among the athletes whom Mr. Covey 
picks as Olympic possibilities are Phil 
MacDonald of Charlottetown, Barney 
Francis of Charlottetown, Billy Mooney 
of Halifax, and now attending the 
University of Pennsylvania; Erin 
Smith of Halifax, Harold Lapierre of 
Halifax; Cameron of Pictou, Canadian 
broad jump champion ; A. I. Miller of 
Sussex, Canadian high jump champion ; 
Len MacDonald of Sydney, pole 
vaulter ; Maynes of St. John, Maritime 
quarter-mile champion, and Campbell 
of St. John, sprinter.

Charlie Gorman, national and inter­
national speed skating champion, is 
also a track athletes and will compete 
in the 100 yards at the Maritime trials, 
which will, of course, be held at Hali­
fax.

What the motion picture industry 
needs is a Noah Webster to write it 
a new dictionary.

A sweeping revision should be made 
in the motion-picture gazetter or the- 

, whichever you choose to cMl it. 
It is misleading and undignified^and 

not in keeping with the prestige of a 
business which ranks as one of the 
nation’s greatest industries.

Such is the opinion of Charles Jones, 
the Fox Star, who takes issue with 
those who describe the business of pro­
ducing photoplay entertainment as a 
“game.”

“Careless definitions of our business 
or art arc very injurious, and should be 
corrected. Making pictures may be a 
‘game’ to some folks, and doubtless 
that’s the reason we do not have more 
of the ‘bigger and better films’ which 
have been promised the public for the 
past five years,” explained Jones.

“ ‘Western’ is another misleading 
term as applied to certain outdoor type 
pictures. If a producer makes a photo­
play in which either a gun or a horse 
appears, it is immediately set down as 
a ‘Western.’ As a matter of fact, any 
and all productions filmed under the 
blue sky are termed ‘Western’ by a 
good many people In the picture busi­
ness.

“And another much-abused word is 
‘feature.’ To a great many folks a 
picture that Is over 2,000 feet in length 
is a ‘feature,’ regardless of its merit. 
As a matter of fact, the newspaper 
definition of the word should apply in 
the picture business. This would term 
only distinct, extraordinary and ex­
ceptionally meritorious photoplays as 
feature productions.”

New York Reports Bad Time.

New York, April 2—Mild April,

play of storm signals at Cape Hatteras.

The storm came from the south, 
venting its fury in Maryland early yes­
terday morning. Baltimore reported 
nine inches of snow, the Cumberland 
Valley six and New York, soon after 
midnight, three.

The weather bureau let It be known 
that, except for 1922 and 1923, no April 
since 1911 had been without its snowy 
outburst and that in April 1916, and 
1917, ten inches fell.

Boston, April 2—A heavy easterly 
snowstorm accompanied by a wind of 
gale velocity swept over the New Eng­
land States last night. Snow later 
turned into rain. Traffic was impeded, 
and telegraph and telephone service 
affected.

The coast was swept by a northwest 
wind that reached a velocity of 54 
miles at Nantucket. At Portland the 
schooner Railroad was torn from her 
mootings and crashed against the 
Qrand Trunk bridge, where she thresh­
ed about, damaging her rigging and 
rails.
