Blood poisoning may result from 
a very slight wound. Hundreds of 
deaths occur every year because 
of carelessness in the care of a 
slight cut.

If the wound has been made by 
a nail or a splinter, be sure the 
piercing object is removed. Do not 
touch the wound with unclean 
hands. And do not permit unclean 
cloths to touch it.

Open the wound with a knife, 
and permit it to bleed freely, and 
then saturate it with a solution of 
carbolic acid, one teaspoonful to a 
pint of water. Peroxide of hydrogen 
or iodine is good.

Industrially a Leader
The chief industry of Saint John in 

the past has been the lumber milling. 
While today that branch of trade and 
commerce is suffering a temporary lull 
the great plants with their subsidiary 
woodworking machinery constitute a 
large investment and tow-boats, rafting 
and booming berths belong to this gen­
eral equipment. Mqch of the residuary 
money represented-™ well-to-do fami­
lies to that section of the city is trace­
able to this paramount industry.

North End possesses a variety of 
manufacturing enterprises, some long 
established, others quite new. It is a 
happy fact that with the decline of 
some branches, due to the evolution 
of things, others have sprung up to 
keep pace with progress and absorb 
available labdr. In the winterport sea- 

hundréds of North End citizens 
find employment in handling the mil­
lions worth of Imported and exported 
freight passing through this ocean ter­
minal city.

In colors, with French See For Yourself
It does a citizen good once in a while 

to take a leisurely jaunt roundabout 
his own city, traversing the by-ways 
as well as the highways to sense a fuil 
appreciation pf the advantages under 
which he and his fellows live. In no 
section of Saint John will the observ­
ant sightseer find more evidence of 
progress than in North End. Taking 
Main street, the chief artery, from one 
end to the other, he finds the majority 
of business places keyed up to modern 
conditions of merchandizing and many 
of the old buildings reconstructed upon 
recent lines. The streets itself is a 
fine example of up-to-date paving, a 
transformation from the old days of 
the muddy ruts when the ’bus lines 
laboriously carried the people back and 
forth like in a country town, or even 
when Zeblev’s horsecar line started in 
the fall of 1877.

To the sightseer the northern part 

of the City of Saint John offers many 
interesting spots. Prominent amongst 
these physically and historically is the 
rocky eminence Fort Howe, now part 
of the Dominion government national 
park system, but not yet developed as 
such. Wharfage sites at the foot of 
Portland street were in the early days 
of Saint John’s forefathers a trading 
post where barter was made with trap-- 
pers and Indians whilst British soldiery 
kept, watch on the rock above just 
mentioned. There was no rock-hewn 
Main street in those days, no general 
order of civic lay-out, but a thickly 
wooded slope almost to the water’s 
edge of the swift running channel of 
Strait Shore. In later years William 
Cobbett, love-lorn soldier on Fort Howe 
met his Loyalist maiden sweetheart at 
the traditional “Jenny’s well near First 
street, (Rockland road), Cobbçtt upon 
his return to England and entering par­
liament was a prominent factor in urg­
ing the rights of the common people 
by his rugged eloquence.

At the Reversing Falls the history 
of its bridges is a tale of adventure, 
tragedy and achievement- The best 
known suspension structure was labor­
iously thrown arcoss the chasm and 
open to traffic in 1853, its predecessor 
having collapsed with loss of life. The 
present highway bridge has the dis­
tinction of being the longest one-spin 
bridge on this continent.

The Reversing Falls at this poin’; 
has always been a North End asset in 
the tourist season.

North End streets that in the old 
Portland days were Unkempt are now 
regularly built up, straightened out 
and lined with commodious homes. The 
most recent example of residential 
development are 
Dufferin and Lansdowne, back of the 
Elm street ridge, which follow closely 
the most approved town-planning ideas. 
The plan of owning one’s own home 
has received great encouragement from 
such examples as this and it is believed 
a few more years will find the whole 
area known as -the Shamrock Grounds 
a beauty spot of well-plotted homes.

New Residences
The Adelaide street section, with its 

nejv off-shooting streets filled with re­
cently-erected residences, tells a tale 
of progress and growth that no pessim­
ist can controvert. In fact it is inspir­
ing to see the scores of additional resi­
dences reclaiming the slopes of Douglas 
avenue, the heights of Rockland road, 
the scenic twists and -turns of Millidge­
ville avenue, and on new ground in 
pretty nearly every section of the 
northern section of the city.

Riverview 
Memorial Park in Douglas avenue, 
commanding a view of Indiantown 
bay and centred with a bronze replica 
of a South African soldier hero, is a 
tribute to the sacrifices made b|y Saint 
John boys in that imperial struggle. 
To an aged grandmother, Mrs. Beazley, 
must go most credit for the establish­
ment of this park and its lasting 
orial. Victoria Square in the Indian­
town district is another civic better­
ment plan slowly shaping up as a re­
creation spot and a playground for 
school-free children stayj-at-homes in 
summer. Court’s Block on the river­
front, whilst the scar of a great fire, 
is possible of pleasing ornamentation 
anl provides a restful sight-seeing 
for the aged and infirm as well as the 
youngest of its citizens.

Indiantown Fire
Somewhat less than thirty years ago 

North End suffered its greatest loss 
by what is known as the Indiantown 
fire, a sweeping blaze that started on 
the waterfront and swept diagonally 
along shore and into the heart of the 
community, consuming between 250 
and 800 buildings. It was a terrific 
blow to that section but with tradi­
tional alacrity and pluck the people 
rebuilt upon the tushes more substan­
tially than ever and today only a few 
traces remain of the havoc of that 
terrible May 25. All down the years 
since Loyalist times the northern sec­
tion of this civic reservation called 
Saint John has stood shoulder to 
shoulder with the other divisions in 
marching forward as a maritime me­
tropolis. Today finds it still pluckily 
laboring and smiling, displaying pro­
gress and heartiness in all divisions of 
daily routine.

Church properties, likewise, denote 

the householding strength of a commun­
ity, which, after all, is the real 
strength of any city or nation. All 
denominations represented by North 
End fellowship feel proud of its sac­
red edifices and the facilities for carry­
ing on their good work. Proceeding 
“up Portland,” the Methodist church 
in Portland street is a stone structure 
that will outlive many generations, and 
of recent years has been made especi­
ally useful by the addition of a brick 
wing for social and welfare work, an 
effort that was promptly paid for by 
sacrifice and hard effort. Saint Luke’s 
Episcopal is still a sentinel in the re­
ligious life of the people, with an 
historic past and a vigorous present. 
Douglas Avenue Christian Church is 
not a very old structure, and grew from 
a modest mission in Union Hall to the 
sinus of a well-founded congregation.

St. Peter’s Roman Catholic is an ex­
ample of public spirit combined with 
religious zeal. Its rockery gardens, out­
door shrine, beautifully-kept grounds 
and improved church building represent 
years of devotion and toil on the pari 
of the Redemptorist Fathers and theii 
congregation. St. Peter’s too is to be 
credited with a spacious playground 
and sporting field—whole-hearted par­
ticipation in the public welfare move­
ments of the general citizen body-

root of the evil. Fighting commer­
cialized vice, and more especially 
those engaged in the narcotic drug 
traffic, constitutes a far greater 
problem than most people have any 
conception of, inasmuch as there 
are thousands of individuals and| 
organisations whose sole occupation i 
is catering to humanity’s vices.”

Even in this enlightened age 
,, there are parents who frighten their 

children with threats of what the 
police will do to them if they do 
not behave. That is because their 
own mental development has been 
arrested, and Is in danger of an in­
determinate sentence in the Prison 
of Apathy. Up-to-date parents know 
that the policeman on their beat is 
the friend of all the children who 
some within his ken, and of every 
law-abiding adult citizen. One of 
the commonest of sights in the cities 
of this continent is that of a police­
man escorting school children over 
dangerous street crossings. It is 
(Significant of the growing co-oper­
ation between those entrusted with

The Chief Constables 
In Canada no little credit for this 

expanding fellowship between police 
and citizens, is due to an organiza­
tion whose membership embraces 
chiefs and certain other ranks of 
police forces. It is known as the 
Chief Constables' Association of 
Canada, and has had a steady 
growth In influence and membership 
during the twenty years of its life. 
When it meets in annual conven-

»L ar IV/ o of the application that they find 
room for criticism. Lack of real 
supervision over men released be­
fore the expiry of their sentences, 
and the granting of freedom to pris­
oners who have notoriously bad re­
cords are the main allegations for 
fault finding. Police officials have 
been amazed at times to meet on 
the streets, criminals with bad re­
cords, whom they had last seen in 
connection with court proceedings 
for some violation of the law, re­
sulting in sentences to long terms 
of imprisonment. What the police 
in Canada, as in the United States 
have been urging, and are persist­
ency pressing, is that there should 
be wise and close supervision In 
cases where, under any law or regu­
lation, prisoners are released long 
before their sentences expire, and 
that in any event there should be 
no such leniency where the prior 
record is one of frequent and des­
perate crimes.

In the yearly conventions since 
Its small beginnings twenty years 
ago, the Chief Constables’ Associa­
tion of Canada has listened to many 
stories of constables and officers 
slain in the discharge of their dut­
ies. Most of these murders were 
the work of criminals, and not of 
men committing their first offences. 
That is one reason why the organi­
sation steadfastly holds to its re­
quests for supervision of the re­
leased unexpired term criminal, and 
the utmost discretion in the exten­
sion of leniency where there are 
few, and often enough, no redeem­
ing features. There is no quarrel 
with the view that many former 
prisoners have made good. There is 
hardly a police officer who cannot 
recite cases of this kind of which 
he has personal knowledge, and in­
variably he speaks of the principals 
in words of praise and respect.

Tbe Drug Rvil
Another question to which Cana­

dian police forces from one end of 
the Dominion to the other are de-
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i i The geographical proximity of 
Canada and the United States, adds 
to the problems and difficulties of 
the police forces on both sides of 
the boundary line.
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In this timei. 
of the swift motor car, the airplane', X 
and the specialist in crime, the days 
of the easy going, good natured, * 
hail fellow-well-met type of village 
constable, are fast drawing to a. 
close. The guardian of the law', 
no matter how small hie area, must 
be alert, efficient and vigorous. 
Otherwise it is in his district that 
daring bank robberies, and mail 
thefts will take place.

That is one reason for the growth 
of provincial police forces, and the 
unceasing attempts of those who 
know the game, to impress the les­
son of co-operation in the fight 
against the criminal.

There will be stories told at Win­
nipeg, generally in the calm dispas­
sionate words of official reports, of 
brave deeds done and great hard-, 
ships faced in the discharge of1 
duty, carried out as part of “the- 
day’s work.” Theee deeds of dar­
ing do not belong to a romantic 
past „ Police work in many parts 
of Canada calls for eourage, re­
source and Intelligence in the pres­
ent; it does not live on what has 
been done before. But it does call 
for the sympathetic, understanding 
co-operation of all good citizens. 
There are «ill people who make a 
great fuse over criminals, usually 
because they have not depth of 
mind enough to grasp the signifi­
cance of the battle the law wages 
on their behalf every hour of every 
day. But the police officer is 
ing to his own in public estimation 
He appreciates the relationship.

Young Married Women Need

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mTHE GREAT TAKU GLACIER.
There are many notable sights to be

Hon. J. A. Robb, acting minister of 
finance, explained that Canada im­
ported from the Netherlands and 
Dutch possessions, coca butter, gin, 
flax, nursery stock, artificial silk and 
other comomdities; while the exports 
from this country to these places in­
cluded wheat, rye, automobiles and 
nickle. The Imports, he stated, from 
the Netherlands proper for the year 
ending March 31, 1924, totalled $5,- 
359,980’ and for the 11 months ending 
Feb. 28, 1925, $4,630,000.

CANADA’S EXPORTS.
On the other hand, Canada's ex­

ports to the eNtherlands proper for 
the year ending March 31, 1924, were 
valued at $9,488,881. And for the 11 
months ending Feb. 28, 1925, $11,888,- 
135. Imports from the Dutch posses­
sions to Canada for 11 months ending 
Feb. 28, 1925, reached the value of 
$2,541,000. While our exports to the 
Dutch possessions, covering the same 
period, were valued at $1,350.000.

PAIR RAISE PORT POINT.
Right Hon. Arthur Meighen, Con­

Committee on Railways and 
Shipping Recommends $50,- 

000,000 for Govt. Lines.

OTTAWA, May 14.—The House of 
Commons committee on railways and 
shipping this morning, carried a mo­
tion recommending the estimate of 
$50,000,000 for the Canadian National 
Railways for 1925-26 .

The motion contained fhe statement 
made by Hon. George P. Graham, 
Minister of Railways, in his speech on 
the national railways in the House of 
Commons, to the effect that the orig­
inal estimate of $60,000,000 had been 
prepared early in the year, and it had 
since been revised by officials of the 
railway, who were of the opinion that 
only $50,000,000 would be required.

MONUMENTS OF INDIANS.

Anthropology is a formidable name, 
but an Interesting science. Briefly, 
It may be accepted as meaning the 
study of man in general. To that 
study no race has provided a more 
interesting problem than the North 
American Indian, whose origin is 
more or less shrouded in mystery.

Consider, for instance, the totem 
poles of the Indians of British Col­
umbia. What relationship exists be­
tween these curious monuments to 
valorous red men and the gaudy ban­
ners of the Chinese, or crude, carved 
obelisks of the Egyptians? Perhaps 
none, but it is a fact that these to­
tem poles constitute a distinct type 
of art Which has much symmetry of 
color and design, though first appear­
ances may appear to be to the con­
trary.

Totem poles are not the 
creations of idle men 
carefully thought out and executed 
records of deeds well done, and they 
provide an open book for those who 
have the knowledge to read.

Nowhere are finer examples of 
these totem poles to be found than 
in some of the Indian Villages on the 
route of the Canadian National Rail­
ways between Jasper and Prince 
Rupert. At Jasper there is a fine 
specimen, brought from the Queen 
Charlotte Islands and erected intact 
beside the Jasper station. But the 
greatest collection is located at Kit- 
wanga, on the Skeena River. This 
Is one of the show places of northern 
British Columbia and trains stop to 
allow passengers to view the poles 
and It is safe to say that, next to 
Nlaear* Falls- this little village !

ITALY’S NEW WARSHIPS.
