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VI. The steps to be taken by a Presbytery for the calling of a minis­
ter shall be :—

1. To agree, if satisfied with the propriety thereof, to the request for 
moderation, and appoint a meeting for that purpose, or depute one or 
more of their number to attend to the duty.

2. To cause notice of the said meeting to be given to the parties con­
cerned, in the way which appears most practicable and efficient.

3. To appoint one of their number to conduct public worship on the 
occasion.

VII. The process of calling shall be as follows :—
1. The minister appointed to officiate shall, before pronouncing the 

Benediction, intimate the occasion of the meeting, and notify parties 
concerned to remain.

2. The officiating minister shall, after prayer, produce and read the 
Form of Call and section IV. of this Act, and invite parties qualified to 
subscribe the Call.

3. Sufficient opportunity having been allowed for signing the Call, 
the presiding minister shall make attestation thereon of the fulfilment 
of the appointment of Presbytery, of the name of the minister called, 
and of the number of subscribers.

4. It being desirable that persons not qualified to act as Callers 
should signify their pleasure in the choice of a minister, all persons be­
longing to the congregation, being of the years of discretion, may be 
allowed to concur in the Call, but this shall not imply any right of ob­
jection.

VIII. The process between moderation and induction shall be :—
1. On the day of moderation, or at their first meeting thereafter, the 

Presbytery shall consider the Call, and having judged it sufficient to 
warrant them in proceeding thereon, shall sustain it.

2. They shall inquire for the guarantee of stipend if it has not been 
embodied in the Call, and consider its sufficiency, judging of the com­
petency of the whole provision, both as to the amount and manner of 
payment proposed.

3. They shall present the Call to the minister or probationer named 
therein, and ask him to state whether or not he accepts it, time for 
sidération, if required, being allowed.

4. On the acceptance of the Call, the Presbytery shall require of the 
acceptor certificate of his having taken the oath of allegiance, also, if 
he be an ordained minister without a charge, an extract of his ordina­
tion and a presbyterial certificate, or, if he be a licentiate, an extract of 
his license and a presbyterial certificate.

5. These documents being judged to be satisfactory, the Presbytery 
shall appoint a meeting for the Induction, if the acceptor of the Call he 
an ordained minister, which meeting may be held on as early a day as 
may be convenient, and notice thereof shall be given to the congrega­
tion in the most practicable way.

6. The Presbytery shall apjKiint one or more of their number to con­
duct the religious services on the occasion.

and freedom of this Synod, in regard to all things spiritual, cannot be 
called in question, but has been repeatedly and in most explicit terms 
affirmed, not only by itself, but by the General Assembly of the Church 
of Scotland, yet as in present circumstances it is expedient that this in­
dependence be asserted and declared by a special act ;

It is therefore, hereby declared, That this Synod has always claimed 
and possessed, does now possess, and ought always, in all time coming, 
to have and exercise a perfectly free, full, final, supreme, and uncon­
trolled power of jurisdiction, discipline and government, in regard to 
all matters ecclesiastical and spiritual, over all the Ministers, Elders, 
Church Members, and Congregations under its care, without the right 
of review, appeal, complaint, or reference by or to any other Court or 
Courts whatsoever, in any form or under any pretence ; and that in all 
cases that may come before it for judgment, the decisions and deliver­
ances of this Synod shall be final. And this Synod further declares, 
that if any encroachment on this supreme power and authority shall be 
attempted or threatened, by any person or persons, Court or Courts 
whatsoever, then this Synod, and each and every member thereof, shall, 
to the utmost of their power, resist and oppose the same. And where­
as, the words in the designation of the Synod, “ in connection with the 
Church of Scotland,” have been misunderstood or misrepresented by 
many persons, it is hereby declared, that the said words imply no right 
of jurisdiction or control, in any form whatever, by the Church of Scot­
land over this Synod, but denote merely the connection of origin, iden­
tity of standards, and ministerial and church communion ?

4. Satisfactory answers to these questions having been received, the 
officiating minister shall, after solemn prayer, give the Intrant the right 
hand of fellowship, saying :—In the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, the 
only Head of the Church, and by the authority of the Presbytery of

, I induct you to the pastoral charge of this Congregation, and 
admit you to all the rights and privileges pertaining thereto. There­
after all the members of the Presbytery present shall give the Intrant 
the right hand of fellowship.

5. The minister and people shall then be suitably exhorted as to their 
respective duties, either by the presiding minister, or such minister or 
ministers as may have been appointed for that puq>ose ; after which 
the officiating minister shall conduct the devotional exercises with 
which public worship is usually concluded, and, before pronouncing the 
Benediction, shall request the Elders, Trustees, and Managers to remain 
with the Presbytery after the congregation is dismissed.

6. Subscription of the usual Formula and of duplicate Bonds for 
payments to the Ministers’ Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund shall then be 
required, and, this having been given, the Intrant’s name shall be 
added to the Roll of Presbytery.

7. The Presbytery shall then, in a kind and affectionate manner, con­
sult with the officebearers of the congregation respecting its affairs, 
both spiritual and temporal, and give such advice and direction as may 
seem to be called for.

X. The process for Ordination shall be as follows :—
1. If the acceptor of the Call be a licentiate only, the Presbytery 

shall, with a view to his ordination, prescribe the same trials as for 
license, namely, a Homily, a Lecture, an Exercise and additions on 
some pi.t of the Greek New Testament, an Exegesis in Latin on some 
controverted point in Divinity, and a Popular Sermon—also an ex­
amination on the Greek of the New Testament, on the Hebrew of the 
Old Testament, and on Church History and Divinity, and shall appoint 
these trials to be held at a subsequent meeting.

4. Form of guarantee for Minister's stipend.

We, the Managers of the temporal affairs of the Congregation of

for the maintenance of Gospel ordinances, from all sources, is

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Students who are Candidates for the Holy Ministry, and in some respects 
to define clearly the duties of such C. ndidates, and the obligations and 

of Presbyteries with reference to them, be it enacted as fol-powers 
lows :—

I. That it be required of every person intending to 
become a Candidate for the Ministry :—

1. That, before entering College as a Student in Arts, he shall ap­
pear before the Presbytery within whose bounds he resides or a Com­
mittee appointed by the Presbytery ; submit to an examination on the 
ordinary branches of Education and the subjects prescribed by the 
College for Matriculation ; and obtain a certificate of proficiency 
therein, as also of good moral and religious character—which certificate 
he shall present to the authorities of the College when he applies for 
admission.

2. That he shall conform to the following course of study in Arts :— 
Latin, three sessions ; Greek, four sessions ; Mathematics, two ses­
sions ; Natural Philosophy, two sesions ; Rhetoric, Logic, Metaphysics, 
Ethics, and Chemistry, one session each, in such order as the College 
authorities may prescribe.

3. That, after completing the course in Arts, he shall appear before 
the Presbytery within whose bounds he resides ; produce class-certifi­
cates from each of the Professors under whom he has studied, in 
evidence of his having complied with the requirement of the preceding 
clause ; submit to an examination on the subjects mentioned in the 
said clause ; and obtain a certificate of his proficiency, as also of his 
being of good moral and religious character—which certificate he shall 
present to the Professors of Theology when he applies for admission
to the Theological Hall.

4. That he shall attend the following classes at one of the Theologi­
cal Halls of this Church, or at a Theological Hall expressly approved 
by this Synod, for three full sessions of six months each :—The classes 
of Divinity, Hebrew, Church History, and Biblical Criticism ; and dur­
ing his Theological Curriculum shall deliver in order the following 
public discourses :—A Homily and an Exegesis in Latin, a Lecture and 
a Greek Exercise with additions, a popular Sermon and a Hebrew Ex­
ercise with additions.

5. That, between the first and second, and the second and third ses­
sions in Theology, he shall appear before the Presbytery within whose 
bounds he resides ; produce class-tickets signed by the Professors under 
whom he has studied ; submit to an examination on the subjects of 
study for the preceding session ; and obtain a certificate of proficiency, 
as well as of good moral and religious character—which certificate he 
shall present to the Professors of Theology on his return to the Hall.

6. That, after completing his Theological Course, or during the last 
session of the Course, and at least three months before its close, if he 
intends to appear for examination before the ensuing meeting of Synod, 
he shall intimate in writing to the Presbytery, within whose bounds 
he last resided for a period of at least four months, his desire that cir­
cular letters be issued in his behalf as an applicant for License ; and 
shall forward to the Clerk of the Presbytery all his certificates of at­
tendance at College, both in Arts and Theology, provided always that 
the forwarding of interim certificates for the current session shall 
suffice until the session be closed, when certifiâtes in full must be for­
warded ; and shall also send to the Clerk of the Presbytery evidence of 
hie having delivered the public discourses required by clause 4 of this 
Section.
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certificates bearing evidence of continued remissneea or irregularity, 
and may remand the candidate to hie studies.

4. That they shall cause the several examinations specified in 
Section I. of this Act to be observed strictly and in order, and shall on 
no account omit to try candidates upon any of the prescribed subjects 
of examination.

6. That, for the purpose of properly conducting the examination of 
students, and fairly testing their attainments, they shall appoint all 
examinations to be partly in writing and partly viva voce, and shall 
assign particular subjects to particular members, who may be a stand­
ing committee of examination, and whose duty it shall be to prepare 
themselves for the work intrusted to them ; but this arrangement shall 
not deprive any member of the right of putting questions in open 
court, should there be any doubt as to the sufficiency of the examina­
tion or the qualifications of the candidate.

6. That they shall order the several certificates mentioned in Section 
I. of this Act to be given by their Clerks in the form of extract 
minutes, when candidates are found entitled to them.

7. That, when applied to by any candidate for the issuing of circular 
letters, they shall instruct their Clerk to issue letters to the several 
Presbyteries of the Church at least two months before the ensuing 
meeting of Synod, bqt only after finding and recording that the certifi­
cates received from the candidate are in accordance with the require­
ments of this Act.

8. That, in bringing the application of any candidate for license 
before the Synod, they shall do so by an extract minute, bearing that 
they have carefully examined his certificates and found them to be in 
accordance with the requirements of this Act, and containing a recom­
mendation in his behalf in such terms as they may consider themselves 
justified in employing.

9. That, with regard to any omissions by a candidate or any defects 
in his credentials, of whatsoever natufP, with respect to the require­
ments of this Act, they shall on no account enter upon the considera­
tion of them, until the candidate submits a statement of them in writ­
ing with such explanations as he may have to offer, and a respectful 
memorial, specifying in precise terms the indulgence he may be desirous 
of obtaining. Should it appear that the omissions or defects would 
occasion more than a slight departure from the requirements of this 
Act, they shall on no account entertain the prayer of the memorial ; 
otherwise, they may take such action with reference to them as may 
seem best for the interests of the Church, and the benefit of the candi­
date, provided they record in full their deliverance and the grounds 
of it. With respect to all other cases of an exceptional nature, a refer 
ence of them shall be made to the Synod, but only when it appears 
after careful deliberation that the reference is for the interests of the 
Church, and in accordance with the views which this Synod has always 
maintained with regard to the necessity of an educated ministry, and 
that there is reasonable ground of expectation that the Synod will take 
a favourable view of it.

III. Respecting the examination of candidates by the Synod, be it 
enacted,

1. That on the second day of its annual meeting the Synod shall ap­
point an examining committee for the ensuing year, consisting of at 
least one member from each Presbytery : seven members shall be a 
quorum for the transaction of business : the Synod shall name a Con­
vener and a Secretary ; and the Moderator shall be ex officio a member.

2. That this committee shall be convened during the meeting of Synod,

PETITION OF MR. JOHN BENNETT.

There was produced and read a petition from Mr. John Bennett, 
Student at Morrin College, setting forth that he has laboured as a 
Catechist within the bounds of the Presbyteries of Perth and Quebec 
for nearly three years, and that he has attended the Arts’ and Theolo­
gical classes in Morrin College for two sessions, and further craving 
the Synod to shorten the term of his attendance at College by allow­
ing him to attend the Arts’ and Divinity classes simultaneously. 
There was also read in support of his application an extract minute 
of the Presbytery of Perth. The Synod having hoard from several 
members testimony borne to the superior character of Mr. Bennett’s 
attainments and the efficiency of his Catechetical labours, it was 
moved by Mr. Wilson, seconded by Mr. J. B. Muir, That the Synod 
accede to the prayer of Mr. Bennett’s petition. To this it was moved 
in amendment by Mr. Mair, and seconded by Mr. Mann, That the 
prayer of the petition be not granted. The roll having been called 
and the votes marked, the motion was carried by a majority of voices, 
and the Moderator intimated accordingly that the judgment of the 
House was in favour of granting the prayer of Mr. Bennett’s petition. 
From this judgment Dr. Mathieson, Messrs. Mair, Masson, McEwen,

The Committee appointed to consider the Report and Financial 
Statements of the Temporalities’ Board, gave in a report. Said report 
was read, and is as follows :—

The Committee, having examined the papers submitted for their 
consideration, beg leave to report :

1. That the Report be adopted and that the cordial thanks of the 
Synod be communicated to the Chairman and other members of the 
Board, for their satisfactory management of the Fund during the past 
year.

2. That the Synod will ever gratefully remember the most exemplary 
interest, exertions, and lilterality of the late John Greenshields, Esq., 
in behalf of the Fund, and the various schemes devised for its improve­
ment.

3. That the election of William Darling, Esq., of Montreal, to fill 
the vacancy caused by the death of Mr. Greenshields, be approved of.

4. That the Synod receive with gratification the announcement, that 
the munificent bequest of two thousand dollars ($2000) by the late 
George Michie, Esq., of Toronto, has been paid to the Board ; express 
their special obligation to James Michie, Esq., the residuary legatee of 
Mr. George Micliie’s Estate, in cheerfully paying the amount bequeath­
ed, when he could not be required by law to do so ; and record their 
hope that this exercise of liberality is but the beginning of many 
similar proofs of interest in the objects of the Fund to lie afforded by 
the wealthy members of the Church.

5. That, while it is so far satisfactory that all the allowances and

submitted with reference to granting an annuity, in the case of a 
minister who died leaving neither widow nor orphans, to the nearest 
surviving relatives of the deceased, if they happen to have been depend­
ent on him for pecuniary aid during his lifetime, and in the meantime 
instruct the Board to obtain a legal opinion as to whether the con­
templated By-law is in accordance with the provisions of the Act of 
Incorporation ; approve of the resolution of the Board to have an inter­
mediate grade in the scale of collections between twelve dollars ($12) 
and sixty dollars ($60), and annuities between eighty dollars ($80) and 

hundred and sixty dollars ($1G0), as also of the equity and pro­
priety of increasing annuities to widows having children under age ; 
object to the confirmation of the By-law which the Board has under 
consideration, declaring “ that some proportion shall be deducted from 
the benefits that would accrue from contributions paid to the Treasurer 
after the accounts for the year have been made up record their grati­
tude to Arch. Ferguson, Esq., for the zeal, labour, and success with which 
he has completed the tabular scries of payments by congregations, and 
also that of payments by each minister ; and express the hope that the 
Board will afford to those ministers, who during one or more of three 
half-years received no allowance from the Temporalities’ Board, the 
same amount of privilege as if they had been fully contributing the 
semi-annual payment to the Fund. Further, the Synod suggest to the 
Board the propriety of publishing in octavo pamphlet form for the 
of the Synod the Act of Incorporation, the By laws, and the Tabular 
Statement of congregational contributions.
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The Synod also resolved that, if any other members of this Court 
conveniently accompany these Representatives, they shall be entitled 
to receive from the Clerk Commissions as Correspondents from this 

Synod.
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SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

The Synod called for the Report of the Committee on Sabbath 
Observance. Mr. William Bain, Convener, reported verbally, calling 
the attention of the Synod to the importance of the matter, but stating 
that during the year no opportunity had occurred for any direct action 
being taken by the Committee. The Synod received the report, and 
re-appointed the Committee with Mr. Bain as Convener.

Which day the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Canada in con­
nection with the Church of Scotland met pursuant to adjournment, 

and was constituted with prayer.
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And recommend congregations to contribute for Foreign Missions on 
some convenient Sabbath.

Provided always, that when the Lord’s Supper shall be observed on 
any of the said Sabbaths, or when any of the said Sabbaths shall be 
deemed unsuitable, then another day may be selected by the Session 
within three months thereafter ; Provided also, that congregations pre­
ferring to raise their contributions in any other way, as by subscrip, 
tions and donations, or to furnish them out of any fund under their 
control, shall be at liberty to do so.

All Ministers of the Church are appointed at least to exhort their 
Congregations to contribute towards the maintenance and spread of the 
Gospel of Christ on all the days above specified ; and, on a Sabbath pre­
ceding that on which a collection is to be made, to give due intimation 
from the pulpit, together with such information on the object of it as 
he may have been able to acquire. The Conveners of the several Com­
mittees and Boards for the management of the Schemes herein speci­
fied, are required to forward, in good time, to all the Ministers, notices 
of these appointments as they become due, together with such state­
ments as it may be of use and interest to read along with their inti­
mations ; and in particular the Synod enjoin the several Presbyteries, at 
their meetings next after the times specified, to inquire into the dili­
gence of all their Ministers and Congregations in this matter, and re­
cord reimrts thereof in their Books, and likewise instruct the Committee 
of Synod for revising Presbytery Books to notice how far Presbyteries 
attend to this injunction ; and the Synod, while rejoicing at the in­
creased fruits of Christian effort in this Church, yet considering that 
the means hitherto supplied are quite inadequate to the extent of the 
field daily opening up to the operations of the Church, and far within 
what might be expected from the gratitude and love due to a crucified 
Saviour, earnestly urge on all the people seriously to consider the duty 
of contributing liberally for the advancement of Christ’s cause, accord- 
ing to the ability wherewith God has blessed them. This Act shall 
be annually renewed, with such amendments as the Synod may deem 
called for, and the expense of printing it for distribution among 
ministers shall be borne equally by the several Schemes, and the funds 
of each Scheme shall lie charged with all the expenses of its own 
management.

APPLICATIONS TO THE COLONIAL COMMITTEE FOR AID.

Mr. Dobie, Convener of the Committee on applications to the Colo­
nial Committee for pecuniary aid, gave in a report, which was read. 
The Synod unanimously resolved to refer to the Commission all the 
applications submitted, inasmuch as they are not yet matured for 
transmission,—those from XVilliamsburgli and Chatham, C.E., in con­
sequence of the want of an Abstract of Title from the Registrar's 
office, and those from Kilsyth and Kippen owing to the large amount
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Canada compel us mainly to rely in carrying on and extending 
the work of the Church.

That yet the Synod will endeavour, as far aa possible, to con­
form their action to the spirit of the proposed Minute, requiring 
from the Congregations and Mission Stations, to which the 
Colonial Committee’s Missionaries may be assigned, such con­
tributions towards the funds of the Colonial Committee as 
may be reasonably expected from them ; and, for the purpose of 
securing due faithfulness in this regard, they hereby appoint 
the Moderator and Clerk, Presbytery Clerks, Dr. Mathieson, Dr. 
Cook, Dr. Barclay, Principal Snodgrass, Dr. Jenkins, Messrs. 
Alexander Morris, James Croil, Agent for the Schemes, and 
Robert Dennistoun, a Committee, Dr. Barclay, Convener,— 
through whom all correspondence between this Church and the 
Colonial Committee on the subject of grants in aid and the ap­
pointment of Missionaries shall be hereafter conducted. Of 
this Committee the following shall constitute an Executive 
Board, viz. Dr. Barclay, Dr. Jenkins, Mr. Croil, and Mr. 
Morris.

The Synod unanimously adopted this as their deliverance on this 
important subject, and authorized the general Committee above-named 
to exercise the potters which the Synod has hitherto by special en­
actment reserved to itself respecting applications to the Colonial Com­
mittee for grants of money ; and instruct them to report fully to this 
Court from year to year their proceedings with reference to applica­
tions which come before them, and any other matters of public interest 
which may receive their attention. It was further resolved that three 
members of the general Committee be a quorum.

SPIRITUAL CONDITION OP LUMBERMEN.

There were produced and read communications which had been re­
ceived from Mr. William Law, Richmond, C.W., in regard to the spirit­
ual condition of the Lumbermen in Western Canada. The Synod 
unanimously resolved to express sympathy with the object in question, 
and remit the matter to the Presbytery of Perth, with instructions to 
consider the means best calculated to provide for the spiritual interests 
of such members of so large a class of the community as belong to our 
communion, and to consult with the Presbyteries of Ottawa and Ren­
frew as to the best mode of carrying out this desirable object.

MEMORIAL OF MONTREAL TEMPERANCE SOCIETY.

There was read a Memorial from the Montreal Temperance Society. 
After deliberation, the following deliverance was unanimously adopted, 
The Synod, having heard the Memorial now read, and deploring the 
extent to which intemperance, with its attendant misery and manifold 
evils, prevails throughout the land, instruct the ministers of the Church 
to bring this matter under the notice of their several congregations, 
and to urge upon them anew the adoption of such means as they may 
consider to be best adapted, according to the word of God, to prevent 
the sin and remedy the evils referred to.

The minutes of this Diet were read and sustained.

The Moderator then addressed the Synod, and, after praise and prayer, 
said,—

APPENDIX C.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF MANAGERS OF THE MINISTERS’ 
WIDOWS’ AND ORPHANS’ FUND.

The Board of Managers of “ The Ministers’ Widows’ and Orphans’ 
Fund” respectfully submit the following report of their transactions 
for the year ending 1st May, 1867 :—

It was with profound sorrow the Board during the year had to 
record the death of John (Ireensliields, Esq., a member of the Board. 
While, in common with many others, they had to lament the loss 
which the Cliurclvhad sustained, by his early removal from the duties 
of life, the Board felt they had special cause for regret, that by the sad 
dispensation they had been deprived of the wise counsel and energetic 
co-operation of one whose services they regarded of great value, in 
promoting the interests of the Fund committed to their management.

The Board have much satisfaction in stating that the Widows’ and 
Orphans’ Scheme continues to receive evidence of its popularity and 
efficiency in the steady increase of congregational collections. But 
while a general interest is manifested throughout the Church in the 
prosperity of the Fund, the Board have again to complain that, not­
withstanding repeated injunctions, many congregations neglect to for­
ward their collections before the 1st April, when the accounts for the 
year should be closed, and the Treasurer’s Report prepared for presen­
tation to the Synod. Confusion and incomplete statements are the 
unavoidable consequences of such remissness.

The detailed accounts of the Treasurer are transmitted along xvith 
this report. From these it appears that the number of congregations 
which have not remitted collections is 41.

Of congregations vacant, from which no returns have been made, 
although Presbyteries have been enjoined to take order that collec­
tions should be made and duly remitted, there are in Presbytery of 
Ouelpli 2, London 4, Ottawa 1, Perth 1, Toronto 6, Montreal 2, Glen- 
gary 4, Hamilton 4 ; total 24. More than one-half of the congregations 
on the Synod’s Roll have made no collections. No correct estimate of 
the yearly revenue can, therefore, be made : and inextricable confusion 
is introduced into the accounts, which might be easily avoided, by 
ministers and congregations being duly attentive to the terms of pay­
ment.

The number of annuitants on the roll, at rendering of last Annual 
Report was 23 ; removed by death or marriage, 2* ; added during the 
year, 5f ; now on roll—total, 26.

The memorial of Misses Mair referred to the Board by the Synod with

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bilities and of a variety of business, the transaction of which was often­
times a duty both delicate and difficult, it effectually disposes of all 
doubts as to the legality of the status of Professors in the University. 
The Royal College has had a very successful Session, eighty-seven Stu­
dents having been registered as in actual attendance, and there is good 
reason to believe that there is a prosperous future before it.

Another change to be noticed is the resignation of Joseph A. Allen, 
Esq., Lecturer on the important subject of Civil History. Mr. Allen 
did not discharge any of the duties of his office before he saw the pro­
priety of placing his resignation in the hands of the Board. This Lec­
tureship has never had any salary attached to it, and it may be difficult 
to supply the vacancy which has occurred.

The Trustees deem it proper to allude to the Kingston Grammar 
School, because of its connection with the University as an affiliated 
Institution. Some years ago the Preparatory School of Queen’s College 
was united with it. By the articles of affiliation the Professors in the 
Arts’ Department of the College are Visitors of the School. Scholarships 
founded by private liberality are competed for by pupils belonging to 
it, and are enjoyed by the successful Candidates during the first year 
of the College Course in Arts. The teaching staff consists of a Rector— 
Samuel Woods, Esq., who is a Graduate of the University of Toronto, 
and a member of St. Andrew’s Church—a Mathematical Master, and an 
Assistant Classical and English Master. There are also arrangements 
by which instructions are given in drawing and drill. The scholars 
are exclusively Grammar School pupils, being admitted to that rank 
after an examination by the Government Inspector of Grammar 
Schools. The Inspector reports the Institution to be second to none 
of its class in Upper Canada in respect to efficiency, while the emolu­
ments of the teachers are not equalled by any. The boys in attend­
ance number 71, and in October last the School sent seven Intrants to 
College. This Session ten of the prize and honour men in the Arts’ 
Department, including the most distinguished Students of the first and 
second years, were from this Institution, while for several years some 
of our most diligent and successful Students have come from it.

With respect to the attendance at Queen's College the Registrar 
shows 34 Students in Arts, and 15 in Theology. Of the former 10 
have declared themselves to be Students having the Ministry in view, 
and it will be gratifying to the Synod to learn that the two most dis­
tinguished Graduates of the year, both of whom carried very high 
honours, are of that number. The four who will appear before the 
Synod as Candidates for License will, it is believed, prove a valuable 
accession to the ranks of the Ministry. They have all been faithful 
Students, and should they carry into the pastoral office the same habits 
of attention and perseverance which they have maintained throughout 
their College Course, they will, with the blessing of the Master whom 
they are engaged to serve, prove to be workmen who need not be 
ashamed. Another very good Student, who is a Master of Arts, and 
would have finished his Theological Course this Session, was obliged, 
after a partial attendance, to return home on account of ill-health.

The Trustees cannot refrain from adverting here to a subject which 
must be of the greatest interest to your Reverend Court. The num­
ber of Students offering for the Ministry is far short of the Church's 
wants. It bears a very inconsiderable proportion to the number of 
vacancies within the bounds of the Synod. On the part of young men, 
or their parents, or both, with whom expense would be a secondary 
matter, there is obviously a growing unwillingness to come forward 
to the help of the Church. This state of things demands the most 
serious consideration, and the Trustees hope that the Synod will be

open competition, of the annual value of fifty dollars, in addition to 
the close Scholarship of the same value founded by him last year.

A very large number of valuable donations to the Library has been 
received since the date of last report. Of these the Trustees desire to 
make grateful acknowledgment.

The Executors of the late Oeohoe Michie, Esq., Toronto, have paid 
to the Board a legacy of $2000, of which it has been resolved to make 
a permanent investment under the name of “ The Michie Bequest.” 
This exemplary liberality deserves the highest commendation.

The Trustees have long been convinced of the importance of insti­
tuting an additional Professorship in Theology, for the purpose of 
securing a better distribution of the labours connected with that De­
partment. The attainment of this object they keep steadily in view 
in the expenditure of the funds of the Institution, and have represent­
ed the urgency of the project to the Colonial Committee of the Gen­
eral Assembly of the Church of Scotland, with which there has been 
encouraging correspondence.

The Treasurer's statements, duly audited and approved by the 
Board, are herewith submitted. They give full details as to the 
financial position of the College. Last year the Board had the 
pleasure of reporting a considerable reduction in the general expenses. 
The statement of ordinary revenue and expenditure now presented 
shows a still further reduction of $257.36, although heavy repairs, 
which were much needed, and which have both improved the appear­
ance of the buildings and increased their security against the influ­
ences of the weather, had to be effected at a cost of $352.21, greater 
by $161.28 than the outlay of the preceding year for the same purpose. 
The other items of general expense are of such a nature that very 
little reduction is possible to even the most rigid economist. The 
Balance sheet shows $754.09 at the credit of the College in the Com­
mercial Bank. Against this sum have to be placed liabilities amount­
ing to $1003.42, giving a deficit of $249.09, less than that of last year 
by $217.42. It is so far gratifying that the financial condition of the 
Institution has slightly improved since this time last year. The 
Trustees, however, regret that they have no funds at their command 
for the purpose of increasing those appliances which, in the various 
Departments of instruction, would be of essential service to both Pro­
fessors and Students, and would materially extend the usefulness of 
this seat of learning, in the attainment of the great ends for which it 
was originally founded. Keeping these ends constantly in view, they 
can only hope that amongst its friends there may spring up that 
spirit of liberality which, in recent times, has contributed very largely 
to the extension and efficiency of similar establishments in other coun­
tries.

Copies of the Calendar for next Session will be sent to the Synod for 
distribution among its members. All announcements contained in 
it will be rigidly adhered to. Particular request is made that those 
who receive it will give information as to its contents to parties to whom 
such information may be useful.

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APPENDIX E.

REPORT ON BURSARY SCHEME FOR THE YEAR ENDING 22nd
MAY, 1867.

The Committee on the Bursary Scheme beg leave to submit the fol­
lowing report :—

It appears from the Financial Statement, which is herewith trans­
mitted for the information of the Synod, that the amount received by 
the Treasurer since last report is $397.95, while the expenditure dur­
ing the same period has been $512.10. It will be observed, however, 
that the expenditure includes the repayment of two sums of $120 each 
from the congregation of St. Paul’s, Montr, jl, which go into the 
hands of tlic College Treasurer, and are paid out by him for Scholar- 
ships awarded by the Senatus. It is to be remembered, also, that the 
receipts do not fully represent the sums contributed by Congregations 
and Presbyteries, as the Treasurer of the College receives, besides what 
is given by the congregation of St. Paul’s, $60 from each of the Pres­
byteries of Kingston and London. In order, therefore, to shew the 
whole amount contributed by the Church for the Scholarship and Bur­
sary Scheme a statement of these contributions also is included to the 
Financial return.

The financial aspect of the Scheme is in some degree improved since 
last report, when a balance of only $121 remained to meet the first 
payments of the Session, whereas now the balance in hand for the 
same purpose is $287.17. The increase in the number of congrega­
tions contributing is also gratifying. Last year the number was 39. 
This year it is, including the Kingston and London Presbyteries, 50, 
or 11 more. Still, however, more than one-half of its congregations 
have failed in complying with the recommendation of the Synod, and 
this we shall briefly endeavour to shew is a serious evil, and a great 
hindrance to the prosperity and extension of our Church.

The beneficial influence which the Scholarships and Bursaries under 
the management of your Committee have in securing a high standard 
of literary and theological attainment (not even a Bursary being 
awarded, except a fourth at least of the marks in each subject at the 
University examinations be reached by the candidate) is itself of very 
great importance. They are not only, however, extremely valuable 
in this respect. They are now become still more absolutely necessary 
in order that the supply of ministers for our Church may be maintain­
ed, and augmented.

The number of Students for the Ministry is diminishing instead of 
being increased. The complaint, we believe, is not peculiar to our 
own Church, but is common to other branches of the Church of Christ 
both in Scotland and in Canada. We have, however, to do with it at 
present mainly with regard to our own case, and to endeavour, if pos­
sible, to find a remedy for a state of things so fitted to awaken our 
deepest anxiety.

vision for the training of ministers for the building up of the Church 
of Christ, and for the reclaiming of those who are still wandering far 
from God and from righteousness in our own land ! And while this is 
in the opinion of your Committee the solemn duty of the Church in 
general, wealthy friends of the Church can scarcely do it a greater 
service than by giving liberally to your Scholarship and Bursary 
Fund. A vast amount of good would be effected in this way at a com­
paratively small expense. A sum equal to the ordinary income of two 
of our settled ministers, for the support of themselves and their fami- 
lies, would suffice for the removal of the pecuniary difficulties in the 
way of the training up of twenty deserving young men studying with 
a view to the ministry.

Your Committee, before concluding this report, beg leave to suggest, 
that, as part of the funds of the Scheme is, with the sanction of the 
Synod, awarded as Scholarships, and the Presbyteries of Kingston and 
London, and the congregation of St. Paul’s, Montreal, give their con­
tributions as such, their name should hereafter be “ The Synod’s 
Scholarship and Bursary Committee.”

They would also beg leave again to suggest, that as early a day as 
possible be fixed for the collection for the Scheme, as the Bursaries 
fall to be paid before the close of the College session.

Your Committee trust, that the Synod will again recommend this 
important Scheme to the sympathy and support of the Church, and 
will renew its recommendation that on the day appointed for the col­
lection prayer be offered up for our Colleges in all its congregations, 
and the attention of their members be directed to the claims of the 
Gospel Ministry upon young men of piety and talent.

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APPENDIX F.

REPORT OF THE GOVERNORS OFMORRIN COLLEGE, QUEBEC.

The Governors of Morrin College, Quebec, respectfully report to the 
Very Reverend the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Canada in 
connection with the Church of Scotland, that the Institution under 
their charge continues to meet with as much encouragement as could 
reasonably be expected. During the four years which have elapsed 
since its commencement, six of its students have taken the degree of 
B.A. in McGill University, and three have passed the intermediate ex­
amination for that honour. There are at present three students of Di­
vinity. The number of general students has varied from twelve to 
twenty. The Institution has been eminently fortunate in securing the 
services of Professor Weir, to whose enthusiasm, and success, and ex­
cellent temper, in the conduct of his classes, the Governors bear willing 
testimony.

It is in contemplation to erect a College Building on the site of the 
old Gaol, one of the most suitable in Quebec.

A large number of students cannot be expected in Quebec, in which, 
and in its neighbourhood, the population is mainly French Roman 
Catholics. But if a superior education is being annually given to so 
many students as have hitherto been in attendance, and to whom such 
education would otherwise have been inaccessible, the benevolent inten­
tions of the Founder will not prove altogether fruitless.

APPENDIX G.

REPORT OF THE FRENCH MISSION SCHEME FOR THE YEAR 
ENDING 23hd MAY, 18117.

The Synod’s Committee for managing the French Mission Scheme, 
beg leave most respectfully to submit the following Report :—

The engagement of the Committee with the Rev. Mr. Baridon ter­
minated at the close of the last year. It is gratifying to be able to re­
port, that- this excellent Missionary has been pursuing his evangelistic 
labours in his old field during the past year without fee or reward. 
The spectacle of a Canadian Christian, in straitened circumstances, 
spending his time and strength for the instruction and religious eleva-
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willing to accept it as an indication that the duty of the Church is to 
“ 4° forward.” It may be added that one of the great difficulties that 
have arisen in prosecuting missionary work amongst French Canadians 
is that of securing Missionaries acquainted with the habits of the 
people, and satisfied to live in the country. The work widely differs 
from that of France or Switzerland, whence supplies of labourers for 
Canada have been chiefly drawn ; and the experience of your Com­
mittee is only that of other Associations who have engaged in like miss­
ionary labours. A desideratum, in French Mission work in Canada is 
native labourers, and such, to all intents and for all purposes, Mr. 
Doudiet is ; for a large part of his later youth, and an import ant portion of 
his educational life, was spent in association with French Canadians.

The Montreal Ladies’ Auxiliary has kept up its work during the 
year through the instrumentality of Mille. Vernier, who has had under 
instruction from 20 to 36 French Canadian children. The sum of 
#195J29 has been expended by this Auxiliary in carrying on their Miss­
ion Schools, besides the amount (#50) generously contributed towards 
the expense of sending Mr. Doudiet to Queen’s College. The Com­
mittee gratefully acknowledge the important aid thus rendered to this 
Scheme of your Reverend Court.

Notwithstanding the increased demands to which the Committee 
have been subjected through their last year’s engagement with the 
Rev. Mr. Goepp, the receipts of the Treasurer have very nearly met the 
expenditure for the year. It must be remembered, however, that the 
last year’s financial statement showed a balance of #180.99 due to the 
Treasurer. . This balance has been augmented by #30.44 ; so that the 
Committee is now indebted to its Treasurer the sum of #211.43. It is 
estimated that the expenses of the coming year will be so far reduced 
as that the Committee will have nodifficulty in both meeting the claim 
of its 'I reasurer and carrying on the Mission in accordance with the 
plan now proposed ; that, namely, of employing Mr. Doudiet during 
the summer months, and obtaining supplies from, say Mr. Baridon and 
others for the winter. It is thought that Mr. Doudiet may himself pay 
a monthly visit to Montreal on a Sabbath day during his "next winter’s 
residence at College. It is gratifying to the Committee, and it cannot 
but be to the Synod also, to be able to state that whereas only 34 con­
gregations were last year credited with collect ions, this year the number 
reported is 55, an increase of 21. A corresponding increase has natural­
ly taken place in the amount contributed by the congregations, this 
being #755.57 against #617.88 last year. But these are small sums com­
pared with either the ability of our congregations or the importance 
of the work ; and the Committee feel that more than aught else, the 
cramped condition of the treasury, the consciousness of weakness and 
emptiness,—a proof of the small interest felt in the work throughout 
the churches,—places a necessary restraint upon them in the work 
committed to their trust.

Willingly would the Committee surrender to the Synod this trust, 
that it might be committed to other and abler hands. For in the : 
circumstances in which Lower Canada is about to be placed, they 
reason for new and increased efforts in publishing the Gospel by means 
(A Schools, the circulation of the Scriptures, and the preaching of the

millions so that little or no impression can be produced upon adults by 
any ordinary means of instruction. It was twelve years before the early 
Missionaries had made a single convert to Christianity, and since then 
the number of adult Hindoo Converts has borne a small proportion to 
the means etnployed for their evangelization. But with the youth of 
British India the case is far different, and schools for their instruction 
have met with signal success. The eminent Indian Missionary, Dr. 
Duff, was the first to advocate the work of instructing the young, and 
his example and advice are now adopted by every society having India 
for its Field. Occasionally much difficulty is found in filling the 
Orphanages, every effort being made by -lie Priests to prevent children 
from being sent to them, and the horrid practice of female infanticide 
is still carried on in districts not immediately under the eye of the 
British authorities. The late famine, however, has left multitudes of 
children without parents or friends, and from this cause the Orphanages 
are now full—in some cases to overflowing.

Another peculiarity of Hindoo or Eastern life is the custom of im­
muring females of the better class within the walls of Zenanas or 
Harems from their earliest childhood. Thus secluded, the Missionary 
and the Bible are unheard and unseen by vast numbers of the mothers, 
wives, and the daughters of India, whose influence upon the rising 
generation, when they are reached by Christian teaching, cannot be 
overestimated.! From these Zenanas the cry has come for instruction and 
female teachers are eagerly welcomed and received. The success which 
has attended the Zenana work during the past two years is wonderful 
and encouraging, and the hand of God has been manifest in thus open­
ing up a wide and effectual door for the Gospel to penetrate the inner and 
hidden life of India. For this peculiar work few European teachers could 
be had, and the girls trained in our Orphanages are therefore now sup­
plying a great and pressing need. As Governesses or Scripture Read­
ers they enter freely almost every home, and deeply interesting are 
the accounts which they bring back of eager attention and urgent ap­
peals to return. Arrangements are nearly completed for the support 
of a Zenana Teacher or Reader by the Juvenile Mission, and, under the 
Divine blessing, deeply interesting accounts may be expected of her 
labours and success.

The Canadian School has been recommenced, after an interval of 
some months, at Kidder]>ore, whore a promising opening was found. 
The school is for boys, and is now composed of lads of the better or high 
caste class, it being impossible to collect all “ranks and conditions” with­
in the same building in India. Caste is there a great obstacle to mission 
work, and is one of the means by which the Priesthood retain their 
hold over the people. So far the accounts from Kidderpore have been 
very encouraging, the Scluxil being well attended, and the boys atten­
tive and promising. As soon as the reports, &c., in detail, are received 
they will be published in the Juvenile Presbyterian. To schools and 
others who may find it inconvenient to contribute $20 for the support 
of an orphan, the Canadian School is resjiectfully recommended. The 
School is divided into small classes, the expense of each being estimat­
ed at $10 ; and all who contribute this sum have the privilege of nam­
ing a class and of knowing that they are affording sound religious in­
struction to its members.

An interesting Mission has long been maintained at Gyali by the 
congregation of St. Stephen’s, Edinburgh, and the Sabbath School of 
St. Andrew’s Church, Guelph, have recently added another link to our 
Mission by undertaking the support of an orphan there, in addition to 
one at Calcutta. We have also, during the past year, extended our 
operations to Colombo, in Ceylon, where a large and interesting popu­
lation seem ready to receive and welcome religious instruction.

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APPENDIX L.
REPORT OF CONVENER OF COMMITTEE ON A HYMN BOOK.

I regret to state that there has been no op]>ortunity of calling a 
meeting of the Committee together during the year, so that there is no 
report to present from the Committee.

The Committee were instructed by last Synod to publish an edition 
of one hundred hymns, already approved of by the Synod. This pub- 
lication has been delayed for two reasons : first, because of a balance due 
the publisher of the first edition ; second, because of the anticipated con­
venience of arranging for the publication of the new edition when the 
Synod was in session at Montreal. The sale of the first edition was arrest­
ed by the finding of the Synod two years ago recommending the Com­
mittee to prepare a reduced collection of one hundred hymns. Had 
this not been the case the sale of hymn books would soon have cleared 
expenses.

The obvious feeling of last Synod when the subject was before it, 
was that a grant should be made from the Synod Fund in part liquida­
tion of the obligation already incurred. Believing the Synod to be still 
of the same mind, I would recommend that this grant should be made, 
and that an edition should be prepared, at a cheap rate, of one thousand 
copies, or which subscriptions might be taken up beforehand from 
those congregations who mean to use the book ; and that two or three 
cents more than the cost shall be placed on this and subsequent editions 
in order to clear away all existing obligations as well as reimburse the 
Synod Fund for what it may advance. If the new edition pass into 
anything like general circulation, this will soon be accomplished.

The whole matter is respectfully left in the hands of the Synod.
