Shortly before five o’clock this morn-
ing a fire broke out in the Harbor View
Hotel on Bridge Street,Indiantown,which
for a time threatened to sweep over a
large portion of that section of the city.
The firemen had about three hours
of hard work before the fire
was all extinguished, and in Llhat
time three large wooden buildings 3}
stories high fronting on Bridge street
were badly gutted and had the ells at-
tached to their rear sides totally destroy-
ed. Fortunately the wind was light for
it was with great difficulty that the fire
was kept from spreading through the
blocks of wooden buildings on the high-
er ground. Even with the light breeze
large burning cinders were carried up as
far as Messrs. Price & Shaw’s faetory,
and showers of sparks fell upon thef
buildings about the lower part of Indian-
town, but every small fire started by the
sparks was extinguished by pails of wat~
er. The fire originated in some un-
known way in the kitchen of the hotel
which is kept by Mrs. Alex. Logue, and
the alarm was given by & man
passing on the street who struck
H6x 122, Sometime was lost in
getting the key of the alarm box
and a number of men aroused by the
cry of “fire” got out the Indiantown hand
hose reel and strecthed a hose before the
arrival of the hose cart from the engine
house. When the water was turned on
however, & joint of the hose taken from
the hand reel burst and so time was lost
and the fire spread into Comley
Robinson’s house next the hotel
From this house it burned through in to
Mr. James Dalton’s honse.

At the close of the quarter ended June
30, there were 530 vessels of 769,300 gross
tons under construction in Great Britain
Of these, 401 were steam and 129 sailing
craft.

In this country,
especially in the rural districts, we be-
lieve the women are quite as well edu-
cated and quite as well qualified to, cast
an intelligent vote as the
opposite sex; that they have
an instinctive semnse of justice and a
steadfastness in their adherence to
right which is less frequently observed
in men, and we believe that in the ex-
ercise of the franchise few of the women
of this country could be influenced by a
glass of whiskey or a dollar note. *“An
unanswerable objection to the direct
political power of woman,” says Mrs.
Linton, “isthat grim blood-tax which
they cannot pay, and men must.
The state ‘can call on any
man to serve under arms if need be, and
that need might easily be brought about
by a war voted by those who are them-
selves exempt from its personal conse-
quences?” We have no patience with
Mrs. Linton. She seems to think the
franchise would convert her whole sex
into Judiths and Lucretia Borgias. No
personal consequences? About thirty
years ago the horrors of a million homes
in the United States were no less tragic
than those of the battle fields,—the cry
that went to heaven from those homes
was more agonizing than any of the
sounds of conflict. 1f women had access
to the ballot box war would cease,—all
international ditficulties would be set-
tled by arbitration—the exercise of the
franchise would be restricted by an edu-
cational gualification,and in consequence,
education would become more widely

BOSTON LUMBER MARKRET.
The Trade is Quiet But Progpects
of

The lumber trade here coutinues gen-
erally quiet, and there are no new or
important features to notice. The busi-
ness with the yards has been of moder-
ate proportions as & rule, though in
some sections a very fair distribution is
reported. With receivers trade is quiet,
the yards seeing no immediate necessity
of adding to their stock, while large
orders are scarce. ‘There is no material
change to report in prices, and the mar-
ket is thought to have touched the
lowest point of the season, and after the
hot weather is over dealers are anticipa-
ting an improvement in the demand
and in the general conditions of the
market, The call for Northern and
Eastern spruce lumber has notimproved
within the week, and prices continue to
rule low and unfavorable. The shut-
ting down of the mills at many points in
the provinces and in Maine has not as
yet had any beneficial effect upon the
sitnation here. The curtailment of prc-
duction, however, is a good feature and
must in time have the desired effect.
The prices obtained here of late have been
very unprofitable to the mills, but with
supplies cleaned up closer the market is
likely to rule firmer. The receipts of
cargo spruce have been smaller than for
some weeks past, but are still sufficient
for the demand and low prices have to
be accepted in order to move them.
There have been sales of random $11@
12, but the latter is an extreme price.
Ordered cargoes are quoted at $12 50@13.
The movement in car spruce has been
moderate and but few orders are being
secured by the mills. Prices remain
the same, with frames being placed ' at
$14@1450 for easy. The market
for hemlock lumber remains quiet
but some sales of frames are be-
ing made at $13@14, while boards are at
$12@12 50 for planed and $1150 for
rough. There is a steady trade in spruce
boards and sales are made at $11 50@12
fox rough by vessel, and $12@12 50 by
cars. Spruce floor boards are quoted at
$18(@20 for first clears, and 15@16 for
second clears. Pine boards are dull and
we quote coarse No. 5 at $16@17, refuse
at $12 50 and cheap lots down to $8@9.
Box boards have been quiet, with sales
of inch at $11 50@12, §at $10@10 20
$9@9 50, § at $3@8 50.

The demand for hardwoods has been
rather moderate and the market isin a
less desirable position. In white wood
there has been some trading, the princi-
pal sales being on a basis of $30@32 for
inch. There is not much demand now
for quartered oak and we quote at $53@
56 for inch; $57@60 for thicker, and $45
for §inch. Cherry has been quiet with
inch at $85@90; 1} to 2 inch at $90@95;
and thicker at $110@115. Walnut is
quite firm and for inch from $95@100 is
obtained. Ash and poplar are quiet and
prices easy.

The market for clapboards is still
rather unsettled. Standard grades are
gelling at $32@33 for extras, $30@31 for
clears, and $24 for second clears, but
there are plenty on the market that are
offering at considerably less than the
above figures. We quote the range of
price as follows : Spruce, extra, at $30
@33 ; clear at $28(@30, and second clear
at $22@24. The demand for pine clap-
boards is quiet. We quote: Sap, extira,
at $50@55 ; sap, clear, at $456@50 ; heart,
extra, at $55@>58; and second clear at
$35@40.

THE PITCAIRN PARADISE.

Remarkable Story of the Destruction of the World and
Subsequent Millennium on a Little
8ix-by-Nine Island.

This Beau Brummell of the South
Pacific used to walk up and down the
only street in Adamstown every after-
noon, toshow his elothes. He invari-
ably chose the most conspicnous seat In
church. His clothes were always in
evedence at the Sunday school picnics.
His paste diamond glittered at every
strawberry festival. His position as
First Assista nt "Secretary of the Navy
gave him such a social standing that it
was impossible to snub him.

Worse than the vanity of this dandy
was the intellectual egotism of the man
who had read ‘“Peter Parley’s History
of the World.” “Rudyard Kipling’s
Stories,” and “The Household Book of
Poetry,” and claimed to be familiar
with all history and all literature,

Kipling’s
pupil, on the other hand, was ignorant
of theology and regarded the missionary
a8 a treasury of ecclesiastical knowledge.
All three were profoundly ignorant of
finance; but as the Minister of Finance
never spoke of the subject, he was looked
upon by his friends as a profound think-
er' The three men formed a mutual
admiration society, which met four
times a week. They were the “intel-
lectual class-

The social vanity and pride of wealth
of the citizen who lived ina two-story
house led him to look down upon all the
islanders who lived in one-story houses.
He and his family associated exclusively
with two families that lived in story-
and-a-half houses. They formed the
class of the “upper ten”—the “world of
fashion.”

The vanity of the only manin the
world who, eould paint a sign led him to
form a little artistic coterie with the
blacksmith and the house-carpenter.
They enriched their vocabulary with the
words  ‘‘pre-Rapbaelism,” “middle
distance” and - “chiars-oscuro.”

gregation had an earnest and eloquent-
leader in the missionary.

The other faction believed that every
one would die in due course of time, and
pointed to the fact that as the population
was steadily increasing there was not
room enough in the world for a millen-
infinite duration. Thomas
Granger, the convert of the eleventh
hour, was the leader of the fraction.

The feeling in the church was one of
intense bitterness. People began to ab-
sent themselves from the meetings. The
missionary’s “donation party” was only
outwardly cordial. The disgensions of
the congregation were but thinly veiled
at the Sunday-school picnic. Among the
more faithful there was talk of expelling
Thomas Granger, as a man dissatisfied
with the millennium.

On the first holiday, which happened
to be the missionary’s birthday, all the
world went out to the woods to have a
merry time. 1t was the first day in which
there was to be universal anarchy in the
world, and the experiment was looked
upon with great interest.

Everything passed delightfully in the
morning hours. People wondered why
government had ever been instituted and
marvelled that men would burden them-
selves with the many cares of public ad-
ministration.

The new commercial system, by
which one exchanged a wish for an
article, gave a marvellous impetus to
trade.

The belle of Pitcairn’s Island exchang-
ed her ssthetic fancies in ribbons and
flowers for fifty bonnets in three days. A
matron whose mind ran to sitk gowns
procured ten the first week. All the tea
placques were exhausted the first day.
On the otber hand, the man who did-
n’t eare whether he had a good suit of
clother or not would not take one when
‘he eould get it free, while the youth of
the,island, who enjoyed going barefoot,
resolutely refused to permit shoes to -be
forced upon them.

The great majority o/, the people used
their opportunities to obtain goods free
with moderation and temperance. The
more altruistic even chose the least
valuable articles. "3ut - about a dozen
women engaged im ‘nothing but shopping.
It beeame evid ent that the system of
distribution whic) 1 Pitcairn’s Island had
borrowed from tb e fair capital of the fu-
ture Eutopia, de# cribed in Mr. Bellamy’s
ts | book, could be, carried out only where
the supply of g yods was inexhaustible.
It required & magician as storekeeper,
and the lamp of Aladdin on the bargain
counter.

The affairs of the millennium were in
such a hopel} ess tangle that President
Tompkina e Witt called a Cabinet
council. All' the Ministers of State were
present.

The men, women and children of Pit-
cairn’s Isla nd assembled before the Ex-
- | ecutive Ma nsion, hoping that the Gov-
ernment ¥yould be able to do something
to amelio: rate the millennium. It was a
momento’ us hour. The rulers of the earth
had met and all the world was waiting
at the do or!

President Tompkins De Witt rested
one hand on the council table and said
earnestly that they had met in a grave
crisis to consider the state of the millen-
nium. The weather was pleasant, the
fields' were fruitful and the great ma-
jority ofthe people had never been more
happy. Yet he feared that a small min-
ority of the inhabitants were not ripe for
the golden age which they were enjoy-
ing. He would not deny that it was a
harsh measure which he was about to
propose, but he thought that the millen-
nium might be saved, and even improv-
ed, by exiling a few of the malconients
from the island.

The Minister of Finance opposed the
project as impracticable, on the ground

to. And even if there were he could not
bring himself to approve of having a
millennium witha Botany Bay! Much
as he respected the opinions of the
President, and great as was the esteem
in which he held him, yet the President
proposed to establish a paradox. Who
ever heard ofa millennium with a penal
colony? He would ask the honorable
members of the Ministry if the Govern-
ment would take the responmsibility of
improving the millennium by adding a
jail? Was the Golden Age going to have
& prison for its symbol.

The Minister of Education modestly
suggested that the difficulty could be
avoided by establishing a State reform
school.

The Minister of the Interior said that
it was with great reluctance he was
obliged to take issue with his honorable
friend, the Mininter of War. The
millennium was progressive, not sta-
tionary. There were different degrees
ot felicity, and he ventured to say that |
the millennium itself, perfect as it un-
doubtedly was might be relatively im-
proved. He believed that the circle of
buman happiness would be enlarged,
and the glory of the Golden Age derivea
new effulgence by the establishment of
a penal colony. He would say that he
considered the scheme eminently prac-
ticable, for the Government might anchor
a raft a mile from shore, and exile all
malcontents and superfluous people to
the raft.

The Minister of War arose and with
fine sarcasm asked the Minister of the
Interior if there were any mosquitoes
where the raft was tobe anchored.

President Tompking DeWitt deplored
ironical questions in the Golden Age.
He said that, for his own part, he heart-
ily endorsed the wise observations of the
Minister of the Interior. That. gentle-
‘man had set forth the argument for exile
in the ablest and most conclusive manner,
and the country ought to be greatful to
to him for his services. While he regret-
ted the necessity of sending any of the
veople of the island beyond its limits,
he was firmly convinced that the island
would be benifited by exiling the Minis-
ter of the Interior and Thomas Granger,
the sceptic.

The Minister of the Interior moved
that the subject be tabled.

The meeting of the Ministry broke up
in general dissension. The waiting in-
babitants of the island were told that
the Government was still considering
the subject, whereat they felt greatly
relieved.

At the most inopportune time the
Minister of Finance, who had thus far
administered his department without
scandal, because there was nothing in
the Treasury, issued a startling pam-
phlet on population, He showed that
two births had occurred on the island
since the millennium began, and that if
population continued to increase in the
same ratio the time would come wheun
there would not be standing-room on
this rock of the ocean for the people.

His interesting argument was supple-
mented by a pamphlet fromthe Minis-
terof Agriculture on the agricultural
resources of the island. These two
State documents indicated that the mil-
lennium would ultimately end in gen-
eral starvation or in a struggle for
earth to stand upon. The two pam-
phlets created a panic.

Next day at the baseball match the
popular excitement broke out anew.
‘Wken the umpire declared an evident
“out at first” to be a “base hit” it was
the last straw which broke the camel’s
back. The people rose fiercely in re-
volt.

The revolutionists seized baseball bats
and attacked the grand stand.

The entire Adminstration was assailed.
At first the President was disposed to
defend the Government, but when he
saw the Minister of Agriculture on the
side of the revolution it quite unnerved
him. The Minister of the Interior offer-
ed to resign if the revolutionists would
guarantee the safety of the Government.
The agitated people rejected the propos-
ition with jeers.

Even in the wild tumult of the insur-
rection President Tompkins De Witt
was a statesman. He sincerely desired
to avoid the blackening of eyes and the
effusion of collar-buttons, and he an-
nounced that he and his Cabinet would
resign, provided the insurgents would
give him one day to write his farewell
speech. The proposition was instantly
accepted by the revolntionary leaders.
The worthy President sat up all night
and wrote a great speech. The next af-
ternoon he delivered it with pardon-
able egotism and in a most eloquent
manner, to the entire population.
Scarcely had be finished the last sen-
tence of his magnificent peroration when
a full-rigged ship sailed into view and
cast anchor off the island.

The failure of the customary ship to
arrive on time had been accepted as a
proof of the destruction of the earth,
and if this strange bark had floated
through air to Pitcairn’s Island its ap-
pearance would have caused no greater
surprise.

From what port had itsailed? asked
every inhabitant, and how had it sur-
vived the turmoil of the waters?

The captain frankly said that he was
8ix weeks behind time, because he had
been delayed by the great convulsion of
nature which had occurred in the
Polynesian archipelago.

It was an odd concidence that the
great earthquake and volcaniec eruption
in the Polynesian islands, 500 miles dis-
tant, occurred on the day appointed for
the end of the world in Pitcairn’s Is-
land.

Small wonder it is ; that the people of
that lonely rock, seeing all the awe-
inspiring phenomena of that tremendous
convulsion, looked upon it as the end
of earthly affairs, and considered them-
selves survivors of the wreck of worlds.

The millennium was at an end. Life
began again in the old humdrum way.

FaLy River, July 23.—Dr. H. Hawkins,
an Indian physician, shot Miss Mary J.
Powers tonight.

Dr. Hawkins is six feet tall, weighs
250 pounds, and wears his hair down
over hig shoulders. He lives in a cot-
tage near the corner of Rodman and Sec-
ond strebfs: The doctor was evidently
suffering from an attack of delirium tre-
mens.
