 MNEET AT OTTAWA

FOR DISCUSSION OF
IMPORTANT SUBJECTS

J. ‘A, Grant, of Victoria, Will be Among
Those Attending—Matters Which
Wili be Considered.

Official notice has been sent out an-
r.ouncing the date of the Dominion
conference of frupit growers at Ottawa
on the 20th of March. Delegates should
arrange, the notice says, to he in Ot-'
tawa by the evening of the 19th.

The conference has been called by
Hon., Sydney Fisher, minister of agri-
culture, upon representations made
from time to time to him, particularly
by a deputation of fruit growers and
others who waited upon him last win-
ter, urging that such a meeting be cali-
ed for the purpose of discussing vari-
ous questions of national import bedr=
ing on the fruit industry. In a letter
to' the secretary of the Victoria Fruit
Growers’ Association Hon. Mr. Fisher
says: “I believe that such a conference
consisting, as it should, of representa-
tive men from all over the Dominion,
might be made of much practical
value to fruit growing and alied in-
terests. Being desirous of doing any-
thing in. my power to promote the wel-
fare of this important industry, I have
therefore much pleasure in inviting the
Victoria Fruit Growers’ Association to
send one delegate, representing Van-
couver Island, to a conference which
will be held in Ottawa under the aus-
pices of the department of agriculture
some time during the next session of
parliament.”

At the annual meeting of the Vic-
toria District Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion it was decided to send a delegate
according to the wishes of the minister
of agriculture, and at a subsequent
meeting of the directors James “A.
Grant was chosen to represent them.
Mr. Grant will leave for Ottawa about
the 10th of March. He has made a
study of local fruit growing conditions
and requirements for the past eighteen
vears, having as well recently receiv-
ed a diploma for a course in the horti-
cultural correspondence school of
Springfield, Mass. He is therefore well
oualified to speak for the industry on
Vancouver Island.

There will be present at the confer-
ence two representatives from Prince
Edward Island, four from Nova Scotia,
two from New Brunswick, five from |
Quebec, nine from Ontario, one from |
Manitoba; one from Saskatchewan, one
from Alberta, and four from British
Columbia. The departments of agri-
culture of the several provinces and
the agricultural colleges will he asked
to send one officer each in addition to
the regular delegates, and the various
officials of the Dominion department of
agriculture and experimental farms
will be in attendance in an advisory or
expert capacity.

THE DISTRICT FRUIT
GROWERS MEETING

The Labor Question aod: Spraying ef
Trees Entertainingly Discussed and
Recommendations Made.

The first of a series of meetings ar-
ranged by, the Victoria Fruit Growers’
Association with the object of educat-
ing those interested in the industry and
exchanging views as to tests appliéd

and results obtained ' therefrom, was'

keld .on Saturday afternoon in the gov-
ernment buildings, and was largely at-
tended. The subjects under discussion
were spraying and the labor question, |
and a sreat deal of mterest was manl-
fested in bhoth.

No. 1 spray-lime, sulphur and salt—
was accepted as the most efficacious
tor winter application and when trees
are in a dormant condition. For fan-
gus the boreaux mixture is fully en-
dorsed, to be applied after growth has
commenced, the most effective applica-
tion being when the fruit is well set.
A spraying of quarsi chips and whale
oi! soap and tobacco solution was al-
so favored.

A great deal of stress was laid on the
importance of the careful selection
young trees, it being contended th

| the variety >at present grown in tl

cistriet was far teo great for practi
cal results. In making a selection it
was contended that a decided prefer-
ence should be given to those varieties
which enjoved the greatest immunity
from insect pests, as shown by ex-
prerience.  In this connection the ear-
lier varieties of apples were recom-
mended.

The labor question was introduced
by Lieut. P. Ellison, who appeared to
think that this was-one of the great-
est difficulties with which the fruit-
grower in this province had to contend.
It was necessary, he pointed out, that
this labor should be cheap and abun-
dant at the season when it was res
quired. He considered it unfortunate
in the interests of the fruit-grower,
tnat Chinese immigration had been
rendered practically prohibitive, as -he
anticipated great difficulty in securing
help from present sources when such
help was required.

W. C. Grant and several others did
of the case, and
averred that they had no difficulty in

securing: all the help they required in

fruit-picking seasons. Besides, it was
argued white labor was preferable to

‘[ ANOTHER BODY CLAIMED.
| Miss Mildrid Cole, Victim of Valencia
Wreck, Identified.

Supt. Hussey is in receipt of a letter
from Mel Lowenfeld, of 201 Taylor
street, San Francisco, inquiring as to
the fate of Miss Mildred Cole, a pas-
senger of the wrecked Valencia. The
missing lady is described as 5 ft. 2 in.
in height, abouts 155tbs. weight, large
bust, two front gold-capped teeth,
back teeth all gold-capped; had two
diamond rings on left hand, two rings
and bangle on arnm; had one Lewis &
Clark gold dollar. Miss Cole had two
insurance policies on her life in favor
of her mother, who resides in Minne-
sota, and proof of death is sought by
the company carrying the insurance.

The description as above given cor-
responds with that of a body interred
here and marked “V” on the 12th inst.
The body was one of those found near
the scene of the wreck on February
2nd by the United States cutter Perry.

Supt. Hussey’s attention was called
to the fact that another claimant has
turned up for body No. 13, forwarded
to San- Francisco as that of Henry
Helgman. The description given of
No. 13 also fits that of another victim
of the wreck, Theodore D. Shreve, of
Los Angeles. Supt. Hussey thinks this
unfortunate, and will get an opinion on
the subject. At present he says that it
appears to him to be the only course
opep. to hand over bodies when fully
identified. A list of the passengers of
the Valencia, giving names of the sur-
vivors and descriptions of the bodies
recovered has been furnished to the
Pacific Coast Steamship Company for
use at their offices at San Francisco
and_ Seattle. This list is open for in-
speétion by  parties intérested, and
while intended to facilitate in the iden-
| tification of bodies, may possibly be
used to accomplish fraudulent ends.
The body now claimed is evidently that
of Miss Cole, the gold-filled teeth and
trinkets with the Lewis & Clark dollar
being unmistakable evidence.

Another victim of the wreck was
identified by a gold-filled tooth, but th
filling in this instance had certain p-
culiarities which could not be mis
taken.

If Miss Cameron, when
ghe certified to the books, did not Know
of ‘the ruling, she ghould have known of
it. She admits she was careless in certid
fying to Muirhead’s book, but I think ahe
was. careless in certifying to many others
besides. Now,. It is of ‘course possible for
pupils to @&o some ruling unknown to the
teachers: it is impossible for the teachet
to watch all the class all the time, but it
is possible for the teacher to keep con:
versant with the standard of each pupil,
and if the lines_appearing in the books
from time to time which indicates ruling,
thoke ltnes should not beé aHowed to go 1o
the examiners unléss the teacher is per-
fectly satisfled they were not ruled.
Amongst these 29 books there are several
which should have never have got bes
yond the teachers—the ruling in them fis
apparent at a glance. I refer particularly
to the books of Harold Mitche., A. E.

In the
last two years I have had the oppor-
tunity of spending some time in Dr.
Trudeau’s sanitarium at Sarasac and
Dr. Von Ruck’s institution at Ashe-
ville, North Carolina, and it is an in-
spiration to see what can be done un-
der proper conditions. A second place
is needed which might be anywhere, in
which the hopeless and incurable cases
can be looked after.

“I next come to the saving of those
not affected—the prevention of the dis-
ease. I have already given one, per-
haps the chief, means of prevention—
the taking an intelligent care of those
affected——so that they be no . longer
centres of an infection to those around
them. Educating the public is per-
haps of next importance. Teaching
people that it is not by standing idly
and hopelessly by  while the disease
speedily spreads, but that by their in-
telligent and sympathetic co-operation
the disease can be largely stamped out.
Lastly, by improving the conditions
under which too many of our people
live. We know that the tubercle bacil-
lus hates ‘sunlight and fresh air, We

ditions are within the reach of each of
our fellow-citizens. We should insist
that our wage-earners receive such re-
muneration as will enable every one
to have a decent place in which to live
2nd work, with a sufficiency of good
tfood and fresh air.

“Under a stringent health act, rigid-
ly enforced, our people should have
ensured to them a pure milk supply
and good food, and overcrowding with
its attendant disease and . misery
should be impossible. The fact is, that
too often few of us, unless it is brought
actually home to ourselves, realize the
value of human life. An average life
has been estimated to be worth as a
prodvcer to the state two thousand
dollars, and yet we begrudge the pal-
try salary paid to our health officials,
whose business it is to safeguard the
health interests of our people, and
who, without any question, by the pre-
vention of disease are saving valuable
lives every day (Chicago and the milk
supply). 'Too many people who seem
interested only in questions of dollars
and cents forget, or do not realize, the
enomic value of the public health.

“In closing, I have only now to ask
Dr. Faggan to tell you what your asso-
ciation has been doing, and just here,
before I sit down, T should like to say
that you and this province are fortu-
nate in having so enthusiastic and en-
ergetic a secretary as Dr. Fagan. For

There was a meeting “of the City
Council Thursday for the special pur-
pose . of considering the. estimates for
the current year. “The mayor and all
the aldermen were present with the ex-
ception of Ald. Fell, and several
items in the list were vigorously con-
tested. From the board of school trus~
tees was received a more detailed ac-
count-of the expenses to be met during
the year, but yvet the estimate as sub-
mitted was not considered satisfactory.

It was reduced by $2,000. Other items
were also cut downand new grants vig-
orously opposed, including one for the
repair and alteration of offices in the
city hall.

Premier McBride said that he be-
lieved the government would have
made a good bargain in giving the
townsite for nothing.

Mr. Macdonald asked why the mat-
ter was not brought before the legis-
lature which was sitting at the time
the letter of February 19th was re-
ceived.

Premier McBride said that he deem-
ed it wise to act as he did and main-
tain secrecy.

Mr. Macdonald asked if there was any
precedent for this grant being made by
order-in-council.

The Premier said he never looked for
one. He had no knowledge that simi-
lar circumstances had ever arisen in
connection with the lands of the prov-
ince.

The suggestion that the land could
be taken up as it was done may have
come from Mr. Bodwell and very prob-
ably did so. The government never
thought it wise to bring this into the
House and receive sanction for the act.

Asked for reasons why it should not
be made public Premier McBride said
that there was always the danger that
if it was made public there would be
all kinds of objections raised to Kaien
Island to prevent the terminus going
there.

But the G. T. Pac. was wanting the
terminus there and desiring it? asked
Mr. Macdonald.

Premier McBride said that the gov-
ernment was more desirous to get the
terminus there than the company was.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if
the government would not have reap-
ed as great benefits at Kitimaat as at
Kdien Island.

Premier McBride said that it would
not. Kitimaat was to be a terminus,
and by making KXKaien Island the
terminus of the Grand Trunk Pacific
the province would benefit in two
terminii.

No replies had been secured
from Frank W. Morse, vice-president
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, or Peter
Larsen, relative to attending to give
evidence. James Anderson produced
documents called for which will be ex-
amined by J. A. Macdonald and form
the subject of further examination at
a later date.

The attorney-general went on the
stand also and gave some remarkable
evidence as to his methods of reason-
ing and|interpretation of documents.

Dr. Young was not present this
morning. The next sitting will be next
Tuesday.

Upon the opening of the inquiry this
morning the chairman, J. F. Garden,
announced that he had yesterday af-
ternocn sent a telegraphic message to
Frank W. Morse, vice-president and
general manager -of the Grand Trunk
Pacificc and to Peter Larsen, of
Helena, requesting each to attend at
the earliest convenience to give evi-
dence before the eommittee. Up to
that time Mr. Garden said he had re-
ceived no reply.

There was some delay waiting for
James Anderson to appear. J. A, Mac-
donald requested that the attorney-
general should be called, as he wished
to ask of him a few questions. The
attorney-general was not in his office,

Mr. Andeérson. appeared about half-
past ten. He explained that he
had to wait until the bank opened in
order to get a duplicate of one of the
bank hooks required. The books be-
gan December 19th, 1903, and continued
up tc March, 1905. - The cheque stubs
produced began with the date August,
1904.

Mr. Macdonald called attention to
the fact that there should be stubs for
previous dates. .

Mr. Anderson said that he could not
lay his hands on-them.

Other books of stubs also seemed to
be missing, Mr. Anderson saying he
had not been able @ find them.

Telegrams were  @also- produced - by
Mr. Anderson received from P. Larsen.
These “were all from P. Larsen to ..
Anderson, in most of cases directing
the latter to meet him.

In reply to Mr. :‘Macdonald witness
said that he had not kept copies of
telegrams sent to Mr. Larsen. He had
not been able to find any letters writ-
ten by Mr. Larsen, who very seldom
wrote any letters.

Winess said that he had not received
more than two or three telegrams from
Mr. Stephens he thought, and had not
run across them.

Mr. Macdonald said that under sec-
tion 39, the grant could be made for
two purposes, either for the encourage-
ment of immigration or for other pur-
poses of public advantage. He would
like to have the attorney-general get
down to give the reason for his advice.

The attornéy-general said he would
tell Mr. Macdonald right there that he
would have hard work to pin him down
to ‘any such proposition.

Further questioned, the attorney-
general said that he felt very largely
that this was something for the en-
couragement of immigration.

“Then you advised the Lieut.-Gover-
nor that the grant was good for that
purpose?”’

The attorney-general said he would
not say that. He advised on general
principles.

Further, the attorney-general said
that he regarded this as for the. pub-
lic advantage and not as a bonus for
a railway.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if
the attorney-general would place this
grant of the terminus townsite on a
different basis of a grant in a valley
which might otherwise be avoided by
the company in building its line.

The attorney-general said that he
would not answer this. Each indi-
vlidual case would stand on its own
merits and be decided whether it was
for the public advantage.

Mr. Macdonald thought that this was
a question of law which the attorney-
general should decide.

The attorney-general held that he
was there to answer questions of fact.

The aecision that this was a matter
of public advantage was decided be-
cause the railway company proposed
to come there as a terminus, and the
land was not valuable,

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if it

( was considered necessary to give this

land in order to induce the company to
g0 there.

The attorney-general said that he
thought they would not go there unless
they got the three-quarter interest. In
fact he thought the bargain was so
good to the province that he did not
even now believe they would go there.
They would get better offers from
other parties. The proposal was made
to the government and not made by
the government to the company.

Mr. Macdonald said this made no dif-
ference, the government had to decide
what was to be given. The govern-
ment had to grant them three-quarters
of this land to the company.

The attorney-general said “You can-
not make this a bonus to’'a railway by
anything that you can do. I am not go-
Ing to tumble into a trap of that kind
by any gquestions which are asked.”

In reply to Mr. Ross the attorney-
general said that there ~might have
been meetings of the executive which
dealt with this subject which he did
not attend.

Questioned by Mr. Macdonald rela-
tive to the order-in-council reserving
the lands on the Tsimphearn peninsula,
the attgrney-general said that islands
were not mentioned.

He
preferred, however, not to be pinned
down to giving an opinion on whether
this reserve covered any islands. He
did not think that reference was made
to him in connection with applications
under South African scrip for lands
as to whether they were within re-
served land or not. He did not think
he should be called upon to give an
opinion as to whether the reserve de-
signating the peninsula included adja-
cent islands. He also did not think he
should be asked to give an opinion as
to whether the chief commissioner
should have consulted the attorney-
general as to whether the lands were
properly to be refused to applicants

punder South African scrip.

If the order-in-council creating the
reserve were brought before him he
would construe it as meaning all islands
adjacent to the mainland which were
not of very large extent. It would not
include islands like Vancouver Island.

The attorney-general said that in de-
ciding these questions he would be
guid2d not by the language used but
by what was in the mind of the person
who had charge of the department at
the time. Mr. Gore would be able to
say what was in his mind at the time.
