Constantinople, Nov. 22~—The general
situation, which again became overcast
with threatening clouds yesterday, prin-
cipally due to the fact that the Sultan,
in the face of his well known cruelty to
the Armenians, had appointed Bahri Pa-
sha military commander of Aleppo dis-
triet, in whieh Zeitoun is situated. con-
tinues to inspire the gravest fears. A
telegram  recéived here from Marash
yesterday, ~apparently considerably de-
layed by Turkish officials, ‘says the Amn-
crican and other missiondries there are
again in the greatest danger, notiwith-
standing repeated assuratices from  the
Porte that they would be guarded.

Advices from Sivassiy that as soorn
as the reinforcements of the TFurkish
troops arrive there the Turkish officials
will demand the surrender of all arms
and ammunition in possession of the Ar-
menians. To make matters look- darker,
if the quantity of arms and ammuni‘tion
surrendered does not satisfy  the  offi-
cials, the Turkish troops may be ordered
to attack the Armenians. Under these
conditiong it is difficnlt o ‘see how fux-
ther }glopdshgd_‘cgg_,bg av ¢ -Mem:

DRAWBACKS TO BUSINESS:
The -Rossland ‘Minér draws-‘the atten-
tion of coast business men' to the defects
in - the - telegraph and postal services of
its’ town as decided obstacles in the way
of their doing business there. The Vie-
toria - visitors, *it finds, do not seem to
have looked into these matters, ‘and it
suggests “that here is a fruitful field for
t.heirw industrious research and that they
might render a great service to us and
1o - themselves by lending -their. aid.in-
securing the much-needed reform.” Par-
ticulars are thus given by the Miner to
make the case perfectly ‘clear:

“It is hardly necessary that we should
make specific mention.of the defects of
which we complain. They are appar-
ent to every business man who has any
transactions between Southern British
Columbia and the coast cities, or, as to
that matter, between one point in West
Kootenay and another.”  For instance,
it:is next to impossible to get a prompt
exchange of telegraph messages between
Rossland and Vietoria or "Vancouver. It
is a rare thing that a message can be
sent from Rossland to Vancouver or Vic-
toria and an answer had-the same day.
The time requjred is generally from -24
10 48 hours. We do not pretend to be
able to unravel the circwitous route
which messages have to take over tele-
phone and telegraph wires to pass be-
tween Rossland and the coast cities, but
the delay where there is any kind of a
service at all ought not to be as great
as it'is.

“With a telegraph service so dilatory
and exasperating it is easy to under-
stand why many business men are driv-
en to the -other side of the, international
boundary -to place their = orders.  The
telegraph  service between. - Rossland,
Trail and Nelson of West Kootenay and
Spokane of the State of Washington is
not as efficient as it might be, but it is
far in advance of that between the same
places and the coast cities of British Co-
lumbia. It is possible ‘to send a tele-
gram from Rossland to Spokane and get
an answer the same day., This counts
rgr a great deal in business and both
*Victoria and Vancouver ought to realize
this and bestir themselves to remedy
the great disadvantage to which they are
placed in competing with Spokane.

Now as to the mail service. This is
poorer than it ought to be. Why, for
instance, should there be any hindrance
to a good postal service between Ross-
land and Nelson, or between Rossland
and Three Forks, or between Rossland
and Trail? These places are all’ near
one ‘another and the mail passing from
one to the other is handled by but few
agents. Yet we have constant com-
plaints of delayed letters and newspap-

ers; of both gone to some place where !

RAILWAY FREAKS.

The Globe writer whom we quotid
yesterday in reference to western rail-
ways, has some observations to make on
i the subject of rdilway rates :and:cog-
i nate matters in this province. The
facts he notes are known to many peo-
[ ple, but his review of them is interest-
ing, as that of an intelligent visitor.
He says: ‘“The workings of monopoly
and the eccentricities of trade have fre-
quent illustration in Western Canada.
There is' a sugar refinery at Vancouver,
but its product is sold cheaper at Win-
At Winnipeg
it is necessary to compete with the Mon-
treal refineries.  British - Columbia is
the seat of the industry of salmon .can-
nirg, but at Vancouver a can.of salmon
fetches twenty-five cents, whilg' at To-
ronto two are sold for a quarter. Resi-
dents at Calgary and other points east
of the mountains, who require to ship to
Eastern Canada or beyond, have found
it profitable to ship thrdugh to Vanceu-
ver, more than six hundred miles far-
*ther west, in order to get fhe competing
rate at that point, and thence ship the
same goods back over the. moamntains
and on the eastward. Revelstoke
is nearly ‘four- hundred imiles east
of Vancouver, but® it is not unusual to
have the goods shipped from _eastern
markgets ‘sent on through to Vanceuver
and reshipped back to Revelstoke. - Iu
these cases the through rate te:Vasncou-
vér ‘and ‘the Tocdl ‘vate back ‘to Revel-
stoke seem’ to total less than the rate
direet to Revelstoke.

[ In the Episcopal churches yesterday
i the following "pastoral letter from the
! Lord Bishop was read from the pulpits:

“Dearly Beloved in-the Lord:—

“It has seemed good that I should issue a
short pastoral letter to explain to you the
object which we have in view in the special
missioti*services which (God Willing) are to
be held in the churches of this city during
the coming Advent season.

“I purposely refrain from makin, com-
parison between the spiritual and moral
condition of Vietoria and that of other
places, and giving statisties as to the num-
bers of the congregations and communi-
cants.

“Let us be thankful for what the Lord
has done .in the past and is doing in our
midst to-day, and give all honor to those
who!‘at first planted the Chureh in this
place. But no one will deny the need
there is of a. spiritual awakening among us
all, and during this Advent we desire to
come ,together, humbling ourselves before
our ;Heavenly Father, and confessing our
sins, negligences and ignorances, with a
full purpose of amendment for the future.

“Judgment must begin at the House of
God, and we clergy and laity, professing
Christians, who regularly use the means of
grace, must examine ourselves in His pres-

Ottawa, S.—The township of
Low has al Phad & record peeunlic
to itself, ‘but' ‘during the past few du
it has becn adding to that record at i
rapid pace. But to go back to the be
ginning.  The cause of the presence of
the militia there to-day is the determiny
tion of the people to resist local taxy
. tion. * The township itself lies some 3
miies from Ottawa up the Gatineau vl
ley, and before the construction of *he
railway was little heard of.  The frout
part of the township, on the banks of
the Gatineau river, contains about gy
good soil as any farmer could desiro,
As a cousequence, the settlers along the
river benik, and for a feéw miles back
are very well off- To the rear of th«
township, about ten ‘or twelve miles
back, the district known as Stagg creck
settlement, i§ ‘sparse and roads are {ow
and far between. In short, the people
say that the gevernment and the coun.
ty have doné nothiug for them, and in
turn-they don't propose doing anytbin,
for either. Some of the people hLave
been paying taxes regularly and sone
have not. = Some who started out pay-
ing taxes bave ceased to do 80, Othory
who moved into the township two or
three years ago are now asked to pay
ten or twelve years’  taxes, a thiny
_which most people would prefer not do-
ing.

The township was formed in 1854, un-
der the title of the municipality of
Wakefield and’ Low. - A council wus
elected each year, and the reeve repre-
sented ' the myunicipality ‘in the . country
council up to 1878.  After: the division
of the tewnship, when Wakefield wos
made one townsip and Low another, the
latter refused to pay the taxes levicl
by the eounty eouncil, s-whieh was one
mill ‘on the dollar.: = Tweé years later, in
1380, the  ¢county -couneil took action
azainst. Low Township to' .eompel  the
township to pay the connty tax. Judg-
ment was’ given -against the municipal-
ity. - After this a_portion of the.coun-
ty tax wes=pbaid, but the greater pro-
portion ' ‘was' 5ot paid. ¢ Three more
vedrs passed in’this way, and then ac-
tion was  taken by 'the eounty against
the township. 'Judgement was again se-
cured. This latter judgment was to “he
effect ~that all arrears. of county tax,
withi interest and eosts” of both judg-
me:nts, should -be paid. = The township
paid no'attention to the judgment.

From the Pacific Coast.

San Francisco, Nov. 25.—A sharp de-

| mand for California wheat from Aus-
{ tralia and South Africa is a new factor

in the local grain trade, hitherto exclud-
ed from all - calculation, -of the future.
It is.searcely safe, however, to under-
estimate:the demand in these new quar
ters, especially for those who are short
on-the market. - Up to date five, sailing
ships are now under charter for Austra-
lian ports and for ‘the Cape of Good
Hope. This represents at least twenty-
five thousand tons. - This does not in-
clude ‘the cargo of the steamer Kaal 1-
Ini, which sailed yesterday for Sydney.
In addition, all the steam freights to
Avustralia for the next four months has
been ‘dngaged.

Theére ‘has been-~a total révolution 'in
trade .conditions during the past four
weeks. . The season opened with the
most alluring crop prospects, and the es-
timated yield was then figured up to the
average‘figure of 1,500,000 bushels. At
the same time freights had ‘got up to
35 shillings; and. even higher in. certain
€A
way and very few ships in port. Then
came a hot morth wind, and one hulf
the crop disappeared, bringing the esti-
mated ecrop down 'to 660,000 tons avail
able for . export ' purposes. . With the
heavy :reductions in export crops the
high. freights. had turned thousands .of
tons of shipping toward this port. from
all directions, until to-day there are 100,-
000 tons in port and on the way in ox-
cess of all previous arrivals'in this port.
On top of this unprecedented condition,
favoring the Jlong side of the markat,
in'.the form of short crops and low
freights, comes a new factor in  the
game by the unexpected demand from
Australia and Afriea. Another 'feature
of the situation is the dispesition of the
crop, - less than 30 per cent, of which
now remains in the hahds of the produe-
er, and in the southern portion of the
state barely 15 per cent. remains with
the farmer or under his control. With
such- a sudden and: complete change of
conditions it is not unreasonable to ox-
pect much higher prices for: wheat be-
fore long. and the only misfortune is
that the farmers, as usunal, are the last
to profit by any advance in priees. While
for years steamers have carried small
quantities of grain among their general
cargoes, this is the first time that ship-
ments by sail have developed to an ex-
tent which marks a distinet feature in
local export trade.

A Drart Bill Has _Been
to be Submittea to
Government.

Particulars of the Fast Atlantic
Mail Subsidy Expected
This Week.

Ottawa, Nov. 25.—At a conference of
the Copyright association this afternoon,
Sir O. H. Tupper and Mr, Ouimet re-
‘presenting 'the government; Hall Caiue
gave an outline ' of the compromise
reached aund presented a draft bill to
the government.

He: explained it as follows: By this
agreement, the time within which al co-
prright holder can publish in Canadu,
and so secure an absolute and untra n-
elled copyright, is extended from thirty
to sixty days, with a possible extensioi
of ‘thirty days mere, at the'diseretion of
the authorities. The liberty to be grant-
cd for the production of a book that has
not filled the conditions of the Canadian
copyright law is to one license, and this
single license_ is only to be issued:with
the copyright' holder's knowledge and
sanction.  Further, the c¢opyright hold-
er. who has an ‘independent chance Hf
securing ‘a copyright for himself within
a 'period’ of sixty .days is to be- allowed
a second chance of securing it after it
has been challenged and before ‘it can
be disposed .of by license. And, finally,
the royaities of the author are to' be se-
cured to him by 4 regulation of the rev-
enve authorities to stamp an edition of
@ hook ‘on the issue of a license. This
is: the ground:of the draft bill. which
the Canadian Copyright association has
joined with' me. in recommending to the
government, and on its general princi-
ples I have to say, first, to the Canadian
authors, that ‘such a bill will not put
them irto ‘a position of isolation’ among
the authors of the: world; and, next,
to the authors of England and America,
dnd of all the countries. having copy-
right treaty with England, that it will
secure to authors the control of their
property and put them all alike on an

Yancouver Firm Commences to Import
Coal from the Sound.

Steamer Fingal, ' which arrived yester<
dday merning in ballast from Vanecouver
and loaded with Gilman coal at  the
bunkers of the Seattle Coal and Iron
Company, is employed in war on the
British - Columbia "coal monopoly, says
the Seattle Post-Intelligencer. The
owners are the McKenzie Bros., of Van-
cotver, and_ they will have - another
small steamer, the Staffa, here in a few
days to load with the same coal. The
MecKenzies are Americans living at Vano-
couver, and their enterprise has the sup-
port of the, people of VYancouver, who
have been ¢dmpelled to pay exorbitant
prices by the ceal mine owners. This
also applies to the people of Victoria.
There about:a year ago & eonsumers’
association was ' formed, = which pur-
chased British' Columbia coal in .San
Francisco and shipped it back at'a pro-
fit. ~ Then Sound coal was shipped there
and the price came down from $8 to $7
& ton. At this rate the United States
dealer, despite every kind' of. opposition,
is selling from 40 to 50 tons a day and
making a good profit, although he has to
pay 65;cents a ton duty:. ~a¥
