WIFE ID DAUGHTER
BODIES WERE FOUHD

IN HOLE UNDER FLOOR COMMITTED SUICIDE.

Waltham, Mass., April 13.—Mrs. 
Louise H. Johnson, wife of a former 
mayor of Waltham and well known 
throughout the state as a temperance 
advocate, committed suicide to-day by 
drowning. Ill-health and a shock follow­
ing the violent death of a son in Con­
necticut are thought to have unbalanced 
her mind. Mrs. Johnson was 70 years 
of age.

Murderer Has Made Cenfession—Navi­
gation <m St. Lawrence- Trades 

Unions Must Pay Damages.

Toronto, April 13.—A dispatch from 
Penetanguishene says:

“A crime, remarkable for its brutality, 
was perpetrated at Penetanguishene last 
night, when Mrs. Desfoches and her 
fourteen-year-old daughter Annie were 
chopped down with an axe, their bodies 
stripped of every stitch of clothing and 
then thrown into a hole under the floor, 
used as a cellar.. Mrs. Desfoches was 
about fifty years of age and kept nerself 
by taking in washing and going out by 
the day. Her husband is a farm laborer 
employed about a mile distant from 
town.

Penetanguishene, April 13.—Alexis 
Desfoches, husband of the murdered 
woman and father of the child, was ar­
rested this afternoon while piling lumber 
in Playfair’s yard in Midland. He ad­
mits killing both woman and child. His 
wife and he quarrelled and he hit her 
over the head with an axe handle. He 
thinks she died instantly. His daughter 
came in at that moment from church and 
he struck her with his axe and broke 
the handle. • He took another axe and 
hit her again. Then he stabbed both 
in the neck and removed their clothing 
with which to wipe up the blood, threw 
the bodies into the cellar and then start­
ed for Midland.

STRENGTHENING FORTRESS.
Rushing Men to Vladtvostock—Addition­

al Batteries Are Being Prepared.

Tokio, April 13.—It is reported here 
to-day that the Russians are continu­
ally reinforcing the garrison at Vladi- 
vostock, and that the work of strength­
ening the fortress is progressing con­
stantly. It is said that the plans of 
the Russians contemplate a garrison 
numbering one hundred thousand men, 
with five hundred guns. Many addi­
tional batteries, redoubts, barriers and 
pits are in course of construction, and 
enormous stores of ammunition are bfi- 
ing accumulated.

The Russians, it is said, hope to so 
equip the fortress that it will be cap­
able of withstanding a siege.

Favors Continuing War.
Paris, April 13.—The Journal’s St. 

Petersburg correspondent states that 
Gen. Dragomiroff strongly advises Em­
peror Nicholas to continue the war, pur­
suing defensive tactics until the double­
tracking of the trans-Siberian railway 
can be completed, and then pour rein­
forcements into Manchuria and assume 
the offensive, when Japan shall have be­
come exhausted, at the same tim,e utilis­
ing Russia’s great resources for strength­
ening the fleet, which, he asserts, will 
take four years to render it more power­
ful than Japan’s navy. This plan, Gen. 
Dragomiroff considers, would certainly 
be finally successful.

Hospital Ship.
Chicago, April 13.—A Chicago Daily 

News special from Saigon says: “Ro- 
jestvensky’s hospital ship arrived here 
last night to take on board provisions, 
medicine and coal. It will leave to-mor- 
rovt at' midday to join the main squad­
ron,"

Success of Ice Breaker.
Montreal, April 13.—The ice bridge at 

Cape Rouge, just above Quebec, which 
annually delays the opening of naviga­
tion upon the St. Lawrence, sometimes 
for a fortnight or more, gave way this 
afternoon. Navigation will be open to 
Montreal in two or three days. The early, 
breaking up of the ice bridge was due 
to work done by the ice-breaker Mont­
calm, which the Canadian government 
had built in Great Britain last summer. 
Last fall the Montcjlm was put to work 
at Cape Rouge, keeping the river at that 
point open as long as possible. The 
ice formation was particularly heavy this 
year, and but for the work accomplished 
since April *Jst by the Montcalm it is 
doubtful if the bridge would have moved 
until after May 1st. The ice in some 
places was 20 feet thick.

Wonnd Caused Death.
Montreal, April 13.—Joseph Konrri 

died at his home in this city this even­
ing, the doctors say, from the effect of 
a bullet wound in his head, which he re­
ceived in a fight at Labelle, Que., in Oc­
tober, 1003. His assailant was tried for 
attempted murder at the Hull assizes, 
and acquitted largely on Kourri’s own 
evidence, he swearing the shooting was 
accidental, although when lying, as sup­
posed, at the point of death in the Notre 
Dame hospital, he made an anti-mortem 
statement, in which he swore that the 
shot had been fired deliberately. Kourri’s 
assailant cannot be prosecuted further as 
death did not take place within the 
period prescribed by the law of a year 
and a day.

LORD LANSDOWNE

On the Proposed Peace Conference— 
Hopes There Will Be Early 

Meeting.

London, April 13.—In the House of 
Lords to-day Lord Reay (Liberal) asked 
if President Roosevelt’s invitation to the 
powers to send representatives to a 
pence conference would be accepted, and 
whether the subject of contraband of 
war would be brought before the confer­
ence.

Foreign Secretary Lansdowne, reply­
ing, said the invitation had been accepted 
without hesitation. The government had 
placed itself in President Roosevelt’s 
hands with a reservation merely as to 
the subjects which might be submitted 
to the conference. All the other powers 
had accepte^ the invitation with equal 
cordiality and with the same reserva­
tions. He added that the position of the 
powers was most unsatisfactory in re­
gard to the many questions of inter­
national law. The only method a neu­
tral power could adopt when at vari­
ance with one of the belligerents, short 
of resorting to means which he would 
rather not contemplate, was to follow 
the example of Great Britain, press 
its views as strongly as possible and 
make frequent protests.

In conclusion, Lord Lansdowne said 
that among other subjects which it 
most desirable to discuss was the dan­
ger from floating mines, the new and 
terrible development of modern warfare. 
In fact it was very desirable that a gen­
eral agreement should be reached among 
the powers on all the questions raised, 
feeling that everything should be done 
to restrict the area of belligerent opera­
tions and minimize the sufferings of 
those directly and indirectly affected. 
The government cordially welcomes the 
initiative of the United States, and at 
the proper time mould gladly associate it­
self with the government of the United 
-States in dealing with those important 
subjects.

I The secretary shared the hope that 
the time was not far distant when they 
might address themselves to this most 
humane and most honorable task.

Died From Heart Failure.
Toronto, April 13.—Alfred MaeDou- 

gall, whose trial on a charge of embez­
zlement of the funds of the provincial 
treasury has been postponed from time 
to time over a period of three years, is 
dead from heart failure.

Failures.
Toronto, April 13.—According to 

Bradstreet’s report, issued yesterday, the 
total number of business failures in Can­
ada and Newfoundland for the first quar­
ter of 1905 was 378, involving $3,636,- 
584 in liabilities and $1,597,397 in assets. 
This is an increase, of 22 per cent, in 
liabilities. The largest number of fail­
ures occurred in Ontario, 140. Quebec 
came next with 137. British Columbia 
contributed but 17 to the list.

Gamey’s Motion.
Toronto, April 13.—R. R. Gamey, M. 

F. P. for Manitoulin, has placed on the 
order paper of the legislature a motion 
to rescind and expunge from the records 
of the House the report of the Gamey 
commission, which censures the member 
for Manitoulin.

Verdict For Company.
St. Catharines, April 13.—The jury 

at tbe assizes last night brought in a ver­
dict in favor of the Guerney Foundry Co. 
for $1,500 against the trades unions. The 
company took action for $10,000 against 
tile trades unions and applied for an in­
junction to restrain the defendants from 
further interfering with the company’s 
rights and boycotting the company’s 
goods. Justice Angeline in his charge to 
the jury declared that from the evidence 
produced there was clearly an iron hand 
under the velvet glove of the trades 
unions.

Indictment Against Nan Patterson Dis­
missed.

New York, April 14,—The indictment 
charging Nan Patterson with conspiracy 
with J. Morgan Smith and Mrs. Smith 
wrongfully to obtain money from Caesar 
Young was dismissed in the court of 
genera] sessions to-day at the request of 
Assistant District Attorney Rand. Coun­
sel for Smith demurred to the indictment 
against the Smiths and declared that the 
fàcts alleged against them did not con­
stitute a crime. The court reserved deci­
sion in that case.

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FEAR OUTBREAK IK 
RUSSIA ON !HIA¥-DAY

CRISIS IN AGITATION
NOW SEEMS IMMINENT

Bombs and Arms Smuggled Into Cocn-
try-Police Active and Prisons 

Are Overflowing.

St. Petersburg, April 14.—Develop­
ments all point to a crisis in the present 
agitation among the wlorkmen of the 
cities and the^ peasants of the country 
on May Day, and appeals are pouring in 
from all quarters of Russia for military 
protection.

The St. Petersburg workmen are pre­
paring for a great demonstration. Arms 
add bombs in large quantities have been 
smuggled in, and bloodshed on a large 
scale is feared. Wealthy persons, who 
ordinarily go to villas on the islands of 
the Neva, or to neighboring country 
places, are this year going abroad.

The government has taken, few special 
measures to meet the situation, evidently 
relying on the troops and police to gnand 
the capital. The latter are extremely 
active. All the prominent agitators are 
being arrested, or havp already been sent 
back to the villages from which they 
originally came. The prisons are filled 
to overflowing. •

There have been disputes between the 
workmen and the managers of the Putil- 
off, Baltic and Nevski works and between 
the employees and the management 
of the government cartridge factory. 
At the latter place the men refuse to 
continue any longer to donate any por­
tion of their pay to assisting in. the sup­
port of the families of the soldiers at the 
front, claiming that the money is used 
to prosecute the war, to which they are 
opposed. ^

The news received from the interior is 
alarming, especially from the. Baltic' 
provinces, where the entire population is 
in a state of intense excitement. The 
cities are being flooded with revolution­
ary proclamations, calling on the people 
to rise on May Day. The criminal classes 
are taking advantage of the situation to 
pillage and plunder, while in the country 
the landlords are powerless to cepe with 
the peasants, and demand the stationing 
of troops at every station.

From Dunaburg, government of 
Vitebsk, come reports that Jews are in a 
state of panic over the circulation of 
proclamations similar to those which 
preceded the outbreaks at Kishineff and 
Gomel.

At Ekatorinoslaw (South Russia) three 
revolutionists who were surrounded by 
police fought their way to liberty, killing 
or wounding several of the latter.

A dispatch from Caars (Trans-Cau­
casia) states that the employees of the 
Trans-Caucasian railroad are on strike, 
and that 100 miles of track has been 
eliminated.

New Governor’s Proclamation.
Tiflis, Caucasia, April 14.—A procla­

mation of Count Von Vorontzoff-Dash- 
koff, the new governor of Caucasia, 
is gazetted to-day, announcing that in 
accordance with the intention of Emperor 
Nicholas, the governor-general, when he 
assumes office, will convoke a conference 
of representatives of all tile towns, peas­
ant communities and orthodox Armenian 
and Mohammedan churches,with the view 
of concerting measures for the establish­
ment of public security, defining the 
amendments necessary.to the judicial 
proceedure of the Caucasus and intro­
ducing Zemstvo administration.

The governor-general also proposes to 
hasten the surveys of the crovrp lands 
available for cultivation that they may 
be allotted to those in need' of land. The 
proclamation adds that the Emperor has 
ordered a revision of the question of the 
confiscation of the Armenian church 
property, and concludes with urging tbe 
maintenance of tranquility so that condi­
tions in the Caucasus may be speedily 
improved in accordance with the Imperi­
al rescript of March 3rd.

MORGAN INDIGNANT.

Resents Action of Magistrate, Who 
Sought Information Regarding 
. Famous Cope.

Rome, April 14.—Before J. Pierpont 
Morgan, who arrived here yesterday 
from Naples, left Taormina, Sicily, an 
examining magistrate from Taormina 
boarded his yacht the Corsair to take 
Mr. Morgan’s testimony concerning the 
person, who sold him the famous cope, 
stolen from the cathedral of Ascoli, and 
subsequently returned to Ascoli by Mr. 
Morgan. The latter was indignant at 
being troubled about the matter after 
having returned the cope without even 
asking for the reimbursement of the 
money he had paid for it. He said he 
did not remember anything connected 
with the purchase of the cope, but when 
asked to sign a statement to that effect 
refused, saying he would not sign any­
thing in a language he did not under­
stand. The government has been in­
formed of the incident, and is most dis­
pleased at its occurence.

SAILED DUE EAST

FROM MADAGASCAR.

London, April 15.—A telegram from 
Singapore was received here to-day an­
nouncing that the Peninsular & Oriental 
Steamship Company’s steamer Marmora 
sighted five Russian battleships on April 
3rd, in latitude 8 degrees south and 
longitude 92 degrees east, steering for 
the Straits of Sunda. The dispatch has 
no present significance. The fact that 
the Marmora sighted the Russian squad­
ron was reported early in the month from 
Colombo. The news apparently has now 
reached Singapore through outgoing 
steamers.

The main interest in the dispatch lies 
in its giving the exact location of the 
squadron, indicating that it steered al­
most due east from Madagascar, pre­
sumably with the object of creating the 
Impression that Rojestvensky intended 
to traverse the Straits of Sunda and 
draw away the Japanese from the Mal­
acca straits through which he ultimately 
passed in safety.

A Large Number of Colliers Have Been Captured by the Jap- 
anese--Part of Oyama’s Army Reported to Be 

Moving on Kirin.

St. Petersburg, April 15.—Quite a sen­
sation was caused this morning by the 
appearance in the Neva, the most widely 
circulated illustrated weekly in Russia, 
of a half-tone picture representing the 
Imperial family, including the Empress, 
holding the heir to the throne, the back­
ground of the picture showing in 
shadowy outlines the Emperor, the 
Grand Duke Sergius, the Grand Duke 
Alexis, the Dowager Empress,' the heir 
to the throne and practically all the liv­
ing members of the Romanoff family, 
lying dead in their coffins. The work is 
done so skilfully that the shadows in 
the drapery behind the Imperial family 
are discernible with great difficulty. The 
publishers disclaim any previous knowl­
edge of the shadowy figures. The cul­
prits, who were students employed on the 
paper, have not been located. Copies of 
this edition of the Neva are selling at a 
big premium-.

M. Witte, president of the committee 
of ministers, has definitely decided to 
give up all work and go abroad, 
last straw was the Imperial rescript ad­
dressed on Thursday to Interior Minister 
Bouiigan creating a special commission, 
the active head of which is M. Goremy­
kin, a former minister of the interior, to 
discuss questions relating to peasant 
tenure of lands and the abolition of the 
peasant commission over which M. 
Witte presided. The Emperor took the 
step without even apprising M. Witte of 
his intention. The members of the Witte 
commission were actually at work on 
Thursday evening and were up yester­
day, to find the commission out of exist­
ence. M. Witte attributes His Majesty’s 
act to court intrigue decidedly aimed 
against himself, and1 yesterday informed 
his friends that he was completely dis­
heartened and discouraged, was no 
longer able to endure the humiliations 
heaped upon him, and that be would 
leave all and go abroad for a time.

The court influence which was greatly 
feared by M. Witte was effectively rein­
forced by part of the old Yon Plehwe 
cabal headed by Mr. Sturmer, formerly 
under-secretary of the interior, and M. 
Stichinsky, former chief adjutant of the 
interior department, who were forced out 

I of the ministry of the interior by Prince 
Sviatopolk-Mirsky, and they have wreak­
ed their vengeance on. their ancient chief 
enemy M. Witte.

The Associated Press is informed that 
M. Witte went to Tsarskoe-Selo yester­
day and informed tbp Emperor that it 
was quite plain (hat a plot existed, 'ana 
that he desired to retire. His Majesty, 
however, is understood to have declined 
again to accept the minister’s resignation.

Church Reformers.
St. Petersburg, April 15.—Emperor 

Nicholas has decided that the moment 
is opportune to grant the petition of a 
group of the influential clergy for a con­
vocation of the general council to effect a 
reform of the ecclesiastical administra­
tion. On the margin of the petition His 
Majesty appended a note as follows:

“I find it impossible in the present dis­
turbed times to undertake a task of such 
magnitude requiring calm consideration. 
Following the old example of the ortho­
dox Emperors, I intend, however, at a 
favorable moment to set afoot this great 
work and summon the council of the old 
Russian church for a canonical discus­
sion of questions of faith and ecclesias­
tical reform.”

New York, April 17.—A St. Peters­

Annual Statement Showing the Condi­
tion df Finances.

St. Petersburg. April 15.—A financial 
statement regarding the state of the. 
budget for 1904 shows that the total of 
the ordinary revenue collected was 
$1,008,500,000, being $18,500,000 over 
the estimates, $7.000,000 below the total 
of 1903, and $55,500,000 more than in

$955,000,000, leaving a surplus of $55,- 
500.000.

In the extraordinary budget the sum 
of $320,500,000 is assigned ifor war ex­
penditure, $81,000,000 for railroad con­
struction; and the loans to railway com­
panies for extraordinary expenditure 
were met by the above surplus and $52,- 
500,000, proceeds of the 5 per cent, 
treasury bonds realized in 1904; imperial 
rent and bonds totalling $215,500,000, 
other extraordinary revenue amounting 
to $1,500,000 and the balance of former 
years amounting to $190,500,000. This 
left, at the beginning of 1905, a free bal­
ance of $59,000,000, in which the pro­
ceeds of the 4% per cent, loan are in­
cluded.

There are 
valuable fisheries all along the border, 
and Americans have come to him asking 
for privileges. He has declined to take 
any action until everything is settled at 
one time. This is very probable, as ne­
gotiations are npw proceeding for the 
appointment of a Federal committee to 
act with the Canadian commissioners, 
and the two will jointly take into con­
sideration the many questions affecting 
the fisheries. The fisheries in each state 
are controlled by each, but it is very like­
ly that the Federal commissioners will be 
given authority to. act for all.”

’ rights or privileges which any class of 
persons might have by practice. But, 
years after, the Judicial Committee found 
that such rights and privileges had not 
existed in 1870 by practice in the legal 
sense. True, subsequent to 1870 Mani­
toba had sanctioned separate schools, bat 
the Provincial Legislature was held to 
be at liberty to withdraw its sanction, 
and so the whole fabric fell. Had Mani­
toba been first constituted as a territory 
and sepaarte schools been, erected there 
by the Federal Parliament, as in the case 
of the existing territories lying to the 
west of her, unquestionably such schools 
would have come under the protection, 
of sub-section 1 of section 93, and any’ 
Manitoba statute undertaking to abolish 
them would have been null and void.

The question then arose as to the right 
of the minority in Manitoba to seek re­
dress from Ottawa in the form of reme­
dial legislation under sub-sections 3 and 
4 of section 93. The Dominion govern­
ment of the day—a Conservative govern­
ment—was asked and had resolved to 
pass a law overriding the will of the 
Provincial Legislature which had a 
great majority of the people behind it. 
It was at this crisis that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, taking his political life in his 
hands, protested against such a course, 
and undertook if returned to office to 
settle the dispute by compromise, which 
he did, the arrangement he made be­
ing approved by all save the extreme 
men on the Catholic, and Protestant 
sides.

The case of the new provinces of Al­
berta and Saskatchewan rests on an en­
tirely different basis. Section 2 of the 
Territories Act of 1875 provided for the 
establishment of separate schools for. 
Protestants and Roman Catholics. In 
the thirty years that have elapsed sinfce 
then no one has found any serions fault 
with this dual system. The fqct re­
mains, at any rate, that separate schools 
exist hy law in these new provinces “at 
the union,” and that in obedience te the 
constitution, to sub-section 1 of section 
93, they are being continued on the ex­
isting basis by the Autonomy Bill. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, whether personally he 
approves of separate schools or not, is 
bound by the British North America Act 
to maintain them, and those who call 
this coercion might as well say that he 
is coercing the new provinces because he 
is unable to vest them with the legisla­
tive powers: reserved for the. Federal Par­
liament by section 91. If the -people of 
Canada desire to change the British 
North America Act, well and good; but 
while it remains the supreme law its 
provisions ipust be carried out.

Skeena river hatchery, returned from 
the north on Thursday night on the 
steamer Princess Beatrice, after an 
absence of eleven months. Messrs. Hall 
and Pretty, assistants, also came down 
with him.

Mr. Whitwell reports a very success- 
full season, having placed four million 
sockeye eggs in the hatchery, and liber­
ated 3,767,000 healthy young fry, one 
and a half million in Sockeye river at 
the head of Lakelse lake, one and a half 
million in Lnkclse river, and the re­
mainder in Clearwater creek.

The party left the hatchery on April 
4 th by canoe, and travelled ten miles 
down the Lakelse river, and sixty-three 
miles down the Skeena to Port Essing- 
ton, making altogether seventy-three 
miles, which was done in fourteen and a 
half hours.

I think that 
is the correct policy; I agree with my 
hon. friend that a policy which would 
begin construction of a great transconti­
nental railway at the eastern end, and 
Would not build a mile of track on the 
Pacific coast until that section was 
reached lrom the east, would be a ridicu­
lous one to pursue. I do not think any 
great railway corporation like the Grand 
Trunk Railway or the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific or their contractors would think of 
pursuing such a policy. I am possibly 
saying more than I should say, not being 
very well versed in railway construction; 
but I am speaking at all events with the 
approval of railway contractors whose 
opinion on the subject carries, with me 
at all events, considerable weight.

Residents of North Vancouver Indignant 

at the Way That Municipality 
Has Been Treated.

On Friday night a meeting was held' 
in North Vancouver when the following 
resolution was proposed and seconded by 
James McMillan and K. W. Dick and1 
passed:

This meeting of electors.of North Vancou­
ver hereby emphatically condemns the pro­
vincial government for Ita failure in any 
way to meet the urgent and oft-repeated 
calls of the people of the province for better 
railway facilities from the Coast to Koote­
nay, and for a railway or railways to the 
North to open np the great .interior of the 
province for development and settlement.

Further, this meeting condemns the finan­
cial policy of the government and its Im­posing heavier burdens of taxation on the 
people, whllfe at the same time greatly re­
placing expenditure on public works and on 
evocation In the province.

The meeting was in no sense a Lib- 
members oferal one, being attended by 

tieth political parties. It was presided:
by B. Bell. From the Vancouver 

News-Advertiser the following extracts

t>y J. A. Macdonald, the leader of the 
opposition, and John, Oliver. Mr. Mac- 
■denaid in opening referred to the im­
portance of North Vancouver, which 
was likely to become the terminus of a 
road to the northern part of the prov­
ince. Continuing ho said:

He was just as pleased to address 
them as Conservatives as Liberals, as he 
had found many warm supporters among 
the Conservative party, which probably 

from the fact that Until 1908 partyarose
tines were not introduced in local affairs. 
They were now really in the formative 
process, and new parties were being 
formed on lines distinctly different from 

. the political parties that had existed ; 
for many years in Canada, and perhaps 
they Would be forced in some respect 
by a third party, which was growing up 
here, and which, unfortunately, was ex­
ercising in the legislature an influence 
that was not for the good of the prov­
ince. If Socialists held opinions differ­
ent from theirs, and sought to carry 
them out by legislative measures well 
and good. Socialism in theory was very 
mice, but could never be put into prac­
tice till all the people were perfect, and' 
then we should need neither Socialists, 
Liberals or Conservatives.

"I will now,” continued the Speaker, 
‘ideal with matters that came before 
the legislature during the recent session. 
I shall not talk at great length, for the 
legislation resulted in nothing of benefit 
to the country, but in much of which 
the baneful effects will be fdtt "for many 
years to come.”

Mr. Macdonald then took np the 
«peecii from the throne. One of the 
chief statements was to congratulate the 
country on having what was called a 
«surplus. After many years of deficits 
they had at last, under the first Conser­
vative government of British Columbia, 
an actual surplus. On looking at it, 
however, it was found that that surplus 
was obtained by an ovedraft at the 
bank of something over . $200,000, and 
between this and the saving of certain 
amounts of necessary expenditure they 
h»<l obtained a surplus of $27,000. LE 
the. government could obtain g surplus in 
that way then there was no reason why 
everyone should not become rich. A 
man had only to overdraw at the bank, 
and then he would have a surplus.

Mr. Macdonald said the Premier had 
promised that he would bring down 
some measures that would look to the 
opening up of the undeveloped portions 
of the province by the construction of 
railways. This was a matter in which 
the people of North Vancouver were 
vitally interested. They yere there in 
a si! nation that would be the probable 
terminus of the V., W. & Y, railway, 
which would start from there into the 
mort hem portions of the province, and 
naturally they were inclined to favor a 
liberal policy on the part of the govern­
ment in regard to railways. In his 
apeeeh on the budget, he (Mr. Macdon­
ald) had pointed out that this was a 
matter of dollars and cents to the prov­
ince, and he had shown how the construc­
tion. of railways into new portions had 
btifal a benefit instead of a drain upon 
the province. He instanced the Koot­
enay, which after railway development 
contributed to-day in taxes and royalties 
•one-third of the total revenue of the 
province, and it was the same in that 
portion of Vancouver Island which was 
«served- by railways, while the rich dis­
trict of Yale, where onb mine (the 
Granby) was payitg. one-eightieth of the 
total earnings of the C. P. R„ and which 
was rich in agricultural lands also, paid 
only $178,000 into the provincial treas­
ury, as compared with Kootenay’s $530,- 
000, and who could say what Yale would 
-produce if it were properly developed.

CADET CORPS.

The installation of fish traps on the 
southern coast of Vancouver Island is to 
be followed by other industries beside 
that of the canuing business. For many 
years a grouting trade has existed 
shipping mild cured salmon in cold stor­
age to the German market. The Colum­
bia river was the original home of this 
industry, but of late years" it has spread 
northward, and considerable has been 
done in it in- Canada. During the past 
winter the cannery on Barkley Sound, 
which is under the control of Mr. Brew­
ster, of this city, has been following this 
branch of the salmon industry with 
marked success, it is reported.

This spring the curing of the salmon 
will likely begin in this city.-., Robert 
Lmdenberger, of Astoria, Oregon), whose 
firm is one of the largest Shippers to the 
German market, has been in Victoria 
looking into the opportunities for begin­
ning the business. It Ls said that he 
.so well satisfied with’conditions that it 
is all but settled that the salmon curing 
will begin here about May 1st.

The fish used in this method is the 
larger salmon. Small fish cannot be 
used. These will be treated to a special 
preparation wthich is described as mild 
curing. They are then put in cold stor­
age and sent in refrigerator cars to New 
York for shipment by steamer to Ger­
many.

Accommodation for the freezing of the 
salmon is being obtained at the B. (L 
Cold Storage building, and from there 
the cars will be filled directly and ship­
ped in unbroken carge to' New York.

The supply of fish .will be obtained 
from the fish traps situated in the straits, 
and already negotiations are in progress 
looking to the obtaining of a sufficient 
quantity. This will not interfere with the 
canneries at all, as the fish used will be 
larger than are sought for canning. The 
spring salmon run lends itself to this 
process, being larger than the sockeye.

This is looked upon as only the begin­
ning of this part of the salmon industry, 
which is likely to develop into propor­
tions only second to the canning end of 
the trade.

‘It has the soil and cli­
mate; all it needs is the railway and 
the people to become an enormous 
wheat producing country. With the 
Grand Trunk Pacific built between Win­
nipeg and Edmonton, I suppose it will 
naturally be one of the first sections 
finished. With present signs of progress, 
I believe that within ten years the wheat 
crop of the Canadian West will reach 
300,000,000 bushels. The Grand Trunk 
Pacific have
wisely at Fort William. They have a 
magnificent property there, and are evi­
dently building for the future. They 
see that it will not be long before they 
will be bringing down enormous quan­
tities of wheat, and have secured plen­
ty of land for their sidings, elevators, 
etc.’

Not only had the government failed to 
call a summer session, but it had also 
neglected to call the regular session till 
the last da/ that the statute allowed for 
it. When the session was called it had1 
passed day after day simply “marking 
time,” and just before the House was 
hastily prorogued the Premier announced 
that they would bring nothing down to 
aid in railway Construction. No wondCr 
the people were disgusted with such a 
course. They had realized as never be­
fore that they had a government incap­
able of dealing with one of the finest 
opportunities ever held by any govern­
ment in British Columbia. Instead of 
attending to this important matter, they 
had simply wasted their time “tinkering 
with the statutes” and amending some 
87 bills altogether, and of course they 
dealt with the subject of taxation. At 
the last session they had raised1 the taxes 
40 per cent., and this year had come 
back and wanted more, and they had 
carried out their wish under the guise 
of a school bill, which placed an extra 
$100,000 on the people of the province. 
The government, as Mr. Oliver had said1, 
was too cowardly to call it a revenue 
measure, though it was nothing else, and 
had called it a school bill, and to collect 
this amount they added further to the 
expense by duplicating the whole mach­
inery for that purpose.

Owners Seek to Place the Vessel Under

In the president’s report at the quarter­
ly meeting of the hoard of trade yester- 
<hty afternoon appears the -following 
paragraph: “The council supported the 
parties interested in the local whaling 
industry in their application to have 
plant not manufactured in Canada ad­
mitted duty free, but as far as can he 
learned, the present outlook for that wish 
is unfavorable.”

On what grounds the above statement 
is made has not been ascertained, but as 
far as the Times can learn the owners’ 
application respecting this is still under 
advisement at Ottawa. It involves one 
of the most interesting cases that has 
arisen in connection with shipping mat­
ters in Canada for many years. Thl 
whaling plant referred to includes the 
new steamer Orion, which was recently 
built in Christiania,- Norway, and brought 
to this, port to engage in the whaling in­
dustry. Her owners have asked that she 
be admitted under the Canadian flag 
free of duty.

Section two of the act to amend the 
coasting laws of Canada says:

‘No foreign-built British vessel, whe­
ther registered in Canada or elsewhere, 
shall be entitled to engage or take part 
in the coasting trade of Canada unless 
such foreign-built British ship has first 
obtained a license for that purpose, which 
may be granted1 by the minister of cus­
toms.”

On the other hand the following from 
an order in council appears elsewhere in 
the Dominion statutes:

Apart from these measures of which 
he had spoken, there had been practi­

The rorquals are widely dispersed over 
the waters of the globe, but as their 
baleen is from three to five feet long and 
they were very difficult to kill by the 
old-time methods, the chase of them was 
not taken up until the failing of the 
Arctic ‘fishery” compelled the hunters to 
look abroad for other quarry.

All the judges of the Supreme court 
were in attendance at the sitting on 
Saturday, when a number of judgments 
were handed down.

Attorney-General vs. C. P. R. was an 
appeal from the judgment of Mr. Justice 
Irving, taken by the attorney-general of 
the province. It is commonly known as 
the Vancouver street ends case, being 
one brought by the attorney-general at 
the instance of Vancouver city. The ob­
ject was to restrain the C. P. R. from 
-closing the ends of streets which ran 
down to the water edge along the route 
"f the railway company.

Chief Justice Hunter in his judgment

A Washington dispatch to the Seattle 
Post-Intelligencer says:

“It has just become known that nego­
tiations have been in progress for some 
months for the settlement of that part 
of the Alaska boundary which was not 
accurately determined by the London 
tribunal in the late fall of 1903. With 
this information comes the announce­
ment that the course of the whole bound­
ary has been definitely determined and 
agreed to by the governments of the identified.
United States and Great Britain.

“It may be remembered that it was 
told for the first time in these dispatches,
November 5th, 1903, that, contrary to 
general belief, the Alaska boundary com­
mission had not settled upon the course 
which the whole boundary line should 
take between Alaska and the Canadian 
territory. Attention was called to the 
fact that, on account of an omission in 
the international provisional survey of 
1895, the charts prepared under that sur­
vey failed to give any data for a stretch 
of territory toward the southern end of 
the boundary, covering a distance of more 
than one hundred miles, between the 
mountain peaks known as Katê’s Needle 
and Devil’s Thumb.

“In due course commissioners on the 
part of the United States and Great Bri­
tain were selected, under the terms of 
the London award, to locate the whole 
Alaska boundary line, and to erect vis­
ible monuments. An appropriation for 
the share of the United States in this 
work was made by congress. The im­
portant fact which has only just become 
known is that these commissioners were 
subsequently charged, by agreement be­
tween the two governments, with the 
duty -of locating the line between Kate’s 
Needle and Devil’s Thumb, which was 
the part of the boundary regarding which 
the London tribunal had no reliable data.
According to this agreement, the find­
ings of the commissioners were to be 
subject to acceptance by the two govern­
ments.

“It now appears that the commission­
ers recently made their report, and that 
an exchange of notes between the Unit­
ed States and Great Britain has effected 
the acceptance of the terms of this report 
by the two governments. By the terms 
of this agreement, the United States 
gains less than Canada gains, but the 
findings of fact have turned out just 
about as was expected by our high com­
missioners at London. Moreover, the 
territory in question is vainiess, for it is 
almost inaccessible. The whole region 
is mountainous and broken, and nearly 
all of it is covered with almost perpetual 
snows.
