pepper, three tekspoonfuls of black pepper,
tive heads of garlic, skinned aud sepurat.
ed. Mix together and boil three hours.
1t should reduce to one half.  Bottle withs
out straining,

SMALL ONION PICELES,—Small onions,
not larger than marbles, must be carefully
pecled and thrown into strong brine, Let
them romain eight days, changing the
brine every other day. Dry in a cloth,
place them in bottles, add spices, and £ll
up with strong distilled vinegar. A table-
spoonful of oive oil will preveat the onions
from turning yellow. Mustard secd,
hol‘scm‘dish, allspice, cloves, black pepper
corns and mace are all excellent spices for |
onions,

CURRANT JRLLY.—To make the nicest
jelly, bruise the currants when just ripe ;
diain the juice from" them without press-
ing ; weigh a pound of sugar to each pint
of juice; boil the juice and skim well;
then throw in the dry sugar; boikten or
tifteen minutes.  Aunother way :—Strip
the currants off the stews and bruise them
throughly ; put them on the fire to heat,
and when at a boiling heat strain them;
toa pint of the juice allow a pound of
loaf sugar; put the juice on the fire, and
when it boils add the sugar, When it
begins to boil again, let it boil just tifteen
minutes.

MusTARD PICKLES.—One hundred small
cucumbers, two quayts of silver skinned
onions, two qunrts of French hoaus, two
camliflowers, onc pint nasturtinms, one
dozen small red peppers; salt each of
these ingredients scparately twenty-four
hours; then scald them well with vinegar
scparately and throw the vinegar &way;
then take one half pound of ground mus-

tard, beat it smooth with a little vinegar,

aid two quarts of vinegar (bring your
vinegar to boil before adding the mustard);
pack your pickles in bottles and £ill up
with the vinegar and mustard,

To PICKLE RED CABBAGE.— Choose a
medium  sized fresh red cabbage ; tear off
the coarse outor leaves; quarter it; re-
move the stalk ; cut the cabbage into slices
of about the third of an inch in thickness;
place in a bowl ; stew amongst it two good
handfuls of salt let the whole stand for
twenty-four hours, stirring it once er
twice ; drain it as dry as possible; placo it
loosely win wide-mouthed jars, and fill up
with strong raw vinegar, adding pepper
corns, capsicums, picces of ginger or what
other spicc you may fancy. By addinga
few slices of beet root amongst it will
make it a beautiful color, besides being a
nice addition to the pickles,

I3 tho Quality of Our Potatoss Do-
genorating ?

The Ohio Farmer states that Col, D, C.
Richmond says one cause for the poor
quality of potatoes last ycar was .that
plauters permitted tl{o bugs to prey onthe
vines to a considérable extent duripg the
latter part of the season, before the tubers
were mature, and holds that another rea-
son for the poor quality lies in the new
variotigs recently iutroduced, which,
while they produce well, are not of first-
rate quality, like the lmlein. and \cs-
haunock. i{c believes that the quality cf
our potatoces is deteriorating, and that the
day may not be far distant when they will

cease to be generally used as food

The same remark of the quality of-pota-
toes degencrating we have heard from
many, and there &% some reason for think-
ing that the causes given in the extracts
above are trug ones. Potatoes have not
latterly been of 8o good a quality as some
we have had somg time since,. We have
been of the opinion that their quality was
deteriorated in consequence of the attacks
of the bug, but whether directly by the
bug or by themcans used for their des-
truction, we arc wncertain. Even when
hand-picking was the means resorted to
the necessary tramping of the ground is
injurions. Of this any one can couvince
himself by tramping, day after day, a few
hills of potatoes; he will find the potatoes
injured,- mot oply by the yield being de-
creased, butalso from the ground being
so compacted as to be impervious to light

-and air, both necessary clements for the

production of good potatoes. - Whether
the poor quality is owing to the inferiority
of the new sorts introduced, as the writer
says, hag not yet been sufficiently tosted.
A few more seasons will tell their rea
value. A long experience in potato cul-
turc has convinced us that those varietics
that give the largest yicld are not of the
first quality, The very heavy croppers
we planted acres of for feeding eattle.
Each of these now varieties differ very
much in its quality. This is the case with
the Early Rose, for instance; with some
the quality is very good, with others the
reverse, aceording to soil, manure, culti-

| vation, timo of taking from the ground,

and care. The same, we belicve, holds
truc’ of other new varictics.  Drecso's
Pecrless is condemned by many, yet,
after three years’ planting, we have them

{ geod for the table, though not so mealy as
i some of the older varictics.

us they are very productive, well flavored
and uncommonly white-fleshed.

Of theflargest manufacturers, only
one concern has curtailed its ship-
ments.

5th August.of 1875 and within a few
feet of its total shipments of last year.
Some of our large Manufacturers say
however, that they are curtailing
operations and will ship no more after
their contracts are filled. We have
heard of curtailment for the last two
years, but having observed an increase
each year, instead, it is not easy
to lope that over-production will
cease. As one large concern, how-
ever, iswactually showing a falling off
in its shipmentsand the charters made,
as far as we can learn, show that our

Scarcely ‘had the announcement of

worldly high place in order that some
truly good, 1zeck aud lowly Baptist may
have it secured to him.

Our Staple in Great Britain.

We take the following from Messrs.
Farnworth & Jardine's latest wood cir-
cular :—

“The arrivals from British North
America during the past month have
been 84 vessels €6,904 tons, against 55
vessels 40,5639 tons last year.

The import for the month has been
very large, and the total tonnage since
the Ist February is 41,816 tons in ex-
cess of last year. A large portion of
this month’s import has arvived during
the past week, and is scarcely yet on
the maiket. Prices of most articles
have declined, and it becomes more im-
perative that for the remainder of the
season supplics be greatly curtailed.
The consumption for the month has

come forward very frecly from the
"United Statesas wellas Canada. Com-
mon and inferior parcels have sold at
low prices. The demand is only mo-
derate, and Shippers should be cau-
tions. Elm is in very limited demand,
and several large parcels coming on the
market—some being of but middling
quality, low prices had to be accepted.
Ash also has fallen in value, and i dif-
ficult to sell. Birch has arrived fmely,
and stocks are heavy—prices are much
below the cost of import. Of Quebec
Pine Deals the import has been wnmch
in excess of last year, and arriving o a
not over-buoyant market, prices have
necessarily given away. There is little
change to report in the demand for
Staves, and prices are the same,

The opening prices of Spruce deals
having started low, the markethasbeen
tolerably steady notwithstanding the
heavy import, which has exceeded either
of the two - previous years, but ' the
market is exceedingly sensitive, and
supplies for remainder of season Should
Le greatly reduced. The'Trade are deter-
mined not to hold large stocks,: and
only buy what they can see their way
to sell ex quay, but are often driven’ to
force salesrather than incur heavy yard-
ing expenses, and to this may be pastly
attributed the large consumption gfthe
last month. Pine Deals still cofitinne:
éxtremely dull of sale, andlowep-in
value than Spruce. Birch continies.to
arrive freely, and prices are very low.

~ T THY "Farmers” Sympetms.

The Fredericton Furmér may be a
good authority on agriculturel matters
but it is a very Jlame oneva political
affairs. It will be remembered that the
News, which is published by a member
of the Local Government, favored the
Central Railway very strongly a while
ago. The Farmer in its simplicity,
being accustomed to look up to the
“‘strategist of the News” asa great and
influential man, took it for granted that
his paper was the exponent of the real
sentiments of the Government.

His Honor proceeded to pass sentence,
He alluded to the high position which the
prisoner had occupied. It was a position
of trust and comfidence, and the public
iuterests demanded that it should be
guarded by rigorous law. The crime with
which he had been charged, and to which
he pleaded guilty, was of a very serious
vature, and the Legislature looked upon
it as Leing of a more aggravating charae-
acter than ordinary theft or embezzlement,
and had affixed to it a serious penalty, ex-
tending to a life imprisonment in the
Penitentiary or not less than five years.
He did not feel disposed to visit a severe
punishment on the prisoner, and he would
not ;0. He trusted and believed that,
as his letter indicated, his penitence was
sincere, and he was very sure thatit
would be a lesson to him. He hoped that
during his imprisonment much of his time
would be spent in serious reflecticn upon
his life, and that when he was released Le
would come out in'to the world with a de-
termination to hve a8 hfg of honesty and
endeavor to be & comfort to his parents in
their old age. If there were ctheroffences
of which he had been’guilty, and for which
others had suffered, it was his duty to
confess them now,. and it would be a sin
if he did not do so. It could do him no
i harm and would do him a great deal of
| good. He felt that he was expressing the
sentiments of the public, as well as his
own, when he stated that his family conld
in no-way be blamed. It was very evi-
dent tl@at his early training had been good.
His Honor did not wish to harass the
prisoner’s feelings by going minutely into |
that. If it had beem in his power he
thought the sentence would not bave been
as heavy as he was about to impose,—pos-

EXPIOSICN IN A MILL.

Thres Porsons Injured Ly a Sawdust
Boiler Expleding in Wetmore’s
Mill—Ono Afterwards Dies—Many
Narrow Escapes.

[From the St. John Telegraph of 12th inast.]
Wetmore’s mill, just below the Falls,
on the Carletoun side of the harbor, was,
yesterday, the scene of several accidents.
The mill itself sustained such serious dam-
age as will probably cause - operations to
be suspended for three or fonr weeks;
Some of the employees having finished
their noon-day meal, were in swimming
while others were pfeparing for the after-
noon’s work. Joseph Harned, Fred Lord
and George Stackhouse were sitting on a
bench in the corner of the building next
the sawdust room, when a deafening noise
was heard, followed Uy the crackling of
timbers and the escape of steam. The
roof of the sawdust. rocm- rose, - knocked
off the mill roof covering it, and . both
.were lifted .20 feet in the air. At the
same time thu side of the mill was knock-
‘ed’in and the covering of the shed over
the edging furnace ascended into the air
a distatlée of 40 feet. ‘Bricks, ashes and

' stcam camt'out all'over the mill plenti-

fully and’ hothing conld Dbe seen for -two
‘or three minutes.” " When the air had suf-
ficiently tlearéd 'here was mich’ éxcite:

The side of the shed liad ‘been carried
into the pond, full fifty yards, and pieces
of boards even'a greater distance. : One of
the sawdust boilers had been - driven back
into the engine room where it brought up
against the hot water well between the
two engines, breaking :in one end. The
engine bed was cracked and the pipes
broken, as wcll as the cylinder bowls.
The head of this boiler went out of the
mill and was found under a portion of the
roof, just outside. Another sawdust
boiler was knocked out of place and the
furnace between the two destroyed.

The mjured were three in number.
Joseph Harned was sitting mearer the
s2ene of explosion than those alongside of
him, and the concussion knock*d him
£rom his seat down below into the saw-
dust room. Here he was first discoverel
by a lad named Larry O’Neil, who was
in a house outside. Harned had fallen
six feet and had a lot of bricks upon him
while the escaping steam close to him |
soon told upon his flesh, a great deal of
which was peeled off. The ashes seem to
have been driven inte his face which was
very black from the cause.

Stackhouse, a boy of twelve, was car-
ried down to the pond and putin the-
water,’ Which*had the -effect of easiig his}

it

Lord had fallen where he sgt, but was
considerably secalded by steam. The
three were placed in a beat and rowed

‘down to Carleton to their homes. Dr. S.

Z. Earle, of the city. and Drs. White and
Peters werecalled onto zattend the cuf-
ferers. .

Last evening, at 10 o'clock, Harned
died from %is wounds. He had been con-
scigus, sinea roceiving his injusics, but -was. |

ible to pain. Besides ascalp wound
his face, right and left arm and hands.
right and left sides and hips were scalded.

The engincer, Hugh Dever, was oiling
up the engines, when the boiler entered
the room and was stopped on its journey.
The plauking upon which he wasstanding
was ripped up, and his escape was a nar-
row cne, as a picee of the boiler just mis-
sed ltis head.

Wiiliam Lor1 was in the sawe room by
the side«of one engine, when he heard the
noise and ran out a side door beneath the
mill, just as the boiler entered.

A few minutes before the accident,
Peter Carey, the fireman, went to the spot
where Harned was sitting and told him to
get up, but no attention was paid to this.
Carey had got to the door of a boiler and
opened it when he was almost blinded by
a rush of hot ashes in. Lis face, which
knocked him down. He ran off and fell
down twice before getting to a placo of
safety. 5

Charles Ring was near the fireman, and
he got out of the way just in time.

Mr. Stephen P. Wetmore passed down
and out of the mill to the pond just as the
explosion occurred, and in fact, some of
| the flying splinters fell near him.

The bricks and ashes that were thrown
into the main Luilding fortuuately struck
no one, but alighted dangerously near the
many employes.

Wmn. Dunphy was passing edgings into
the furnace vsed for that purpose, having
taken a boy’s place, and he fell beneath
the roof though he escaped unliurt.

Had the explosion been delayed five
minutes there isno telling kow many
would have been killed, for that would
have been inevitable from the position of
things.

The explosion is attributed to the giving
way of a part of one of the sawdust boil-
ers. There was not the ordinary amount
of stcam up by 4 Ibs as is generally on to
work the mill, and it could not have hap-
pened from that:

Mcn will begin to-day clearing away
the debris. A new roof will have to be
placed on the whole premises, and with
the necessary repairs to be placed on en-
gines, furnaces and boileis, "three or four
weeks must elapse Lefore operations can
be resumed.

The Coroner’s Jury in the case of young
Harned returned the following sensible
verdict: —

We, the jury, appointed to enquire into
the cause of the death of Joscph Fleweki-
ing Harned, find that he came to his death
in consequence of the explosicn of asaw-
dust boiler in West Head mill, (so called),
on the 11th inst.; the cause of said explo-
sion cannot positively be determined. The
jury feel satistied that a law should be
enacted requiring an inspection of all steam
boilers used for manufacturing or any other
purposes, and thatengineers should be pro-
perly examiuned and qualiSed by law be-
fore takiny ckarge of the same.

The Tour of the World in
Eighty Days.

Cuarrer XXXII.—IN waicH PHILEAS
Fouc EXGAGES IN A DIRECTSTRUGGLE
witH ILL Luck.

The China, in leaving, seemed to have
carcied away with her Phileas Fogg's
last hope.

In fact, none of the other steamers in
the direct service between America and
Europe, neither the French Transatlan-
tic steamers, nor the ships of the White
Star lime, nor those of the Inman Com-
pany, ner those of the Hamburg line,
nor any others, could serve the gentle-
man’s projects.

The Pereire, of the French Atlantic
Company, would not start until the 14th
of December. And, besides, like those
of the Hamburg Company, she would
net go directly to Liverpool or London,
but to Havre, and this additienal trip
from Havre to Southaxipton, delaying
Phileas Fogg, would have rendered his
last efforts of no avail.

The gentleman posted himself
throughly about all this by consulting
his Bradshaw, which gave him, day by
day, the mov ts of the transc i
v 8.

Passepartout was annihilated. [t
killed him to miss the stcamer by thiity-
five minutes.. It was his fault, he who,
instead of aiding his ;master, had not

to scatter obstacles in his way !
And when he reviewed in his mind all
the incidents of the journey ; when he
calculated the sums spent, which were |
a pure loss, and for his own interest;
when he thought that his enormous bet,
added fo the heavy expenses of this
now useless journey, would complétely
rein Mr. Fogg, he overwhelmoed him-
self with opprobrium.

Mr. Fogg did not reproach hink at
all, and leaving the pier of the ocean
steamers, he said only these words :

£* We willconsultto-morrow. Come.”

Mr. Fogg, Mrs. Aouda, Fix, and
Passcpartout crossed ‘the Hudson from
Jersey City in the ferry boat, and got
into a carriage, which took them to the
St. Nicholas hotel, on Broadway.
Rooms were put at their disposal, -and
the night passed,—=a very short one for
Phileas Fogg, who slept soundly, but
very long for Mrs. Aouda and her com-
panions, whose agitation did not allow
them to rest.

The next day was the 12th of Decem-
ber. From the 12th, at seven in the
morning, to the 21st, at eight forty-five
in the evening, there remained nine
days, thirteen hours, and forty-five
minutes. If, then, Phileas Fogg had
Ieft the night before in the China, one
of the best eailers of the Gunard line,
he would have arrived at Liverpool, and
then in London, in the desired time!'

Phileas Fogg left the hotel alone,
Thaving recommendcd his servant to wait
for him, and to notify Mrs. Aouda to
hol1 herself in readiness at any moment.

Mr. Fogg repaired to the banks of¢he
Hudson, and among the ships ‘moored
to the wharf, or anchored in the stream,
he sought with care those which were
about to leave. Several vessels had
their signals for departure up and were

preparing to put to sea at the morning
high tide, for in this immense and ad-
mirable port, there is not a day when a
hundred vessels do not set sail for every
quarter of the glube; but the most of
them were sailing vessels, and they
would not suit Phileas Fosg.

This gentleman was ing to fail
in his last attempt, when he perceived
moored in front of the Battery, ata
<able’s’length at most, a merchant-man
with screw, of fine outlines, whose
smokestack, emitting clouds of smoke
ingl’icated that she was preparing to
sail.
