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IN STRAWBERRY TIME.

Strawberry Charlotte. — Line in-
{dividual glasses with strips of
| SPonge cake. Soak until soft one-
{fourth box of gelatine, in as little
|water as possible. Add one-half
;pint of fresh strawberry juice and
|sweeten to taste. Heat in a double
| boiler, not tin, until gelatine is dis-
| solved. When cold and beginning to
{jell, stir in one-half pint stiff whip-
|ped cream. Stir on ice until thick,
and fill glasses. 'This will serve
about six people. Measure cream
before whipping.

Strawberry Salad. — Cream one-
half a neufchatel cheese with  the |
blade of a silver fork; add a table-|
spoonful of thick cream, a salt-|
spoonful of salt, a teaspoonful of
sugar, a teaspoonful of lemon juice,
and half a cup of fresh strawberry |
juice; arrange the crisp inner leaves |
of lettuce on a platter in nests, and |
pour over the cream; if liked, a salt- |
spoonful of mustard may be work-

ed into the cream. Be sure it is|
beaten until perfectly smooth.
| Strawberry Sherbet. — One quart |
| of berries, mashed; sprinkle ovcr"

Strawberry Jelly.—1 quart straw-|

cold water, one pint boiling water;
mash the berries and strain through
‘)a coarse muslin; mix sugar and lem-
{on juice with the soaked gelatine;
i pour over the boiling water; stir un-
| til clear; then strain through a flan-
{nel bag; add the sirawberry juice;
strain again without squeezing the
| bag; wet a mould with a cylinder in
{the center; pour in the jelly and set
on ice to form. When serving fill
the center with sweetened whipped
cream.
| Canned Strawherries. — Do only a
ifew berries at a time; hull, wash
{and  discard all under or overripe
| berries; weigh your fruit, and to ev-
lery pound add a quarter of a pound
|of white sugar; fill pint jars with
i!ruit and sugar, and place in a ves-
|sel of cold water; put over the fire
|and let it come to the boiling point; |
ias the juice is exhausted and the
| fruit settles, fill with berries in oth-
er jars, until part of the jars are
full to the brim; do not stir or
mash, but pour one jar into anoth-
er carefully; seal Dbefore removing
from the fire; take the kettle off, and
when the water has cooled remove !
sealed jars of fruit. If jars are per- |
fectly scaled the fruit will keep per- |
fectly. |

Strawberry Preserves. Allow |
| three-quarters of a pound of sugar
to every pound of strawberries; put
them in a kettle in layers of fruit
and sugar and set the kettle on the
back of the stove until a syrup is
| formed. Now allow it to come to
ia boil, stirring occasionally from
the bottom of the kettle. Spread |
thinly on platters and set in the sun
to dry.

Strawberry Jam. — Allow three- |
quarters of a pound of sugar to
| each pound of strawberries; put Lhel
berries and sugar together in the:
{ preserving kettle and mash fine; boil
for twenty minutes, stirring to keep
from burning and to make the jam
of a smooth consistency; pour into |
jelly tumblers and seal like jelly |
when it is cold.

Fruit Punch. — Crush one cup of |
ripe strawberries and mix with one-
half cup of water; powdered sugar
is better than granulated. Add half
a pint of cold water and let it |
strain through a fine wire strainer
until clear; add the strained juice of |
one lemon and one and one-half
pints of cold water; mix and set in |
the refrigerator until needed.

EMERGENCY SUPPLIES.

In every household there should |
be kept on hand suprplies and appli-

SOME TITLED CRIMIFALS

CAN NO LONGER COMMIT
CRIMES WITH IMPUNITY.

Princes and Princesses

Punished
for Their Murders and

i Robberies.
| Whatever a man’'s rank, he cannot
| escape the penalities of the law if
he breaks it. Abroad, though a
man of title can no longer commit
{crime with impunity, yet punish-
| ment is too often :shockingly in-
! adequate. The case of Prince Pros-
Iper von Arenberg is an example of
 how far favoritism of this kind can
| go.
{ The prince was in command of
“Germun southwest African distiict,
and had as his confidentidl servant
| a halibreed named Keen. The man
chanced to arouse the prince's dis-
]_pleasure, so his master made him
| drunk on brandy, tand then, manacl-
| ing him, drew him up by a cord to
the ceiling and practiced upon him
tortures too dreadful to mention.

At last Le cut the moaning victim
| down, and, turning him out of the
ihouse, ordered the sentry to shoot
him. The sentry fired in the air,
gnnd then, when the prince iepeated
| the order, shot at Keen and wound-
;ed him in the leg. The titled tor-
;turor, mad with fury, pulled out a
revolver and shot Keen through the
{head. As the man still showed
| rigns of li‘e, he seized a ramrod and
forced it through the last wourd
{into the man’s brain. The prince
was tried by court martial and sen-
tenced to three and a half years’ de-
tention in a fortress! Detention in
Ia fortress is a sort of first-class im-
{ prisonment, and is actually welcomn-
ed by many officers as a relief from
the severity of their duties. Prince
| von Arenberg is a member of one of
| the greatest families in Germany,
i one of which the members are en-
titled to marry into the reigning
| family,

! ROBBED BY A PRINCE,

{ In the winter of last year a most
| daring  robbery took place in the
open street at
daylight. The cashier of the
pian Black Sea Naphtha company
Was carrying the sum of $7,000
from his oflice to a bank, accom-
panied by an armed guard. Sudden-
| ly a man rushed out from a side
street, stabbed the guard, seized the
bag of money from the cashier, and
ran off with it. Two policemen
gave chase; the man turned and
shot them both and got clean
away.

This daring and
was Prince Alexander Lordkipinadse,
the author of a series of crimes ex-
celling those perpetrated by even the
worst of the old time western Am-
crican desperadoes. He was at the
head of a widespread organization of
bandits, whose headquarters were in
the Caucus mountains, and whose
depredations extended to Batoum,
Tiflis, and Baku. A few months ago
{the head of the band was caught,
and, with his two lieutenants,
Prince Valerian
| Lulukidse, put on trial. The -case
| lasted a fortnight and there were
proved against themm no fewer than
1100 murders, besides numerous cases
i arson and almost innum-
erable robberies. All three met
la richly deserved fate on the gal-
| lows.

I SET HER CASTLE ON FIRE,

| Berlin recently enjoyed a sensation
|in high life. Countess von Schlie-
ben was arrested on a charge of set-
| ting fire to her summer residence in
| Steglitz, one of the suburbs of the
{German capital. Bail was refused
|and the lady immured in prison. The
|life story of this woman is distinct-
ly interesting. Twenty years ago
she was plain Mary Hertog, a flow-
jer seller in one of the principal
| streets of Berlin. Her business did
iso well that she made a fortune and
| blossomed out as a patroness of
icharities and editress of a woman’s
periodical. Then she married Count
i von Schlieben, a man considerably
younger than hersell, and the pair
went to live at Steglitz in the villa
which has now been burnt down.
|This house, which the countess built
with her own money, is the one she
(is accused of burning.

| Austria has her titled criminals, In
| April, 1900, a landed proprietor,
{Count  Kerschendorff, was arrested
!for complicity in an extensive series
of forgeries in Transylvania. With
him were implicated an ex-district
prefect, two lawyers, several priests,
{and other persons of good stand-
|ing. The notes, which were most
lcleverely forged, were issued to a
ivalue of over $50,000 before the
{ fraud was discovered. Another Aus-
| trian nobleman who has recently got
{into trouble is Count Hans Arz, who
| has been deprived of his rank and
sentenced to two months’ imprison-
‘ment with hard labor for committing
itheits in a dentist’'s waiting room
iat Vienna.

| The case which has created most
ipopular interest of any in which
‘titled criminals have been concerned
is that of the Princess Radziwill.

The case arose out of the action
brought by a third party against
the late Cecil Rhodes and the Prin-
cess Catherine Radziwill to obtain
sentence  in connection with certair
promissory notes drawn by the prin-
cess  and purporting to be indorsed
by Mr. Rhodes. Mr. Rhodes denied
that the signatures were his, and in
the result the princess was found
guilty of forgery and sentenced to a
iterm of imprisonment.

Chatham Pulp Mill Affairs.

The case of the Bank of Mountraal for
itself and other bondholders of the Mari-
time Sulphite Fibre Company, Ltd., vs.
the Muritime Sulphite Fibre Cumjany,
Ltd., the Royal Trunat Compauy and Hugh(
Robertson, which was to have been tridd
by His Honor Judge Barker, has been
settled. The c'aim of Lieut-Governor
Snowball against the company has been
referred to arbitration and Judge Barker
has been scloctsd as arbitrator. It is
understood that H, H. McLsen, K. C.,
and A. H. Hanington, K. C., the first
representing the Bank of Montreal and
the latter the liquidators of the company —
Hon. Mr. Tweedie and A. H. Haningron
—have entered into an agreemeat in
regard to to the su.t and it will be settled
out of court.—Telsgraph of Monday.

The foregoing hardly conveys a
correct idea of the situation. Nothing
definite has been decided in the matter.
There was a proposition for a settle-
ment on the terms outlined by the
Telegraph, but no one present had any
aathority to deal finally with the
matter in dispute. Leading Counsel
on both sides thought the proposed
arrangement a fair one, but it bad to be
submitted to the Bank of Montreal
anthorities in Montreal, who
practically, the Royal Trust Company.
If it should be sanctioned by the Bank,
the real estate will go to the Bank and
the personal property to the liquidators.
The lumbermen whose logs were in the
Pulp Company’s possession at the time
of the failure will probably realise
abuut forty or fitty cents on the dollar
for their claims and, in that case, the
lenses of the lumber lauds which the
Surveyor General refused to transfer
to the Trust Company, pending a settle-
ment with the lumbermen, will pass
into the Bank’s or Trust Cowmpany’s
hands.

It is not probable that creditors who
are unsecured will be benefitted to any
extent should the proposed settlement
be approved by the Bank. If it should
not be approved the whole matter—
including the Snowball claim —will
stand just where it was last week before
the settlement was proposed. It is
understood that the official Receiver,
Mr. W. C. Winslow, is very strongly
opposed to the settlement being ratitied
by the Bunk.

Labor in Canada.

The London correspondent of the
Toronto Empire writing from London
on the 9th inst., has the following :

“The Datly News has today done a
good service to Canada by publishing a
long interview with Mr. Preston,
emigration cemmissioner, on the subject
of labor in Canada, A telegram receiv-
ed yesterday from Manitoba said,
“Hands coming here in too great
numbers. Many are penpiless. They
will have a bad time.” Mr. Preston,
upon this, was asked was there any
truth in the assertion that the labor
market is congested. Mr. Preston
promptly replied none whatever. He
described the threatened labor trouble
in Canada as the work of the American
labor agitators, striving not for labor
but for party political interests, Mr.
Preston emphatleally declared that farm
hands are wanted everywhere in Canada,
and that work for artizans is brisk and
wages as high as 10s. to 123, a day.
Answering the question often asked
here, why the Canadian government
did not offer assisted pussege to poor
men here, who would gladly emigrate,
Mr. Preston said there were no assisted
passages offered, but the artizan on
landing would get work at once. The
detailed information as to the bother
among labor agitators in Canada and
the wages quoted should satisfy many
of our best artizans that they might
improve their position by going West.
But the hopeful prospect offered by Mr.
Preston to those who can go is all the
more tantalizing to those who would go,
but can not raise the money. Surely,
when it is worth while for the govern-
ment to do so much to get people into
Canada, it would be worth while to
agitate for co-operation with the
imperial government, and move it to do
1ts share in helping Britons iu congest-
ed districts to more spacious and
prosperous parts of the Ewpire.”

This is only one of the many indica.
tions that Canada is being noticed by
our esteemed friends across the line,
We see quite a lot in some of the U. 8.
papers about ‘““Annexuation” and that a
Caunadian is & “man without a country”
and like bosh, but we appear to be large
and influential enough to induce news-
papers, politicians and speculators to
send false and misleading information to
any part of the world where they think
we may be injured.

LEADING LONDON DAILY SPEAKS OUT.

Tue London Daily Te!egraph publishes
a two column article on trade of the em-
pire, in which it is held that Canada gains
nothing by giving Great Br.tain a prefer-
ence and coull se tle with Gernany at
once by abandoning the mother country
from a commercial point of view. ‘The
cause at hazard,’ it says, ‘1s ours aloune, in
the Cansdian cockpit, and as Mr. Cham-
betlain has warned us the whole future
on which imperial federation may depend
is even now at stake.” Harold Cox,
secretary of the Cobden Club (s literary
organisation of high standing) writes a
letter to the Times in which he says
without fear of contradiction that the net
effect of the so-called British preferential
warift has been in favor of American rather
than British tradeand he quotes figuies
freely to sustain his coctention. The
Saturday Review warns Mr. Chambeilsin
against making too large demands upon
the imperial Joyalty of the average Briton
in canying out hws idesa of a great
zollverein. Tae Spectitor says Chambor-
Inin’s idea is a giga tic paradox which,
after iuflamiog the minds of half the
people of the empire and raising fa'se
hopes from the tropics to the poles will
burst and collapse like an ill-fiiled balloon.
The Investors’ Review (a well kuown
tinancial journal) ssys Canadian legisla
tors will require more palm oil no» than
at any period during the pasc thirty years
from thoso who seek to obtain any cou-
cessions from Canada.”

Admiral Dowey Recommends & Coal-
ing Station at Dutch Harbor.

Washington,May 26.— Admiral Dewesy,
as president of the General Board, made a
report to Secretary Moody, of the United
Stat 8 navy recommending the immediate
establishm« nt of a coaling station at Dutch
Haibor, Al ska, atd the ercctiou thare of
a coal depot with an initial capacity ot
9,000 tons. The estimated cost ot the
work is about $51,000. The Piesident
has approved of the pln for the prelimin-
ary step in the work taken already.
Rear-Admiral Bradford, in reecommendicg
this new coaling station siid attention is
also invited to one of the great political
questions of the day; the settlement «f
the boundary between the tenitory of
Alaska and the Dominion of Canaila.
There is abundanc evidence going to
show that the spirit of Canada on this
matter may be considered as threatening.
Between Alaska and the Continental
limits of the U.ited States is lucated the
Dominion of Canada; a fuieign country.
The territory separating Alaska has goed
harbors snd ample inter-water and this
fact aline constitutes a great universal
advantage to a possible opponent.

Fatal Sport.

The fGirst stage in ths Paris-Madrid
automobile race from Versailles to Bor-
deaux, 343 wiles, finished at noon on
Sunday last, when Louis Renault dashed
at a furious pace into Bordeaux, having
made a record run of eight hours and
twenty-seven minutes. An hour later
M. Gabriel arrived with a still better
record of eight homs and seven minntes.
It is et m.ted from tho times made . that
these antomobiles covered 62 miles an
hour on the road outside the cities.
The victuries, however, were clouded
by a series of accidents. Two cars were
wrecked, aud Marcel Renanlt, the winner
of the Puris-Vienna race last year,
Lorraine Barrows, a very well knowan
automobili:t, sud Renault’s chauffer were
seriously if mnot fatally injured, while
Barrows’ chaffeur was killed. A serious
accident occuried near Angounlems, in
which the two occupants of an automobile,
the owner of which is not yet known,
were seriously injured and two spectators
were killed. Near Bonneval the machine
driven by M. Porter was overturned at a
railrcad crossing and took fire. The
chauffeur was caught underneath the auto-
mobile aud burned to death, while two
soldiers and a child were killed. A

This simple
little device has been tested time and
again to my sstisfactior and comfort.

A cawp pitched in the
thickest spruce or other evergreen avail-
able 1s fifty p. ¢. warmer, snd in wet
weather is drier, than if locuted in the
open.

The Spraying of Orchards.

THE POWER SPRAYER DOES RAPID AND
THOROUGH WORK IN DEMONSTRATIONS
CONDUCTED BY THE DOMINION
FRUIT DIVISION,

The Fruit Division of the Domigion
Departmont of Agriculture is just now
giving a series of orchard demonstrations
in Ontario and Quebec to illustrute the
gre:t advantages which follow the use of
the power sprayer. During the past
week work has been carried on in the
vicinity of Wood tock and Ingersoll, Ont.
by Messrs. P. J. Carey, Dominion Fruit
[nspector, and J. C. Har.is, West Oxford,
both praatical farmers who have made a
success of fruit growing and who give
careful atten ion to all the detuils of their
spraying operations. Tue chief object is
to show that & duzen or more farmers
may profitably combiue to purchsse a
power sprayer, place it in charge of some |
such man as usually does threshing, who
can easily make himself thoroughly econ-
versant with the best methods of spraying,
and engage him to make regular visits to
their oichards. At each farmthe expe:t
sprayer will only require the ussistance of
a teamster, and thus the regular work of
the farm need not be interrupted. Under
present methods every farmer in the
fruit districts requires a spraying outfit of
his own, and the spraying, if done at all,
18 done 1n a careless, half-hearted way by
men who do not know just when or how
the work should be performed. Farmers
are very busy at the season when spraying
should be done, consequently it ‘is often
neglected entirely, or postponed until tuo
late tu be effectiva.

Farme:s have reason to feel indsbted to
Mr. W. A, MacKinnan, Chief of the
Froit Division, for bringing to their atten-
tion the ierits of the power sprayer, If
the old methods of spraying were valu-
able, and it is gene:ally admitted that
they were, this new plan mu:t prove
infinitely better. 1t is thorough and
rapid, and is accomplished with little or ,
ne exertion or incouvenience. The
pressure is supplied by a small gasoline
engive on the wagon and the spraying
done while the horses are driven upand
down between the rows of trees. The |
liquid is forced fiom a tank on the wagon
through two lines of small rubber hose.
By the use of bambuo ro.ls with & cluster
of six small nozz'es at the end it is
possible t) reach the topmost pirts of the
trees, and the spray, which is a8 fine s a
cloud of vapor falls lightly upon the trees
and adhere much better than if applied !
in & coarse spray as is so-netimes done.
The preasure of 80 to 100 pounds to the
inch ensures asp-ay so fine that it pene-
trates to all parts of the trees. This is
one of of the chief advantages of the new
sprayer. The difficulty has been to reach
the tops of trees without a waste of the
preparation used, which has been the |
invariable result when a heavy stream
was turned on. Again the appliances
used by most farmers have only one
nozzle, while this, as hus been stated, has |
8ix on each line of hose, and the force is |
much greater snd the wist finer, which is
all-important.

Under favorable conditions the opera-
tors of this machine could probably spray .
from 600 to 800 trees per day. Forty |
trees some of them difficult to get at, were |
sprayed in about twenty-five minutes ;
after making several moves a day, some
of them long ones, the operators have
been averaging between 400 and 500 trees |
a day. The trees sprayed will be given a :
regular course—our sprayings at least.

It is boped by the Department of .
Agrizoltore that these tests will bring |
about the general adoption of the power |
tprayer. A similar spraying apparatus is |
being used by private owners in the
Niagara district and is ssid to give |
excellent resulte,

The efficiency of the machine will short-
ly be increased, as it is the 1utention to |
use either nine or twelve nozzles instead

A special correspondent of the St. John
Daily Sun reports that the steamer Coban,
from Newfoundland, srrived om Saturday,
24th inst., at Quebeo in a damaged condition
owing to un explosivn which oceurred on the
steamer last Thureday afterncon sbout three
o’clock. The explosion, which is thought to
bave been cansed by coal gas, destroyed the
saloop, ladies’ cabjn, companion way and
hand steering wheel. A portion of the
furniture was blown to pieces. A waiter
pimed McGrath was ivstantly killed snd
two steerage passengers were reported miss-
ing. The stesmer cruised around the scene of
the accident for a couple of hoars, but could
tind no trace of the missing people.

The Pope, it is undcrstood, has com-
municated a desire that the principle of
rights of Catholics to separate education
be maintsined.

In the House of Commons, Hcn, Mr.
Fitzpatrick gave notice of a reselution to
amend the supreme and executive court
acts, and an act respecting judges of
provincisl courts to provide that when
any judge of the supreme court of
Canads or the exchequer court or superior
court, resigns his office, His Majesty
may grant him an annuity equal to the
salary received at the time of his resigna-
tion, fer the remainder of his natural life,
provided he has attained the sge of 75
years and served a term of 20 yesrs, or
attained the age of 70 years and served
25 years, or attained the age of 65 years
and served 30 years. Any county judge
who has attained the age of 76 yeats shall
be compulsorily retired, when he has
served 25 years and shall reccive snperan-
nuatien for the rest of his life equal to his
salary, or if he has served less, he shall
receive an annuity equal to two-thirds of
his salary for the rest of his life.

Sir Frederick Carrington Speaks of
Eritaln’s Military System.

Conscription is a word repellant to the
English miod. [t has been urged in certain
high qoarters that the time has come when
England must adopt the Centinentsl system
if the country is to have a trained force upon
which it ean rely ic & time of need. Public
opinion, hewever, is evidently not ripe for
that drastic measure. Sir Frederick Car-
rington who has (sccompanied by Lady
Currington) been seeing & bit of the world
latterly, and who is now in the city, stop-
ping at the Windsor Hotel, stated to-day
that while he did not believe in consciiption,
be felt that the fighting forces of the
country must be increased. The volaunteer
movement had not quite realizad the expect-
ations which had been formed of it.

Mr, Brodrick’s army measure, if carried
out in ite extirety, wonld be a step in the
right direotion, but there should be some
means found by which every male citizen in
his youth, should be taught how to shoot,
snd the elementary detaiis of drill, Sir
Frederick, who may be remembered an the
commander of & mixed colonial force which
did good work in Rhodesia during the
South African war, praised the idea of cadet
corps. To begin st the beginning of the
young life,jio regard to service for the State,
was the proper thing. The boy should be
taught at school how to shoot; also some
elements of drill, That knowledge should
be improved upon as the commercisl or
professional life was entered upom. Not
that there need necessarily be any set
portion of the time given ; not that the life
of work to which the youth would be called
should be weriously invaded by military
daty ; but all able-bodied mec in the coun-
try should, by a way which must be found,
be sufficiently drilled as to be able to pre-
sent & front to aoy possible enemy io
defence of their country. He would pot
oall it conscription ; bat he believed it to be

the remount department. Colonel B
reccived hie fi. st military aducation at the
Royal Military College, Kiugsten, and
afterwards pot in & term at Sandhurst. He
served as a volanteer daring the Femian raid
of 1866, joined the 2l1st Hussars in 1869,
snd was exchaoged to the 12th Royal
Lancers in 1976.

He was a cepious
contiibutor to the press. All his works
were transiated by his wife.

Tae colonials hud
never been under the severe discipline of the
regulsr army. To bave imposed this
discipline would have been wrong, because
they have been brought up under diffurent
conditions. The men were willing to learn ;
they obeyed readily when they understood ;
aod he took ecare that in the matter of
orders the men should kaoow juet the
circumstances sod the exigencies which
rendered such orders reasonable and neces-
sary, Another thing, the colonials were
quick to aot upon their own initiative.

As for the regulsr army, Sir Frederick
approved of the ides of enlarged initiative,
There should be a greater degree of eluc'ioity
but, oo the other hand, you must never lose
sight of discipline in the regulsr army.
Discipline was vital to the movemen's of the
troops in the fieldse. All the units which
composed the army must be trained to obey
promptly, otherwise the value of the work
which the army might do, would be fatally
impaired,

Sir Frederick has had a very plesssnt
itinerary in the east. He is charmed with
British Columbia and the Rockies. He
speaks highly of the comfort of tiavelling on
the C. P. R., and he sayes of the latter's
Pacitic steamers that they are the finest in
the world. 8ir Frederick and Lady Car.
rington will be in town for a few days,—
Witness.
