NEW YORK, Nov. 7,—A despatch to 
the Herald from Wonson, Korea, via 
Che Foo, Nov. 6. says that 15,000 Rus­
sia^ troops are south of Tumen river 
with 32 guns. Of this number, 6.000 of 
the main body are quartered at Kyung- 
sung, 2,000 along the coast in town gar­
risons and 4,000 cavalry are throwing 
out westward In small bodies, menac­
ing the Japanese lines of communica­
tions and railway construction bet­
ween Pin Yang and Wlju by frequent 
cross country raids. The remainder 
of 3.000 are In small scouting detach­
ments to the south. The Russian ca­
valry by long detours frequently ap­
pears In the rear of the Japanese out­
posts within a mile of the gates oil 
Hamheung, Immediately disappearing 
upon the Japanese Infantry making a 
sortie from the town The Russians 
occupied Hamwan Pass, a small force 
of Japanese retiring to Kaksan Yung 
upon the approach of the Russians. 
The Japanese are provisioning Hamhe­
ung, where 2,000 troops are now quar­
tered. Thousands of tons of army 
stores are being transported from Hah- 
ho to Hamheung, a distance of 13 miles 
over an excellent road. The line of 
transportation is liable to Interruption 
by raids of Cossacks, who a few days 
ago cut the telephone near Sahho betr- 
ween Wonson and Hamheung.

This year there are 476 of these elec­
tors divided among the various states, 
according to the number of senators 
and congressmen from that state. For 
instance. New York, having 2 senators 
and 37 congressmen, has the privilege 
of choosing 39 presidential electors. 
The Republican and Democratic tic­
kets each contain the names of 89 
men pledged, if elected, to cast their 
votes to Mr. Roosevelt or Mr. Parker 
respectively. If the Republican ticket 
should be successful in that state 39 
New York Republican electors will 
meet on the second Monday in Janu­
ary and cast their ballots for Mr. 
Roosevelt for president and Mr. Fair­
banks for vice-president. , The certi­
ficate showing the result of their vot­
ing will be sent to Washington, where, 
on the second Wednesday of next Feb­
ruary, the president of the Senate with 
the two chambers of congress in ses­
sion will open it, together with the cer­
tificates from "the forty-four other 
states, will count the votes and will 
formally declare the persons having 
the greatest number, if such number 
be a majority of the whole number of 
electors, president and vice-president 
of the United States. This year the 
successful candidate must have at 
least 239 votes.

He had some money saved, and with 
this he bought several suits of civilian 
clothes He has walked thousands of 
miles; he has slept out at night; he has 
stolen rides on the trains; but at last 
he arrived at Antwerp, where he took 
steamer for Canada. He has some dis­
tant relatives in Alberta region, and 
to these toe is going.

Speaking of the feeling in Russia in 
regard to the war, Mr. Nikoloff said 
that there was not an atom of desire 
for it; that ttoe people were so kept 
down that they did not care what 
happend; that they were hoping for 
and expecting, any sort of political cat­
aclysm which would offer them the 
hope of betterment.

"Of course, nobody dare speak out in 
Russia. If the whole people could act 
together we would have a constitution 
tomorrow, 
people are dumb. If they made protest 
in any way, they would be crushed by 
the Cossacks, who would be sent to 
ride them down in case they made a 
stir in any district.

“Nobody wants the war, and yet 
there is no public opinion either for or 
against It. The Russian people know 
that their sons are being slain by the 
thousand for a cause in which they 
have no interest. There are daring 
spirits which are hoping and planning 
for something new and better—daring 
spirits among Poles, among the Fin­
nish people, among the Jews and the 
Stundtsts—all of whom are persecuted 
with the utmost ruthlessness.”

NEWARK, N. J., Nov. 3.—Fresh 
from an ocean race of more than 800 
miles, from Hillsboro, New Brunswick, 
to this city, with the threé-masted 
British sch. HArthey W., of Parrsboro, 
Nova Scotia, an opponent of no uncer­
tain merit, the Yankee three-master 
Annie Bliss,' hailing from New York, 
arrived at the pier of the Newark Lime 
and Cement CO. at the foot of Bridge 
street yesterday afternoon. She was a 
winner In the informal contest by about 
five hours. The victory was profitable 
to the American vessel, because she 
managed by reaching here first, to ob­
tain a berth and the assurance Of a 
quick discharge. Thé Hartney W., half 
a day astern of the victor, was obliged 
to anchor in Newark Bay, off the Bay­
onne shore, from which point the great­
er part of her cargo will be lightered 
to this city.

By the time this task is accomplish­
ed the Bliss will probably have dis­
posed Of the 600 tons of rock plaster 
that she carries and will be ready for 
sea again, beating her antagonist by 
from two to three days.

The voyage of the Annie Bliss was 
eventful from the fact that she en­
countered heavy xveatlier during much 
of her run, twice driven into shelter­
ing harbors for refuge, sustained some 
damage to her rigging and sails, learn­
ed what it is to buffet an eighty-mlie- 
an-hour gale, and picked up a Glouces­
ter fishing dory that had either been 
torn adrift from a vessel or Had con­
tributed to some unexpected sea tra­
gedy.

This little craft, which is paliited 
buff and bears the number “5" on eith­
er bow, contained a single oar and a 
man’s hat when found in Block Island 
Bay last Friday. It was lashed fast 
to the schooner’s afterdeck when she 
came up the river yesterday. Beyond 
the number that the dory carried there 
is nothing about her that might lead 
to the Identification of the vessel from 
which it came. It was reported from 
an arriving fisherman at Gloucester a 
week ago that one of two dories, each 
containing from three to five men, had 
become separated from the fishing 
fleet from that place, and so far as is 
known they have not since been heard 
from. Whether the Bliss’s find is one 
of these has yet to be determined. If 
It Is one of the missing boats the <ate 
-of her occupants will remain a mys­
tery, perhaps, until some sailing ves­
sel that may have picked them up 
reaches her destination.

The Annie Bliss, under command of 
Captain Huntley, sailed from Hills­
boro for Newark on the morning of Oc­
tober 18, carrying a crew of seven men, 
including Mate James Nickerson. It 
was then known that the Hartney W. 
was ready for sea and that she would 
endeavor to make Newark first in order 
to avoid the delay that would neces­
sarily be the lot of the second arrival. 
Captain Huntley was starting on his 
first round trip in the Bliss, having 
succeeded Captor., Day, her former 
commander, who was obliged to stay 
ashore because of illness, and he de­
termined to make a record.

m PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 6.— Accord­
ing to the crew of the Philadelphia & 
New York express train on the Penn­
sylvania railroad, which left Washing­
ton at 6.10 tonight, two unsuccessful 
attempts were made to hold up the 
train at Havre de Grace and Perry- 
vtlle, in Maryland, by two men, one of 
whom was a negro. The men escaped. 
It 1s believed the men boarded the 
train at Baltimore. Just as the train 
approached the long bridge at Havre 
de Grace, the express messenger, Her­
bert Carter, saw a white man prying 
at the front door of the express car 
with an iron bar and a moment later 
the man thrust a revolver through the 
crevice which the bar had made. He 
ordered the messenger to let him In, 
but the messenger replied by firing his 
revolver and pulled the signal cord for 
the engineer to stop.

When the train came to a standstill. 
Conductor Sibley ran forward to the 
engine and there found a colored man 
standing on the coal in the tender with 
a revolver in his hand, 
dered to come down, 
fused, but after a short argument he 
left the tender. Going back to the ex­
press car, Sibley was told by the mes­
senger what had happened, but the 
white man had disappeared.

The train resumed its Journey, and 
when it reached Perryville, on the far­
ther side of the bridge, the two men 
again appeared, one on the tender and 
the other on thto front platform of the 
express car, which was Immediately 
behind the tender. The train was 
again promptly stopped, but before the 
two men would be captured they dis­
appeared in the darkness.

It is stated that theBefore night of the same day that 
the Bliss left Hillsboro, the Hartney 
W. weighed anchor and trailed her 
down the Ggpadian coast, a matter of 
a few hours elapsing between their 
respective departures. Captain War- 
son of the latter vessel was determin­
ed to make Newark first, and he took 
advantage ot every gust of wind, blow 
high or blow low. In the darkness of 
the first night out the vessels lost 
sight of each other, and neither cap­
tain hel,ixl anything more of the other 
until they reached Newark Bay yes­
terday morning.

The Bliss on her run held close to 
the Maine shore, and there fell in 
with a gale from the southwest that 
tore down upon her at the rate of 
eighty miles an hour, according to the 
computation of Captain Huntley and 
Nickerson, the mate. Under close 
reefed caftvas she scudded for several 
hours, intending to weather the blow 
ln the open, but when she parted her 
jib sheets and was threatened with 
other troubles, it was decided to make 
shelter and she was driven into Booth- 
bay Harbor, Me. The schooner delayed 
here only a short time, and as soon as 
the weather moderated somewhat and 
new canvas was bent in place of that 
destroyed, she again put to sea and 
undertook to make up for the time 
lost. On the afternoon of last Tues­
day, while floundering over Nantucket 
Shoals in the height of another heavy 
wind storm from the southwest, she 
carried away or had split into useless 
ribbons several sails, and made for 
Vineyard Haven, Mass. There she 
took another deep breath and again 
started out on the following day. while 
the storm was still raging furiously.

Captain Huntley had by this time 
abandoned hope of beating his rival 
Into the port of Newark, but he drove 
his craft for every knot he could draw 
cut of her, and had the satisfaction, 

his arrival, to learn that the Hart­
ney W. had not been heard from. She, 
It appears, stood out to sea to avoid 
the necessity of making a harbor, and 
while she plunged along steadily did 
not make sufficient headway to out­
sail the Bliss, notwithstanding the lat­
ter’s two delays.

Mysterious Attempt Upon the Ammu­
nition Magazine.

TORONTO, Nov. 3.—The military au- 
tho.-ities at Stanley Barracks have been 
startled by the discovery of a tunnel be­
ing dug apparently aiming to lead un­
derneath the magazine in which the 
stores of ammunition, etc., are kept. On 
Thursday night last the foreman of the 
pork-packing establishment of Messrs. 
Park, Blackwell & Co. saw four men 
excavating on the lot adjoining their 
premises. The men ran on being dis­
covered. They were seen again on Fri­
day and on Monday night, five men 
were at work. Their hours were from 
midnight till Just before daylight. 
Lieut.-Col. Gravéllex, in command of 
the Ordnance Corps here, and his assist­
ant, Major Jas. F. Macdonald, were 
notified and also the police. The exca­
vation was examined where a hole was 
found, with a tunnel begun towards the 
magazine, about fifteen yards long. 
Picks, pails and other utensils were 
found. The police hid on Tuesday 
night in adjoining buildings to watch 
the arrival of the excavators and Lieut. 
Col. Gravelley and Major Macdonald 
were also watching about the premises. 
No one appeared, however, and the pol­
ice fear the men were frightened away. 
They were again on watch last night.
