BLACK FLAG ON
LAKE MICHIGAN.

Chicago Yachismen Attacked
by Pirates.

Armed With Rifies and Flying the Jolly
Roger, Crew of Pirate” Ship Made
Desperate Attack.

CHICAGO, Sept. 18—With a black
flag flying from its masthead and its
occupants armed, a sailing craft ap-
peared off the foot of 33rd street yes-
terday afternoon, and after a battle
with members of the Douglas Yacht
Club, in which the latter were forced
to appeal to the police, weighed anchor
and disappeared fn the  direction of
South Chicago.

“The pirate” ship, the police say, was
seen by scores of persons on the
shore. She dropped anchor less than a
half mile out in the lake and its sail-
ors clambered over the sides into &
skiff and were rowed to the yacht club
building.

Carrying rifles and other weapons
the invaders attacked a number of
persons who were sitting on the porch
of the building. The small boat house
party were finally routed and tele-
phoned for police aid.

As the first of the policemen appear-
ed, the “Pirates” hurried to their yawl
rowed back to their yacht and sailed
away. The police believe that the “Pi-
rates” are youthful burglars who lived
in the district south of Hyde Park and
who long have been wanted for a ser-
ies of robberies.

GREAT TRADES CONGRESS IN CHICAGO.

CHICAGO, Sept. 18.—Delegates re-
presenting the various trade, industrial
and producing interests of the country
are to hold a convention in Chicago on
October 26-27. The object of the con-
vention ig to impress on congress the
extent of the demand of the people of
all pats of the country for legislation
outlined in the president’s last annual
message to congress, as follows:

“The inter-state commerce commis-
sion should be vested with the power,
where a given rate has been challenged
and after full hearing found to be un-
reasonable, to decide, subject to judi-
cial review, what shall be a reasonable
rate to take its place, the ruling of the
commission to take effect immediately
and to obtain, unless and wuntil it is
{ ised by the court of review.”

WALKING CONTESTS REVIVED,

NEW YORK, Sept. 18.—Walking con-
tests are to be revived here by the
Amateur Athletic Union. There have
been no events of this kind for the
championship programme since 1898.
It- was said at that time they were
eliminated to make way for throwing
the discus. This substitution was
caused by the victory of Robert Gar-
rett, of Princeton, at the first revival of
the Olympic games in Greece in 1896.
It has been found according to the
local athletes that discus throwing is
no real test of strength and the expert
handling is a knack which many of
the best weight throwers have failed
to master. Next fall at the Metro-
politan international conventions, steps
probably will be taken to have the
walks inserted in all the union pro-
grammes and the discus may be
dropped.

WAR GLOUDS GATHER
OVER THE BOSPHORUS.

Turkey is Fortifying the Siralts and
Russia Has Warned Her That to
Continue Means War.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 18.—The
steady progress of work on the new
fortifications on the Bosphorus is caus-
ing friction between the Russians and
the porte. The fortifications were
hastily commenced at the time of the
mutiny on board the Russian ba:tt.le-
ship Kniaz Potemkin, Turkey seizing
upon this pretext as a means for carry-
ing out a scheme of fortifications,
which she had long desired but which
nhad already been opposed by Russia.

It is understood. that the question
was discussed at the recent audience
which the Russia ambassador had with
the sultan in the course of which he
pointed out that the further fortifica-
tion of the straits was incompatible
with friendly relations between Turkey
and Russia.

Almshouse People Should Have
Taken Him in,

—

Police Auttorities Won't Care For Him
Now and the Poor Fellow is
Praying for Death.

oo

HAD

Fotis Sioris, the unfortunate dement-
ed Greek bootblack, who was taken to
the Almshouse Saturday morning fis
again an occupant of a dingy cell in
the Central Police Station, where he is
awalting death to free him from this
troublesome world.

Saturday morning at eleven o’clock
Sioris was taken from his cell and in
charge "f Sergt. Hipwell was driven
t0 the Almshouse where he had been
sentenced to spend the period of three
months on the charge of vagrancy.
Supt. Woods of the Almshouse refused
to accept the prisoner as an inmate,
and as a result there was only one
place for the policeman to take his
charge, namely the police station. So
Sioris was brought back to the city
and is now occupying the same cell
which had been his place of abode since
August 16th.,

Gus Mentus, the Union street boot-
black, is still a faithful attendant on
his fellow countryman and told the
Star today that he did not know what
would become of his friend now that
the authorities had given up. He said
that any little brightness that scemed
to lighten the life of Sioris when he
was taken from his cell on Saturday,
has left the unfortunate fellow and
now his only request is death.

All day Sunday Sioris did not wish
to talk on any subject, even to his
faithful friend, Mentus, but this morn-
ing he had apparently awakened from
that solitude and talked incéssently.

He requested Mentus to procure' him
& knife with which he could cut him-
self up in pieces, and thus end his life.
Siorfs although under guard at the
Police station is not there now under
any order of the court and the magis-
trate claims that Jdt is up to the Alms
House authorities” to look after the
man,

In speaking about the case this
morning, acting magistrate Henderson
sald that Sioris was convicted of
vagrancy, both on his own evidence
and that of Gus Mentus.

The prisoner had no home here, kas
worked none since June, had no means
of support and could not maintain him-
self. He had resided with Mentus for
a time, but now had no place of resi-
dence and is without employment,

The prisoner was sworn and through
an interpreter swore that he had ﬁo
home, no means of support and had
not worked since July last.

Mr. Henderson said that under the
above evidence the police magistrate
sentenced Sioris to three months in
the Alms House.

The court made out the necessary
bapers and sent the prisoner there and
he should have been received. Mr
‘Woods or no other person had any au:
thority to repudiate a committment
from the court. The prisoner is now
under the care of the commissioners of
the Alms House, and they are respon-
sible for the man. The court will make
no further order about the man, and
the whole thing was done at the in-
stance and suggestion of the attorney
general of the province.

As far as the prisoner’s keep is con-
cerned it is only through sympathy
that he is given any comforts. All the
time that the prisoner has been in the
custody of the police, said Mr. Hender-
son, he has not shown symptoms of be-
ing a dangerous lunatic. Sioris could
have hanged himself anytime in his
cell if he so wished to carry out his
threats.

Continuing, the acting magistrate
said that Supt. Woods could have re-
ceived Sioris, and after being received,
had the prisoner shown any signs of
insanity, he could have then been sent
to the Provincial Asylum. The United
States authorities will not assume any
responsibility regarding Sioris. The
provincial authorities are of the same
mood, the county officials will have no-
thing to do with the man in the jail
or the asylum. Mr. Henderson says
that Sioris wishes to remain in the po-
lice station and die, and he probably
will die there if no person assumes
some responsibility in the matter.

ELECTRIC LOGOMOTIVES
AHEAD OF STEAM.

Hauled Much Greater Load Up Heavy
Grade—An Interesting Test.

OTTAWA, Sept. 17.—Tests of the re-
spective merits of electric and steam
locomotives have recently been made in
Norway, according to a report received
from Commercial Agent Sontum yes-
terday.

TEACHER SAVES CRIPPLED PUPIL

The four teachers got out the 189
children in the different departments.
One boy jumped from one of the lower
story windows, but without injury.

The flames made rapid progress and
the entire structure was in flames al-
most before the last of the children
had reached the open air, and but lit-
tle of the furnture was saved. Many

of the pupils. lost their clothing, .and

practically all of their books.

Intense excitement prevailed
throughout the Lakeport district when
it became known that the school
building was on fire, and there was a
rush of anxious parents to the scene
to look after the saving of their child-
ren if possible. The building was built
about 18 or 17 years agc\ and furnish-
ed accommodation for the first, sec-
ond, third, fourth, fifth ahd sixth
grades, with Miss C. I. Sargent of
Danbury as principal.

WIRELESS TALK 3,000 MILES

WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 17—
Reports - received by the bureau of
equipment of the navy department
state that the Fessenden Wireless Com-
pany is trying a novel experiment. It
is now erecting at Brant Rock, Mass,,
a tower which is novel in that it has
a steel mast 420 feet high, insulated at
the base, In place of the usual wooden
masts, to prevent induction.

At its head it carries two 50 foot
spars, crossed, and from these wires
suspend, which catch the vibrations of
the other waves and take the place of
wire antennae.

ST. JOHN STAR.
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FOR INTERNATIONAL PEACE.

i e

Coming so soon after one of the
cruelest wars of history has given way,
spectacularly, to peace, the Interna-
tional Peace Congress which opens to-
morrow in Lucerne, Switzerland, should
be followed with greater popular inter-
est than any of its fourteen predecess-
ors. Never was the world more ripe for
a fair consideration of the merits of
arbitration as opposed to war. The

struggle just closed, though it was con-
ducted on the most humane lines pos-

sible to modern warfare, has shocked
all thoughtful people by its horrible
slaughter and brutality. And, now that
it is over, neither of the combatants
isesatisfied with the Pesults.

Coming at this time the present con-
gress should do much to further the
work in favor of an international ar-
bifration system if it does not get lost
in’ the mazes of a rather too compre-
hensive programme,

An important feature will be the
study of the conditions of the estab-
lishment of an International Federa-
tion, with special consideration of the
problems of the guarantee of the au-
tonomy of the nations forming the fed-
eration, the harmonious adjustment and
management. of their common inter-
ests, measures for the promotion of
unity, methods of international legal
procedure, and the spread of ideas of
natural law and morals in the promo-
tion of peace. ;

The special report and conclusions of
the commission appointed to study the
problem of a reconciliation bety cen
France and Germany will form an in-
teresting subject of discussion. An-
other part of the deliberations will be
devoted to the study of the economic
causes of war.

Other important features of the pro-
gramme are: 'The alliance of States for

the promotion of pacific ends; the civil
sanctions of international arbitration
decisions; the neutralization of land
and water areas; the work of the com-
ing Second International Conference at
The Hague; the arrest and reduction of
armaments; the creation of a perman-
ent international congress; the fixing
of the legal position'of neutrals; the
rights and duties of neutrals; the or-
ganization of an international system
of education; the study of how to ap-
ply this system to different grades of
instruction, to lead to the equalization
of courses of study and of diplomas in
different countries as well as to the in-
terchange of scholars and students.

The question of creating an interna-
tional auxiliary language will also be
considered. This subject has been con-
sidered by several previous congressés,
but no satisfactory conclusions were
ever reached. It is believed now that
the present congress will bring the
problem a big step nearer to its solu-
tion. Besides the features already se-
lected on the programme there ‘will be
many others whicn shall suggest them-
selves in the course of the deliberations
of the congress. The delegates are
quite confident that the present con-
gress will be far more successful than
any of its predecessors, owing to the
fact that recent events have prepared
the ground for rapid progress in the in-
terest of the international peace move-
ment. #

CANADA AND THE EMPIRE.

“There is nothing in it,”” says the au-
thoritative Telegraph of S8ir Gilbert
Parker's prediction that Canada must
some day choose between separation
from Great Britain or closer commer-
cial relations.
~ And yet this is a world where things
remain not in any one stay. There
must be progress one way or another.
Canada’s relations to the empire today
are peculiar and uncertain and the ten-
dency is not toward closer union. The
recent withdrawal of British ships and
soldiers and the recent determination
of the Canadian government to look
after Canada’s land defences are not
evidences of a growing coherence.

The only bond between Canada and
the mother country today is sentiment,
which, while the strongest of all bonds
under sudden strain, is very apt to fray
with slow wearing. Little incidents
like the Alaska boundary dispute, for

instance, wear away a few strands.

For permanent union the various
parts of the empire must be knit to-
gether by mutual self-interest, such as
would be provided by a policy of inter-
preferential trade. So cemented the
empire would be more than a name
and practically indissoluble.

But beautiful from a patrietic and
sentimental standpoint as are the pre-
sent relations and effective as they are
in times of national stress when pat-
riotism and sentiment occupy a large
place in the popular mind, they are not
unchangeable, and the process of
change they are at prezent undergoing
is not in the direction of .greater
strength.

MAN'S HEART REMOVED ‘.
AND BULLET EXTRACTED.

|

NEW YORK, Sept. 18—A Philadel-
phia despatch to the Herald says that
the removal of a man’s beating heart
from his body and {ts replacement af-
ter a bullet had been extracted from |
the region adjacent to it, has been ac-
complished by the physiclans at the
Germantown, Philadelphia hospital

Frank Robinson, 23 years old, of Ger-
mantown, was shot on September %
by policeman Morley while the latter
was trying to arrest him.

The bullet entered Robinson’s chest
on the left side. He was hurried to the
Germantown hospital where it was be-
lieved his heart had been struck.

Some of the most eminent physicians
of the city were called into consulta-
tion. Portions of two ribs were Te-
moved exposing the heart to view. No
evidence of a bullet could be seen SO
the surgeon with great care partly re-
moved the organ from the body. The
bullet was found imbedded in the flesh
within a fraction of an inch of the |
heart, upon which it had caused pres-
sure. The heart was then replaced and
the ribs returned and covered with
flesh. There is every probability that
Robinson will entirely recover.

REVOLUTION IN
BREAD MAKING.

—

New Method of Milling Flour
Discovered.

.

Will Make Bread Cheaper and Better
in Every Way—~Compared to Beas-
emer’s Discovery in - Steel.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—The discovery
of a new method of milling and baking
bread which has been compared to
Bessemer’s discovery in the art of
making steel in another spheres is at-
tracting considerable attention among
the millers of Great Britain and Ire-
land. The discovery is known as the
“Apostoloff Process of Milling and
Making Bread.” J. A. Murray McDon-
ald thus explains it in a general sort
of fashion. In an interview he says: '

“Mr. Apostoloff’s discovery enables@
him to produce from a given quantlty;
of wheat a considerably larger yield of |¢
flour than is possible under any other
known process. The ordinary cylinder

or roller mills, now almost universally
in use throughout Europe and America,
give a total yield of from 68 to 72 per
cent. of the weight of the wheat milled.
By Mr. Apostoloff’s system a total flour
yield of 85 per eent, is procured. He
thus gains an average of 15 per cent.
in the yield of flour, or an increase of
twenty-one loaves of four pounds each
in the quantity of bread made from a
quarter of wheat.

“So far the discovery applies to all
wheats and {s one of -equal advantage
to all countries.

“But in the second place he has suc-
ceeded in producing from English
wheat alone an absolutely pure and as
shown by analysis, a more nourishing
and more wholesome bread than is ob-
tained by the ‘ordinary baker from
| more expensive flours, including some
| of the best known American and Hun-
garlan brands. And it is this aspect
of it that interests the students of Brit-
ish agriculture.

“Under the existing system of mill-
ing and baking the bread we consume
is made from an admixture of English
wheat with foreign wheats,, the latter
always predominating, and frequently
to the extent of three to one. This
admixture of foreign wheat adds con-
giderably to the cost of flour as com-
pared with what it would if English
wheat alone were used; and the neces-
sity for the admixture is due to the
greater strength which foreign wheats
derive from the greater amount of sun-
shine which foreign countries enjoy as
compared with England. Given this
greater strength and English wheat
will produce as salable and as nutriti-
ous a bread as any wheat grown in the
world. And by a very simple method
and at a comparatively small cost, Mr.
Apostoloff provides this necessary
strength. It is this economy in cost
that promises to give to English wheat
an advantage in our market that it
does not at the present moment enjoy.
He can produce, and is actually pro-
ducing from English wheat alone, a
bread which experts pronounce to be
equal in color and shape and more than
equal in nutritious qualities to any
bread produced under the prevailing
system of milling baking, from foreign
wheats; and he can do this, and is ac-
tuully doing it, at 4d. a four pound
loaf, or 1 1-2d. less than the cheapest
bread made and sold by ordinary bak-
ers throughout the country.

Rous_h and ready things as they are,

ere’s a style about some of them that
wonderfully attractive.

The newest of the short ones has the
grettiest front—just like a wide herring-

oning, done on small needles, that
makes a fine, close-knit front piece.” In
some curious way space 18 left between
the stitches for buttonholes, and on the
lower flap, strengthensd by 2 strong
facing of muslin, are buttons, rather
larger than ones we've been seeing up
t0 now on blouse sweaters.

Sash Curtains -

Made Beautiful

] LL sorts of inexpensive ways_ of
trimming sash curtains are be-
ing resorted to by girls who
want something a little out of

the ordinary, yet who feel that the
money they want to spend upon fixing
up their rooms can be spent more prof-
itably upon other things than curtains.

Printed stuffs should be passed by,
unless they are for overhangings, or
you are willing to renew them soon.
For even wintér suns will fade them
out in a very little while, and a faded
curtain looks thoroughly shabby.

Cheesecloth is even used for some of
the least expensive sash curtains, and
are made rather wider than the usual
curtain, so that there iS more fulness
in the rods, and finished with narrow,
full ruffles.

Serim curtains, with a band of drawn«
work just inside the hem, or a band of
Hardanger (and both are easy to do on
such a wiry, loose mesh stuff) are stun-
ning, and cost almost nothing but theé
work.

The dots in dotted Swiss may be em=+
broidered either all over or in a border,
or in motifs here and there. If you em-
broider them in color use embroidery
cotton in one of the ‘“old” shades of
blue or green or red. Or, Swiss is pretty
left untrimmed.

Any of the curtain stuffs—there are
dozens upon dozens of them—may be
made up with wide hems, decorated by
rings or waving lines of Briar stitching
done in the heavy colored cottons.

‘Stenciling ‘“‘trims” beautifully, and is
comparatively easy to apply; and heavy
lace motifs, set in here and there, re-
quire nothing more than a plain hem to
get them off, although heavy lace
edges to match are sometimes used.

But it is wonderful what the oncte=
despised briar stitching can be made to
do with curtains. Circles of it set at
regular intervals (the ‘‘stamping” done
by drawing round an old-fashioned but-
tey plate) are the easiest things in the
world to do, and very effective; and Na«
roleon wreaths are another way ~of
using it.

If vou use untrimmed material, rufile
it, with preferably very narrow but very
full ruffies. And gather them on, instead
of pleating them—they’'ll do up better.

Don’t use point d'esprit unless your
woodwork is white, and spotlessly so;
and use it pretty sparingly even then.
For it is too sheer to be pretty—a cur-
tain isn’t pretty umnless it has enough
body or mesh or thickness to seem to
veil the window.
