SUFFERING FROM DROUGHT.

NEW YORK, Dec. 21.—A Pittsburg 
despatch to the Tribune says: -Jt is 
feared that within the next ten days 
almost every industry in Western Penn­
sylvania and Eastern Ohio will have to 
cioae down. The drought is the worst 
4n the history of this part of the coun­
try. The weather bureau cannot see 
any relief in sight. There is only a half 
foot of snow on the level. If this melts 
It will only be equal to six-tenths of an 
Inch of rain, and it will take at least 
"oe inch of rain besides to be of any 
benefit.

The Edgar Thomson steel plant has 
ordered a large part of the plant to 
close down.

FEW GOOD APPLES

Have Been Received This 

Year From Nova Scotia.

But SL John Dealers Are Importing 

Largely From Ontario Where 

the Fruit Marks Act Is Ob­

served.

“In so far as quality is concerned the 
Nova Scotia apple crop last season 
was a failure. The quantity was as 
large or larger than usual.

"Nova Scotian packers and dealers 
reverse the old proverb, and believe 
that a bird in the bush is worth two in 
the hand."

These statements are made by the 
largest importer of apples in St. John, 
and he adds: "While Nova Scotian 
packers constantly violate the fruit 
marks act, Ontario packers rigidly 
carry out the letter of the law, the re­
sult being that their business is stead­
ily increasing, while Nova Scotian 
trade will certainly fall off as import­
ers learn that the Nova Scotian pack­
ers cannot be depended on.”

During the past season New Bruns­
wick dealers have bought largely from 
Nova Scotian packers and have paid 
high prices. But they have got the 
poorest apples. Only two schooners 
arrived in St. John with apples that 
were really number ones, although 
many have come here with apples 
marked as number ones. These, while 
In size they may have been up to the 
standard, were spotted, and should 
have been classed as number twos. 
They were, however, passed off as 
ones, and the best prices asked for 
them.

But the majority of those few ap­
ples which were really good, and of 
those which were fair number twos 
were held for shipment to England. 
The prices received there may or may 
not be as high as the dealers expect, 
but they will certainly not be any ap­
preciable amount higher than would 
have been paid by St. John buyers for 
decent apples—if they had been able 
to get any. This is how the Sun’s in­
formant explains about the bird in the 
bush, etc. The Nova Scotian dealers 
refused good prices here, in the faint 
hope of receiving a few cents more 
somewhere else.

Now, while the number one apples 
were only fit for sale as number twds, 
the latter were scarcely fit for any­
thing. Number three are not imported 
here in very large quantities, but if 
there were say a number six grade 
those that were sent- this 
twos would come about that standard. 
They are very small, are spotted as a 
rule, and yet they pass. The Graven- 
stein season is, of course, long past, 
and was a failure while it lasted, and 
the Bishop Pippin season.which is now 
on, is not any better. The apples are

Fitchburg Banquet.

FITCHBURG, Dec. 19 — Speaking 
from the "topic Some Unsettled Prob­
lems of Public Policy, at the annual 
banquet of the Fitchburg Merchants’ 
Association tonight, President Jacob 
G. Schurman of Cornell University, de­
clared that the great railroad combin­
ations were the breeders of monopoly 
among the industrial trusts and that 
President Roosevelt voiced the demand 
of an outraged public when he favored 
public regulation to prevent discrimin­
ating and secure just and steady rates 
to all shippers.

Previous annual banquets of the as­
sociation have set a high standard, 
but that of tonight, at which President 
Schurman, Dr. William H. Montague 
of Hamilton, Ont-, member of the 
privy council of Canada, and Rev. Dr. 
A. E. Horton of Boston, were the chief 
guests, was made none the less suc­
cessful by reason of comparisons with 
any of the preceding seventeen.

President Schurman was accorded a 
rousing welcome. In the course of his 
eloquent address hé reverted to the 
problem confronting the country with 
respect to the Philippines. He said it 
seemed to him that the differences be­
tween the Philippine policy of Presi­
dent Roosevelt and that of the demo­
cratic party concerns only the time 
when the Filipinos shall become inde­
pendent.

The president’s^ policy is first to con­
vert the present government of the 
Philippines by Americans with the aid 
of Filipinos into a government by Fili­
pinos with the aid of Americans, and 
when results have demonstrated the 
success of this policy the president 
hopes the Philippines will be able to 
stand "in some such relation to the 
United States as Cuba now stands."

Pres. Schurman then went on to say:
“I have no faith in socialism, which 

seeks to remove the inequalities, injus­
tices and hardships resulting from our 
present economic system of individual 
capital and free labor by abolishing 
the private ownership of property. This 
doctrine would take away the strongest 
motives to individual Initiative, labor 
and self-sacrifice.

“I am, however, deeply impressed by 
the magnitude of the socialistio vote 
and the abstention from voting of 
1,000,609 or more radical democrats.

"Everybody agrees that it is the un­
checked and arbitrary power of mon­
opolies that has caused this unrest, 
the formation of so many gigantic com­
binations, or trusts, that have increas­
ed the cost of the necessaries of life.

"The great railroad combinations are 
the breeders of monopoly among the 
industrial trusts, and President Roose­
velt voiced the demand of an outraged 
public when he favored public regula­
tion to prevent discrimination and se­
cure just and steady rates to all ship­
pers. When this is done it will be 
time to decide whether other reforms 
are necessary."

Dr. Schurman favored a revision of 
the tariff that would bring the sched­
ules down to date, saying that the 
whole economic world had undergone 
a revolution since the present tariff 
was adopted.

W. H. Montague of Hamilton, Ont., 
member of the privy council of Can­
ada, spoke on Canadian Institutions 
and the Relation ef Canada to the 
United States.

The determination of Canadians, ac­
cording to Mr. Montague, is to build a 
great auxiliary British nation upon the 
northern half of this continent

As to reciprocity, Mr. Montague cov­
ered much of the same ground he did 
in his recent address before the Home 
Market Club in Boston. He gave a re­
sume of the negotiations between the 
governments of the United States and 
panada on this question, and said in 
part, after alluding to the agitation in 
Massachusetts for reciprocity:

Then followed a 
week of unremitting toil, the conditions 
growing more unbearable every day, 
and hope had almost been abandoned 
when the Wallace, beating over the 
coast, observed their signal of distress 
and went to their assistance. The hold 
of the Goodwin was practically full of 
water and she was settling rapidly, her 
steering gear had been entirely out of 
commission by the pounding seas, and 
she was tossed helplessly back and 
forth on the waves.

Before leaving the waterlogged craft 
in the boat sent out by the Wallace, 
Captain Osterman applied the torch, 
and left, her with every sail set and 
the flames mounting skywa,rd.

The Gqodwin was bound from Tam­
pa for Philadelphia with a cargo of 
phosphate rock valued at $13,000.

FORMER NOVA SCOTIAN

Has Been Appointed Postmaster at 

Lynn.

LYNN, Dec. 19.—The coming ap­
pointment of State Senator William F. 
Craig aa postmaster, to succeed the 
late H. K. Sanderson, was a great sur­
prise to the politicians in this city, who 
had other persons picked for the place.

The position was offered to Senator
Craig by Senator Lodge and accepted 
before the funeral of Mr. Sanderson 
took place, but the news was not giv­
en out until this morning.

While evidently energetic and 
diligent in civic and church matters, 
where they have a leader such as their 
chaplain is, many of them are far from 
being "pushing” in agriculture or 
manual work, and they have much yet 
to learn. In church matters, or let us 
say in the matter of religion, there is 
more energy and push. The chaplain, 
who is a sort of bishop and executive 
committee and rector ail in one, has 
always some further step in view and 
keeps them pushing ahead.

He has a scheme for a separate 
church centre, or nucleus of a congre­
gation, every few miles, so that every 
homestead may be within a moderate 
drive of a place for service. But this 
will mean much effort in the colony. 
He hopes eventually to have a church 
for each, and a clergyman for every 
group of four or five. At present, with 
commendable energy and self-denial 
they have,begun two or three of these 
buildings, and have sites chosen for 
others. At the present time he has 
only the help of one appointed mission­
ary and one voluntary one, an Irish 
clergyman, who has taken land for 
himself and family, and whp will take 
Sunday duty. But he has among the 
colonists a few who are ready to act' 
as lay readers, and a band of church­
wardens and vestrymen who wil) do 
what they can to help in any way. 
But what are these among so many? 
Compared to their needs and our duty 
little is being done; but compared to 
their numbers and their power and 
ability they are doing much. The peo­
ple willingly offer their houses for the 
services, and willingly drive far to at­
tend , we ought to try to make the sup­
ply of men equal to the demand. Some 
day this country will be filled, and the 
congregations will be large and able 
to support their clergy; but now is the 
day of small things, but also the day 
for us to grasp the work, and to re­
tain the affection and loyalty of our 
own church members by ministering 
to their felt wants.

NORTH SEA INQtiRY.

Members of Commission Received in 

Paris—A Kick From Russia.

PARIS, Dec. 20.—President Loubet 
this morning received at the Elysee 
palace the members of the interna­
tional commission, which is to inquire 
into the North Sea incident, but the 
non-arrival of Rear Admiral Davis 
prevented American participation.

The reception of the commission at 
the Elysee presented a brilliant scene. 
A guard of colonial infantry was drawn 
up in the court of the palace, and sa­
luted the admirals. M. Loubet receiv­
ed the commission in the audience 
chamber surrounded by naval and civil 
officials. The admirals and their staff 
wore the showy uniforms of their var­
ious countries. The British and Rus­
sian admirals exchanged pleasant salu­
tations. Admiral Kasenakoff is a 
youthful admiral, with keen face and 
of stock build. Rear Admiral Sir Lew­
is Beaumon is venerable and tall, tow­
ering above his colleague.

After M. Loubet had welcomed the 
commission there was a brief meeting 
of the council of ministers. Comment 
was heard in high quarters concern­
ing the opening of the formalities be­
fore all the members of the commiss­
ion were here.

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 20. — The 
English reports that Russian agents 
are trying to suborn witnesses belong­
ing to the Hull fishing fleet in connec­
tion with the North Sea incident, 
arouse great indignation here, they be­
ing regarded as a wilful misrepresen­
tation of fact. Russia openly offered 
a reward for information throwing 
light on the subject.

St. John,, N. B., Dec. 20.

In the middle of August Bishop 
Newnham, late of Moosonee,. and now 
of Saskatchewan, N. W. Canada, paid 
his first visit to Lloydmlnster, the re­
markable new settlement which was 
staited last year.

To reach the settlement the bishop 
had to travel across the prairie for 
nearly 200 miles in a buggy, sleeping 
at night in the rough huts or "shacks” 
on the way. He complains in his pri­
vate letters that people would turn out 
of their beds and sleep on the floor in 
order to give him of their best. In 
due time he approached Lloydmlnster, 
where he arrived on Friday, August 
12. The following is his report of what 
he saw:

My airival toad been most heartily 
prepared for and longed for. In read­
ing what follows you will bear in mind 
that (1) the “colony” covers a large 
tract of country, so that many came 
from fifteen to twenty miles or more, 
and had to provide themselves with 
food, blankets, and shelter for them­
selves and horses from Saturday till 
Monday. (2) It is a very busy time— 
the hay harvet — every hour is valu­
able, machines are short and attend­
ante at Lloydmlnster meant self-den­
ial; and (3) many of the colonists are 
themselves in miserable “shacks” or 
tents, and devoid of ordinary conven­
iences and comforts.

Yet about twelve miles out, where I 
stopped to inspect a new church in 
course of erection, t was hospitably re­
ceived by those residing near; a dainty 
lunch was ready, the ladles having set 
out their much-prized beautiful china 
and nick-nacks. The church, the work 
of the immediate residents, will be 
tiny, but sufficient for present needs, 
simple but pretty, and with ecclesias­
tical-looking home-made furniture.

About eight miles from Lloydmlnster 
I was met by an escort of mounted 
farmers, fifteen in number, well drill­
ed in their duty, who formed up be­
hind our carriage, after a greeting, and 
accompanied us.

About five miles off another twenty- 
five mounted men, from Lloydmlnster 
and district, joined us and formed es­
cort in front and behind, while a hand­
some carriage and pair of horses was 
waiting to receive us. The Rev. G. 
E. Lloyd, the chaplain, organizer and 
leader in all good works, now changed 
from buggy to saddle, where he was 
flanked by his two church-wardens.

In this way we drove and rode into 
IJoydminster, with flags flying from 
church, houses, and stores, till we halt­
ed in front of a really beautiful arch, 
perfectly green, with willow boughs, 
and a “Welcome” on top. 
side, on raised steps, were the little 
girls of, the neighborhood in white, and 
waving flags, while grouped around 
were the balance of the residents. The 
mounted men now formed 
ground to them, and all (led by Rev. 
G. E. Lloyd) united to singing a beau­
tiful hymn, invoking God’s blessing on 
their bishop and on the work of the 
church amongst them. I was then in­
troduced to and welcomed by the head 
government official of the colony, and 
the churchwarden, and I made 
short speech in reply.

:in respect of each group of, say, four 
adults and 20 children placed upon a 
farm purchased by the guardians, and 
that in qeapect of such grants the 
usual conditions for settlement will be 
waived for a period of years, and spe­
cial regulations made in respect there­
to, which will be subject to the ap­
proval of the guardians.

That all such lands so granted shall 
be free from taxation for the period 
of 20 years with the exception of 
school taxes. The government is un­
able to see its way clear to engage to 
ask for legislation to exempt the land 
purchased by the guardians frqjn 
atlon because this Is a matter affect­
ing the municipalities, 
taxation, however, is very low in the 
rural districts of New Brunswick, and 
taxes would be an unimportant item. 
It might be, however, that the muni­
cipal council of the municipality In 
which any farm 
might favor exemption from taxation.

With regard to the public buildings 
in the harbor of St. John, necessary 
for the use of large parties of Immi­
grants, the provincial government does 
not own any such, but there is a very 
fine immigration building owned by 
the Dominion government, which Is 
free for the use of immigrants, and 
would, ne doubt, be avaiable for the 
children whom the poor law guardians 
might bring out.

The government Is not prepared to 
purchase and hand over to the first 
board of guardians applying for it a 
farm as suggested by you, but, in ad­
dition to the suggestions which you 
have made, the government would be 
prepared to provide free education for 
the children. Of course, It will be 
understood that the provincial gov­
ernment shall be satisfied that suitable 
arrangements will be made which wfil 
ensure the proper care of the children, 
and that the government shall have 
the right to periodical inspection at 
the homes.

September there were added to the 
curriculum of the grammar schools 
two new branches of work which were 
then in the nature of an experiment, 
but which have succeeded so well that 
they are now important departments. 
These are manual training for the boys 
snd lessons in sewing and other wo­
manly accomplishments for the girls. 
These branches were Introduced each 
under the charge of a competent In­
structor and having a place of its own 
In the school work.

After many years of discussion of 
the merits of the system, manual 
ireining was Introduced at the begin­
ning of the fall term under the direc­
tion of
term about 400 boys 
seventh, eighth, and ninth grades have 
had the advantages of • this Inst rue 
tion and the work has reached even 
higher and led to the addition of a fine 
vourse in mechanical drawing to the 
, umculum at the high school.

The study of manual training in the 
Ranger public schools is a very busi­
ness like proposition and if anybody 
has any doubts of this statement a 
visit to the manual training rooms at 
Abbott square will speedily remove 
them. The department of manual 
training has rooms for itself In one of 
the buildings at Abbott square and 
hire all the pupils in the several 
crades receive their instruction. Of 
course all cannot be accommodated at 
nr.e time, so the different rooms have 
certain hours for Instruction just as 
they would If the remained in their 
n-.vn buildings. The pupils come from 
Palm street and from Union square at 
their specified hours and when their 
hour is up they return to their rooms. 
This of course has its disadvantages, 
but they are fewer than one might 
think, for the boys take an Interest in 
I he work, which keeps them from 
wasting their time along the street on 
the way from their class room to Ab­
bott square and they always turn tip 
on the stroke of the hour.

A visit to the manual training de­
partment at Abbott square is full of 
interest. The visitor who enters the 
room In the midst of the work hour 
might easily be led to believe he had 
entered the draughting room of some 
big manufacturing plant or a carpen­
ter shop in full operation. Half a hun- 
n red boys are drawing plans, making 
mot’els, sawing, planing, and nailing 
together with all the interest in their 
work and the business-like air of a 
master joiner. This is no play for the 
boys and it is a queer boy who regards 
i: as drudgery, for it Is work to which 
any live American boy Is irresistibly 
attracted.

The work is thorough. Nothing is 
made until the drawing has been exe­
cuted on paper and the boy knows ex­
actly what dimensions his finished box, 
or hoard, or cube, should have and how 
it should look before he cuts a silver 
from the material he has at hand. It 
Is this thoroughness which makes the 
work valuable to the boy, for it is the 
attention given to the most minute de­
tails which teaches the student of man­
ual training that anything worth doing 
at all is worth doing well.

The boys are supplied with the best 
tools which can be obtained for the 
purpose. Every tool is as strong and 
as near like its counterpart In the world 
of labor as it is possible to get them. 
The boys are taught not only how to 
use their tools, but how to take care of

The matter Is of great interest from 
several points of view, not only to 
boards of guardians, who are Imme­
diately responsible for the "children of 
the state,” but also to the community 
which pays for them In the first in­
stance and subsequently profits or loses 
by the results of their upbringing. It 
is, therefore, desirable that the pro­
posal should be widely understood and 
duly considered. Before describing it, 
however, some preliminary facts must 
be stated to clear the ground.

According to the last census the num­
ber of “pauper Inmates of workhouse 
Institutions” under th4 age of 16 years 
In England and Wales was 41,958, of 
whom 9,363, or not far from one-fourth, 
were under five years of age. The 
bringing up of these social derelicts, 
but potential citizens, has for many 
years been a most vexed and trouble­
some question. One method after an­
other has been proposed, acclaimed, 
adopted, criticized, and condemned. 
Their history proves the great difficul­
ty of finding a thoroughly satisfactory 
plan on existing lines, and suggests the 
earnest consideration- of any promis­
ing alternative. Several methods are 
at present in operation, but they are 
subject to constant flux as they fall in 
or out of favor; some are increasing, 
some are declining, and some mori­
bund.

These official replies, made after due 

consideration, leave no doubt of the 
favorable attitude of responsible auth­
orities in Canada and of their belief 
in the feasibility of the scheme. The 
Northwest Territories are under the 
Dominion government, from whom an 
official reply has not yet been receiv­
ed; but there is every reason to believe 
that it will be not less favorable. Fur­
ther, prominent men In Canada have 
taken up the suggestion warmly. Sir 
Charles Tupper writes from Winnipeg, 
under date Nov. 17th :

I have much pleasure In saying, in 
reply to your letter of the 2nd Inst., 
that I consider the mode of dealing 
with infant pauperism proposed by 
you admirable in every respect.. Pro­
perly administered It will reduce the 
expenditure now Incurred In England 
and give the children a much better 
opportunity of success when they have 
to depend upon their own industry 
than they would have under present 
arrangements.

I have no doubt that your scheme 
will receive hearty co-operation from 
the Dominion and provincial govern­
ments.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, president 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, has 
expressed his belief, as a leading man 
of business, In the merits of the scheme 
from that point of view, and has pro­
mised the friendly assistance of the im­
portant corporation of which he is the 
head. Other gentlemen, of position have 
expressed equal satisfaction with the 
suggestion and no dissentient voice ap­
pears to have been raised.

The w'armth of this reception is re­
markable, and will undoubtedly find a 
response in England. It is to be attrib­
uted, we may be sure, in a large mea­
sure to the strong imperial sentiment 
of Canada, and It is therefore highly 
gratifying not only to the author of the 
scheme, but to all of us. For this rea­
son alone the project deserves at least 
equally favorable consideration at 
home. Its attractions are numerous. 
Some will appeal to one, and some to 
another. The advantage to the children 
will be generally recognized. They 
Would be brought up in the healthiest 
manner really on the land, not in a 
make-believe imitation. The boys 
would help in the fields, the garden, and 
the farm-yard, as soon as they were 
old enough; the girls would learn kit­
chen, dairy, and house work. They 
would be taught In the public schools, 
and it is now generally recognized that 
in England the teaching In the regular 
elementary schools is much better for 
tPoor.Law children than that provided 
in social schools. They would be free 
from all contact with pauper associa­
tions, and would he prepared to take 
their place in the world among other 
citizens and on the same footing. A 
striking feature,of the scheme is that 
on reaching the proper age boys who 
choose the army, navy or mercantile 
marine as their profession, should be 
returned to England ; and similarly, 
any boys or girls for whom good situ­
ations are found at home.

There remains the very important 
economic question to be considered. 
The details must be left for the mo­
ment, but this appears to be one of the 
Strongest points in the scheme, 
comparative cost of the new and the 
old methods has been calculated out so 
far as the data, permit, and the result 
Indicates that a large saving of public 
money might be effected.

The fact that none of the lobsters 
were found north of Çape^ Cod has 
beèn a source of surprise tb the 
missloners, for they believed that soon­
er or later some of them would be 
caught by the flshern^en who set pots 
along Cape Cod Bay shore and at Ply­
mouth. The fishermen north of Cape 
Cod have been keeping a sharp look­
out for the 'tag-bearers ever since they 
were gel free, but none of them have 
yet béen found.

Lobsters are plentiful in the waters 
north of Cape Cod, but they undoubt­
edly belong to another trible, and so do 
not mingle with those which inhabit 
the waters south of the Cape and along 
Vineyard Sound.

What puzzles the commissioners and 
the fishermen Is the fact that it is 
nearly two years since the last tag- 
bearing lobster was caught. For near­
ly a year following the time that the 
lobsters were liberated numbers of 
them were caught nearly every week,

IHome. It is almost unthinkable for the av­
erage American that there should exist 
In any portion of our land a distinct I 
shortage of wheat on a large scale, and 1 . 
that the portion so afflicted should he ' 
the great milling district of which , 
Minneapolis is the centre. But this, 
according to a correspondent of the 
Boston Transcript, sent into that re­
gion to investigate the commercial re­
lations of the Northwest to Canada, is . 
the case.

About a dozen years ago Minneapolis 
and St. Paul were growing with unpre­
cedented rapidity, having increased 
their population by 20» per cent, in a 
decade. There was then at that point 
the largest milling capacity, there was 
the largest elevator capacity, and there 
was the greatest wheat market in the 
world. It is still true, but of the SO,000 
barrels of flour that can be turned out 
daily, only 50,000 have actually been 
produced during the last уваг; within 
three years the exports of flour have 
fallen from nearly 6,000,000 barrels to a 
little over 3,000,000, and the population 
of the two cities is less than half a 
million. The Transcript correspondent 
reports that this decline in exports is 
attributed largely to the railroad rates 
for flour, which until recently have 
been extravagantly high as compared ; 
with those for wheat, but apart from 
this cause there has arisen a defective 
supply of the kind of wheat required 
for high grade flour. The farms tribu­
tary to the mills of Minneapolis hâve 
been more profitably employed in the 
production of other crops, and the mill­
ers look with longing eyes across the 
Canadian border. Here is the earnest 
statement of one of the millers on that

It is not necessary to review these 
several methods. The large “barrack” 
schools are almost universally con­
demned and are in process of reduc­
tion; hoarding out, which was once 
greatly in favor, has revealed serious 
defects and is no longer generally re­
commended; the system of cottage 
homes in one form or another seems to 
find most accepance and o be gaining 
gi ound. It was originally adopted from 
Mettray, and It exists in two forms— 
(1) grouped homes, (2) scattered 
homes. The latter were devised by the 
Sheffield union in order to obviate the 
defect of the original or village form 
in which the children are massed to­
gether within a ring fence in a man­
ner only differing externally from the 
barrack school. The Sheffield plan has 
itself been subjected to severe criti­
cism. Thus it may be said that none 
of the existing methods is free from 
objection, and it is certain that they 
are all very costly. There is one other 
measure, which is applied to a very 
limited extent by some poor law au­
thorities, and on a somewhat larger 
scale by private organizations; and 
that is emigration. But in all cases 
the children are brought up in Eng­
land to a certain age and then sent out 
as emigrants, chiefly or wholly to Can­
ada. The movement is welcomed there, 
and has proved very successful.

Now the essence of Mrs. Close’s pro­
posal Is to combine the principle of the 
best of the poor law systems with emi­
gration, and to establish genuine cot­
tages, or rather farm, homes in Can­
ada, to which children should be sent 
at an early age to be brought up on 
the land. The number of children over 
whom the guardians exercised “par­
ental rights” at the beginning of 1903 
Was 7,724, of whom 6,221 were under 15 
j ears of age. These would be the first 
to be dealt with, and the proposal is 
that as many of them as can pass thé 
medical examintion required by the 
Canadian government should be sent 
out at two to three years of age and 
upwards and placed on farms of 200 to 
300 acres, each farm to take from 15 
to 20 children under the charge of two 
ladies.

Such is the plan in the barest out­
line. It is obvio.us at 
great many details must be consider­
ed before any opinion of its merits or 
even its feasibility can be formed. The 
first question that will probably 
to most people is, What do they think 
of It In Canada? That 
curred to Mrs^ Close and she Went to 
Canada for the answer. Though not 
yet complete, it is wholly favorable. 
The project Is not only considered 
feasible but is warmly welcomed. The 
most suitable parts of the dominion 
appear to be the provinces of Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick and the 
Northwest Territories, 
governments of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick have recentl ytransmitted 
their formal approval and willingness 
to assist and promote the scheme. The 
premier of Nova Scotia has 
“Our government approves 
assist in a practical way.”

The average yield per 
acre in the province was 14 bushels 
according to Mr. Blue, and over 18 ac­
cording to. Mr. Farris.

While Mr. Blue and Mr. Farris agree 
fairly well as to the potato crop for 
the whole province they are strangely 
out of harmony In the returns by coun­
ties, Albert count y has 894 acres and 
96,000 bushels In one return while the 
other gives 1,159 acres and 156,000. 
Gloucester has 4,814 acres and 
479,169 bushels in the Frederic­
ton report, while Ottawa al­
lows 7,207 acres and 624,335 bush­
els. Kent has about the same area In 
each report, but there Is a difference 
of 137,000 bushels in the reports of the 
yield. Mr. Farris says that Westmor­
land raised less than 600,000 bushels, 
while Mr. Blue says that the yield was 
832,000.

Mr. Farris says that St. John coun­
ty had 432 acres of turnips. Mr. Blue 
declares that St. John had only 262 
acres of all field roots besides potatoes. 
Of all these roots Mr. Blue says St. 
John produced only 48,793 bushels, 
while Mr. Farris states that the St. 
John turnip crop alone was 95,000 
bushels. Mr. Farris credits Resti- 
gouche with three times the area and 
crop of turnips that Mr. Blue allows 
for turnips and all other root crops 
except potatoes.

Between the two official reports, 
one made by the New Brunswick au­
thorities the other by the dominion of­
ficers, we may, of course, take our 
choice. The people pay for both, and 
are asked to accept both as accurate. 
It is evident that they cannot both be 
right or anywhere near right. But 
there is no logical reason for conclud­
ing that they are not both wrong.

Mr. Rhea is a 
licensed liquor seller and one who is 
described by Inspector Jones as a 
strict observer of the law. He com­
plains that he and others in the trade 
have been unwillingly and unconsult­
ed contributors to the campaign funds 
of the provincial government. One 
sum of $500, subscribed by the licensed 
dealers for the plebiscite campaign, a 
matter directly affecting their inter­
ests, seems to have found its way into 
the fund for the election of Mr. George 
Robertson and Hon. H, A. McKeown. 
There was another sum of $300, intend­
ed for the purpose of testing the con­
stitutionality of a certain section of 
the law, and this too, as Mr. Rhea in­
timates, fell into the hands of politi­
cians. It would appear that the trade 
is obliged to pay rather high for the 
maintenance of the provincial govern­
ment. At least one dealer is of the 
opinion that those in the business who 
observe the law get no return for these 
contributions. Mr. Rhea has no use 
for these collectors of political tri­
bute, and we would expect the citizens 
generally to agree with him on the 
point.

CAPTAIN CLADO’S COMPLAINT.

ExcWasOne of the heroes of the Russian at­
tack on the Hull fleet of fishing craft 
Is Captain Clado, who ie detained as 
a witness and Is now In Paris. An in­
quiry is about to begin in that city be­
fore an International tribunal. Pend­
ing this investigation the Russian of­
ficer has been making observations. He 
is reported to have said that Great 
Britain raised a trouble about the 
North Sea Incident for the purpose of 
delaying the Baltic fleet, and prevent­
ing the relief of Port Arthur.

Now what does this valiant warrior 
who fires on fishing fleets think that 
Great Britain should have done? Does 
he suppose that any nation with the 
power to protect herself would take no 
action after such an outrage? He and 
his fellow officers may consider them­
selves fortunate that nothing worse 
than a short delay befell them. They 
were guilty of an offence such as has 
not been committed on the high seas 
in this generation. Deliberately and 
absolutely without reason or provoca­
tion they opened fire on a fleet of fish­
ing boats, peacefully pursuing theii 
calling in neutral waters, thousands of 
miles from the nearest enemy. As yet 
no excuse has been found better than 
the suggestion that the responsible of­
ficers were too drunk to know what 
they were doing. They killed two men 
and Injured others. They destroyed 
one boat and damaged several. And 
then they calmly steamed on, 'paying 
no attention to the sufferers or the sur­
vivors, and not waiting to see what 
butchery they had accomplished. Now 
It appears that an officer who had some 
part in this assassination complains 
because the nation to which the vic­
tims belonged, compelled pome of the 
perpetrators to stop and explain.

Assuming that nothing worse than 
hard drink inspired the attack, it is a 
question whether Britain shopld not 
have sent a fleet to arrest the whole 
squadron and escort the ships to some 
place where they could do no harm. It 
is not yet quite clear that a command­
er and officers liable to do such things 
should be allowed to sail the high seas 
in the path of merchant ships. As yet 
no further harm has come of their lib­
erty.
same way again the sufferers will have 
cause of complaint against the British 
government.

If Captain Clado has been correctly 
reported it is clear that he is a dan­
gerous lunatic, not fit to be entrusted 
with the custody of ships or guns or 
any Instrument capable of inflicting In­
jury. He does not seem to know yet 
that any wrong has been done. It ap­
pears to be his opinion that fishing 
craft of any nation engaged In their 
business anywhere on the high seas 
are legitimate game for the Russian 
ships of war. The vessels may be des­
troyed, the crews may be killed, but 
the state to which they belong has no 
right to Interfere with the bloody pic­
nic trip. It is not to be supposed that 
this officer represents Russian official 
opinion. Russia has been profuse in 
apologies and offers of redress. But 
If Russian naval training produces of­
ficers who look on such affairs as this 
man does, such Incidents as that at 
Dogger Bank are liable to occur.
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The Ottawa government has not 
been happy in its choice of returning 
officers in some of the upper province 
constituencies. After a long wait the 
authorities have obtained the returns 
tor Richelieu from the returning officer 
who left the country immediately af­
ter the election. But it is said that 
both candidates are mourning the loss 
of their deposits which the law re­
quired them to place in the hands of 
the returning officer.

A SAMPLE OF PROVINCIAL 
FINANCE. Four Liberal Members in N. S. Fight­

ing Against Time.The provincial fiscal year ended sev­
eral weeks ago. We are not permitted 
to know what the financial showing is, 
though the government has the state­
ment. Immediately after the election 
the returns will probably be available.

There is undoubtedly a large deficit, 
perhaps the largest since confederation. 
Without doubt there has been a large 
increase in the debt, for not only is 
there a current deficit, but large out­
side expenditure has been incurred, 
which the government chooses to re­
gard as a special account. In addition, 
there are large and increasing obliga­
tions in the form of guarantees.

One of these is connected with the 
New Brunswick Coal and Railway 
Company, with which concern Attor­
ney General Pugsley has had lather 
Intimate financial and professional re­
lations. The electors of St. John will 
perhaps recall the glowing promises 
which went with the legislation for 
this guarantee. The Central railway 
was to be made good. There was to 
be almost a city on Grand Lake. 
The railway was t<$ be extended to 

Gibson, connecting the Intercolonial 
with the Canada Eastern, and the 
Grand Lake coal fields with both. Be­
fore the guarantee was to be signed for 
a single dollar a mining plant capable 
of raising 50,000 tons of coal per month 
was to be in operation. Nothing could 
be stronger than the assurance that 
the province would not be responsible 
for a dollar until the whole road was 
completed and in first class shape and 
until these extensive mining operations 
were going on. Dr. Pugsley was able 
to prove that the royalty from so 
much coal would pay the whole interest 
and the province would contribute 
nothing.

COMMISSIONER BLUE AGAINST 

COMMISSIONER FARRIS. Grows Chronic
Volume two of the census report of the 

Dominion of Canada for 1901 has been 
received within the past few days. 
This report, appearing three and a half 
yehrs after the date of the census Itself, 

is not a hasty production, but the delay 
is not due to economy of production or 
shortage of official and clerical staff. 
Mr. Blue has had more than double the 
force employed by his predecessor, and 
the census of 1901 has cost considerably 
more than double the price of any pre­
vious census.

But now that the report Is here it 
may be worth while to compare the 
New Brunswick returns with those 
made for the same year by the provin­
cial commissioner of agriculture The 
New Brunswick commissioner reports a 
wheat area of 26,010 acres in 1901. Ac­
cording to the census commissioner the 
area was 26,990 acres. This is a fairly 
close agreement. But when the record 
is taken by counties we find the wild­
est discrepancy. For instance, Mr. Far­
ris finds in Queens and Sunbury, where 
he lives, 201 acres of wheat. Mr. Blue 
reports only 90 acres. The enumerators 
working under Mr. Blue reported the 
yield of 1,449 bushels In these counties, 
while Mr. Farris returns 4,307 bushels. 
In Charlotte county Mr. Farris finds 
120 acres yielding 2,668 bushels, Mr. 
Blue 55 acres with 875 bushels. On the 
other hand, Mr. Farris returns only 
4,825 acres and 80,965 bushels of wheat 
for Gloucester, while the dominion 
commissioner in the same year discov­
ered 7,617 acres and 85,445 bushels. In­
cidentally we observe that the crop 
reported by Mr. Farris is nearly 17 
bushels to the acre, while that report­
ed by Mr. Blue is a little over 11 bush­
els. The Kent crop of 1901 was, accord­
ing to Mr. Farris, 104,551 bushels, and 
according to Mr. Blue 72,670. If Mr. 
Farris is right the farmers of Kings 
raised 12,781 bushels on 650 acres of 
land, but if Mr. Blue’s figures are cor­
rect they had only 343 acres and about 
half the quantity.

REV. HOWARD H. ROACH 
DIED LAST WEDNESDAY.

The temperance people of St. John at 
a special meeting last night pledged 
their support to Robert Maxwell in the 
present by-election.

The meeting was held principally to 
consider the reply of the local govern­
ment to the petition of the Sons of 
Temperance for liquor legislative re­
form. In view of the government’s de­
clared unwillingness to co-operate In 
any extensive liquor reform the meet­
ing last night naturally endorsed the 
candidacy of Robert Maxwell, who is 
opposed to the Tweedie administration.

The attitude o"f the temperance peo­
ple was set forth in a report read by 
E. A. Everett. Among others this 
document contained the following 
significant statements:
“Whilst accepting some of the amend­

ments to the license act the govern­
ment have either altogether disapprov­
ed of the rest or have held them over 
for further consideration. They have 
not expressed concurrence In any of 
what we consider the most Important 
amendments presented by us.

“As . we are now on the eve of 
provincial elections in the St. John 

j constituencies we think that is Is an 
В opportune time for the temperance 

people of St. John to take up the whole 
question of provincial temperance leg­
islation. The course to be taken by 
us is now to be decided by you. Shall 
we merely continue to press on the 
government of the day those parts of 
our programme on which they have 
not yet decided? Shall we undertake 
a campaign to bring the Canada Tem­
perance Act in force In the St. John 
constituencies? Shall we take a more 
active part in provincial politics?"

Robert Maxwell, the opposition can­
didate, entering while the meeting was 
in progress, responded to a call to 
make some remarks. He declared that 
he was an ardent prohibitionist and 
was prepared to stand or fall on that 
platform.

Some discussion followed in whicM 
others present participated, but it end­
ed with the passing of the following 
resolution:—

“Alderman Maxwell having made to 
this meeting a frank statement of his 
position in favor of the necessary tem­
perance legislation and prohibition, 
this meeting puts itself on record as 
being In favor of his candidature, and 
calls on all temperance voters to sup­
port him in the coming campaign."

A. O. Skinner, the government candi­
date, apprised the meeting by letter 
that he would deal with the liquor 
question on the public platform at an 
early date In a manner which he be­
lieved would meet with the approval 
of the temperance people.

The 
first hour was taken up with the pro- ber" 
gramme consisting of recitations, solos, 
quartettes, choruses, etc., which were 
rendered in a manner that delighted 
all the visitors.

The 
younger pupils made useful pasteboard 
articles and the older ones articles of 
wood, such as brackets, match hold­
ers, coat hangers, etc. An examina­
tion of the articles on the tree showed 
the spectators what could be accom­
plished In the manual training line In 
one very short term. These presents 
were much appreciated by the recipi­
ents, In most cases the very things 
that might have been purchased at 
the stores. The visitors examined the 
various gifts of these curious Christ­
mas trees with a great deal of interest 
and admiration.

The fact that S00 people turned out 
to an examination In a country school 
district is certainly something worthy 
of note when it Is remembered that 
the ordinary country school renders 
as a rule Its Christmas programme be­
fore an audience of three or four old 
ladles and possibly a baby or two.

HEALTH AND DISEASE. FOR SALEPARIS, Dec. 21.—Rear Admiral Da­

vis arrived here at 5.30 p. m. Lieut.

It is expected that President Loubet 
will receive the American admiral to­
morrow, and that the commission will 
afterwards hold its opening session.

Statements made by Captain Clado 
(detached from Vice Admiral Rojest- 
vensky’s squadron to appear as a wit­
ness before the commission) during his 
journey to Paris are exciting consid­
erable stir in official and diplomatic 
circles, as indicating a rather defiant 
and belligerent tone on the eve of the 
assembling of the commission. Some 
of dado’s statements are strongly an­
tagonistic to Great Britain, he declar­
ing that the British agitation' over the 
North Sea incident, leading up to the 
appointment of the International com­
mission, was a plan to delay the Rus­
sian second Pacific squadron from re­
lieving Port Arthur. He also asserted 
that another campaign, having for its 
object the Russian Black Sea fleet 
passing the Dardanelles, will be launch­
ed at an opportune time. In the mean­
time, he added, men and equipment 
from the Black Sea fleet will he sent 
to aid the second Pacific squadron. It 
was pointed out to the British embassy 
that Clado is not a member of the com­
mission, but only a witness, and there­
fore no offlc’al cognizance will be taken 
of his statements.

SYDNEY, C. B., Dec. 21.—Benjamin 
Kanter, a prominent merchant tailor 
in one of the southern provinces of 
Russia, arrived in this city last week 
to visit relatives and friends of hie 
that have been residing in Sydney for 
the past few years. In an interview 
with the Sun correspondent Mr. Kan­
ter gave some facts relating to mili­
tary life in Russia, from which the 
inference may well be drawn that 
even with that country’s preponderant 
force of arms it is possible for a na­
tion of considerably less strength to 
win in a struggle for national exist­
ence, as is the case with Japan in the 
present war. While the shelves of our 
bookstores are groaning underneath 
the weight of literature bearing upon 
the history, habits and customs of the 
people of Russia from the proud aris­
tocrats of the czar’s court to the seri 
who occupies the meanest hovel in the 
land, still it may not be too bold an 
assertion to say that in scarcely any 
of them do we find such an accurate 
portrayal of the life of the latter class, 
in particular, as can be learned from 
men who were born and bred in that 
country, especially in the pastoral dis­
tricts and small towns where the 
tyranny of Russian rule is felt in all 
its severity. Mr. Kanter says that the 
outside world knows practically noth­
ing of the condition of things existing 
in Russia, such is the gloss that is 
thrown over her internal affairs and 
the terror that she has struck deep in­
to the hearts of her subjects. Will 
Japan win? The Sun’s informant 
thinks she will and he reasons this

An instance of this is Just reported 
from one of the southern provinces, 
where a doctor who had a very large 
practice volunteered his ■ services for 
his country when the present trouble 
with Japan was pending. They were 
readily accepted, but the moment he 
had enlisted, the officers came and con­
fiscated his property and drove his fam­
ily from the city. Instances like these 
occur every day, all over the country, 
and the tyranny of the ruling people 
is felt with more or less severity in 
all quarters of the country. No sol­
dier will put any vim in his fight; he 
is not paid for it. He would rather re­
treat or revolt against his own super­
iors.

The soldier is poorly trained and just 
as poorly equipped. What stores are 
sent for the armies are probably sold 
for private gain by corrupt officers, so 
that usually the troops are much ne­
glected, and consequently when a crisis 
comes on* as is the case now, neither 
the men nor the officers are fully pre­
pared for it.

Knowledge of the extreme tyranny 
rampant in the army has of late years 
led to the peculiar practice among the 
young men of a military age of maim­
ing themselves purposely, to be reject­
ed for service. This practice takes the 
form of breaking the fingers, the arm 
or leg, or cutting such tendons in the 
extremities as well render them unfit 
for marching or drill work. They bribe 
the medical men into giving them 
sworn certificates that these injuries 
resulted from accidents. There are also 
many other ways in which they endea­
vor, and usually with success, to es­
cape enlistment tor service.

The period of conscription is one 
dreaded by the young and old alike, 
and for weeks before the time for 
conscription comes, hundreds of young 
men may be seen securing their pass­
ports and quietly taking their depart­
ure for other towns or countries. The 
law of conscription calls for a certain 
number of men each year from every 
town or district, according to the pop­
ulation. It takes the form of an as­
sessment, as it were, 
must be had. If the quota cannot be 
filled with the young and unmarried 
men, older people are taken, very often 
ruthlessly torn from the bosom of their 
families, who, thus bereft of support, 
become objects of charity amid abject 
poverty. The conscript officer pays no 
regard to family ties or business con­
nections. If the commandeered soldier 
happens to be a Jew or of Jewish ex­
traction, his family is driven away from 
the place and his little all confiscated. 
When the man's period of service is 
over he is prohibited under pain of 
death from visiting his native home.

MUKDEN, Nov. ( 21.—A report on the 
work of the Red Cross in the north­
western district has been submitted by 
Prince Vassalltchkoff. During the 
month of October 10, 691 sick were
treated. Of these 89.98 per cent, were 
only slightly ill and 10.02 per cent, 
seriously sick. A little over 53 per cent, 
of the sick recovered under treat­
ment. The others were invalided or 
transferred to other hospitals. Less 
than one per cent. died. The figures 
relating to wounded are conflicting and 
uncertain, but It appears the ratio of 
shot and shell wounds to cold steel 
were about 235 to one.

Pa., from the 
text, "Else were your children unclean: 
but now are they holy.’’—I Cor., vii: 14.

His answers to these 
questions were in the affirmative, 
said, "Then, dear brother, you may rest 
assured that according to the scrip­
tures you are justified in God’s sight, 
your sins are covered with the merit of 
Christ’s righteousness and you are no 
longer a child of wrath even as others. 
Now let me ask you, Were your parents 
believers In the Lord as thelr Redeem­
er, and were they, do you think, conse­
crated to the Lord at the time of your 
birth, either of them or both of them?”

He answered that they were both 
truly consecrated believers in the Lord, 
so far as he was' able to judge.

I replied, “Then, my friend, I see the 
reason why your experiences should be 
quite different from those of the world 
in general not so born."

I called hls attention to our text and 
the explanation of it now presented to 
you, and said to him, “The more you 
will think over this matter the more 
you will appreciate the impossibility 
of your having under such circum­
stances the same experiences which 
some others might have, 
signifies to turn about to take an op­
posite course; but from infancy reared 
in the nurture and admonition of the 
Lord by godly parents, your course was 
undoubtedly directed in the line of 
righteousness, reverence toward God.

"For you to have turned about or be 
converted would have meant the re­
versal of all this, turning to sin and 
unrighteousness and away from God.

“On the contrary, the man or woman 
whose life has been that of rebel Hon 
against God, or carelessness and disre­
gard of Him and of all obligations to 
Him and to the principles of His gov­
ernment, such a heart recognizing the 
Lord, belief and acceptance would mean 
conversion or turning over, changing 
about from going after sin and un­
righteousness to seeking after and pur­
suing the Lord and His way. To such 
a person such a change would indeed 
mean a reformation in life; but you, 
who from infancy have been pursuing 
this proper course with more or less of 
desire and earnestness, could not expect 
to experience a mental or moral reform­
ation any more than you could expect 
a physical one.
