In 1880 we had no church in Fairville,
N.B. By the promise of aid from the
Home Mission Board in supporting a
pastor, the few brethren then residing
there were encouraged to arise and build
a house of worship, and to employ a
minister to labor among them. They
are now aself-supporting church of 125
members, with a good property. In 1886
they gave' 8100 to Convention Funds.
They will, doubtless, do more this year.

In 1884 we had no church in the
town of Campbellton. A visit of our
general missionary,Bro. Wallace, resulted
in the organization of & church. The
Board assisted in procuring and support-
ing & pastor, and there is now a church
of upwards of 100 .membgrs, with a good
church property. Last year they gave
$70 to Convention Fund.

In 1880 the church at Dartmouth, N.
8., were able to raise only $400 for pas-
toral support and $40 for Convention
Fund. They were assisted by the Home
Mission Board,and by the blessing of God
upon ettorts put forth, have for some
yea's been selfsustaining.

But last evening I took dinner with Mr.
Ryan, the police inspector here, whose
duty compelled him to be present two
nights at the festival. He said what I
had heard was really true.

He said a trench eighteen or twenty
feet long and half a yard in depth, had
been dug and filled with wood, which
was set on fire and burned till the trench
was a mass of fire and flame, so hot that
he could not stand within some yards of
it. On the second night three men who
had been prepared by the priest by in
cantations, walked through this mass of
fire three times each way, from end to
end, without being burned. A chicken
also was taken by the priest, and after a
few ceremonies, it was put upon the
ground, and of its own accord, apparently,
it walxed through the fire from one end
to the other, and then turned and walked
back again, ard not a feather wos singed.
One of the men walking through the fire,
had & common pot on his head partly
filled with rice, and it was declared that
noone but the priest could take the
put down, A police inspector (a native)
was present a few years ago, and not be.
lieving this, be undertook to take it ofY
Instead of being able

the man's head.
to do so, he found himself being lifted
from the ground by the pot, and the
priest had to interfere. This is the story
the people tell, and the man himself says
it is true. Another part of the perform.
ance is for the priest, when the ceremony
is all over, to take up his cloth full of live
coals and carry them on his shoulder to
his village, This part I forgot to ask
about. Twelve or fifteen thousand peo-
ple assemble, and each one is expeoted to
bring something to offer to the goddess,
as a sheep, a goat, a fowl, chicken, pigeon
or other bird. If one Should bring a dog,
the goddess would feel insulted, and
would kill the person, they say. All
these things thus offered are killed on
the third duy, by cutting oft the head in
front of some images near the fire. The
heads all go to the priest, the bodies to
those who offer them. Mr. Ryan said it
was a horrible sight to see the animals
and birds killed in such numbers that a
stream of blood ran across the fire and
down the hill. The full ceremony oceurs
only once in four years. If possible, I
should like to attend the festival once, to
soe for myself. I cannot doubt the truth
of moet I have heard, but who can ex-
plain it ?

THE FARM.

How te Make Farming Pay.

“Does farming pay ?” I emphatically
say it does. I was born and reared in a
city, learned a useful trade and always
commanded the highest wages ; can now
leave the farm and get steady employ-
ment at $3 per day, but that does not pay

near so well as the farm. To make farm-
ing pay, it requires as close attention in
every detail n} the business as is neces-
sary in any branch of merchandise, and
it must.be strictly borne in mind that all
food supplies for the family and stock, as
far as possible, must be raised at home,
and too, it must be considered that it is
not what is consumed at home, but the
surplus that is sold, and don’t be ashamed

to sell anything from an egg up, and
don't think the amount too small to take
care of, and you will soon see that farm-
ing pays, and have a snug amount of
cash in hand.— .I .Imm Columbus, Ky.

Prewnllnp: Ih'ns n-um Sltting.

As a breaking up of broody hens is
often a matter of annoyance and incon-
venience,l should like to give my method,
which has proved very effective, without
resorting to any of the various cruel
methods in use. I have a raised pen
with a slat bottom, just wide enough apar
80 they can stand comfortably, and f{-a«l
ing nothing but oats. As it is the over
supply of fat that causes the hen to sit,
in the first place, the most s ble pb\n
is to reduce her weight and>thus cure
her broody inclinations, and get her in
good condition for laying at the same
time. Three or four days’ confinement
under such conditions usually suffice to
cure the most persistent sitter. And I
should like to say that in case hens get
too fat to lay, which often happens, a
diet of oats is the best ration for reduc-
ing them to laying form.— Correspondence
Country Gentleman.

Insects on Plants.

Insects on house plants are very
troublesome at this time of year. They
should be attended to as soon as dis

covered.

I have found the following simple
remedies very satisfactory on my own
plants, but they must be applied persist
ently and often to be effectual.

Look at' your plants thoroughly once
a week, and, as soon as a new crop of in.
sects appear, exterminate them.

Red spiders are very small, but the
harm they do is large, they are found all
over the leaves; a thorough syringing
with lukewarm water will remove them,

Green lice grow large and fat and
multiply one thousand fold if left to
themselves, completely ruining the
plants ; chimney soot or fresh wood
ashes dusted all over the plant will kill
the lice for the time being.

The scale insects are the most un
nlf;hl]y and diffioult pests to get rid of,
when they are old and large it will be
necessary to scrape them off. White
heleboré (obtainea of druggists) mixed
with dissolved soap and thoroughly
rubbed on the stems and branches af
flioted, will destroy the young ones.

State has the same solicitude for the
moral welfare of the citizen. In short, the
State not only has the power to provide
for the public safety, the public health
and the public morals ; but it cannot, as
we have already shown by citations from
decisions of the Supreme Court of the
United States, “divest itself” of that
power. The very purpose for which gov-
ernment is nrumnzmi 1* to exercise it.

The State in its care for the public
health prohibits the sale of nnfmu- and
unwholesome atticles of food. Unripe
or decayed fruit, diseased meat, adulter-
ated milk, are seized and destroyed and
the aecalers punished. The sale of
articles dangerous to life or limb or
health is regulated or prohibited. Boards
of health are established to investigate
common sources of disease, and to abate
them as nuisances, and may exercise ex-
traordinary powers in the prevention or
suppression of contagious diseases. The
necessity for preserving the public health
is 6o clearly recognized under our gov-
ernment that the States may, despite
the constitutional right of Congress ex
clusively to reguvlate intecstate com
merce prevent the importation of in
fected articles and establish quarantine
regulation
