* London, April 30.—(The British War 
Office tonight made public an official 
communication concerning the opera­
tions of the Allies against the Dardan­
elles:

"The disembarkation of the army In 
the Dardanelles began before sunrise 
on April 25. Six different beaches 
were used, and the operation was cov­
ered by the whole fleet.

“The landing was immediately suc­
cessful on five beaches, although it 
was opposed with vigor by a strongly 
entrenched enemy in successive lines, 
which were protected by barbed wire 
entanglements, in some place fifty 
yards wide and supported by artillery.

"On* the sixth beach, near fleddul 
Rahr, the troops could not advance un­
til evening, when a fine attack by the 
British infantry from the direction of 
•Cape Tefeh relieved the pressure on

their front. The arrangements for 
landing had been concerted, In the uV 
most detail, 'between the fleet and the

"The result of the first day’s opera* 
tions was the establishment of strong 
forces of British, Australian and New 
Zealand troops on the tower elopes of 
Sari iBair, to the north of Gab a Tope, 
of British troops at Cape Tekh, at 
Cape Belles and near Morto Bay, and 
of a French force on the Asiatic shore 
at Kumkaleh after a gallant attack to­
ward Ydnl Shehr.

Politic^ Economist Gives His 
Views of Probable After Ef­
fects of War on Commerce 

and Industry.
London, April 30.—The whole busi­

ness world is vltaliy concerned In the 
question of how the war will affect 
commercial 
Will there 
Ity? What will be the result of the de­
struction of a such a large portion of 
the efficient and productive classes? 
Will money be scarce and dear, or 
plentiful and cheap?

These economic aspects of the great 
struggle were discussed with an Asso­
ciated Press correspondent by Profes­
sor Herbert Somerton Foxwell, direc­
tor of economics of St John's College, 
•Cambridge, and Professor of Political 
Economy in thé University of London. 
When asked whether, in his opinion, 
war would be followed by a business 
depression, Prof. Foxwell said:

"Generally, roy view to that there is 
no sufficient reason to hold that a 
great war must necessarily be followed 
by severe depression ; and less than 
usual in this particular case, where an 
immense work of reparation will be 
required on the conclusion of the war.

“It will be said that there must be, 
and should be, currency contraction 
after this war. Yes, in a sense—in the 
strict sense of the term currency.

"Note issues will be contracted In 
France, Russia and Germany, especi­
ally; not appreciably, if at all, in 
GreatBritaln.

"But modern business enterprise in 
the most advanced countries depends 
mainly on bank credits,” he continu­
ed, "and these again, so far as they are 
limited at all, are mainly limited by 
relation not to currency in general, 
but to ultimate gold reserves. These 
reserves have been rather Increased 
than diminished by this war.

‘tout then, it wiU be eaid, the war 
has positively destroyed a làrge part 
of the available machinery of produc­
tion, and, above all, of the most effici­
ent and productive classes of the popu­
lation.

"This last I take to be the capital In­
jury to the war, in a sense irreparable, 
in view of the mass of highly trained 
expert men who form the bulk of mod­
ern armies. I fully admit the gravity 
of this consideration, on the other 
hand, the discipline and physical 
training received by that portion of the 
army which returns to civil life will be 
of great economic value. This applies 
particularly to Great Britain.

"As to capital, here of course there

April 30;—The following 
communication is from Sir Max Ait 
taen, the Canadian recording officer 
now serving with the Canadian divi­
sion in France, and its publication is 
authorized by the war office:

"The recent fighting in Flanders, 
in which the Canadians played so 
glorious a part, cannot, of course, be 
described with precision of military 
detail until the time has made ,v>s- 
sible the coordination of relevant 
diaries, and the pieceing together in 
a narrative both lucid and exact of 
much, which, so near the event, is 
confused and blurred. But it is con­
sidered right that the mourning in 
Canada today for husbands, sons, or 
brothers who have given their lives 
for their Empire should have, with 
as little reserve as military consider­
ation allow, the rare and precious con­
solation which, in the agony of be­
reavement, the record of the valor of 
their dead must bring, and indeed the 
mourning in Canada w ill be very wide­
ly spread, for the battle which raged 
for so many days iu the neighborhood 
of Ypres was bloody, even as men 
appraise battles, in this callous and 
life-engulfing war. But as long as 
brave deeds retain the power to fire 
the blood of Anglo-Saxons the stand 
made by the Canadians in those des­
perate days will be told by fathers to 
their sons, for in the military •,-»c- 
ords of Canada this defence will shine 
as brightly as in the records of the 
British army the stubborn valor witti 
which Sir James MacDonnell and the 
Guards beat back from Hougoumont, 
the decision of Foy, and the armv of 
Reille.

When One Fell Another Took His 

Place.
"An officer who took part in the .'t- 

tack describes how the men about him 
fell under the fire of the machine 
guns, which, in his phrase, played up­
on them “like a watering-pot." He 
added quite simply ‘.‘I wrote my own 
life off.” But the line never wavered 
When one man fell another took his 
place, and, with a final shout, the sur­
vivors of the two battalions flung 
themselves into the wood. The Ger­
man garrison was completely demoral­
ized, and the impetuous advance of the 
Canadians did not cease until they 
reached the far side of the wood and 
entrenched themselves there in ths 
positions so dearly gained. They had, 
however, the disappointment of finding 
that the guns had been blown up hv 
the enemy, and later on -in the same 
night, a most formidable concentration 
of artillery fire, sweeping the wood 
as a tropical storm sweeps the leaves 
from a forest, made it Impossible for 
them to hold the position for which 
they had sacrificed so much.

“The fighting continued without in­
termission all through the night and 
to those who observed the Indication* peg. 
that the attack was being pushed with 
ever-growing strength, it hardly seed­
ed possible that the Canadians fighting 
in positions so difficult to defend, and 
so little the subject of deliberate 
choice, could maintain their resistance 
for any long period. At six a. m. on 
Friday it became apparent that the 
left was becoming more and more in- peg 
volved and a powerful German attempt 
to outflank it developed rapidly. The 
consequences if It had been broken or 
outflanked need not be insisted upon.
They were not merely local.

“It was therefore, decided, formid­
able as the attempt undoubtedly was, 
to try and give relief by a counter­
attack upon the first line of Germon 
trenches, now far, far advanced from 
those originally occupied by the 
French. This was carried out by the 
Ontario First and Fourth Battalions, 
of the First Brigade, under Brlg.-Gen- 
eral Morcer, acting in combination 
with a British brigade. It is safe to 
say that the youngest private In the 
rank, as he set his teeth for the ad­
vance, knew the task In front of him, 
and the youngest subalterfi knew all 
that rested upon its success.

"It did not seem that any human 
being could live in the shower of shot 
and shell which began to play upon 
the advancing troops. They suffered 
terrible casualties. For a short time 
every other man seemed to fall, but 
the attack was pressed1 even closer 
and closer. The Fourth Canadian 
Battalion at one moment came under 
a particularly withering fire. For a 
moment, not more, it wavered. Its 
most gallant commanding officer, 
Lieut. Col. Birchall, carrying, after an 
old fashion, a light cane, coolly and 
cheerfully rallied his men, and at the 
very moment when his example had 
infected them, fell dead at the head 
of his battalion.

“With a hoarse cry of anger they 
sprang forward (for indeed they loved 
him) as if to avenge hie death.

The astonishing attack which fol­
lowed, pushed home in the face of di­
rect frontal fire made in broad day­
light by battalions whose names 
should live forever in the memories 
of soldiers, was carried to the first 
line of German trenches. After a 
hgmd-tohand struggle the last Ger­
man who resisted was bayonetted, 
and the trench was won.

At the" morning 
session the cross-examination of Hum 
(ling was concluded. Hum testified 
that one of the pipes that was taken 
from Hop Idea's premises on the night 
of March 13th was his" property, while 
a larger pipe was the property of Hop 
Lee. The pipes were kept in Hop’s 
place for the convenience of the cus­
tomers for smoking tobacco. He said 
that he had seen the tittle can found 
in Hop Lee’s stove by ex-Detective 
Kltien and which Is claimed by the 
.prosecution to contain opium.

Hum Qlng then gave an exhibition 
of smoking. 'Mr. Mcinerney withdrew 
his objection to the exhibition, as he 
said the authorities seemed to consider 
that decisions of that nature lay with­
in the discretion of tlio court. The 
witness produced a photograph show­
ing two Chinese in their native land 
with n pipe similar to the one pro­
duced in evidence. He had smoked 
the pipe on March 12.

Hum Bo Tom was called by D. <Mul- 
lin, counsel for Hop Lee. He had used 
a pipe like the ones in evidence. They 
were used for smoking In Montreal and 
in China. He had been home to China 
last fall. A piece of bamboo about 
two fact long with the regular opium 
bowl was produced In evidence, and 
Hum Bo Tom explained how the opium 
was smoked. He would not swear that 
that was the only kind of pipe In 
which it could be smoked.

The court adjourned until 3.15 in the 
afternoon, when the evidence of Hum 
Bo Tom was resumed. A pipe which 
was taken from Hop Lee's premises 
was produced and witness stated that 
he saw the pipe before and heard Hum 
Glng say it was a tobacco pipe. Wit­
ness never saw any .person smoking 
ipnum in the pipes produced and opi­
um could not be smoked in the pipes 
seized by Jeffrey in Hop Lee's prem­
ises. A long stemed pipe was pro­
duced and witness said that he did 
not know if opium could be smoked 
in that kind of a pipe or not.

Regarding the pipes seized by Jeff­
rey, witness said that he did not know 
of them 'being a new kind of p\pe for 
smoking opium. Witness said that he 
never saw opium in the shape of the 
pellets seized in Hop Lee’s place. The 
opium that he had seen was in a liquid 
form like molasses. He said that op- 
iqm cannot be smoked in the pipes 
•produced. In cross-examination by 
Mr. Mcinerney witness said he was 
not sure if opium -could be smoked in 
rbe pipes produced.

Mr. Mullin then had witness place 
two of the pellets claimed to be opium 

; in the bowl of the pipe and instructed 
him to light it and attempt to smoke. 
After some objection made by Mr. Mc­
inerney, the magistrate allowed the 
witness to proceed with the demon­
stration subject to objection. Hum 
Bo placed the pellets In the bowl, 
lighted a paper taper and In a few- sec- 

; onds was drawing the smoke through 
| the stem and blowing it from his 
mouth. Witness then described how 
opium was smoked from a pipe which 
he claimed was an opium pipe, al­
though he stated that he had never 
smoked the drug he bad seen others 
smoke.

Hum Bon was the next witness and 
testified that he was in Hop Lee's 
iP'lace on the night of the raid. He 
said that Jeffrey asked Hop Lee for 
five hundred dollars, or some opium. 
Hop replied that he had no five hun­
dred or any opium. Then Jeffrey ask­
ed for one hundred dollars and caught 
Hop by the olothing. Jeffrey then 
took something out of Harry Willie's 
pocket and later witness said that he 
saw Jeffrey take money from Hop 
Lee's pocket. Jeffrey had a revolver 
in his hand and pointed it at all of 
the Chinese In the place and ordered 
them not to talk. Hum Gqw said some­
thing in Chinese and Jeffrey fired the 
revolver. Witness said thafc-he made 
his escape from the place By the back 
door. On returning after the .police 
left the place witness said he found 
a cartridge shell and a bullet on the 
floor. Witness said that there 
no girls In the place that night. Hum 
Gow had been smoking some tobacco, 
and when Jeffrey entered the 
Hum Gtng was sick and was lying 
in one of the bunks, 
adjourned until a later date.

There is, however, no longer 
any reason for observing silence on 
the point, and it may as well be stat­
ed quite bluntly that Germany, ever 
since the commencement of the war, 
has been doing her utmost to rouse 
China against Russia, and at one time 
the position looked really quite serious. 
At a first glance, the opportunity for 
China to get some of her own back 
from Russia seems quite obvious. Rus­
sia has been obliged to withdraw large 
masses of troops from Siberia. Her 
garrisons along the Mongolian fron­
tier are greatly reduced, and Germany 
recognizes that any serious eruption 
of China into Siberia, or even into 
Outer Mongolia and Northern Man­
churia, would greatly hamper Rus­
sian movements at the European seat 
of war. Needless to say, China can­
not move a single battalion against I 
Russia whilst Japan, the watch dog of 
the far east, has a strong fleet in be­
ing and a large ever-ready army. Nev­

“The operation of the landing army 
in the face of modern weapons and 
in spite of wire entanglements, under 
sea as well as on the land, and of land 
mines and deep pits with spikes at 
their bottoms, thus has been accom­
plished.

"The Admiral reports that the fleet 
is filled with intense admiration over 
the achievements of their military 
comrades.

"The casualties In the army neces­
sarily have been heavy. The casual­
ties in the fleet were not numerous 
They appear to have been confined to 
torpedo boat destroyers and to boats' 
crews engaged in landing; operations, 
in which merchant captains and offi­
cers and crews of transports also have 
taken part.

"During the operations Turkish 
warships from N a vara (In the Straits) j 
several times have attempted to Inter-1 
vene, but have always made off direct- ! 
ly the Queen Elizabeth was at hand.

"At noon on the 27th, however, a I 
transport of about 8,000 tons was re­
ported off Maid os, and before she) 
could escape the Queen Elizabeth 
opened fire. The third shdt hit and 
destroyed her. She sank rapidly, 
but whether she contained troops or 
not could not be seen.

"On the 28th and 29th the Allied 
forces rested and improved and con­
solidated their positions and contin­
ued the disembarkation of stores and 
artillery. All counter-attacks by the 
enemy, which were incessant on the 
28th, but weakened on the 29th, were 
repulsed.

“The fleet, as well as the supporting 
army, have begun to engage the bat 
terles. The Triumph bombarded Mai­
des, which was in flames last night, 
the 29th."

dian War Contingent Association. Be­
sides the stocks the sale on sock day 
totalled over five hundred dollars. This 
amount with some added contributions 
to the chapter’s funds, was allocated 
as follows: $250 to be given to Colonel 
Murray MacLaren ($160 to be used vs 
the doctor thought best), $60 to be sent 
to Brunswick Chapter for a bed to 
bear the name of “Royal Standard" 
Chapter, in the New Brunswick ward, 
Canadian Hospital, the other $50 was 
a donation from E. A. Smith to pro­
vide a bed In Colonel MacLaren’s hos­
pital for any of the Empire’s defend­
ers and to bear the name of his wife, 
Mrs. E. Atherton Smith, $100 was sent 
to the Belgian Orphan Fund, $60 to 
the Allies* Hospital, three miles from 
the trenches in France.

ond engineer of the British steamer 
Falaba, who was rescued by a traw.ler 
when bis ship was sunk off the Irish 
coast on March 28 by a German sub­
marine, with & heavy toss of life, has 
just made a statement to the Admiral­
ty definitely charging that the subma- 
vine crew laughed at the struggling 
survivors of the Falaba and were in­
different to the appeals for help. Peak 
has been dangerously ill In a London 
hospital since his rescue.

Maritime Provinces are to be tho 
guests of the Presbyterian churches 
of St. John when they foregather for 
their annual session In St. Andrew’s 
churdh during the first week of Octob­
er next. The good Presbyterian ceo- 
ple of the old loyalist city have ever 
given a warm and heartsome welcome 
to "fathers and brethren" as these 
have come among them from time to 
time as a synod or a general assem­
bly to review the work of the church 
and deliberate upon plans for the ful­
ler prosecution of the same. It has 
always been felt that the advantages 
reaped by tihe homes and the churches 
of the city to which these church as­
semblies come far outstrip any extra 
effort put forth for the receiving and 
entertaining of their guests. Many a 
warm and lasting friendship, many a 
new vision of the church's mighty and 
inspiring task, many a new endeavor 
In religious activity can be traced 
back to their springs in the host-aad 
guest relationship, individually and 
collectively, that are created by the 
coming of the commissioners of the 
whole church to the congregations of 
a single community.

It was felt that In view of the pro­
portions to which the "summer ex­
odus” has grown In St. John, plans 
for the entertaining of the Synod 
should be fairly well matured before 
the summer exodus began. To this 
end a committee met on Monday 
formulate plans for the work on baud. 
Rev. Gordon Dickie was elected chair 
man of this committee thus constitut­
ed, with power to add to their num­
ber. Mr. A. L. Law was chosen re­
cording secretary and treasurer. After 
a general discussion it was decided

Sir Robert Perks, makes the follow­
ing reference to the response of Meth­
odism to the country's call, "How 
could a church with the traditions 
and the ideals of the Methodists stand 
Idly by, when last August there came 
the Divine call of their country to 
arms?

The Augmentation Committee of the 

General Assembly (E. D.) met in Hali­
fax, N. S. on Wednesday of this week 
and was well attended by members 
from the various presbyteries of the 
Maritime Synod. The New Bruns 
wick presbyteries were represented 
by Revs. G. A. Grant of Black river 
and Napan, and J. H. A. Anderson of 
St. John. Forty-five applications from 
congregations were beforè the com­
mittee for assistance to enable them 
to maintain a minister on the mini­
mum stipend. It will be remembered 
that by action of the General Assem­
bly In June, 1914 the minimum stipend 
of ministers in the Maritime Provin­
ces was set«at $1,000 and a manse or 
free house. It was reported in com­
mittee that thirty-four congregations 
throughout the bounds have recently 
risen to this new minimum. After 
careful consideration of the whole 
situation, the committee resolved that 
there was no other course open but to 
proceed to the allocation of grants to 
congregations with a view to bring­
ing all congregations applying up to 
the standard of the new minimum.

The 
rush of wounded was so great that 
even a large church had to be requisi­
tioned as a temporary dressing sta­
tion. The scene in that particular 
Church during one night spent there 
will never fade from my memory.

The floor was literally packed with 
men with all kinds of wounds and in 
all stages of delirium—some crying 
out for water, others for relief. To 
stop to think meant distraction, 
have no desire to have the sights and 
sounds of that Church repeated in my 
life. Here, indeed, was to be seen 
trié driftwood of a terrible storm.”

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LDSING HOPE 

WOMAN VERY ILL
Not far behind the British firing line 

in France is a hospital, the patients of 
which are neither wounded nor afflict­
ed with any. particular illness. Any 
soldier can get admitted there, hut 
only for a limited time. It is simply a 

“recujieratlon home" established in an 
old jute factory, in which modern hos­
pital conveniences of various kinds 
havé been installed. The building is 
situated In close proximity to a rail­
road station, making convenient the 
transportation of* patients to and from 
the Institution.

A British medical officer founded 
this establishment, after he had made 
the observation that the regular field 
hospitals were being crowded needless­
ly with patients whose aliments were 
caused only by exhaustion. Such suf­
ferers now are conveyed to the recrea­
tion home, where soon after arrival 
they are divided into two groups, those 
who will be returned to their regi­
ments after a rest and the more ser­
ious cases which eventually will be 
transferred to a regular hospital.

How useful this auxiliary hospital is 
to the military medical service is dem­
onstrated by the fact that of 5,822 sol­
diers treated no fewer than 2,713 re­
covered within a fortnight and return­
ed to the front.

The patients usually arrive during 
the night. Most of them are in a 
state nearing collapse, and as a rule 
are Infested so badly with vermin that 
they have to be temporarily Isolated. 
Upon arrival they are divested of their 
soiled clothes, and after a cursory 
medical examination receive a nourish­
ing meal of easily digestible food 
Sometimes several days may elapse 
without a single soldier arriving, but 
at other times they come In droves 
of a hundred or more.

Whenever a large contingent Is sent 
to the recreation hospital the authori­
ties must be notified beforehand, so 
as to make sure accommodations are 
available, since no more than a thou­
sand persons can be housed and taken 
care of at one time.

For ex­
ample the company sold the depart­
ment 25 Kelly-Springflleld three-ton 
trucks at $3,105 each, and 35 two-ton 
trucks at $2,750 each; 126 motor 
truck bodies equipped at $270 each, 8 
Russell delivery wagons at $1,650 each, 
apd 7 Russell touring cars at $2,750 
each, less 10 per cent. According to 
the evidence before the committee the 
profits of the company were $30,000, 
the basis being 10 per cent. Tfre Rus­
sell Company was agent for the Kelly- 
Springfleld truck. Including the oi- 
cyles and motorcycles, which the Can­
ada Cycle & Motor Oo„ a subsidiary 
company, had sold the department, it 
was stated before the investigating 
committee that the total profits of 
the Russell Company were estimated 
at $48,000. These are, however, gross 
profits, from which the ordinary sell­
ing and administrative expenses must 
be deducted to arrive at actual net 
profits.

But that which Mr. Russell may be 
proud of is the success which has 
crowned his efforts. He has the ap­
proval of the War Office and the con­
gratulations of the investigating com­
mittee.
