Apohaqui, July 17,.—In the death of
Caorge Ellison, Apohaqui has lost one
of the oldest, most interesting and
mcat respected citizens, He had pas-
sed the three score years and ten by
fully eleven years, and had seen the
growth of this village from almost a
wilderness to its present comfortable
and prosperous condition, wherein
dwells, in pleasant homes a happy
and contented people. One could listen
to Mr. Ellison, by the hour, as the
writer did many a time, and hear him
tell in his pleasant interesting way
stories of his boyhood days, and of
the olden folk, and olden times, when
Apohaqui was a stretch of alder
swamp, woods and virgin forest, out
of which here, as elsewhere, our fath-
ers brought forth, by hard work and
serious toil, the farms and home lands
of today, The deceased would often
say “the boys and young men of today
know little of work, and have little to
do, in comparison with the labor and
hardships, dangers and risks, too, en-
dured and conguered by the old folk
and pioneers of the country.”

‘As already announced in The Stand-
ard, he departed this life on last Fri-
day afternoon, dying in the comfert-
able cottage home in which he had
resided for nearly half a century, that
home one of the first in the locality.

That
these papers are appreclated by the
men is evidenced by, the numbers of
letters The Standard is_receiving.

The superintendent- of the Graun-
ville Canadian Special Hospital at
Ramsgate, Kent, England, urges that
at least three coples per day be sent
to his hospital because there are, as
a rule, a large number of New Bruns-
wick men there. He says: “I can as-
sure you that these papers are much
appreciated, and I wish to extend to
our friends sincere thanks for their
kindness and interest in this hospi-

Col. W. A, A Scott in command of
the Moore Barracks Canadian Hospl-
tal at Shorncliffe, writes: “I have ar-
ranged that as these p&pers are re-
ceived they shall be distributed to our
patients from New Brunswick.”

Commandant of Brundall House Hos-
pital, Norwich, extends thanks for the
gift of The Standard sent to the hos-
pital. This, paper is kept on fille and
is enjoyed by New Brunswick men.

The Hon, Secretary of the Red
Cross “tenders most cordial thanks
to you and to all those who are co-
operating with you for the gift of The
Standards which are being forwarded
to this office.

pers give a great deal of.pleasure in
other respects forming as they do a
very real link with 'home and loved
ones left behind.”

The officer commanding the Con-
valescent Hospital at Bromley expres-
ses his appreciation of the papers
which are being sent, and states that
as this is a clearing hospital for Cana-
dian patients in the Imperial hospitals
in London there are generally sevéral
New Brunswick men in his institution
who greatly enjoy the papers.

From the above it will be seen that
the papers which friends have so kind-
ly contributed towards sending are
a source of enjoyment to the New
Brunswick soldiers in the hospitals.
