Indianapolis Convention Stands on the Strike Order Which
Becomes Effective at Close of Working Day Friday—
Their Statement Issued to-the Public Places All Respon-
sibility Upon the Operators—Canvass of the Situation
Shows Strike! of Bituminous Operators Cannct be
Avoided—Claim to be Exercicing Their Rights.

.Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 29—That “a strike of bitumin-

ous miners cannot be avoided” was the outstanding conclu-
sion of a statement-issyed late today by the conference of
the United Mine Workers of America. Blame for the situ-
ation was laid at the feet of the operators because they had
refused to negotiate a wage agreement notwithstanding the
fact that the mine workers' representatives had urged and

beseeched them to do so.

in striking. The statemont, also, sets
forth that the union officials gave
profound consieration to the- state-
ment of President Wilson as it ap-
peared in the newspapers, and addod
that no communication on’that sub-
ject had been received from the Fed-
eral administration.

Statement

The statement follows:

‘“T'hre conference of United Mine
Workers, composed of members of the
International Legislative Board, the
Scale Committes of the Central Com-
petitive District, and the District
Presidents, United Mine Workers ot
America, gave most profound consid-
eration to the statement of the Presi-
dent of the Unfted States which ap-
peared in the public press recently,
relative to the impending strike of
bituminous miners sét for November
1. No communieation was recelvea
by the Internatiomal officers of the
United Mine Workers of America,
from either the Presjdert or any rep
resentative of the federal government.

Cannot Be Avolded

“A canvass ‘of the entire situation
shows that a strike of bituminous
miners cannot be avolded. A regular.
iy constituted conyention of represent-
atives of the United Mine Workers
held at Cleveland, Ohlo, on Septem
her 26th ordered a strike of bitumin-
ous mine workers to become effective
November 1st, in the eyent wage
seale was not negotiated Yy that time,

In-the organise
tlon has acted in this manner, and no
ripresentatives of the organization
have duthority to set such action
wifde, The facts are that the same
supreme authority which ordered the
pending strike s the same as that
which approved the contract that has
now expired, '

Place Responsibility Upon Operators.

“The responsibility for the strike
rests with the coal operators. They
have refused to mnegotiate a wage
agrecment, notwithstanding the fact
that mine workers’ representatives
have urged and beseeched them to ao
80. The fundamental causes, which
prompted the mine woekers to take
this drastie action, are deep seated.

The constitution and guaran-
tees of this free government give men
the right to work_ or quit work indi-
vidually or collectively,

Exercising Thelr Rights

“The mine workers, therefore, are
but exercising the right guaranteed
by the comstitution and which cannot
be taken away by the representatives
of the government when -they quir
work, or when they refuse to work
until their grivances are adjusted. The
mine workers’ representatives are
ready, willing and anxious to meet the
coal operators for the purpose of ne
gotiating an agrecment and bring
about the settlement of the present
unhappy situation. They will respond
at any time to a call for such a meet
ing, and will honestly end®avor to
work out A wage agreement upon a
fatr and equitable. basis, which. agroe-

alone will put the mines in op-
eration and gnarantee the nation an
adequate supply of coal. We assen
that the mine workers have no other
purpose in view—other than to securs
a working wage agreement. All of
their demands are Incorporated in the
wage proposal submitted to the coa)
operators and each and all are sun.
ject to negotiatton.

“Oonscious of the grave responsi
bility resting upon the representatives
of the eoal miners, we have no other
alternative than to carry out the.in-
structions of the United Mine Work-
ers’ conventfon, The issne has been
made and if it must be settled upon
the fleld of industrial battle, the re-
sponsibility rests fairly and squarely
upon theg coal barons alone.”

Mr. Lay was not {ll last night, but
early this morning, after gstiing up,
he complained of feeling iil and short-
ly after retiring to his bed again pass.

Lay came to Amherst about forty
years ago to take the principalship
of our schools and from that tims to
this he has been » constant and onwe
of thg most usefnl eitizens of the
town. After teaching for a number
of years he resigned to take ihe m-
spectorship for the county of Cumber-
land and part of Colchester, but after
filling that position capably for a
number of years he resigned to take
his old principalship again. This was
mbout twentydive years ago. Mr.
Lay had the principalship till 1912
when he was appointed to the newly
created supervisorship of all our Am
herst schools. To him and him alone
we owe our public Iibrary which has
been of so much value to 0 many. ot
the people of the town. This was
peculiarly his child, and he gave it
unremitting care to the epd of his
days. He was a splendid cittzen,
deeply devoted to every last interest

Mr. Chamberlain assepted that no
gingle feature of the world situation
had placed heavier burdens upon Great
Britain than the fact that no . treaty,
of peace with Turkey had been sign-
ed, and no settlement in the East had
been reached. For this, however, the
government was in no way respon-
sible. Mr. Chamberlain continued that
it was mnot within the power of the
British government to remedy the
Turkish situation which was an Inter-
national affair. Everybody knew that
a gettlement was being delayed, pend-
ing & decision by the United States
whether she would undertake her part

of the “White Man’s Burden,” and
the execution of the tutelage of Turk-
ey under the League of Nations.

Levy On Capital Out of Question.

Mr. Chamberlain, referring to the
economics demanded, said that if the
staffs of all departments were placed
upon the pre-war rate of pay it would
effect a saving of only twentyiwo
millions pounds. EveryouQ knew that
the reduction could not be effected.

Mr, Chamberlain said that a gen-
eral levy upon capital was ot of the
question. A levy upon war profits
stood upon a different footing, but
the difficulties of undertaking such a
scheme of taxation were immense,
and outweighed the advantage.

The floating debt of the country on
October 26, Mr. Chamberlain told the
House, amounted to £1,286,000,000
gterling. He anticipated that next
year, after providing for the abnor
mal aftermath of the war expendi-
ture, there would be a substahtial
balance on the year to go towards
the reduction of the debt.

The Chancellor was opposed to a
levy on capital, he sald, because it
woild encourage extravagance and
hinder the influence of foreign capi
tal.  Ifthe House decided upon such
& measure it need not expect him te
carry it out, he deeclared.

Mr. Chamberlain hinted at a Te
vision of the railroad rates to make
{ike railronds selfjsupporting. Or
dinary ecivilian unemployment doles
would be terminated on November 21,
he sald, and. the bread subsidy end-
ed at an early date.

Drastic Reductions.

The Chancellor indicated . that
British troops in varfous parts of the
world would be reduced during the
next feyv. months by a half million
men.

Drastic reductions in the navy he
estimated at from £16,000,000 to
£21,000,000 sterling. The parsonnel
would be reduced in December to
146,000, he announced.

PRICES COMING
DOWN IN ENGLAND

Hope of Cheaper Boots—Re-
Ticketing in the Various
Stores.

London, Oct. 38—The fall in the
prices of many commodities which has
taken place during the last two or
hree weeks is mot contined to the
smaller shops. In the We st<fnd shop-
ping area there are many 'shops
where the prices of the goods display-
ed in the windows have been reduced
considerably; but the reduction {8
by no means general
In Regent street, for example, there
are few signs of reduced prices, but
the number of firms in the main shop
ping area which have re-ticketed thejr
geods are suffieiently numerous to
satisty shoppers that a real down-
ward movement has begun.

How far these reductions are due
to the fuct that local committees, ap+
pointed under the Profiteering Act,
are now beginning work all over the
country, may be an open question.
The firmg whieh have now revised
their prices would naturally be the
last $ admit that they have done
so because they. have been profiteer
ing in the past. The downward move
ment in prices cannot be attributed
merely to seasonable reductions, to
sales, or to the display of inferior ar
ticles. The principle reductions are
in clothing, and that they are gen
uine iz shown by the fact that in the
same shcps the same articles can be
seen now priced very much lower
than they were five ox six weeks ago.
At a shop in Oxford street, for ex-
ample, a velour hat was sold five
weeks ago for £2 198, 6d., and a sim-
flar hat was priced yesterday at two

T MEETING

British Labor M. P. Rebuked
Those Disturbing Dominion
Labor Congress Secretary.

Montreal, Ogt. 26—Ben Tillett, M.
P., the British labor leader, took oc
casion in addressing a meeting held
under the auspices of the Montreal
Trades and Labor Couucil at I'As-
sistance Publique last night, to re
prove an element which had evidently
come organized for heckling pur
poses, and had made it difficult for P.
M Draper, secretary of the Domin-
ion Trades and Labor Congress, to
conclude his address which proceed-
ed that of Tillett. John T. Foster
president of the Moatreal Trades and
Labor Councl, acted as chairman,

The haeckling staried when Mr.
Draper declared that the only true
labor movement In Canada was that
represented by the Trades and Labos
Cungress. Some one yelled, “How
about One Big Union?' There was
then an outburst from several parts of
the hall, most of them being recrim
inations against Mr. Draper. In ap
pealing to the disturbers for order
Mr. Foster pointed out that the of
fenders were in the main zealous
advocates of “free speech” and that
they should at least be willing to
grant the same tolerance which they
80 vehemently demanded. Mr, Fos-
ter evem threatened to bring the
meeting to a close if the disturbances
ccntinued.

In opening his address, Tillett said
that the interruptions did not perplex
as much as dishearten him to see
anything like a breach in the ranks

of labor. He sald he represented
what was coosidered a rough ele
ment, but that his dockworkers
Wwere gentlemen enough to give a

fair hearing even to those whose
ideas they did not themselves enter-
tain.

Of Sinister Importance.

He said that workers the
over are today facing
more serious than ever
capitalism had organized an inter-
pational machine of sinister {mpor-
tance to the worker which was likely
to become ‘more sinister and more
powerful as the Wworld industry de-
velops.

Senate leaders who have had charge
of the prohibition measure, including
Senator Sterling, Republican, South
Dakota, and Senator Sheppard, Dem-
ocrat, Texas, sald they believed the
measure could be passed over the
President’s veto. They favored an at-
tempt to do so, they said.

Sale of liquors remains illegal un-
der the war time prohibition law, said
Representative Volstead, Chairman of
the House Judiclary Committee. “En-
forcement of the war time act will con-
tinue as at present, though the exist-
ing laws are rather inadequate and
not as effective as they should be.
The enforcement of the war time act
is with the Department of Justice.”

Mr. Volstead, while reserving com-
ment on the possibility of passing the
bill over the President's veto, pointed
oul that the measure passed the House
by a voteof 287 to 100, or more than
the necessary two-thirds to override
the veto.

Passed Over Veto.

According to & report {ssued by the
Department of Interior at Ottawa,
there are in Now Brunswick 1,344 un.
occupied farms covering an area of
192,806 acres, Gloucester county is
the only county in the province which
roports no uncultivated farms, Queens
county heads the list with 234 vacant
farms of 80,342 acres, Kings county
comes next with 208 vacant farms of
31,984 acrew,

Mr, Sharpe, socrotary of the Pro
vinelnl Dopartment of Immigration
who has charge of farm settloment
work in New Brunswick, sald yester.
day that the et of vacant farms glv-
on by the Department of Interior was
probably incomplote. He kunew of
districts where there werg more va-
eant farms than were reported in the
department's liet, and very good farms
too,

“Many of these farms wers abandon
od years ago,” added Mr. Sharpe,
“The young people went away, and
later sent for the old folks. In some
cases the whole family went to other
parts. There 18 & tendency new for
the young people to take up farme in
the vicinity of where they were born,
but 1t is not fhearly as noticeabls
among the English-speaking people as
smong the Acadians, Immigrants
are coming in from the old country
and taking up & fow farms afl the
time, but not as meny as would Iike
to see at the present time. More
and more attention fs being divected
to farming opportunities in this prov-
fnoe, and 1 don't think the migration
of young people ié as strong as it was
yours ago, when the farmer's career
here was not very encouraging.”
