Peking, March 1, 1 a. m.—A mutiny of
Yuan Bhi Kai’s soldiers started in Peking
at 8 o’clock last night. Many of the natives
have been killed or wounded, but so far as
is known, all foreigners are safe. The lega-
tion quarter is crowded, but the mission-
aries are holding forth in their own com-
pounds,

When the outbreak occurred it was esti-|
mated that 2,000 soldiers took part, but|
since then the mutineers have been1
augmented by large numbers of the police, |
coolies and loafers. |

The legations know no reason for the
outbreak. The idea is expressed that Yuan|
Shi Kai’s soldiers began the trouble when
they learned that he intended to leave the
capital for Nanking. The soldiers are every-
where looting from house to house. They
have not spared even the foreign residences
within one block of the legation quarter.

Untario has demanded access to tide water
at a Hudson Bay port. Manitoba has in-
sisted upon being given all of the territory
to-the east, which would include the only
two ports“on Hudson Bay—Nelson and
Churchill.

A compromise has been.reached by which
the port is givén to both.

In introducing his bill, Premier Borden
stated that the boundaries of Manitoba
would be extended eastward to the eighty-
ninth meridian in Keewatin. This would
take in both Nelson and Churchill.

However, to give Ontario access to a
seaport it had been decided to grant it the
title to a strip of land, five miles in width
through what would be Manitoba after the
bill passed. - This ‘strip would extend to
Port Nelson, where Ontario would be given

tario Railway, along the five mile strip to
Nelson and possibly on to Churchill.

Hugh Guthrie—Has Ontario assented to
this arrangement?

Premier Borden—The Ontario govern-
ment has assented. The Manitoba govern-
ment has assented, the dominion govern-
nient has assented, everyone has assented
exeept- the gentlemen opposite.

Big Grant to Manitoba.

up in committee: Hon. Mr. Lougheed for |
the government, accepted amendments by
Senator Power, designed to make the bill
more clear. One provided that the records
of ‘experts or enginecrs should be pre-
served. |

Senator Kerr changed his amendment,
which provided that any one engaged as
accountant and engineer, technical adviser
or other expert, should not be mpable of |
holding office for five years.

He thought the government iu the in-
terest of fair play should accept the am-.
endment and so prevent men who were
seeking places in the government service
from making places for themselves by act-
ing as commissioners and reporting against|
the present holders of places, they might
want.

Hon. ‘Mr. Lougheed said that the law . 8
empowering the appointment of commis-
sioners for ,such investigation had been
on the statute books for a very long time.
He was certain that it would not be
abused by the present government which
had to assume full responsibility for the
acts of the men it appointed.

Bill to Repeal Naval Act.

Senator uhoquette moved the second
reading of his bill to repeal the naval act.

Hon. Mr. Lougheed said before the mo-
tion was put it might be well for Senator
Choquette to give his reasons for desiring,
in so summary a manner, to abolish the
naval service of Canada

Senator Choquette said his bill was
simple and required no explanation. It
simply proposed to do away with the naval
service and restore the conditions which
existed before. The naval bill had been
condemned by the Conservatives. when in
opposition. He had shared their views.
His object in today presenting a bill to
abolish what had been condemned, was
two-fold:

In the first place, he had done it in order
to be consistent with himself and the posi
tion he had taken when the naval bill was
going through parliament. In the second
place, he desired to give the government
an opportunity to be consistent with the
position it had taken, When the Laurier
government was putting the’bill through,
the present prime minister and his associ-
ates were in opposition. They had opposed
its passage.

Senator Choquette said that he had
shared those views. He had spoken and
voted against the bill and held that it
should be submitted to the people. It had
been submitted to the people in the last
general election, and for one reason or
another, because it gave too much or too
little, the country bad condemned it by
defeating the government which had en-
acted the measure. The decision having
been given, as a man of honor he had felt
it his duty to give effect to the decision of
the people by repealing the act they had
condemned.

No Aid from Liberals.

Senator Davis said that when the naval
bill was before the senate, three Liberals
had declared against it, and they were
held as heroes in the Drummond and
Arthabaska election. The opponents of
the bill had, in the country, declared that
if the government were defeated Mr.
Bourassa had only to hold up his hand
and the navy would fade away. The gov-
ernment had been defeated but the repeal
of the navy had not been moved for.

He thought Senator Choquette had act-
ed properly and consistently in moving to
which he had
condemned. He had the right to full con-
fidence that the government would be con-
sistent and would vote for the repeal of
the bill it had denounced. However, it
Senator Chouquette had expected support
from the Liberal members who had voted
for the bill he would be disappointed.

Senator David said that he and others
would be consistent and vote against the

| repeal of the bill they had helped to pass.

He believed that the naval bill had been
a wise solution of a great question and
had at the same time reconciled the inter-
ests of England with the autonomy of
Canada. In conclusion, Senator David
moved the previous guestion and the mo-
tion carried.

Senator Reche, of Halifax, moved the
adjournment of the debate and the mo-
tion was declared lost.

Senator Lougheed said there was noth-
ing to prevent Senator Roche from going
on with his speech.

Senator Roche.

Senator Roche said that Senator Che-
quette’s motion was too sweeping. It was
destructive of all that had been done

toward the creation of a naval service. In
the light of experience, it might be well
to somewhat revise the naval plan of two
years ago, but he did not favor its abso-
lute destruction.

He pointed out that the early com-
pletion of the Panama canal gave a new
aspect to the naval situation of the whole
world. It would result in the develop-
ment of a great commerce through that
route by Britain ,and that commerce re-
quired protection in which Canada should
aid. Canada must go on with the mother
country in the development of force by
land and sea. Her aims and interests must
coutinue in harmony with those of the
motber country,

HORSES' TEETH

The back teeth of a horse, like any other
back teeth, are called molars. The adult
male animal bas 40 teeth, classified as fol-
ows: 12 incisors, 4 canine or bridle teeth,
and 24 molars. The female usually \has only
36, the canine teeth being absent. The
molarg are arranged in four rows, oné on
each \gide of the jaw, and are numbered
1st, 2ud, 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th, from before
backwards. At birth the colt sometimes
hag four tempodary incisors, the central
pair in each jaw, hut usually these do not
appear until about 14 days, the laterals at
9 weeks, and the corners at 9 months. He
always has 12 molars at birth, Nos. 1, 2
and 3 in epch row. Thege are all of the
temporary molars. ‘At ope year old, the
first permarient molar (which iz No. 4)
should be well up and in wear; at two

“gg' years, the second (No, 8) should be pres-

ent. At t ars, Nos. 1 and 2 (tem-
porary) should be ghed and replaced by
permanent ones which should be well up,
and at four years No; 3 (temporary) shonld
be shed and ﬁhﬂd by a permanerit one,
and No. 6 should be seen well up in wear.
At four years of age a colt shonld have a
full set of permanent molars. From about
nine months of age until about two and a
half years no great chegnge is noticed in the
incisors. Between this age and three years
the central temporary th are replaced
by permanent ‘ones; between three and a
half and four years the laterals are shed
and replaced; and between four and a half
and five years the corner incisors are shed,
and permanent ones take their place.
Hence a horse should have a full mouth
at five years of age.

“Debit and Credit with the Dairy Cow”
was the title of a very practical as well
as a most interesting address made by
Roland T. Patten, of Skowhegan, Maine,
at a dairy conference in that State. Mr.
Patten’s dairy and his method of con-
dueting it ‘has attracted the attention of
the good daifymen of the State. His ad-
dress was, therefore, given most careful
attention. In connection with the address
he showed the records to which he refer-
red, and these were examined with a great
deal of interest. Mr, Patten said:

“1 have three little girls at my home,
aged 6, 8 and and 18 years. They are &
in my employ and receive very modest
salarien for the performance of simple
household tasks, The eldest is the beok-
keeper, and I hold in my hand the record
which she keeps. Eagh Saturday evening
the little folks meet in my study. They
bring this book and their purses with
them. The entries are made for the week,
the money is counted, and each account
is made to show what has been received,
what has been paid out, and the balance
on hand. This is bookkeeping in its simpl-
est form, and many a New England house-
wife keeps & similar account of the family
income and expenditure. Many farmers
‘keep a similar record, and some carry it
g0 far ag to be able to tell what each par-
ticular piece of ground costs and the value

It does
not matter if we do the work for the
wlgolezgjxd, the business must pay us at
least 20 cents an hour for ourtime, or
we could do better at some other occups-
tion. An accurate knowledge of these
items may be had by very simple account,
and will, I am sure, pay any of us for the
little trouble involved.

~“I am aoccustomed to consider risk and
depreciation together. A cow is liable to
dig or become valuelessas a dairy animal
any time. In any event, her usefulness, on
the average, will not extend beyond ten
years. It is proper, then, to charge off 10
per cent of her value every year under
risk and depreciation. -

“Qur cows, as well as the buildings they
gre in, are liable %o destruction by fire.
We can run this risk or pay some com-
pany for assuming it for us. In the lat-
ter case it will eost us about $2.50 per
year on each $1,000 of value. Thig fire
risk, whether we assume it ourselves, or
pay for it, is always present, and the row
must pay it. T usually put the taxes in
the same column. This charge may be
reckoned in most Maine towns at 2 per
cent per year on the assessed value. When
you compute insurance or risk it shounld
be upon what you could sell the cow for;
when you compute taxes, it should be on
what the assessor values her at.

“Now as to the cow’s share of the farm.
houge. We don’t give her shelter there,
though some of our ancestors were doubt-
less 8o quartered, but it is plain that we
could not keep the cow if we did not also
provide a shelter for man who cares for
her. There is no dodging it, the cow
must share in what it costs to keep the
farmhouse going. I do not refer to the
food, fuel, furniture, etc.; these come in
when we charge the cow for the labor of
taking care of her. I mean the home, the

1l {house itself, the interest on it and what

it eosts to keep it in repair. Ten per
cent is a handy number to figure with
and, in this instance, again it is just about
the thing to charge to the farmhouse to
keep it going. Buppose the house is worth
$1,500, 10 per cent theréon would be $150
per year. 'We would charge mulley with
all of this, as the house iz just as neces-
sary to the orchard, the cornfield and the
potato erop as it is to the dairy. The
proportion to be assigned to the cow will
vary, but perhaps one-third of it would be
a general average for a naverage farm.
“The cow must pay for her stable, ray
10 per cent on $100, for each member of
the herd. It will take about a ton of
straw to bed her with fer a year, and she
must pay for that. We have to keep a
herd bull or pay eur lneighbor for doing
8o, and that is a legitimate charge to the

“Now our cow under discussion has been
patient while we have charged her with
a lot of things, every one of which creates
expense, and some of which she very sel-

hears mentioned, it’s about time we
(took up the matter of income. The cow
always gets credited with the milk and
butter-fat, and sometimes with the value
of her ealf. There ig ope other valuable
product, the manure. The calf is worth
from one-half to one cent a day, if from
a grade cow, and from five to ten cents
a day if from a registered cow by a regis-
tered sire. The mgnure is worth eight
cents a day for a one thousand pound
cow.
“In every herd there will be also a
slight charge for the service of a veferin-
arian and for medicines. I am inclined
to think that I/ have made some of the
other items broad enough to include what-
ever that would be, but that is not the
way to handle it. It would be far better
to know what the veterinary charge was,
all by itself. I propose to so consider it
when I have a data enough before me to
make such consideration fairly accurate,

“There is another matter that I Yave
made note of which ought o come into
the calculation. - It is the gain or loss in
weight. If we find that a cow is 109
pounds lighter at the end of a year than
at the first, we should reckon a portion
of the beef price of this 100 pounds as a
loss. If we were to sell her for beef, we
should get about $5 less for her. If we
continue her in milk, we must so feed
her as to stop the decline in weight and
perbaps to put part or all of it back on
her body. In either case she is worth
less after the 100 pounds are gone. I wish
gsomeone would give me their opinion 28
to the handling of this item—gain or losg
in weight. I have not made up my mind
as yet just how it should be charged or
credited.”

HATCHING AND REARING

Methods Must Keep Pace With March
of Progress

It is extremely interesting to trace the
evolution in poultry appliances, and to
compare the old with the new methods
of management. It is very often asked
if any of the newer inventions—new-
fangled ideas as they are frequently called
—are really as good ag those used by our
forefathers, and if any better results sre
achieved by the adoption of modern meth-
ods. We think, beyond the shadow of a
doubt, that the answer must be given,in
favor of up-to-date appliances and meth-
ods of management. It is usually found
that those who most loudly condemn
everything that is new are those who have
never given them a trial, and no amount
of persuasion will get them out of the
old way followed by previous generations.
We are today living in an age of progress,

- |the scale from the beak, giving them pep- |

and poultry and the methods of manage-
‘ment are advancing the same as every
other sphere of profession, commerce, or
Lindustry, and the successful’ man is he
who advances with the times. We do uot
stggest that to be successful one must
adopt every new fad, and give credence
to all that ene is told by those peaple v -ho
have axes to grind, We do not admire
the poultry-keeping faddist, but we bave
a great. respect for those who, once hav-
ing become assyred of the practicability
of certain things, are prepared to adopt
them. .

In every branch of poultry-keeping im-
provement is apparent, both in applian:es
and the use of them; but, perhaps, none
are more apparent, por improvement so
pronounced, as those felating to artificial
incubation. . The old-time machines were
very crude n comstruction, and extremely
difficult to work with any degree of «c-
curacy in temperature. The principle cn
which some of these machines were built
seemed excellent in theory, but in prac-
tice they were lamentably intricate., The
difficulty experienced by the old invention
wag to obtain Automatic regulation of the
heat. This, however, was solved many
years ago, and after the solving of the
regulation apparatus many other improve-
ments followed, such as governing the
amount of fresh air, supply of moisture,
and other matters essential to success in
the manipulation of an incubator. Brood-
ers also have reached a wonderful state
of perfection in many of their details.
There are still, however, directions in
which further improvement may Le
brought about; more cubi¢ space in the
portion devoted to the sleeping-room would
doubtless' be an advantage to the inmates
—that is, when an attempt is made to rear
ag many chickens as the machine is ud-
vertised capable of accommeodating. How-
ever, speaking geperally, they are wonder-
fully good. Incubators and brooders—we
class them together since one is necessary
to ‘the other—have done much in develop-|
ing poultry-keeping as an industry, aud
they have made possible what a few yea!s
ago was regarded as impossible.

~ BROWN RoT

Most Troublesome Disease of the
Plum—How to Prevent.

The disease known as brown rot is among
plum diseases what the curculio is among
insecte—the most serious. It also affects
cherrigs, apples, pears and a number of
fruits. Ag the name implies, it causes o
brown decay of the fruit. It usually makeg
its appearance gbout the time the fruit
matures, though often not until after pick-
ing. The decay spreads rapidly from the
point of infection, especially if the weather,
or storage room in the case of stored fruit,
is hot. Often the entire fruit will be us-
colored in a few hours after decay has
started, though moare frequently several
days are required. During the hot season
of the year the disease also gpreads with
great rapidity from one fruit to another.
Sometimes the fruit of an entire tree will
appear to be perfectly sound one day, and
the next nearly every specimen will show
signs of decay. The spores, or germs, of
the disease gain entranece to the fruit
through punctures in the epidermis, made
by insects or other agents, and sometimes
through the unbroken skin. A sound fruit
touching a decaying one is almost sure to
be infected.

Most of the decayed fruits fall to the
ground, but some shrivel up and remain
clinging to the trees. The ‘“‘mummy”
fruits thus formed are a common sight in
most plum orchards. As they serve to
carry the fungus through the winter and
are the ¢hief source of infection for next
year’s crops their removal from the trees

|in the fall materially aids in the control

of the disease. As the punctures made by
the curculio and ether insects are usual
points of infection, keeping them under
control, algo helps to hold this disease in
check. .Some varities are much more sub-
ject to brown rot than others. The sus-

has also made great advances. Removing
percorns, or stale bread soaked in beer, |
are very rarely heard of today, even among |
the mest antiquated and conservative of |
old time-gervers. At one time it was con-
sidered absolutely imperative that the
newly-hatched chickens should have for
their first meal hard-boiled eggs, finely
chopped, and mixed with bread crumbs.
This is certainly an excellent beginning,
but pot a necessity, since chickens thrive
just as well upon other foods. The adop-
tion of the dry system of feeding is now
very general, The system iz not alto-
gether a new one; rather, we might say,
it is a reintroduction of an old systom. |
Be that as :t may, the ‘‘dry” way of feed-
ing is now very popular with all sections
of poultry-keepers, and doubtless it has
many good qualities. We do not intend |
discussing which method is preferable—|
dry or soft, or a combinatien of the twe
—since each fulfils a function that meets
the particular object that each individual
poultry-keeper has in view. Improvement
in the past has been very great, and no
doubt the future will see even greater de-
velopments, and he is a wise man who
keeps pace with the march of progress in

Success of the Grower Depends Upon It — Handling the
Moisture, the Temperature, the Plants — Planting in

Berry Boxes.

Upon the
handling of the seedlings the success of
the grower depends. The problem to which
he must now address himseif is to get
these plants from the hotbed o the fleld
without injury to the plant or without
check to its growth in any way. He must
remember that conditions in the open field
are vastly different from hothouse or hot-
bed conditions. Here the grower has an-
ticipated every want of the plant; the
temperature has been kept about right for
ts best development; the amount of water
s been carefully regulated and the plants
cuarded against excess of sun and wind
In the field all is different. Cold nights,
driving wind and rain canpot be avorded.

A greater need for transplanting is that
of increasing the root ares, The root ares
is far more important to the seedling than
the part above ground. The grower may
increase the root at will. Every time you
break a root fibre you get & great number
of other fibres arising from the broken' gur-
face. This is Nature’s way of guarding
against any danger which might arise from
loss of roots. The gardener by repeated
transplanting, constantly breaks fibres, and
thereby constantly adds to the feeding
power of the plant in the end. The grower
neyer fears that the thing may be over-
done. He may hold the top in check by
this means and at the same time add much
to the root system.

When the plants are ready for the field,
a knife is used, and the soil in boxes
is cut both ways between plants and these
squares of soil, contsining plants, are lift-
ed and carried to the field, where they are
set at once in freshly worked soil. Many
men transplant immediately after a rain.
It should pever be done, the best time i8
directly before a rain, but never in wet
soil. This wet soil hardens around the
plant and dries out in a very short time.
For this reason the watering of planta after
going in the field often does more harm
than good. If watering is indulged in, the
watered surface must ge covered with dry
soil to prevent baking and the rapid evap-
oration of the moisture.

This is all that is necessary for the
transplanting of most. plants but for Cu-
curbits—melon, cucitmber, squash, etc., the
methods outiined are not sufficient. For
these sods are cut about four inches square
and one and a hglf inches thick, These are
turned upside down and the plants are
grown on the sods, These decay quickly

In. fact: they are better .without
them. sicuer berry boxes or four inch
flower pots are always used in transplant-
ing the famous Montreal melon. >

About the only other seedling trouble is
that caused by a fungus called by garden-
ers the “damping off.” It attacks a great
variety of young plants.. A heavy water-
ing followed by & cold atmosphere favors
its development. Atfention to watering
and temperature is usually quite sufficient
to avoid it. If you are troubled with it
dry out the water until the plant suffers,
ventilate and use plenty of sapd in the
surface soil. The seedlings are attacked at
or near the ground and suddenly collapse
without apparent c¢ause. The fungus then
feeds on the dead or.dying tissue, and at
the same time multiplies at a tremendous
rate and attacks other. plants. It is easy
to prevent but hard to ¢ure. If ordinary

Former St. John Man Sees
Increasing Cleavage Be-
tween Sections of Canada—
Complains of Eastern Sec-
tionalism,

(Manitoba Free Press).

An address on the subject of political
problems in Canada was delivered last even-
ing in the schoolroom of Augustine church
by W. H. Trueman. The speaker dealt
with a number of questions, including the

\place of Quebec in Canada, the relations

of the country to the mother land and the
tariff conflict between western and eastern
Canada. :
Dealing with the latter
Trueman spoke as follows:
When the confederation of Canada was
formed, we did not thereby create a na-
tion, It assembled the framework and ma-
terial of a nation on the ground, but it
did not impart to the country the gpirit of
a nation. That labor has been laid upon
us, and it was never more anxious or more
pregsing than it is at the present time.
Let me state a few of the difficulties. Geo-
graphically we lack the compactness and
cohesion of a nation. To all who followed
the general election of last September there
was revealed the presence of forces in Can-
ada that make for the disruption of a
country, It was thought that on Septem-
ber 21 a victory had been won for national
unity. The close of that day saw the east
and west estranged. More recent events
have shown that that feelingfs deepening.
If the west shall become strong enough to
protect itself from eastern sectionalism, I
can think that the west will be intensely
national in spirit, and that it will have the
strongest pride and affection imaginable
for eastern and Atlantic Canada. The con-
ditions of the west are all in favor of
those who want to hold Canada together
in the fabric of a great nation tmder the
British flag. There is nowhere else in the
world a finer and surer spirit of manhood
and independence than is to be found
among western people. Let western popu-
lation grow to five or ten millions, and
the staunchest bulwark of nationality and
impérial sympathy will be found on these
western plains. It is not possible to im-
agine this part of Canada seeking to join
the American Republic. What we have
and the part we have in it is too full of
inspiration and the grandeur of true na-
tionhood to make it conceivable that we
would want to surrender it into the keep-
ing of another people. Can any spectacle
offer a finer appeal to our patriotismm than
will be afforded when this western land
has achieved some measure of the national
N -

question, Mr.

greatness that is in.store for it? You or
I may drop out of thé but the great
work of nation building that today is tak-
ing place will go on. . The rawness and
crudeness of today will disappear. The
great cities will become greater, and will
be the only home that the future gener-
ations will ever know. New centres of
population will arise, and will become the
abode and rallying point for the world’s
unspoiled and most vigorous civilization.
Our prosperity will enable us to carry
through schemes of social reform on a
gcale and with a success impossible to coun-
tries of poorer means and meagre oppor-
tunity. That is the western heritage. It
would not be complete, but would be a
maimed and mutilated thing if the east did
not go with it. The west could never be-
come a nation if it did not have the great
lakes, and the St. Lawrence route, and the
Atlantic seaboard. Today the west has to
submit to the short-sighted policy and to
the injustice inflicted upon it by the selfish
point of view of the east. Were that con-
dition permanent you would be wisely per-
snaded to believe that confederation would
full asunder. If the only remedy that the
future offered was in revolt, then an in-
tolerable situation would some day end in
the west withdrawing from the older prov-
inces, It is because. the day is not too
remote when the west will be able in the
federal parliament to reverse the present
restrictionist policy of the east, that there
is less of ugly feeling in the west than one
would expect to find. But with the ending
of the difficulty by the west becoming the
predominant partner in confederation, have
we not set up a new and equally exasper-
atipng difficulty in its place? Instead of an
outraged west will we not have a sullen
and discontented east? Will it be possible
for the west to show itself more worthy
of power and more patriotic in guiding the
national destinies than the east has been
in recent times? Suppose the west remains
almost wholly agricultural and the indus-
trial activity of the country is largely in
the east, how can the west devise a com-
mon policy that will be fair to both inter-
ests? Should the west throw down the tar-
iff wall between Canada and the United
States, it is possible that the industries
of the eastern provinces would to a very
large extent be slaughtered. If this should
take place, the east would have a griev-
ance of the most tragic kind. Indeed one
can then imagine that with the west sell-
ing and buying in the United States, con-
federation would quickly dissolve.

Archbishop
Calls on Church to Mould
Its Future Now--Earl Grey
Tells the Kind of Ministers
to Send Out.

London, Feb 24—A well attended meet-
ing was held in Queen’s Hall-last night,
in aid of the Archbishops’ Western Can-
ada Fund. The principal speakers were
Earl Grey and the Archbishop of Canter-
bury.

The late governor-general reminded his
audience that the needs of Canada were
created by the wonderful state of things
that resulted from the unprecedentedly
ewift and widespread peopling of one of
the world’s vastest and richest areas. Dur-
ing his experience in Canada, three-quar-
ters of a million citizens of Great Britain
and Ireland, alone, had created homes for
themselves in that country, and 80 per
cent of them belonged to the church. He
emphasized that fact because he wished
to bring home to them the problem of
how the church was going to meet the
spiritual requirements of this large and
rapidly increaging population.

Not only was 1t a business aim for the
church to meet the spiritual requirements
of British emigrants, but it must indon-
trinate with Christian ideals vast num-
bers of aliens who flocked into Canada
from foreign countries.

Western Canada today wanted men who
would make the church the centre of wo-
cial, artistic and induetrial life. They did
not want frills or formalities, and they,
wanted churchmen to be free from the
British way of condescending or patroniz-
ing superiority.

The Archbishop of Canterbury said that
Canada’s progress and development was |
most remarkable. Bhe was destined to be
the foremost region on the face of the
globe. No changes in the face of the|
world’s eurfice were comparable with the
rapidity and magnitude of the changes
that were taking place on the vast plains
of western Canada. Therefore, all the
greater opportunity was offered to the peo-
ple of England to identify themselves with
