Historical Sketch.

Acadia College was founded py the Nova Scotia Baptist Edu
cation Society in 1838,  In the following year application was
made to the Nova Scctia House of Assembly for a Charter of In

corporation with the title : “The T'rustees, Governors and Fellows

of the Queen's College.” An Acf creating such a corporation with
the powers of a University was passed in 1840. At the next meet
ing of the I.rglslav’ure. this act was amended by changing the name
to Acadia College.

In 1851 the power of appointing the Governors was transferred
from the Education Society to the Faptist Convention of. the Mari

In order to avoid confusiop ﬂl&d bring the Act of
Imcorporation into more complete harmony with existing conditions,
a general revision and consolidation of the different Acts relating to

the College was postponed by the Board of Governors.  The Re
port of the Committee of the Board having been adopted by the
Governors was referred to the Convention. That body at its meet
ing in Yarmouth, in August, 1891, after suggesting some modifica
tions, approved the report and instructed the Governors to apply to
the Parliament of Nova Scotia for the necessary legislation. \¢
cordingly a bill embodying the proposed alterations was passed by
the two Houses at the Session of 1891, and received the signature
of sthe Lieutenant-Governor on the rgth of May in the same year.
A copy of the Revised Charter is appended.

Courses of Study for the Degree of Bachelor of Arts.

The subjects of the Undergraduate Coutse form a_system of
prescribed and elective study. = The subjects of the first two years
have been selected mainly for their disciplinary value, and with the
exception thata choice is offered between Greek and French, are
strictly prescribed. In the last two years the .elethent of personal
choice is more freely introduced, the prescribed studies occupying
in the Junior year six of the fifteen hours of instruction each’ ‘week,
and in the Senior year four of the thirteen hours. :

In addition to the regular class instruction, Honor courses have
been arranged for the advantage of students who mdy be able to
do more than the ordinary assignments of their classes. These are
open to the election of any undergraduate of first-class standing, .
The value of the work performed in these studies will be determined
by examination, and Honor Certificates of the first or second class
will be given according to the results of these examinations. &

Students cannot be admitted to the Honor courses if regular .
c\:uninalior{s are overdue. Any undergraduate, even though not
having first-class standing, may, by vote of the Faculty, be permitted
to give special attention to a particular study. - Such stadent, and
also one whose standing may have required his discontinuance of
Honor studies, shall be entitled to a certificate of the work done.
