NEW Youx April 13 _The Sun’s 
cable despatch says the arrest of Daley 
and Egan direct English attention to 
America as the headquarters of a 
dynamite party of which both of these men 
are supposed to be agents. The police 
openly announce the belief that Daley cer­
tainly and Daley probably are connected 
with the explosion in Victoria station, of 
which American origin was conclusively 
proved. Papers found in Egan’s house at 
Birmingham are reported to implicate the 
Land League. Egan was secretary of the 
Wolverhampton Branch. The Times pub­
lishes in addition to these arrests curious 
accounts of Irish organisâtions for assassina- 
tion and dynamite explosions in America and 
Paris—the latter being mainly of Irish- 
American origin and reviews editorially its 
demand that America shall suppress thoee 
conspiracies. Replying to a remark that 
there is no evidence except a suspicion, it 
insists that it is the duty of America to 
discover evidence and to act on it. It re­
peats its assertion that there is no other 
country in Christendom where similar 
license is given to dynamiters, or where 
public opinion would endure a stigma to 
which America submits by suffering them. 
The comments of the press are all much 
in the same way as the following. The 
Globe says how will America take these 
fresh revelations? American citizens will 
doubtless detest the cowardly scoundrels 
who abuse the hospitality of the United 
States by making use of the republic as a 
dynamite basis. But why do they not re­
lieve themselves of the reproach of allowing 
Fenianism publicly to hatch murderous 
plots against the ‘English?” The Times 
says:—“The American advice to England, 
to let the Irish agitators in the United 
States alone, because the agitator and his 
ways cannot last, does not relieve the dan­
ger of English citizens. Agitators keep 
the Irish-Americans discontented and out 
of -harmony with sober industrial life around 
them in America. England has a pressing 
concern in the suppression of this obnoxi­
ous class, but American law has no word to 
say about them.”
“A special correspondent cables: Not- 
withstanding the criticisms and head lines, 
none of the men arrested here yet been 
known to have any connexion whatever with 
the American dynamite party. Fitzgerald 
is not known to have been in America. He 
was a Fenian and Land Leaguer.

A press cable despatch says the private 
acceptance of Mr. Parnell's scheme to raise 
a fund from which to pay a salary to the 
nationalist members of Parliament is mak­
ing rapid headway.

LONDON, April 12.—The Times this morn­
ing prints a communication from its Paris 
correspondent which gives much informa­
tion concerning the dynamite and Clan-na- 
Gael societies’ constitution and terms of 
oath.

dough.

NEW YORK, April 11.—Joseph Agate, a 
millionaire, resident of Yonkers, shot him­
self dead in his room at Earle’s Hotel, this 
city, last night. He had suffered from ner­
vous prostration, and left a note stating 
that he had not had an hour’s natural sleep 
in four months, and had preferred to end 
his life in preference to the mad house.

LYNCHBURG, VA., April 11.—The work of 
removing bodies from the Pocohontas mine 
is progressing. Sixteen have thus far been 
taken out, only six of which have been 
identified. Most of them are horribly mu­
tilated, some with their heads blown off, 
others with arms and legs torn from their 
sockets, and still others with the entrails 
torn out. An arm and leg were found in 
the mine entrance but the body which they 
belonged to could not be found. A thrill

The result was a miserable 
“out-at-elbow"—hopelessly astray as to 
all the facts, and recklessly contradicting 
Mr. Trevelyan in every point of his argu­
ment. It seemed . almost a crime in 
Messrs. O'Brien and Healy to dissect his 
innocent fallacies with such merciless 
minuteness. But Captain Plunkett was 
the quarry, and before day dawned there 
was a determination to force Captain 
Plankett down the throat of the British 
Parliament like an ugly emetic.»

Mr. Leamy gave it a new turn by his 
opportune discovery that Mr. Trevelyan 
was attempting to smuggle through the 
estimates an increase of salary for the 
divisional magistrates which he last year 
attempted in vain to enact by a Bill.

Adulteration of Food.THE NEW Council.—The new Common 
Council was sworn in on Tuesday last. 
In his inaugural address Mayor Grant, in 
addition to the several matters to which 
we have referred elsewhere, spoke of the 
necessity that exists (" in view of recent 
unsatisfactory occurrences,” and of the 
incapacity of some men to use the dis­
missing power with due discretion,) for 
the amendment of the law relating to tne 
fire department, one section of which, it 
seems, was enacted without the knowledge 
or consent of the Council. Regarding 
police affairs he says that, “although many | 
improvements have lately been made in 
the department, the necessity is still appa­
rent for a somewhat closer connection be 
tween the Chief of Police and the Com­
mon Council, which I feel confident 
would result advantageously, not only to 
the public but also to the force.”

Ald. Robertson has been appointed 
Chairman of the Board for the ensuing 
year.

Alds. Butt, Sears, Pengilly, Jordan, 
Baskin, Burpee, Peters, Skinner, Smith 
were elected representatives to the Muni 
cipal Council. The Major is a member 
ex-officio.

Supplement No. 3 to the Report of the 
Inland Revenue Department for 1883, 
contains reports from the public analysts 
regarding the adulteration of food. The 
results are not of a character calculated 
to satisfy the public that they are being 
honestly dealt with by those on whom 
they have to depend to supply them with 
necessary articles of food. Mr. Best, 
the St. John- analyst, says that out of 84 
samples of food analysed by him between 
25th October. 1882, and 22nd January, 
1883, 19 were adulterated, viz. : 3 of 
butter, 5 of canned fruit, 6 of milk, 4 of 
spices, and 1 of tea. The only point call­
ing for special remark, he says, is the fact 
chat u the analyses of tea fail to show 
the amount of worthless trash sold in 
this market under the name of tea. A 
larger number of samples should be ex­
amined in order to show the extent of 
the adulteration.” The various liquors 
sold in this city are, he says, “ in many 
cases, dangerous compounds, and should 
be specially tested.”

Between March 10th and May 28th, 
1882, he examined 87 articles of food, out 
of which 35 samples were found to be 
adulterated, as follows :—butter, 5 ; tea, 
9; canned peaches, 1; canned mutton, 
1; canned lobster, 3; canned salmon, 2; 
cayenne pepper, 2; cream of tartar, 3; 
milk, 3; mustard, 3 ; pepper, 3. As re­
gards the article of tea Mr. Best says:—

Tea.—Of the twelve samples examined 
the majority were low priced teas and 
proved quite inferior in quality. I have 
reason to believe that there are teas sold in 
this city at 12 to 15 cents per pound, which 
are quite unfit for use. The chief adultera­
tions found were foreign leaves, tea dust 
and stalks, but in several samples examined 
for private parties, I found mineral sub­
stances and various decoctions added to 
exhausted leaves.

Mustard.—All the samples have been 
classed as adulterated, and yet it is difficult 
to draw a line when all mustard in packages 
contains more or less flour.

Butter.—I have looked in vain for Butter- 
ine or Oleomargaiine, which is said to be 
in our market. With the exception of one 
sample which contained “foreign fat,” the 
butter examined was very fair.

Canned Beef.—It appears to be a common 
practice to put beef up in cans lined with 
lead instead of tin. In time there would 
no doubt be dangerous compounds formed, 
by the action of the lead on the juices of the 
beef.

Canned Fruit.--Much loose solder was 
found in cans, and traces of salts formed by 
the action of the fruit acids on the lead and 
tin were detected in several instances.

Canned Mutton.—This article not being 
much in demand is found to be stale and 
unfit for food.

The Auditors Report on the city ac­
counts for 1883 was submitted to the 
Common Council last week. The total 
receipts from assessment, including de­
faulters lists from 1871 to 1882, were 
$232,655.49. The collections on account 
of last years assessment were $11,481.81 
in excess of those for 1882. The auditor 
says: —

I have compared and checked the de­

The Senecal wing of the Quebec Bleus 

are not at all satisfied. They wanted to 
sell the North Shore road, in the bonds 
of which they have an interest. Other 
Bleus are not satisfied because, as they 
say, Sir John has not kept his promise to 
give the Province $12,000 a mile for the 
road built by the Province from Ottawa 
to Quebec.

The receiver of taxes, Geo. F. Harding, 
for the West side of the harbor, has made 
a return of his collection for the year 
ending Dec. 31st, 1883, showing the 
amount paid to the Chamberlain $2,835.- 
31 for the county purposes and $8,552.92 
for city account—in all, $11,388.23, which 
amount is credited with the Chamber- 
lain.

In his address on retiring from the office 
of Mayor, on Tuesday last, Mr. Jones 
compared the financial condition of the 
city at the present time with what it was 
when he first entered the Common Coun­
cil, and showed that a good deal has been 
done in the way of reducing the indebted 
ness and placing matters on a more satis- 
factory basis. He said;—

When I first camo to the Common 
Council the floating debt of the city was 
about $90,000. This amount has been 
entirely paid off, and the city now has 
substantially no floating liability. Then 
the sinking fund for the redemption of 
our debentures amounted to the sum of 
$123,366.80, now that fund has in it 
$161,852.43, and in the meantime the 
debenture and mortgage indebtedness of 
the city has been reduced by the payment 
of debentures and mortgage liability to 
the amount of $89,789. By this you will 
see that financially speaking the city is in 
a better position to the extent of $218,- 
273 than it was in 1879, save this, that 
the trustees of schools and the Water 
Commissioners have during this time in- 
creased their bonded debt by the amount 
of $39,850 by an additional issue of de­
bentures, yet that leaves us $187,423 
better off or less in debt than we were at 
the beginning of the five years, and all this 
has been accomplished, not only without 
increasing the taxes for us but decreasing 
them. Thia state of improvement has 
been brought about by stopping financial 
leaks and making provision for the better 
collection of the rates and revenues of the 
city. It gives me much pleasure on my 
retirement to be able to make the fore­
going statement about the finances be­
cause the improvement has not been 
secured by any particular act of mine but 
by the united economical and conserva­
tive action of all the members of the 
Council. Yet I should always feel that I 
had not dischaged my duty if 1 were to 
close my official connection with this city 
without warning the people against in­
creasing the debenture indebtedness. We 
now owe to bondholders for all purposes 
$2,794,895. This amount carries interest 
at the rate of 6 per cent, per annum, 
making a yearly call upon us of $107,692 
for interest alone, besides the costs of 
collecting and assessing. This is too 
heavy a debt for a city the size of St. 
John. The people continually feel the 
pressure of this load, and when we reflect 
upon the facts that our commerce is de- 
pressed, that our staple products fluctuate 
in value in their principal markets, we 
need not wonder if times are hard in 
the city. I do not wish to draw a 
gloomy picture of our future. I merely 
state the facts and call upon our 
people from the standpoint of duty to re­
sist now and always, unless there should 
be a very great increase in our population 
and wealth, the issue of any more de­
bentures whereby the publie burden 
would .be increased for any purpose what­
ever. The debentures issued by the 
Water and Sewerage Commissioners were 
made payable at such lengths of time that 
will necessitate two things to be done at 
the time they mature, viz , their payment 
and the renewal of the water pipes and 
large repairs in all probability. This 
class of debentures will be met no 
doubt by the issue and sale of new ones, 
but new pipes and the repairs referred to 
should be secured by cash payments with­
out increasing the funded debt; this can 
only be done by the commissioners getting 
legislative power to create a reserve fund, 
and I recommend this matter to the early 
attention of the Council in order that the 
public’s charges should be kept as light as 
possible and efficiency of the work main­
tained unimpared.

The Religious Intelligencer of last week 

asked the following question :—
“is it true that a member of the Do­

minion Government has appeared in the 
House of Commons during tho present 
session in a state of drunkenness 7 It is 
so stated in some of the papers.”

The Intelligencer ought to know—and 
we believe does know—that a leading 
member of the Government has for years 
been in the habit of appearing both in 
the House and out of the House in a state 
of drunkenness. Not only have the pa­
pers stated this, but we have the assu­
rance of the gentleman himself that he is 
a u rum un,” etc.

The Intelligencer also asks :—
" Is it true that a member of the Pro­

vincial Government, during the recent 
session of the Local Legislature, was 
drunk for days and days together, and 
even appeared at the House drunk? The 
statement is freely made.

“Is it true that during the sittings of 
the Supreme Court liquors are kept in 
the basement of the building for the 
special use of certain of the judges? It is 
so reported.

Tho Irish Land Act has by no means 
given general satisfaction. The Govern­
ment have almost promised to afford 
greater assistance to tenants who wish to 
purchase their farms. The persons who 
most desire that this should be done be 
long to the landlord class, who are very 
desirous of selling if they could obtain 
prices based upon the judicial rents. But 
Davitt, in articles he has published, ar­
gues that those rents are too high ; that 
due allowance has not been made to the 
tenants for their own improvements ; and 
that tenants should not be in a hurry-to 
bind themselves to pay for these improve­
ments. He believes a renewal of the 
land agitation is necessary.

The Ottawa Government have disallow­
ed the British Columbia Act prohibiting 
the emigration of Chinese into that Pro­
vince. The Provincial representatives at 
Ottawa have formally protested against 
this interference with what they consider 
the constitutional right of the Province 
to legislate on this question, and Sir John 
A. Macdonald, to quiet matters, bas pro­
mised to refer the question to the Imperial 
Government to ascertain whether tho 
adoption of such a law would violate any 
existing treaty obligations. The British 
Columbia people claim that Canada pos­
sesses the same rights in this respect as 
tho Australian colonies, all of which have 
passed laws excluding the Chinese ; but 
the great constitutional authority in this 
Dominion is, cr professes to be, undecided 
on the matter.

THE HARBOR Commission.—Ex-May.gr 
Jones is as much in love as ever he was 
with the Harbor Commission scheme. 
In his speech on retiring from the Chief 
Magistracy the other" day, he expressed 
his regret that, the harbor had not been 
handed over to the Commission, and the 
hope that the Council will speedily con­
sider the matter, and transfer the man­
agement of this property to a Commission 
on the terms already offered. . What effect 
Mr. Jones' appeal will have on tho Coun­
cil, as at present constituted, time will 
have to determine. Mr. Jones did not 
give any new reasons why this scheme 
should be accepted. Of the old ones he 
only mentioned one, viz. : that large ex- 
penditures will soon be required for 
dredging, repairs to wharves, &c., but as 
moat people know that this work can be 
done quite as cheaply and as satisfactorily 
by the city itself as by heavily salaried 
commission officials, some other reasons 
would seem to be necessary to convince 
our citizens that the proposed change 
would be a desirable one. In his inaugu­
ral address, referring to the subject of 
wharf improvement. Mayor Grant said :

The condition of Reed’s Point wharf, 
both as regards repairs and dredging, re 
quires your consideration; the repairs to 
the North Market wharf -will be shortly 
completed, and the Corporation Pier is in a 
good state of perservation, with sufficient 
water alongside. Should, however, suffi­
cient trade € ffer to warrant extensive works 
in connection with our harbor, I feel confi­
dent that you will seriously and Impartially 
consider the best means to be adopted to 
carry out the same, to the satisfaction of 
the public and the advancement of the all- 
important interests of this port.

He evidently does not anticipate that 
the harbor is soon to be given up by the 
city.

THAT STONE BREAKING MarrEn.—The 
Common Council Committee, at the meet- 
ing held last week, submitted a report re­
garding the alleged shortage in the quan 
tity of broken stone delivered last season, 
virtually exonerating the City Engineer 
from the charge of having given his certi­
ficate for atone that wae not delivered by 
the contractors, but at the same time cen- 
suring him mildly for laxity in the per- 
formance of his duties. One gentleman 
condemned the contractors, and the 
Mayor said there was evidence of negli­
gence on the part of the Street Commit­
tee. It is, we believe, a matter of gene­
ral belief outside the Council that the 
quantity of stone contracted and paid for 
wae not delivered, and it is asserted that 
if the Committee had gone the right way 
to work this fact could have been made 
quite clear. It seems absurd, to say the 
least, t blame the contractors and the 
Street Committee for a deficiency which, 
if the Engineer had been honest and efli- 
oient in the discharge of duties for which 
he is handsomely paid, could never have 
occurred.

The public can now understand why 
Sir Charles Tupper forced the Nova Scotia 
Government to sell the road from New 
Glasgow to the Straits of Canso to the 
Dominion Government. He wanted to 
have that road to give to the Canada Pa­
cific Railway, and in furtherance of the 
project which will carry a railroad through 
Cumberland along the Gulf of St. Law­
rence and through Pictou, which his son 
represents in Parliament. It was said 
that he was also pecuniarily interested in 
the project.

Mr. Houde said in the House of Com­
mons that some of these subsidies ate 
illusory. It can hardly be expected that 
in sparsely settled poor districts the peo­
ple can themselves raise all the rest of the 
money required. The County of Glou­
cester must feel that it is badly treated. 
It is offered a subsidy of $3,200 for the 
road to Shippegan. That is enough to 
pay for the rails ; but the road to Dal- 
houaie is built by the Dominion ; the road 
from Metapedia to Paspebiao in the ad­
joining county is to be built by the Do­
minion, and the road to Indiantown on 
the Miramichi is to be built by tho Do­
minion. Thus the Government pay all 
the cost of roads in the three adjacent 
counties, and ask Gloucester to accept a 
third, or it may be a fifth, of the cost of 
its road.

The road from Bathurst to Shippegan 
would be a valuable feeder of the Inter 
colonial. The road to Indiantown on the 
Miramichi, when it becomes part of the 
through road to Fredericton, will take 
traffic away from the Intercolonial. The 
Short Line, which runs in part through 
the State of Maine, will take the greater 
part of the traffic away from the Interco­
lonial. The people should protest against 
injustice so flagrant.

ther too favorable. Lord Hartington’s 
gloss upon the speech of Mr. Gladstone 
might bo called an amplification, or a 
qualification, amounting to a withdrawal. 
In the debate of Thursday night Lord 
Ebington, speaking from the Liberal 
benches, denounced the retention of the 
full representation of Ireland as bitterly 
as any Tory could have dene ; and Mr. 
Chamberlain, though strong in favor of 
Ireland retaining tho franchise, said noth­
ing definite or distinct upon the number 
of her representatives. Under such cir­
cumstances, the Irish party have been 
seriously considering what attitude they 
should take up with regal'd to the Bill. 
A meeting of that party baa been called 
for Monday, and, probably, a second 
meeting will take place on Wednesday, 
when the Irish members, at present ab­
sent in Ireland, will have again re­
turned to London. It would be impossi- 
ble to forecast what the decision of the 
party will be ; because up to the present, 
most of the members hold their minds 
completely open on the question, and are 
willing that it should be thrashed out 
without foregone conclusions on any side. 
There is a certain danger that if the Bill 
passes both Houses of Parliament, and if 
the Government did manage to last till 
next session, they might make some com­
promise with the Tories ou the question 
of redistribution which would spare the 
English and Scotch constituencies at the 
expense of the Irish. In all probability 
the very best thing for Ireland that could 
happen would be that the Bill should be 
thrown out at an early date, and that 
that there should be an appeal to the 
country. When Ireland has seventy-five 
members in the House of Commons, as 
probably she will have, they can dictate 
their own terms, and it might be just as 
well that all matters relating to the two 
countries should be deferred until the 
Irish members are in such a commanding 
position as tn be able to drive a hard bar­
gain. In the present Parliament, though 
they can stop legislation by an alliance 
with the Tories ; and although they have 
a good deal of this negative kind of 
power, their positive power ii not very 
large. Owing to the irreparable treason 
of the Whig section of the Home Rulers, 
there is but a small number of the Irish 
members acting in union ; and this party 
can always be overcome by a union be­
tween the two English parties. The pre­
sent Parliament, therefore, is one that 
has constant perils for the Irish cause, 
and the sooner it comes to an.end the 
better. There are many other considera­
tions, however, which must be carefully 
weighed when the attitude of the Irish 
party to the Franchise Bill is considered. 
There is a possibility, for instance, that if 
the Irish members went against the mea- 
sure, the ministry might seek a compro­
mise with the Conservatives by agreeing 
to throw Ireland out of the Reform Bill 
altogether. In short, the problem is ex­
tremely complicated, and a wise solution 
can only be obtained by a full, frank, and 
tolerant discussion ou all sides.

The Special Committee of the Common 

Council appointed to enquire into the 
management of the Assessors’ Office, re­
ported last week that Mr. Bunting, the 
Chairman, had been absent from duty for 
some days in April, 1882, and again for a 
longer period—caused by an accident— 
in 1883 ; and that when questioned re­
garding some complaints made by Ald.

These the Com­
mittee were willing to overlook ; but they 
recommended that in future Mr. Bunting 
do not absent himself without leave from 
the Mayor, except in case of sickness, 
when he shall furnish a doctor's certin 
cate. They also recommended that Mr. 
Bunting's salary be reduced to $1,600 a 
year, and that the other Assessors be paid 
$500 a year. The Council, however, did 
not see fit to adopt the recommendations 
of the Committee. Only three members 
voted that Mr. Bunting should furnish a 
doctor’s certificate when ill, and an 
amendment to continue his present salary 
was carried by a vote of 9 to 7. The 
other Assessors will receive $400 each as 
usual.

In the House of Commons, to-day, Sir 

John Macdonald introduced a bill to amend 
the Dominion License Act. He explained 
that it was intended to extend the time for 
applying for licenses until the 15th May. 
The Government would take steps to have 
a case to test the constitutionality of the 
act submitted to the Supreme Court, as soon 
as possible. Pending such decision all fines 
im posed under the act would be remitted.

Hon. Mr. Blake said the Government had 
broken faith with the House. A few days 
ago Sir Hector Langevin had stated that all 
penalties under the act should be suspended 
until the constitutional question was de­
cided, but this promise was not to be carried 
out and persons engaged in the liquor traffic 
would still be harassed. An appeal to the 
Supreme Court would not be sufficient, un­
less provision was made for carrying the 
case to the Privy Council.

Sir John asked that the discussion be 
postponed until the bill came up for its 
second reading.

Sir Charles Tupper then moved that the 
House go into committe to consider the rail­
way subsidy resolutions. He said that the 
object of the Government was to secure an 
Atlantic terminus of the Pacific Railway on 
Canadian territory. By the new arrange- 
ment, St. Andrews would be only 77 miles 
further from Montreal than Portland, and 
St. John would be brought within 480 miles 
of Montreal. He reviewed each project 
which it was proposed to subsidize, and 
called upon all parties in the House to sup­
port the resolutions. The House went into 
committee on the resolutions, when Sir 
Charles Tupper offered an amendment that 
the road to connect St. John and Halifax 
should be constructed by the best practical 
route upon the reports of competent engi­
neers.

Hon. Mr. Blake thought that the record 
of the Great American, European and Short 
Line Railway Company was nut such as to 
warrant the Government in giving them 
further subsidies, and he was not surprised 
that the name of the company was to be 
•changed. Possibly the Government had 
heard something from Pictou and Cumber­
land with respect to the operations of that 
•company in those counties. The subsidies 
already voted to local railways had not 
been taken advantage of. Of the many 
millions granted during the past two years, 
only $200,000 had been taken up, and he 
doubted if additional capital to carry out 
various railway projects would be forthcom­
ing. Sir Charles Tupper’s glowing predic­
tions of the last session had not been ful- 
filled, and his present statements should be 
regarded with suspicion. The information 
brought down was wholly insufficient to 
enable the House to form an opinion upon 
the merits of various schemes. The Minis­
ter of Interior has introduced in the Senate 
a bill providing that all claims to certain 
lands in Manitoba by occupancy, commonly 
known as staked claims, shall not be recog- 
mized after the first of May, 1886. The act 
of 1881 fixed the first of May, 1882, as the 
date at which all such claims should cease.

On the resolution respecting the Short 
Line Railway, Mr. Houde (Conservative) 
moved an amendment that the through line 
should bo built upon Canadian soil. The 
.amendment was lost on division.

Messrs. Amyot and Ouimet announced 
their intention of opposing the resolutions 
as the Government were not fulfilling the 
pledges made to the Quebec caucus when 
the Pacific Railway loan was under discus­
sion.

On the paragraph respecting the Mirami- 
chi Valley Railway, Hon. Mr. Blake read 
telegrams from Chatham and other places 
signed by the promoters of the Northern 
and Western Railway Company, protesting 
against a change in the proposals respecting 
the vote to the Miramichi road. The tele­
grams were signed by Senator Muirhead, 
Messrs. Snowball, Gillespie and others.

The Hon. Mr. Mitchell said there was a 
quarrel between Newcastle and Chatham as 
to whether the railway should run on the 
north or south side of the river. He had 
friends interested on both sides of the ques­
tion and did not propose to interfere. He 
had received a number of telegrams con­
gratulating him upon getting a subsidy for 
the Indiantown Branch.

Mr. Weldon said the Northern and West- 
ern Railway Company had contracted for a 
large amount of rails, and if the present re­
solution was passed there would be a breach 
of faith with that company.

Hon. Mr. Blake pointed out that there 
was no such corporation as the Miramichi 
Valley Railway Company, and Sir Charles 
Tupper amended the resolution so that the 
subsidy would go to the Northern and 
Western Company.

The resolutions were finally reported and 
the House adjourned.

Before the House adjourned, Sir John 
Macdonald, in answer to Mr. Blake, said 
that he was not prepared to state whether 
the resolution respecting the adjustment of 
provincial debts and accounts between the 
provinces and Dominion would be proceed­
ed with this session.

OTTAWA, April 12.
When the railway resolutions were under 

discussion on Thursday night, Mr. Gilmore 
urged that the resolution respecting the 
Short Line Railway, should be amended by 
making it read to connect St. Andrews, as , 
well as St. John and Halifax, with Montreal.

Sir Charles Tupper decided to comply 
with the request.

A despatch has been received from the 
.colonial office stating that the trustees of 
the Gilchrist scholarship propose to with- 
draw the scholarship from Canada after this 
year’s com petition.

In the House of Commons, to-day, Hon. 
Mr. Mitchell made a long speech complain­
ing that amendments had been smuggled 
into the Grand Trunk Railway bill which 
changed its whole character.

Sir John promised to consider the matter.
Sir Leonard Tilley gave notice that he 

would, on Monday, introduce resolutions 
proposing to loan $450,000 to the Quebec 
harbor commissioners to complete the tidal 
and graving docks, also that he will ask for 
authority to borrow $5,000,000 sterling to 
redeem certain small loans and defray pay­
ments to the Canada Pacific Railway Com­
pany.

On motion to concur in the railway 
subsidy resolutions, Hon. Mr. Blake spoke 
for nearly four hours, reviewing the whole 
history of railway construction by Govern­
ment aid in Canada. He said that as the 
Government were entering upon a new 
policy with respect to this matter, Quebec 
should not receive exceptional treatment 
In conclusion he moved to add to the reso­
lutions a clause declaring that the House 
felt bound to express its opinion that when 
Canada, as proposed by these resolutions, 
undertook to recoup one of the pro unces 
for part of its past local expenditure on rail­
ways, it should have regard to past local 

-expenditure in other provinces on railways, 
almost all of which have been declared by 
the Dominion Government to be for the 
^general advantage of Canada, and this 
House regrets that the Government, while 
proposing a measure of relief to one Pro- 
wince, has not taken steps with a view to a 
fair proportionate measure ot relief in re­
spect to local expenditure in other provin­
ces. Mr. Blake’s speech was an eloquent 
and exhaustive effort and was received with 
tremendous applause, in which some Con­
servatives joined.

Hon. Mr. Chapleau followed, claiming 
that Quebec was entitled to exceptional 
treatment as regards railway subsidies.

OTTAWA, April 14.
In the House of Commons to-day, Mr. 

Girouard resumed the debate on the railway 
subsidy resolutions, arguing that apart from 
the question as to whether the finances of 
Quebec were prosperous or not the claim of 
that Province for compensation for railway 
construction should be recognized.

Mr. Auger moved an amendment to Hon. 
Mr. Blake's amendment regretting that the 
Quebec Government was not to receive the 
interest upon $960,000 retained to aid in 
constructing an additional line from Mon­
treal to Quebec.

Mr. Houde endeavored to show that each 
of the other provinces of the Dominion had 
already received more from the Federal 
Government in aid of railways than Quebec 
had.

After recess the debate was continued by 
Messrs. Valin, Bosse and Tasse, all «peaking 
in French in support of the main resolu­
tions.

Sir John Macdonald said that both amend­
ments must be voted down. He denied that 
the Government had been forced by the 
Bleus to bring down the resolutions as a 
measure ot relief for that Province. The 
policy of the opposition was sectional and 
unpatriotic.

Hon. Mr. Blake denied that he was op­
posed to relieving Quebec in her financial 
«distress, but believed that other provinces 
were also entitled to consideration. Sir John 
had charged him with opposing the short 
line railway while the fact was he had 
argued strongly in favor of adopting the 
shortest line possible in forming connexion 
between the provinces, and he considered

ed in Conception Bay. A despatch from 
Carbonier says that while a Protestant con­
gregation were deploying from the Episco­
pal Church, last night, they were furiously 
attacked with volleys of stones and other 
missiles. The extent of the affair is not 
known, as no detailed information has been 
obtainable by wire to-day.

NEWARK, N. J., April 14— A spark from a 
bobbin wheel came in contact with a gas jet 
in the celluloid brush company’s works 
to-night and in an instant the entire build­
ing was in a blaze. In a short time the 
main building was entirely consumed and 
two others adjoining badly damaged. The 
loss is $200,000; covered by insurance. 
Several employees were badly injured.

NEW YORK, April 14, 12.30 p. m.— It is 
reported that the United States and Brazil 
Mail Steamship Company’s steamer Reliance, 
running between New York and Rio de 
Janeiro, has been lost off Bolivia with her 
cargo, which contains, among other things, 
7,000 bags of coffee. The Reliance is a new 
boat, having been built in 1883. She should 
not be far from Rie Janeiro at this time. 
The report received at the Coffee Exchange 
says none of the passengers or crew were 
lost.

LONDON, April 14.—In discussing the re­
cent arrest of suspected dynamiters the 
Times this morning says: The expectation 
is strong that these arrests will lead to im­
portant disclosures which will throw light 
upon the recent explosions. We believe 
that one or two informers will be produced 
who will reveal the head quarters of 
the conspiracy whether in France or 
America. We are assured that the 
French authorities are on our side and 
that the French police will prevent out­
rages. We have, however, no such assur­
ance from America. We do not believe 
that the American police would connive at 
the sending of infernal machines across the 
Atlantic, but an open crusade is preached in 
America against England, and funds are 
collected there, and the things which have 
been threatened have been done. The facts 
are well known to the American police; 
they can act now if they choose; but in the 
present temper of the American people we 
should not hope much from them.

ELIZABETH, Pa., April 14.—Shortly after 5 
o’clock this morning, an explosion of fire 
damp occurred in the coal mine of John A. 
Wood & Sons, near here, killing two men 
instantly and injuring several others. The 
dead bodies were brought out of the mine 
horribly burned and blackened. A work­
man named Simonds, who was half a mile 
away, was struck on the head by a flying 
pick and sustained serious injuries. A 
number of others were bruised and cut by 
flying debris. The explosion occurred when 
few of the miners were at work, thus pre­
venting greater loss of life.

After some discussion the returns were 

adopted and a bill founded thereon was in­
troduced.

A resolution authorizing the Government 
to contract a loan for the Pacific Railway 
purposes was also passed.

The railway act amendment bill was read 
a third time and passed.

Another resolution was âdopted authoriz­
ing the government to make a free grant of 
6,400 acres per mile in Manitoba, and 12,- 
800 acres in the Northwest Territories in aid 
of the construction of a railway from Mani­
toba to the Hudson’s Bay.

After recess the bill to amend the License 
act of last session was taken up. Mr. Wel­
don pointed out that the Government had 
promised that penalties under the act were 
to be suspended, and he could not see any 
use in wasting the time of the House in 
amending an act that was not to be put in 
force, and which would probably be pro­
nounced unconstitutional.

The bill was passed through committee. 
Some important amendments will be pro­
posed on the third reading.

OTTAWA, April 16.
In the House of Commons, to-day, the 

Act authorizing the Government to sell or 
lease river fronts was passed, after an 
amendment proposed by Mr. Davies, protect­
ing the interests of riparian owners, had 
been adopted.

A resolution respecting subsidies to Pro­
vinces was concurred in, and a bill founded 
thereon introduced.

Hon. Mr. Costigan’s bill to regulate con­
tracts for the sale of coal was withdrawn.

The supplementary estimates for 1884-85 
were concurred in, after considerable discus­
sion.

Hon. Mr. McLean moved the third read­
ing of the bill to provide for a division of 
the Marine and Fisheries Department and 
the appointment of a deputy minister of 
fisheries.

Sir Richard Cartwright stated that the 
proposal meant a large increase of useless 
expenditure and the saddling of another 
lot of unnecessary officials upon the country.
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THE Messrs. Rnddoek Bros., of Port­
land, are building a tug boat which will 
be ready early in the autumn.

IT is expected that the St. John River 
will be open for navigation to Frederictou 
on Monday. Last [year navigation opened 
on April 21st.

Hon. Mr. Laurier then argued that before 
the line through the State of Maine was 
finally adopted the route via Quebec, Riviere 
du Loup, Edmunston and "Woodstock should 
be examined ; that route was only 20 miles 
longer than the American line. By the 
latter route a cumbrous and inconvienient 
system of bonding goods in transit would 
have to be adopted. He moved in amend­
ment that the location of the Short Line 
Railway should be- subject to the approval 
of Parliament.

Sir Charles Tupper said that the Govern­
ment would select the shortest and best 
route and if the route suggested by Mr. 
Laurier was found to be the best it would 
be adopted. The amendment was lost by 
52 to 109—all the New Brunswick members 
voting with the majority. The main re­
solutions were then put and carried by 127 
to 35—the Liberals from Ontario and P. E. 
Island only voting in the minority. The 
resolutions were concurred in and a bill 
founded thereon introduced.

The House then proceeded with the Rail­
way act amendment bill.

OTTAWA, April 15.
In the House of Commons, to-day, Sir 

Leonard Tilley introduced a resolution re­
specting the readjustment of provincial 
accounts- He said that by the new arrange­
ment the capital of the provinces on debt 
account would be fixed as follows:—

Mr. Healy—As I have your ruling on this 
point, sir, I will accept it ; but I think 
the son of the Duke of Devonshire might 
have left the correction to some other 
member. Mr. Dodds—I ask you, Mr. 
Chairman, whether the honorable mem­
ber ought not to be called upon to with 
draw what he has said. Mr. Healy—I 
venture to say that no one can point to 
an instance in which 1 have not accepted 
the ruling of the chairman ; but I repeat 
that on any question affecting the Black 
water fisheries it would have been more 
in keeping with decency if some other 
gentlemen had risen up than the son of 
the duke—who profits to the -extent of

NEW IRISH MOVEMENT.—We hear a 
good deal lately about alleged dissatisfac­
tion and revolt among the Irish National- 
ists, but as the stories come from quar­
ters notoriously hostile to Irish interests 
and to the policy of the Irish Parliament­
ary party, they should in all cases be re­
ceived with caution if not with absolute 
distrust. Parnell and his associates are 
doing their work too well to fear that any 
large portion of their countrymen will 
be influenced by the pretended friend­
ship of those whoset sole object is to cause 
that “split in the party” by which alone 
can compliance with Irish demands for 
justice be much longer refused. The fol- 
lowing is the latest story sent by cable to

London, April 7.—A revolt against Mr.

NOW LANDING:Java is the home of the upas tree, and 
as it is only recently that true scientific 
explanations have been given of them, 
probably one theory may be interesting. 
Wonderful stories were told about the 
valleys where it grew. No living creature 
was able to live an instant exposed to its 
effects, and even birds in flying over 
would drop dead, so that the whole val­
leys were covered with their skeletons. 
When scientific men first began to enquire 
into it they could only with the greatest 
difficulty induce the natives to accompany 
them to the spots, with such dread and 
superstition were they held. A peculiar 
feature in the earthquakes in this part of 
the world soon solved the problem and 
exploded the theory as to the trees them 
selves. It was found that at certain times 
the sulphurous vapors and noxious gases 
escaping through the cracks in the earth 
in these valleys were so dense and poison­
ous as to be destructive to animal life, 
and at times had so affected the natives 
that they had retained the memory of 
such places and avoided them forever 
afterward. No evil effects were expe­
rienced by those who traversed the val­
leys, though there was unmistakeable 
evidence that at periodic intervals they 
were deservingly to be avoided.

PROPAGANDA PROPERTY.—A despatch 
from Toronto, Ontario, says: ‘Archbis- 
hop Lynch, on being interviewed in ref­
erence to the report that legacies and do- 
nations given to the Propaganda will 
henceforth be received at foreign branch 
establishments, said that the report was 
quite correct, and that gifts or legacies 
would be received in trust by the chief 
officer of the Church in the district in 
which they were made. Branches will 
be established in the principal European 
capitals, and at New York, San Francisco, 
Quebec and Toronto. This step, the 
Archbishop said, was rendered necessary 
by the proposal of the Italian Govern­
ment to purchase the property of the 
Propaganda on terms that would render 
the act little less than confiscation. The 
property had been gradually acquired 
through donations and legacies from all 
parts of the world, a large revenue being 
derived from it. Now, he said, the 
Italian Government proposed to compel a 
sale at about one-third its value. The 
ecclesiastical authorities in Rome were 
now investing money in foreign stocks so 
that it would be safe from the rapacity of 
the Italian Government."

Mr. O’Brien Moore, an editorial writer 
on the Galvefton News, has recently 
fallen heir to a considerable property in 
Dublin. A wealthy uncle, the Duke of 
Caven, has died, bequeathing him a one- 
third interest in the vast estate, which 
is said to be valued at several hundred 
thousand pounds.

& ALLISON. some of the Irish leaders in the United THIRTY TONS OF HATS.States, and is said to have received pledges 
of the adhesion of several influential Irish 
American societies. He says the young 
men who should be fighting Ireland’s bat­
tles aggressively and ceaselessly are either 
too alow and timorous or fatally reckless, 
and are accomplishing nothing. The ex­
isting organizations are antagonistic and 
neutralize each other. What is needed is 
a new party with a platform broad enough 
to admit the strongest men in all existing 
organizations, and a concentration of all 
efforts for Ireland through the machinery 
of this new party, which will be irresisti- 
ble. He objects to Parnellism because 
it chooses a wrong field for the engage­
ment. The battle for freedom is not to 
be fought in St. Stephen’s. Neither the 
present Parliament, nor any Parliament 
likely to succeed it, will do justice to Ire­
land. Sterner methods than Mr. Par- 
nell’s are needed. And besides he is not 
so implicitly trusted by his own party 
as is commonly believed. There are se­
rious defections among his followers. 
Some of* the ablest among them are in 
favor of the proposed new departure. 
They complain that he is too autocratie 
and that it outrages their manhood to be 
compelled to render the degree of subser- 
viency that he demands. They say also 
that in grasping for Parliamentary suc- 
cess in petty details he loses sight of the 
great object for which ha is pledged to 
fight, but which he really jeopardizes by 
entangling deals and alliances with the 
Government.

CATHOLIC REPRESENTATION IN CANADA. 
—The Senate of Canada has seventy-eight 
members. In’ the Province of Quebec, 
where the Catholics number 1,170,718, 
and the Protestants, 184,732, the Protest- 
ant minority has seven representatives in 
the Senate, or one for every 26,370; 
while the Catholic majority has but one 
for every 68,885. The Catholic minority 
of Ontario, 320,839, has but four repre­
sentatives, or one for every 80,209 3-4; 
and the French Canadians of Ontario, 
fully 100,000, have as ÿet no representa- 
tive in the Senate. The Province of New 
Brunswick, where the Catholics number 
109,091 of a total of 321,233, has but one 
representative, out of the ten allotted to 
the Province. Nova Scotia has also ten 
senatorial representatives, of whom two 
are Catholic— the Protestants having one 
senator to every 40,057 of their popula­
tion ; the Catholics, one to every 58,743. 
In Prince Edward Island, the total pop- 
ulation is 108,891. OF these, 47,115 are 
Catholics. Of the four Senators, but one 
is » Catholic. Manitoba has one Catholic 
Senator, but British Columbia, with 10,- 
043 Catholics to 19,564 Protestants, has 
no Catholic representative in the Senate.

The startling discovery has been made 
that the so-called 11 life preservers" on 
some of the finest steamers that leave 
Boston harbor are consummate shams, 
which, in the hour of trial, would prove 
as delusive as a rope of burnt straw. 
The whole two hundred " preservers” on 
one steamer were condemned by the in­
spector as useless. When thrown over- 
board with a twenty-four pound weight 
attached, they would sink to the bottom 
with the eagerness of lead. It may well 
he doubted if a large number of our lake 
steamers, if subjected to similar tests 
with regard to their life preservers, would 
pass muster in a way any more satisfac- 
tory. The sooner some system of testing 
these things is inaugurated, the better for 
the safety of the travelling public. If 
criminally crowded steamers are supplied 
with "preservers” which are unequal to 
the task of supporting twenty-four pounds, 
then the horrors of the Saturday excur­
sion are more than doubled.—Toronto 
Globe.
